The news of the relief of Ekowe and of

the rescue of the gallant garrison afforded
great satisfaction to the people of the whole
Empire, but one can not help asking “ What
next?”’ The Zulus, discomfited in their
bold attempt to overcome the relieving
army even while it rested behind carefully
prepared defences, appear for a time to have
been quite cowed. They did not renew the
attack when, after that attempt, the relieving
army marched to Ekowe, nor when Col.
Pearson and his command marched out of
the position in which it was, for a time,
feared that they must all perish. The ad-
vance of the relieving force appears to have
been, on the whole, very slow, as if exces-
sive caution had succeeded temerity, and
this very excess of caution perhaps encour-
aged the Zulus to make that attack, which
previous experience should have taught
them must be attended with great loss of
life on their part, and must, in all proba-
bility, prove unsuccessful. The success of
their second or third attack on Wood’s
column, in which the British are said to
| have lost no less than 400 officers and men,
and the evacuation of Ekowe, WHICK they
subsequently entered, very probably renewed
their hopes and their courage. It is said
that another position is to be fortified now
by the British as a basis for operations
against the Zulus in the head of their own
territory. This they will probably neither
beleaguer nor attempt to carry by storm, but
the forces sent through their country to
encounter and subdue them will, no doubt,
meet with an obstinate and bloody resist-
ance. If the Boers rise against British
power also, as they threaten, this war in
South Africa will become, by no means, a
little war. Indeed it is more than that now.
Additional reinforcements are to be sent
from England immediately. The prevailing
opinion in England to-day seems to be that
those who so wantonly plunged the country
into this inglorious war did ill service to the
country.

In Mr. Mac-
keénzie’s time the British Columbians insisted
that the road should be commenced on the
Pacific side before the surveys were com-
pleted and it was possible to determine prop-
erly where the terminus should be. Their
clamors led the Colonial Secretary to inter-
pose in their behalf, and Mr. Mackenzie,
yielding to this pressure, undertook to build
the road from Lake Superior to the Pacific
in fifteen years, and to build a railroad at
once on Vancouvers Island from Esqui-
mault to Navaine. This latter part of the
bargain he was prevented, by the votes of the
well drilled Tory majority in the Senate,
from carrying out, and he refused to com-
mence operations on the main land on the
Pacific side until the tedions surveys were
all completed. These sarveys were pressed
forward with all practicable speed, and they
cost over three millions of dollars. After the
close of last session the route was decided
upon, but the selection did not meet the
wishes of the people of Vancouver’s Island.
During this time the Legislature talked of

The prices of merchandize generally haye
already -advanced considerably under the
operation of the N. P, tariff. The price of]
sugar has declined so much in the markets
of the world that notwithstanding the in-
crease of duty it is a shade lower in price
even in Canada to day than it was before
the duty was imposed. Mr. Tilley was
reckless enough to assert that this decline is
a consequence of the imposition of the
duties. There has been an advanee'in,',thb
price ot cottons, and Mr. Tilley asserted, on
the authority of some manufacturers, ‘that
this was due altogether to an advance in the,
price of raw cotton.

borrowed from the “Telegraph” that Mr.
Tilley, on coming forward to speak, was
received with loud cheers, and not a word is
said about any attempt having been made
to prevent his obtaining a hearing. It can
not be doubted that if any such attempt had
been made those papers, which stroye to
magnify. the slight interruption which oc
 curred when Mr. Skinner was speaking into
“the turbulence of ruthless, ignorant men,”
“ disgraceful conduct,” ete., would net have
omitted ‘to mention it and make it appear a
dreadful outrage. Mr. Wilmot, who then
was on the anti-Confederate ticket, attempted
to speak a second time, and was prevented
by the shouts of a number of those whom,
no doubt, the “Telegraph” and *News”
would then describe as intelligent and re-
spectable.
