"After a rather long bombardment, the 
Germans delivered two attacks against 
our positions in the region of Ham in 
Lorraine, southeast of Nomeny, Both 
attacks were repulsed and prisoners re­
mained in our hands.

"There were no important develop­
ments on the remainder of the front."

District Showing Is Smaller 
Than During June. The 110th (Perth) Battalion left on 

•Saturday night for Camp Borden from 
the Rectory street station of the G. T. 
R. It arrived in camp on Sunday. The 
crowd which assembled to see the men 
off was not large and was composed 
mostly of visitors from Perth County.

The usual method of departure was 
followed, the battalion leaving In two 
sections of about ten coaches each. A 
and B Companies, under the command 
of Major Chesham left at 9:20 (city 
time) and were followed half an hour 
later by C and D Companies with the 
small detachments of the battalion, 
under command of Major Johnson. The 
brass band left with the first train.

Nearly five cars were required to 
carry the battalion baggage, but none of 
the confusion so noticeable during the 
hasty departure of the first battalions 
was visible.

Except for the headquarters staff 
and a number of pickets, the battalion 
was unaccompanied, its own band 
playing it to the station. Owing to 
the fact that a longer time to prepare 
for departure had been granted, there 
were comparatively few absent without 
leave. All seemed happy and, although 
the railway cars were hot and stuffy, 
the boys made the best of it. Undress 
uniform was the order of the day (or 
rather night) once the train was 
boarded and. although some of the 
costumes were decidedly decollete, they 
were at least cool.

Those who were at the station had 
a splendid opportunity of seeing the 
departure. The first train departing 
almost before darkness set In and the 
second being brilliantly shown up by 
engine headlights and by the lights of 
automobiles, many of which lined the 
south side of the track, the owners 
having used that method of transporta­
tion to London instead of train. A 
good send-off was given the battalion 
by the crowd present, and, assisted by 
the boys themselves, it compared well 
with any of the other battalions' de­
partures.

The list of those "absent without 
leave" is steadily increasing. It has 
now passed the 1,000 mark. In other 
words there is a full battalion away 
from Camp Borden without the formal­
ity of a pass.

Board of Control Instructs News, Characterized in Clever Pen Picture Appearing 

in Canadian Courier.
Man Who Lost Camp Supply

William Spinks Was One of 

Excursion Party.Him to That Effect.
The Canadian Courier has an in- 

teresting story of Walter Nichol, 
former editor of the "London 
News." and now of the Vancouver 
Province. Mr. Nichol has many 
friends in this city, and the tri­
bute is therefore reproduced. Dr. 
C. S. Moore of this city is a 
brother-in-law of Mr. Nichol.
About 3 o'clock. when the sun be­

gins to lean toward China and stares 
hard into the shop windows on that 
side of Hastings street, which is far- 
flier from China, the news editor of the 
Vancouver Daily Province dons his 
coat, recklessly descends the dirty.

credited to the fact that the Province 
led their fight. As against this, how­
ever, must be taken the fact that the 
Province fought hard against features 
of their railroad policy.

The Vancouver Province is one of 
the four or five best paying newspapers 
in the whole Dominion. That is because 
Nichol learned to devote more time to 
the business end of newspaper manage­
ment than to the editorial end. though 
he keeps a close eye on that also. 
When Nichol worked in the east he 
found it difficult to suppress a certainI 
love of versifying which he had inher­
ited from some ancestor—not his father, 
for his father was a lawyer. He mixed 
verse with prose and did it well, though 
not at any great profit. Under the 
famous "Don" Sheppard on the News 
he did some really capital writing, and 
later, when Sheppard took over Satur­
day Night he expanded the range of 
his writing fancy. Once Nichol was sent 
to cover a ball at the old pavilion. In- 
stead of writing the usual society rub­
bish he described the whole affair from 
the standpoint of a young girl debutante. 
Sheppard was not the type of man to 
understand that sort of writing. He tore 
up the copy and bade Nichols write 
nothing more like it. Good critics knew, 
however, that Nichol had probably done 
an excellent story, in spite of Shep­
pard's dislike. He had more scope on 
his new paper Life. It was better than 
fifteen dollars a week from 'Sheppard, 
and Bill Caiger, Nichol’s partner in the 
affair, stood for poetry.

Came to London.
Rut Life languished and died chiefly 

for lack of capital. This dampened 
Nichol's ardor slightly, and his venture 
with the News in London, though it 
lived for some time after he quit it— 
convinced him that the newspaper 
game was a hard one. It had brought 
him so far only a modest home up on 
Cecil street in Toronto with his mother, 
and no joy more hectic than reading 
poetry and picking out good verses from 
bad in the Anglican Hymnal. Friends 
of Nichol in those days recall his sum­
mary of the situation when he an­
nounced to them that he intended to 
quit journalism. “There’s nothing in it!" 
he said, and went west to British Col­
umbia.

We are shipping direct to Montreal 
every week about 60 cases, and I ex­
pect that amount will Increase, as 
the Interest shown In the work has 
been greatly augmented since the 
organization of this unit. Our cases 
are all stenciled “From London. 
Ontario,” so you would have no diffi­
culty In finding them. Why we espe­
cially ask this favor of you Is that 
the surgeons of No. 10 are all used 
to working with supplies made as we 
are making them, and it would 
greatly facilitate their work. Then If 
there should be an exceptionally 
great demand for certain supplies 
we could specialize more on that 
work.

Born in Goderich.
The story of Walter Nichol and his

It 
had a brief career. He was about thirty. 
In 1897 he went to British Columbia for 
a change. He didn't prosper, but met 
one Bostock (Senator Bostock of Ducks, 
B. C.), a Cambridge Englishman, who 
had been in the country about four 
years, and who, when Nichol reached 
British Columbia, was the representa­
tive (Liberal) of Yale and Cariboo in 
the House at Ottawa. Bostock founded 
the Province in Victoria, B. C., as a 
weekly, employing Nichol as editor on 
terms which allowed Nichol to secure 
the paper as his own property later on. 
This Nichol did, and today is not only 
owner of a lucrative publishing business, 
but president of the Pacific Marine In­
surance Company, and a director of a 
big coal-mining concern as well. The 
West has been good to Walter Nichol.

One May Be Named to Act During 
Present Year,

The contractors today started pour­
ing concrete in the Gilesite bridge, be­
tween Delaware and Caradoc Townships, 
41 miles south of Delaware Village. The 
bridge will span the Thames at a point 
where no previous bridge has existed, 
and will give an outlet from the southern 
part of Caradoc to farmers Who have 
prior to this time, been forced to take 
a route that meant five or six miles more 
than the bridge route will mean.

The superstructure of the Delaware 
Village bridge will be transferred to the 
Gilesite location, and a new steel frame- 
work built at Delaware.

During the erection of the Delaware 
bridge, the road will be closed, and the 
contractors will build a side bridge. A 
toll will be charged by the contractors 
for passage over the temporary bridge

This will overcome a circuitous route 
around by way of Mount Brydges, neces­
sitating about thirteen miles of a drive.

The Delaware road will not close for 
two weeks at least, as that time will 
be necessary to make arrangements for 
the transfer of the Delaware bridge 
superstructure to Gilesite.

A GREAT NET INCREASE
ILL FOR PAST TWO YEARSAll

Several Hundred Expected for Wednesday Meeting—Com­

Petrograd, June 12.—(By Mails. 
Slowly, like a giant getting under way, 
Russia, backed by her plain people, is 
gathering strength. Today, working for 
her, she has an army of them 50,000.000 
strong.

This is not sob-sister hysteria. It 
is truth.

The Russian war is the people's war. 
With their incalculable fortitude, the 
people are backing up the army in a 
way peculiar to them and not to be 
found in any other country of Europe. 
In England and France, for instance, 
the governments are co-operating with 
industrial corporations and bankers, to 
the exclusion of well-defined citizens' 
groups.

In Russia the government and army 
also co-operate with these. But they 
co-operate with an organized people, 
too, through non-political groups 
which have been formed all over the 
country—citizens' associations, co-oper- 

:ative societies, peasants' unions—and 
whose aim is but to serve Russia.

Then there is a central committee 
composed of civilians, to co-ordinate 
the efforts of the groups and take 
the army’s orders.

But All Are Busy.
So some of the 50,000.000 are at the 

front, in uniform, under arms. Others 
are back of the lines drilling to go to 
the front. The rest are scattered all 
over the Russian empire working at 
their jobs, big or little, but for the 
nation. They are farmers and mer -

London, June 30.—(Correspondence of 
the Associated Press).—The little 23- 
ton yacht Mena has arrived safely in 
an English port after a voyage of a 
hundred thousand miles.

Four British Attacks.
"There has been strong artillery act­

ivity on both sides of the Somme. In 
the reiong of Ovillers- Bazentin-Ie- 
Petit four British attacks during the 
afternoon broke down in front of our 
lines, as also did an attack commenced 
in the morning to the east of Bazen- 
tin.

"South of the Somme lively fighting 
developed in the course of the evening 
near and to the south of Blaches. A 
portion of the village has again been| 
occupied by us, and over 100 prisoners| 
were taken.

"French attacks near Barleux and 
in the region of Estrees and to the 
west thereof were repulsed with very 
heavy losses to the enemy by our cur­
tain of fire.

French Success at Verdun.
"To the east of the Meuse in the 

afternoon the French brought up strong 
forces against Froide-Terre Hill and in 
the neighborhood of Fleury, which met 
with no success.

At 2:30 o’clock this morning, accord- 
ing to the police accounts, a Japanese, 
dressed in foreign garb, entered a sec­
ond-story window of the cottage and, 
after awakening the missionaries, de- 

|manded money. This being refused, 
|the intruder plunged a short sword Into 
|Mr. Campbell’s breast, mortally wound­
ing him.

Mrs. Campbell struggled heroically 
with the assailant and was stabbed re­
peatedly, succumbing to her wounds a 
few hours later.

At the point of his sword the burg­
lar, the police say, forced the Japanese 
maid to disclose the cash box and then 
made his escape with the $10.50, which 
it contained.

The Rev. Mr. Campbell recently vol­
unteered for service with a Canadian 
contingent in the European war and 
was about to return home.

Rev. Daniel Norman of Tokio, 
Japan, who is home after nine­
teen years’ missionary work in 
Japan, and is at present attend­
ing summer school at Alma Col­
lege in St. Thomas, stated to 
The Advertiser last night over 
long-distance that he knew Rev. 
Mr. Campbell very well.

"He was the last person with 
whom I visited before I left 
Japan in May,” said Mr. Nor­
man. "He came out to the mis­
sion. field in 1914, and was doing 
splendid work. His home was 
in Cobourg, and his wife’s home 
in Toronto. They came to Japan 
from Toronto conference, Karui­
zawa, where the murder occurred, 
is a summer resort about 90 
miles from Tokio. It is 25 years 
since a foreigner was murdered 
under circumstances similar to 
this in Japan, but it would be 
the easiest thing In the world for 
burglars to do, as there are no 
windows in many of the houses, 
and where there are windows, 
they are always wide open, espe­
cially at this time.

women workers. To this end women 
of the upper and middle class, Whose 
age prevents them from entering muni­
tion factories or taking service on the 
farm, are urged to assist the govern­
ment in improvising a comprehensive 
scheme.

Scarcity of labor has stopped building 
and the small cottages in or near the 
big centres of population are in unusual 
demand. The sudden increase in the 
number of munition workers has in­
volved great migrations of labor.

If there is a scarcity, amounting to a 
famine, of small houses, in a good many 
cases, though not in all, large houses 
can be obtained. The cost of living has 
led upper and middle class families to 
migrate from the large house to the 
small one or a flat. Many large houses 
are empty, but the women have yet to 
get together on a plan to occupy them 
economically or in keeping with their 
incomes. An appeal was recently made 
to landlords to allow the temporary oc­
cupation of such dwellings, to be con­
ducted as hotels or shared out among 
women.

At a few women's hotels these wo­
men obtain comfort and excellent meals 
at an exceedingly modest price. Such 
a result is possible only by combination 
and co-operation, because alone in a 
rooming house women could not live so 
cheaply. Where there is an absence of 
houses the government is considering 
using moving picture houses or school 
rooms.

Enough for Crowd. WHAT IS IT?

The following instructions regarding infantile paralysis are issued 
by the Provincial Board of Health:

Infantile paralysis, also called Anterior Poliomyelitis, is a communi- 
cable disease chiefly of children between the age of two and fourteen 
years. Older children and adults may also be affected by the disease.

The cause is unknown. It is known, however, that the agent causing 
the disease is present in the secretions of the nose and mouth and in 
the intestinal tract from being swallowed.

The disease is epidemic in some United States cities and in at least 
one town in Ontario.

It is believed that infantile paralysis is spread from one child to 
another by means of the secretions of the nose and mouth by direct 
transfer. It is possible also that it is spread by flies which have been in 
contact with intestinal discharges. It may become widespread in country 
as well as in crowded city districts, and persons who have been in 
contact with cases of the disease may harbor the contagion and give it 
to others without contracting the disease themselves; that is they are 
“carriers."

WHAT TO DO ABOUT IT.
(1)—Every case must be quarantined for a period of six weeks.
(2)—All children Who have been in contact with a case must be 

quarantined and kept under observation for a period of two weeks.
(3)—Adult members of the family who are wage-earners may be 

allowed to go about their work subject to the regulations of the Provincial 
Board and on the discretion of the medical officer of health.

(4)—Where there is an outbreak, gatherings of children, such as 
picnics, picture shows, and playgrounds, should be prohibited.

(5)—The source of origin of each case should be carefully Inquired 
into in order that proper quarantine may be maintained.

(6) —In houses where cases appear all doors and windows should be 
screened, the premises kept clean, and no accumulation of garbage or 
waste permitted.

(7) —All cases should be at once notified to the medical officer of 
health, and by him to the chief officer of the Provincial Board.

(8)—Mild cases showing slight headache, rise of temperature and 
vomiting persisting for a few days, with slight muscular weakness and 
absence of paralysis, should be quarantined. These are probably one of 
the chief sources of contagion.

(9)—As infantile paralysis is a most serious disease and in the pre­
sent epidemic giving a high death-rate, the public is urged to second 
the efforts of the authorities in every way in order to prevent a severe 
outbreak in the province.

(10)—All materials, such as cloths, etc., carrying secretions and dis­
charges from patients should be burned, boiled, or disinfected.

If the disease shows any tendency to spread, special quarantine 
measures may be necessary.

Rev, H. D. Moyer Says It Is Greater 
Than Self-Denial.Young Women Volunteers From I 

Churches Did Excellent Work. WELLINGTON CHURCH Rev. H. D. Moyer of the Hyatt 
Avenue Methodist Church preached 
Sunday evening from the text, “I prays 
that in all things that thou mayest 
prosper and be in health as thy soul 
prospers," taken from the third epistle/ 
of the Apostle John 111: 4.

The point brought out was that 
man’s prosperity in temporal things 
corresponds and is in keeping with 
his soul's prosperity or Christianity.

There are exceptions where the 
greatest Christian characters are poor 
in worldly goods, and on the other 
hand instances where ungodly people 
had prospered and become wealthy.

Instances were shown in several cit­
ies where merchants in places where 
Billy Sunday had conducted revival 
meetings had reported increased busi­
ness following conversions.

In the morning Mr. Moyer preached 
on “Christ as a Power for Good," tak­
ing his text from the 23rd verse of the 
9th chapter of St. Luke, "Let a man 
deny himself and take up my cross 
and follow me."

It was shown that the place of self- 
sacrifice was the difference between 
self-denial and self-sacrifice.

Self-sacrifice was higher than self- 
denial. the difference being that self- 
denial affected only the individual, 
whereas self-sacrifice was for the pur- 
pose of helping others.

Proceeds from the City Mission Tag 
Day on Saturday amounted to nearly 
$300, of which some $20 will be re­
quired for expenses.

While a number of the churches of 
the city were interested in the mission 
and its splendid work of reaching and 
rescuing and appealing to people who 
are not reached by the churches, is 
indeed, carried on under the sympa- 
thetic eye of the Ministerial Alliance, 
since it is everybody's mission, it is 
nobody’s mission.

Dangerous Reading.
"But on the other hand, there is much 

that is dangerous, much that appeals 
to the passions and is in open revolt 
against Christian truth."

Speaking of fashions, the preacher 
said that if the women of our country 
would study the scriptures as diligently 
as the fashion plate it would be a great 
deal better for our people and our 
country.

"Many young people," he said, 
"through an inordinate love of fashion 
are made into immodest women.

“Far better a woman be gowned in 
cheap print with strength of character 
and honor of soul than be draped in the 
finest silks covering a soul tainted 
with sin."

Dealing with the last phase of his 
subject, “frivolity," he said it was one 
thing to be light-hearted and another 
to be frivolous.

May Go Together.
“Laughter and reverence may go to­

gether, but flippancy and reverence 
never.

"Songs of men may be heard from 
the din and dust of battle, but it is 
folks like Nero who fiddle as Rome 
burns.

“Canada needs to be called to a seri­
ous consideration of the real sanctities 
of life. We cannot afford to play fast 
and lose when love and duty are at 
stake.

“The call of the hour is that we 
should give consideration to the great 
realities of life and less to the frivoli­
ties.”

Bombardier Beecroft of the 63rd Bat­
tery, one of several ministers of Lon­
don Presbytery who are in khaki, 
preached last evening to the congrega­
tion of King Street Presbyterian 
Church.

Introducing the soldier-preacher, the 
minister, Rev. W. R. McIntosh, spoke 
in eulogistic terms of the step taken 
by Mr. Beecroft in giving up for a 
time his work as minister of Aylmer 
and Springfield Presbyterian churches 
and enlisting as a private in his great 
desire to serve his country. “His act 
has been a sermon in itself," said Mr. 
McIntosh.

Referring to the kindness of the in­
troduction, "But I don't want com­
mendation for what I have done," said 
Mr. Beecroft. I have simply done what 
it was necessary for me to do in re­
sponse to the call of patriotism and 
duty. Enlisting in the battery, I have 
not left behind me the privileges, op­
portunities and responsibilities of the 
ministry. I have only entered upon a 
wider field of opportunity for work 
among the boys.”

Choice of Paths.
The sermon which followed. Impres­

sive because of the ring of conviction 
of the words and the unmistakeable 
sincerity of the man who uttered them, 
dealt with the subject of the choice of 
the two paths in life which comes to 
everyone, the choice between the path 
of duty and difficulty, and the path of 
softness."

"The bed of roses is very inviting, 
and it is a great promiser, but it 
doesn’t pay up. The path of gain is 
always the path of sacrifice," he de­
clared. Several instances illustrating 
this statement were given and Geth­
semane reserved as the climax.

“Gethsemane might have the appear­
ance of failure. It was the very op­
posite, the pinnacle of success, where 
heaven and earth met, and man stood 
beside God."

It was only in closing that special 
reference was made to the text: “It 
is I, be not afraid," when the folly 
was pointed out of worry and fearful­
ness with God always near by, a help­
er in time of trouble, a guide, a shelter 
and a comforter.

A duet by Messrs. Murray and 
Matthews was a feature of the musical 
service.

H. Woolatt and G. MacBurney, the 
school orchestra, meantime, playing a 
verse of "O, Canada," immediately after 
which the school joined in singing the 
chorus.

An Eloquent Tribute.
Rev. W. J. Ashton, the new pastor of 

the church regretted it had not been 
his privilege to know the boys whose 
names were inscribed on the roll of 
honor. During the course of a short 
address he paid an eloquent tribute to 
the men who go forth to fight for free­
dom and righteousness, and equally to 
the brave wives, mothers, and sisters 
who stay at home. In connection with 
this a little incident was related that 
he had come across in his Sarnia 
pastorate.

A boy of eighteen, holding a good 
position, wanted to enlist. His mother 
at first withheld her consent, but fin­
ally yielded. That very afternoon the 
boy went straight to the recruiting of­
fice and was accepted.
