The order of the Canadian immi­
gration authorities gave him per­
mission to remain in Canada for 
three months.

When he was released he. dropped 
out of sight, and it is said that he 
was in hiding for several weeks in 
Toronto.

Yesterday he apparently thought ho 
was safe and appeared here, resum­
ing work with the firm of contrac- 
tors for whom he worked before his 
first arrest.

He apparently figured that the 
Unitel States authorities had been so 
slow in demanding his extradition 

, that they had dropped all efforts to 
secure his return to face trial in 
North Carolina.

Bullock was arrested on a United

TORONTO, Feb. 16. — Asserting 
that the time had come when there 
must be a showdown between the 
government and the hydro commis­
sion, Wellington Hay, leader of the 
Liberal group in the Provincial Leg­
islature, this afternoon blamed the 
Drury government for not asserting 
its authority over the hydro commis­
sion when first it came into office.

He suggested a house committee to 
deal with the differences that appear 
to be btween the government and the 
hydro commission largely as to the 

1 amount of money that had been re­
quired to complete the Chippawa 
project. The public ought to be sat­
isfied that the money was reasonably

, expended, he said.
j Mr. Hay’s speech opened the de­
bate on the reply to the speech from

: the throne, and he went carefully : 
i over the record of the government 
since it came Into office.

His address occupied all the after­
noon session, and Hon. G. Howard 

: Ferguson will continue the debate 
: tomorrow.
|The Liberal leader claimed the ad- 
|mission that the present government 
: had passed but little legislation di- 
( rectly benefitting the farmer indicat- 
>ed that it was unable to improve on 
j the record of previous regimes in 
j aiding agriculture. He promised that 

the Liberals would be ready to sup- 
|port any good measure the govern- 
!ment would bring forward to aid 
;this basic industry. He urged a sys- 
|tem of farmers* banks.

Raps Liquor Condition.
In reference to liquor legislation, 

! he agreed that the attorney-gen- 
’eral had conscientiously endeavored 
! to enforce the Ontario temperance 

act. In fact, he came to the con- 
Iclusion from visits to Windsor that 
! the Ontario government was far more 
j anxious to protect the citizens of De- 
itroit and neighboring localities from 
• the evil of drink than were the of- 
: ficials of the United States. It seem- 
j ed to him that while the provincial 
officers were doing their utmost to 

keep liquor from being rushed to the 
States, the officials on the other side 
of the border were not showing any­
thing like the same energy.

The Liberal leader saw in the 
recent federal election figures indi­
cations that the farmer-labor gov­
ernment was losing its hold on the 
electors. He criticized the govern­
ment for opposing the Liberals in 
North Oxford after the Conservatives 
had declined to enter the field.

Coming to matters affecting hydro 
and hydro-radials, the Liberal leader 
said that undoubtedly the province 
had undertaken large commitments1 
on these accounts. And in connec­
tion with the administration of hydro 
affairs between the government and 
the commission he felt that most 
of the province realized that things 
had come to where a showdown was: 
necessary.

“The early estimates for the build-! 
ing of this Chippawa scheme, as in 
the Sturgeon Falls development," he 
said, “are very much exceeded. So 
far as the Chippawa power is con-' 
cerned the conditions are such that 
we as Liberals feel that the position 
we took from our leader in the house 
in the first session of the new gov-: 
ernment was the very course that i 
the government apparently now have: 
in view of talcing."

Liberals Started Plan.
! The Liberals, he said, had never 
been opposed to hydro; in fact they' 
were the pioneers. He read the 
Liberal platform on the subject, and i 
said that the Liberal party had stood' 
by the one thing, that there should !

1 board to go on and spend enormous 
amounts, and then come to the Legis­
lature at last and say: ‘We are 
through: the work is practically
completed; we know it has cost: 
more than it ought to have cost.’"

After reference to the stand taken 
by the Liberal leader at the last 
session, when an accounting was de-| 
manded and a reference to Hon. Mr. 
Carmichael’s statement to the house, 

, which Mr. Hay deemed insufficient, 
he said: “I do not wish to hold the 
government of the day responsible 
for the large expenditure on hydro­
electric development.

"I do think that they must take 
some responsibility for allowing their 
commission, that could have been 
put out of office at once, to go on 
during the last 24 months expending 
'large amounts of money without hav­

ing assured themselves, as they ap­
pear not to have been satisfied, that 
that money was being wisely and 
judiciously expended."

He was not going to say, he de-

In this connection it is pointed 
out that the present is not the time 
for a gevernmental inquiry into 
financial affairs of any kind.

That the proposed merger in the 
interests of the shareholders and 
depositors of the Merchants Bank 
and of the public generally is in­
evitable, and necessary is not doubted 
anywhere.

The question raised is as to 
whether the government, before ap­
proving the merger should institute 
ah inquiry. It is, however, pointed 
out that if there is a general desire 
to place blame for the Merchants 
Bank situation, this can be done 
through the criminal courts. And in 
this connection any shareholder can 
bring action.

There is little doubt that the whole 
question will be brought up at the 
coming session of Parliament, and 
inasmuch as Sir Lomer Gouin is a 
director of the Bank of Montreal,: 
which undertakes to absorb the Mer-1 
chants Bank, the discussion may be 
interesting.

Revision of the bank act is due 
next year. Consideration of neces­
sary revisions may be precipitated 
by the present situation.

MONTREAL, Feb. 16.—The “top 
of the world" still waits to be 

reached. Lieut. MacReady’s record- 
breaking fly to a height of nearly 
eight miles left the "ceiling of the 
earth" still at least 40 miles away.

How near the aviator may come 
to what is practically the upper limit 
of the atmospheric layer surround­
ing the earth, we may not know in 
this generation, But the meteor­
ologist and the astronomer fell us 
that both Major Schroeder after his 
flight of 88,180 feet and Lieut, Mac- 
Ready after his 40,800 were speak­
ing only figuratively when they 
spoke of having attained the “top of 
the earth."

The layer of atmosphere, many 
say, is at least 50 miles thick.

Aviators now have the means of 
taking sufficient oxygen along with 
them for their engines and for them- 
selves, and the heat that keeps their 
bodies from freezing, They lack 
only denser air to fly upon at great 
heights. But this, of course, they 
will never have.

Yet there is another solution; the 
faster plane capable of rising still 
higher on an ever-thining ocean of 
air.

It will be a problem forever in­
creasingly difficult, The higher man

him four-fifths of the air.
From the surface of the earth 

where the total air pressure upon 
his body was 15 tons, he had risen 
to a height where the pressure was 
but three tons. And had he gone 
three times as high, he would have 
reduced the pressure to 80 pounds!

Any higher airplane flights than 
those that have been taken by these 
two men will have little scientific 
value. Their observations will give 
scarcely more information than 
that to be had from a balloon sent 
up with various pieces of recording 
apparatus.

But neither did the poles of the 
earth have great scientific Interest. 
Yet men sought and attained them. 
And so long as the astronomer and 
the meteorologist make known the, 
existence of an ocean of air beyond 
any sailed thus far, there will be a 
struggle to fathom its depth.

But for the present, that fathom­
ing will be done only from observa­
tion and deduction to be made upon 
terra firma. Among the best of the 
methods that are used to determine 
the upper limit of the blanket of 
air about the earth is called the 
“twilight method,"

During the course 
of his remarks Mr. Lloyd George 
said: “I am delighted to thank the 
man who above all others helped to 
clear the skies.

WARNS WORLD OF PERIL HlE- IIIIII1 Declares Great Granaries of 
Volga Region Must Be 

Replenished.

LONDON, England, Feb. 16.—To 

come back to the land of plenty after 
being in famine-stricken Russia is 
like waking from a terrible night- 
mare.

The English people have been gen­
erous and prompt in aiding the Rus­
sian famine sufferers, but they can't 
possibly visualize the extent of the 
calamity.

The lands along the great River 
.Volga, where famine followed 
drought, have an area and population 
approximately equal to that of all 
France.

Of these people the great number 
of 19 millions is directly menaced 
with death, and millions —no matter 
what frantic effort we make now— 
are doomed to die.

Every time the clock ticks dozens 
of wasted skeletons, that were once 
men and women and children, are 
toppling over dead.

More Desolate Than Arctic.
I am telling you what I have seen. 

When you enter the famine lands of 
1 Russia you enter the lands of ter­

rible silence. The very birds have 
shunned this country of hunger. It 
conveys a greater sense of desolation 
than the Arctic ice fields.

In Buzuluk I saw a pile of frozen 
corpses lying tn the cemetery await­
ing burial. The weary grave-digger 
said to me they came by cartloads 
every day. They were picked up in 
the streets and alleys. They were 
found in hallways. Sometimes they 
were found in hovels, where every 
one in the family had succumbed.

What Donations Accomplish.
Every Canadian dollar, English 

pound sterling, every French franc 
spent now in supplying food, seed 
and agricultural implements to the 
Volga is fighting three things:

FIRST —The terrible famine of to- 
day.

SECOND—The chances of an even 
more terrible famine in the next win- 

!ter.
THIRD—The plagues of disease 

that may arise in the Volga country 
and, sweeping across into happier 
Europe, Canada and the United 
States, decimate by thousands and 
tens of thousands.

Spotted typhus and cholera have 
already made their appearance in the 
Volga country.

The poor people can't help being 
dirty. They have no soap, no dis­
infectants. no drugs. And filth and 

: famine together are prolific breeders.
They sweep past frontier lines.

If the people of the world are cold 
find callous to the sufferings of starv­
ing Russia this winter, they may 
reap a terrible harvest of disease and 
death in their own homes next sum­
mer and fall.

Four months ago I begged the 
civilized nations of the world repre­
sented in the assembly of the League 
of Nations to do something.

Millions have died because my ap­
peal fell on deaf ears.

We must send grain to keep the 
people alive, and we must send seed, 
tractors and tools, so that the sur­
vivors may do their sowing in the 
spring.

Unless we do this the great gran­
ary of Russia will become a depopu­
lated desert. And Russia cannot re­
cover. Russia cannot export food, 
Russia cannot become a market for 
the world's goods, until the Volga 
region has once more become a gran- 
ary.

It is. therefore, not only charitable 
and wise and humane and Christian 
to act promptly, hut it is also good 
business, it is good politics, and it Is 
a matter of self-protection against 
epidemics of disease.

to specialize in fruit. There was no 
use specializing, he said, unless the 
person was interested in fruit grow- 
ing.

Next to marketing, he said, spray­
ing was the most important factor 
in successful fruit farming. It gave 
the tree something that it absolutely 
needed, it. protected the fruit and 
tree from insects and blights, in­
creased the foliage which was of as 
much value to a tree as food was to 
an animal, he said, and it assured an 
annual crop. With proper spraying, 
he said, 90 per cent of the crop would 
be clean, whereas without spraying 
only 30 per cent of the fruit was 
marketable.

Birds Prove Harmful.
During the afternoon one of the 

growers wanted to know how to pro­
tect his cherries from birds, and a 
lively discussion resulted. The far­
mer declared that he had many trees 
of sweet cherries and Montmorencies, 
and the birds ate so many he rarely 
harvested a paying crop. Professor 
Caesar suggested planting Mulberry 
trees in the proximity of the cherries 
to attract the birds, but the farmer 
said that he had tried it without suc­
cess.

W. J. Robb stated that the birds 
was the chief problem of the fruit- 
growers in Elgin County. He claimed 
that they were increasing by 20 per 
cent every year. He wanted to know 
if nets spread over the trees would 
protect the fruit.

Professor Caesar did not think 
that the scheme would be practical 
owing to the cost, and he did not 
agree with Mr. Robb that birds were 
increasing in number.

Mr. Robb then wanted to know if, 
: at the request of the association, the 

government would offer $10,000 as a 
reward for any one who would de­
vise a scheme to scare the birds 
without injuring them.
