Montmagny, Que., Dec. 16.—A panic, 

resulting in the death of one person, 
and the serious injury of some twenty- 
five others, was caused in the local 
moving-picture house last night, when 
the film which was being shown caught 
fire.

A litle boy was crushed to death in 
the wild stampede for the door, and a 
number of men and women were more 
or less seriously injured.

The fire did not spread, and the in­
terior of the theatre was only slightly 
damaged. There were some four hun­
dred people in the theatre at the time of 
the occurrence.

The theatre is an upstairs hall. When 
a flash of flame darted from the moving 
picture machine, a panic ensued and 
everybody rushed for the doors. A few 
cool heads in the audience endeavored 
to calm the people, but were not suc­
cessful. In the rush, the little lad was 

crushed, while many of the people 
injured, sustained their hurts by being 
jammed against the walls, or being 
knocked down.

Buchanan to the public util- SUBTERRANEAN PASSAGE AT VICTORIA.

A subterranean passageway now stretches from one extremity to the other of 
the group of buildings comprising Victoria hospital. The new tunnel, built under 
the corridors of the hospital at a cost of $12,000, facilitates transportation, offers 
direct communication from one building to the other, gives easy access to every 
department, and provides a means of utilizing a central heating system. Com­
pletion of the tunnel this week means the general elevation of the hospital to 
a higher standard of efficiency. The cement passageway was built at some 
difficulty, workmen having to penetrate and rebuild heavy brick walls. The 
nurses of the institution use the tunnel for their trips to and from the nurses' 
home and hospital. Plans for the new nurses’ home call for the building of 
an arm of the tunnel to go under Ottaway avenue and establish direct com­
munication among every hospital building. Patients will be wheeled from one 
part of the buildings to another when necessity arises by means of the tunnel.

“The surplus from the electrical de­
partment will be utilized in the making 
of extensions to our system," remarked 
Mr. Buchanan this morning, “while the 
surplus in the waterworks department 
will go to making good a deficit of 
$16 000 last year.

Belfast, Ireland, Dec. 16.—Armed sen­

tries, posted by the striking “A Special" 
constabulary, today patrolled the en­
trances to the Princess Dock Barracks, 
sternly warning strangers away.

Strict sobriety is being maintained 
among the 300 men there, who are 
seemingly taking the strike more seri- 
ously than the other sections of the 
constabulary throughout the northern 
counties.

The men, angered over the decision 
unde r the London boundary agreement 
to disband them immediately, are de­
manding a bonus of £200 each, free of 
income tax. The government yesterday 
offered two months’ leave on full pay, 
and transportation home, but the men 
at the Princes dock declared it un- 
acceptable.

The “specials" on duty at the court 
and jail in Belfast joined the strike, 
and have been replaced by regulars.

The "A Special" constabulary mem­
bers have ceased duty at Clogher head- 
quarters, an important center in County 
Tyrone, facing the County Monaghan 
border. At this point the area com­
mandant and platoon commander are 
practically prisoners.

At Enniskillen, also in County Fer- 
managh, the barracks gates were closed 
today and a visiting officer was re- 
fused admittance. All conferences in 
Tyrone between the striking constabul­
ary and higher officials are being con­
ducted at Dungannon, in the eastern 
part of the county.

Some of the aldermen are in favor

"There are no districts where the 
buses can operate without hurting us," 
said one. official.

Personally, I am not prepared to say 
what will haltpen next Monday, but I 
don’t see how we can get on without 
the street railway. At the same time I

Paris, Dec. 16.—George Tchitcherin, 
former commissar of soviets, who re­
cently arrived in Paris after visiting 
Warsaw, Berlin. Geneva and other cen­
ters. took occasion yesterday to express 
his sentiments on certain world affairs. 
These sentiments may be outlined about 
as follows:

Continued distrust of the league of 
nations, lack of confidence in the Lo­
carno pact, readiness to discuss the 
resumption of political relations with 
the United States opposition to secur­
ity negotiations in advance of general 
disarmament, and confidence that the 
existing hostility to the soviet repub­
lics will lose its force little by little.

Recent events. M. Tchitcherin de­
clared, have shown the immense im­
portance of the union of soviets in in- 
ternational politics and commerce.

"The general settlement of interna­
tional affairs is impossible without us," 
lie said.

Indian government's abhorrence of 
human sacrifices and of its deter­
mination to eradicate the practice 
by making it impossible to obtain 
victims.

Ser­
geant Last held up his hands as a sig­
nal to stop, but Scafe, swerving to one 
side of the road, to avoid hitting the 
officer, sped away.

A passing motorist placed his car at 
the disposal of the police, and then 
started a 55-mile-an-hour chase from 
one end of the city to another.

The two racing motors flew along 
Queen's avenue to London East. The 
chase led to Hamilton road and from 
the city limits into the county. Scafe 
twice cut-off the pursuing motor car, 
the officers said in court this morning. 
He swerved directly in their path in 
the country and turned back to race 
into the city again. An occupant of 
the car, John Kerridge, 21 years old. 
waved his hand from the side, urging 
on the car behind.

Both men had been drinking, Sergt. 
Last told the magistrate. Kerridge was 
decidedly under the influence of liquor.

Scafe denied he bad been speeding, 

and said he was unaware of being fol- 
lowed by the police during the course of 
the ride. The statement by Sergeant 
Last that it was necessary to travel 55 
miles an hour to catch up, was a gross 
exaggeration. He declared the engine 
of his car was so feeble that it couldn't 
drive at a faster rate than 30 miles an 
hour.

said Miss Grant, “it is absurd for the 
parties concerned to have to wait 
sometimes for weeks till a birth cer­
tificate can be produced. Many Cana- 
dians have been born in European 
countries, and if it is necessary to get 
birth certificates for them a wedding 
would, of necessity, be delayed for 

|nearly a month. And then three more 
|days would have to elapse after the 
certificate arrived before the marriage

Establishment of a farm for feeble- 
minded children of Western Ontario 1 
jast outside London is not beyond 
the range of possibility next year.

The announcement made by Premier 
G. H. Ferguson, minister of education, 
that the government is prepared to 
pass legislation in this connection, pro­
viding municipalities in the province 
wiM co-operate, has been very cordial­
ly received by prominent educationists 
in London.

Administrator G. A. Wheable, B.A., 
S. F. Lawrason, chairman of the board 
of education. Trustee Rev. R. D. Mess 
and Rev. G. Q. Warner, B.D., judge of 
the London and Middlesex juvenile 
court, all expressed themselves to The 
Advertiser in terms distinctly favor­
able to the establishment of farms for 
feeble-minded children and in terms 
Indicating that the London board of 
education would he prepared to do its 
share in promoting such work.

V. K. Greer, M.A., chief Inspector of 
public and separate schools for Ontario, 
is known to be very sympathetic to 
any plans for looking after feeble- 
minded children, a type for which, as 
yet, little or nothing has been done 
by the authorities in the province.

“There is about one feeble-minded 
child in every 500, and a farm for 
London and Western Ontario would 
thus have about 50 or more children," 
states Mr. Wheable, “and I believe that 
such a farm would be a very good 
thing. We in London are doing con­
siderable work for sub-normal children 
in our auxiliary classes, and in the 
establishment recently of vocational 
classes for boys and girls over 13 years 
of age of similar type, but this farm 
plan is for children who test below 
50 in mental tests. This class is one 
for which we are not now doing any­
thing, because it is illegal to place 
any child testing below 50 mentally

The Advertiser today publishes the 
first of a series of articles on peat 
bogs.

FUEL FAMINE LOOMS

1,500 Tons of Peat May Be 
Taken From Dorchester 

Bogs in 1926.

In the event of a coal famine tn. 
Canada, which is not altogether an im- 
possibility, a variety of substitutes will! 
be pressed into service. Of these sub- 
stitutes, peat is likely to be important

There are 37,000 square miles of peat 
In the dominion, and the peat areas 
are widely distributed, one bog of large 
dimensions being situated in Middlesex. 
Fuel men believe it may play a big 
part in future fuel crises.

Aside from the prevailing scarcity of 
anthracite coal and high prices which 
have been asked, the fuel problem in 
Canada presents a serious and alarm­
ing aspect. The question, which has 
reached critical proportions within the 
past few weeks, has become one of na­
tional concern.

Effect Would Be Drastic.
If, for any reason, the Importation 

of coal from the United States should 
ultimately cease, or even worse, be pro­
hibited, the results and the effects upon 
Canada would be most vital. This fact, 
which is by no means a remote impos- 
sibility, according to well-informed 
authorities, would tie up many large in- 
dustries, promote, to a great extent, 
widespread suffering, and stimulate a 
strong reaction among the laboring 
classes.

Together with this, when the manu­
facturer is today being forced to secure 
a high price for his products as the re­
sult of a corresponding increase in the 
cost of raw material, and when the 
householder is complaining of the ex­
orbitant price of home necessities, it is 
of prime importance to note the intro­
duction of any material which will re­
lieve, to any extent, the pressure of 
the serious conditions which prevail. 
That peat Is a less expensive fuel than 
anthracite or other varieties of coal 
and quite as suitable for industrial and 
domestic purposes, is the statement 
made by Dr. J. McWilliam and W. J. 
Chapman of this city, for many years 
associated with the production of the 
fuel in Ontario. Their statement is 
substantiated by the results of exhaus­
tive experiments which have been con­
ducted by the department of the inter­
ior in the vast peat bogs near Ottawa.

Analysis is Made.
To place before the public of London, 

and to provide information as to the 
qualities of this fuel, The Advertiser, 
through the courtesy of Prof. J. W.

244,500, which means that during the 
year Canadians paid almost $9 per 
capita for this one imported article.

According to those most intimate with 
the subject, the most promising means 
of permanent relief from this high per 
capita expenditure, and from this ever- 
menacing situation, is in the develop- 
ment of peat fields which are to be 
found in Canada.

“The peat enterprise in the domin­
ion,” states Dr. McWilliam, “is still in 
its infancy, but with an infinitely great 
supply of the substance in various 
parts of the country, and with an ac­
cepted method of manufacture and 
development which is proving most 
successful, financially and mechani- 
rally, it remains only to create a de­
mand for the product by making known 
its qualities as a fuel to create market 
conditions which will insure the inter­
est of capital in its development and 
create an expansion which the impor­
tance of the problem justifies.

"We can not always depend upon the 
United States for our coal supply," con­
tinued Dr. McWilliam, “and a new fuel 
source must be sought. Peat, I be­
lieve. is the one fuel that will meet 
the requirements. With some 37,000 
square miles at our disposal, I am sure

"Mr. Ferguson doesn’t measure up to 
the status of a dominion leader. Such 
a man, in this nation of diversified 
races and religions, must carry a gen­
eral appeal. Both Quebec and Ontario 
must have a kindly feeling towards 
him, not to mention the west and the 
maritimes. Now, what is uppermost in 
the minds of French-Canadians today?

He started to work in 
the candy and gum department, and his 
knowledge of the candy business was 
responsible for his appointment as 
candy superintendent.

He was born in Newark, N. J., and 
moved to Westminster township with 
his parents when a boy of 12.

commercial scale. Much money and 
energy have been expended but thus 
far the attempts have met with only 
varied success. This has no doubt been 
due to lack of financial backing and 
subsequent inadequate facilities, ac­
cording to Dr. McWilliam.

“A new method of production has re­
cently been introduced, however," he 
stated, “and with the apparently im­
minent need for a new fuel source, the 
peat industry in Canada will undoubt­
edly assume a paying basis next year. 
More than 400 tons were taken from 
the Dorchester bog during the past 
summer, for which a ready sale was 
found, and there are any number of 
homes in London today that are being 
heated with this fuel. There is no peat 
in the city at present, however, and 
owing to the natural drying methods 
which are employed, a further supply 
will not be available until next sum­
mer.''

With no peat on hand in the city, 
the fuel situation locally remains cru­
cial. but if present plans are carried 
out by Dr. McWilliam and Mr. Chap­
man, some 1,500 tons will be taken 
from the Dorchester bog next year.

“London, at least, will have no need 
to worry over her fuel supply in the 
future, and neither will other centers 
if they take advantage of the resources 
which are at hand and develop these 
vast peat fields which mean so much 
to our national wealth.” concluded Dr. 
McWilliam.

"On a farm near
dren could be looked after in the 
proper manner, and they would be able 
to make week-end visits to their homes.

Impressive Documents From Rome, Signed by Pontiff, Produced in 
Court—Bishop Seeks Credit For $37,136 Deposited 

in Home Bank, London.
Director of Colonization De­

clares Thousands of Brit­
ishers Are Waiting.

Will Pursue Construction Policy 
in Hope of Winning Public 

Confidence.

Lost Cap Puts Police on Trail 
of 16-Year-Old

Boy.
Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, Dee. 15.—Charles Garrow, 
K.C., at Osgoode hall this afternoon 
reserved judgment on the application 
of Bishop Fallon, representing the 
Roman Catholic Episcopal Corporation 
of London, Ont., for the return of 
$32,000 which it was claimed was paid 
into the Home Bank of Canada on 
Aug. 17, 1923, the day it closed its doors. 
He gave judgment as to the London 
seminary indebtedness of $10,819 and 
the Tecumseh indebtedness of $7,240, 
permitting these sums to be set off 
against the parochial deposits of the 
diocese totaling $37,000.

The advantage to the corporation in 
securing a setoff is that to the extent 
of the setoff the corporation secures 
100 cents on the dollar from its de­
posits instead of only 35 cents on the 
dollar it. would otherwise receive.

According to Bishop Fallon, the pay- 
ment was made at about ten minutes 
after 2 o'clock, standard time, that 
afternoon, and that as Toronto was on 
daylight-saving time the head office 
would have actually closed its doors 
for the last time when the payment 
was made.

The Roman Catholic Episcopal Cor- 
poration also seek to have an indebted- 
ness of $18,032.81 sot off against paro- 
chial deposits In various branches 
amounting to $37,136.49. Evidence of 
Mgr. M. J. Brady of London, Rev. J. A. 
Rooney of Windsor, and Rev. Fr. Ma- 
honey of London was to the effect that 
the parochial funds belonged to the 
corporation and could be requisitioned 
by the bishop at any time.

PRODUCE RARE DOCUMENTS.
Toronto, Dec. 15.—An interesting and 

seldom seen set of documents was pro­
duced before Charles Garrow, K.C. 
sitting as official referee in the Home 
Bank liquidation, when the papal bulls 
of Bishop M. F. Fallon, of the Roman 
Catholic Diocese of London, were called 
Into court at the instance of M. H. 
Ludwig, K.C.. for the purpose of estab­
lishing the. right of the bishop as a 
corporation of one person to hold pri­
vate property of his entire diocese.

The documents consisted of three 
large parchments, hand lettered in 
Latin, and bearing huge lead seals, 
through which ran heavy cords. The 
seals were impressed on both sides of 
the parchment, bearing on one side the 
signature of the pontiff, and on the 
other effigies of St. Peter and St. Paul.

Seeks Credit for $37,136.
The hearing before Mr. Garrow was 

upon a long standing motion whereby 
Bishop Fallon strove to have credit 
allowed for $37,136 which was on de­
posit in the Home Bank, central 
branch, at London, at the time of the 
failure of the bank. There were two 
outstanding debts of two sums of 
$10,819 and $7,240, and it was argued by 
A. H. Murphy, of London, that these

sums should be wiped out rather than 
claimed for collection in full by the 
liquidators. It was also contended that 
a check for $32,076 had been paid into 
the Home Bank branch at London ten ! 
minutes after the head office had closed! 
its doors in Toronto.

Funds Vested In Bishop.
Rev. Father J. A. Rooney, of Wind­

sor and Mons, M. J. Brady, of London, 
were called to establish the fact that 
funds deposited in banks were not the 
property of the parishes from which 
they had been collected, but were the 
property of the ecclesiastical corpora­
tion who was the bishop, the fact being 
that the parish priest cannot withdraw 
more than $100 without the consent of 
the bishop, while the bishop has abso­
lute right to withdraw such funds at 
his will.

Banker Gives Evidence.

Bank at London gave evidence regard­
ing the drawing of the $32,076 check, 
which was paid into the Home Bank.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, Dec. 16 —As a result of the 

recent agreement made between the 
Canadian government, the British gov­
ernment and the steamship companies, 
whereby fares for immigrants were re­
duced materially, a rush of prospective 
settlers from the old country is ex­
pected early in the coming spring ac­
cording to W. J Black, director of the 
department of colonization, development 
and agriculture, Canadian National 
Railways, and formerly deputy minister 
department of immigration and coloni­
zation for the dominion government.

J. W. Laidlaw," declared ReeveI 
Cousins, who is also an ex-warden of 
the county of Middlesex.

Deputy Reeve Boler stated that his 
work during the year had been made 
more efficient through the advice given 
him by Mr. Cousins. He also paid 
glowing tributes to the work accom­
plished by the township officials.

Official Thanks Council.
E. S. Hunt thanked the council on 

behalf of the officials, and stated that 
it was a pleasure to work with such 
a fine body of men.

In 1924. $20,000 was spent on highway 
construction and improvement in the 
township, while for the past year only 
$8,000 was expended on actual work. 
Repairs and expenses resulting from 
accidents brought the amount up to 
around the $10.000 mark.

This reduction is partly accounted 
for by the fact that less repairs on the 
roads were needed, and partly by the 
economy policies of Road Superintend­
ent Johnston.

The smaller amount of money spent 
on roads is reflected in a lower assess­
ment rate on township property, of 
three mills.

Few hockey fans know that under : 

amateur hockey rules a player may be , 
fenced for an accidental trip. Indeed,| 
a distinct penalty of two minutes is 
suggested for an accidental trip in the, 

H. A. Instructions to referees.| 
The same superb set of instructions sug­
gests a penalty of three minutes for a 
deliberate trip, but the penalty is by no 
means restricted to three minutes. The 
referee uses his own discretion in all 
cases in amateur games.

In the pro. game only deliberate trip­
ping is punishable. Under western pro. 
rules a trip, when a goal is not endan­
gered is only a minor foul, and is pun- 
ishable by a two-minute penalty, but 
when a player is deliberately tripped 
for the purpose of spoiling a dangerous 
shot on goal, the side offended against 
Is awarded a free shot from 38 feet out.

In the N. H. L. a deliberate trip out! 
in mid-ice is only a minor foul but 
when the tripping is done to save a 
goal it is a major foul and punishable! 
by a five-minute term. N. H. L. referees 
are a bit lax all around In enforcing 
a five-minute penalty for a trip to 
save the goal. Indeed, they seldom 
do hand out a five-minute sentence 
unless the played tripped is right 
through the defence and is preparing 
to shoot when his feet are hooked out 
from under him.

PITCHING WITH BOTH ARMS.Amateur Tennis 
Bars Teachers

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Dec. 15.—Because they 

taught physcial exercise in school 
for salary, three young women ten­
nis players have been declared by 
the lawn tennis association to be 
professionals and disqualified from 
competing in amateur matches.

A strong fight was made in their 
behalf at a meeting of the associa- 
tion yesterday, but the rule which 
bars professionals in any other sport 
from playing as amateurs was held 
to apply to them. A proposal to 
alter the rule was defeated by a 
vote of 112 to 54.

CHAPTER 15.1 
PITCHING WITH BOTH ARMS.
The fact that a pitcher strikes out 

many batters does not always signify: 
greatness. It means that he has a lot 
of stuff, but it does not mean that he 
is putting much thought behind his 
pitching. He is not pitching every ball 
with a purpose.

In baseball they call the pitchers who 
have a vast amount of stuff and who 
go in for strike-out records, throwers. 
They mean that the pitcher is simply 
throwing the ball past the batter, or 
trying to. He tries to fool the batter 
with his stuff, and not with his control 
and cunning.

Few strike-out pitchers have enjoyed 
extended careers. Most of them lasted 
only a short time. The reason for this 
is that they exert themselves too much. 
In their efforts to be recognized as 
strike-out pitchers they bear down on 
every ball. They try to breeze the ball 
past the batter. They continually strain 
their arms, and as a result they wear 
out quickly.

You will say that Walter Johnson was 
a great strike-out pitcher and lasted a 
long time. That is true, but Johnson 
was an exception. You must remember 
that Johnson had an ideal pitching 
motion. The way he pitched meant little 
strain on his arm. He had the easiest 
motion imaginable, the most natural. 
His side-arm delivery meant compara- 
lively little expenditure of energy. He 
used very little effort. But how many 
pitchers are there of the Johnson type? 
I do not remember another man in my 
35 years in baseball that had the same 
ease and grace and lack of effort. In 
Johnson one finds the ideal combination, 
just as one discovers the perfect blend- 
ing of talents in Cobb, but the John- 
sons come less frequently than once in 
a generation, and so do the Cobbs.

One thing that often disgusts follow- 
ers of baseball in these days is the 
frequent changing of pitchers. In my 
opinion the fellow that invented the bull 
pen did not do the game any good. He 
started something. The manager who 
first thought of using relief pitchers 
contributed nothing to the advancement 
of baseball. As a matter of fact, he 
introduced an idea that has become a

I distinct nuisance.

Chamberlain never 
wore a glove, because then he could 
use both hands. He used his right for 
pitching, as I have said, and he used 
the left to catch base-runners napping. 
You could never tell whether Chamber- 
lain was going to throw to a base with 
the right or with the left hand, and next 
to Matt Kilroy he was the best man 
the game has produced in catching 
runners.

Picked Bad Spot.
Many pitchers have tried pitching 

with both arms. One day while the 
Orioles were at their best Tony Mullane, 
one of our pitchers, started an argu- 
ment. He claimed that it was easy to 
pitch with either arm. Mullane was a 
right-handed pitcher, but he told us he 
could pitch just as well with the left. 
The next day we were playing Chicago, 
and late in the game our pitcher was 
knocked out. Manager Hanlon told 
Mullane to relieve him, and before he 
started for the box Mullane told us that 
he was about to give a demonstration of 
pitching with the left.

Mullane picked a bad spot for his 
demonstration. The batter was Bill 
Lange, and Bill was by no means a 
slouch. The catcher signed for a curve 
ball, and Mullane wound up and deliv- 
ered the curve with his left, but Lange 
made a fast one out of it. I don’t think 
I ever sa w a ball travel faster over the 
center field fence than the ope Lange 
hit off Mullane’s left-handed curve. 
Mullane ceased being an ambidextrous 
pitcher then and there.

This same Tony Mullane got caught 
in another argument. Matt Kilroy, 
pitching for Louisville, had the most 
deceptive move ever developed for 
catching runners off base. It was im- 
possible to steal on Kilroy. You 
never knew when he was going to 
throw or from where. Baltimore was 
playing in Louisville one day, and Kil- 
roy was pitching and going well. He 
caught three of our runners off first.
