Sister St. Joseph's name bElore she took
the veil was Mary Ann Cullen. She be
longed to a well known family in
Quebec, where she waas born in the month
or May, 1843. She received her educa-
tion at the Congregation of Notre Dame
convent, an institution known to fame,
owing.to the fact that the daughters of
most of the leading families of Canada
received teir education in it.
She subsequently entered the Order of
the Congregation N. D., and taught in
the Convents of Kankakee. St. Albans,
U. S., and St. Patrick's, Montreal. In
1890 she was naned Superioress of the
Convent at Summermide, P.E.I., where
she was esteemed as one of the most zel
oeus workers in the cause of education.
In 1896 she became seriously ill and it
was only after six months of continued
suffering that she recovered sufficiently
to be abl - to come to this ciLy for
special treatment. In Aiguit 1896 she
.was appointed Supeioness of Good Coun-
sel Academy (St. Many's). On February'

A correspondentof the CatholicTimes,
Liverpool, Eng., writing in reference te

The legislatire elections in Italy,
Austria and Holland mark a stage in
the historical progress of the Church and
the Papacy ; the firut because in it we
bave witnessed the triumph of the
Vatican's policy of " watch and wait ;"
the secon because it has resulted in the
victory ofSlavism and Catholicisn; the
last because in iL we see Catholices and
earnest Protestants coltaborating for the
sane social objects. All three elections
appear to justify the directions of a
social and deniocratic character which,
have emanated from the Vatican Palace,
shedding light afar like fixed stars, the
rays of whiclh are all the more certain
and intense because they penetrate
elowly the successive layers upon whicl
they fall.

In the issue of the Italian elections,
what bas long been looked forward to
with confident belief has come to pass
after forty vears' waiting. How osten
have we not heard the impatient and
timid accuse the Pope of a retrograde
spirit, and of sentiments both anti-
social and contrary to patriotisn for
having insisted on the observance of the
well-known maxirn of " ion expeuit."
The leu violent declared that it would
give a lasting stamp te a policy of re-
tirement, from which the Papacy could
not soubsequently escape, and which
would lead te its renouncing its power in
tihe matter o! arbitration, and its faculty
or utilizing advantages that might arise,
of adapting itself te public movement'
and of giving an impress te new rii me.

Furthermore, there are hopeful signs in
the horizon. Although we have not yet
been afforded the means of knowing
what the figures were exactly, it is cer-
tain that never has Italy listened with
such respectful obedience to the direc-
tions of the Sovereign Pontiff. Nowhere
did the number of those who voted. ex-
ceed half the electors. Scarcely a third
of the electors voted in many places,
such as at Bergamo, where seventy-six
per cent. abstained.

We would, iowever, respectfilly urge
upon Your Grace the prudence of exer-
csing in the tuture moderation in your
zeal so as not to overtax yoJur strength
and thus to neutralize the eneInciaI
eflect of your brief relaxationfrom the
grievous burden of your exalted office.

FOR BEGGARS AND BICYCLISTS

An important meeting of the Police
Committee was beld lastweekwhen two
by-laws of much interest Io the citizens
were taken up and passed througb the
nreliminary stage. The firat was an old
friend, the by-law relating to beggirg
and mendicants generally, and which
us amended in committee, reade as fol-
lows :-

Section 1.--No person shall, without a
certihicate signed b>' a priest, clergy man
or m'inister ai tise Gos pel, thse Mayor and
the Superintendent off Police, wander
about and beg or go about from doorlto
door or rrlace hinmself or herself un ansy
street, highway, land, passage, or public
place in thre said city ta beg un receive
aima.

Section 2-No deformned, malformed or
diseased person shall expose himrsel or
berself or permit himnself or herself to
ire exposed in any' of the public streets,
lanes, highways or public places off the
city ta excite sympathsy or assistance
f'rom general off public charity.

Section 3--No person under 21 years of
age shall be allowed to beg ln thre street
or public places in thre city or go about
irom door te door to receive almss.

As the city clerk sud not think this
clause couli be legally nassed by Lire
commnittee il was referred Lu thse city
attorney for report.

Any ptersons who shall olffend against
an>' off the provisions of the presenrt by'-
law, and refuîse to obey thse orders of the
police or of thse Recorder in connection
therewith may be condemned to a une
not exceeding tive dollars, and in default
of payment to imprisonment not eN-
ceeding eight days,

A LAW FOR It[CYCLISTS.

The following is the by-law concern-
ing bicycles :-

All persons riding upon bicycles, tri-
cycles, or any other vehicles of that
nature, sall not be allowed t ride
thereon in the streets, esquares or high-
ways in the city unless they shall cour-
ply with the following conditions :-

1. Not tu ride faster than eight miles
an hour.

2. Have, attached to their vehicles a
suitable alarmi bell adapted for use by

the rider, and be held to ring the came
at all street corners, as w:ll as a lamp to
be lit alter sunset.

6 Not to ride faster than a hore can
walk at the intersection or str eta, or
When turning ;rom one street to an-
other.

4. Every rider shall at, al ti isl&@ 1 a' e
full contral or tieir vehicks through the
pedals and handle-bars.

5. No bicycle or other vehicle of that
nature shall be ridden on the sidewalks
of the city.

6. IL iiiall not be lawful fIr any per-
sou or persons to engage in r.oie with
bicycles or tricycles, on, over, &-r t.:r.eiulh
any strPet, lian highwiy e'r alley "'Liins
the limits of the city of 3.1ntreal."

Bloth by-laws, with the <xception of
clause 3, as mnentioned above, were re-
ferred to the council, with the reconm.
mendation, in tie casse of tihe latter. thit
the bicycles he pircbased for the tiqe o
the police to assist. thent in capltiring
persons iviolating irany of the co.ditions
of the law.

A CANADAN "CeNTIR. '

hie Review of St. Louis ha taken up
the suggestion of the, Verité of Quebec,
that the Catholics of Canada formi a Cen-
trist party, after the model of the Ger-
man Centre. Our Quebec contemporary
is of opinion that, in that way, the
Bishops would be relieved of the re-
proach of mixing la politics. There are
certain questions, such as that of the
Separate schools, which, being religious,
the Bishops cannot neglect without in-
curring the risk of leaving their flocks
without a safe guide. But whatever
course they may take ia utilised by some
party for its own aima-mainly the at-
tainment of power-snd thus the Bishops
are open to the charge of interfering in
politics, which was i no wise their in-
tention. ''If," urges the Vérité, "we had
a Catholic Centre party, composed of
thoroughly disinterested men who would
willingly renounce the hope of personal
recompense, and would bind themaelves
not to accept the advantages of power-
the Bishopa could by means of this dis.
interested group act efficiently on polit.
ical ground without arouing recrimina
lion, jealouay, batrcd. Tiere 'vould nel
be even the semblanceof a pretext for ac.
cusing themi of favoring the materialin-
terets of one party to the detriment of
the other."

The Review finds this argument clear
and convincing and tbinks it muet make
a strong impression on every Canadian
Catholic who bas the welfare of both his
religion and country at heart. We are
afraid it would, in the firt place, be diffi.
cult to find public men of the stamp de-
scribed; and, if hey were orthcoeing,
it would not be easy Le ensure their dec-
tion in numbers large enough to be of
any service. Again, if there were enough
of such disinterested Catho.ics to formn
an influential group elected to Parlia
ment, would they not be simply looked
upon as the nominees of the Biehops ?
Moreover, such a group would he sure to
provoke the formation of an opposing
group, a Protestant anti-Centrum, wbich
would be the nominee of ail that is most
fanatical in the provinces where the Pro.
testanta preponderate. We are afraid
the plan would not succeed. We hardly
think that their Lordships the Bishops
would approve of it.

- dread destroyer, ought te beapproved by
us Irish in Canada. In that year-" the
black '47 "-according te Mr. Ryan,
thousands of Irish emigrante landed in
Liverpool between January and May,
bearing with them the seeds of disease
and death. Many Ied te the United States
and close on 90,000 te Canada. Of these,
6000 perished on the voyage, 4000 on ar.
riving, 5000 in hospital and 2000 in the
towns te which they repaired. In Ire-
land, says Mr. Ryan, the priests acted
nobly in those days of sore affliction, and
in Liverpool their conduct was ne less
noble.

FLOURISHING SEPARATE
SCHOOLS.

A report in the Guelph Mercury of the
lut meeting of the Separate School
Board, held in the Council Chamber on
Tuesday evening, the 4th inat., in full of
encouragement te the advocates of the
Separate School system, and contradicts,
to far as Guelph is concerned, the preju-
diced statements that certain editors
and correspondents are never tired of
making. Among those present at the
Boad meeting were Messrs. McElderry,
Doran, Doyle, Downey, Ryan, D. Kele-
her, Frank and F. Numan. Of especial
interest ta all who are interested in
Catholic education is the report of the
inspector, Mr. J. F. White. Therefron
we learn that the organization and the
discipline were set down as "good classi-
fication, admirable erder." That ratiug
culdnt eil be surpassed. The classes
examined were "rated generally as
good and excellent.'" The achool

buildings were said te have been "lim-
proved during the year and kept in ex-
cellent condition." The clasa rooma
were described as "large, dean, neat
and attractive, being modela of what ail
achool rooma should be." That is no
common praise. Under the head of ven.
tilation the Inspector reported that
"a uitable means were provided." Of
equipments there was said te be "a
proper supply," and the new ulate boards
were apecially commended." The fol.
lowing general remarks were added:
" Both for the excellence of its work and
for the admirable spirit and deportnent
of its pupils thi echool deserves ta rank
among the mot successful in the Pro-
vince."

The Inspector's remarks on the girls'
classes gave credit for organization, pro.
ficiency, accommodation and equipment,
which were said to be equal t those of
the boys' school. IVery material im-
provements," continues the report,
" were made since last year in the school
building. The trustees deserve much
credit for the way in which they look
after the accommodations. The anawer-
ing of the classes shows that the year's
work has been very successful add fixed
their standing in many subjects decided-
ly above tLe average."

Rev. Father Kenny, S.J., whom those
in this city who delighted te hear his
eloquent discourses nave net forgotten,
gave he following report of the attend-
suce in April

Boys' Classes-On roll, 222; average,
198.

Girls' Classes-On roll, 173; average
160.

It seemas tous that, apart from the
evidence that this satisfactory report
suppliesof the successful working of the
separate school system inGuelph, it aise
conveys a lesson. If ail priests, trustees,
teachers, parents and pupils took as
much pride in the efficiency of their
educational work as those who are con-
connected with the admirable sachools
that ve have been considering, iL would
be absolutely eut o! tic power o! fault-
finders te vent their spleen, as they are
se ready te do whenever the least occa-
sion offers. There ought to be au esprit
de corps among Catbolic teachera and
ail vie are in any way cencerned inu
Catholic education wich would lead
tiemt to aim ah the ighest attainable
perfection. If that wvere the ca.se, de-
partures f rom the standard e! the Guelphi
schools would be the rare exception sud
the cavillers would be silenced•

IRISH COTTAGE INDUSTRIES.

Among several good things in Dona-
hoe's magazine for May is an article on
" Irish Cottage Industrie%'" by Mr.
Joseph J. Sharkett, which is of historical
as well as of economic interest. Among
the curious inconsistencies that have
marked poor Ireland's aunals there is
one which has a certain pathos and to
which Mr. Sharkett incidentally refera
in the beginning of hie article. "Had
Ireland," he says, " been permitted to
carry on ber national manufactures
which were in such grand swing at the
time of the commonwealth; had the ne-
farious Navigation Act of Charles II.,
restricting and ultimately destroying
Irish export trade with the colonies
been withheld; and had the final blow,
levelled at the woollen industry in the
reign of the Third William, been averted,
Irciand would nov be numbcrcd amongat
tie opulent nations." Lt certainly seems
anomalous that Irish industries should
thrive under a tyrant like Cromwell,
yet there seenis to be no doubt that
under his despotic rule industrial pros.
perity made at least a fair atart. " But,"
as Mr. Sharkett continues, "English
jealousy and tyranny triumphed; the
looms of Munster were stilled, while the
early Stratford planter% carried on, in
undisturbed security, their linen factor-
ies in the North." The consequence of
this unjust discrimination was that the
Irish people were forced to depend on
the soil, and when the crops failed,
famine was wide-spread. Thus in the
wet Sumner of 1845 were sown the seeds
of triple disasters, the potato discase,
with famine, pestilence and depopula-
tion.

It was in order, as far as possible, to
prevent the recurrence of such a criais
by making the people independent of
the effects of bad harvests th at the
Counteas of Aberdeen founded the Irish
Industries Association. A locality in
South Donegal was chosen as the start-
ing point of the Cottage Industries, and
the Association, aided by the Congested
Districts Board, at once supplied looms
and spinning-wheels with the best
modern appliances on the half-yearly
payment system; teachers were sup-
plied and the manufacture of homespuns1
began. A ready sale was found in the
co-operative stores in London. Among
the illustrations to Mr. Shrkett's article
ie a capital picture of an old lady at an
old-fashioned spinning-wheel. An in-
terior view of the Linen Factory at
Skibbereen is also given. Tbis estab-
lishment is conducted by the Sisters of!
Mercy. Some beautiful specimens of
Irish lace, flat point lace from
Youghal, Rose point lace from
Innishmacsaint, a Limerick lace scarf,4
an Irish crochet lace collar, a1
Carrickmacroes fan of combined applique1
and guipure and fiat point border froi
Kenmare, disclose what the trained
fingers of Irish girls can accomplish.

The President Delivers a Spirited Ad
dress - A Resolution Protesting
Against theRecognition in England
of the Gertificates of Teacher
from Ireland Passed.

HE sixth annual conference o

the National Union of Catholic
Teachers of Great Britain was
held recently at Liverpool. Mr

M. O'Neill, Salford, presided at the open
ing of the proceedinga, and he was cip

ported on the platformni by Messrs. J
Dorans, treasurer (Wigan), C. A. Farnell
L. Conway, generalsecretary (Liverpool)
Fox, Murry, Coxe, -O'Loughlin, Pye
Corrigan, Sullivan, M. Conway. Dele
gates : Misa Pye, Miss N. Brady (New
castle-on-Tyne), Meesrs. J. J. Donnelly
(West of Scotland), De Rome and Conr
way (Bradford), Moon, Sedgewick, Mc
Namara, Kilgarry, and Miss Bolge
(Salford). Formal business, and the ap
pointment of officers for the purposes of
the conference having been disposed of,
the minutes of the Manchester confer
ence were confirmed.

The new president, Mr. R. W. Burton,
of Stratford, London, was then installed
in the chair, and on the motion of Mr.
C. A. Farnell (Wigan), seconded by Mr.
Fox (Liverpool), a vote of thanks was
given to Mr. O'Neill for his services to
the Union during his year of office.

Mr. O'Neill, in reply, said that lie liad
donc nothing wortby of mention during
his terni, with the exception of being
instrumental by virtue of bis office in re-
satoring to his place a young teacher who
had received notice of dismissal.

PRESIDENT'S INAUGURAL.

The President then proceeded with his
inaugural address. He condemned what
he called the wretched inadequacy of
the financial aid provided for Voluntary
Schools by the new Education Bill, and
stated the teacers' view of the present
financial position. The points to which
ho would direct their attention as teach-
ers were-(1) What Catholica as a body
wanted from the present Governnient as
a full measure of justice; (2) what they
have received towards this full measuîre
of justice; (3)_what they hoped for from
future legislation ; and (4) what could
be done with the instalment just accord-
ed. Dealing with the first of these
points, he stated briefly the Catholic de-
mand. It wasthat the State, which de-
manded certain educational beniefta,
which it knew to he necessary for the
general good, and, recognizing the fact
that those benefits were to be obtained
from two different sources, should see
that one source should be left as unham-
pered, and should be assisted, so long as
it produced what was demanded fromn it,
to precisely the sane extent as the
other source. (Hear, hear.) If a certain'
amount of public money was necessary
for the easy and effective production of
what the public good re<iuired in the
case of Board Schools. the same amoiunt
was necessary for the same easy and
effective production in the case of Vol-
untaryschools Their demand. as siu-
ply and unambiguously put forward by
the Cardinal and the Bishopa, ivas that
every penny of money neeeed for main
tenance purposes in their schools,
as the expenses were incurred for
the public good, should be
chargeable Ipon the public purse-
(hear, hear)-whether upon rates or
taxes le did not stop to discuss. Every
guarantee was offered to satisfy the pub-
lic that not a sîingle farthing fr>m the
public puise shmould be used for any
aLler purpose than that intended by the
public. (Hear, hear.) But that guaran.-
tee was
NOT SUFFIcIENT TO SATISFY THE NON-

coNFORMIST coNSCIENcE,
that conscience which seemed to inspire
iLs owner with the nable principle, " AIl
for mec; nana for you"-and could sug-
geat no latter opposition to thmeir claim
than raising tIc bogey of "deenomi
national endowment." (Hear, bear.)
Those wha were guided by that con-
acience wanted more; they wanted a
guarant.ee that Lthe Cathiolie' right to
give rehigious teaching should he ßlched
fromi them._ That right of freedom lu re.-
ligious training _was one whichî they
could neithe r yield nor compromise
upon. (H{ear, hear.) For that right he,
and those associated -with hiin, lad
fught and sacrificed, and rather than

yield that point they were prepared for
Lthe samie sacrifices and the sanie lhard-
shiîps that thîey had endured in Lima past.
(Hear, hear.) The Catbolic lady offered
ta bear the expiense of putting up and
maintaining buildings, and the expenise
of admimistration o! thîeir s.chools-in re-
turn for what? The simple right that
parents who wished might use thej
schoole in which their children could
hqve-in addition to the sanie secular
instruction as was given in Board schools
-instruction in the Faith which they
held so dear and prized above all else.
(Hear, hear.) That meant, of course,
that the right of appointing teachers
suitable for carrying out thie religious
instruction must remain in the hands
of the Catholie body. (Hear, hear)
But he (é chere, underraty con-
ditions, mu'sL, as naw, firât satiefy
the Education Department. of their
qualitice.tions as s.ecular teachers to ex.
actly the same extent as the teachers in
Board schools. Now, speaking not as a
teacher, bur as a Catholi ratepayer,-he
claimed that heu lad an equal right with
Lis fellow r.tepay.r who was a beliover

in the Board-sochool system to share in
the benefit of the pablic rate, of which
he was legally. bound to pay his share.
As a Catholic parent living in a land en-
joying the blesuings of religious tolera
tion. he claimed
THE RIGHT TO HAYE HIS CHILDREN BROUGHT

which his convictions pointed out to
him as the true one, without those chil

-dren being handicapped in the baile of
life because lie, ams a Ctholic. insisted
upon that. right. (Applause.) Reducing
their demand -to maLtera of money, what

- did they require of the Government in
order to give Catholics that measure of

- justice ? From the Blue Books he gath-
ered that in Baard schools the cost for

g maintenance per head of Pach child in
d average attendance for England and

:Wales was £210s.lid. To produce the
S same efficiency as in these sch ools a like

amount should be spent upon each child
in average attendance in Catholie
achools. Of that amount the Board

fchoos obtainedh£2 9s. id. from public
4 funda. whereas the Catholic schools re-
c ceived from public funds only £18. lid.

per child. That was to say, Catholic
schools received from public funds 21.
per child less than was received per
child in the Board achools. The average

- attendance in Catholic achools through-
out the country for the iast year was
230392, and multiplying £1 la. by that
number they got £241,519 less. But in-
stead of being given £1 1. per head
they were to be given 5s. per head as the
Catholic share of the new grant, namely
£57,598. ("Shame.") What did the Catho-
tics still want ? Simply the remaining
£183,921. (Hear, hear.) Now what, it
might be asked,'could be done with

. what they had got or were
getting ? They had a perfect right
to infer that the Goverument was of the
same mind as it was last year. and that

f the new grant was meant for improvine
the state and position of the school staff.
(Hear, bear.) The Catholic teachers
were always willing to take their share
of the financial burdens of the mainten-
ance of their schools, but they clained
that their salaries should be brought up
to as near the market value of their ser-
vices as could possibly be done. (Hear,
hear.) Assuming that the salaries in
Board achools were the nearest approach
to the
RECOGNIZED 'MARKET VALUE OF THE TEACH-

ERs' SERVICES,

there was a strong contrast between these
and the salaries of Catholic teachers.
The average salary of the Board achool
headnaster (for England and Wales)
was £162 I1s.; the average of the Catho-
lic headmaster was £117 3s. 3d., and one-
third of the Board school headmRsters
lived rent free, whereas but one-nint.h of
the Catholic headnasters did so. The
average for Board certificated assistant
masters was £103 6s. 4d. ; for Catholic
certificated assistant masters it was £79
1s. 7d. The Board headmistress received
an average of £114 4e. 3d., whereas the
Catholic headmistress received £66 14s.
4d. Board certificated assistant mis
tress averaged £81 14s. 6d., and Catholic
certihcated assistant mistresses averaged
£52 12s.5d. In London the salary of
the Catholic beadmaster averaged less
than £110, while the headmaster under
the London School Board received an
average of £286 l'os. 3d. Other grades
bore cc rrespondingly unfavourable com.
narison with the Board school teachers.
He pointed out that the cost for main-
tenance per héad of each child in aver
age attendance in Board achools was £2
los. lid., and inCatholic schools it was
£1 16s. 8;d. This showed that the
amount spent per head in Catholic
schools was 135. 51d. less than in Board
schools. In Board schools £1l 8s. 2d.
per head was devoted to salaries, and in
Catholic schools £1 4s. Sd.-a difference
of 13s.

in Catholie achools and in Board schools.
The difference bel ween the Board school
expenditure per child and the Catholic
school expenditure per child, say, 'Id.
more, was borne by the teacher in the
shape of a loss of salary to the extent of
that difference. Those figures made clear
the claim of the Catholic teachers upon
the State for work done for the State's
good, and until that difference was en
tirely wiped out the Catholic teacher
would be more or less a dissatisfied indi
vidual. (Applause )

The president having been thanked
for hie address,.

AMr. Donovan (London) moved, and Mr.
A. .O'Neill (London) seconded, Lthe fol-
lowing resolution, which was unanim-
ously adopted :--'That no Gove:·ment
scheme for the relief of Voluntary
achools can be considered satisfactory
by Catholic teachers which does not se.-
cure adequate salaries to teachers in vil.-
untary schools, enable the management
to fully staff and equip the schools, and
place the finances of Voluntary schools
in precisely the same position, as far as
maintenance charges are concerned, as
those of Board schools."

Mr. M._ O'Neill (Salford) proposed :-
''That this conference respectfully ten-
ders its best thanks to the Hierarchy
for its effective advocacy of the claims
of Catholic schools, resulting in the aid
grant. which _we _acknowledge as an m.-
staliment of justice, and tbat we look
forward hopefully to the Low Week
meeting of the Cardinal and the Bishopsa
to establish such principles for ils distri.-
bution as will lead to iLs being applied
to the levelling up of the salaries of the
C.atholic teachers, as the chief means of
securing the efflciency of our schools,
as contemplated by the new E lucation
Act."

Mr T. Corrigan (Manchester) second.
ed. Hesaid that he had been attending
c.nferences of teachers all bis lifetime,
and at every one of tthem the question
of salary had come up. Was it not time
that that baraseing question was remov.
ed.from their path, ahd thattheCatholie
teachers should be relieved from the
sobarlong penury to.which they had

0 lng been ubject.
Mr. Fox (Liverpool) supported the re-

solution. H1e looked upon t.he 'sateq

i men of both political parties in this
i country as unpatriotic, factions, narrow-

That
these salaries should be approximate
generally to those obtain.ible for similar
services and qualifications in the prin-
cipal Board schools of the country ; that
in all schools with an average attendance
of 200 and upwards, sufficient staff should
be provided to allow the head teacher to
be free for the purpose of general super-

viin"Mr. T. Corrigan moved, and
Mr. Kilgarry (Salfonrd) seconded, ' TihF.t
every year the Ed cition Department
should cause to be published in the Bi e
Book a detailed account of the expetL-
diture under the Education Act, 1897."
Mr. Donovan (L.ndon) moved, and
Mr. Murray, (Liverpool), seconded.
"tThatdphis conference expresses
its. deepent regret at the in-
creasing number of mistresses in charge
of boys' schools, and again records its
conviction that such appointments are
detrimental to the best interests of the
children, and in addition constitute a
grave injustice to certificated masters."

Mr. M. O.Neill aupported, aud the
resolution was adopted.

On the motion of Mr. Keeley (Liver-
pool), seconded by Miss Sullivan (Man.
chester), it was resolved " That infants'
mustresses be paid at the sanie rate as
mistresses in girls' schools.

The conference resumed its delibera-
tions on Tuesday. April 20th. The pres.
ident, Mr. R. W. Burton, of London,
occupied the chair.

Mr. De Rome proposed:--This con-
ference is of opinion that the Catholic
associations (or federations) formed
under the Voluntary Schools Act shall
consist of at least. one tiird representa
tive laymen, including teachers."
He said that it would give the
public great confidence in the dis-
tribution of the funds if there were
an admixture of laymen on the bodies
that were to be entrusted with the admin-
istration of the grants. He knew that
in the minds of soie of those outside the
ranks of the Catholic, there was some
degree of distrust in a body composed
exclusively of clerics having the distri-
bution of money. Another reason why
he proposed th resolution was that
he thought laymen ought to be brought
into closer contact with the schools than
they lhad hitherto been. He thought it
would have a good effect generally, and
he hoped that teachers would be included
in the proportion asked for.

Mr. Conway (Bradford) seconded, and
the resolution, having been spported by
Mr. Murray and Mr. Corrigan, was
adopted unanimously.

Mr. Coxe proposed :-" That the inter-
ests of education, and consideration for
serv ces faithfully rendered to tLie public,
demand that adequate provision should
be made by the State for the retirenient
of teachers incapacitated by age or in-
firnmity." He said that many teachers
had reached the age at which they
ought to be relieved froni their labours,
but who, unfortunately, could not retire
owing to their poverty. The Catholic
teachers were never able to save any.
thing, since their incomes were scarcely
enough for their wants, and therefore
the necessity was all the greater for pro-
viding tlhem with a super.,nnuation
allowance. (EHear, hear.)

3Mr. L. Conway seconded the resolu-
tion, and it was passed unanimously.

Mr. Dorans moved :-'-That this con-
ference protesta against the recognition
of

Time vas, and not so very long either,
when the workingman occupied but
little attention and was regarded, in
fact, simply as a very useful animal but
not entitled to any consideration. But
now things have cbanged, and the work-
ingnan'a place in life in being re-
cognized. This ia shown by aproposal
that iu about to be submitted to the
legialature of the Canton of Bale,
for the insurance of factory opera-
tives and persons engaged in building
trades and earth w rk of all kinds,
against being out of work from unavoid-
able causes. iL la proposed that all
workers shculd contribute to tbe insur
ance lund some sui varying according
to their wages, from 2d. to 6d. per week.
The employers should pay id. to2d. a
week for every workman in their em-
ployment. The State will bear the cost
of administration, and pay a subsidy of
£1,000 towards the reserve fund Thoase
who are insur d will receive a sum
varying Irom 4s. 6d. to Ils. 2d. per week
when they are out of work. Relief can-
not be claimed for more than niuety-
one days during any one working year
No relief is paid upon the firat week of
worklesEness. No relief is to be given to
those who are out of work owing to a
wages dispute or of dismissal on ac-
count of wrongful conduct.

On the subject of workingmen Mir.
d'Avenel has a very interesting article
in La Revue des Deux Mondes, in which
among other thinga he says : The wages
of French masons bave enormoualy in-
creased. Foremen get £14 a raonth, and
ordinary workmen 6s. a day of ten hours.
These maons, however, are tenacious
of their old customs, particularly of the
Sunday bath, to which each man takes
à couple of eggm, tlie yolks of which he
uses to wash his whitened hair. In
England it would be considered absurd
to give an Order to a workman, but a
foreman named Maffrand was snome y ears
ago made a knight of the Legion of
Honour. He certainly deserved some
reward, for cluring bis thirty yeara of
service not a single accident had occur-
red to any workman under bis orders, so
carefully bad he always arranged bis
caffoldinga.

A Londou Police AlagistraLe, writiug
in the North American Review on Lh.
subject of! Drink and Drunkenness in
London," pleada strongly in favour of
legialation on the recommendations of
Mr. Wharton'a Committee in 1893. He
telle the story of Jane Cakebread and
Tottie Fay. and thinks that nothing can
be done unless there is sone legialation
and more education.
