An Act to Incorporate The Hamilton Club.

\Whereas. the persons hereinaiter named, with a
large number of others in Hamilton, have associated
themselves for the establishment of a club for social
purposes and have prayed to be incorporated by the
name of ** The Hamilton Club,” and it is expedient
tc grant their prayer.

Therefore Her Majesty by and with the advice
and consent of the Legislative Assembly oi the
Province of Ontario, enacts as follows:

The Honourable Isaac Duchanan, F. \\,
Gate~ Joseph Price. Edward Martin, D. Mclinnes,
G. W. Burton. A. G. Rams=ay, T. Swinyard, 11. \\.
Routh, J. Robertson, John Brown. james Turner
and such other persons as now are or hereafter shall
become members of the said association shall be and
are hereby declared to be a body politic and cor-
porate in deed and in name by the name of = The
Hamilton Club.” and by that name shall have per-
petual succession and a common seal. and shall
have power from time to time to alter, renew or
change such common seal at their pleasure. and
shall by the same name from time to time and at
all times hercafter be able and capable to purchase,
acquire, hold. possess and enjoy. and to have, take
and receive to them and their successors to and for
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The Hamilton Club.

the actual occupation of the said corporation any
lands, tenemeats and hereditaments, and real and im-
movable property and estate situate. lying and being
within the City of Hamilton, and the same to sell,
alienate and dispose of whensoever the said cor-
poration may deem it proper so 10 do; and by the
same name shall and may be able and capable in
law to sue and be sued. implead and be impleaded,
answer and be answered unto in any manner what-
soever, and the constitution. rules and regulations
now in force touching the admission and expulsion
oi members and the management and conduct
generally of the affairs and concerns of the said as-
sociation in so far as they may not be inconsistent
with the laws of this P'rovince. shall be the consti-
tution, rules and regulations of the said corporation :
Provided always that the said corporation may from
time to time alter. repea! and change such constitu-
tion. rules and regulations in the manner provided
by the constitation. rules and regulations of the said
corporation.

2. All property and cffects now owned or held
by in trust for the said association are hereby vested
in the said xorporau(m and shall be apphcd solely
to the maintenance of the said corporation.

3- No member of the corporation shall be hable
for any of the debis thereof bevond a sum which
shall be cqual 10 the amount of the original entrance
fee, and the annual subscriptions w hlcl\ may remain
anpaid by such member and members oi the club
mot heing in arrear for entrance fce. subscription o
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The Hamilton Club.

otherwise shall be wholly iree from liability for any
debt or engagement of the club: members oi the
<lub not in arrear may retire thereirom in the man-
ner provided by the constitution and rules of the
club.

4- It shall be lawiul for the said corporation,
with the assent of the members as hercinafter pro-
vided jor. 1o raise or borrow cither upon mortgage
of the real and persomal properiy of the corporation
or by the issue of debentures scecured thercon as
hercinafter provided. or by the issue oi stock, or
partly in one way and partly in the other. or others
such sum oi money as they may deem necessary, not
excecding in the aggregate the sum of forty thou-
sand dollars.

3. I stock be issued such stock shall be issued
i shares oi fiity dollars cach, such stock to be sub-
scribed for in a book 1o be opened for that purpose
by the commiittee of the =aid club and to be paid up
in such manner and within such delay as may be
determined by the said committee, and shall bear
interest at a rate to he fixed by the said committee.

6. H it be decided 10 raise or borrow the sad
moncys upon mortgage, the said corporation are
hereby authorized to execunte a morigage upon their
rcal and personal property or such portions thercof
as they may sec fit. to sccure the repayment of
moneys bhorrowed. and interest at the rate to be
fixed as aforesaid in such way and manner as may
have been agreed upon.
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7- If it be decided 1o raisc the said moneys upon
debentures the said corporation may pledge and
mortgage the real and personal property of the cor-
poration, or cither thereoi. for the repayment of the
moneys so borrowed and the interest thereon; such
debentures may be pavable to the bearer or to the
order of any person. and shall pass and be trans-
ferable by delivery or indorsement thercof respec-
tively.

8. Provided always that no money shall be raised
in any way or manner until the consent of the ma-
jority of the members of the corporation attending
in person or represented by proxy at a special meet-
ing to be called ior that purpose be first obtained :
such special mecting to be called v the manner
pointed owt by the said constitution. rules and regu-
lations for the calling of special meetings.

9. The funds so raised shall be applied exclu-
sively in the purchase. improvement or erection oi
a club house and dependencics, and in furnishing
the samie, or paymem of debts incurred for that or
other purpeses of the corporation,

10. The shares of such stock shall he transier-
able by assignmemt. on the hooks of the corporation.

11. Each holder of such stock duly paid up shall
be a proprictor of an undivided sharc of the real
estate of the corporation and of the buildings there-
on to be erected, subjoct to any lien or mortgage.
or debentures (if any). therctoiore granted or issued
thereon or to be granted under this Act.
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12. It shall be competent to the said corporation
to pay off so much of the said stock. from time to
time, as the said committee may deem desirable ;
the share or shares to be paid off to he selected by
the committee by hallot.

13. Such payment may be made by depositing in
any of the chartered banks in the City of Hamilton,
10 the credit of the holder or holders of such share
or shares. the amount of such share or shares and of
all dividends unpaid thercon, and depositing a
notice to that cffect in a letter postpaid and de-
posited in the postoffice at Hamilton, addressed to
the person who shalll on the books of the corpora-
tion_ appear to be the owner of said shares, a1 the
postoffice address of such holder as stated in said
books. and thereupon such share or shares shall
ipso facto cease to exist.

14 H at any time twenty-five r more members
oi the said corporation shall deem it desirable to
wind up the affairs ui the said corporation. it shall
he lawful for them to call a special meeting of the
members of the corporation, to consider the advisa-
hility of winding up the affairs of the corporativa,
provided the notice of suchmeeting stating distinctly
the object thereoi be published in one or more of
the daily newspapers published in the City of Ham-
ilton. for thirty clear days prior to the holding oi
such mecting. and a notice. also distinctly stating
the ubjects of such meeting. be posted. prepaid. to
the address of cach member of the corporation as
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shown on the books thereoi; and if a majority of
three-fourths in number of the members of such
corporation present or represented by proxy at such
meeting, resolve to wind up the affairs of such cor-
poration, it shall be the duty of the officers of such
corporation to proceed forthwith to wind up the
affairs thereof, and for that purpose to =ell and dis-
pose of all the property and assets of the corpora-
tion, subject to any lien or encumbrance (if any)
existing thereon. and with the proceeds thereof to
pay the debts and liabilities of such corporation, and
divide the surplus thereof pro rata amongst the
members of such corporation.

2. All former rules are hereby re- Focmer
scinded.

3- Politics and religious questions of p oy, 1na
cvery kind are absolutely excluded from Religion.
open discussion in the Club.

4 Each candidate for admission shall yg4e o
be proposed by one member and seconded Flection.
by another, by a proposal in writing.
stating the candidate’s usual residence.
rank, proiession, or other description. and
signed by both mover and seconder.
which shall be inserted in the book of
Candidates, and submitted to the Com-
mittee. and such candidate, ii approved
by the Committce, shall be balloted
for at the nex: ballot. which shall take
place after the lapse of two weeks from
the time the names of the candidate
and his proposcr and seconder, and the
day on which the ballot is to take place,
have been posted in the smoking room
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under the hand of the Secretary. No
ballot shall be valid unless twenty mem-
bers actually ballot, and one black iall
in eight shall exclude. XNo candidate who
shall have been rejected shall be eligible
to be proposed again within twelve
months. No person shall be admitted a
member unless of the full age of twenty-
one years.

Rales of 3. The hallot shall take place between
dalle.  the hours of twelve noon and six p. m..
on the first and third \Wednesdayvs of
cach montl, and the Secretary, with at
Jeast one member oi the Committee. or,
in the absence of the Secretary. two mem-
bers of the Committee. shall open the
ballot box and declare the result: and any
member may vote by proxv at such bal-
lot. such proxy being a special proxy
given for such vote only, and the proxy
must be deposited with Secretary befor:
being used. Should less than twenty bal-
lots be cast, the candidate shall be again
balloted for on the next \Vedaesday on
which a ballot is held. and so on each
succeeding \Wednesday on which a ballot
is held until tweaty hallots shall be cast.

the Club.

The number of ordinary members
shall be limited to three hundred. \When
that number is reached. anv applicant for
membership whose name shall have been
passed in accordance with these by-laws
shall be entitled to have his name placed
on a waiting list. which shall be posted
in the Sccretary's office. \When, n the
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opinion of the Committee, it is desirable
to increase the membership, the Com-
mittee may, by resolution adopted at a
regular meeting add such number as
they may sec fit, and thereupon appli-
cants not exceeding such increased mem-
bership in number. whose names have
been on the waiting list for more than one
month, shall come up for election in the
regular way. Applicants on the waiting
list shall be balloted for in the order in
which their names appear thereon.

No member shall have introduced,
under this by-law, more than two iriends
at the same time, and the privileges ex-
tended may be terminated at the discre-
tion of the Committee at any time. Privi-
leged members, as under clause (1), and
visitors as under clause (2). shall not
have the privilege of introducing or bring-
ing fricnds into the Club.

18, A\ny member. at his own expense,
shall have the privilege of introducing a
friecnd or friends 10 breakfast, lunch,
dinner or supper. served in a dining room,

report shall distinctly show in sufficient Finsacial
detail. the number of members admitted ynd Auditor.

the vear’s operations; it shall also show
the assets and liabilities of the Club, to-
gether with such other information as
may be of interest to the members. The
statement shall be presented by the
Committee and shall have been audited
by one member of the Club (not being a
member of the Committee). who shall
have been appointed at the last preced-
ing general meeting. Such Auditor also
shall have audited all the hooks and gen-
cral accounts of the Club throughout the

27. (1) The Committee shall have
power, at all times, to convene a special
general mecting of the Club.

Notice of any special gencral mecting
shall be posted in the smoking room and
mailed to members at least one week be-
fore the date on which the meeting is to
take place, and no business can be trans-
acted at such meetings bevond that speci-
fied in the notice.

28. A quorum oi fifteen qualified mem-
bers shall be necessary 1o constitute any
annual or special meeting of the Club,
and the Chairman shall take the chair at
all Club meetings. and in his absence the
members present at such mceting shall
clect a Chairman.

29. ANl affairs of the Club shall be
managed by a Committee. to consist of
nine members, who shall be elccted by
ballot at the annual general meeting of
the Club, and no member shall be so
clected as one of the Committee who has

and seconded by another member, and
such ballot shall be taken aiter at least
nine members have been proposed and
seconded, and after that when five min-
utes shall have elapsed without any name
being proposed and scconded. They shall
thereafter, from their number, elect by
ballot a Chairman, and appoint a Secre-
tary and Treasurer (who shall not be a
member of the Committee), or one per-
son to hold both offices, as they think
best. The said Committee shall inter-
pret and administer these by-laws within
the true spirit of their meaning, and shall
have full power to make and enforce such
House Rules and Regulations (which
shall be posted in the smoking room) as
they may deem necessary for the conduct
of the Club’s affairs, not inconsistent with
the by-laws, and the Comumittee shall
have power to alter the House Rules and
Regulations irom time to time as they
sce fit. It shall be the dutv of the Com-
mittee to take immediate cognizance of
any infraction of the By-laws and House
Rules and Regulations of the Club.

30. If any member elected to serve on
the Committee shall resign, or should a
vacancy occur by death, or should any
member of the Committee have ceased to
attend the meetings of the Committee for
a period of three mionths consecutively
for causes within his control. the Com-
mittee shall have power to choose a
qualified member to act in his stead until
the annual meeting next ensuing.

31. The three senior members of each
retiring Commiittee shall be ineligible for
re-election for one year. Should there
be a greater number than three members

32. No proxies shall be allowed at any
meeting of the Club, except as expressly
authorized by the Act of Incorporation or
these by-laws.

33. Any article of these by-laws may
be altered, amended or suspended for any
length of time, or any new by-law intro-

members present at any meeting specially
convened for that purpose, provided such
alteration, amendment, suspension or new
by-law shall have been specified in the
notice summoning such meeting.

House Rules.

1. The Club shall be open every day
for the reception of members at 8 a. m,,
and shall be closed and the lights extin-
guished at 1 a. m,, except on Saturdays
and Sundays. when the hour of closing
shall be midnight: and no member shall
be admitted into or remain in the Club
after these hours, on any pretence what-
ever, unless specially authorized by the
Committee. The servants on duty will
notify members in the club at 11.50 p. m.
Saturdays and Sundays, and at 12.50 p. m.
on other davs., of the approach of the
closing hour, and no orders will be served
thereaiter.

2. All complaints respecting the ad-
ministration of the Club, the servants, or
domestic arrangements thereof, must be
stated by letter signed by the member
complaining. which letier addressed to
the Secretary. must be laid by him before
the Commiittee at their next meeting.

3. No member shall give any money
or gratuity to any of the servants of the

him to do so.

4. No member shall take away front yg paperseo
the Club, upon any pretence whatsoever, b taken
any newspaper, pamphlet, book. map or~
other article the property of the institu-
tion.

3. No servant of the Club shall be sent sernamsrot
out of the house on any errands, on anylobe enton
pretence whatever, unless on Club busi-
ness by a member of the Committee.

6. No dice shall be used in the Cluby,
House except at backgammon.

points. Other games may be plaved for
limited stakes. the limit of the stakes to
be fixed by the Committee.

Any member iniringing this rule. on
his name being reported to the Com-
mittee, shall be censured. and the censure
shall be posted in the card room: and
any member whose name <hall he twice
so posted within twelve months shall
(ipso facto) cecase to belong toa the Club.
