As the wearing of hoods is now very general, the following 
catalogue of the hoods, as well as of gowns, appropriate to 
the several degrees of the several colleges, may lie found use­
ful for reference.

The 58th (English) Canon provides that : “Such ministers 
as are graduates shall wear upon their Surplices such Hoods as 
by order of the Universities, are agreeable to their degrees, 
which no minister shall wear (lieing no graduate) under pain of 
suspension. Notwithstanding, it shall be lawful for such 
ninisters as are not graduates to wear upon their Surplices, 
instead of Hoods, some decent Tippet of black, so it be not 
silk.”

The custom of wearing hoods to indicate literary degrees 
obtained, is now prevalent in this country, and a knowledge 
of the meanings of the hoods in most common use, is certainly 
desirable. It need hardly be added that one is in honor 
bound never to wear a hood signifying a degree to which he 
is not entitled, nor of any College or University other than 
that which has conferred upon him the specific degree repre­
sented by the hood.

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1bts Grace Bvebbisboy IRobert /Ibacbrap,
PRIMATE OF ALL CANADA.

The Most Rev. Robert Maehray, D. D., LL.D., D.C.L., 
Prelate of the most distinguished Order of St. Michael and St. 
George, and Primate of all Canada, was born in the city of 
Aberdeen, Scotland, in 1831.

He was educated at King’s College, Aberdeen, from which 
he graduated M.A. in 1851, gaining the Simpson prize of £60 
for mathematics, and the Hutton prize of £15 for general 
scholarship, and the same year he entered Sidney-Snssex Col­
lege, Cambridge. He obtained a Foundation Scholarship after 
the Christmas examination, 1851, and in addition a Taylor 
Scholarship (£00 for seven years), after the midsummer exam­
ination, 1852.

In his college course he gained prizes in Classics, Mathe­
matics and Divinity. He also won the Latin and English 
Theme prizes. In 1855, on his graduation as a wrangler, he 
was elected Fellow of his College, a position which he has 
retained to the present time. During his residence at Cam­
bridge, he took an active part in religious work, and in the 
general life of the university, and was for a time vicar of Mad- 
ingley.

In 1858 he was appointed Dean of his College : in 1860 1 he 
was one of the University examiners ; in 1865, Ramsden Uni­
versity preacher, and in 1888, special preacher at Commence­
ment.

On St. John the Baptist’s Day, June 24. 1865, he was conse­
crated as the second Lord Bishop of Rupert’s Land, the conse- 
crators being Archbishop Longley, of Canterbury ; Bishop 
Tait, of London ; Bishop Harold Browne, of Ely ; Bishop 
Slither, of Aberdeen, and Bishop Anderson, first Bishop of 
Rupert’s Land.

The Diocese of Rupert’s Land then contained some two 
millions of square miles. Beginning at the height of land near 
Port Arthur, it extended westward beyond the snow-capped 
summits of the Rocky mountains, southward to the boundary 
line which divides the United States from Canada, and north­
ward without any defined limit. This wide field, of labour 
fully occupied the time and thought of the active, energetic 
young Bishop, who had exchanged the pleasant duties of a 
college life to become a veritable missionary Bishop to these 
isolated and boundless wilds.

Of simple and unassuming habits, His Grace is proverbial 
for industry, and beloved by all who know him. His chief 
recreation is mathematics, and from it doubtless has come his
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marvellous accuracy of detail. The native energy and vigor 
that carried him a score of years ago throughdong and fatiguing 
journeys by dog-sleigh and canoe to the remotest parts of his 
Diocese is now expended on his voluminous correspondence 
and his duties as prelate and professor.

He has been a grand pioneer Bishop, full of genuine enthus­
iasm in his work. His Grace has been privileged to see such 
growth and extension as seldom falls to the lot of one man. 
and of it all he. himself, has been the centre and organizer. 
He found one diocese with eighteen clergy ; he has seen it 
develop into eight dioceses, the parent diocese, Rupert’s Land, 
having now alone eighty clergy, extending from the boundary 
of the United States about 350miles north, and nearly (it*) miles 
in breadth. The population probably exceeds 170,000. Manitoba 
and a portion of Ontario is included in it. Area 200,000 square 
miles.

He hits built up a Provincial Synod system, embracing 
these diocesan organizations, and controlling all.

He has powerfully influenced the whole educational work 
of the North-West, having been Chairman of the Provincial 
Board of Education almost from its formation, and Chancellor 
of the University of Manitoba from its erection.

But, in his own St. John’s College, built up largely by his 
magnificent and unflagging efforts and self-denying zeal, he 
has a substantial and enduring monument of his wisdom and 
beneficent care for the Church he loves so well.

Last year his Grace was singled out from the whole colon­
ial episcopate by Her Majesty, the Queen, for appointment as 
the Prelate of the most distinguished Order of St. Michael and 
St. George, and at the General Synod, held in Toronto, he was 
unanimously chosen as the first Primate of all Canada.

The unanimity and cordiality with which his Grace’s eleva­
tion to the Primary has been welcomed on all sides, is an 
eloquent and unmistakable testimony to his admirable fitness 
for the high position.

His residence is Bishop’s Court, on the west bank of the 
Red River, a modest mansion, built originally of logs, forty 
years ago. In front of it is a sloping lawn, and a broad, 
majestic expansion of the river. His Grace lives between the 
past and the present—old and new St. John’s—while close at 
hand is the plain, unpretending Cathedral Church, the West­
minster Abbey of the North-West.

MINISTRY DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

General Description.—The diocese has 
a lake shore line, including the islands (Mani- 
toulin, St. Joseph, Cockhurn, etc.), of 1000 
miles, an area of 48,173 square miles, a popu- 

' lation of about 90,000 and upwards of 800 
miles of railway, mainly the C.P.R. The 
natural resources are timber, fish, farm pro­
duce, and minerals, copper and nickel mainly. 
One gold mine, the Ophir, is in operation 
near Thessalon. Capital is much needed for 
thp development of our mineral industries, 
and, still more, a wise and liberal policy on 

the part of the Provincial Legislature.
Finances.—The most pressing financial needs are for the 

following funds : (a). The General Mission Fund provides for 
the stipends of the clergy, grants for outfit, (horse, etc.) special 
donations in case of prolonged sickness and general working 
and office expenses. Two grants are given by English 
Societies amounting to £1,035, but, at least. $1,000 are needed 
over and above this to supplement the local offerings of the 
people, which are very limited, but, on the whole, fully up to 
the measure of their ability. The principle of self-support is 
rigourously enforced wherever possible, but only two parishes 
(Port Arthur and Sault Ste. Marie), have succeeded in strug­
gling up to this dignity ; and even these have been very hard 
pressed in maintaining it. Stipends range from $500 to $800. 
(b). The Endowment Fund is intended to provide the Episcopal 
stipend, which, at present, is secured through the Provincial 
Synod, by assessment on the eight older dioceses of this Eccle­
siastical Province. Something over $50,000 has been secured, 
and invested in three or four different sums, as they were 
gathered up at an average interest of 4J percent. Special dona­
tions, annual contributions, and also legacies, will, it is hoped, 
yield $30,000 more to complete the fund. (c). The Superannua­
tion Fund. Algoma is the only one of the nine dioceses of this 
Ecclesiastical Province that cannot make any provision for 
those of her clergy who by reason of advancing years and 
multiplying infirmities are unable any longer to continue 
in active service. What is to become of them ? Their stipends 
are too small to permit of their saving a dollar. Are they to 
be cast out on the world’s cold charity, after giving the best of

The beast of bur-their energies to the work of the ministry? 
den that has served faithfully fares better than that. Does the
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Church owe her aged and infirm clergy nothing ? (d). Churches 
and Parsonages are neither of them as numerous ns our needs 
demand. One district, on the Algoma branch, 120 miles in 
length, has not a single church within its limits, so far as the 
Church of England is concerned, and only one clergyman to 
care for the souls of her children—other churches stand 
unfinished for want of means to complete them. Meantime 
the people worship in farmhouses, schoolhouses, etc., and can­
not lie consolidated or organized as congregations for want of 
a religious home, or centre round which to rally, and as the 
necessary consequence, either abandon church-going habits 
altogether, or drift into the ranks of other communions. We 
need sir new parsonages urgently. A new church or parson­
age can be built for $750. Other funds needing assistance are 
that for the widows and orphans of deceased clergy, and for 
the maintenance of the ‘'Evangeline,” the small steamer 
which takes the Bishop to and fro along the lake shore, and 
among the islands, enabling him to make his church appoint­
ments for confirmations, consecrations, etc., and to keep them 
punctually. Our Indian Homes have upwards of ninety chil­
dren under one roof at present, the Wawanosh Home having 
been closed temporarily for economy’s sake, and until we have 
funds sufficient to erect a new building for the girls somewhat 
nearer the Sliingwauk than the original structure, (e). The 
supply of clergy is far from adequate, and indeed smaller than 
some years ago. There are only twenty-one at present, where 
there ought to be at least twenty-seven or eight. Missions 
without clergy are occupied by Catechists, who combine actual 
missionary work with preparation for the examinations pre­
ceding ordination to the Deaconate. Of these there are eight. 
The causes operating against an influx of clergy are mainly : 
(1). The scantiness of the stipends paid. (2). The lack of any 
provision for the period of age and infirmity. (3). The absence 
of any openings for promotion, and, (4). the few and far 
between chances in the other dioceses.

E. Algoma.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.
General Description.—This Diocese was 

founded in 1845, before which time it formed 
part of the Diocese of Nova Scotia. It com­
prises the whole of the civil Province of New 
Brunswick, and is bounded on the north by the 
Province of Quebec, and on the east by the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence, on the south by the Bay 
of Fundy, and on the west by the State of Maine 
(U.S. ). Â narrow isthmus, about 15 miles across, 
in its narrowest part, joins it on the south-east 
to the Province of Nova Scotia. The area is 

27,174 square miles, and the population 321,223.
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Church Work.—In the religious census of 1881, over 
43,000 ]>ersons registered themselves as members of the Church ; 
there are 6,790 communicants, and 088 persons were confirmed. 
There are seventy-nine Clergy engaged in parochial and mis­
sion work ; four have retired from active work, and two occupy 
official posts, one as Chaplain to the Penitentiary andone as 
Waiden of an Orphanage. There are 153 consecrated churches, 
and 08 mission stations.

Finance.—The amount raised for Church generally is 
about $61,000, not including what is raised for church building 
and repair, and ordinary expenses. The laity contributes over 
$15,000 towards the salaries of the Clergy, and the Diocesan 
Church Society $16,050, in addition to which there are 19 self- 
supporting parishes. There is an invested sum of nearly $113,- 
500, consisting of various gifts and legacies; and annual sub­
scriptions and collections produce about $7,000 for the Diocesan 
Church Society. There is a capital of $18,000 for the Widows’ 
and Orphans’ Fund, and of $2,500 for the education of the chil­
dren of the Clergy. An effort is being made to form an 
endowment for Divinity Scholarships, and for this purpose two 
funds have been started, one to increase the endowment pro­
vided by the Church Society, and another called the Medley 
Scholarship Fund, as a memorial to the Bishop. The super­
annuation fund has been largely increased lately, and now 
amounts to over $19,000.

Education.—A Society was incorporated bv Royal Char­
ter, 1819, for maintaining elementary Church Schools on the 
“ Madras system,” introduced by Dr. Bell. Its funds are not 
large though they have been somewhat increased by legacies 
and donations ; but there are three good schools in connection 
with the corporation, and one or two more maintain a precar­
ious existence. This is the only attempt at Church day schools. 
There are 125 Sunday-schools, with about 5,587 children on the 
registers. The Missionaries have to travel such great dis­
tances on Sundays, and the Church people are so scattered, 
that Sunday schools are a great difficulty in the country 
districts.

Needs.—There is need of a Church school for girls ; if such 
a school were founded it would meet a great want, and even­
tually would succeed. There is also a pressing need of one or 
two travelling Missionaries to visit outlying districts.

DIOCESE OF HURON.
General Description. —The counties now 

comprising this Diocese constituted originally 
the extreme western portion of the Diocese of 
Toronto. In 1857 they were separated from the 
parent See, and erected into a new Diocese, 
hearing the present title. The Diocese terri­
torially contains thirteen counties, covering an 
area of 12,000 square miles, having to the 
North the waters of Lake Huron ; to the South 
those of Lake Erie ; to the West, the River and 
Lake of St. Clair, and to the East the Diocese 

of Niagara. The population is estimated at over 800,000. The 
lands comprising this area are, as a general rule, extremely 
rich in cereals, vegetables and fruits of every kind pertaining 
to a temperate climate ; the result of which fertility is, that, 
not only is thero enough for all local wants, hut that every 
year a large amount both of grain and fruit is free for export­
ation. Agriculture, stock raising and the culture of fruit 
alound everywhere, and though many are now seeking the 
still more extensive Helds of the West, yet it still remains true 
that agriculture constitutes the general industry of the district. 
The cities and towns in the Diocese are numerous, though none 
of them are large ; London, in which is the Cathedral and the 
residence of the Bishop, has a population of 32,0( 0, 8t. Thomas, 
10,000, Windsor, 10,000, etc. That more enterprise and capital 
ate needed for the development of the country is everywhere 
manifest, hut these, we doubt not, will come in time ; suffice it 
to say that God has dowered the land with so many blessings 
that it is exceptionally favorable for all those who seek homes 
where patient industry and care may expect a reasonable 
return.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.
General Description, —This Diocese was 

divided from that of Quebec in 1860, by Royal 
Letters Patent. The Diocese is bounded on the 
south and west by the United States and the 
Province of Ontario, and on the east by the 
eastern boundaries of the counties of Berthier, 
Richelieu, Bagot, Shefford and Brome. Popu­
lation 739,248, according to the census of 1861.

Church Work.—The proportion of the 
Church of England to the entire population is 
less than seven per cent. The number of Church 

members is about 46,200, of communicants about 10,200. There 
are eighty-seven parishes and missions, with 134 churches, and 
eighty other stations where services are occasionally held. The 
Clergy number 106, the Lay Readers thirty-one, aiid students 
of the Dio. Theol. College work in vacant missions during the 
summer.

Needs.—Owing to the Church population being scattered, 
and generally not well off, there is great difficulty in keeping 
up a supply of religious ordinances. It is chiefly from the 
Dio. Theol. College, Montreal, that supplies of clergymen are 
obtained to fill parishes as they become vacant, and to work 
in new missions and parishes. The College is in admirable 
working order, and the students are coming forward for ordi­
nation as quickly as is consistent with thorough training. 
There is an increasing demand for services in French, and 
there is ample employment for the talents of men who can 
officiate in both languages. The Theol. College pays attention 
to this requirement, as does also the Sabrevois College.

The people are industrious, but 
very few are wealthy.

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.
G eneral Description.—Thisisthe earliest 

of the Colonial Sees, and was founded in 1787. 
It comprises two distinct Provinces—Nova 
Scotia (including the Island of Cape Breton), 
and Prince Edward Island. The tonner has 
an area of 20,900 square miles, with a popula­
tion of 450,304 ; the latter is much smaller, being 
2,133 miles in extent, and having a population 
of 109.078.

Church Work.—There are 64,410 Church 
members, of whom 10,000 are communicants 

The Parishes and Missions number eightv-three, and Clergy, 
107. The Church people of Prince Edward Island are 7,102, oi 
whom 1,030 are communicants. There are ten Parishes and 
Missions, with eleven Clergy.

Education.—There are three day schools connected with 
the Church. In Nova Scotia there are ninety-six Sunday 
schools, with 4,625 scholars ; in Prince Edward Island, sixteeii 
schools, with 747 scholars. The Collegiate School at Windsor 
is connected with the Church. The Church has an old Univer­
sity of King’s College at Windsor, founded by George III., in 
1802, which has sent out some distinguished men as graduates, 
and now has a staff of seven Professors and one Tutor, with 
an endowment of $150,000.

Finance.—It is not possible to estimate the funds raised 
in the several Parishes, but the Church Society has an income 
of about $5,000 for general purposes, besides Widows’, 
Orphans’ and Superannuation Funds. There is about $8,500 a 
year from a fund invested for endowment of Parishes. A fen 
Parishes are self-supporting.

tawan River. Population (exclusive of Nipis­
sing), 485,291. Church population, 80,092. 
Square miles, 19,610.

Church Work.—The present staff of 
Clergy numbers 132, of whom 125 are priests 
and seven are deacons. Of the former, ten are 

retired, superannuated or on leave. Parishes and Missions, 
114 ; Mission Stations, 176; total congregations, 790. In thirty 
years the number of Churches has increased from about seventy 
to 221, and of parsonages, from nineteen to eighty-two. Of 
the original Churches, the greater number have been rebuilt 
on a larger scale, and the remainder, with few exceptions, have

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undergone restoration and enlargement. The total value of 
all Church property, as returned, is $290,775, exclusive of 
endowments.

The statistics for the year, ended April 25th, 1893, are 
Baptisms, 1,945 (of whom 102 were adults) ; Confirmed, 1,208 ;

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DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.
General Description. —This Diocese 

whs founded in 1793, and has a population of 
560,000, of whom 500,000 are French. Those 
living on the coast are fishermen ; those in the 
district between the St. Lawrence and the 
United States Irorder are engaged in agricul­
ture.

Church Work.—The number of Church 
members is 26,760; of communicants, 4,309. 
There are 113 consecrated Churches and 
thirty-nine Mission Stations, and sixty-one 
Clergy.

Education.—The University of Bishop’s College, Lennox- 
ville, with Faculties of Arts, Divinity and Medicine, and a 
Royal Chatter. There is a separate Divinity House, into 
which ordinands pass after graduating, and are there trained 
in the devotional habit for t wo years, by the resident Professor 
of Pastoral Theology, while reading with the Professors in the 
Faculty the regular Divinity Course. There are between 
thirty and forty resident students in Arts and Divinity. The 
College Endowment producing revenue is about $125,000 ; 
Scholarships and Prizes, $21,000; the College property about 
$100,000. Bishop’s College School, Leunoxville : 106 hoys, nine 
masters. Compton Ladies’ College, Compton, with staff of 
four lady teachers, besides masters. There are thirty day and 
eighty-one Church Sunday schools, with 2,527 scholars. The 
University of Bishop’s College, at Lennoxville, belongs equally 
to this Diocese and to Montreal.

1 inance.—The invested funds of the Diocese amount to 
$533,315, the principal items being : Bishopric Endowment, 
$87,000 ; Local Endowment Funds, $113,000 ; Trust Funds for 
support of Missions, $200,000; Pension Fund, $46,000; Widows’ 
and Orphans’, $69,000. The amount raised in the Diocese in 
1891 was $90,486. About $4,000 is annually sent away in sup­
port of Missions. The finances of this Diocese are mainly in 
the hands of the Diocesan Church Society.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.
General Description.—The See was 

founded in 1839. By successive subdivisions the 
original aj'ea now comprises five Dioceses. It is 
bounded on the north bv the Georgian Bay and 
Muskoka Territory ; and on the south by Lake 
Ontario ; on the east by the Diocese of Ontario ; 
and on the west by the Dioceses of Niagara and 
Huron. Its area is 9,261 square miles, with a 
population of 549,644 (the city of Toronto having 
a populat ion of 200,000).

Education.—Trinity College School, for 
Boys, has 150 pupils ; and Bishop Strachan’s School, for 
Girls, about eighty. There are two additional Church Schools 
—Toronto Church School for Boys, and Bishop Bethune’s 
School for Girls, at Oshawa. There are 179 Sunday schools, 
with 2,315 teachers and officers, and 19,936 scholars. There are 
two training colleges—the University of Trinity, with a Divinity 
Faculty and a Royal Charter. The original endowment was 
about £40,000, and a supplemental fund is now being raised, 
towards which about £12,000 has been contributed in Canada, 
and £9,000 in England. There are two Divinity chairs and and 
two of classics ; one of mathemat ics, and one of moral science; 
lectureships in Divinity, natural science, etc., and fellowships 
are being founded. Wycliffe College is supported by private 
subscriptions.

Finance.—The voluntary contributions were, For Clergy 
stipends, $72,599.12 ; for Parochial objects, $106,131.53; for 
extra Parochial, $34,532.98.

Domestic and Foreign Missions.—There is every reason 
to rejoice in the hearty and liberal spirit in which the Diocese 
of Toronto has responded to the call made upon the Church on 
behalf of outside Mission work, far outstripping in its ready
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forwai-dness all other Dioceses in the Dominion. The total 
contributions for the year have been : For Domestic Missions, 
$12,006.89, an increase of $3,521.81 over last year ; and for 
Foreign Missions, $5,313.44, an increase of $1,745.32.

Forty-six Mist ions have received aid from the Board during 
the past year, th> sum of $9,809.78 having been disbursed on 
this account.

The Board have observed the greatest care in the adminis­
tration of the fund, that every dollar entrusted to them for 
distribution should be laid out in such a way as to advance as 
far as possible the work of the Church. A committee has been 
appointed to fully revise all the grants made to the several 
Missions, and to report what changes are desirable in the 
amounts received by each, and whether there is any which can 
be made self-supporting.

Now that our Church in Canada has fairly embarked on 
Foreign Mission work of her own. it is to be expected that the 
spirit of missionary enterprise will rapidly grow, and that she 
will take her honorable place among the Christian Churches 
which have been foremost in carrying the Standard of the 
Cross into the dark lands that are under the power of the evil 
one. We have reason, too, to hope that she will experience 
the reflex blessing of expanded and outgoing love for the 
ignorant and lost, in a quickening of her own spiritual life.

The Woman’s Auxiliary of the Board of Domestic and 
Foreign Missions have prosecuted their work during the year 
with undiminished energy, and extended their membership 
and influence with rapidly accelerated strides. The success 
which has attended their efforts to evoke missionary enthu­
siasm and elicit gifts and work for the cause must be a great 
encouragement to the self-devoting ladies who manage the 
business of the Auxiliary with such conspicuous ability.

They will speak for themselves in the report which they 
will disseminate. I will only here record my grateful acknowl­
edgment of the desire they have expressed and manifested to 
give their services in aid of our own Diocesan needs, and 
announce the generous resolution they have passed, to contri­
bute at least $1,000 a year direct to the Mission Fund.

A great deal of missionary work is being done which does 
not appear on our printed returns, chiefly through the agency 
of lay Helpers and the members of St. Andrew’s Brotherhood. 
Comparatively few missions are vacant, and in them the ser­
vices are, for the most part, maintained, and with great effici­
ency, by Divinity students of Trinity University and Wycliffe 
College.

On the general condition of the Church in the Diocese, I 
may say that although I have to report for the first time, a 
retrogression as regards figures, I have been greatly cheered
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in my visits to ninety-three different congregations in the 
course of the year, to observe a marked increase in Church life 
and feeling. For the most part the Confirmation services have 
been not only crowded, but characterized by manifest earnest­
ness, reverence and a deep attention. Many of our Clergy are 
evidently doing a great spiritual work. I could name several 
parishes where the conditions of things is as life from the dead. 
Another hopeful sign, for which I thank God, is the general 
tendency to relinquish the party differences which have lieen 
the cause of so much unhappiness and weakness in the past, 
and to return to a loyal and united co-operation for the 
advancement of the cause of Christ and His Church.

It rests very much with our Clergy by their laying aside of 
small prejudices, and the cultivation of brotherly agreement 
on the broad essentials of Christian truth and the basis of the 
Church's great work in combatting sin, unbelief and worldli­
ness, to foster the spirit of confidence and unanimity among 
the Laity,

DIOCESE OF RUPERT’S LAND.
General Description. —The Diocese extends from 

the boundary of the United States, about 350 miles 
north, and is nearly 600 miles in breadth, The popu­
lation probably 170,000. Manitoba and a portion of 
Ontario is included in it. Area 200,000 square 
miles.

Church Work.—The Church members form nearly 
one-fourth of the population, except in districts which 
are almost entirely settled by French Roman Catholics 
or German Mennonites. There are 80 licensed clergy.

There are about 80 churches, chiefly built of wood, and services are 
more or less regularly held in about 100 other places. There are 
about 60 licensed readers, of whom 20 are paid. 1,356 persons were 
confirmed last year.

The Church has one of the Colleges in the University of Manitoba, 
St. John’s College. 11 has a Theological Faculty and tutors and lecturers 
for students in arts in the University.

Needs.—The Church has many, needs. It needs money tor sup­
porting missionaries. It even still more needs effective men. But the 
want that for the present as regards additional and special outside help 
exceeds every other, is for the means of placing St. John’s College in a 
stable and independent position. College and school buildings and 
residences for professors and masters have been erected on the grounds. 
There is a debt of $45,000 and $12,500 on the Ladies’ College, that in 
the present critical state of education threaten to affect seriou; ly the 
usefulness of our Church institutions. Any donations in aid of them 
would strengthen the Church and the cause of religious education. 
The increasing population calls for the sub division of existing missions 
and the establishment of new missions to bring the Church’s ministra­
tions within reach of the settlers, so that the financial needs of this 
diocese are more pressing than ever. Grants have been voted to over 
forty missions, involving an expenditure of $16,600. Several missions 
are vacant. To maintain existing missions in full efficiency, and sup­
ply vacant districts with resident missionaries, at least $4,000 is needed
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from the Church in Eastern Canada, in addition to the funds received 
from local sources anil Societies in England. Aid is also becoming 
increasingly necessary for the Indian work, from which the Church 
Missionary Society is annually withdrawing one-twentieth of its for­
mer grant.

- DIOCESE OF ATHABASCA

/jfê» The Diocese of Athabasca is the southern portion
^ of the original Diocese. The division was effected 

by resolution of the Provincial Synod of Rupert’s 
Land, which met in 1883. It retains the title as it 
contains the Hudson Bay Company’s fur-trading 
district of Athabasca as also the Provincial district 
of that name, the latter being marked ou) by the 
Dominion Government as a future Province.

The Uiocese has an area of over 200.000 square 
miles, lying between Parallels 55 and GO N. Lat. 
and 100 to 120 W. Long. It offers an important 

held for missionary labour. Scattered over its wide area there are 
Indians of the Beaver, Cree, Chipewyan and Slave tribes.

The condition of these Indians at the present time calls strongly for 
Christian interest, prayer and effort. The Beavers are the aborigines 
of the central and western portions of the Diocese, the Chipewyans of 
the eastern, the Slave Indians of the northern and north-easterly. 
The Wood Créés are gradually tilling up the country vacated through 
the decrease in the Beavers These are diminishing possibly because

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The Peace and Athabasca rivers are the two main arteries for travel 
and communication. Both are noble streams, and may figure promi­
nently in the not remote development of a valuable and important por­
tion of the Dominion.

The mission at present established is St. Paul’s Mission, Chipe- 
wyan. This is an important point, l>eing the headquarters of the H. 
B. Co. 's northern fur trade and on the main channel of communication 
with the yet further north. The Chipewyans and Créés trade at this 
post and hunt through the surrounding country. St Paul’s Church 
is a wooden structure with tower and spire The building consists of 
nave and chancel. Though rather rough in outward appearance it is 
tastefully fitted up and furnished internally. The mission house and 
school are log buildings.

The elevation of Archdeacon Reeve to the Bishopric of MacKenzie 
River, deprives this mission of his long and varied experience. For 
the present he has kindly consented to retain the Archdeaconry.

The Rev. J. R. Lucas in charge of this Mission was ordained deacon 
in Nov. of 1892, and priest in May of 1893. Mr. A. J. Warwick, has 
been toansfdrred to the charge of the Irene Training School, Ver­
milion.

Nearly 800 miles west of Chipe wyan is St. Luke’s Mission, on the 
Peace River. It is in charge of the Rev. M. Scott, a student of St. 
John’s College, Winnipeg, ordained deacon by the Bishop of Rupert’s 
Land, at St. John’s Cathedral, May, 1880, and priest at St. Luke’s 
April, 1SS7.

The church, a log building consisting of chancel and nave with bell- 
turret, was erected by the Rev. A. C. Garrioch, during 1883-5.

The Irene Training School for Indian and half breed children, is here, 
Principal Mr. A. J Warwick. Beaver and Cree Indians trade at this 
post and hunt over a wide area, also Slave Indians from Hay River, a 
river considerably to the north of this and emptying into Great Slave 
Lake.

About 280 miles south and west is Christ’s Church Mission, Smoky 
River, in charge of the Rev. J. G. Brick, ordained deacon by the Bishop 
of Athabasca, Dr. Bompas at Dun vegan, October, 1882, and priest by the 
present Bishop, August, 1886. In connection with this mission a farm 
was commenced in 1889.

The Dominion Government made a grant of $2,000 toward establish­
ing the farm and toward the erection of a flour mill. The lilieral 
response to Rev. J. G. Brick’s appeal in Canada has enabled him to 
make a substantial commencement. Beside the mission house, the 
large room of which is for the present used for service on Sunday, the 
necessary farm buildings have been erected, and a temporary school­
room fitted up.

The samples of wheat, barley, and oats sent from time to time to 
Manitoba and Eastern Canada are a striking evidence of the grain 
producing qualities of this part of the Dominion, and tend to promote 
emigration.

The Indians and half-breeds evince a desire for the instruction of 
their children. They are also ready to avail themselves of instruction
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and any assistance Mr. Brick can render them in farming for them­
selves.

Some sixty miles west of this point is St. Saviour’s Mission, Dun- 
vegan. I regret that, on account of ill-health, the diocese is losing the 
nearly eighteen years’ service of the Kev. A. C. Garrioch. After two 
years at Chipewyan, he was appointed to the charge of St. Luke’s 
Mission from 1876 to 1885. He was then transferred to Dunvegan, 
where he has laboured with much acceptance among the Beavers 
His knowledge both of Beaver and Cree will make it difficult to fill 
his place. This mission is not yet filled by a resident missionary.

At Lesser Slave Lake, some ninety miles south of the Peace River, 
is St. Peter’s Mission. The Rev. G. Holmes is in charge. Put in 
charge of this mission in October. 1885, he was ordained deacon in 
June, 1887, and priest in July, 1888. He is labouring among a mixed 
population of Cree Indians and half-breeds. The church, erected in 
1890, consists of nave and chancel with bell turret. There is a good 
mission house and school.

St. Andrew’s Mission, White Fish Lake, is inch arge of the Rev. Hy. 
Robinson, assistant to Rev. G. Holmes, from June, 1888. He was 
ordained deacon September, 1891. He labours among Cree Indians. 
The buildings occupied at present, I trust, will ere long be replaced by 
a better structure, for which Mr. Robinson is gathering material.

A Clergy Endowment Fund was commenced in 1886. In response 
to an application the S. P. C. K. Society of England have kindly set 
apart £500 to meet £3,500 from other sources. Toward this there has 
been raised £700, entitling us to the first £100 of the grant. It is 
hoped that partly through diocesan collections and subscriptions ami 
partly, I may say mainly, by help from friends in Canada and England, 
to raise the £3,500, and thus securing an endowment of £4,000.

The missions, with the exception of Christ Church Mission, Smoky 
River (for which we look to Canada for maintenance), are mainly sup­
ported by the Church Missionary Society of England ; but like other 
western, and in their beginnings missionary, dioceses, we must expect 
before many years the gradual withdrawal of their assistance. This 
venders an early formation of such a fund of vital importance.

There is good ground for beleiving that the growing missionary 
spirit of our Church in Canada will not be slow to embrace within her 
interest, and to hold out a generous helping hand to this “ Ultima 
Thule” of her missionary labours. The Indians have a strong claim 
on her ministry, as also those who in the near future will be seeking 
new homes in the fertile belt of the North-West.

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DIOCESE OF CALGARY.

Ô
 General Description.—The Diocese em­

braces the greater part of the district of Alberta 
in the North-West Territories of Canada. Its 
area is about 100,000 square miles.

At the time of the consecration of the present 
Bishop, the Provincial Synod, at his instance, 
decided to constitute Allierta, which, up to that 
time, had been included in the Diocese of Sas­
katchewan, a separate See, giving it, in accord­
ance with ancient usage, the name of the cathe­

dral town, Calgary. The Synod also decided that the Bishop 
of Saskatchewan should be Bishop of Calgary until an endow­
ment should be raised or other adequate provision should be 
made for the Bishop of Calgary, when it would lie his duty to 
resign cither Calgary or Saskatchewan as he saw fit. Towards 
t he endowment of the See, about $25,000 has been secured ; 
but $50,000 is the minimum sum for such an object; and $100,000 
Would not. be much, as there is no house for the Bishop and 
rent is high. The congregations at Calgary, Lethbridge and 
Edmonton are self-supporting, and others are moving as fast 
as possible in the same direction, settlements are forming rap­
idly, and there can be no doubt that our resources will be taxed 
to their uttermost to keep pace with increasing requirements.

Indian Work.—There are four Indian Missions of the 
Church in the diocese, viz.: St, John's Mission, among the 
Blaekfoot ; St. Paul’s, among the Bloods ; St. Peter’s, among 
the Piegans; and St. Barnabas, among the Sarcee. The Indi­
ans on these four reserves aggregate nearly 4.500. The work 
of Christian education is going forward rapidly, and the pros­
pect of winning all to Christ is now brighter than it has ever 
neon.

Pressing Needs.—1. The completion of the Bishopric 
Endowment Fund, or the necessary provision for the Bishop's 
support. 2. Increased assistance for the Stipends of Clergy­
men, the number of whom should be increased every year; 
and for the erection of inexpensive churches, parsonages, etc. 
8. Funds for the erection of suitable buildings for a Diocesan 
Girls’ High School, an institution greatly needed in the North- 
west.

DIOCESE OF SASKATCHEWAN.

General Description.—The Diocese of 
Saskatchewan was formed out of Rupert’s 
Land, in 1872. It embraces the district of 
Saskatchewan, together with a large extent 
of territory lying to the north. Its area is 
about 200,000 square miles. It has a large 
Indian population, the great majority of 
whom are members of the Church. Settle­
ments exist at several places, e.g., Prince 
Albert, Duck Lake, Saskatoon, Carrot River, 
Birch Hills, Stoney Creek, etc. Prince Al­
bert was the headquarters of the first Bishop 
of Saskatchewan, Dr. John McLean. Em­

manuel College, founded liy him in 1879, and of which, at the 
time of his death, he was Warden and Professor of Divinity, 
is situated at Prince Albert. It is now doing an excellent 
work, especially in the training of natives to be Catechist 
teachers, and so on, under its present Warden, Archdeacon, 
.1. A. McKay, D.D., who is ably assisted in the work of train­
ing pupils by Mr. W. H. Hogbin, lately from England.

DIOCESE OF MACKENZIE RIVER.
General Description.—The Diocese of 

Mackenzie River was separated from the 
Diocese of Rupert’s Land in 1805, and from 
Athabasca in 1874, and divided in 1891, the 
portion west of the Rockies forming the new 
Diocese of Selkirk, but it still remains one of 
the largest of the Colonial Dioceses. Com­
prises the north-western section of British 
America, bounded by the Diocese of Mooso- 
nee and Athabasca on the east and south, 
and by the Rocky Mountains and the Arctic. 
Ocean on the west and north ; extending 
from Parallels of North Latitude 60 to 70 

degrees, and from West Longitude 100 degrees to the Rocky 
Mountains. Population, 5,000. Square miles, 600,000. The 
Indians in Mackenzie River are few in number, and are 
scattered over a vast country, In spring and fall they bring 
their furs to the Hudson’s Bay forts. At such times the mis­
sionaries find opportunities of teaching, baptising, administer­
ing the Lord’s Supper, and keeping up their knowledge of the 
people and their condition. After these gatherings the people 
disperse to the four winds, and some are not seen again for 
months.

Church Work.—Twenty years ago there were only three 
missionaries and two stations ; one at Fort Simpson, the other 
at Fort Youcon. Athabasca and Mackenzie River formed part 
of Rupert’s Land. Now both have a bishop, clergy, churches 
and schools, and the latter diocese has again tieen sub-divided 
by the promotion of the new Diocese of Selkirk, west of the 
Rocky Mountains. The difficulties of the work may be summed 
up as follows:

(1) Language. Each tribe speaks a different dialect, which 
must lie reduced to writing before books can be printed.

(2) The immense size of the country to be traversed. 
Whether in summer by boat, or in winter by dog-sleighs, or on 
snowshoes, progress is very slow. Lately steamers have been 
placed on the Mackenzie and Lake Athabaska by the H.B.C., 
which will do something to mitigate this evil.

(3) Scarcity of food. It often makes it impossible to go to 
visit the Indians in the woods, or to stay with them even where
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they can be reached. For the same reason, it is hard for the 
Indians to stay long at H.B.l). post, where the missions are. 
The struggle for daily food soon drives them to the hunting 
grounds.

(4) The migratory habit of the people. They cannot go in 
large bands, or live together in any one spot, and in any case 
must move camp every two or three days.

(5) Lastly, there is the scarcity of labourers. Here, as else­
where in the mission field, our stations are undermanned. Too 
often our substitutes in those distant fields have to labour alone 
amid privations for months at a time.

Needed.—The needs of the missions are : First, more 
sympathy and practical help, which true sympathy will always 
prompt ; second, prayer, frequent, fervent, and persevering 
for the workers and the people ; third, more workers. The 
special objects now in view are : (1) To open up fresh work 
where for years past the Indians have been begging for our 
help. (2) To provide a missionary for the Esquimaux. (3) To 
found and carry on a Diocesan school. (4) To establish a mis­
sion farm in the southern part of the country, at the one spot 
where grain can be grown, and thus make some provision 
against times of scarcity. (5) To add to the fund of $5,000 now 
in hand for the support of Tukudh native pastors. (0) A fund 
for church and other buildings. (7) An Endowment Fund for 
the Bishopric.

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DIOCESE OF MOOSONEE.
General Description.—Moosonee formed 

part of the original Diocese of Rupert’s 
Land, out of which it was taken in 1872, when 
the present Bishop was consecrated. The 
Diocese is the whole of the basin of Hudson’s 
Bay, hounded on the south by the Diocese of 
Algoma and Ontario, and extends northward 
as far as huma . beings exists. The popula­
tion may be e < timated at 10,000, and consists 
of a small number of whites in the service 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company, half-breeds, 
Eskimo, Ojibbeways, Créés and Chipewyans. 
Area 600,000 square miles.

Church Work.—The Church members are about 4,000, the 
communicants 800, and there are nine Clergy. There is a fine 
cathedral at Moose, and churches at eleven other places. The 
whole of the Créés in the Diocese have been baptized, as well 
a j at least three-fourths of the Ojibbeways. while very great 
progress has been made with the Eskimo on both sides of the bay, 
where two experienced Missionaries are located. The Diocese 
is divided into large districts over which a Clergyman is placed; 
he has to travel throughout his district once a year; in summer 
by canoe, and in winter either on snow shoes or dog-sledges. A 
new station. Martin’s Falls, has been lately occupied.

Education.—There is a school at every mission, at which 
English is taught, while all Indians are instructed in their own 
language. Sunday Schools exist at all stations ; and at some 
posts, where there is not a Missionary, the Hudson Bay trader 
conducts lioth service and Sunday School. Parts of the Bible, 
the Prayer Book, Hymn Book, and Pilgrim’s Progress, have 
been translated into the Cree, Eskimo, and books in the 
Chipewyan.

Needs.—1. The enlargement and endowment of the college 
for native students. 2. The large increase of the fund for tne 
payment of the native Clergy, catechists and schoolmasters. 
3. The increase of the building fund, for the erection of 
churches and mission houses. 4. The increase of the fund for 
the education of the native Clergy’s children, a matter which 
gives considerable anxiety.

DIOCESE OF QU’APPELLE.
General Description.—This Diocese was 

founded in 1881, and contains an area of 08,000 
square miles, with a population of about 30,- 
000. It was formed out of the Dioceses of Ru­
pert’s Land and Saskatchewan, and is bounded 
on east by Manitoba (the present Diocese of 
Rupert’s Land), on the north and west by the 
Diocese of Saskatchewan, and on the south by 
the United States.

Church Work.—In June, 1885, there were 
three Priests and one Deacon ; there are now 
eighteen Clergy and eleven Lay Readers. Of 
buildings, there were at the same time two 

school-rooms used as Churches and two parsonages. There are 
now. in addition to these, twenty-six consecrated churches and 
four in building. The number of Church people. 8.883. Last 
year there were eighty-one persons confirmed, and 287 baptized; 
1,174 communicants ; Sunday school scholars, 416.

diocesan notes.
Diocese of Qu’Appelle, Organized 1881. Qu’Appelle was 

set apart from the Dioceses of Rupert’s Land and Saskatche­
wan in 1882. and is coterminous with the District of Assini- 
boia. In response to a strong appeal from the Bishops of the 
North-West Territories to the Church in England on behalf of 
the thousands of people pouring into the country, while little 
or no provision had been made for their spiritual welfare, the 
Rev. and Hon. J. R. Anson, son of the Earl of Lichfield, 
offered himself for three years’ work in this new country. Two 
years later, however, the Bishop’s plans were all changed, for 
on June 21th, 1881, he was consecrated. The Bishop’s staff 
consisted of sixteen priests, two deacons and eleven lay readers; 
hut the field, like others, is sadly undermanned. The number 
of baptisms, confirmations, Sunday-school children and com­
municants steadily increases, but a still larger harvest could 
be gathered were the ground more adequately tilled. Local 
resources are being developed as rapidly as circumstances will 
admit, the contributions for the maintenance of the Clergy being
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34 per cent, in advance of any previous maximum, while those 
for other purposes have almost doubled. Funds are adminis­
tered with most rigorous economy, the clergy exhibiting a 
most praiseworthy spirit of self-sacrifice, but much more lib­
eral assistance is needed from Eastern Canada.

DIOCESE OF SELKIRK. 
Organized 1891.

Comprises the extreme North-west of 
British America, or the whole of the North- 
West Territory of Canada west of the Rocky 
Mountains. Bounded on the easf by the Rocky 
Mountain separating it from the Diocese of 
Mackenzie River, on the north by the Arctic 
Ocean, on the west by Alaska, and on the 
south by British Columbia (latitude sixty de­
grees). Population about 5,OCX) ; square miles,

200,000.
Evangelizing efforts were begun in this district about thirty 

years ago, by the Rev. (now Archdeacon) Kirkby, and the 
natives received the Word with all readiness of mind. The 
Rev. (now Archdeacon) MacDonald afterward laboured among 
the same natives for about ten years, and he evangelized also 
a large part of the natives of Alaska.

He was succeeded by the Rev. V. C. Sim, who fell a martyr 
to his zeal and devotion in the cause of the Gospel, and his 
successor, the Rev. J. W. Ellington, has also sacrificed his 
health in strenuous and untiring efforts for the conversion and 
instruction of the natives.

At present the Rev. T. H. and Mrs. Canham and the Rev. 
C. G. Wallis are occupied in zealous and devoted labours to the 
west of the mountains, and not without good fruit.

Meanwhile the American Church has been roused to put 
forth efforts for the conversion of the natives on the Yukon 
River, in Alaska. A Bishop of Alaska has been designated, 
and a small working staff of Clergy sent out. The Americans

lui
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wisely put education in the forefront of their effort, because 
where the natives are wholly untutored, in order that they may 
know and believe the love that God has to them, instruction 
must come before faith, and their minds need expansion to 
grasp spiritual truth.

Contributions are asked towards enlarging the Mission on 
the British side of the lorder. These natives are, in some 
senses, as remote and isolated as any in the British dominions, 
and, when they are reached, the last link may be forged in the 
missionary chain that girdles the world.

INDEPENDENT DIOCESES.

DIOCESE OF COLUMBIA.
General Description. —This Diocese was 

founded in 1859 ; the Diocese of Caledonia was 
separated from it in 1870, and in the same year 
the Diocese of New Westminster also was 
formed out of it. It now comprises Vancouver 
Island and the adjacent islands, and has an 
area of 17,000 square miles, being about 350 
miles in length by from fifty to 120 in breadth. 
The population, including all races, is about 
40,000.

Church Work.—In this Diocese is situated 
Victoria, the capital of British Columbia, three Parishes of 
which are self-supporting, as is also Nanaimo, the chief scat of 
coal mining. How encouraging it is to know that where in 
1858 one clergyman alone witnessed for Christ, now there are 
three Bishops and over forty clergymen ambassadors for Him. 
Clergy, twenty-two ; Parishes and Mission Stations, thirty- 
one; Communicants, 91X1; Baptisms, 191 ; Persons Confirmed, 
seventy-four: amount raised in the Diocese for Church pur­
poses, $21,531. Two of the Gospels have been translated into 
the native language. ,
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Education.—Angela College for Girls is in connection with 
the Church of England. There are native schools at Alert Bay 
for girls and bovs.

Needs.—Aid is needed for the support of thirteen mission­
ary clergy. In consequence of all assistance from the S. P. G. 
having been withdrawn, a lay committee of leading churchmen 
reported the necessity of retiring from several important 
Missions, To avoid so painful a calamity, the Bishop lias for 
the present personally guaranteed the payment of a certain 
sum to enable the Mission Board to meet the reduced stipends, 
hoping for generous help of friends in England. Eleven 
churches are needed.

DIOCESAN NOTES.
The three Dioceses in British Columbia have not been as 

yet organized into an ecclesiastical Province, although a 
confeience having that object in view was held in Victoria 
in April, in 1888, when the Bishops and delegates from the two 
Dioceses of Columbia and New Westminster were present. It 
was then suggested that the proposed Province bear the name 
of “Columbia,” and that the Diocese of Columbia lie forever 
the Metropolitan See. A committee was appointed to draw up 
a constitution to be submitted to a future conference.

DIOCESE OF CALEDONIA.
General Description.—This Diocese 

was founded in 1879, and comprises the 
whole of British Columbia north of the 
Salmon and Nechaco rivers, and Fort 
George on the Frazer. The country is 
mountainous and covered with timber. 
Excellent coal has also been discovered. 
The climate on the coast is remarkably mild 
and equable, but moist. There is a large 
and intelligent Indian population, which, 
under prudent direction, will be helpful in 
developing the resources of the country. 

Chvrch Work.—The work in this 
Diocese is entirely missionary. Three clergymen are provided
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by the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign 
Parts, to minister to the white population, and the Church 
Missionary Society provides eight clergy for the Indians, and 
also the Bishop’s income. There is no endowment. The latter 
Society also provides a medical missionary, three lady mission­
aries and seven native catechists.

Needs.—Another missionary is much needed for the 
whites; also funds for endowing the See, for erecting a training 
school and building several churches.

DIOCESE OF NEW WESTMINSTER.
General Description.—This Diocese 

was founded in 1879, and consists of a district 
lying between the forty-ninth and fifty-fourth 
parallels of north latitude, and bounded on 
the east by the Rocky Mountains, and on the 
west by the Strait of Georgia. The popula­
tion, including Indians and Chinese, is about 
80,000. Area, 100,000 square miles.

The size of the Diocese is so great, and 
the geographical obstacles—mountains and 
rapid rivers—so numerous, that missionary 
work is no easy task. The present staff con­
sists of twenty Clergy and a few Lay Readers. 

The Diocese is divided into eleven Parishes, and seven huge 
Missionary Districts. New Districts have rapidly opened, such 
as the Kootenay country, which, with Nelson as its centre, is 
attracting a large mining population.

Besides the white population, there are aliout 40,000 Indians 
and Chinese. The latter are almost wholly heathen, hut of the 
Indians 1,400 are Christians, and the percentage of communi­
cants among them—nearly fifty per cent, —speaks well for their 
sincerity.
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The Bishop has la-gun a Mission among the Chinese, and 
has secured the services of a native Catechist for the work. 
The importance of such a Mission can best be realized when it 
is known that the Chinese coming to this country do not do so 
with the intention of remaining here. Could these people, 
then, he Christianized while they are here, they would go 
back to their own people as so many missionaries.

That the Church people in this Diocese are willing to help 
themselves financially, is seen from the fact that, counting 
every man. woman and child, Indian and white, the percentage 
of their offerings is over $2 per head ! All outside assistance 
has come from English friends, and from the Society for the 
Propagation of the Gospel, and the Woman’s Auxiliary of 
Canada.

The work of the Diocese is still almost wholly missionary. 
There are self-supporting Parishes in the cities of New West­
minster and Vancouver, but, outside of these, every Mission 
needs support, especially in regard to building of churches and 
parsonages. Moreover, nearly two-thirds of the Diocese are 
without any ministrations whatever, owing to want of funds 
to establish Missions. In this spiritually destitute region there 
are no settlements or communities, and no work can be done 
otherwise than by itinerant Priests, ministering from house to 
house. The cost of such work must be defrayed, almost wholly, 
from outside sources.

A medical missionary in Japan by all the Dioceses ; Miss Wil­
son, Miss Busby at the Blood Reserve, by Huron ; Miss Garlick 
at the Blackfoot Reserve, by Toronto ; Miss Brown at the Pie- 
gan Reserve, by Ontario : A Catechist at Lake Temiscamingue, 
Algoma, by Toronto ; a Missionary at Lion’s Head, by Huron ; 
Miss Mitcheson in India (partly) by St. Peter’s Branch. Toron­
to. And also several catechists and Bible-women in India, 
Japan and Africa. Toronto W. A, also pledges $1,000 annually 
to the support of the Diocesan Mission Fund.

The central Board will in future meet annually, and a Tri­
ennial meeting will also be held at the same time and place as 
the Provincial Synod. During the three years ending Sept., 
1892, the Auxiliary has contributed to missions in money $44,- 
481, and has sent out 916 bales of clothing, etc.

The Women’s Auxiliary is also organized in the Dioceses 
of Algoma, Rupert’s Land, Calgary, and New Westminster, 
but tne lists of Diocesan officers nave not lieen received to 
date. Good reports of work done in all these Dioceses have 
lieen presented. The work of the junior branches throughout 
all the Auxiliary is most encouraging, and promises well for 
the missionary interests of the next generation.

For the Board of Domestic and 
Foreign Missions. 2nd. For increased liberality of the Mem­
bers of the Church. 3rd. For our Lady Missionaries.

Put into our hearts the 
things that we should do and say to promote Thy glory, and 
further the object we have in hand. Grant that we may never 
be discouraged under difficulties, but go forth in faith and 
hope,—looking unto Thee. Have pity on those who know Thee 
not, on those who are far from the CTiurch of their fathers in
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a strange land. Visit them with Thy Salvation. Hasten, we 
pray Thee, Thv Kingdom that all may come to the knowledge 
of the truth. Hear and answer us, O Lord, our strength and 
our Redeemer. Amen.

LAY HELP.

DIOCESE OF HURON.
Huron Anglican Lay Workers’ Association.

The Huron Anglican Lay Workers’ Association was esta­
blished in 1861, under the auspices of the Bishop and Stynod of 
the Diocese. At a conference of Lay Workers, held in London, 
Ont., April 23rd, 1861, the following resolution was agreed to :

That the Synod be respectfully requested formally to recog­
nize by resolution the Huron Anglican Lay Workers’Associa­
tion as an important agency for promoting the spiritual and 
temporal work of the Church in the Diocese, and to sanction 
the payment, from time to time, of such necessary expenses 
connected therewith as the Executive Committee may, on the 
recommendation of the Bishop, approve.

This resolution was formally- adopted by the Synod in 
June. 1891. The Association includes in its membership all 
laymen acting as Lay Readers or assisting regularly or occas­
ionally in the services of the Church, all laymen actings Bible 
Class or Sunday School teachers, lay delegates to Synod, 
churchwardens, sidesmen and ushers, memliers of St. Andrew’s 
Brotherhood, Church Guilds, or parochial associations of young 
men, and, generally, any laymen actively participating in 
Church work. The Clergy of the Diocese are (&r officio) 
members.

The Executive of the Association consists of a president 
(the Bishop), a first vice-president (the Dean), a second vice-
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president, who is a layman, a chairman of committee, a secre­
tary-treasurer, and a committee of management, thirteen in 
numlier, one from each Rural Deanery. Tne elective officers— 
that is, all but the Bishop and Dean—hold office for one year, . 
and are appointed at the annual meeting, which is held In the 
month of October, at such place as the Executive may appoint. 
The first annual meeting was held in St. Thomas, in 1891 ; the 
second, in Stratford, in 1892, and the third, at Woodstock, in 
1893. In connection with all these meetings, conventions have 
assembled of the Church workers and Sunday School teachers 
of the Diocese. These gatherings are likely to become an 
important feature in connection with Church work in Huron. 
They have been largely attended by Clergy and laity, and lx>th 
men and women workers. The objects to which the attention 
of the committee of management is more particularly directed 
are :

To keep a reg. .or of members of the Associat ion specifying 
the particular bra.ich of Church work in which they are sever­
ally engaged, and indicating who of the Lay Readers are 
licensed by the Bishop ; to encourage, by correspondence or 
otherwise, the more general participation of the laity in the 
spiritual and temporal work of the Church, and the formation 
of local societies having that end in view ; to make a report 
annually to the Association ; to arrange work for the Associ­
ation at its annual meeting, and to present a concise report of 
the work of the Association to the Synod.

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The report read at the Annual Meeting, 1893, gave the 
following statistics : Parishes making returns. 112; Congre­
gations represented, 229 ; Licensed Lay Readers, fifty-two; 
Lay Readers not yet licensed, eighty-seven ; Total Lay 
Readership, 139; Male Lay Sunday School Superintendents. 
140; Male Bible Class Teachers, ninety-eight ; Male Sunday 
School Teachers, 287; Parishes in which Lay Readers are 
employed, sixty-eight ; Chapters of St. Andrew’s Brother- 
nineteen : hood, Parochial Associations (various) with lKith 
men and women members, thirty-nine ; Parochial Associa­
tions, men only, three ; Parishes in which no organization 
for Church work is reported, forty-seven.

The licensed Lay Readers have increased since the first 
meeting in 1891 from thirty-eight to fifty-two, and unlicensed 
Lay Readers from sixty-five to eighty-seven, a total increase 
in the Lay Readership of thirty-six. There has been little or 
no increase inSunday School Superintendents or Bible Class 
teachers. The Chapters of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew 
have increased from thi-teen in 1801, to nineteen in 1893. 
The Association numbers altogether about 2,000 members.

BROTHERHOOD OF ST. ANDREW.
1.—Its History.—On St. Andrew’s Day, 1883, a dozen 

young men of St. James’ Church, Chicago, ' agreed to pray 
daily for the spread of Christ’s Kingdom among young meii, 
and to try in each week to bring at least one young man 
within hearing of the gospel of Jesus Christ. Thus had the 
Brotherhood of St. Andrew its lieginning.

In 1881 a neighboring parish took up the work, and in 
the following year three more parishes had joined the two 
first named, and five chapters were now in existence. By 
Octoller, 1886, a number of chapters had been formed, anti 
in that month delegates from twenty of these, scattered 
across the United States, from New Haven, Conn., to 
Omaha, Neb., met at Chicago, and adopted a constitution 
and elected a council. From that time forward the growth 
of the Order has been steady and at the same time pheno­
menal. There are now over 1,000 Chapters in the United 
States, and at the convention of 1893, held in Detroit in Sep­
tember last, over 500 delegates were present, representing 
thirty-four States and the District of Columbia.

The Brotherhood in Canada was formed in June, 1890, 
and is therefore now in the fourth year of its existence. 
The number of Chapters is 142, and these extend from Hali­
fax, Nova Scotia, in the east, to Victoria, British Columbia, 
in the west. The membershiji is upward of 1,300. The fourth 
annual convention was held in Kingston, Ontario, in Febru­
ary, 1893, when three Bishops of the Church in Canada, 
many of the clergy, and a large number of lay delegates

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took part in some or all of the proceedings. At the meeting 
of the Provincial Synod of the ecclesiastical Province of 
Canada, held at Montreal, ill September, 1802, and again at 
the First General Synod of the Church in all Canada, 
assembled at Toronto in September, 1803, resolutions en­
dorsing the Biotherhood and its work were adopted.

Between the organizations in the United States and in 
Canada there exists the same cordial and brotherly com­
munion as between the Church ,n the two countries, and 
seventeen delegates from Canada were present at the 
Detroit convention above referred to.

2.—The Object and Basis of Union and the Work. 
(a)—The object and the basis of union.

The sole object of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew in 
Canada is the spread of Christ’s Kingdom among young 
men, and to this end every man desiring to become a mem­
ber thereof must pledge himself to oliey the rules of the 
Brotherhood so long as he shall lie a member. These rules 
are two : The Rule of Prayer and the Rule of Set vice. The 
Ride of Prayer is to pray daily for the spread of Christ’s 
Kingdom among young men and for God’s blessing upon the 
labors of the Brotherhood. The Rule of Service is to make 
an earnest effort each week to bring at least one young man 
within hearing of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, as set forth in 
the services of the Church and in young men’s Bible 
classes.

Any organization of young men. in any parish or union 
of the Church of England in Canada, effected under this 
name, and with the approval of the rector or minister in 
charge, for this object, and whose members so pledge them­
selves. is entitled to become a Chapter of the Brotherhood, 
and,as such,to representation in its Conventions unless such 
approval lie withdrawn.

No man shall be an active member of a Chapter who is 
not baptized, and no mendier shall he elected presiding officer 
or delegate to the Convention who is not also a communi­
cant of the Church of England in Canada.

(b)—The work.—When St. Andrew had been found by 
the Lord Jesus, “ He first flndeth his own brother Simon, 
and saith unto him, we have found the Messiah, which is, 
lieing interpreted, the Christ, and he brought him to Jesus." 
Every mendier of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew is virtually 
pledged to work for the Lord Christ among young men, and 
to do what he may to bring individual young men to Him 
and to His Church. Each worker shall keep in view the 
object of the Brotherhood, shall observe the two rules, anil 
shall work under the direction and subject to the control of 
his clergyman.
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3. —How to Organize a Chapter.—No chapter can be 
formed in any parish ormiasion without the written approval 
of the rector or minister in charge, nor can it continue to 
exist if his approval be withdrawn. When two or more 
men in any parish or mission of the Church of England in 
Canada wish to organize a chapter they shall signify their 
desire to the rector, or other minister in charge, and obtain 
his consent and approval. This having lieen (lone they shall 
be ent itled to become a chapter for the object and subject to 
the basis of union above set forth.

4. —Work Among Boys.—The question of work among 
hoys has for some time occupied the attention of the Council 
in the United States. Experiments have been tried, and 
now a plan of work has lieen formulated which has lieen 
published in leaflet form. It is earnestly to be hoped that 
the work of training young lads for membership in the 
Brotherhood will engage the attention of the Brotherhood 
in Canada in an increasing degree.

5. —The Badges.—The Brotherhood has adopted two 
badges to be worn by members in token of their memlier- 
ship and obligations, and as means of fraternal recognition. 
One is a St, Andrew’s cross of gold and red enamel, the other 
a black silk button, with a tea St. Andrew’s cross woven on 
its face.

Every Brotherhood man should, when at all possible, 
wear his button, and wear it where it may easily be seen. 
Thus may men who meet at hotels, on railway trains, or 
elsewhere, recognize each other as members of the Brother­
hood.

THE PROTESTANT EPISCOPAL CHURCH OF THE 
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

The beginnings of the Church of England in this country 
reach back into the sixteenth century, although the Protestant 
Episcopal Church was not formally organized as an indepen­
dent branch until 1785. Clergymen of the Church of England 
accompanied the early colonists of North Carolina across the 
sea, one of whom baptized an Indian chief in 1587, in a colony 
unsuccessfully liegun by Sir Walter Raleigh, and also, ulwmt 
the same time, the flrst'white Christian born in that colony. 
It is probable that the Rev. Francis Fletcher, who accompanied, 
as chaplain, the expedition of Sir Francis Drake to the Pacific 
Coast, held services on California soil as early as 1579. He 
officiated for six weeks in the neighborhood of Drake’s Hay. 
In 1607, worship according to the Anglican ritual was estab­
lished in the new colonies at Jamestown, .Va., and Kennebec, 
Me. It was soon discontinued in Maine, but in Virginia it was 
not interrupted. An Episcopal congregation was gathered in 
New Hampshire in 1681, and parishes were formed in other 
parts of New England and tne Middle States in the early 
colonial days. Trinity parish, New York City, being constituted 
in 1698, ami Christ Church parish, in Philadelphia, in 1605. 
The Church became the established Church in New York. New 
Jersey, Maryland, Virginia, South Carolina and Georgia. In 
Virginia, for a considerable period, no other form of worship 
was tolerated. In Massachusetts, on the other hand, the Angli­
can service was not allowed until liberty for it was secured by
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royal proclamation in 1602. The Episcopal Church received 
considerable assistance from England, particularly from the 
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, organized in 1701, 
which sent over many missionaries. It is said, that at the 
beginning of the Revolutionary War, the Society was main­
taining about eighty missionaries in the colonies.

At the close of the struggle, resulting in American indepen­
dence, many of the parishes were without ministerial oversight. 
In Virginia, where at the outbreak of the war there had been 
KM churches and chapels, and ninety-one clergymen, it was 
found, in 1784, that ninety-five parishes were either extinct or 
forsaken, and only twenty-eight clergymen remained. At a 
conference of clergymen and laymen from New York, New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania, held in New Brunswick, N.J., in 
May, 1784, steps were taken to form “a continental representa­
tion of the Episcopal Church.” In October, a convention, re­
presenting Delaware and Maryland, in addition to the three 
States above named, assembled in New York City, and 
resolved that “ there be a general convention of the Episcopal 
Church ; ” that the Hist meeting be held in Philadelphia, in 
September, 1785; and that clerical and lay deputies be appointed 
by the Episcopal Churches in the several States, “duly in­
structed and authorized ” to take part in its deliberations. At 
the convention of 1785, a committee was appointed to draft a 
constitution, to prepare such alterations in tne liturgy as were 
necessary, and to report a plan for securing the consecration 
of Bishops. The first Episcopal consecration was that of 
Bishop Seabury, of Connecticut, which took place in Aberdeen, 
Scotland, in 1784, the Scottish Bishops officiating. In 1787, 
Drs. William White and Samuel Provoost were consecrated 
Bishops, in London, by the Archbishop of Canterbury. The 
consecration of Bishop Seabury was recognized by the general 
convention of 1789, and the Church was thus fully organized 
and fully equipped, with Bishops of the Scottish and English 
succession, a constitution, a general convention, and a prayer- 
book. When the convention of 171 **2 was held, there were 
about 210 clergymen. The list reported in 1832, contained 
nearly 600 names ; three years later it had swelled to 703, and 
in 1836. it reached 061. In the next thirty years this number 
was considerably more than doubled. It now has fifty-two 
Dioceses and thirteen missionary jurisdictions, besides five 
missionary jurisdictions in foreign lands. The number of its 
Bishops is seventy-five.

Tne number of organizations as given in the following 
table is 5,019 ; of church edifices, 5,019. which have an aggregat e 
value of $81,220,317. Worship is also held in 312 halls, etc., 
with an aggregate seating capacity of 28,(X)7. There are in all 
532,054 communicants. Of these. New York reports the largest 
number (127,218) among the States.

The average seating capacity of the church edifices is 260, 
and the average value, $16,182.
