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The Local Fairs Problem.
HE meeting of the Cana-
dian Fairs Association in

Toronto on  Wednesday

and  Thursday, of this

week gives the subject of
local fairs in this province added
importance. It is  pretty  well
ugreed by everyone who has given
this subject any intelligent thought
that an improvement in the char-
acter and methods of holding onr
loval agricultural shows is | catly
needed.  These  organizations  re-
ceive out of the public treasury
$76,650 to be expended on their an-
nual shows. In addition, the gate
receipts and entry fees enlarge this
amount to a total of over $386,-
voo, which is  being  expended an-
nually upon the local shows of this
province, The question may well
he asked whether this large swm is
being expended so as to insure the
very best return to the agricultural
and other interests ot the country.,

To solve this problem and to el-
fect a reorganization of the whole
system so as to  insure practical
and valuable work being done by
each and every society 1s now en-
gaging the attention of many of
the leaders in agricultural thought
in Canada. Last week, as reported
elsewhere, a mectirg  was held at
Ottawa to effect an organization of
the district fairs in that section of
the province into a cirenit so as to
permit of expert judges being em-
ployed at the least possible ex-
pen This is a beginning along
the right line and if all the local
fairs in the province could be or-
ganized into circuits so that expert
judges could be employed very
great benelit would result to every
society and the people who attend
the fairs.  Judgmg by competent
men who are able to give a reason
for their decisions is one of the
verv hest educational influences we
could have, and will do much to
stimulate interest and inspire con-
fidence in these fairs. Other educa-
tional features could be introduced,
all tending  along the line of pro-
gress and advancement. That these
leatures will draw large crowds we
have only to refer to the Provin-
cial Winter Fair, a purely educa-
tional institution without anv
special attraction whatsoever, and
whose equipment  last year could
not begin to accommodate the peo-
ple who were desirous of sceing the
show. The features of the Winter
Fair can be utilized in a very large
degree at every local fair, thus
making them ol practical value to
every farmer in the district.

But to arrange the fairs into cir-
cuits and to bring about these im-
proved featurcs, organization is

The Wool Situation.

Though the Canadian wool mar-
ket continues about as dull as it
can be with little or no demand,
the American markets scems to be
gradually  growing  stronger and
stronger. Progress to be sure has
been slow, but a glance back over
several months must convince one
that the wool situation in the
United States s very  much im-
proved from what it~ was a vear
ago. The American Wool and Cot-
ton Reporter in dealing with the
question, Says:

“Conditions in the wool market
vontinue  encouraging.  The  best
thing about the situation is that it
IS not  characterized by striking
leatures of any sort. Looked at
from week to week, the market
shows few if any indications of a
change in attitude. It is only when ,
one's survey takes in a period of
considerable length, say several
months, that one becomes cone
scious that the market is really
quite a different market from what
it was. We can not recall a time
when the wool markets of the Unjt-
ed States were more exclusively
dominated by legitimate conditions
than they are to-day. If the situa-
tion is improving from month to
month, it is largely the result of
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letting things take thar conise in
aciordance with  the  fundamental
needs of the country, and scarcely
at all the result of an attempt to
bend the situation to  meet the
specnlative desires of the trade. A

Our Western Letter

Breeders' Week-—11ail Insurance in the Territories—Grain
Blockade—Agricultural Legislation—Eastern Stock Wanted.,

Winnipeg, Feby, toth, ayos,

The month of February and par-
ticularly  the third week of that
month, is, after exlhibition  week,
the livliest in the year at the prai-
viv capital,  The Legislature is then
in session, and  there are deputa-
tions, large and  small, from all
parts of the country anterviewing
their members and the cabinet. The
bonspicl is on and the devotees of
the roarm' game, merchants and
farmers Irom all parts of the pro-
vince, dll the town. Conventions
of all sorts, breeders’, dairymen's,
hotticultural, poultry men’s, horse-
men's  implement  dealers’  and
others of less general interest have
likewise chosen this date for their
annual events,  Railway fares are
cut in half jor the week and many
who otherwise would stay at home
are thus imduced to come out, see,
hiear, and, let it be hoped, profit
thereby,

A new system of hail insurance
tor farmers is now in force in the
North West Territories, under the
anthority of the Hail Insurance Or-
dinance of jyo1 which  came into
effect January 1st, to02. On that
date all private hail insurance come-
panies ceased to do business in the
Territories,  Now any jarmer who
wishies his crop insured against hail
obtains a blank  application form
from his postmaster and sends it,
duly tilled out, with 10 cents for
tach acre to be insured, to the gov-
vinment ollices at Regina, where it
is recorded and the insurance is im-
mediately eficctive, The  applica
tion is a contract, hence no policy
is issued.  There 1s no compulsion,
no soliciting, no advertising, henee
the insurance will be the cheapest
possible,  The maximum damages
allowable are $3.00 per acre which
s vstimated to cover the cost of
secd and fabor, and partial damage
will be  assessed  proportionately,
There is no intention of reimbursing
the harvest value of the crop hut
the actual outlay only.  Should the
ten cents per acre paid by all ap-
phcants be insuflicient to meet all
tosses, the government has power
to devy on all an additional ten
cents per acre, bhut it is expected
that there will be an annual sur-
plus Irom this source rather than
a deficit, in which case it is reason-
uble to suppose the rate will bhe re-
duced.

Hail insurance, in a country which
is chielly devoted to grain raising,
is a necessity, even though hail
may be exceedingly infrequent, not
one  per cent, mot one-half  of one
per cent of the crop is lost by this

vause, bt the fact that one hund-
ted and ninety-nine of his neighbors
escape makes it no  easier for the
man who gets hit.  The Province
of Manitoba has been trying to de-
Vise some practicable scheme to re-
place the private companies by a
government  insurance, but  for
some reason tone ot the proposals
have met with the approval of the
legislature,

The grain blockade is still occu-
pying the attention of jarmers,
buyers, railways, business men, the
irgl\l.iuuv, and the public gencral-
A\

The Canadian Northern have now
storage for 1,500,000 bushels in
their new elevator, at Port Arthur,
and if the C.P.R. would hand over
the wheat at Winnipeg that would
soon be filled up.  But the C.P.R,
want to haul the grain to the Port
and the C.N.R. won't store graim
hauled over the C.P.R. So until
the C.N.R. can collect 1,500,000
bushels along  their own lines the
tlevator will likely remain unfilled.
In the meantime the storage along
the C.P.R. is filled to overflowing,
and elevators along the C.N.R. are
sdid to be empty.

Manitoba wheat in bond is now
quoted on the Duluth market, and
it is thought an effort will be made
there to handle a larger portion of
this business in future. The pro-
phets even go so far as to say that
Minneapolis,  West Superior,  and
other milling centres of the North
Western States will try and sccure
the removal of the duty from West-
ern Canadian  wheat,” which they
Tfecognize as superior to their own
and an important addition to their
supplies for  grinding, In the fre-
quently recurring seasons of short
«rop in these states the mills are
tnable to run to their full capacity,
Sdavs the report, and they expect to
Ind - in Western Canada’ an auxil-
1ary source of supplies for such sea-
sons,

The Committee on Agriculture,
of the Provincial  Legislature dis-
cussed the Grain Act on Tuesd y.
Grain Commissioner, C, C. Cas tle,
was asked to- appear before the
committee. He stated that some
sixty loading platforms had been
approved of but had not yet been
built by  the ratlway companies,
The committee moved that the
Dominion Government be askec to
amend the Act so that a pen iy
may be imposed, in case these load-
ing platforms are not erected with-
in sixty days after approval by the
commissioner and ordered to be
built.

Following Mr, Castle, C. N, Bell,

secretary  of  the Winnipey Grain
Exchange, was  examined, My,
Bell's  evidence mainly  went to
show that the exchange had pothe
ing to do with the fixing oi grain
prices. The idea that the grain ex-
change undertakes to regulate
prices  paid in  the country, has
wained considerable credence in un-
mformed circles and Mr. Bell en-
deavored to disprove this,

John  Love, president  of the
Northwest Grain Dealers' Associa-
tion, was also examined at great
length,  Mr. Love produced a list
of the members of the association.
These numbered 71, The qualificas
ton for membership, he said, was
that a dealer should own an eleva-
tor, and be an  honest man., 7The
price Iist sent out by the associa-
tion, Mr. Love said, was simply
for information as a market report
and was only sent to those' who
asked lor it.” They were not oblig-
vd to follow the prices given in the
circular,

Further evidence, and especially
that of dealers outside the associa-
ton may throw more light on this
pomt,

Nothing  better illustrates the
need of an Agricultural College in
this province than the ditliculty of
securing men to address such mects
ings as those to take place the
coming week, It may e said that
there are no local men wlhatever,
having the standing and authority
necessary to give their utterances
weight, and hence it has been ne-
cessary  to  go outside the pro-
vince, to Ontavio and the Uinited
States to secie lectarors, O tae
present occasion the various asso-
ciations have been unable o secure
any assistance from Eastern Cange
da. This is a most regrettable cig-
cumstance and unfortunate jor the
Ontario breeders  as well as  for
those of this province. There will
be more pure bred stock brought in
by Manitoba Farmers in ivo2, than
ever belore and no occasion should
be overlooked  of bringing  these
buyers into the association with
the Ontario  sellers.  All which iy
respectively submitted for the cone
sideration of the Dominion and On-
tario Live Stock  Commissioners,
More than this the Ontario Breed-
ers are nice people to meet and we
are always glad to sce them out
here, either in official or private
capacity, They would travel up
here in good company for there will
be the Oshawa and Toronto Cur-
ling Club’s representatives en route
at the same time for the big bons-
piel,

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Felicia—Second Fiize Two.Vear Old Shortborn Heifer, at the Provincial Winter Fair, 1901,
Bred and Exhibited by E. Jefls & Sons, Bond Iead, Ont,

How a Prize Winning Short-
horn was Bred and Fed.

The above photo mgraving is
that of the Shorthorn Leifer, ¥Feh-
cia, winner of the second prize in
the two year old class, at the Pro-
vincial Winter Fair of 1901, This
heifer comes of very good  stock
She was sired by the Centennial
Isabella bred bull Prince Arthur—
23,377—out of Simcoe Maid, 15,069
by Wax Work, 2,573, Messrs, .!L‘ﬂi
& Son, send us the following parti-
culars as to how she was fed and
fitted for the show ring:

She was calved Jan. 26th, 1899,
and sucked her dam for about six
months. During that time she was
fed a little meal, hay and some
green fodder and was kept in the
stable constantly all summer, ex-
cept for an occasional play in the
yard for a few minutes at a time.
After weaning she was fed hay,
chaff, cut straw, cnsilage, roots,
with a little meal until good grass
time in the spring, when she was
turned out to grass at nights and
kept in the stable in the day time
away from the sun and flies, and fed
a little meal and chafi with what
hay she would eat until nearing
show time when she was fed hea-
vier of meal and then was driven
the rounds of the fall fairs to the
number of seven. She was out
every night until 1st Nov., when
she was again housed and fed much
the same as the previous winter
only more roughage. She was lept
healthy and growing until good
grass time again  when she was
turned out every night and housed
by day and last summer fed a lit-
tle oil cake in  conjunction with
other foods until the show circuit
again which started with the In-
dustrial, winning 3rd prize, for lat
heifer under 4 years old, (though
only a 2 year old) and her share
at the local shows and ending at
the Winter Fair, after which she
was brought home and sold to W.
C. Davey, butcher, Bradforl,
slaughtered and hung up for the
Christmas Show. She made the
wonderful record of 70 tbs. of dress-
ed meat to the cwt., and that with

being weighed fresh from the stable
on Saturdav night (as was sold her
by weight), killed Monday morning
and the carcass not weighed wntil
Friday cvening. Had she been
shrunk (as they were at Guelph),
killed and carcass weizned imioe-
diately she would have made a
much higher percento s,

She was fed witn  other calves
and heifers of about the same age
until a short time before the Win-
ter Fair and we have others of
similar breeding that wc¢ think

———

would make quite as high an avere
age.

Canadian Cattle in Aberdeen-
shire.

The removal of the British em-
bargo on  Canadian cattle conti-
nues to be a live question in Scot-
land, as is shown by the following
item  from a recent issue of the
“North British Agriculturist”, a
paper which has strongly opposed
the free admission of  Canadian
“Stores'',

“A rather curious debate for a
Literary Society, ‘Should the re
strictions on Canadian cattle be re-
moved > was held in the TIublic
Hall, New Deer under the auspices
of the local Literary Society, The
local papers state that there was a
large attendance, and considerable
interest was taken in the debate,
Mr. Milne, coachbuilder, svpported
the negative, and Mr. Godsman, of
Mains of Fedderate, the aflirmative
Mr. Milne made an able speech in
favor of his side, pointing out the
injury that would be done to small
farmers and crofters who depended
mainly on their stock for a living,
were Canadians admitted: but Mr.
Godsman who argued mainly on
Free Trade theories was one too
many for him and in the end car-
tried the aflirmative by a consider-
able majority. The great majority
of those present were not farmers
at all, but the vote shows how
opinion may go even in this large
cattle breeding country.'"

The Ottawa Provincial Sale

The second annual Provincial
Sale was held at Ottawa on Wed-
nesday last. There was a good at-
tendance, principally the farmers of
the surrounding district, there be-
ing no large buyers from a dis-
tance, as was the case last year,
when prices ran up to the $500
mark on one or two animals sold.

The Hon. Mr. Fisher, in opening
the sale, dwelt upon the import-
ance of the live stock industry of
the country. It was the backbone
of agriculture and every effort
must be made to keep the quality
of our live stock up to the highest
point. Though we still look to the
Old Land for importations, he was
sale in stating that we can produce
in Canada as good stock as is to
be found anywhere. Taking into
consideration Canada's population
and resources, our record as a
stock producing country was ahead
of the United States. His depart-
ment had, through the efforts of
the Live Stock Commissioner, done
much to stimulate the live stock
industry. Though there was a big
market in the United States for
high priced stock, vet the develop-
ment of the home trade would do
more to advance the live stock in-
dustry of Canada. The trade in
the West was growing and that
part of the Dominion was lookin«
to Ontario for good stock. This
stock was wanted in both the East
and West. A good way of distrib-
uting this stock was by the auc-

_;

tion sale system. This was the
method largely followed in the Old
Land and was fast coming into use
in the United States. We in Can-
ada should follow their example
and make these sales a great suc-
cess,

After Mr. Fisher's address Mr.
Hodson read the terms of the sale
and the chief auctioneer, Mr. Geo,
Jackson, Port Perry, Ont., began
selling the Shorthorns, and Mr. T.
W. McDermott, Ottawa, the dairy
breeds in two different parts of the
building. Mr. J. H. Doughty,
Guelph, assisted Mr. Jackson. The
sale began about 11 a. m. and was
concluded at 5 p. m., 69 animals
besides the swine being sold,

The sale itseli was not so suc-
vessful as a vear ago. There were
several reasons for this: there were
no buvers from a distance and bid-
ding was confined to the local buy-
ers. The severe snow storm pre-
vented many who wanted cattle
from getting there, and there were,
perhaps, too many bulls offered for
the demand, which was limited to
the local buyvers. The average qual-
ity of the animals offered was very
much better than last year, lhougfx
there were no animals present of
special note as was the case last
vear, when one or two very high
priced animals were sold, thus rais-
ing the average.

The Shorthorns sold very well,
considering the extra supply.” They
averaged a little over $80 each for
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bulls and $86 for fomales. Last
Year at Ottawa the bulls averaged
$135.75 and the females $140, and
at Guelph $78.23 for bulls and
$492.33 for females, or 881 each for
both. At Ottawa in 1902 the avers
age for both males and females
was $81.87 so that Ottawa this
year, though conditions were not
nearly so favorable for high prices,
averaged higher for SKhorthorny
than Guelph last vear.

The sales of dairv cattle were
very disappointing. In a dairy scce
tion like Fastern Ontario one would
expect dairv animals to be at a
premium, but the people  did not
appear to want them, and piices
were no higher than would he paid
for grader X number of Avrshires
were offered and many of them of
good breeding. Some of the fe-
males, however, were of the old
type, short teated kind, which ore
rot wanted to<dav by the up-to«
date buyver. The swine, too, sold
at low prices, people seeming to he
well supplied with this kind also,
There were bargains in good dairy
cattle and in swine for those who

bought.

The Ottawa Valley Fair Circuit

An important meeting of the
vepresentatives of the district fairs
the counties bordering on the
Ottawa Valley was held on Feb-
ruary 13th at Ottawa. All the
districts' societies in this district
was represented,  The chair  was
taken by Mr. F. W. Hodson, who
in a short and pointed address im-
pressed upon those present the im-
portance of raising the standard of
the agricultural shows in the
province. By organized effort and
co-operation a great improvement
had been effected in the Farmers'
Institute system of the province.
By similar organization and effort
the agricultural societies and
shows could be made to do even
more effective work, The develop-
ment of the Provincial Winter Fair
on strictly educational lines had
met with phenominal success, and
3f similar features were introduced
into the local fairs as much as
possible they could also be made
attractive and of great educational
value to the country. As a rule,
the best people do not attend our
agricultural shows as thev do in
England. An effort sheuld be
made to attract these. Tle quite
approved  of having some special
Yeature at each cthow. Prizes
might be given for the school sec-
tion making the best display of
‘flowers grown in the school yarden
or for some other display. This
‘has heen tried with good success.
He felt that we were only at  the
‘beginning  of what might be ac-
complished by the local fairs for
the good of agriculture. A be-
ginning should he made hy organiz-
ing the lairs into circuits so as to
facilitate the judging by experts,
“The appointment of a Superintend-
ent or some head to whom the lo-
cal societies could look to to ar-
range circuits would do good. The
publication of an annual report
would also have an influence in
stirring the local organizations up
to better work. In time, it might
be a good policy to amalgamate as
many of the local or township fairs
into one, the district show, and by
combining efforts produce a good
big lair.

Prof. J. W. Robertson addressed
the meeting and dealt in a  very
effective way with the general
principles  affecting  agricultural
shows and similar organizations.
The first question that should be
asked is:  What do these societies
exist for>  When that has been
satisfactorily answered a step in
advance will have been made to-
ward improving the agricultural
shows of the country.  When the
question of what for is settled then
the policy to he pursued in the
management of the show can be de-
cided upon. A society should ex-
ist for three purposes: (1) to bring
into the locality a sense « f reliance
on themselves. (2) To promote a
spirit of entervrise in the com-
munity.,  (3) To induce locality
responsibility. Some of the rea~
sons that might be given why an

exhibition should be held are: To
make financial ends meet; to obtain
grants of money; that some few
may get prominence in the dis~
trict, There should be better rea-
sons than these, The purpose of
an exhibition is not alone to
give prize money. It should aim
to help the fellow who cannot help
himself. The town and country
should co-operate and endeavor to
bring out the best in the district,
Prizes were a means of getting this
out. There should be a recogni-
tion of the public good in all show
management,  Ie strongly ad-
vised having one or two specialties
in order to get the people to
attend.  These specialties might
be along the line of the branches of
agriculture given most prominence
in  the. county. In  Carleton
County, for example, « special ex-
hibit of calves might prove an at-
tractive feature. In other coun-
ties, something else.  Orpamzation
was important and trained compe-
tent judges who could give a rea-
son for their decisions were in-
valuable,  The development ol the
agriculture  societies might be di-
rected towards interesting  the
schools and the children of the

district.  And then a  county
farm with a county official thor-
oughly competent to give informa-
tion on practical agriculture, were
the possibilities of the future,
Superintendent G. C. Creelman,
made a short address, in which he
impressed upon the meeting the
importance of utilizing the $386,-
000 spent on the agricultural fairs
of the province in a way that
would be productive of the gieatest

I
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good for the community, He was
sorry to say that there were tnany
agricultural shows, perhaps the
majority, that were not utilizing
their share of this expenditure in
the best way, while some were do~
ing positive injury to the morals
and wellbeing  of the community,
Often these societics were not mane
aged by responsible parties. He
commended verv highly the way
the Norfolk County show held ane
nually in the town of Simcoe was
managed,  This show is a purely
agricultural show, run on educa-
tional lines and with markea suce
cess,  He thought there might be
more co-operation between the Ine
stitutes and the shows, not that
the one should absorb the other,
but that they might assist each
other. In further developing the
fairs the forming of circuits for the
purpose of better judging is along
the line of progress,

Mr. H, B. Cowan, Ottawa, whao
was the prime mover in securing
expert judges for the Ottawa Val.
Iy Fairs last  fall, gave a short
address in which he outlined the
steps already taken to organize the
fairs of the district. He made
some valuable suggestions as to
special features that might be take
en up, All the societies last year
had expres<ed themselves as Lewig
perfectly satisfied with the work of
the expert judges last il

A general discassion then took
place, in which all present ex-
pressed themselves as being in
favor of again utilizing the expert
judges and forming the Fairs of the
Ottawa Vallev into one or two
circnits if the dates could be satis-
factorily arranged, With the ex-
ception of one or two shows, which
have always had a tixed date, there
should be little dithculty i arrang-
ing a circuit that would be satise
factorv to all. A committee,
comprising . B. Cowan, F. W,
Hodson, G. C. Creelman and J,
Lockie Wilson, Alexandria, was ap-
pointed to arrange a circuit to be
submitted to the fair representa-
tives at a later meeting.

A resolution was passed, asking
the Minister of Agriculture to ap-
point Mr. Creelman, Superintendent
of Agricultural Fairs, in addition to
his  duties as Superintendent of
Farmers' Institute..

Paying for Milk for Cheese-
making

In a letter, published in The
Farming World of January 7th
last, Mr. A. E. Kennedy, asks the
following questions:

(1) What per cent. of the weight
of cheese is due exclusively to but.
ter fat?

(2) How many pounds more of
cheese can be made from 100 Ibs. of
milk testing 4.5 per cent. than
from 100 Ibs. of milk testing 3.5
per cent.?

(3) What is the fairest method of
paying patrons for milk supplied
for the manufacture of cheese?

We have received replies to these
questions from three such well-
known dairy authorities as Prof.
Dean, of the Ontario Agricultural
College; Mr. J. A. Ruddick, Chief
Dairy Expert, Ottawa, and Dr. IL.
L. Van Slyke, Chemist, Experiment
Station, N, Y., which we give be-
low.

Prol. Dean says:

(1) ““The per cent. of the weight
of cheese due exclusively to butter
fat depends of course upon the fat
in the milk, the fat lost in the pro-
cess of making, and to some extent
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npon the fat lost in the process of
euring, O the average, Lowever,
the per cont, of fat in good, well-
cured cheese is about 21 te 34.
Cheese wade  from 3.2 p, e, milk
contatned 30.7 pe. fat, Jleese
from 4 pe. milk, 343 pe. fat. Ace
cording to Snyder, 3.5 p fat in
milk produced cheese with 33.7 p
fat. 4 poo milk cheese contained
35.3 p.e. fat,

(2) “The numhber of pounds more
of chcese which can e tsade from
Tou pounds of milk testing 4% pue,
as compared  with the  yiddd of
cheese from oo pounds of milk
testing 3Y, poes ds abont 1.5 (1)
pounds,”

(3} “The fairest wav of paving
patrons for milk  supplied {or the
manufacture of cheese I consider to
be the per cent, of fat plus 2, the
2 representing the available casein
in milk for cheesemaking, To those
however, who consider that the fat
alone measures its value for cheesce
making, 1 would say, adopt this
plan in preference to paving the
same price for all milk delivercd re-
gardless of the fat or fat and casein
which it containg.”

Mr. Ruddick writes:

(1) “The percentage of fat in well-
cured  Canadian cheese is abont
thirty-three per cent, on the aver
age. Green cheese shows a smaller
percentage, because the relative
proportion of fat increases as the
moisture evaporates.'

(2) “One hundred pounds of milk
testing 4.5 per cent. should make
about 1% pounds more cheese than
one hundred pounds of milk testing
3.5 per cent. It is very rarely that
milk testing as high~ as 4.5 per
cent. of fat is  delivered at cheese
factories.”

(3) “The fairest method of pay-
ing patrons for milk supplied to
cheese [actories is to pav on the
basis of the fat contained in the
milk."”

Dr. Vanslyke savs:

3st. What per cent, of the weight
of cheese is due exclusively to bute
terfat?> It is a proper basis to
make nse of the amount ol butter
made from butter fat. For i~
stance, if we multiply the per cent,
of fat in milk by 1.15, the result
will be the an sunt of cheese com.
ing from the outter-fat.  In other
words, the butter-fat is capable of
absorbing and holdine a certain
proportion of water and we simply
eredit the 1t with this amount,
coutributed toward the yuid of
cheese,

2nd. How mate pounds more of
cheese can he made from 100 Ihs.
of milk  testing 4% per cent, than
from 100 s, of milk testing 3}
per cent?  In the case of ordinary
milk containing ' per cent. we
ought to make about 9.6 1hs. of
cheese from 100 1hs. of milk., In
tie case of milk containing 4'; per
cent. of fat, we oneht to make
‘abont 1v.4 1Ibs, of cheese, That
assumes that the milk is produced
at the same time of vear under the
same conditions. In the case of a
single herd of cows which gives 3%
per cent. of milk early in the sea-
son and 4/ per cent later in the
aeason, the yield of cheese in the
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case of the 4' por coent, mitk
would  be considetaily targer and
just about in proportion to the
et cent. of fat in milk,  The rea-
son of this is that as cows advance
in lactation, the amount of casein
in the milk increases in proportion
as the fat dncreases, if not evea
wore,

Too Many Fall Fairs.
Editor Tur Famsing Wonrp :

I have delayed sending  my sube
scription to your paper, because 1
wished to give my views upon the
Agricultural Show question  and
seeing that there is to be a meeting
of the Association of Fairs on the
19th of the present month to dise
cuss this question, the time heing
opportune, I will add my quota.
While I have nothing to say against
a good show as an object lesson
and for social intercourse I think
that there are far too many and a
great deal of money spent not for
the general good. When one consi-
ders the time spent in preparing are
ticles and animals for the exhibi-
tions, and coming as thev do at a
season of the year when it is of the
utmost  importance that farmers
should be at home tilling the soil
in order to prepare it thoroughly
for the reception of seed in the fol-
owing spring, fairs cost too much,
Besides, as a large number of our
best farmer have to g0 away to
act as judges at neighboring exhi-
bitions, little time js left during
the autumn for farm work, especial-
Iv for those who go the round of
all the shows within reach. Cer-
tainly thev are too great a tax
upon the energy and pockets of
their supporters, How much ca-
sier it would he te keep up those
that remain were their number re-
duced sav one half,

But other strong  reasons  exist
why there  should he lewer shows,
Farmers' Institutes abound every-
where; large excursions fo to the
Model Farm and Agricultural Col-
lege, at Guelph, every year, and
perhaps best of all the Ontario Fat
Stock Show, affords an opportun-
ity for acquiring knowledge on
agriculture,  Agricultural literature
is also plentiful and these coming
at a season of the year when there
is more time to attend to them,
they give better results,

Some of the faults of the presest
day shows, are: the leagth of time
thev are held, the gomg around to
all the shows they can overtake of
large exhibitors of flocks and herds
of all kinds of animals and breeds,
and taking all the prizes thus dis-
couraging  thousands of small ex-
hihitors  throughout the country,
special attractions and mary other
things designed to draw a crowd
for which too much money is paid.

My remedy would be to do away
with the electoral district societics
altogether. Many of them have ale
ready gone down, for instance
those at Hamilton, Brantford and

Guelph, The Industrial at Toronto-

and the Western at London and
others in other parts like Kingston
and Ottawa are all right. Then ¥
would give grants of money to lo-
cal municipalities and let them
amalgamate two or three together
in case of small municipalities or
one in a large township to hold a
show and let it be closed to allf
outsiders, and arranged in such a
way that they do not come too
close togethe: nor yet be too far
apart and only for’ two days,
think some such system would al~
low every one to exhibit with some
hope of getting prizes and give bete
ter satisfaction all around!

Beet Sugar Convention.

The third annual meeting of the
Outario Beet Sugar Association
was beld at the Walker House, on
Thursday, 13th inst. Over sixty
delegates from all parts of the
province were in attendance, Lind-
say scnding the largest number of
delegates. Much  enthusiasmn was
shown and the beet sugar industry
Ziven a new impetus. The meeting
was called to order by President
Parry, shortly after the hour ap-

wment of the beet sugar industry.

Moved by F. Howard Ames, of
Whitby; seconded by Mr, B. B,
Freeman, of Wiarton: That a com-
mittee be appointed to prepare a
memorial to the Provincial Govern-
ment, asking that competent speak-
ers upon the beet sugar industry be
secured to address the Farmers’
Institute meetings when desired.

AN APPRECIATION

One of the most earnest promo-
ters of the beet sugar industry in
Ontario, is John Parry, Esq., an
old resident from Dunnville on the
Grand River, who for the third
time has been clected president of
the Ontario Beet Sugar Associa~
tion,

e is a Welshman by birth and
descent, born in the Isle of Angle-
sey in the year 1827,

In the 'year 1832 his parents
came to America bringing the
whole family with them, They
first settled "in New England and
Mr. Parry in the days of his youth
travelled through “several of the
American  States going  as far *
South as Texas, where he resided
for a year or two, In 1847 he
came to Dunnville and carried on
the business of wagon making un-
til he retired on his well earned
wealth several years ago.

In  public business, and in

the affairs of the municipality he
has always taken an active part,
having been Reeve of Dunnville and
also a member of the High School
Board ever since its formation.
. He is a man of fine social qual-
ities and has a fund of good humor
which makes him a general favor-
ite.

At festive gatherings he is often
seer, and committees think they are
fortunate if they can get him to
take the chair, for he always con-
trives to keep everybody in"a hap-
Py state of mind and to send them
away pleased with themselves and
with other people as well,

For some years past he has been
working might and main to get a
beet sugar factory in Dunnville, He
has talked up the project upon all
occasions especially with the far-
mers of the surrounding townships,
he has buttonholed them when
they came to town, he has visited
them that they would find it
succeeded in convincing many of
themthat they would find~ it
to their interest to raise
beets, if a factory were in
operation near them. To any
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there who were willing to grow
and cultivate  a patch by way of
experiment he has distributed beet
seed in small quantity and the re-
sults have been in almost every iu-
stance satislactory, as the roots
raised, were  found to contain @
high percentage of saccharine mat-
ter. .\ year ago he took a tnp o
Michigan in order to see for him-
self to what extent  the beet was
cultivated and sugar obtamed from
it in the State. He returned home
greatly encouraged and delighted
and thoroughly convinced that the
growth of the beet and the manu-
facture of bect sugar is destined to
become one of the principal induss
tries ol the province,

Beet Pulp.

The Agricultural College of Utal
has this to say of beet pulp:

The recent great development of
the beet sugar industry in the
State of Utah, has made the mat-
ter of utilizing the sugar beet pulp
an important question for Utah
farmers. That beet pulp has a
high feeding value, when fed in pro
per combinations, has been shown
conclusively since the establishment
of the first beet sugar factory in
the State, ten years ago. The ex-
perience of other states, and of the
beet sugar prmlnun;‘ countries of
Kurope, has likewise demonstrated
that beet pulp may be used profit
ably in the feeding of farm anmimals.
It is doubtlessly true that much is
yet to be learned concerning the
methods by which the best results
may be obtained from the use of
the pulp, but  several experiment
stations, including the Utah Sta-
tion, arc workmng on this subject
and satisfactory conclusions  will
soon be obtained. So  well is the
value of sugar beet pulp beginning
to be understood that many far
mers are now having pulp shipped
many miles to their farms in order
that they may feed their animals
in the best and most economical
manner. Really, the most impor-
tant problem before the sugar beet
farmer is the establishment of an
understanding with the manufac-

turer that will enable every farmer
to obtain an amount of pulp equi-
valent to

Two veats ago, where the town

of Sugar  City now stands, was
naught bnt virgin praine, but to-
day, solely and alone due  to the

advent of the sugar industry, there

has risen on these arid  plains a
growimg and  prosperous  town ol
two  thousand inhabitants, six

thousand acres of land made fertile
by irngation, foundations laid for
a ten thousand dollar school house

a church  completed,  commodious
hotels, substantial bank, business
houses, a  water works, a brick

vard and a five hundred thousand
dollar beet sugar factory.

Seldom  in the history of this
country has such a transformation
taken place in so short a period.
One million two hundred thousand
dollars have been invested here in
10,000 acres of land, factory, reser-
voirs, pipe line and buildings, re-
lying on the permanency, at least
for some vears to come, ol the pre-
sent tarifl law. Citizens from all
parts of the country have located
here and invested their all in land,
dwellings and teams to carry on
the extensive agricultural oper-
ations incidental to this mdustry.

Thousands of acres in this state,
and many thousands elsewhere in
this country, are ready to respond
to skill and industry of the Amer-
ican farmer in the raising of sugar

heets, and capital and labor
combined, not timid, but cour-
ageous, ambitions and energetic

and with faith in the past history
of our government, will produce in
this wilderness a substantial town
surrounded by fertile lands.

This industry is the child of the
government. Through the intelli-
gent and comprehensive efforts of
the Agricultural department, the
raising of sugar beets in this coun-
try was made a commercial suc-
cess.  Capital saw its opportunity
and joined hands with the farmer
in the attempt to prmlllu‘ our own
sugar without the necessity of im-
portations from other countries,
and if this industry is accorded a
measure of protection equal to that
now accorded other industrial pur-
suits, in a few vears every pound
of sngar consumed in this country
will be of domestic production, the
tillers of the soil, the operators of
the factories, the manufacturers of
the machinerv, and the transporta-
tion companies will be the benefi-
ciaries of nearly one hundred mil-
lions of dollars now annually sent
abroad and this great amount of
monev will bhe distributed amongst
onr own peaple.

Consumption of Sugar in 1901.

According to a statement in Wil-
lett and Grav's Statistical Sugar
Trade Journal, the total consump-
tion of sngar of all kinds in the

United States in the calendar year
1901 was 2,372,116 long tons,
against 2,219,847 Jong tons iw
1900, an increase of 152,469 tons,
or about 687 per cent. increase.
The consumption of 1901 consisted
of 292,150 tons domestic cane
sugar, 124,859 tons domestic beet
sugar, 5,000 tons maple sugar, 17,
477 tons molasses sugar, a total of
439,986 tons domestic production,
and 1,072,529 tons of loreign cane
sugar, 217,286 tons of foreign raw
beet sugar, and 42,515 tons of for-
eign retined, @ total of 1,932,330
tons of sugar from foreign couns
tries and nsular  possessions.  Of
the imports from exter sources,
309,070 tons were Iawaiian, 66,
27y tons Porto Rican, and 5,100
tons Philippine.

The amount of refined sugar
which went  into  consumption in
1901 was 2,287, 828 tons, against
2,219,847 tons in 1900. The undis-
tributed stock of rehned sugar at
the close of 1901 is estimated at
40,000 tons, against 30,000 tons in
1900,

Cooking Lesson at the O.A.C.
Dairy School.

Lesson V.
BREAD MAKING.

Mrs. Joy's last talk was a most
popular and interesting one, for
few are the women who do not
wish to know how good bread is
made.

Nrs. Joy said bread-making was
an art as well as a science, that
some were apt to look upon it as
a rather simple process requiring
more drudgery than skill, yet a re-
cent book on the subject of bread-
making required 360 pages to ade-
quately describe the process. His
tory shows there has been no age,
no country, no people, but what
have made some sort of bread. In
an oven in Pompeii were found 8o
rye loaves.

Canada grows the best wheat for
bread-making and the women of
Canada make the best bread in the
world. Notwithstanding this true
statement there is more bad than
really good bread made. The im-
proved machinery used by millers
makes a superior and cleaner flour,
Before being crushed or rolled the
wheat is all brushed and cleaned.
The three outer coatings of the
wheat kernel constitutes the bran
which is largely mineral in its
composition. Next to the bran is
the gluten or nitrogenous part and
in the centre of the grain are the
starch cells.

There was a time when the use
of Graham flour was strongly ad-
vocated, but the bran in it was
found to have an irritating efiect
upon the delicate membrane of the
alimentary canal, and it passed too
rapidly through the digestive pro-
cess. Whole wheat flour made from
the entire grain ground very fine
makes a most nourishing, though
dark looking bread. The strongest
and best flour for bread-making
purposes is made from our Western
spring wheat, owing to it being
very rich in gluten, Gluten is a
grey, adhesive substance and 1s
that part which forms into gum
when wheat is chewed. The quality
of flour may be determined by the
amount of water it will absorh.
The more water the better the
flour, or by making a small piece
ot dough, allowing it to stand for
a while, then pulling it between the
fingers, the more elasticity and
snap it has the better the quality.
A simpler method is to rub a little
flour in the hand with the finger, It
should have a grainy or gritty feel-
mg, instead of a smooth, starchv
one. Another easy way is to press
together a handiul of flour. If it
stays in a lump it is good for pas-
try, but if it falls apart it is good
for bread.

Mrs. Joy next described veast
and its use in bread-making. Yeast
is a one-celled plant which repro-
duces itself by budding. It re-
quires warmth, moisture and nutri-
ment for its growth. The action of
the yeast plants produce alcohol
and carbonic acid gas. The gas is
held in the sponge or dough by the
gluten forming little sacks or cells.
When heat is applied, as in baking,
these cells are fixed and so we have
a bread that is porous and light.
Usually the longer the process of
bread-making the whiter and nicer
will  be the bread. Thorough
kneading is necessary to develop
the gluten and break up the large
cells formed by the gas into small-
er ones. During the making, bread
should be kept at a temperature
from 77 to 95 degrees.

Mrs. Joy advocated the use of
the compressed yeast cake and said
if it were covered with fresh, cold
water it could be kept several
weeks.  She denounced the use of
sugar or shortening in bread-mak-
ing, a more wholesome, nicer bread
being made without them. She al-
so recommended having a bread tin
with a tight fitting lid for holding
the dough. For her demonstration
she had some dough ready for the
pans, which she allowed to rise af-
ter molding into loaves and then
baked them. She had some sponge,
which she molded into dough, and
a cake of veast, with which she
made a sponge. So the entire pro-
cess was seen by the ladics present.

Vienna or Quick Process Bread.—
1 cake compressed veast, 1 pint
wetting (half milk and half boiling
water), 1 teaspoonful salt, flour
enough to make a light dough. Dis-

solve yeast cake and adl to the
warm milk and water (not hot),
add salt, and sift in suflicient flour
to make a stifl batter. Beat well
with a spoon, allow it to rise, then
stir in some more flour and turn
out on the hake board and mold in-
to a rather soft dough, knead thor-
oughly, shape into long loaves and
place in the rounded bread tins,
which have no end picces. Keep
warm until the loaves have in-
vreased twice  their original size,
brush over with melted butter and
bake in a moderate oven (375 de-
grees F.) When baked it will have
w light feeling and one can bear the
hand on the bottom of the loaf
without burning.

In allowing the bread to rise over
night twice the amount of wetting
may be used for the one yeast cake
and the bread may be immediately
molded into a dough and put into
the pans  the first thing in the
morning.

Bread should never he wrapped
up when taken from the oven.

Will
he care enough for the laws of
health and hygiene to bathe often
and regularly? and to stop using
tobacco in any and every form? as
it is dangerous not only to his own
but aleo to the health of his wife
and children. As a means to this
end he ought to read, “What a
Young Husband Ought to Know,"
and after careful and earnest study
of this little book he might be cap-
able of valuing the great cift of an
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up-to-date  wife fur the ap-to-date

Winter Heles or the Amateur
Florist.

‘See that your plants get lresh
air whenever it can be given them
safely. This means that cold air
should be so admitted that it is
mixed with the air of the room be-
fore it reaches the plants thems
selves. Give your plants the benefit
of light and sunshine if you wish
them to do well. Water only when
the surface of the soil looks dry.
This rule cannot be deviated from
with safety by the amateur. The
experienced gardener will frequently
discover conditions which make it
safe for him to vary or modify it,
but these the amateur will not dis-
cover, and it is not possible to lay
down any instructions by which
they may be discovered. Over-wat-
ering does untold harm, as it causes
souring of the soil, and brings on
decay of the roots. Apply fertiliz-
ers only when a plant is growing,
for then, and then only, can it
make use of them.

The Eastern Poultry Show

The annual poultry show, of
what henceforth will be known as
the Poultry Association of Eastern
Ontario, was held at Ottawa last
week in connection with the Auc-
tion Sale.

At all the poultry shows
held lately the utility or farmers’
breeds have been out in large num-
bers, an indication of the increased
attention being given in the coun
try to the rearing of poultry, Ot-
tawa was no exception to the rule
There was a fine show of Barred
Rocks and Wyandottes in fact all
the larger breeds were well repre
sented. Some of the prize winning
birds at Guelph were at Ottawa
and took a place high up in the
lists as well. There was « big
class of Leghorns and a very fine
show, one of the best we have
seen lately of Buff Orpingtons.
These are good table birds. The
fancy classes were also well filled
and a good all-round show was
held.

There were large displays of tur-
keys and geese, though the quality
of many of the birds was not up
to what we have seen at other
shows. There was, however, some
good specimens shown, and on the
whole the exhibit of geese, turkeys
and ducks was very creditable,

The display of dressed poultry
was not large, though there was
sufficient to show how birds should
be dressed for market.

Territorial Crop Reports

It is our desire to avoid contro-
versy in our  columns, especially
when the issue is not of vital im-
portance to the farmer, but in jus-
tice to our Western correspondent,
whose statements on the above
subject  were evidently made in
good faith, we publish the follow
ing remarks from him in reference
to the letter from Mr., C. W. Peter-
son, appearing in the issue of the
4th instant

On the 23rd December last, the
following interview with Hon. G
H. V. Bulvea appeared 1 the Win
nipeg Morning Telegram

“The Agricultural Department of
the Northwest Territories has de-
finitelv decided to follow Manito-
ba's lead in the method of securing
its crop estimate. The immense
vield of the past season has laid
bare the manifest incompetency of
the present system.

“This announcement was made
to a Telegram reporter last evening
by G. H. V. Bulyea, Commissioner
of Agriculture and Territorial Se-
cretary who arrived here from the
West vesterday,

““What is your estimate of the
Territorial crop for the past sea-
son'' queried the reporter.

“About seventeen million bushels
of wheat and from ten to twelve
million bushels of oats" replied Mr.
Bulyea.”

Macaroni Wheats.

Heretofore the hardy, glassy
wheats of the durum group Lave
been received with but little favor
in this country. Now, however, as
-a result of the efforts of the U, S.
Department of Agriculture to es-
tablish these wheats, there is being
'manifested a great change of opinion
as to their merits, in view of their
’mﬂmhh- complete utilization in the
uture for the manufacture of
macaroni. In Kurope they are
-called hard wheats and in this
country they have not until recent-
Ay been sufliciently well known to
Feceive a special name.

Among all  wheats macaroni
‘wheats are the hest adapted to
regions of intense heat and drought.

Much information relating to
these drought and fungous resistant
'wheats is given in Bulletin No. 3,
Bureau of Plant Industry, entitled
“‘Macaroni Wheats,” soon to be is-
sued by the U. S, Department of
Agriculture.

During the season just passed
these wheats had another excellent
opportunity to show their superior
drought-resistance. In large por-
tions of the Northwest where the
-ordinary wheat crop was almost
.an entire failure, macaroni wheat
produced a very fair crop of grain
that was very little shriveled ; while
‘in southwest Texas, where grain
growing has been uniformly a fail-
‘ure, they yielded well and produced
grain of apparently excellent qual-
‘aty. It is the writer's belief that
the thorough establishment of this
new wheat industry will be of the
greatest benefit to agriculture in
the semi-arid plains. A million or
more of acres can thus be given to
sprofitable wheat raising which on
account of drought have heretofore
-either been entirely idle or less pro-
fitably emploved. In a few years
time the result ought to be an ad-
-dition of thirty to fifty million
bushels to the annual wheat produc-
tion of the Great Plains alone. The
agricultural area will be extended
‘much farther westward and the

necessity of irrigation will thereby
be diminished correspondingly.

Wheat

The wheat situation is not one
that should give belicvers in higher
prices much  comfort, Though
there fias been an extra export de-
mand of late there are still large
quantities of wheat to go lorward.
Some figure the American crop of
1901 as likely to yield a total of
about 725,000,000 bushels, to which
add  the Canadian supply, which
would bring the total considerably
over the 800,000,000 bushel mark,
a very large amount to get rid ol
betore the new crop comes in. Crop
conditions, both in the United
States and Canada, continue favor-
able.  Rut the fluctuations on  the
market from  this on will depend
more and  more or  the growing
crop and should the large body of
stow at present on the fields  be
followed by thawing and freezing,
causing injury to the crop, prices
might rush up very quickly. There
are  those in the trade, however,
who claim that this scason will see
America supplicd  with a larger
surplus of old wheat when the new
crop is  harvested than has been
the case for vears

At Conadian  markets, trade,
though steady, is rather quiet. At
Fort  William, Manitoba, o1
hard is selling at 73c. to *3%¢ and
No. 1 northern  at 7oe to 7ol
Prices  here are steady at 7ic to
74¢ for red and white, 68¢ for
goose, and 72¢ for spring, east. On
Toronto farmers’ market red and
white bring 70c¢ to 78¢, goose 66'4
to 67¢, and spring fife 70¢ to j2¢
bushel.

Qats and Barley.

The English market for Canadian
oats is higher and firm at the de-
mand,  Here the market is quict
at from  go'e to g1’ at outside
points, On the farmers' market,
oats bring 46¢ to 47¢ per bushel.
