The Two Sisters—Martha and
Mary.

It would bs untrue to the narrative and un-
just to Martha to take her as a type or repre-
sentative of those who are altogether absorbed
with the cares of the present life, and utterly
neglectful of the thiogs of the world that is to
come.—Martha was a friend and a disciple of Je-
sus as well as Mary. How could she have
been such, how have been loved by Him as
she was, had she been alive only to the right
management of her housebold, or to other du-
ties of a like kind bearing only upem the outer
things of this earthly existence? It is not to
be inferred from the single incident that of the
ove thing needful Martha was utterly destitute,
and Mary was the sole possessor—that the good
part which the one had chosen the other had
thrown away. Jesus was dealing alone with the
two sisters in that temporary and peculiar atti-
tude towards Him which fop the time they had
sssumed. Looking at them thus, He wished to
convince Marths, not that she is wrong in serv-
ing, but in allowing ber over-service of Him to
hinder her perception of that one thing which
alone is absolutely essential to all right receiv-
ing of her Lord into her home or heart, that
there is another higher acd better thing than to
minister outwardly to Him—even to be winis-
tered unto spiritually by Him—and that of
this other higher and better thing which ber sis-
ter had sought and was enjoyicg she had thus

&deprived berself. It is not gemerally of the

There is not only room enough within the
large enclosures of the ehuroch for Peters and
Johns and Martbas and Marys—for all kinds
and|diversities of patural character sp
ly developing themselves each in its own pecu-
liar sphere and after its own peculiar fashion,
but its was meant that it should be so. The
oburch is that Bedy of which Jesus is the living
Head ; and as varied as are the forms, the struc-
tures, the offices, end the uses of the wembers
of which the human body is composed, as vari-
ed in disposition, in development, in acts and
babits, not only may, but ought, the spiritual
membership ot Christ to be. It is by this very
variety in unity that the whole community of
the faithful can alone make up, and be fitly
framed into that one body of the church; and as
vain and wrong as it will be for the eye to say
to the hand, ““ I have no need of thee,” as vain
andgwrong is it for Christians differently con-
stituted, differently situated, differently engaged,
to look out each asksnce from his own separate
sphere, and to condemn others. This was, in
fact, the very fault that Martha committed, and
that our Lord rebuked. Had she but served
and let Mary sit, she might bave escaped re-
buke ; but she would have Mary be as she was,
and do es she did ; and so she drew the censure
down upon ber. It is not merely with tolera.
tion, then, it is with full approval as an obvious
earrying out of & wise snd" beneficent design,
that we should look upon all those individual
distinetions and differences which the religion of
Jesus Christ comes not to obliterate, bat to di-
reot and purify and ennoble. The true unity of
the charch does not lie in a dull and leaden
square rule and sameness or uniformity: It mot
only permits, and is quite consistent with, as
grest dissimilarity in ite individual members as
there is between the eye, the hand and the foet ;
it fiads its true idea realised, its full perfection
reached, in and through that very divemsity. The
growth, the health, the presperous development
of each separate member of thet living body, de-
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| dangers to which each particu!ar type or form of
| the Christian cbaracter is exposed. In very
proportion to the intensity of any individual pe-
culiarity, is the risk that it runs into excess. It
id"the excess of the Martha spirit, the spirit of
eager activity, of grest love for work, that is es-
pecially beld out to us for warning in the do-
mestic incidents within the family of Bethany.
Unquietoess, distractedness, impatience, are apt
to be generated when this spirit is too largely in-
dulged. Let undue time, and thought, and care
be lavished upon the manifold activities of
Christian labor, ard there may come an indispo-
sition to, and an incapacity for, that inwerd
calmness, collectedness, composure, quiet wait-
ing, upturaed, up-looking mood of mind and
heait, so sbsolutely necessary for all close, con-
tinued communion with our Lord, for the recep-
tion from Him of those great spiritual blessings
that He imparts. For the want of this nothing
can compensate. It is the one thing needful for
the christian lite. The Mary spirit may have its
own excess ; it msy run out into an indolent, in-
active quietism. But something of it, much of
1t, is required to feed within the parent springs
of the life of God within the soul. There
were times of old when this spirit was unduly
magnified; when the virtues that clustered
around it were canonized; when the religious
orders were regarded as composed exclusively of
such as retired from all the bustle of outward
life to the seclusion of the monastery. That pe-
riod has passed away. But is there no danger
that in an age like our own, when such multitu-
dinous calls are made for all kinds of outward
service, that we forget that all prosperous chris-
tian labor must have its time of rest, that the
spirit, released from the cares and burdens of
the outward world, must retire to realize the
presence, the love of Christ, and to hold that
fellowship with Him, in which the very essence
of spiritual existence consists? Let this, then,
be the great lesson that we take home from this
passage in the life of our Redeemer, that first,
and above everything, it becomes us to cultivate
the habit of sitting serenely at his feet, and quiet-
ly imbibing the blessed infl which a
ed and undisturbed iatercourse with Him is so
fitted to impart.

For all the higher ends of life it is not neces-
sary that we should be rich or be in health, or
have this or that source of present enjoymert
open to us. This is as it may please God to or-
der. But it is absolutely necessary—our inner,
our eternal life standeth upon it—that we to
whom Christ has been revealed should welcome
Him as our Lord and Saviour, be found clothed
and in our right mind, sitting at His feet. Years
are passing. What sre they doing for us?
What are we gaining, what we are losing as they
pass P—Are we losing what we never can regain{?
Are we gaining only that which ere long we
must lose? If amid all the portions that we
msy now make our own there is one that is per-
manent in value, imperishable in its very nature
—that shall be ours as certainly after death as
before—that shall have as much value on the
other side of the grave as on this—surely it is
our highest wisdom to grasp that portion, as
precious above all things besides, and to hold
it fast, seeking ever, by growth in bumility and
faith and love, trust in, fellows bip.with, likeness
to our Lord, to have that portion day by dsy
and year by year increased, so that, amid all
the fluctuations of other things, the coming and
the going of health or wealth or friends, or
eartbly joys, we may be steadily adding to those
riches which never shall take wings nor fly
away, be even continuously laying up treasures
there were neither moth nor rust caa corrupt,
and where the thief never breske through to
steal.

Why Read the Bible.

A conversation or argument which the writer
had recently with an old gray headed infidel
suggested the propriety of a short article in an-
swer to his gaestion : * Why read the Bible ?”
He looked upon that Book of Books ss one de-
void of interest—as a book of no attrection.—
This ides of his is unfortunately too common
even among professed Christians. People too
often consider the Bible “dry,” and overlook
its grand beauties.

In the whole range of book litersture, there
is no work that affords us so engaging a variety
of style, manner and matter, and so wide s
range of material for thought as the Bible. It
begine with the origin of created things. It
traces the history of the past, and lifts the veil
of the fature. It tells us of the ante-diluvian
world, of the founders of nations, of the build-
ers of Nineveh and Tyre, of the simple-hearted,
but noble patriarchs, and of a primeval period.

It traces the bistory of the Jewish nation, like
some famous river, from its fountain head. It
gives us a full and interesting account of the
theocratic judges, the world-renowned kings,
and the magnificent temple. 1t tells us of the
Egyptian, the Chaldean, the Assyrian, the
Medo-Persian, the Grecien and the Roman
Empires. It speaks of the wealth, luxury, vice,
and ruin of the ancient sests of power; of the
desolating plagues of Egypt ; of the destruction
of the tyrant Pharoah and his army in the Red
Sea; and of the burning cities of the plain.—
It furnishes us with an account of the reception
of a sublime, universal, and perfect law at
Mount Sinai, amid clouds and darkness, roar-
ing thunder and vivid flashes of lightning, that
leaped from crag to crag, all indieating the mm-
jesty of a descending God. It speaks of the un-
bending integrity snd stern heroism of the pro-
phets, commissioned as they were to denounce
impending vengeance ; of the active, benevolent,
spotless life, and awful sacrificisl death of the
man Christ Jesus, in whom dweit all the fulness
of the Godbead bodily ; and of his sscension to
the throne of universal dominion.

‘ A Cast Iron Christian.’

¢ A oast iron Christian’ is thus described and
and prescribed for by a correspondent of the
Advance:

He was not at fault with his orthodoxy, for on
any or all ‘the five points’ he could satisfy you;
or in his conversion, for this was marked,
he could tell you the time and place; or in bis
attendance on Sabbath worship, or the weekly
prayer meeting, for none were more constant.
He was indeed in various particulars a model
Christian. But there was the quality of bard-
ness, reminding you of iron that is run from the
smelting furnasce. He was courteous towsrd
those with whom he associated, when thia suited
his purpose; but without let or bindrance, by
his discourtesies, he could crush the finer and
better feelings of those who happened not to be
in favor. He sometimes gave to the poor; but
never learned to call them brethren. He took
a great interest in missions and from his eon-
versation you would think be went far beyond
his brethren of the church in his contributions
for their support ; but by tbe scriptural rule of
ability the figures did not show it. And it was
thought by some that publicity was a decided
quickener of his charities.

He was » special friend to ministers, cultivat-
ed their acquaintance,and was extensively known
by them. His own pastor receive many favors
from bhim ; but that sympathy snd moral sup-
port which, on account of his feeble health,
shattered nerver, and overtasked condition, he
most needed, was not any part of them.

But while he was apxious that his pastor
should abound in labor,and the work of the Lord
be revived, he could not be prevailed on to ‘go
out into the bighways and hedges and compel
them to come in.” He was not prepared for
such labor. * And for months and years he pray-
ed without making any nearer an approach to a
preparation. What has been termed a quality
of hardness, was continually cropping out in one
form or another, constituting a force of repul-
sion, that was asilently, but continually ope-
rating to drive those sbout him away from
Christ ; though he would fain have led themto
Him.

This quality doabtless was i1 part an out-
growth from excellent health, strong nerves, and
an orgsnism and education that rendersd him
incapable of the finer fee'ings. But to a grest
extent it had its origin in a religion, one-sided,
traditional, in essentia]l points defective. He
never understood that the entire gospel—its
precepts as well s its doctrines—those conuect-
ed with the second table, as well as those with
the first, must be received into the understand-
icg and beart; and that the greatest of the
gracees—that without which we are;nothing—is
love; which speaks of tenderness and tears.

'What is wanted in the case of such an one is,

The Macedonian cry, ‘ Come over ana help
us,’ is heard from all quarters. I bave lately
been out on s missionary tour in the country for
fourteen days, and no meeting was bheld, but
almost every one was moved to tears, and I hope
that many will be brought to the knowledge of
the truth.”

1 have never before had such a congregation
or such a service in China. There was an utter
absence of frivolity or of curiosity; there were
po vacant, listless hearers, no signs of weariness ;
on the contrary, there were depicted on the coun-
tenances before me resl seriousness, intelligent
interest, and positive delight. Oa going to the
house where the women were aseembled, I found
nearly forty of them waiting my arrival. They
also were dressed in their-best attire, snd pre-
sented a pleasing spectacle. 1 addressed them
on the narrative of the Canaaaitish woman, and
afterward conversed with some of the candidates
for baptism. Some of these believing women
promise to become burning and shining lights. 1
spent the whole afternoon in carefully examining
the candidates from the country places with
whom I had met during the week.

Judging from the numerous cases which bave
already been inquired into, I think we shall
be warranted in receiving into cur fellowship at
least fifty or sixty persons. This will leave a
great number for furtber instruction.

Missionary Contributions.
Wa take the following from N. Y. Advocate
and Journal:

AN AVRRAGE ONE DOLLAR PER MEMBER. We
gather from what we hear abroad among both
Pastors and principal members, and particularly
from whet we hear in the free conversation of
the General Missonary Committee st its late
session, that there is a growing conviction in
the Church that God is cslling us to make a
futber advance in missionary contributions up to
an average of one dollar per member. This con-
viction partakes of an inspiration, and is forti-
fied, and indeed incremsed, by the wonderful
goodness of God is greatly increasing the num-
ber and the wealth of our people. Our Church
has increased for several years at least 100,000
members a year. Probably there has been a
corresponding increase in Lbe coogregations.
The aggregate number of members is over
twelve hundred thousand! Durirg the conver-
sation in the General Committee these facts
were alluded to, snd Bishop Morris said he had
years ago made up his mind that the Church
could and would give all that was needed if the
members were only properly educated. That
education was in the bands of the Pastors, and
if they said so one dollar a member could be
had each year from the Church, or over one
million of dollers in the sggregate. Bishop Scott
agreed with Bishop Morris, and thought that in
time the process of educatiog our people up to
the dollar a member, andgover, would be reach-
ed. Bishop Baker signified his assent to the
views of his colleagues who had preceded.
Bishop Ames remarked that the weak place in
regard to our contributions wes not in the
Churches, but in the Pastorate. Bishop Ciark
did not see how we cvuld retrograde in the mat-
ter of our collections. Bishop Kingsley claimed
to have first enunciated the idea of one dollar
per member on an average. This be did ten
years ago, and the ides bad been growing ever
since. The judgment and feeling of the Church
fixes the standard missionary comtributions
hereafter at an average of one dollar per member
for the entire Church. Let us all strive to reach
this mark.

Jomx T. MELLisH, Principal of Cumberland
Academy, in moving a resolution against Sep-
erate Schools said :—

In making this motion [ wish briefly to speak
of the merits of the question pure and simple,
without any offensive references. No subject is
more worthy of the sincerest attention ot every
patriot and philanthropist than is that of the
training of the rising generation. On the right
solution of this question and the faithful honest
carrying out of that which experience proves
the bes', the welfare of posterity largely de-
pends. The subject viewed in all its bearings is
certainly a complicated one ; the machinery
must be constructed with the greatest accuracy
of measurement and from the best material in
order that smoothness of motion and eftective
warking be ensured.

The wisdom of the wetld hss been slow to act
on the principle that prevention is better than
cure. Severe penal codes, attempting 10 sup-
press crime by committing crime more dread-
tul, the administration of an iron justice with an
iron hand—these were the means by which it
was long sought 1o develop a bealthy and chris-
tian body politic. The educating of the masses
to understand and appreciate what would bs for
their benefit, was a subject scarcely thought of
even in prospect’s dream. The solemn words,
“ Train up a child in the way he skould go and
when he is old he will not depart from it,” were
echoed down the ages as something palpably
untrue or hopelessly incomprebensible. ¢But
bappily a later development of civilization, ris-
ing above the absurdities and bitter experiences
of the past bases its hopes of success and perma-
nence on the principle enunciated by good king
Solomon three thousand years ago. The law of
force and might is rapidly yielding to the all-
compelling law of right and love. The best
guarantee a nation can have, for the observance
of her laws, the prosperity of her people, and se-
curity {from foreign aggression, is not to be
found in frowning bestions and thundering fleets,
and serried ranks ol steel, but in an intelligent
population and a proper sys'em of public in-
struction.

It was a glorious day for our Province when
was placed within the reach of every child with-
in her borders the boon of at least a good com
mon school training. Any essential - change in
the system should not be made without grave
reflection. I am unwilling to admit that ic is
*¢ godless.” The teacher is bound by law *to
inculcate by precept and example a respect for
religion and the principles of Christian moral-
ity.’, What gives us our notion of this moral-
ity ? and what is our standard of it? By what
authority does the teacher condemn swearing,
lying and other vices ? The Bible,—God's re-
vealed will, most certainly. Lessons from such
asource cannot be called ¢ godless’ without sacri
ficing our belief in the authenticity of the Scrip-
tures. Nor is such teaching by any means sec-
tarian.  The Christian religion cannot be sliced
up into isms. There are fundamental princi-
ples and truths concerning which all Christian
denominations agree—such as the existence of
God, the Messiahship of Christ, man’s responsi-
bility, &. They are willing to travel together
on the same road a considerable distance before
they take divergent pathways. While our ex-
isting school law strictly guards against sectar-
ian teaching it plainly makes provision for the
inculcation of those Christian virtues and trutbs
from which none can dissent.

Sectarian school training fails to accomplish
one great end of common school edueation, in
not giving the pupil an opportunity of mingling
with pupils of other denominations. This is an
evil which may appear at first very trivial, but
which is in reality a very great ome. Itis ad-
mitted on all bands that a system of education
should be such, that the transition from the du-
ties and relationships of youth to these of man-
hood weuld be to as great an extent as possible,
an introduction to a more extended sphere of ac-
tion rather than to a sphere in which new un-
known duties would have to be performed. The
work of the boy should be that of a man and a
citizen om a miniature scale. The school of
course should be a miniature world.

The man of mature years is called upon to
asume and sustain various degrees of relation.
ship among his fellow men. In the domestic re-
lation he bas to fulfil the duties of and claims
of a husband, father or brother, as the case may
b2; and he is expected to act his part as a mem-
ber of whatever branch of the Christian church
be may prefer. Now in both these positions the
man's intercourse is confined to a limited num.
ber of persons—the members of his household
and the members of his church. But there is
another and more eomprehensive relation—that
of a citizen—the social relation in its most en-
larged sense. In tbe daily routine of life with
its endless ramifications we come in contact with
others of all grades; and in the world’s broad
field of battle we have to measure swords with
others, not as our relatives or co-religionists,but
as men, and as members of the commonwealth
Now if a boy never enters any but a sectarian
school, when does he receive his training for this
extended intercourse ? In the school in which
all denominations are represented and where all
are on a common level, each-pupil learns to re-
spect the rights of others. Each is able to form
a correct estimate of his own ability, and
is not likely togo out into life with too high
an opinion of his own attainments on the
one hand, or a timid want of confidence on the
other, which is too often the case with those who
bave been educated exclusively at private and
sectarian schools. Anm ex-governor of Massa-
chusetts said, that if he bad a dozen sons he
would send them all through the common
school.

Although the training of the family, the
church and the school, thould barmoniously
blend in" the development of character, it is
abundantly evident that each hasfits special
sphere of labor. To require the family or the
church to perform the work of the school, would
be just as consistent as to require the school to
do that which is the work of the family or the
church. Far be it from me to ignore religious
training, to believe that the physical and intel-
lectual alone should be cultivated, and that the
beart should be left like an uacultivated garden
to bring forth fruit from the seeds deposited by
passion and temptation.

Parental love, directed by religious prin-
ciple, seeks not merely to please and gratify,
but to restrain and govern the inclinations of
those whose culture and salvation is the dearest
object of life. 1t is not therefore allowable for
Christian parents to be indifferent about the
tastes of their families for reading. They must
themselves show such respect for the religious
element in literature as will impress all around
them with the value they set upon the journal
devoted to the service of the Charch. In a
word, they must use precept and exsmple to in-
culeate in the minds of the children s sincere re-
gard for the religious paper, and show no re-
luctence in furnishing it as & means of instruc-
tion and personal edification. Cheerfulness and
liberality at this point will be amply rewarded
in the increased intelligence and spirituality of
the household,

The Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
which is the final Court of Appealin ecclesiasti-
cal {matters, have just givem a decision in the
great ritualist case arising out of the prac-
tices at St. Alban’s Churcy in London.

Ths judgment was'delivered by Lord Cairne,
the Ex-Lord Chancellor. The points upon which
the court was called to adjudicate were, the law-
fulness or otherwisve of elevating the bread and
wine during consecration ; the placing of lighted
candles on the communion-table.when they were
not needed for light ; the use of incense ; and the
mixing of water with the wine. Each of these
practices was condemned, and Mr. Mackonochie,
the clergyman who had been proceeded agsinst,
was required to defrayall the cost of the suit.
The Ritoslists are furious at this decision ;

and it may lead to s secessicn 1rem 1le Eu-
tablishment. The true-hearted members of
the Church of Eogland will be encouraged to
renew their efforts to restore and maintain evan-
gelical religion within their communion.

The social condition of London is engaging
very anxious attention ; and certaioly such pro-
minent features of poverty and crime as those
which appear in metropolitan life do most ur-
gently demand the investigation of both the log-
islator and philanthropist. While Lomdon is
the richest city in the world, there is in it an
amount of pauperism, suffering and crime per-
fectly appalling ,and which no language can ad-
equately describe.

From statistics just published it appears that
during the past ten years the pauperism has in-
creased fifty per cent, ‘and as much as seven
millions of pounds perjagnum is spent in allevi-
atingit. Nor with allr our legal resources of
poor rates, and vuioq and bountiful charities,
is the case of the destithte properly met. Death
by starvation is continually occurring. Then
as to the criminal side ¢t the question : the dis-
continuance of the system of transportation to
other countries turns Igose among us every year
two thousand convicts jiand the numerous and
daring robberies, often  accompanied with the
most brutal violence, show a state of insecurity
of life and property which, with all our police
regulations, would have'gsemed utterly impos-
sible. The Zimes speaks of this deplorable state
of things very despondingly. The fact is it
bas not yet been sufficiently considered. Before
long it must be seen that this ia one of the
great questions of the day, second to none, and
superior to most. -
