person the duties of sexton, grave- |

“ Men would restrain their Master
toone rule, aud refuse to acknowledge
His Spirit where a diversity appears
in His operations. Thus blind mor-
tals attempt to lio"i% the Holy One of
Israel, and tacitly confess, like Jobn,
until better instructed that they
would rather the devils were let alone
to torment and destroy men than
that they should be cist out in any
other manner than their own. Let
us, however, recollect that, as there
is a common Christianity, so there 18
a common cause amoung true Chris-
tians; and whoever prowmotes it is
not against us, but on our part, if our
side be indeed the side of Christ.”

3.—Jesus partly returns to the
subject on which He had been speak-
ing when John interrupted Him, and
partly enforces what He bhad just
said. Whoever will render only the
slightest service to one of His fullow-
o8 for His sake canndt fail to be re-
warded ; whbile, on the other hand,
whoever off-nde—that is, despises,
binders, or pcisecutes—even one of
tbe bumblest of His servants, shall
be puuished with the utmost severity.
H.w terrible is the coudewmnation
which Jesus pronvunces upon such
conduct! Aie mot boys and girls
gometimes guilty of this conduct ?
When any of your companione become
religious and jin the Courch, when
they profess to be converted aud begin
to fullow Christ, take care you do not
incur the terrible guilt of trying to
bider tem. Oue form of ff:nding
i8 tu despise them (Matt. xvni. 10)
This is not so grave an offeuce as th
otber, but it is common, and iadirect-
ly it may produce the same effect.
There are some sensitive Dnatures to
wbom no hindrance in piety could be
gieater than to'be despised on'ac-
count of it—treated with contewpt,
lovked down upon with scorn. Lt
us never do anything hike this—rcve:
treat good people with contempt.
We are liable to do it sometimes be
cause they are poor, or because they
are 1gnorant. :
tempted to anything of this kiud, let
us remember in what estimation th
bomblest of Christ’s followers is held
in heaven.”

The bearing of the passage on the
doctrine of everlasting punishment
should not be lost sight of; and tuat
ow Lord spoke figuratively when men
tioring the hand, the fo.t, and the
eye—meaning sius a8 valuable or
dear as any of these members—should
be explained.—Abridged from Sun-
