Enduring work, whether in lit­
erature or in any other kind of 
labor, is work that comes from a 
direct and definite purpose, and a 
purpose at one with the generous 
welfare ot man. If its delects and 
failures are those of occa-ional 
error and sin, its ultimate influence 
it not destroyed, however it be 
diminished. But if it is born ot a 
wish to be deliberately bad, or 
even it it ignores the cartons of 
right action, it can. bear withie 
itself no elements of long lasting. 
We believe it to be strictly true 
that no great book, or picture, or 
statue, or building, or war, or 
social scheme, or work of any kind, 
has ever retained a lasting place 
in the world’s esteem, without 
bearing clear signs of a fight pur 
pose and a definite acceptance of 
the principles of truth and recti­
tude. It is true, as Keats said in 
his most famous line, that a thing 
of beauty is a joy forever ; but by 
a thing of beauty the world means 
something in close union with the 
innocence of inanimate nature or 
the best and truest in man. Power 
may, indeed, be shown in the most 
nefarious ways, and a poet or a 
painter may bring to his basest 
work the charms of consummate 
art ; but his work does not live 
unless it is deliberately good, so 
to speak, or, at least not conscious­
ly evil. Purpose and character 
must ultimately succeed, and the 
absence of them loaves room for 
nothing but ultimate failure. *** 
And the soul of work in every 
line of labor must be marked by 
these five things—integrity, sin­
cerity, purity, charity, faith. 
Such virtues as these must always 
follow in the path of that soul 
which alone can look for immor­
tality of life, or even for a per­
petuity of earthly memory and 
love. Those of ue who believe 
Hod’s words to be true can find no­
where in the Bible any statement 
that art for art’s sake is good, or 
that a thing is praiseworthy be­
cause it is externally beautiful, 
precious, utter, or intense. Over 
and over again are we told that 
(rod’s mode of judgment is a moral 
rule, and never are we given to 
understand that mere ability or 
external achievement is the meas­
ure of triumph. Work which has 
no soul has no life. Work which 
has a soul—and that remark ap 
plies to the hod-carrier or the ca­
nal-boy as truly as to the architect 
or the painter—bears within ii 
the promise of tile <md of approval 
both by (rod, who notes all, and by 
man, whose eyes are not always 
so blind that he cannot mark the 
difference between work that must 
live, and work that must die, soon­
er or later.—The Sunday-school 
Times.

schools, and a three years course 
atone of the eight normal schools 
in Hanover. In order to enter these 
schools, the applicant must bo 
eighteen years old and be able to 
pass an examination in element­
ary studies. Teachers earn from 
one hundred and sevent3’-five to 
two hundred and twenty-five dol­
lars a year. In E., the teacher 
received eighty-seven cents a year 
from each of his one hundred pu­
pils, fifteen dollars a year from the 
church for his services as a sex­
ton, besides fifty cents for each a- 
dult’s and twenty-five cents for 
each child’s grave dug by him. 
From the State lie got eighty-two 
dollars, and from the village seven 
dollars and fifty cents a year, 
with six acres of good farming 
land and a house. All the books 
and maps I saw were of the most 
old-fashioned sort, arid the teacher 
was drunk whenever he had 
money enough to buy schnapps. 
The church consistory appoints 
and removes the village teachers 
throughout Hanover. Teachers 
are not considered socially equal 
t> nor do they associate with min­
isters. With llie teachers ends 
the list of village officers, and next 
comes those communal servants 
for whom we in this country have 
no equivalent.—Popular Science 
Monthly.

Let 
ue, however, recollect that, as there 
is a common Christianity, so there is 
t common cause among true Chris­
tians; and whoever promotes it is 
not against us, but on our part, if out­
side be indeed the side of Christ.”

3.—Jesus partly returns to the 
subject on which He had been speak­
ing when John interrupted Him, and 
partly enforces what He had just 
said. Whoever will render only the 
slightest service to one of His follow­
ers for His sake cannot fail to be re­
warded ; while, on the other hand, 
whoever tff.-nds— that is, despises, 
hinders, or persecutes—even one of 
the buiubleai of Hi» servant*, shall 
be puuished with the Utmost seventy. 
How terrible is the coudemnatiou 
which J-8US pronounces upon such 
conduct! Aie not b'-ys and girls 
sometimes guilty of this conduct ? 
Wbenauy ofyuur companions become 
religious and j >iu the Courch, wbeu 
they profess to be converted aud begin 
to follow Christ, take care you do not 
incur the terrible guilt of trying to 
bidder t'lern. Oue form of . ff ■uding 
is to despise them (Matt,, xvni. 10) 
This is not so grave au offence as tb. 
otbei, but it is common, aud indirect­
ly it may produce the same effect. 
There are some sensitive natuies to 
whom no hindrance in piety could he 
gi eater than to be despised on ac­
count of it—treated with contempt, 
looked down upon with scorn. L -t 
ns never do anything like this—ri.-vei 
treat good people with contempt. 
We are liable to do it sometimes be 
cause they are poor, or because they 
are ignorant. Whenever we art- 
tempted to anything of this kiud, let 
us remember in what estimation the 
humblest of Christ’s followers is held 
in heaven.”

The bearing of the passage on the 
doctrine of everlasting punishment 
should not beb>et sight of; and that 
oui Lord spoke figuratively when men 
hoping the baud, the fo->t, and the 
eye—meaning sms as valuable or 
dear as auy of these members—should 
be explained.—Abridged from Sun­
day-school Magazine.

WOMEN'S SHOES.
Take the most recent fashion of 

shoes. The heel of the human being 
projects outward, or rather back­
ward, and gives steadiness to “the 
sure and certain step of man.” But 
fashion has decided tbst the heel of 
the boot or shoe shall get as near the 
centre of the instep as possible. In­
stead of the weight of the body rest­
ing upon an arch, in the modern fiue 
lady it rests upon pegs with the tries 
in front, which have to prevent the 
body from toppling forward. Then 
the foot is so high that the foot rests 
upon the peg and the toes ; and the 
gait is about as elegant as if the lady 
were practising walking upon stilts. 
In order to poise the body on these 
two points a bend forward is neces­
sitated, which is regarded as the cor­
rect attitude for tbe “form divine.’’ 
It is needless to say that there are few 
ankles which can stand this strain 
without yielding; and it is quite com­
mon to see young ladies walking 
along with their ankles twisting all 
ways, or perhaps with tbe sole of 
their shoe or boot eeoaping from un­
der the foot and the side of the heel 
in contact with the ground. With

BUDDING PLUMS.
Budding is a very simple operation, 

which can be done at any time when 
the bark “ peels ” readily and tbe 
buds are sufficiently ripened—say 
from tbe middle of July to the last 
of September. Take a well developed 
single bud, ent off the leaf, leave 
enough of the stalk to take bold of 
when inserting the bod. With a 
sharp knifecu*. off the bod, with a 
tbin slice of baik and wood, com­
mencing, say a third of an inch 
above tne bud and ending the cut 
about as far below it, so that the 
whole forms a straight smooth cut ; 
then make a cross cut through the 
bark of the stock in a smooth place, 
and also a longitu .inal oue, so that 
the whole has the shape of a R -inau 
cross about au inch long. Now raise 
the bark on the stock with the knife 
or with an ivory, and push down tbe 
bud under the bark until the uppei 
end is even with the cross cut of the 
stock. Now w ap the whole smooth­
ly aud fiimly with basswood bark or 
woolen thread, leaving the bud out 
to prevent smothering, but closing 
all the bark tightly below and above. 
In about two weeks tbe baudage may 
be taken off, and if the bud is fiveh 
and green, it has taken, ami the stock 
should be cut iff au inch above it 
next spring and un'y the bud allowed 
to giow.—Rural World.

USEFUL HINTS.

The yoke of an egg gives richness 
to the milk which you pour over as­
paragus; beat it well, add butter, 
pepper and salt as usual.

Beds for roses should be dug 
eighteen inches deep. Roses need 
plenty of manure and plenty of water, 
especially where continuons bloom is 
required.

The prevalence of n?ar sightedness 
among French school children is at­
tributed to the thinness and small­
ness of the type of the text-books 
they use.

Crackers that are not fresh can be 
made to appear so by putting them 
into à hot oven for a short time. 
Watch them carefully, as a minute 
too long will serve to brown and 
spoil them.

A way has been found for making 
old postal cards useful. Cut length­
wise into strips about an eighth of an 
inch wide they make excellent lamp 
lighters which burn readily, do not 
throw sparks, and leave scarcely a 
trace of ashes.

It is said that bathing the eyes 
freely in cold water,at the morning 
bath, and rubbing tLe* toward the 
u i#e witu the fingers, will prevent 
the flattening of the eyeball and di­
mmish the need of artificial aid 
Some tribes of Indians are said in 
this way to preserve their eight to 
old age.

Ink stains on black walnut furni­
ture may be removed by touching 
tbe spots with a feather wet in a so 
lutiou of nitre and water, eight 
drops to a spoonful of water. As 
so -ns as the stain» are erased rub the 
place with a cloth dipped in cold 
water. If the stains still remain re­
peat the opera turn, making the solu­
tion stronger.

Wild cherry is wood for which a 
•arge demand has sprung up in tbe 
United States. Iu supplying tbe 
place of walnut, cherry is a very 
valuable wo >d, and good care should 
oe taken of tbe growing trees. It is 
used very extensively in making 
ehomzed furniture. it has a very 
close grain, takes tbe best stain, and 
is capable of high polish. Besides 
its use in furniture, cherry is u»ed 
largely iu the internal fittings of 
railway care and publie buildings.

Peter Henderson says : “ If garden 
seeds, when planted in the tipriug, 
•ii-e firmly pressed when under the 
earth by tbe ball of tbe foot at the 
time the gardeners are putting ibern 
into the ground they will invariably 
grow, drought or no drought, and 
what is still more important, they 
will spring up earlier and grow fast 
er, and mature better than any of 
their kind which have not been sub­
jected to this discipline. This same 
rule of pressure holds good in regard 
to transplanting trees, shrubs aud 
plants.

A correspondent of tbe Ohio Far­
mer has discovered a remedy for tbe 
worms that play- so great havoc 
among currant bushes. The ordin­
ary black ant is an inveterate enemy 
of the currant worm. He encourages 
ant colonies near tbe bushes, and the 
result has been that while hie neigh 
bore had few or no currants hie crop 
was abundant. At one time be took 
pains ti destroy the ante. This is 
another instance of the necessity of 
a knowledge of the habits of insects 
to the fruit-grower and to agricul­
turists in general.

No part of the farm pays better 
than the land devoted to the garden,’ 
yet on no part is tbe work more 
grudgingly given. Often it will be 
true ecomony to have an acre or two 
less of wheat or other field crop, and 
invest tbe labor that would have 
been to these upon the garden. 
W ben farmers learn that a constant

diet of corned beef and cabbage, 
varied by pork and beans—both ex* 
Ccllent in their way—;an be varied 
by many other and not more costly 
forms of food, we shall hear less of 
the question, “How to keep boys on 
the tarm ?” and in other forms of 
food we include an ample supply of 
fruits.—American Agriculturist.

BURYING ANIMALS.
A woman came to Baron Van Se-- 

bacb Weeping over the loss of her 
goat. Tbe baron had missed some 
clover that was rankly growing over 
the spot where a sheep that bad died 
of splenic fever had been buried. 
The woman confessed that she bad 
taken tbe clover and fed it to her pet 
and stay. The unfortunate g. a. had 
taken the fever from the clover and 
died from it. Pasteur asserts that 
tne germs of splenic fever have been 
known to retain full vitality where 
the victim had been buried for ten 
years. Earth-worms, undoubtedly, 
many times bring them to the sur­
face. Tuere is every argument in 
tavor of ci emating farm animals that 
die of contagious diseases. In fact, 
recent disclosures by Mr. Pasteur 
would seem to render this cuuise ab­
solutely imperative.

A union TER DAY.

Late English papers contain cheer­
ing tidings respecting English Metho­
dism. The annual returns of member­
ship from the various Districts includ­
ed in the British Conference have 
„ear 1 v all been received. These 
show a net gain in the membership 
during the eceh a astical year of twelve 
or thirteen thousand persons. Be­
sides these about thirty-five thousand 
others are reported on trial, with many 
thousands in the junior classes who 
bid fair through their early training 
to prove valuable members in years to 
come.

These results, which call forth grate­
ful remark from our fathers and breth­
ren “ at home,’ will be read .with deep 
satisfaction on this side of the Atlan­
tic. The Church at large has of late 
been subjected to keen criticism, and 
has been driven by public opinion, a* 
a contemporary remarks, “ to justify, 
by effort and progress, her right to 
exist." This criticism has been called 
forth in a special degree in the direc­
tion of Methodism, because of the 
annual enumeration which her finan­
cial system, in part, obliges her to 
make. For a time the logic of num­
bers has been a favorite weapon in the 
hands of those who loved none too 
well to lee her advance, and whose 
comfort in the event of any decrease 
was but poor])* concealed. Some of 
her warm friends, too, though aware 
that apparent losses were in part to be 
accounted for on grounds satisfactory 
to themselves, were inclined to ask 
whether the days of rapid progress 
were not past, and to speak of “ alter­
ed conditions of religious and social 
life." . Any such lack of faith has been 
rebuked in Heaven’s loving style, and 
the Church has learned that in compli­
ance with certain conditions success 
may now be looked for as certainly as 
in the days of our fathers.

Several facts iu connection with 
these returns are worthy of notice. 
The list 5f "Districts before ns, with 
but three blanks to be filled up, shows 
a general distribution of the increase in 
numbers — thus proving that the con­
ditions upon which the gain of the 
year 1ik> rested are . general and nut 
local. ■ A-’pleasing coincidence, shall 
we s^y f—we dare iu these days of 
doubt to call it a manifestation of 
law—is that this panerai spirit of re­
vival is witnessed at the period when 
the large Thanksgiving Fund is ap­
proaching completion, and when 
English Metli. >d ists bywboldefiort have 
relieved the Missionary Treasurers of 
a burden: which lias been crushing 
men and calling forth ruinous re­
trenchment in foreign work. But most 
cheering of all is the fact that directly 
evangelistic work has of late taken 
its old place in English Methodism. 
The spirit of the Salvation Army, 
which is in part a reproduction of ear­
ly Methodist earnestness, has mani­
fested itself in the most scholarly min­
isters of the Church as well as in those 
less widely known, while care has 
been taken to avoid those extravagan­
ces in word and act which make the 
War Cru such a tax upon the patience 
of the average reader. The results of 
this evangelistic laboi are very evi­
dent. In the words of the Methodist 
Recorder, ‘ ‘ To-day we see what has 
resulted from entire dependence upon 
the power of the Holy Spirit when 
plain Gospel truth is carried to the 
homes and urged upon the consciences 
of men. The use of the same means 
has been followed by the same blessed 
effects all over the country. The 
scholarly and the eloquent have found 
both eloquence and learning sanctified 
by the Master’s use. The simple, 
earnest pastor who never dreamed of 
being either learned or eloquent has 
found himself leading back many res­
cued wanderers to the fold. It is the 
Lord’s doing. ’’

The words with which the same 
payer closes an editorial upon this 
subject are commended on the eve of 
our Annual Conferences to our min- 

' liters and people : “ Is this to be a 
new beginning, leading on to greater 
and yet greater triumphs ? It should 
be. * Christianity in earnest’ has not

A HERO GONE.

Several Italian cities are now claim­
ing the right to possess the dust of 
Giuseppe Garibaldi, the liberator of 
Italy, who died on Friday of last week. 
A century hence the work of this 
noted man will stand forth in more 
distinct outline than it now can. 
Strange it js that a sailor lad, the 
son and the grandson of a sailor, 
should have gone down to the grave 
with a marvellous military record. 
His fiBst attempt at Italian freedom 
drew upon him sentence of deatli which 
he fortunately escaped. Sixteen years 
of subsequent life in those South Ameri­
can republics to which Spain seems to 
have bequeathed a spirit of intermin­
able warfare, gave his military talents 
full exercise. The European revolu­
tion of 1848 drew him back to Italy. 
Thence, after he had won several 
marked victories over the French and 
Neapolitan troops, he experienced dire 
defeat and went forth a second time 
an exile to America. Returning again 
to aid his beloved Italy, he led his 

[ “ Hunters of the Alps ” into ^.ustrian 1 
territory and indicted sore injury up­
on the enemy. During the next year 
he struck in Sicily the first blow of a 
struggle which ended in an Italian Par­
liament—the first in history—which 

1 proclaimed Victor Emmanuel consti­
tutional King of Italy. Leaving Sicily 
in opposition to the wishes of Victor 

; Emmanuel, he unfurled his banner on 
, the mainland, drew around him by 
| his magnetic power a large body of 

men, passed from place to place, pro­
claiming Victor Emmanuel king, and 
then, to prove to the world his 
aim , as a liberator rather than 
as a conqueror, he entered Naples, 
from which a despotic king had just 
fled, attended by only one or; two of 

| his personal friends. His defeat of 
Francis and his 30,000 troops a few 
days later forever freed Italy from 

| Neapolitan despotism. More than 
! once Garibaldi’s impatience to see 

Rome the free centre of a free Italy 
compromised him with the govern- . 
ment, but his dearest w-sh was attain­
ed when in 187b lie took his seat in 
the Parliament holding its sessions in 
Rome. A year later he saw fit to 
accept the sum of $20,000 per year 
voted him by a Parliament which 
recognized what he had done for the 
country.

The oft-quoted remark that “ the 
Bible is the cannon that must liberate 
Italy ’’ has been ascribed to Garibal­
di. He doubtless saw the influence 
which the Bible given to Sardinian sol­
diers during the Crimean conflict had 
had upon their ideas of liberty, and 
esteemed the impulse which so aided 
the over mastering purpose of his life. 
Yet certain details of his domestic 
life, and the announcement that his 
interment is to be marked by the ab­
sence of religious ceremonies, remind 
us that the influence of the Bible may 
be esteemed when it fails to be accept­
ed as the guide of life. But—and the 
recollection ought to make us the more 
thankful that Italy is slowly being re­
generated—-he lived where a false form 
of religion often drives the half awak­
ened into the quagmires of infidelity.

The first step towards the holding 
of an American Methodist Centennial 
Conference in 1884 was taken the 
other day, when, in accordance with 
an understanding arrived at during 
the Ecumenical gathering of last 
autumn, the Bishops of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church, in their semi-annu­
al meeting at Detroit on the 11th 
inst., appointed the following persons 
to be a Committee to co-operate with 
similar Committees of other Metho­
dist Churches, in making arrangements 
for the Conference :

In fact, it was not true in 
the past. Our congratulations are 
tendered to Drs. McMurray, Milligan 
and Sprague. May they long live to 
serve the Church of which they have 
been successful ministers and worthy 
representatives.

The Anniversary of Acadia College 
called together last week a large num­
ber of its friends. The Dr. Cramp 
Memorial Service on Wednesday 
evening elicited warm tributes to the 
memory of one to whom the Baptist 
Church and the cause of general educa­
tion throughout a wide sphere are deep­
ly indebted. The editor of the Presby­
terian Witness, who was present at the 
College closing exercises on Thursday, 
says of his Baptist friends : “ They,
with one accord, stand by Acadia, and 
Acadia is doing admirable work for 
the whole community. The scene 
witnessed in Convocation Hall on 
Thursday signified immense and well 
directed labour in the cause of educa­
tion. ” President Sawyer announced 
amid enthusiastic applause that the 
degree of D. D. had been conferred 
on Rev. E. M. Saunders, Ph. D. on 
Professor Higgins, D. C. L. on Hon. 
Dr. Parker and Sir C. Tupper, and M. 
A. on Mr. Roacoe.

MOUNT ALLISON 
COLLEGE AND ACADEMIES.

The written examinations of these 
Institutions commenced on Tuesday, 
May 30th , and the oral examinations 
on Thursday, June 1st. The latter 
were well conducted by the teachers, 
in the presence of visitors, and the 
freest exercise of question was invited. 
By the preference of courtesy our 
notes begin with the

ladies’ academy. j

Classes were exanined in Rhetoric, 
History, Geometry, Arithmetic, Al­
gebra, Grammar, French, Latin, Ac. 
In those y< ur correspondent had the 
opportunity of attending, tlivre was 
observable the facility of answer, with 
the clearness of statement, character­
istic of the ladies. In the Rhetoric 
class, the Principal had no difficulty 
in eliciting from the students clear 
and correct answers. In arithmetic 
the young ladies were as ready with 
figures literal as figures Jiynratire. 
Neither did they falter in languages 
other than their own, as proficiency 
in Latin and French proved. But I 
need not specify further.

During the year 112 students have 
been in attendance. The general 
health of the students has been good. 
The moral discipline has been healthy, 
And as the graduates’ go forth, and 
many of the students, not to return, 
there can be no question of the eflici- 
cient work of the teachers as the result 
of another year’s toil, responsibility 
and unwearied care.

THE MALE ACADEMY.

To this branch of the Institutions, 
in some respects, the year has been 
most trying. The term just closed 
had scarcely opened when the tire of 
January 8tli destroyed the Academy 
building. Laboring under the disad­
vantage of having the students in the 
^Commercial College, a rented house, 
and in several private families,Hhere 
was danger that due attention could 
not be giy/en to all parts of the work. 
As it is well known that moral disci­
pline is a prominent feature in the 
Academies, danger was here to be 
feared, but these fears have not been 
realized. In class work, Principal 
Paisley, with his staff of teachers, has 
kept up tlie teaching of the Institution 
in all its former - efficiency. If the 
boys make choice of a mercantile life 
they have had a good drilling by Mr. 
Davis. If the choice tie literary, or 
any pr ifession, they will not make 
grammatical mistakes if they follow 
the teaching of Mr. Smith. There 
may have been failures, but not from 
want of teaching ability, “ Boys wilt 
be boys and sometimes may step 
out of the well defined path, but our 
people may rest assured that the Prin­
cipal will do all lie can to keep his 
charge under good control.

The number of attendants during 
the year has been 79. We do not pre­
tend to predict the future of these 
lads, but are glad when any of the 
“old boys” reach prominent positions 
in life’s callings, and fear not that 
some of these in years to come will 
do as well as those of the years that 
are gone.

THE COLLEGE.
This branch of the Institutions has 

'had in attendance during the year 52. 
Seniors 8, Juniors 3, Soph. 3, Fresh­
men 10, Special 28. Class examina­
tions took place on Thursday and Fri­
day, in the following subjects : Latin, 
Greek, Hebrew, German, French, 
Logic, Rhetoric, Metaphysics, Algebra, 
Chemistry, Geology, etc. In the oral 
examinations the classes showed gen­
eral proficiency. As results are here 
tabulated, the success of the year is 
marked by the passing to graduation 
of all the graduation class, besides the 
advancement of the other classes to 
the proper year. Dr. Inch, with his 
fine staff of educationists, has spared 
no pains this year as formerly to make 
this college equal to the other colleges 
in these Provinces in work and pro­
ficiency in all branches of study. If 
we are to judge by the well-earned 
and gracefully worn honors won by 
graduates of former years, there can 
be no doubt of the future succesa of 
the graduating class of this year. 
Judged by results, this College need 
not fear, and does not fear, competi­
tion with kindred institutions. As 
usual, the pen was running into the 
ordinary style—“the young men of 
the graduating class,” but just then, 
what of the young lady of this class ? 
For the first time in the Provinces a 
young lady passes on to the B. A. 
degree. Miss Stewart will be the 
first, it is hoped, of a long list of lady 
graduates to come from this and other 
colleges. The College Board instructed 
the President to request the Edinburgh 
University to recognize the students 
of Mount Allison, who go to study 
medicine, as they do those of other 
colleges.

A great life 
touched a lesser life The latter fol­
lowed his master's footsteps, studied 
his life, and caught his spirit.

FROM BOSTON TO MINNEAP­
OLIS.

At 6 o’clock, p. m.. May 2nd, we 
boarded'the “ Pacific Expiess” train 
at tbe “ B >eton and Aloany Depot” 
and started toward the setting son. 
la going from Boston. Mass, to M>n- 
enpolis, Minn., «e pass through 
Massachusetts. New York,Pennsylva­
nia, Indiana, Ohio, Michigan, Illi* 
Bflis, Wisconsin and a part of Min 
nesota, and during onr waking boors 
we passed through n-5 such dreary 
tracts of land as we saw in the State 
of New York. Sleeping ca.s are a 
wonderful institution for the com­
fort of travellers, and so avail-ng 
ourselves of this we slept well and 
awoke somewhere in New York State. 
Syracuse is passed, and at noon we 
ar« at Buffalo on the Lake (Erie), j 
So far we have been travelling ou 
the Boston and Albany R. R. and 
N Y. Ontral. The last named is 
one of Mr. Vanderbilt's roads and is 
an exceedingly fiue one ; f. or tracks 
make it a soit of thoroughfare for 
trams which pass you and run with 
you by times. At Buffalo we take 
the “ Lake Shore Road” which for 
miles keeps you in sight of “ Lake 
Erie.” The first point of interest V» j 
us on the road is *• Ashtabula Bridge” 
where a few yeais ago P. P. Bliss 
and wife found their deaths in a ter­
rible acc.dent, the tram breaking 
down the bridge and falling seventy- 
five feet to the ice below, fire com­
pleting its destruction. We pass 
this now in safety and burry for­
ward ; the country is putting on its 
summer dress, the fields are green ! 
with growing wheat and springing 
grass,the trees are putting forth their 
leaves, while the peach orchards are | 
all in bloom, the pink blossoms con­
trasting beautifully with the green 
leaves. Fine ferma are on either 
side of the road and among them is 
pointed out to us that of our late 
lamented President J. A. Gai field— 
his home at Mentor. There is the 
house in which the happy family liv­
ed, the orchard which bis own hands 
had trimmed and, trained. These 
seen by the eye bring back to the 
mind all the sad inetnoi ies of the past, 
and we are glad to forget it in the 
increasing loveliness of the country 
as we near the beautiful city of 
Cleveland, Ohio. Here we enp and 
afterward sleep again, to awake in 
Indiana on the next morning. Hur­
rying on we pass through Southern 
Michigan ana enter Illinois shortly 
to arrive in Chicago. We are trans­
ferred to the “ Chicago, Milwaukee 
and St. Paul Depot ” the finest in 
the United States and largest in the 
world. At 11 j A. M. we pull ont 
from Chicago, and after a few hoars 
ran across a very flat and low tract 
ot country, we are in Milwaukee, 
Wisconsin. This is a fine farming 
state, the soil ia so black that a black 
hat or a crow would not be easi­
ly discovered on it. Hundreds of 
acres of such land lie in grand and 
beautiful slopes, (to the South West ] 
inclined), trees and streams of water 
are interspersed, making some places 
“ perfect pictures.” There are draw­
backs however to the appearance of 
these farms ; often no barn is to be 
seen, a substitute is provided in a 
roof of boa ids upon posta, ab -ut 
six feet from the ground and this 
roof is covered with straw six or eight 
feet thick. These look badly. Then 
there aie to be seen on almost every 
farm great heaps of straw in the 
fields where the threshing had been 
done But in time these unsightly , 
things will disappear. Portage city is 
passed and Wisconsin river crossed, 
and we retire to rest agaiu. 11 30 P.M. 
we cross the “Father of Waters” 
and from our berth look upon that 
stream for the first time. We had pe­
culiar feelings but soon lost them in : 
slumber wuich perhaps was more 
profitable. The next morning we 
were in Minnesota, rushing along 
on the banks of the Mississippi. ' 
Now we recross the river and are in 
St. Paul. From this point steam 
boats run South to St. Louis and 
New O. leans. We move on again and 
•uce more we cross the river and en­
ter the city of Mineapolis, (the end 
of our journey gladly found after 
two days and three nights of travell­
ing). This is a most thriving aod ! 
beautiful city of sixty thousand in- 
nabi ants, and it is only twenty- 
seven years old, so fast do the cities 
of the West grow. The end of onr 
journey reached must end this letter, 
save that I write to give expression 
to the conviction that I have long 
had, and which has been confirmed 
ny passing through the different 
States, " that the West is the place ! 
for farmer*.” Imagine if you can , 
>n the Provinces or Eastern States 
“ dies sing” being used to fill up low 
places about the farm and yet on the ! 
vuisknts of this city hundreds of 
-vads are so disposed of.

MRS. B. O. JOHNSON.
The sun rises and sets, the tides 

•ome and go, and human life surges 
ou to eternity. Few gardens from 
which death has not plucked a flower. 
Few homes from which he has not 
put out a light ; but his conqueror is 

- *d, “ who giveth us the victory 
:ui vugli our Lord Jesus Christ.” 
Our dear sister Johnson lived, con­
quered and “ rests from her labors. ”

She was born in Halifax in Nov. 
1840, and gave her heart to God in 
her 19th year, under the ministry of 
-he late Rev. W. C. KcKinnon. 6he 
soon availed herself of the privileges 
A the Methodist Church by uniting

with it, and was a good and faithful 
member through life. In maiden­
hood, gentleness, mental excellence, 
rare piety and zeal in good works 
were associated with the name of 
Annie Harrison. On July 9tb, 1868, 
she was united in marriage with Rev. 
R. O. J bneoo, Wesleyan minister, 
her now bereaved partner. They 
entered directly upon th« duties of 
the Athol circuit, which then embrac­
ed Spring Hill, Southampton, Maple- 
ton, and I think, Five Islands. Then 
it was that the superior beauty of 
her Christian life and love shone 
freely. With the bloom of health 
on her brow and tired with mission­
ary zeal she wasatiue “ helpmeet” 
for her husband, aad active in every­
thing that tended to p,oinoie the 
spiritual welfare of the circuit. She 
took a full part in the public mean» 
of grace, and prayed from house to 
bouse with many of the families un­
der their charge. Not soon will her 
heaven- nspirtd petitions and exhor­
tations be foi gotten by those who 
beard and shared them ; and doubt­
less, some of those saved and glori­
fied, “ shall arise and call her bless­
ed.” Her husband brought her to 
that circuit a bride, and after thirteen 
years of faithful and successive toil 
in other localities, be brougnt her 
back, as it proved, to finish her 
couise. A year's residence at Five 
Islands endeared her and our bereav­
ed brother, to the people. Religion 
was to her a glorious reality, and she 
lived in its smiles here as well as 
elsewhere, and adorned it by her walk 
and conversation. She was a good 
example of a minister’s companion 
in toil. Her beautiful trust in God 
was seen in all the phases of her life 
—sunshine and shade, j >y and sor­
row, and she rested on His promises, 
sure, eternal. But h'-r record is i-n 
nigh, pen or mou a ment can add no­
thing to her worth.

-On the 16th of May, 1882, the les­
sons and tasks of her life were learn­
ed and done, and the books taken 
away ; and the Father pat forth bis 
band from a window of the “ house 
of many mansions” and took the re­
turning spirit in. Though her “ sun 
went down while it was yet day,” she 
lived long, for she lived well, qnd 
died well, trusting in God. Only two 
days was the direct work of taking 
down the “ house of her earthly tab­
ernacle,” in process. Amid much 
pain and the realization of the part­
ing with husband and children—for 
she was the mother of eight children, 
one of whom preceded her to the 
spirit world—she triumphed. Two 
days later, Rev. W. Alcorn conduct­
ed the funeral service, and delivered 
a sermon to a large and deeply affect­
ed congregation. In the lowly grave­
yard of Five Islands, in view of the 
wild islands and bine waters of Mi­
nas Basin—which waters shall chant 
their solemn psalm until drowned by 
the voice of the aerial waves of the 
trumpet of the Resurrection—she 
sleeps. Many friends and relatives 
mourn their loss. We commend our 
dear brother and bis motherless child­
ren to the Merciful One, who with 
one wing broods the living, and one 
wing, the dead.

MBS. JAMES ALLEN.

Again has death removed from our 
midst one of the aged memoers of 
onr cbnrcb. Ou Sabbath. May 21st, 
1882. Mrs. Mary Allen, widow of the 
late James Allen, passed away from 
earth, in the 82nd year of her age. 
She bad been more than three-score 
yeais a devoted Methodist. No one 
doubted her piety. She was a work 
er in the vineyard. More than forty 
years ago she conducted a Sabbath- 
school, nor did she hesitate to take a 
very active part in prayer and class 
meetings. Her fluent tongue and 
powerful voice were used in the inter­
ests of religion.

Nor 
washer religion mere talk, it abound­
ed in good works, as the poor readily 
testify.

H -r grandfather Smith, who had of­
ten heard Mr. Wesley preach, was 
the cl iss-leader of the first Metho­
dist Society formed in W mdsur by 
the Rev. William Black, just one 
hundred yeais ago. She was the mo­
ther of the Rev. J. 8. Allen, of the 
N. B. Conference.

Her illness was protracted, and 
marked by «orne mai vellous circum­
stances. During an interval of fif­
teen years she had three strokes of 
paralysis. The second one, five years 
ago, destroyed not her voice but the 
tongue’s abiliSy to articulate correct­
ly. After the third one, ehe survived 
fifty days without eating one-fourth of 
a pound of solid food, or taking any 
liquid except cold water. The cer­
tainty of this fact is based on the 
best evidence possible.

TIMBER IN EUROPE.
Some statistical statements recent­

ly published in the journal of the 
agricultural acnety of France, with 
reference to the timber prod notion 
and supply of Europe, indicate that 
the same wasteful recklessness which 
baa marked the treatment of our own 
forests has prevailed in Europe also. 
It ip stated that there is not any oak 
timber leftinSwedenand Norway,and 
the pine woods are being fast thinned 
out, the people being already obliged 
to buy much of tbeir wood elsewhere. 
The forest area of Russia along the 
Baltic and in the southern provinces, 
Las been largely reduced, and occu­
pies only about one-tenth of the 
whole. Austria-Hungary has still 
43,0<j0,000 acres of forest, and a con­
servative and pioductive system of 
deal ng with the timber supply has 
been in force there for nine years 
Most of tbetimber now used in Austria^ 
is imported from Bosnia and Monte­
negro ; Servia and Roumanie have 
fine forests ; Italy has 14,000,000 
acres of timber, m -st of it in the 
mountains and difficult of access. 
Spain has only 8,500,000 acres left 
and these mostly in the mountains ; 
Portugal has l.OOO.OOO, but does a 
heavy timber business In Germany 
the forests are carefully husbanded 
and their area anna ly increased by 
planting. £500,000 being apprupri- 
a ted every year by the government 
for that purpose. The German em­
pire has now about 34,000 0O0 acres 
of forest, .valued at $400,00u,000 and 
producing a yearly income of nearly 
850,000,000. by the sale of timber 
carefully selected with a view to in­
flicting no injury upon the forests.

WHY PRINTERS ARE
