The great ma-
jority of these delegates are from ru-
ral school boards, which 'goes to show
that the people of Ontario aré being
awakened to the realization of the
great opportunity afforded them by
the public school in developing an in-
telligent and patriotic ctiizenship.
The convention promises to be the be-
ginning of a new epoch in the history
of education in the province. The fol- .
lowing are some of the subjects to be
considered: Sonsolidation, Township
School Boards, the Adolescent Act,
Medical and Dental Inspection, Equal-
izing' the Cost of High Schools over
Urban and Rural areas. An oppor-
tunity will be given to discuss any
subject relative to the administration
of schools in the province. Delegates
are being sent from every county and
district in the province. The school
regulations give boards power to de-
fray the expenses of one or more de-
legates to this convention and school
boards all over the province are tak-
ing advantage of this to get in touch
with modern educational methods.

Home Grown Poultry Feeds.
The profit from the farm flock de-
ends in a large measure upon the

gkill of the owner in producing home-
grown grains and green feeds.

On any reasonable fertile soil grain
feeds can be produced cheaper than
they can be purchased, and a
saving can be made by converting
these crops into efficient rations. The
fact that feed s are being grown
for the fowls bles the owner to

r a more sensible system of

-handling than is possible when

this plinse of the business is neglected.

With plenty of land available there
can be no excuse for the man who
claims that he can buy grain, forage
and vegetable feeds cheaper than he
can grow them. It is quite true that
gome of the crop yields will be low,
t there is absolutely no excuse for
t harvesting good crops from fertile
wolls if one applies modern methods.
Corn, oats; wheat, buckwheat, clover,
alfalfs, beets and cabbage are easy to
raise and all have a place in making
up ecomomical rations for the farm
flock.

On most farms skim-milk and in-
sect life make up the bulk of animal
protein available for poultry rations.
1t is, however, one of the most-essen-
tial elements of the ration, and if
satisfactory results from other feeds
are obtained it must be supplied in
reasonsble amounts. As a rule beef
scraps and ground bone furnish the
eboapest animal protein. Grit, shell
and some of the ground grains must
be purchased, unless one has the
facilities for grinding the home-grown
grains. But even when it is neces-
sary to buy some of these special pro-
tein feeds the bulk of the ration may
woll conslat of home-grown feeds. The
saving in the cost of feeding will more
than offset any lack of efficlency in
the ration, and the birds will be more
healthy and vigorovs tnan is the case
when fed only mixed and prepared
feeds. If birds have frée range surpris-
ing results are often obtained from
very ordinary rations, During the
gamson when insect life is unusually
plentiful, there is scarcely a method
of feeding, unless it is extremely ab-
normal, that will produce as good egg
production or maintain as good growth
of the young stock.

After oxperimenting for several
with different crops the writer
corn and alfalfa the two most

valuable home-grown poultry feeds.
With these two feeds as a foundation
the ration may easily be varied to
meet the requirements of the flock and
the market prices of other feeds. Good
alfalfa serves as an excellent substi-
tute for expensivo grain feeds, and it
can be cut and cured for less than
one-half what the cost of the grain
needed to take its place in the ration
would amount to. Where alfalfa does
not make n good stand, red or alsike
dlover may be used to good advantage.

Alfalfa cut before it is in the woody
stage and properly cured will come
out of the mow as green as any grass
{ou ever saw. It contains very little
ndigestible fibre and its greatly rel-
ished by the hens. It is the second
end third ocutting that furnish the
fine-stemmed, fine leaves that give
such deliclous mashes for the hens.

or@re irregular or constant.

Modern scientific treatment deals
with the germ enemies at their source.
Special instruments (forceps) _have
been devised by which the veterinar-
isn brings the mouth of the womb
into sight where the condition of its
mouth and neck may be observed.
Treatment then is given according to
the condition seen to be present. It
may be necessary to swab the mouth
with full strength Lugol's solution;
then open the neck, dilate it and treat
in the same way as the mouth—and
then treat the womb. This is done by
means of special return flow catheters
of metal, through which a mild, luke-
antiseptic solution is introduced
i as & douche to flush out the womb,
and then is removed by siphoning. If
pus is found present that is flushed
out by means of an antiseptic solu-
tion and rubber catheter or tube, If
care is not taken the wall of the
womb is readily ruptured, and that
will be likely to result in fatal periton-
itis, or septic inflammation of the
membrane lining the abdominal cav-
ity. In some instances a mummified
fetus is found in the womb and has
to be removed. In all cases successive

| warm

womb is restored to a healthy condi-
tion. The cow may then conceive
when bred. That will depend, how-
ever, upon how serious has been the
infection and inflammation of the
membranes lining the womb.

The ovaries are treated at the same
time. This is done by way of the
rectum,
fluid are ruptured, and it may be
necessary to remove a persistent
“yellow body,” kmown as a corpus
luteum. That body forms from the
clot of blood in the wound caused by
rupture of a ripe Graafian follicle
when an egg or ovum escapes when
the animal is in heat. In a healthy
state of the ovary the yellow body
disappears in about twenty days after
the period of heat, provided the cow
has not been bred and conceived.
When conception takes place the yel-
low body persists throughout preg-
nancy.

They do not thrive under the best of
care and @ high mortality rate is apt
to result, Thrifty chickens have
bright heady eyes. They are alert and
stand in a sturdy manner. The shanks

The beak
of the vigorous- chick appeurs short
and stout.

Good quality chicks have medium
long and broad backs and the fluff
6 clean and rounded. They are the
kind of birds that scratch and ging
ond immediately show the results of
good food by growing rapidly. The
wings stay close to the body as

neatly folded. Weak chicks are apt to
lag about the brood coop and try lo
stay under the hen at all times. If
artificially brooded they are the ty
that hugs the source of heat.
When once obtaining a flock of
strong chicks a very high per cent.
of them can be raised if proper meth-
ods are followed. In buying day-old
chicks it pays to try and obtain stock
that correspond to the vigorous type.

A despatch from Woodstock says:—
Norman Garfield was on Thursday
night found guilty of the charge of
having murdes®d Ben Johnstor, while
robbing his store on the night of
Junuary 20th.

It was with much difficulty that
the courtroom and corridors ‘were
cleared in order to permit of the re-|
moval of the prisoner back to the
jail. This is the first time in tiirty
years that a murder trial here has re-
culted in a verdict of guilty. The
last case was thirty years ago when
Reginald Birchell was found guilty
and afterwards hanged in the jail yard,
for the murder of the™ rung English- !
man, Fred Benwell. |

First, Denton
Garfield, on Wednesday found guilty
of manslaughter by -a jury, was
brought into court to testify against
his brother; then again at th= ncon-
hour recess, the wife of Norman Gar-
ficld rushed from her place in the
audience and embraced her husband
who was just about to be led away to
the jail. The final dyamatic feature
was when, at the conclusion of the
Crown’s case, Montalieu Nesbitt put
the prisoner in the box. Normoen told
r remarkable story and although he
was very nervous at the first he soon
ecttled down and narrated the cvents
of the fateful night when Ben John-
ston was killed, in a cool and collect-
ed manner. Up to this point lhere’
bad been very little evidence that was|
not heard the day before in the case|
against Denton. The latter himsclf |
on the stand told practically the same|
story as he did in the confession. He
was brought into court shortly after;
Norman and placed in the dock be-
gide his brother. It was the first mect-
ing of the brothers for some days.
Norman looked his brother straight in
the face with a slight smile on his
face, while the younger brother took
his seat with hardly a glance towards
the brother against whom he had
turned King's evidence to save him-
self.

Anothgr way to prolong
the life of hosiery i§ to rinse the
feet of stockings “each night, ‘while
silk sbockings are strengthened by
having the heels aild toes rubbed (in-
gide) with wax.

Every housewife has: her own meth-
od of washing stockings, but not
every one knows that stockings should
be hung on the line wrong side out
and in the shade, for sunlight turns
black stockings to & greenish, shade.
Tan and brown stockings always fade,
and the color can be restored by
washing them océasienally with a
brown soap dye.

Variations — Hull, Hellier, Hilyer,
Helier, Hiliman, Helman, Hellman.
Racial Origin—English.
Source—Locality also occupation.

This is<a most widespread group of
tamily names, the one most frequently
met with being Till, with probably
Hillman, Hull and Hilyer next in or-
der. They are all of them English
pames, and all trace back to an old
Anglo-Saxon word which has come
down to us almost unchanged, and is
In as common use to-day as it was in
the reign of Alfred the Great. The
word I8 (just what you think it is)
*hill.”

But all of the family names in this
group have not developed from this
word in the same manner.

The name of Hill, as well as Hull, is |

in the vast majority of cases a mere
contraction of the old description
phrase “at the hill” or “of the hill,”
nsed to designate persons who hap-
pened to dwell on or near such emi-
nences. In the varied spellings of the
late Norman days, the surname oc-
curs as “de la Hill,” “de la Hull,” “de
la Helle” and “dtte (at the) Helle.”
With the other variations another
method of development is responsible
for the modern names. This word

»hill,” or “hull” was also used figura- |

lively to denote a roof, and also for
the verb “to roof.”” An abstract from
an ancient document reads: “Whyt
cley and red for to make crokkes
(crocks) and other vessels and barned
(burnt) tyyl (tile) to hele houses and
churches.” Again, Wickyffe, in the
translation of one Bible passage, says:
“The schip (ship) was hilid (hiller or
covered) with wavis.”

The words “hilyer” and “hillman,”
therefore, were descriptive of occupa-
tions, which explains why these family
names in their varied spellings are
not within the old records in such
forms as “Roger de Hillyer,” “Ivo le
Helier” and “John le Hilman.”

Here is a family name that is a good
bit of a puzzle, both as to racial origin
| and source.
[ The obvious exnlunati(}u, but one
| which is not entirely satisfactory, is
| that it was originally a name added
to the given name in order to describe
nationality. Undoubtedly this actually
is the true origin of the name in a
great many cases, for in the old Eng-
lish records there are instances of
such names as “Malcolm le Scot,”
which, of course, could have no other
meaning.

But this does not explain every-
thing. There are more ancient re-
!(-ur(ls in Italy, in France and in Ger-
many, as well as Anglo-Saxon Eng-
! land, which prove that “Scot,” In one
| form or another, was rather wide-
| spread as a given name, and not as a
descriptive name. Latin inscriptions
:gi\'n us the form “Scotnus” and
“Scoto,” the latter apparently being
a common name amang the Tentonic
| Franks who lived in the northern part
| of France. The namé was also coni-
{ mon among the subjects of the Em-
| peror Charlemagne and among other
| Teutonic races as ‘“Scotardus,” with
syllable, it is to be noted, similar to
Richard, Reynard, Leonard, etc, a
distinctly Teutonic compound. It was

lso an Anglo-Saxon given name,-as
| jcota,” and the place-name Scottowe
!is simply a development of the Anglo-
Saxon “Scoteho” or “grave of Scota.” ’

In those days there was no mivh‘
name a8 Scotland, though in the Celtic |
tongue Ireland was known as “Scota.” |
It was not until the Middle Ages tlmtv!
as the name of a country, it was trans- |
ferred to Scotland in common usage. ‘

The existence of the family name‘
in so many countries indicates it often
developed from the given name, but
where the glven name first appeared
is still a mystery.
