at six o "clock.
. Standard Time Governs

When the special - committee of
parliament met 'last session to con-
sider proposed amendmenu to the
Act objection to {he “earHer voting
hours in cities was raised from sev-
eral sources and it was decided to
recommend to the House that the
hour of eight o’clock be set for the
opening of u\rban and rural polis
alike. This amendment -wgs subse-

polls in all constituencies on the reg-
uiar déy of voting, will open at eight
o’clock:in the morning.and close at
six in the evening. Standard time
governs in all cases.

A provision I8 made in Sectlon 55
of the Act however, governing poll-
ing in municipalities near the inter-
national ‘boundary which states:
“Upon application to the Chief Elec-
toral Ofticer by any municipality sit-!
uated upon or- near the lnternatlonal
boundary line the Chief Electoral
Officer may in his discretion author-
ize a change in the+hours of polling
for all polls in such .muniecipality in'
order to acoommodate electorg who
are resident in Canada but whose
occupation renders it necessary for
them to be absent from Canada dur-
ing the ordinary polling hours.

“Such application *for change of
polling hours must be made to the
Chief Electoral ‘Officer at least ten
days before. the day appointed as
nominationt day and the Chief Elec-
toral Officer shall ‘notify the return:
ing officer of any change in the hours
of polling authorized by him and the
same-shall be duly announced.”

Provision is made in' the Act for
the holding of advance polls for rail-
way employees, sailors and commer-
cial travellers whose work wounld
take them away. from their original
polling division ox ihe day of poll-
ing. The rules governing procedure
at advance polls are given in the
Chief Electoral Officer’s instructions
for the gunidance of returning officers
and other election o¢fficials govern-
ing these polls. Schedule 2 of the
Act provides for the holding of ad-
vance polls at practically all railway
divisional points throughout the Do~
minion and similar towns and cities
where railway men, dommercial trav-
ellers and seamen would be likely to
live. in ‘any . considerable numbers.
Elector\votlng at these polls are re-\
quired to take a declaration that t!iey
come within the :clasges for which

NO REGULATONS IN CIty

“There are absolutely no regu-
lations in this city that are being en.
forced in regard to the source of our
- milk supply,” said Mr. H. Clarke
of the Citizen’s’ Dairy Company,
speaking before the Young People's
Guild of 8t. Andrew’s Church.

“My suggestions along this line
would be, to have each farm where
milk is sold for city consumption, in-
spected two or three times a year;
that all barns should be white-wash-

those who milk the cows be clean
and that they wash their hands he-
fore milking; that no one with »
‘cold or in any way sick, be alloweg
Yo milk or to have anything to do
with it; a-milk house separate from
other buildings to keep the milk in
and the milk be cooled at once after
milking; all milk sold for humap
consumption to be pasteurized ang
bottled in air-tight containers; ajl
persons engaged in the production
and delivery of milk be clean and
free from any disease, and any cases
of disease appearing in a member of
.2 family handling milk, to be report-
ed to the Medical Health Department.

“With sueh -by-laws, if properly
enforced, we would have no doubts
as to Belleville’s milk supply.

“In the city of Toronto, before
pasteurization was compulsory the
death rate from typhoid fever was
eleven per hundred thousand pop-
ulation. After pasteurization be-
came law it dropped to between two
and three per hundred thousand pop-
ulation. Dr. Amyot, deputy minister
of health, admits that milk is looked
upon with a great deal of dfstrust
by many citizens, and rightly so, for
if the milk is not properly looked af-
ter it. becomes one of the most dan-
gerous means of carrying diptheria
measles, scarlet and typhoid fevers,
tuberculosis and even the every day
cough and cold. But though mitk is
one of the most dangerous.means
known for caprying disease, Dr. Am-
yot pointed dnt that pasteurization
if “pro erly g:a.rried out absolutely
] destroys 41r those germs. -

North. The party left Deer Lake at
7 o’clock Thursday morning. The
distance from Deer Lake to Atikokan
is nearly 18 'miles, and four and
three-quarter miles had to be port-
aged. Dr. Chambers was carried on
the stretcheér over the portages and
restrapped to the motor launch for
the water journey.

AN IMPORTANT ELECTION

situation Requires the Most
Steadying Hand and Judg-'
ment——Qther Men Speak

In his speec’h of acceptance of the
nomination of the Liberal-Conserva-
tive party in West Hastings at Stir-
ling on Tuesday afternoon, Mr. E.
Guss Porter, 'K.C., addressed  the
convention. at some length. He
started to speak about ten minutes
to four and closed at four-thirty.
The unanimous nomination he took
as a compliment to his service of ov-
er twenty years in the Parliament ofA
Canada. )

The present election he consider-
ed one of the most important in the
history ‘of Canada, the introduction
of the new = parties into the arens
compucatlng the issue very material-
ly.  “It is almostsimpossible’ to tell
who is who,” s&id the candidate. This
is a serious. condition to be in and
one that requires the most steadying,
hand and judgment. The country is
today moved by unrest and the huge
war debt is @larming but not dis-
heartening.

pleaded for ‘economy, but not to such
an excessive degree as would result
in harm to the industry of the coun-
try. * d

National Policy.

Mr. Porter claimed that Canada
wag'in just such a state as at present
in the. days before the adoption of
the National 'Policy. ‘The Liberals,
he contended; always preached free
trade uatil they got into’ power and
then they carried, on the National
Policy with a -few/mod_iﬂcations; This
poliey has been the keynote of the
prosperity. of Canada since 1878, he
declared. Today there 'was the
same protective’ tariff, mot as high
as in 1878 by a great deal, reduction
having been made -to meet the
changing conditions of industry.

What tariff. protection had done
was evident, Mr. Porter said, in the
development of industry and the im-
provement of the condition’ of labor
in this country. :
