tland Stocks I Herbert Bolster, manager of the Spo­

kane Fruit fair, is in the city and is quar­
tered at the Allan. In telling of his im­
pressions of this city Monday, he said: 
“While I have interested myself consider­
ably in mining of late, still my business 
for many years has been real estate. I 
was in the Winnipeg boom and while not 
desiring to appear egotistical • I feel that 
I am a fair judge of the value of real es­
tate. What strikes me most forcibly is 
the large area of business frontage which 
you have here. In proportion to the pop­
ulation of 8,000 it is very large. It is 
larger than any town of the same size 
that I have been in. It reveals that the 
volume of business must be great. It 
shows that the merchants must have 
trade outside of the city; in other words, 
it seems to me that this city is not only 
a mining, but also a commercial center. 
I have been told that the corner opposite 
here, the lot on which the Bank of Mon­
treal is erecting its building, was pur­
chased by the bank people for $15,000. It 
has 30-foot frontage on Columbia avenue, 
and this makes the cost $500 per front 
foot. I sold a lot on Riverside avenue in 
Spokane a short time ago for $35,000. It 
had a frontage of 100 feet on Riverside 
avenue and an a good side street for 142 
feet. This makes the price $350 per front 
foot. This lot is in the business part of 
Spokane, and is in a splendid locaton. I 
thing that the bank corner in this city at 
$500 per front foot is less than it is actual­
ly worth. I also think that the block 
which I sold in Spokane is worth more 
than was paid for it. These incidents 
show me that the real estate is being neg­
lected in both Rossland and Spokane, be­
cause of the great desire of the people to 
put their money into mining ventures. 
Another thing that struck me in relation 
to ths city is the small number of resi­
dences, when compared with the business 
houses. This, I understand, is due to 
flaws in the titles, which I have been 
given to understand are now in process of 
being straightened out, so that in a short 
time the titles will be perfect. When 
this is done there should be quite a build­
ing boom here.”

In speaking of the fruit fair, Mr. Bol­
ster said: “We intend to make the fruit 
fair larger and better than ever this year. 
The intention is to make a feature of the 
mining industry. In additon to a large 
mineral exhibition we intend to invite 
the makers of mining machinery to put 
in working exhibits of the various devices 
which they make. Space and electric 
power will be furnished free to this class 
of exhibitors. We should like to have 
stamp mills in operation, air compressors 
in full blast, cyaniding plants doing their 
work, power drills making holes in rock, 
and, in fact, all the paraphernalia pos­
sible of mining. This would, I think, 
make an interesting additional feature to 
the fair and one that would attract con­
siderable attention. We want this sec­
tion to join us in making the mining ex­
hibit a success, and would like to have 
the towns of Kootenay send representa­
tives to the fair who would be able to ex­
plain the merits of the places which they

“What is my mission here? Oh! that is 
no secret. I visited the Humming Bird 
and O. K. properties in the Boundary 
Creek country some little time since, and 
I was greatly impressed with their rich­
ness, and with several Rossland gentle­
men agreed to form a company for the 
purpose of developing and making thèse 
prospects productive.

the Columbia & Kootenay, lost his life 
Monday from asphyxiation in the upraise 
from tunnel No. 5. McGregor and his 
partner, H. D. Oliver, were at work in 
the upraise, which is 150 feet from the 

- en(] of the tunnel. At about 1 o’clock 
they set off 14 blasts. This generated con­
siderable gas. At 2 o’clock McGregor and 
Oliver entered the upraise. When they 
had climbed the ladders to the face of the 
upraise, Oliver realized that there was 
plenty of gas there, and said to McGregor: 
"There is too much gas for us to remain. 
Come along; let’s get out of here.” To this 
McGregor replied: “I’ll stay and blow 
out the gas with the hose,” meaning by 
this he would drive the gas out by means 
of the air from the compressor with the 
hose. “You’d better not risk it,” said 
Oliver, as he began to descend the incline. 
Oliver reached the foot of the incline in 
a badly dazed condition from the effects 
of the gas. There he met a carman and 
told him that he had better go in and 
find and bring McGregor out. Assistance 
was quickly summoned, and the rescue 
party went into the upraise and found 
McGregor lying on a platform half way 
down the upraise. After Oliver left he 
evidently realized that the deadly gas was 
too much for him and endeavored to es­
cape, and got as far as the platform, when 
he collapsed. McGregor was still alive 
and was brought to the surface, and died 
in about an hour thereafter. Last week, 
when McGregor was working on the night 
shift, he was warned by Fred Conkling, 
night foreman, to not go into places 
where blasts had been fired, too soon 
afterwards. This was done bcause he 
was inclined to be somewhat reckless. S. 
A. Campbell, the day foreman, also warn­
ed him of the danger, but he paid 
heed to it, and so lost his life. McGregor 
was a model of strength. It was his 
custom to show his companions what he 
could do. He would drive large nails 
into a plank and pull them out with his 
teeth, or bite a nail in two if he could not 
pull it out. Another was to place 
a piece of iron in his jaws, and with a 
quick motion of his hand, bend or break 
it. He had double the strength of an or­
dinary man, and this made him reckless 
and fearless. It was his boast that he 
could stand anything. This made mm 
take the risk yesterday which resulted in 
his death. The body was removed to the 
undertaking parlors of Lockhart & Jor­
dan. ^ tt

McGregor was about 30 years ot age. He 
has only been in the camp a short time, 
and came here from California. He went 
to work in the Columbia & Kootenay on 
the 1st of May .In his pocket was a declam­
ation of .-i ijten t i on of becoming a citizen of 
the United States, taken out in California, 
which stated that he was a native of Scot­
land. No arrangements have as yet been 
made for his funeral.

ANDEx-Speaker Higgins was asked by a 
Miner representative Thursday as to the 
ministerial embroglio which has arisen at 
Victoria over the Deadman’s Island dis­
pute.

Mr. Higgins replied that so far as he 
had studied the question the island was 
imperial property, having been conveyed 
to the British government and the gov­
ernment of the colony of British Columbia 
many years before confederation for mili­
tary and naval purposes. It did not pass 
to the Dominion government with the re­
serves that were made for provincial pur­
poses prior to British Columbia joining 
the confederation. The erection of a 
sawmill on the island would mar the 
natural beauty of the park and, perhaps, 
make it anything but a desirable place 
of popular resort. But in this utilitarian 
age commerce and industry pushed senti­
ment aside and claimed the choicest and 
most charming natural retreats as their 
own.

“What will be the effect upon the politi­
cal future of the province of a rupure be­
tween Martin and Cotton ?”

Mr. Higgins said that was a difficult 
question to answer. The misunderstand­
ing had been probablye exaggerated. A 
rupture between the ministers would be 
deplorable. The present government had 
introduced much legislation that was bene­
ficial, and had done good work—even their 
opponents could not deny that.

“But suppose Mr. Semlin were to go to 
the governor and tell him that he wanted 
to dispense with the servipes of Mr. Mar­
tin—what would the governor do?”

Mr. Higgins said that under our consti­
tution act the governor had large powers. 
Any one of several courses are open to 
him ; and a change in the personnel of the 
ministry would probably’ precipitate a 
general election. The responsibility of 
solving the problem would then rest with 
the country. If the situation is as strained 
as the newspapers say, startling intelligence 
may be looked for at any moment. As a 
supporter of the government, he earnestly 
hoped that the crisis would be tided 
and peacable relations restored.

Mr. Higgins will remain in Rossland 
until Monday next.

The Hague, May 17.—All the delegates 
to the international peace conference 
have arrived. Today was spent in a gen­
eral exchange of visits. The permanent 
president of the conference will be M. de 
Staal, Russian ambassador to Great Brit­
ain, and the head of the Russian delega­
tion. The honorary chairman, who will 
open the proceedings, will be M. de Beau­
fort, president of the council and minister 
of foreign affairs of the government of 
the Netherlands. ......

The reporters will only be admitted to 
hear the inauguration address of M. de 
Beaufort, who is excluded from openmg 
the discussion of the Czar’s project. Three 
commissioners will then be named to ar­
range the programs for discussion. The 
first relates to the restrictions of airoa- 
ment and military expenditures. The 
second deals with the laws governing civi­
lized warfare and the third with media­
tion and arbitration. A great mass of 
diplomatic documents will be submitted 
on these subjects, the documents includ­
ing the memorandum of Prince Metter- 
nich of Austria, in 1816, regarding the 
suggestion of the Prince Regent of Eng­
land, supported by Alexander I of Rus­
sia, for an international peace conference.

James D. Sword has returned from an 
extensive trip through East and West

Cooper Manufacturing company, 
the places he visited
Sandon, Femie, Cranbrook and Fort 
titeele. In speaking of his trip Thursday 
he said: “At Sandon the Noble Five is 
looking remarkably well, and those who 
are best acquainted with it say that.it 
will, without doubt, make a. mine, fie 
Ruth Mines management is about to erect 
a concentrator at Sandon, which will be 
operated by water power. The Slocan 
Star concentrator will shortly commence 
running again. It was shut down during 
the winter owing to a scarcity of water.
The Queen Bess is rapidly coming to the 
front as one of the big mines of that sec­
tion, and the report of the engineer, 
which was much criticized at the time of 
the sale, has been fully justified by the de­
velopments. The property is in a splen­
did condition and is producing large quan­
tities of high grade ore. The Rambler- 
Cariboo is looking exceedingly well and 
the management is about to install an air 
compressor plant. This will be done as 
soon as the roads dry sufficiently to per­
mit of the hauling of machinery over 
them. The Payne mine still keeps up 
its splendid record. This mine was re- 
cently inspected by B. McDonald, the 
eminent mining expert - for its new owners.
Another ^property, which has been stead 
ily developed and would be in a position 
to ship ore were the means at hand to do 
so is the Ivanhoe. This property is own­
ed principally by Messrs. Yorkey and Far­
rell, and under the management ot Phil 
Hickey It is the intention of the Ivan­
hoe company to erect a tramway and con­
centrator some time this summer. the 
mining business seems to be increasing m 
the Slocan division and there is every rea­
son to believe that the shipments of ore 
will show an increase this year over last.

“In the Lardeau division there is con­
siderable activity. Many properties there 

changing hands. This is probably be 
cause of the fact that railways are to be 
constructed through that section this 
summer. It is understood that there is a 
dispute on between the Canadian Racine 
railway and the Kaslo & Slocan railway 
as to which has the right to build into 
this district. Everybody hopes that the 
dispute will shortly be adjusted so that 
the construction will not be delayed.

“In the Fort Steele division all the 
mines on Huckleberry hill are showing 
up well, but until a spur is constructed to 
them from the main line of the Canadian 
Pacific railway at Fort Steele Junction, 
there cannot, and will not, be much mar­
keting of the silver-lead ores of these 
rich properties. .

“At Femie there is considerable busi­
ness and stir. The Crow’s Nest Pass 
Coal company is at present mining 500 
tons of ore per day and W. B. Blakemore, 
the manager, expects to see this output 
increased to 1,000 tons per diem before 
the end of the year. The electrical coal 
cutting machinery has been installed and 
the company is increasing the coking 
plant from 50 to 250 ovens of the beehive 
pattern. The management is * greatly 
pleased at the manner in which the coke 
is finding a market. The demand is so 
great that the output is not nearly large 
enough to meet it. A large amount of 
the coke from there is to be supplied to 
the smelters at Great Falls, as it is equal 
in quality to the famous product of the 
ovens of Connelsville, Pa., and can be 
landed at Great Falls cheaper than the 
latter coke can.

Mr. Sword avers that when passengers 
go to East Kootenay via Cranbrook they 
should take their own bedding with them.
The east and the west-bound trains re­
main at Cranbrook ^vér night. This 
causey so much of a tax on the local hotel 
accommodations that/ many of the guests 
are compelled to sleep on the soft side of 
a plank.

“At Moyie the St. Eugene mine, owned 
by Messrs. Finch and Campbell, will be 
supplied with a concentrator and tram­
way. The contract for the latter has just 
been let.”

“Work on the Nelson & Bedlington 
railway, which is being constructed from 
Bonner’s Ferry to Creston, on the Crow’s 
Nest Pass railway, is being pushed. The 
road will not be completed before the end 
of the year.

“At Nelson the bonds on the various 
properties operated by the Duncan Mines 
have recently been taken up by that cor­
poration. It is the intention to equip one 
or more of these with complete mining 
and milling plants. Both the furnaces of 
the Hall Mines smelter are running at 
full capacity. One is treating copper ore 
from the Silver King mine and the other 
is smelting silver-lead ores. The plant 
has recently been increased, and there 
has just been increased, and there 
er Manufacturing company a large CorlisS 
engine. * .

Grand Forks, May 13.—[Special.]—Jay 

P. Graves, who is operating in the Boun­
dary Creek country on behalf of a big 
Montreal syndicate, which is about to 
erect a smelter there for the treatment 
of ore, has finally made his seletions of a 
site. The site is on the north bank of 
the North Fork of the Kettle river, at a 
point one and a half miles from this town. 
It is on a bench 250 feet above the' level 
of the stream. This will give the smelter 
ample ground on which to dump the slag. 
The smelter is to have a capacity of 500 
tons per day. The smelter will be con­
structed so that it will be possible to in­
crease its capacity without difficulty to 
3,000 tons. Provision has also been made 
so that if needed a refinery can be erect­
ed at some time in the future, 
agreement there is a condition by which 
Grand Forks will pay for any damage 
which may result through its pollution, 
its diversion or its overflow, in case the 
smelter is responsible.

The work in connection with the con­
struction of the smelter will be begun in 
about 30 days time.

Tenders will be at once advertised for 
a million and a half feet of lumber, which 
will be used in the construction of the 
smelter buildings. Among the buildings 
which will be in the smelter will be the

T he latest sensation here is the myster­
ious disappearance of May Drake, an 

inmate of a disreputable house conducted 
by Carrie Young, the queen of the 
local demi-mondaines. Sunday, midnignt, 
after a quarrel with an admirer, Dick Gib­
son, a gambler, she rushed, hatless, from 
the house, threatening that she would com­
mit suicide. As she had often declared 
her intention of doing away with herself 
no alarm was felt at first : however, when 
she failed to return after half an hour had 
elapsed, a search was made, but without 
avail. The police were at once notified. 
Chief Harry Sheads and several members 
of his force unsuccessfully dragged Kettle 
river in order to recover the body. Gmeon, 
after an examination held by Ponce 
Magistrate Johnson, was exonerated.
