As tbe question is one particularly sfleeting Irish 
intert SUi, I am glad to say that, of 47 Irish Mem­
bers who were present, 43 voted against 'he Gov­
ernment ; and the names of the lour who voted 
with the Ministry deserve to be mentioned—they 
were Sir Wm. Somerville, the Chief Secretary for 
Ireland ; Mr. hhiel, tbe Master of the Mint i Mr.
Mor.t-squn u Bvllew, a junior Lord of the Irea- 
•ury ; and Mr. Hawes, who holds snme Govern­
ment appointment. Fitly seven Irish Members 
were absent ; but as the Asem s uic going on 
throughout tlie country, many ot the R«*presenU- 
tivee were ntcetsarily attending in tneir places 
upon the Grand Juries. With any other Mims 
te;s than Whigs, such a majority, and so obtained, 
would be considered tantamount to a defeat.

The “ Irish Franchise Bill,” which has passed 
the House of Commons, and is now beiore the 
Lords, has already undergone material alteration.
A franchise of £H was allot ted by the Commons 
- m the Committee upon the Bill in the House ot 
Lords, this was raised to i-13 ; but it is expected 
that on the bringing up of the “ Report,” Lord 
St Germain’s enicnimicnt of a £12 taling w'ill be 
adopted. On dit that it will be accepted by the 
House of Common», while a £13 luting would be 
rejected by them, ln the same Bill, as it passed 
the Common», there was a clause makin< regie- 
trution compulsory—this has be*n lelt out in tiie 
Lords, on Lord Stanley’s motion.
