CROWNS CASE FINISHED

The Hyams’ Previons Records Not To
Be Told at Present.

g
SEVERAL DOCTORS EXAMINED

All Spy Two Severe Blows Were Given—
Coroner Aikins, the First Witness
for the Defence, Tells Why
He Did Not Hold an
Inquest.

Toronto, May 14,—The sequence of the
eyidence of fact which has been well sus-
talned since the trial commenced was
broken yesterday morning,. when Mrs.
Hyams' testimony was abruptly termin-
ated by her illness.

The Crown called witnesses to prove
the telegrams already referred to in the
evidence, and which were sent by Willie
Wells on January 16, regarding the pur-
chase of the farm.

Uriah J. Jones of Pickering, the uncle
of the dead boy. of whom the farm, for
which the $1,000 held by Hyams was to
have been paid, was purchased, came into
the box, and identified the agreement to
purchase the farm. He testifled to receiv-
ing telegrams frem’'Will Wells, relating
to his visit to Pickering to conclude the
purchase. He received vne from Will on
January 14, asking him to meet his
nephew at Whitby, and then two days
later he got a dispatch announcing the
death of Will Wells.

The most important evidence brought
out was that by Expressman Fox, who
told of the alterations that were made to
the now famous elevator under the super-
vision of the Hyams brotLers,

The witness then gave his version of
the finding of Wells' bady. He went to
the warehouse at ten o’clock on the morn-
ing of the death, but he could not get in
at either door..

He bad turned to leave, when Harry
Hyams called him and let him into the
building. As he entered he saw that
Harry’s hands were bleeding, and he ask-
ed for an explanation.

Harry mada this answer: ‘‘Fox, we
have had an awful accident here this
morning; Willie Wells is killed.”” The
witness was not sure whether he said that
it was the elevator or the weight that fell
on Wells,

Fox then described the condition of the
body, and the positlons of the weight,
hammer and chisel.

There was a sensational story inter-
woven in this witness’ evidence which
was unearthed by Mr. Osler’s asking Fox
if he ever talked over the aeath with Dal-
las Hyams.

““Yes, sometimes, in the warehouse, we
spoke of it,”’ sald the witness; but he
said he didn't want to say anything
more about it, because he would have to
bring in other persons’ names  Counsel
for both sides said the story must come
out, gnd then Fox said:

“Mr. Dalias Hyams told me to go to
B. D. Humphrey, the undertaker, and tell
him to keep his mouth shut. The reason
of this was that Mr. Sullivan, of the
Oriental Laundry, came to see me- with
another man, and told me to tell Hyams
10 keep his mouth shut or that they
would open on him. It seems that Hyams
had been saying something about a bank
clerk named Wilson, a friend of Sullivan,

) had borrowed some $500 from Hyams,
They also told me that they were going
iwp to see Humphrey, and so Hyams,
when I told him this, asked me to tell
Humphrey to keep his mouth shut,”

Tronto, May 16.—Mr. Osler showed
the value attached to the evidence of Fox
by submitting him to another re-examin-
ation yesterday.

T'o Mr. Lount Fox sald that it was five
days after the death that he saw Dallas.
Thoe latter had a scratch on his nose, but
then he could not swear that it was the
first time he saw Dallas that he had the
scratch, Mr. Lount made tho witness say
that the coat was pretty well covered with
blood, the back particularly, and then he
was allowed to go.

Thomas Chambers, a livery stable pro-
prictor at 108 Mutual street, said that he
sent out a hack on Monday, January 6,
to the warehouse.

Jerry Riordan, who held the position of
drivor on a one-horse car along Church
street in 1898, said that on one day, it
might have been January 16, a man with
bloody fingers climbed on his car while it
was near Colborne street on Church.
This man said that someone had been
killed, and that he was going for a doctor:
The man got off at Queen street and went
west. He was uncertain about the circum-
stancos, and E, H, Nix, the Streot Rail-
way Company’s roadmaster, was called
to give the driver's ‘‘time,”’ in order to
show at what hour the car passed up
Church street. The thorough way in
which the defence has prepared its case
was shown when this witness blurted out
the fact that Mr. Horn was down to see
him about Riordan’s time.

The man who shaved Harry Hyams, A.
J. Gardipey, a barber, said that it was
about half-past eight on the mdrning of
the alleged murder when Harry came in,
He was shaved and left the shop, and
within fifteen minutes the barber heard
of Wells’ death.

Miss Latimer testified that she had
been employed by the Hyams in 1803, that
she addressed letters, but she never knew
of any business being done there, She
never noticed any customers about the
warehouse. On the Saturday afternoons
Harry Hyams called at her house and left
some letters to be delivered on the Mon-
day morning before she' came down to
work. She had only been sent to dellver
letters once or twice before. Shoe got to
the warchouse on Monday at 11.45, and
found the east door locked. Harry open-
ed it; and said that there had been an ac-
cident. Then he told her about Will's
death.

Toronto, May 16, —The evidence of Mrs.
Harry Hyams was delayed this morning
until the Crown fixed the date on which
it is said that Sullivan warned Dallas
Hyams through Fox, the expressman, to
let up on pressing Wilson or something
wonld be ex She was carefully
cross-examined by Mr. Lount, The his-
tory of the courtehip and marriage were
repeated. =

Mr. John Wright, a practical plumber,
proved by actual experiment that the
weight could not'have been severed from
the hook. This seemed so convincing
vhat it is probable that the theory will be
abandoned by the defence.

Samuel Grandige,a money lender, by his
ovidence, pointed out that the prisoners
were in nepd of money hefore Wells was
killed.

Another witness described blood stains
which she found on a pair of Harry Hy-
nms’ trousers.

Mrs. Hyams was most positive in her
evidence, and had no doubt but that her

husband told her agtory which from the
evidence already en 1s shown to bea
subterfuge.

Richa Tie, & broker and money len-
der, said the warehouse business was one
in which there was very keen opposition
and he would not expect new hands to
succeed vory well, and he was not at all
surprised 1f they did no business between
November and February.

The case for the Crown
closed with the production of a photo-
graph and crayon partrait of deceased for
the inspection of the jury.

Inspector Stark said the weight now in
court weighed exactly 200 pounds.

Coroner Aikins was called by the de-
fence. Hesremembered - the morning of
January 16th, 1893. He got on that day,
about ten o’clock in the morning, a tele-
phone message from Dr. E.- E. King to
the effect that an accident had oceurred
in the warchouse at 28 Colborne street,
tle took the necessary papers for an in-
quest, and proceeded with all possible
has ¢ to the scene of the accident. He
saw the body in,the basement, It lay
with the head about a foot or eighteen
inches away form the shaft. The body
was stretched from north to south. He
had a dim recollection of secing Fox, the
expressman, there. He saw one of the
prisoners, but did not know which. He
did not notice any injury to the hand of
the p-isoner he saw. There were two
pools of blood, and the appearance of the
blood led the witness to suppose that the
body had been dragged back from the ele-
vator. He remembered touching the
head of deceased. . He thought it was  up
on the third floor that he saw the rope
and hook, but he was not sure about it
He telephoned Dr. King, and told him
that he could not take the necessary oath
of a coroner to the effoct that an inquest
was necessary. He did not know the pri-
soners. and was in the premises about
half an  hour. He believed the weight
was lying on the floor on its narrow side
when he ¢aw it, and ndt leaning ngalnst
the weight shaft casing, as several of the
previous witnesses had sald it was. He
did not sce glasses on the face and was
sure there werne none. Ho did not observe
gloves on the hands. The sides of the
head were pressed together as if by a ter-
rific blow. He did not recollect making
any examination of tho premisos on the
first floor, He went uyp to the top floor
and saw the hook and rope.

REV. J. A. WESTON’S REVIEW OF THE
TESTIMONY FOUND IN HISTORY-

The American Ney Looked Like the Mar-
shal—Admitted That He Was the Great
Ney, and Kunew All About the Napol-
eonic Wars.

The long-heralded volume by the Rev.
James A. Weston, upon the ‘‘Historic
Doubts as to the Execution of Marshal
Ney,”” has made its appearance.

Mr. Weston is not the only man, or the
first who has doubted that Ney really fell
jead on the morning of his supposed ex-
ecution.

1683." In the side pancls are the portraits
of those worthies whose biographies were
written by Walton.

A marble tablet has also been affixed to

EXPERIMENTAL FARMS.
Something About Those Conducted by the
Canadian Government,

For soveral years past the provinces
and the federal government of Canada
have heeh taking an active interest in the
improvement of icultural  methode
throughout the provinces, and at present
the equipments of go-called ‘“‘ex-
perimental farms’’ are very complete and
efficient. The central experimental farm,
sgituated near Ottawa, comprizes some
£00 acres of land and a complete outfit of
buildings and the neccssary machinery.

The buildings are especially fitted ug
for cattle, horses, pigs and poultry, and
%ll of these are well stocked. There is a
dairy equipped with the modern applian-
cos for carrying on experimental work.
The farm includes a seed-testing and pro-
pagation house and a conservatory. Be-
sides this central station there are eleven
experimental farms situated in other
parts of Canada, and these carry on ex-
periments in agriculture, horticulture
and arboriculture with much profit. The
several farms are situated so as to render
them as helpful as possible to the most
thickly populated districts and in their
equipments and general metheds they re-
genible closely the ceniral station.

The staff of workers at the centrai ex-
perimental farm includes a dirccior, an
agriculturist, a horticulturist, a botanist,
an entomologist and a chemist. There are
also a poultry manager, a foreman of for-
estry and several assistants to assist the
members of the staff. The work is vari-
ed in nature and has todo with practical-
ly everything which relates to farming in
Canada. The adaptability and merits of
various varieties of wheat are, for ex-
ample, the subject of careful inqulry.

Experiments are carried on to determine
the vitality and purity of various agricul-
tural seeds, and to investigate the
nature of the discase of plants and trees,
and the cure for the ravages of insects.
Various varietics of fertilizers are tested
to determine their comparative value with
different soils and crops. The study of
thoe care of animals is a very important
interest, and the value of different breeds
of stock and their adaptability to various
climates and other conditions are care-
fully investigated. These stations examine
the scier tific and economic sides of butter
and cheese making.,  Experiments are
carried on to determine the best methods
of planting and pruning trees for fruit
raising or for shelter or timber. The in
formation gained in all this work is care-
fully recorded and published for general
distribution. —Scientific American.

“*pass around the hat,""but as the colonial
hat was not considered dignified enough
for that purpose, one of the tithing men
conceived the idea of substituting the old
fashioned warming pan. With this the
collector eould stand at the door of the
squarey boalike pews and gather in all
the shekels with case, the coin as it drop-
ped in the brass warming pan gouging
the generosity of the giver. It may
have been somes of the thriftier mem-
bers of the congregation who de-
cided that the warming pan was too
noisy and clamored for an lmprovement.

chain of waters and from which it re-
ceives its supplies. It was once the
favorite resort of tens of thousands of
that most delicious. of all fresh-water
products—the whitefish.

Two
and a half years ago it passed into the
present owners’ hands—his sons—and
the firm is known as Coon Bros. The
building is 36x40x24 feet. high—
capacity 40 barrels duily The process
is what is termed the Latest and
Shortest System. It also contains a
good feed-stone, doing all kinds of
crushing. They keep a good stock of
Strong Baker’s and Straight Roller
Flour; also bran, shorts, and ‘all
classes of feed on hand at very reason-
able priccs.

A Victory for the “News".
James Bond, a motorman employed
by the Toronto Street Railway Co.
was injured while coupling cars, owing
to the negligence of the company in
the matter of providing buffers of uni-

He suei the company
and was awarded damages to the ex-
tent of $500. The company appealed
from the County Court judgment to
the Divisional Court. This ended the
case so far as Bond was concerned, for
he had no money to fight the appeal.
But the oronto ,News recognized the
justice of his cau® and called upon the
citizens to help check the cruel greed
of the corporation that was endeavor-
ing to crush this poor man. The
necessary funds were provided and the
case proceeded with.  The Divisional
Court decided in Mr. Bond’s favor, and
the Street Railway Company appealed
to the Court of Appeal. Again, with
the aid of public contributions, Mr.
Bond secured a victory.  The Street
Railway"Company appealed to the Su-
preme ‘Court, and as the injured man
liad no funds to continue the struggle
The News once more op>n=d a subscrip-
tion list on his behalf. Mr. Bond’s
verdict had already been sustained by
seven Judges, the County Goyrt Judge,
two additional Judges in the Division-
al Court, aud the four Judges of, the
Court of Appeal. Butif he secured
only the favorable consideration of
three Judges in the supreme Court, ten
Julges in all, the~périaining four
Judges of thut court, being a majority,
could reverge the decision of the ten.
Sufficient money was subscribed to de-
fend the nppeul, and the Supreme
Clourt returned a unanimous decision in
favor of the original verdiet.  Justice
Taschereau, in concurring with the ver-
dict, strongly condemned the company
for dragging a poor suitor from court
to court and keeping him from the
small compensation which bad “been
awarded him.

SOLCIERS AND RIFLES.

Discussed by the Bominion Rific Associas
tion st Gttawa,

Ottawa, May 9.—The Dominion Rifle
Association’s nnnual meeting was held
yosterday morning.  Hon. Colonel J. M.
Gibson, the President, in the chalx
Among those present were Lord Aber-
deen and Hon. A. R. Dickey, Minister ol
Militia.

With regard to the much talked of Mar-
tini-Metford rifle Mr, Dickey said he was
sorry all tho anticlpations concerning it
wore mot realized. The Dominion had
mado an agreement with the Home Gov-
ermmnent for tho purchase of those rifles.
When the first lot arrived it was found
that the rifle was too heavy. A review
of the correspondence with the Home Gov-
ernment, however, satisfled him that the
English Governmoent had acted entirely
in good faith and he for one was pre-
pared, in the evont. of that Government
asking that the agreement with regard to
rifles shounld be carried out, to make the
best of o bad hargain and ask Parlinment
for the necessary money.

With rospect to the arming of the force
Mr. Dickey said ‘there were two consider-
ations to be taken into account: (1) were
the militia to be looked upon as a stand-
ing army, ready to take the fleld; or, (2)
wore regiments siinply to be considered
training schools for young men, to fit
themselves to take -their places in the
event of any trouble. If the first view
was correct, then the only logical conclu-
sion was to arm the force with the best
rifle obtainable. He could not say what
the Government proposed to do. Person-
ally ho believed it was disheartening to
the militia to stand up with an old Sni-
der rifle in view of an enemy with the
modern rifle. A man with a Snider felt
very much as though he had a bow and
arrow in his hand. Mr. Dickey thought
Parlinmeny should not object to having
a cortain number of modern rifles in read-
iness. He did not suppose war with the
United States was a possibility. If it
was, 1t was a very remote one, and beforo
it occurred there wonld be plenty of time
to make our wills or propare to fight.
In conclusion Mr. Dickey declared that
ho desired to promote the best interests
of the militia and askéd all present ta
make all suggestions to him they might
feel disposed to offer.

The election of officers resulted as fol-
lows: President, Lt.-Col. Gibson, re-elec-
ted; vice-presidents: Ontario, Major B.
Hughes, M.P.; Quebee, Robert Hamil-
ton; Nova Scotia, Major Garrison, (in
the place of Col. C. J. MacDonald re-
gigned); New Brunswick, Lt.-Col. Beer;
Manitoba, W. B. Scarth; British Colum-
Iia, Lt.-Col. Prior; Prince Edward Is-
land, Hon, A. A, McDonald.

The following changes were made in_
the personnel of the council: Ontario, Lt.-
Col. Hodgins in place of Lt. Col. Toller;
Nova Scotia, Major Barnhill in place n}
Major Garrison; Britlsh Columbia, Mr,
Mara, M.P, in place of Capt. H. Gray.
All thé- other members sof the council
were ro-clected.

He declared that
there was no market in the world that
was equal to the American market for
Canadian farm products.

Ottawa, May 16.—The debate on the
Budget was resumed yesterday by Mr.
Cockburn, who proceeded to sketch the
trade policies of the Liberal party during
the past five or six years. He would like
the Opposition to explain, when they had
abandoned the policy of unrestricted reci-
procity and adopted that of free trade,
how they would be able to secure the
market of glxty milllons and induce the
people of the United States to throw in
their lot with us. Mr. Devlin said that
Mr. Cockburn had little cause to say any-
thing against the Opposition policy.
Two years ago he had gone ‘to Chicago
and ¢ 'n nearly $,000 of the people’s
money in his capacity as commissioner to
the World’s Fair.

Mr. Craig
pointed out that there was simply the
c¢hoice between two policies—the indefinite
shifty policy of the Opposition and the
protective policy of the Conservative. The
policy of taxation for revenue raised by a
moderately protectivg tapiff, that he con-
ceived to bo a sound Canadian policy—a
policy framed in belief in Canada’s re-
sources.

The last speaker of the day was Mr.
McMillan of South Huron. He extracted
from English blue-books and other
autlioritative sources evidence that the
condition of the British farmer and
artisan is better under freo trade than
that of the Canadian farmer and artisan
under the National Policy. By a com-
parison of the prices in Canada and the
United States of agricultural products,
he completely refuted the claims set up
by Government that the farmers had
benefited by protection. He declared that
there was no market in the world that
was equal to the American market for
Canadian farm products.

Ottawa, May 16.—The debate on the
Budget was resumed yesterday by Mr.
Cockburn, who proceeded to sketch the
" trade policies of the Liberal party during
the past five or six years. He would like
the Opposition to explain, when they had
abandoned the policy of unrestricted reci-
procity and adopted that of free trade,
how they would be able to secure the
market of sixty millions and induce the
people of the United States to throw in
their lot with us. - Mr. Devlin said that
Mr. Cockburn had little cause to say any-
thing against the Opposition policy.
Two years ago he had gone to Chicago
and drawn nearly §,000 of the people’s
money in his capacity as commissioner to
the World’s Fair. Mr. Devlin wound up,
as he began, with an ornate culogy of Sir
Richard Cartwright, which was warmly
applauded by the Opposition. Mr. Craig
pointed out that there was simply the
choice between two policies—the indeflnite
shifty policy of the Opposition and the
protective policy of the Conservative. The
policy of taxation for revenue raised by a
moderately protective tariff, that he con-
ceived to bo a sound Canadian policy—a
policy framed in belief in Canada’s re-
sources.
