They Ambushed and Killed a Man in 
Colorado.

Gunnison, Col., April 18.—Fred Col- 
lings, aged seventeen years, and Ed­
ward Carver, aged thirteen years, were 
convicted last night of the* murder of 
Louis Bruno near (.rested Butte.

COUNSEL APPOINTED

To Assist in Investigation of Marine 
Department.

Ottawa, April 19.—Counsel have been 
retained by the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, in the persons of Messrs. Geo. 
H. Watson, K. C., of Toronto, and J. L. 
Perron, K. ( of Montreal, to assist Mr. 
Justice (.’assets, of the Exchequer Court, 
in the investigation of alleged wrong­
doing on the part of officials of the 
marine service of Canada. Both Mr. 
Watson and Mr. Perron arc gentlemen- 
eminent in the legal profession, whose 
services should be of much assistance to 
Hon. Mr. Cassels in searching out with 
as little delay as possible the truth of 
the allegations which have been made 
in the report of the Civil Service Com­
mission. The investigation is to open 
this week.

HOLLAND’S QUEEN ILL.

Wilhelmina Said to be Suffering From 
Tuberculosis.

Amsterdam, April 19.—All Holland is 
discussing the discovery that no provi­
sion has been made for the- succession 
to the throne. Queen Wilhelmina. who 
is childless, is said to he suffering from 
tuberculosis, and her condition is re­
ported to be alarming.

Among the relations of the young 
Queen in the House of Nassau there is 
only the Duke of Luxembourg who can 
put in a claim to the succession for 
one of his children, but he has only 
daughters, and according to the laws of 
his principality they arc barred from the 
throne.

It is probable the laws will he modi­
fied so as to allow another member of 
the Nassau Hanse to occupy the throne 
ot Holland in oase of emergency.

It has lwen said the German Emperor 
has an eye on it, but the general opin­
ion here is that he would never he al­
lowed to seize the governing power by 
the Dutch population.

CHAMBERLAIN TO RESIGN.

There is No Hope of His Returning to 
Public Life.

New York. April HI. The World has 
received tin* following cable despatch 
from London: Joseph Chamberlain has 
at last abandoned the hope, which his 
physicians and friends knew all along 
could never be realized, of reappearing 
in public life, ami will soon resign Ins 
seat iu Parliament.

His favorite sun, Austen, formerly 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, is now with 
him at Cannes^ in the south of France, 
where they are consulting as to the best 
moment for presenting the resignation.

The pretence so determinedly main­
tained for nearly two years that the 
erstwhile great political leader wpuld 
resume his active career has served its 
purpose. That purpose was to save the 
tariff reform movement from collapse.

The expectation among the tariff re­
form party that Mr. C hamberlain would 
return to lead it saved the cause from 
extinction in the overwhelming disaster 
of the last general election.

MONTREAL DEATHS.

Alphonse Champagne Killed by a Car in 
a Subway.

Montreal, April 19—Three bodies 
were taken to the morgue to-day. One 
was that of a guest of the St. James 
Hotel, who had been found dead in 
bed, the second that of a man who 
had been run over by a street car, 
and the third tliaUof an unknown man 
who had been fished out of the La- 
chine Canal.

Alphons Champagne, living at 244 
Dorion street, was lying on the track 
in the darkened Ontario street sub­
way, and was cut to pieces before the 
car could be stopped. The accident 
happened at 3 a. m.

The body of the unknown man taken 
from the canal had been in the water 
all winter.

The third was that of F. McKinnon 
of Australia, who had been stopping 
at the St Janies Hotel a week. He 
went to bed as usual, but was found 
dead this morning- Two letters were

found in the man's room addressed 
to the Coroner.

Investigation regarding the death 
of McKinnon disclosed the fact that 
he had taken poison, and in his let­
ter to the Coroner he asked that the 
fact be kept from the newspapers.

GUNS AND SEARCHLIGHTS.

They Frightened the ’Inhabitants of 
Montevideo.

Rio do Janeiro, April 19. A despatch 
received here says that an Argentine 
warship during manoevrss last night 
near Montevideo fired, JtiO shots from 
heavy gun* and threw 1VvY searchlights 
for a considerable time in all directions I 
over the shores. This resulted in ni- I 
most a panic among the inhabitants, 
who were for a time unable to under- , 
stand the natbre of the seeming demon- j 
stratum.

Recently there has been some friction i 
between Uruguay and the Argentine j 
Republic, on the question of which conn- i 
try had jurisdiction of the water <>f the j 
Platte River. A number of Argentine 
warships at different,times entered the J 
harbor of Montevideo without firing the 
accustomed salute. The Prime Minister I 
of the Argentine Republic in a recent j 
speech declared that all the waters of 
the River Platte belonged to the Ar- j 
gentine Republic.

NEW ENGLISH SOCIETY CRAZES.

Country House Balloon Parties and 
Conundrum Parties.

London, April 19.—Two new society | 
craze* are flourishing during these holi­
days, country house balloon parties and 
after-dinner conundrum parties. Some 
well known aeronauts have arrived from 
France to join a balloon party which 
will start from Ixird Llaugaatter’s place 
in Monmouth. Rolls will be the skip­
per. The conundrum parties are wel­
comed by the press and a certain ele­
ment in society, who hope they will lead 
to a possible conversational revival, 
which it is generally agreed, bridge 
whist has demoralized entirely.

THE TEACHERS TAKE ACTION.
The Toronto Public School Principal»’ 

Association has already taken action to 
show the feeling which exists among 
well-informed educators against the 
Government’s folly in abolishing the 
entrance examinations. Teachers feel 
the need of some method of ascertaining 
whether pupils are fitted to enter the 
High Schools. The Association has re­
solved to ask for the establishment of a 
Provincial senior fourth class examina­
tion, the passing of which would en­
title students to attend any high school, 
collegiate or continuation class in On­
tario. It is suggested that 40 per cent, 
be required on each paper, and 60 per 
cent, on the whole, the confidential re­
port, of the teacher being also taken 
into account. -X systematized and rea­
sonable curriculum should be laid down 
for the entire Province, and uniform ex­
amination papers should lie provided by 
a board of examiners under the careful 
supervision ol' the department.

This proposal is practically one for 
the restoration of the High School en­
trance^ examination. It is a protest— 
the protest of common sense—against 
the iconorJasm of Departmental anarchy. 
It is but an indication of what edu­
cators are feeling and thinking all over 
the Province. Perhaps Mr. Whitney is 
not ready yet to take this “very short 
curve” and get back to reasonable con­
ditions; but the sooner he becomes re­
conciled, to that course, the better for 
both teachers and pupils. Any man to 
whom may be committed the interests 
of the Ontario school system ought to 
have at least intelligence enough to pre­
vent him from sacrificing the education­
al interests of the pupils to an effort to 
make a little cheap party capital.

THE LAW AND THE GRAFTER.
All in good time we have obtained a 

judicial definition of the newer meaning 
of the word “graft."

THE TRAGEDY 
ATL0ND0N.

Still Searching For the Man Who 
Shot Lloyd.

Further Particulars of the Murder 
At Welseley Barrack».

Description of Moir aid Officers 
in Pursuit of Him.

London, April 20.—The shooting of 
Color-Sergeant Lloyd, of the 28th Reg­
iment, Stratford, by Private Moir 
about midnight Friday at Wolseley 
Barracks, seems to have been a most 
cold-blooded affair.

It appears that Moir was not ad­
dicted to the drug habit in any form, 
and. while he may have been slightly 
under the influence of liquor, he has 
always been known to have a quick 
and hasty temper, and was, from re­
ports. of a quarrelsome disposition.

For a long time no clue as to the 
hunted man was found until Police­
man Downs and Sergeant Gilmore, of 
the R. C. I.. picked up about forty 
rounds of ammunition in the com­
mons, which showed that Moir had* 
fled through the eastern gate and 
dropped part of his ammunition when 
he ran. All through the night the 
search was continued, but the most 
nervous strain on the entire barracks 
was greatly relieved when it was 
learned that the desperate man was 
in the open country instead of skulk­
ing in or around the barracks with 
two fire arms and plenty of ammuni­
tion in his possession.

Was With Moir.
Sergt. Carter, who aceomnanied 

Moir down town and back on Friday 
night, when interviewed, had very- 
little to offer in reference to the crime.

“Moir and I went down town Fri­
day night.” he said, ‘and we had a 
few drinks.

"About 11.30 we caught a car at 
the corner of Dundas and Richmond 
street, and came back to the bar­

'd jeft Moif at the guard room and 
went across to my quarters, where 1 
partially undressed, and was engaged 
in making up my bed when 1 heard a 
shot fired.

"Hastily donning mv clothes 1 made 
ni y way outside and looked around 
the grounds, but could ,see nothing.

"Then, thinking the report 1 had 
heard was merely the result of some­
one- kicking one of the ash barrels 
around the place, I went inside again. 
Later, of course. 1 heard the commo­
tion made by those making their way 
to the hospital, and then learned of 
the murder.”

"XVas Moir intoxicated:-'* was ask­
ed.

"Well, in military life a man must 
be either sober or drunk,” was the 
non-committal reply.

"I would not care to sav whether 
Moir was drunk, but I can say that 
he was not entirely sober.”

Sergt. Carter stated that so far as 
he knew there had never been any 
hard feelings between Moir and 
Lloyd.

Who Moir Was.
The following is a description of the 

slayer of Sergt. Harry Lloyd:
Nationality. Scotch : age. about 25 

years; height, five feet eight and one- 
half inches; muscular build. 'Hie color 
of the hair and eyes is black. Right 
car slightly disfigured, and small sear on 
right aide of face. His first finger on left 
hand is minus about one inch. His facial 
expression is that of a tnnn of cunning, 
ami showed an excitable tenqte rament, 
and a pointed remark would always 
fetch a display of anger.

It is claimed that Moir has been 
vowing threats of vengeance on some of 
his companion*, and always imagined lie 
had a grievance.

It is just a few weeks ago that he 
pointed a gun at a comrade who crossed 
hie temper when he was intoxicated The 
comrade at whom he pointed the gun 
made a dash for refuge, and hid behind 
the large chimney on the square.

The officers can advance no reason for 
tjie terrible deed of Moir. except that 
he was drunk, and his ungovernable 
temper gave way. with the tragic result.

It was probable that Lloyd’s good 
nature and accommodating manner to 
render a service to a comrade that lost 
him his life. Instead of Lloyd being on 
duty Friday night. Sergt. Youngman 
should have been there, but the sergeant 
bad asked Lloyd to trade guards with 
him. as he wanted to spend the evening 
at his home at South London. Lloyd wil­
lingly acceded to his comrade’s request, 
which ended so tragically last night.

In Boer War.
Moir is an old soldier, so it is said, 

and was a private in the old Gordon 
Highlanders. He fought with the regi 
ment through the Boer war. He has also 
seen service on the frontier.

He always carried firearms, and. it 
is said, would shoot on provocation.

The revolver he carried was an 
army revolver. Moir also had another 
revolver which lie borrowed from one of 
the other soldiers.

Out of His Mind.
The deed was evidently that of a 

man erased with dtquor or drugs. The 
latter is the more probable cause, 
come of his comrades claiming that he 
is addicted to the use of “cordite.”

A story told to-day by (Jiarles Ivegg. 
who lives near the barracks, leads to 
the belief that the man was out. of 
his mind through the use of some drug, 
lu company with John Bell, who 
lives on East Oxford street, a few 
doors from the home of Mr. I-egg. he 
was walking home on Friday night, 
about 11.25. when they heard a shot 
and a bullet whizzed past I-egg’s head. 
He wheeled armmd and ]>eered into the 
darkness with his companion, but could 
discern nothing, and. dismissing the sub­
ject from their minds with a little com­
ment, the young men went to their 
homes.

Lcgg entered his home and walked 
into the pantry with a light to get 
something to eat. He had scarcely 
been in the room, the window of which 
is discernible from the road, when he 
heard two shots, evidently close to 
the house. The first shot was followed 
by the other at au interval of perhaps 
forty second», and a* the second shot 
was fired a bullet crashed into the sash 
around the pantry window.

In Pursuit.
Thorndale, Ont.. April 19. —With five 

police officers from London, hot on his 
trail, and all the authorities of the 
surrounding country in possession of 
his exact personal description, Private

at Wolseley Barracks, has little chance 
of much further evading the vigilance 
of the law.

It is weH known that Moir carries 
two loaded army revolvers, and it is 
feared he is prepared to fight and die. 
if need be. before succumbing to arrest.

The officers, however, realize the des­
perate character of Uie human game 
they are after, and are determined to 
capture their quarry, if poamble, alive.

The hunted mail’s steps have been 
minutely traced from the time he fled 
from the scene of his crime.

leaving the barracks he went tnrough 
the western gate, and taking a route 
through the fields, thus avoiding the 
highways, lie continued in a northeaster­
ly direction towards the Grove post of­
fice. which is three miles from 1-omlon.

Here. It has l»een discovered, he slept 
in a barn all day. blissfully ignoring the 
fact that the entire countryside was vir­
tually in his pursuit.

About half-past six on Saturday even­
ing he approached Postmaster Rot à ti­
son of,the Grove and asked for some­
thing to eat.

He was dressed in his regulation army 
uniform and carried a rifle.

As the postmaster had not, up to 
that, time, been informed of the barracks 
tragedy, lie gave the soldier some food 
and the latter departed on his way. cut­
ting across the fields toward Wyton, 
a little village farther on.

Here the pursued man approached the 
house of Albert Martin, directly opposite 
the village pdst-offiee and again asked 
for something to eat-, and also a change 
of clothes. This was altout 8.341 last

As the family of Mr. Martin had l»een 
ill. the larder was empty and the re­
quest for clothes had to be refused, as 
no clothing could be found to fit the fel-

Moir was next i-een by Simon Blake, 
the postmaster at Wyton. Here the pur- I O’Brien. Reggy 
sued also made the request for food ami , Agnes Arnold, 
clothes, but the postmaster, becoming Second—Mamie Hannigan.

The escaping soldier turned abruptly

Bryden’» two Httle daughters walking 
uuiekiy a long, at the same time casting 
furtive glances behind him as if expect­
ing some one to overtake him.

RUDYARD KIPLING.

Clever Criticism of His “Second- 
Class Words” Article.

(Victoria* B. C., Colonist.)
Mr. Rudyard Kipling says that Can­

adian new.spajiers use “second-class" 
words. Possibly this is true, indeed 
we rather think it is; hut unfortunate­
ly the great majority of Canadians arc 
second-alass people. They neither l>r- 
long to the type which employs the 
slang of the gutter, uor to tint which 
employs verbosity to conceal absence 
of tbought. They are for the most 
part a lot of plain folk, striving with 
the help of Providence and a few 
friendly critics from the mother coun­
try to accomplish the herculean task of 
subduing half a continent. After thsy 
have completed this, they may pro­
duce a school of journalists, who can 
fill two and a half columns of a news­
paper with a lot of observations, 
which clothe third class ideas in first 
class language.

Mr. Kipling seems to be more or less 
worried over the supnosed attitude of 
Canadians towards Englishmen. He 
need not be.

Rome, April 19. - The Minister of 
Foreign Affairs has received a tele­
gram from the Italian Consul at Aden 
stating that the son of the Sultan 
Jussttf -Ali. of Obhia. who had arrived 
there, reporter! a battle with the ad­
herents of the Mullah all hour and 
u half's journey from Obbia.

The Dervishes had entered the 
Sultanate ami killed 41 men, 28 wo­
men and 31 children, and carried off 
3.600 head of cattle. They were 1,050 
strong, and 500 of them were ovmril 
with rifles.

The Sultan Jusauf Ali. of Obbia. sent 
50<i men. armed with rifles and 300. 
armed with lances, against them. In the 
fight which ensued 12 of the Sultan's 
men were killed and 31 vvoijnded, wjiile 
the Dervishes had 90 killed.

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JEWELLED GALLEYS.
WILL BE RAISED FROM BOTTOM 

OF LAKE,MEHL

The Vessels Caligua Built Almost Intact 
—Built of Cedar and Adorned With 
Jewels—Have Lain in the Lake for 
Eighteen Centuries.

Rome, April 19.—After many years 
of discussion and delay one of the 

/most wonderful and precious relics of 
antiquity is about to be restored to 
the Romans, and incidentally to the 
whole world.

All who are interested in antiquities 
identified with the Eternal City have 
heard of the two galleys of Caligula, 
but none but a diver has ever seen 
them, as they are still submerged in 
the waters ot the picturesque 1-ake of 
Netni in the Alban Hills, near Rome. 
The historian Suetonius tells us that 
the Emperor Caligula squandered - in 
less than a year almost .‘1,000,000,000 
sesterces, or about $150,000,000, that 
had been left him by Tiberius.

Among other t hings, he const met ed 
galleys of cedar and adorned them with 
jewelled prows and sail» of purple silk, 
with reception rooms and bath rooms, 
and even miniature vineyards- and orch­
ards. The discovery of the two sunken 
galleys in Lake Nerni not only proved 
the veracity of Suetonius’ record, but 
is now about to present us with the 
roost precious archaeological treasures, 
inasmuch as these are the only hitherto 
discovered specimens of Roman nautical 
construction.

In the fifteenth century Cardinal 
Prospero Colonna, then the owner of 
Lake Xemi, employed Battista Alberti, 
the greatest architect of the period, to 
try to recover the two vessels which 
tradition said were sunk in the lake. 
,Hjs attempts to raise the vessels fail­
li. Marchi of Bologna also tried to 
recover the galleys. By the help of a 
diving bell he descended to the bottom 
of the lake and measured the gal leva, 
but that was all he accomplished.

In 1895 Signor Borghi, the learned 
antiquarian, obtained permission to 
make another attempt. He brought up 
several objects, among them wonder­
ful heads of anomals holding rings for 
anchoring in their mouths. At last 
the Minister of Public Instruction 
stopped what was really a piecemeal 
destruction of the galleys.

In Borghi's report it is stated that 
the two galley* are in the northwest 
part of the lake, one at twenty-two 
yards’ distance from the bank and the 
other fifty yards farther off; one mea­
suring seventy yards in length and 
twenty in width, and the other 
twenty-six yards in length and nine in 
widthf The "sides are irregular, and co­
vered with canva.®, kept adherent by a 
coating of pitch. Upon the cloth are 
folds of thin sheet lead, so doubled over 
as to be of great thickness, and fasten­
ed with copper nails. The most artistic 
parts of the vessel were naturally the 
decks, which were paved in mosaic por­
phyry and serpentine intermixed with 
colored glass.

With the exception of the injuries 
caused by the various attempts to re­
cover them, the Wo great ships are 
entire, and will probably hear the 
strain of being raised on cradles worked 
along an inclined plane to the shore.

WOMEN SURGEONS.

Quebec, April 19.—By the prema­
ture explosion of a dynamite mine in 
a rock cut on the Transcontinental 
Railway at Armagh, in the county of 
Bellechasse, about twenty miles be­
low Quebec, on the south shore, yes­
terday afternoon, nine men were in­
stantly killed and three badly injured.

Armagh lies back some twenty miles 
from St. Valier station, on the Inter­
colonial Railway, and only meagre de­
tails of the catastrophe have so far 
been received.

TRe names of the killed are as fol­
lows : Angus Campbell, of Iron Mines, 
N.S. ; A. Pinkstone, a native of Eng­
land; A. Bernard, of France; Alelard 
Morrissette, Wilfred Noel. Edouard 
Langlois, Onesime Gagnon, Emile 
Charette, all natives of Armagh, and 
Jos. Roy of St. Philemon, county of 
Bellechasse.

Many of the bodies of the unfor­
tunate men were badly mutilated, 
some of their limbs being torn off 
A Coroner’s inquest will be held to­
morrow.

Information concerning the acci­
dent reached Quebec late on Saturday 
afternoon from St. Valier. hut partic­
ulars were hard to obtain. Of the 
six French-Canadians who met death 
in the explosion one. Emile Char­
ette, was married. A widow and large 
family survive him. Campbell was 
foreman of the party. His remains 
will be sent to New. Brunswick, of 
the three injured two are not serious­
ly and one had a broken leg: Details 
as to the cause of the disaster are 
but meagre, but it is supposed to have 
been due to a premature blast. A 
gloom has been cast over the commun­
ity by the terrible occurrence, which 
is" one of the "worst in the history 
of the county. The scene of the ex­
plosion was at the railway construc­
tion camp of Messrs. Murdock Bros., 
at St. Cage ta n I)'Armagh, Bellechasse 
county.

Effect of Its Adoption Has Been Most 
Effectual.

London, April 19.—There was an epi­
demic of crimes of violence in Wales dur­
ing the late winter, with the result that, 
at the recent Assizes, severe sentences 
of imprisonment were coupled with or­
ders for the infliction of from a dozen 
to twenty-five blows from the cat. This 
deterrent weapon of .the law is seldom 
resorted to by English judges oxoeijt’ 
where a community has lx*m terrorized 
by a scries of outrageous robberies with 
violence, and it has never failed to put 
iln effectual stop to the operations of 

I such gangs of ruffians.
This class of criminals dread a 

dozen stroke* of the eat-o’-nine-tails 
far more than five years of penal 
servitude. The cringing terror with 
which the convicted garroter always 
hears such a sentence is always proof 
of its complete efficacy. The soft­
hearted humanitarians who. abound in 
this country are shocked by the use 
of such brutal methods, and the 
newspapers during the last fortnight 
have been flooded with letters of pro­
test. Their arguments had no effect 
upon the judiciary, for the sentences 
to the cat continue to be pronounced 
by the judges of the King's Bench, 
who, at least, base their judgment on 
better practical knowledge than the 
protestants poese-ss. It is perhaps 
sufficient comment to say that violent 
crimes in Wales have entirely ceased.

toQuestion Arises of Their Admission 
Royal College.

New York. April 19.—The Sun has 
received the following cable despatch 
from London The much-agitated 
question of the admission of women 
to the Royal College of Surgeons will 
be decided by a ballot among the 
members. A circular has been issued 
by the council requesting a reply to 
the following questions :—“Is it desir­
able that women be admitted by ex­
amination as members of the college?

QUEBEC PROGRAMME
PRINCE OF WALES TO ARRIVE ON 

I JULY as.

Will Be Received by the British At­
lantic Fleet— Brilliant Staff Will 

Accompany Him—The Fetes at the 
Ancient City.

London, A.pril 20.—Arrangements have 
been completed for the visit of the 
Prince of Wales to Quebec in July to at­
tend the tercentenary celebrations and 
inaugurate the monument on the 
Plains of Abraham to Wolfe and Mont­
calm and the men who fought under 
them for possession of what is now 
the Dominion of Canada. The Prince 
will cross the Atlantic on a fast cruiser, 
probably the Minotaur, which will be 
accompanied by another cruiser as an 
escort. He will leave Portsmouth on 
July 16th, and reach Quebec on the 23rd.

The British Atlantic fleet will go over 
in advance of the Minotaur and her 
escort to take part in the celebration 
and give a fitting welcome to the heir 
to the throne. His Royal Highness 
will be accompanied by a brilliant staff, 
so that none of the pomp and ceremony 
of the British court will be missing. 
Among the staff will "'be Nir Francis 
Hopwood, permanent Vnder-Seeretary 
for the Colonies. French and Ameri­
can squadrons also will be at Quebec, 
and invitations have been sent to 
France and to all the colonies to send 
delegations to take part in the celebra­
tion.
