Late Ovurnace on Tie Westery RaiLroan,

the ears off the track, and in the eusuing eonfo-
sion, natural to a great disaster, to rob the express
car of twenty-one kecs of specie, which was i
the cars of Adams & Co.’s express, and intended
1o be shipped by yes'erday’s Euglish steamer,
The kegs eom-innf about $800,000 in gold, and
were guarded by Messrs. Juhn Hoey and A. A,
Hobart, Express Messengers of Adame & Co
Mr. Hoey gives the following account of the dis-
aster i—

* The train was about two miles beyond Wor-
cester, going at the usuval rapid rate, when the
engineer, Mr. Fenno, suddenly discovered an ob-
strectior. in his path, cunsisting of some five or
six large stones, which after the rails had been
pried up, had been placed undernesth in such a
way as to render it impossible for a coming train
jto escape being thrown from the track. Mr.
{ Fenno did not see the obstiruction in season to
blow his alarm whistle, but he immediately re-
versed the epgine, and in that way prevented
some of the force of the blow. Asit was, the crash
was terrible, and was distinetly heard at Worces-
ter, two miles disiant, so that: a_meseenger in-
stantly started for the scene of the disaster.

Where the engine, Olympus, stiuck the obstruc-
tion, it was with the baggage car and all the
passenger cars, thrown from the track, which was
torn up seversl hundred feet. The engine
ploughed along for some distance and was finall
thrown sideways into a ditoh, the engineer hold-
ing on, 10 the last moment ; he escaped with some

severe cuts. The fiseman was also badly bruised.
