Dover, N. H., November 12.—Joseph 
E. Kelley broke down and wept last 
night for the first time since his trial be­
gan. This was at the close of the day’s 
session, which had been taken up by the 
court in hearing Kelley’s family and ac­
quaintances, and the three insanity ex­
perts, employed by the defence to testify 
in his behalf to establish proof of his in­
sanity.

Counsel Ryan turned to Kelley the 
moment the people started to go and 
said: “Well, Joe, you’re free from the 
devil. He has excused you.”

Joe gave a quick glance toward Mr. 
Ryan and began to cry. His eyes 
were suffused with tears, which were evi­
dently tears of joy.

Michael Kelley, Joe’s father, told of 
his son’s uncontrollable passion to steal 
and of his exceedingly strange doings 
when a boy at home. Edward E. Land 
stated that Kelley told him a year ago 
that he began running a hotel at Hat-ps- 
well, Me., but found that the devil was 
against him and so gave it up.

The most important testimony was 
that of Drs. Bancroft, Waterman and 
Gordon, who said that Kelley was a per­
son of very limited responsibility, that 
he undoubtedly believed he had a con­
tract with the devil, and although in- 
saue, was incapable of "carrying out a 
scheme to rob and murder, just as a child 
is capable of devising plane to get what 
it desires. Dr. Bancroft considered him 
incurable, and believed he should be con­
fined in an institution for insane crimin­
als. The State put on,one witness in re­
buttal. The MontreaTwitnesses left for 
his hoirie yestetday afternoon.

KELLEY FOUND GUILTY.
At ten o’clock this morning Joseph E. 

Falley was found guilty of murder in the 
second degree, and was sentenced by 
Chief Justice Carpenter to thirty years at 
hard labor in the State prison at Con­
cord.

When the Court came in at 9 o’clock 
this morning, the State introduced fur­
ther expert testimony in rebuttal put in 
by the defence as to the insanity of the 
prisoner, but without exception the wit­
nesses expressed the opinion that Kelley 
was a person of limited responsibility. 
Some went further than that and consid­
ered him to be insane to the extent of 
being unable to resist impulses. Wit 
nesses were also put on by the defence. 
Dr. George F. Kelley, of Boston, did not 
think Kelley was feigning insanity. His 
mental development was no greater than 
that of a child. Dr. Walter Channing, 
of Boston, said that Kelley eonld not 
help stealing. He had been known *> 
steal many things that were of no use to 
him. He said Kelley had tried to feel 
sorry for his crime, but could not do so.

Five witnesses in all were examined.
That Kelley is a confirmed maniac, the 

bulk of the testimony went to show.
No arguments were submitted by the 

opposing counsel.
After a recess of fifteen minutes the 

judges came in and rendered their deci­
sion.

Kelley received his sentence-without a 
show of feeling.

Engineer's Strike.

Society of Engineers, it will be found 
that the combatants are disposed to end 
the dispute.

Indication of the 
weakness to which 'the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers has been reduced, is 
that it has applied for admission into the 
Federated Trades Union.

The Mahchester cotton operatives have 
consented to submit the questions in dis­
pute between themselves and their em­
ployers to arbitration.

Against Bolivia.

Valparaiso, Chilli, Nov. 12.—Infor­
mation from official sources is to the ef­
fect that the plan for a Dreibund, of 
Chilli, Peru, Argentina, is in existence^ 
which, if adopted by the three goverir- 
ments, will wipe ‘ Bolivia off the Seuth 
American map. Chili,. Peru, Argentina, 
dividing her territory; Chili and Peru 
have become entangled with Bolivie. 
What the result will be no one can tell. 
On the best authority it is stated that 
Signor Salinas, Chili’s Minister to Snore, 
Bolivia has gone to Santiago de Chili to 
confer with the Government on the situ­
ation. ,The Government flatly denies 
that he will rot return to Sucre, though 
there are grave fears that he will be mur­
dered if be does retarh, as the feeling 
there against Chili is intense. In the 
clubs, cafes, at social gatherings, every­
where in Bolivia, one hears Chili talked 
of as a faithless, disloyal nation. The 
plan is to bring about war with Bolivia. 
For Peru’s assistance Chili promises to 
return to Peru the provinces of Tacua 
and Alien, without putting the question 
to a popular vote or demanding of Peru 
the rausoin as provided in the Ancon 
treaty. Chili is also prepared to furnish 
Peru with all necessary arms and muni­
tions to carry on the war with Bolivia. 
In this connection the Deibnnd against 
Bolivia is being considered. Argentina, 
it is said, will be invited into the alliance 
to give strength to the movement. /

“I hope I haven’t disturbed yeu, part­
ner,” he said apologetically, “but it was 
chilly, and I hadn’t any matches, and I'm 
getting old, getting old.”

He murmured the last words to him­
self.

“That’s all right, sonny," I answered. 
“You’re welcome to so much.”

“I was going to borrow a lighted stick 
and make a fire for myself. I’ve scraped 
up some wood just yonder.’’

And the old chap rose. He was long 
and haggard, with the bowed shoulders 
ot ancient and continued toil. He walk­
ed as though greatly fatigued. He came 
back in a minute with hie arms full of 
sticks, and putting some of them on the 
embers, he sat down agam.

All the men about the 
country said I waa a hard, bard man, but 
I didn’t think I waa. Perhaps I made 
ethers work, but didn't I work myself? 
Hadn’t I worked in Iowa for llOsmenth 
and in Oregon for $20 all these years be­

fore I went down south to San Diego and 
pit my money into this fruit ranch? Of 
course I had. Oh, but not so hard as I 
worked there when I worked for a 1 place 
to bring my wife and child to from the 
east because I wanted them bad, and she 
hadn’t been used to rough it, for she 
hadn’t been used to ro ugh it, for she was 
daughter to a locomotive engineer in 
Minnesota, and her mother had a farm, 
the only one for miles without a mort­
gage on it. I've read of folks saying how 
lucky farmers were in the United States 
because they mostly don’t pay rent. No 
but they pay interest, as I know.

“But, as I was telling, I worked for 
five years on my ranch, and then things 
was in shape. I seed the trees grow that 
I’d planted and my heart was in it all, 
and every orange and every pear or grape 
was part of it. They was all my children. 
And perhaps, partner you never owned 
no land. But even so you’ve travelled 
and the big desire has come over you to 
settle down and put you’re feet deep in a 
bit of God’a broad, good earth, saying, 
“This is my little share, given me to 
make it fruitful," for a man has, so to 
speak—and I’ve though it out often—two 
wives, a woman aud a bit of earth. But 
when a man takes a whole country or.half 
a state it ain’t aocerding to my morality. 
It seems wicked, for there’s fine men 
with none, and their strength is naught. 
They have no children out of the earth.”

He dropped his pipe and stood up, and 
now he seemed to forget me, speaking to 
the sir and the broad lands of that .beau­
tiful valley and the everlasting hills.

“But when five years was past and 
done I had the house in shape and the 
trees were full of fruit and the young or­
chard promising, and then I sent for 
Carrie and the child. So I had my good 
wife and the baBy as was no baby now, 
but a growing girl as a fine , young tree. 
For them I worked harder, and I was al­
ways level, if not more. Sometimes it 
was a real bit more, but of course the in­
terest of the mortgage was heavy. And 
may the inventors of such be accursed, 
even as I am!'

“For, though a man without leeches 
sucking his blood may abide a bad,season 
according to his strength and wait for the 
good return, which is God’g gift to them 
as can endure his chastisement, it is net 
so when he works one hour for himself 
and ten for a sucking spider in a web of 
law in a city office. And a bad season 
came and I was behind my bond with the 
spider and on the added interest he took 
ten more per cent. To each dollar added 
to his account he added more till no good 
season could straiguten me out again, and 
every bright day was heavy with clouds 
for me, an<jl my best hope was dried up, 
like a tree dying with the scale.

“And now after five mere years the 
time came when my wife’s very keep, for 
she wasn’t as strong as some, and the two 
girls, for there was another, seemed too 
much. I thought perhaps if she went 
back east again I could hire a man or a 
boy and get straight again, aud I sent her 
back with money as I borrowed $100 
only, but they cost me $10 a each year.

“And I lived God knows how, for I 
don’t, because the long days was a bad 
dream, I felt that lonely. I was sorry 
at times that I’d ever come on land that 
the law called my own. But I hankered 
after it and the smell of it. And time 
and time again I dreamed it was all my 
own and free of interest, and I woke up 
crying tears of joy in a joyless house that 
wasn't mine. And the trees that seemed 
to know toe were my children, and now 
when I walk I seethe sun in the orange 
grove and smell the smell of the white 
blossoms, and my heart is sick with de­
sire. But there aren’t many trees there 
now.

“Perhaps there might have been if it 
hadn’t been that the old lawyer as lent 
the young lawyer money to lend'to me on 
the land I’d made came up to take a look 
at the land as was mostly his. And that 
is why I say I wanted once to cut a man’s 
throat, for when I showed him round 
and|was civil to him and spoke him fair I 
could have caught him by his fat throat 
and got him down and chocked him, for 
he’d never really worked and he vas fat 
and soft, with a heavy jowl, and his 
father had been a railroad man with lots 
of money. And this man, he says to 
me, but yet more to himself, ‘If so be 
there was a good house built, it would be 
a lovely place.’ And then he took a 
drink of wine and rode away in his buggy 
going soft and comfortable.

I Vent back mad to prune vines and 
scrape off scale and see to things just as 
if I was a hired man, with all the little 
profits leaking out and coming up in a 
spring in a town office with a gang of 
uncivil boys in it, learning the devil’s 
work.

“That night as I laid in bed I knowed
as well as if I heard him say it that if I
was a dollar behind I’d be squeezed out 
even before the clause that gave ’em 
power to foreclose unless the hull princi­
ple came in force, for they that drew the 
mortgage knew hew to draw it, and I 
signed it like an innocent, for the money 
I wanted was honey on a bear trap, and 
they had me tight.

“And of course, as is the nature of 
things, once in so many years there came 
a bad season, frost and a big wind that 
nipped me and drove me out like chaff. 
And I walked among my planted trees, 
and on the earth I turned over for years 
to give it the sun and air, and I was mad, 
for I heard the trees speak and the wind 
10 the orange grove was like a voice. And 
I went in and gave the hired man his

money and told him to go quick. And he 
ran, for he was afraid arid said things of 
me in town. Bnt I was glad the wife 
and the ohildren were away, because just 
then I read in a eastern paper Low a 
ruined man had killed his own' wifi and 
children, and I knew well how it hap­
pened.

“I feared to go for my letter because 
I was behind and couldn’t get up with 
these spiders. And so the notice of fore­
closure came. And that day I neither 
worked nor ate, but I sat in the house 
thinking of the dead man in New York 
that had* killed his own. I wondered 
how it was in the dark working of things 
that such was allowed, and here was all 
my years of sober, heavy work going over 
to a man who sat and cried out kindly 
that he would help them that wanted it, 
and not be hard. And he gave money to 
churches and was praised in the San Di­
ego paper that he owned shares in till his 
name was spoken of in San Francisco, 
and some said he should be a senator.

“And the day passed, and it was noon, 
and then I went out and saw the sun get 
behind the orange trees that I had seen 
grow, and it was very beautiful. But my 
heart was dried up. I only felt like a 
man accursed, aud a devil and a sinner 
not to be forgiven. And I took my axe 
and sharpened it till I could shave a big 
slice of horn off the palm of my hand, 
just i e sun was like blood on the 
foothills west of me. And God’s light 
went wholly out of me. I took the axe 
into my orange grove, and I destroyed 
all the trees. Some I cut down and some 
I barked, and the young olives I destroy­
ed and what I could of the vineyard. 
For I worked all night by the light of 
the moon till the dawn came, but even 
then I was not tired—no, nor did I feel 
as if I had done aught to tire me. And 
when the dawn came ujf I fired my house 
and the stable I had built, and I took my 
horse out, which I had trained and brok­
en, but which was no longer mine.

“Then I put on my hat and walked ip 
into the hills for fear folks should come, 
for folks who had not harmed me I did 
not want -o harm, though I did not love 
them any more than I loved my wife and 
girls in the east. And I knew if I met a 
man and had the axe in my hand I should 
kill him.

“And I walked for three days, so far 
as I know, without food, and when I 
came to myself I was far away.

Broiling Steak.

The ideal way of cooking steak is to 
broil it over a bright, clear bed of coals, 
turning it quickly and often, and cooking 
it till the dull, dark red hue of rawness 
turns to a bright rich red, all through. 
Such meat is not “raw,” as the ignorant 
suppose; it is well cooked, but not over­
done. An overdone steak is dark all 
through, and has been made indigestible 
by the hardening of its fibeis by the ever 
application of heat. If steak “doesn’t 
agree with you,” ten chanees to one it is 
because it is cooked to death.

When a broiler and hot coals are not - 
at hand, don’t be afraid to heat an un­
greased spider “good and hot," and lay 
the meat in it. The heat will crisp the 
outside almost instantly; turn it over 
quickly and sear the other ' side. Keep 
turning in the same way till it is done. 
Never let it cook long enough so that the 
juices of the meat separate and form on 
the surface that is uppermost; they 
should be cooked in, not out. No butter 
or salt till the cooking is completed; then 
transfer to a hot platter, spread with 
butter and salt to taste. Only the beet 
of butter should be used upon it. One 
needs to give her undivided attention to 
the proper cooking of a steak.

Rise up yi Women that are at Base

THE DOMINION W. C. T. U.
(Continued)

Mrs.Barry Lake of St. Louis, the most 
eloquent Irishwoman of her generation 
whose address of welcome to the Nation­
al W. C. T. U. Convention in St.' Louis 
last autumn was the event of the occa­
sion, will be at the World’s Convention 
in Toronto as a fraternal delegate from 
the Catholic Total Abstinence Society of 
the United States. Mrs. Lake is one of 
the Vice-Presidents of this Society, 
which is doing a grand and noble work, 
and has already nearly one hundred 
thousand members. Mrs. Barry Lake 
is to respond to the toast of “Fraternal 
Delegates” at the banquet on Friday 
evening in the Pavilion.

The Treasurer’s statement showed the 
receipts for the year to have been 81,645, 
and the amount on hand 8721.

The Secretary reported that there are 
now 447 local, 47 county and 3 district 
unions, with a total membership of 10,- 
101, a gain of 1,712 this year; 6,720 
meetings were held, and 1,376 pledges 
signed; 501,730 pages of literature were 
distributed; 47 members had died during 
the year.

HOMES FOB TO UNO OFFENDERS.
After Thursday’s consecration meeting, 

which lasted an hour, Mrs. Rutherford 
introduced to the W. C. T. U. delegates 
the officers who were to present the re­
ports of the committees on parlor meet­
ings, kitchen garden, railway employees, 
Woman’s Journal and temperance gro­
cery work. Dr. Yeomans, in reporting 
•n the work of the prisons and jails de­
partment, advocated a home for boys not 
yet criminal. Such a home, she said, is 
a pressing need in Manitoba today. Ine­
briate homes for confirmed drunkards, 
the appointment of police matrons in 
cities, and women to travel with women 
prisoners, women doctors to attend their 
sex in asylums, the establishment of 
homes for the aged poor, the careful 
grading of prisoners, were Dr. Yeomans’ 
recommendations. In addition she asks 
that the government be urged to give the 
W. C. T. U. the freest access to all pris­
ons. - ,

Only in Ontario has any kitchen gar­
den work been done. Two classes have 
been held in Toronto, little girls without 
home opportunities having been taught 
housekeeping and having given the unions 
much satisfaction by their eagerness to 
learn.

The Woman’s Journal, known as the 
W. C. T. U. organ, was spoken of by the 
editor, Mrs. Scott, and the President 
urged upon all delegates to promote the 
interests of the paper.

LIQUOR-SELLING GROCERS.
There was an animated discussion of 

report on temiierance grocery work read 
by Miss Dougall, of Montreal. She re­
ported that much progress has been made 
in inducing women not to buy groceries 
from men who sell alcohol. ' Some mem­
bers, however, could not be persuaded; 
she had been told of one case where a 
white ribhoner claimed to have saved 836 
a year by dealing at such a store. Sever­
al of the delegates expressed their indig­
nation at such conduct, Mrs. Ruther­
ford explained to a questioner that gro­
cery and liquor stores were separated by 
law in Ontario, although sometimes they 
were under one roof. A Hamilton dele­
gate said the separation was imaginary, 
while one from Belleville said the stores 
must be on different streets. Another 
said some members of the W. C. T. U. 
were disgracing the society. They should 
be consistent. Another would tear the 
white ribbon from the breast of any ene 
dealing with liquor sellers. A Halifax 
woman said ahe had been obliged to give 
up her best milliner because that person 
dealt,with a grocer who sold liquor, an 
act which Mrs. Rutherford said consti­
tuted a real sacrifice. The question of 
boycotting was also mentioned with re­
ference to grocers selling cigars. One 
delegate protested against the boycott al­
together..

AFTERNOON SESSION.

At the afternoon session the^addrees 
from the Iceland W. C. T. U^to the 
World’s Convention was displayed. The 
translation of the address was as follows: 
—“The W. C. T. U. of Iceland send the 
greeting of God and their own to the In­
ternational W. C. T. U. Convention of 
Toronto. It gives us strength in our 
struggle to know that we are a division, 
though a small one, in an invincible army 
of good and noble women of the whole 
world fighting for the moral 'improve­
ment of mankind. It is a heartfelt joy 
for us that our President is able to at­
tend your convention^ and we hope she 
will express our wishes and our sympa­
thy. W e pray to God to bless this con­
vention and all the work of the W. C. T. 
U. as we ask his blessings for our own 
efforts; hoping that we shall not be hind­
most though we are few. Reykjavik, 14 
August, 1897. (Signed) Kristin Ernars- 
dotter, Vice-President; Martha Peturs- 
dotter, Secretary.”

The engrossing of the address was 
beautifully executed. Above the text 
was a brown eagle with extended pinions, 
bearing aloft the rising sun of the W. 
C. T. U., and grasping in its yellow tal­
ons the white ribbon emblem of the or­
ganization.

Mrs. Ure, Montreal, read the report of 
the department on press and the official 
reporter of the The Union Signal. The 
report recognized the services of the 
press ef Canada, especially that of Toron­
to, in assisting the union in the propaga­
tion of its principles. The greater por­
tion of the papers and articles supplied to 
the 187 newspapers of Canada, which 
have signified their willingness to print 
such matter, has been original, and the 
Superintendent reported with gratitude 
a change from passive to an active inter­
est on the part of the editors in the work 
of tie W. C. T. U., probably arising from 
the fact that the papers and article fur­
nished have been to a very large extent 
upon live topics, such as the plebiscite. 
The report of the reporter for the Union 
Signal showed that there are quite a large 
number of subscribers in Canada for this 
paper and the hope was earnestly expres­
sed that the time is near when there 
would be some reciprocity in the support 
of the official organs shbwn, and that the 
organ of the W. C. T. U. in Canada 
would find its way across the lines into 
the United States. The report was re­
ceived with applause.

VISITORS INTRODUCED. '
At this stage of the proceedings a 

pleasant variation to the proceeding was 
given by the President, Mrs. Rutherford 
who rose, and taking by the hand a lady 
who stood beside her, said:—Ladies, I 
"suppose youknow; it is not necessary 
to introduce Miss Slack, Secretary of the 
world’s W. C. T. U.

Miss Slack, who was received with the 
Chautauqua salute, said:—Madam Presi­
dent aqd ladies—You cannot know how 
delighted I am tv be in Canada again, in 
what we regard to be the prettiest spot 
of the British Empire outside England.

Mrs. L. M. N. Stevens of Portland, 
Me., was also introduced by Madame 
President aud welcomed with the Cha- 
tauqua salute. She briefly expressed 
her thanks, saying “Wo were told that 
we were to be seen just a minute, but 
not to be heard at all.. But I must' say 
I am so very glad to see you all, I have 
been admiring from the rear, and do now 
from the piatfonn, your beautiful decora­
tions and I am glad to see you have the 
World above us all."

Miss Tilley read the report of the work

A New Egg Preservative.

Mr. Boumouf recommends in a French 
journal the following method of preserv­
ing eggs: Dissolve in two-thirds of warm 
«live oil one-third of beeswax and cover 
each egg completely with a thin layer of 
this pomade with the end of the finger. 
The egg shell by degrees absorbs the oil 
and each of the pores becomes filled with 
the wax, which hermetrically seals them. 
M. Boumouf affirms that he has eaten 
eggs kept two years in this manner in a 
place not exposed to too great extremes 
of temperature. . He thiuks also that the 
germ may in this way be preserved for a 
considerable time. -

AVhen the fashion 
was really in vogue such cartoons were 
printed us one r, pr< settling the wife ( f 
a fanner sitting on a loud of hay in 
the rain, covering the top of the . load 
with her skirt, thus preventing the rain 
from injuring it. Another represented 
a man in h s scat at the theatre sur­
rounded by ladies wearing large skirt*. 
Great bi'.lows of skirts ingulfed the un­
fortunate man to his chin. In another 
cartoon thirteen l.nrglms were discover­
ed secreted inside of a skirt hanging in 
an attic.

In these early days of the art the dude 
and chappie were in evidence and child­
ren were constnnQv brought into action. 
One paper constructed a rear view of a 
dude from a fish vertebrae, with an or­
dinary cooking p»t for a hat. the top of 
a toadstool for his cloaked bedy, and 
two bt oomstrek. for legs. A remarkable 
trait of the children of the old i-kes was 
the'r wonderfully correct sp-ech.

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EDITORIAL NOTES.

A floating dry dock, built in England 
and spacious enough to accommodate 
large ironclads, arrived W Havana on 
Sunday having been towed out.

Hon. Mr. Sifton will recommend tint 
instead of reserving alternate claims in 
the Yukon gold fields the government 
shall reserve claims in blocks of ten; that 
the size of claims be increased from 100 
to 150 feet, and that the cost-of working 
claims be exempt from royalty.

Hon. James Mitchell was sworn into 
the office of Solicitor General at St. 
Stephen on afternoon Nov. 5, the oaths 
of office being administered at his resi­
dence. Those present at the ceremony 
included Governor McLellan, Attorney 
General White, Surveyor General Dunn 
and R. W. L. Tibbitts, Deputy Provin­
cial Secretary. Mr. Mitchell’s health is 
not improved.

The Spanish cabinet council has ap­
proved the proposal of political anmesty 
for Cuba and the Philippines. The gov­
ernment denies that the action to be 
taken with regard to the remarks made 
by Gen. Weyler to the deputations that 
waited upon him shortly before he left 
Havana is the result of any suggestion en 
the subject received from Washington.

An exchange says, “Pick out a morn­
ing next winter, when the mercury is be­
low zero, shoulder a pick, and go into 
the woods before breakfast, dig a hole 
sixteen feet deep; come back to the 
house at night and eat a small piece of 
stewed buffalo robe, and sleep in the 
woodshed.

A great gold strike has been made on 
Upper Sag Creek, wear Butte, Montana, 
A ledge exténding for many miles and 
the quartz running $100 to the ton has 
been discovered, and the people in that 
part of the state are wild with excite­
ment. Another report of the discovery 
of a rich placer degosit was brought from 
Elk City, Idaho, where Judge Lindsay 
and other Butte parties have been inter­
ested in mining. A $10,000 clean up has 
just been made and the -eposits are said 
to be richer than anything yet discovered 
in that state.

Sheep shearing by electricity is suc­
cessively carried out at G reat Fall, Mon. 
one of the largest wool-shipping points in 
the northwest The shears used are 
much like horse-clipping machines and 
power is transmitted to the shears from a 
nearby street railway power house. The 
installation is that of the simplest pos­
sible description. A street railway motor 
was taken from one of the cars, and the 
amature pinion was replaced by a small 
pulley, which was belted to the main 
overhead shaft. Power was transmitted 
to the shears through universal joints.

Foreign News and Notes.

Reports from England seem to indi­
cate that Lord Salisbury is loosing the 
confidence of the people, Various ru­
mors have been sent out in regard to his 
wishing tu resign one or all of his public 
positions. But these rumqrs have been 
almost immediately denied. r

It would seem as if • the Conservatives 
were making unusual efforts tp strengthen 
their positions. In one evening three of 
their heary batteries opened fire in de­
fense or explanation of their foreign and 
domestic policies. Arthur J. Balflour, 
the First Lord of the Treasury spoke at 
Norwich. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer spoke 
at Sheffield, and Joseph Chamberlain, 
Secretary of State for the Colonies spoke 
at Glasgow.

Mr. Chamberlain defended the general 
policy of the Government. Sir Michael 
Hicka-Beach advocated and explained 
the’proposed increase of the army. Mr. 
Balflour advocated the id#a of the unity 
of the British Empire.

The bye-election recently held in the 
Middleton Division of Southwest Lan­
cashire was won by the Liberal candidate 
Mr. James Duckworth. His Conserva­
tive opponent was IVfr. Wm.'.Mitchell.

Just why the Soudan campaign had 
been ended, ,we have not been informed. 
The newspaper correspondents who Were 
with the AngJo-Egyptian army have re­
turned having been notified that no fur­
ther steps will be taken against the der­
vishes.

The Prince of Wales was recently sued 
in the Lord Mayors Court, in London, by 
> man named Hinds. The Prince asw 
accused of receiving £60,000 that did not 
belong to him. The money was said to 
have been paid to him by the late Under 
Sheriff Croll, who was the liquidator of 
the United Kingdom Electric Telegraph 
Company. Thè>action was dismissed.

The Prince of Wales recently sold his 
famous racing cutter Britannia. The 
boat was bought by Sir Maurice Gitz- 
Gerald, who refuses to state how much 
he [laid for it.

A report, which has since turned out
to be untrue, was circulated en the Lon­
don Stock Exchange, to the effect that 
Cecil Rhodes, the South Africau magnate, 
had died. It is supposed that the report 
was started in order to depress South 
African securities. The fact is, that he 
has almost recovered from his recent ill­
ness and folly expected to be present at 
the opening of the Buluwayo Railroad in 
South Africa.

The opening of this latest addition to 
the Cape Government railway system was 
an event of great interest. It is a con­
tinuation northward of the line from 
Kimberly in the Orange Free State It 
makes a continuous line from Cape Town 
to Buluwayo. When the last section has 
been completed it will reach the Zambesi 
river, propably at a point near the Vic­
toria Falls. • ,

-It will be remembered that in May, 
1895, the French sent a military force to 
the island of Madagascar to enforce their 
claims in the country. The expedition, 
although wretchedly managed, was a 
success, and Queen Ranavaloua and her 
people were forced to acknowledge the 
French as their masters. In 1896 the is­
land became a French possession and it 
and its dependencies were declared a 
French colony.

Some of the natives refused to recog­
nize any protectorate and at favorable 
moments have endeavored to shake off 
the French yoke.

A cable from Paris announces that a 
serious uprising among the natives, 
against the French, has taken plàpe. The 
rebels are reported to be well armed and 
drilled. They are scouring ttie island, 
cutting off detached commands of their 
invaders.

The latest reports received iu regard to 
the disturbance in West Africa, between 
the English and French, are to the effect 
that the latter have recalled their troops
that occupied Saki in the 'disputed pos­
sessions. The French troops were with­
drawn upon the arrival" of the British 
force near Saki.

When the troops hinder Sir William 
Lockhart began their advance against the 
tribes who had risen in revolt on the In­
dian froptier, the Afridis appealed tp the 
Afridis Appealed to the Ameur of Afghan­
istan for help. He refused their de­
mand.

The Orakzals have sued for peace; but 
but the Afridis have not yet had enough 
English bayonets tickle their skins to 
compel them to come to terras. They 
have again appealed for help to the 
Ameer.

As no authentic information has been 
received of the whereabouts or safety of 
Dr. Andree, the Arctic explorer, a relief 
expedition will be sent out from Norway, 
which will endeavor to rescue him. The 
Sweedish Government offered to pay half 
the expense, but Norway has declined 
the offer.

Of the South American countries, Bra­
zil is the latest one that has contributed 
excitement.

An attempt was lately made to shoot 
Ler president, Dr. Prudente Jose de 
Moraes Barrels. Had the attempt been 
successful, it would have ended the life 
of the first Brazilian President who -was 
elected by a popular vote.

In 1822, Brazil, under Dem Pedro, 
eldest son of King Joao VI of Portugal, 
was declared free. In 1831, Dom 
Pedro abdicated the crown in 
favor of his son Dom Pedro II. 
In 1889 a revolution broke out and 
he was dethroned, his family ex­
iled, and the country became the United 
States of Brazil. Its first President was 
Gen. Fonseca. The population of Brazil 
is about 17,000,000. . -

Pres. Barros was shot at by a soldier 
of the Tenth Battalion. He fired at the 
President, using a pistol, just as Barros 
was landing at the Marine Arsenal. In 
trying to disarm the soldier, the Presi­
dent’s nephew was slightly wounded, and 
Gen. Betancourt, Minister of war, who 
assisted him, was mortally stabbed by 
the soldier.

Two German missionaries have been 
murdered by Chinese in the Southern 
part of the Chinese province of Shang- 
Tung.

A Brazilian Sensation,.

New York, Nov. ll.—A despatch to 
the Herald from Rie Janeiro says: Sen­
ator Viera, one of the government sup­
porters in tne Brazilian senate, declared 
in an open session that the opposition 
had predicted the death of President 
Moraes before Nov. 9.

Some Quaint Folk Lore About-Old-Time 
ioot Coverings.

The Elizabethan shoe was a really 
artistic all,ur, and, when powdeied wnh 
gems uuu worn on the foot vt a tiiuuey 
or a Raleigh, was a thing to look upon. 
When Leicester receded his Queen at 
Kvnuworih he wore shoes of wuite vel­
vet. The-Queen herself was a connois­
seur in shoes. The shoe hud uevelope*’ 
into the boot about the middle of ib 
hftveuth century, and in stout boots, 
with tops and spurs, Yorkists and Lan­
castrians rode against each other on 
many a bloody battle-held. Then boots 
were so heavy that their removal fell 
to the lot of squire or page, or any oth­
er attendant. After tile revolution (lttiS) 
the immense roses on shoes were re­
placed by buckles and large, wide 
strings. At first these buckles were not 
Unlike beans hi snap,, and size. Since 
that period the buckle has undergone 
every variety of form and dimensions, 
nod in the year 1777 buckles and but 
tons on the coat became so enormous 
that they gave birth to many ridiculous 
caricatures.

High-heeled boots were worn by ladies 
for three parts of the eighteenth cent ivy. 
They raised their fair wearers some 
inches, and rendered walking difficult 
and running out .of the question. Boots 
and shoes of all kinds have been worn 
in England; shoes made of leather, Wood, 
and reeds'; brass-bound, iron-bound, gold- 
bonnd: with wide, blunt toes, with nar­
row pointed toes a foot long, bnt the 
right shoe and the left shoe exactly the 
same shape. About fifty years ago a 
young surgeon lost his election as resi­
dent surgeon for a country infirmary, in 
spite of first-class testimonials because 
he wore button boots and a flat watch 
in his waistcoat pocket instead of his 
breeches fob. “Hsve yon seen Hay-bill T' 
asked Sir William Allen of David 
Bridges, a well-known character of a 
set, and a good, hearty follow. “Yes." 
“And how d’ye like him?’’ 'asked the 
other. "Why,” returned David, “there 
is a good deal o” gen'ns in the. toes of 
hie boots,” alluding to til* square >«es 
ho wore to avoid corns.—tient lemon’s 
Magazine.

Rules of living differ in the country 

ami in the city when- the vast number 
of strangers to be met with reguiates 
to a considerable extent one’s bcugvior. 
As in walking, a woman on a bicycle 
should be on a man’s right, that he may 
protect her. Should she dismount he 
should immediately follow suit, m* mat­
ter what the cause. This self-eimeut 
rule is too often neglected.

In overtaking anyone going through a 
narrow place or anywhere that danger 
lurks, the man should take the lead, but 
on the other hand, on an open road, 
where the path is narrow, the woman 
should lead, otherwise Uie man may set 
too fast a pace and tire lier out.

The corruption of Greek polities, the 
miserable personal struggles which have 
usurped the place of party government, 
the “spoils system” at its very worst, 
have had their natural effect and the 
Constitution is thoroughly discredited. 
The national vice of windy enthu»:asm 
for great ends, combined with unwilling­
ness ot perform the eolid labors by 
which alone these can be secured, has at 
last brought despair into the hearts of 
the best Greeks at home and abroad. \ 
friend writes me from Athens to-day 
that there is little sign of the national 
disgrace being taken to heart. Is it the 
end?—Henry Norman, in Scribners.

HANGED THAT HE MIGHT LIVE.

Peculiar Surgical Operation Performed 
in a California Hospital.

A very delicate and extremely rare 
surgical operation has been performed 
successfully at the French hospital in 
this idly upon C. Hoffman, a young Ger­
man farmer. By it not only his life has 
been saved, but he is on the e.eedy way 
to the recovery of health. Hoirumn was 
employed on a farm near Knight’s 
Ferry. During the latter part of July 
he fell backward off a wagon, striking 
the hard ground with the back of his 
teed, and fractured the third cervical 
vertebra, an injury which in nearly 
every case proved fuftah An examina­
tion by the physic-ans in the couutiy 
disclosed the seriouanew of the injury, 
and they gave it as their opinion tnat 
not one in a thousand ever c aid survive 
It. The frac.are prevented the moving 
of the Injured man’s heed in any direc­
tion. The sligh test attempt to move the 
head caused violent vomiting, brought 
on fainting «pells and. Impeded respira­
tion. The patient wa« given very lit "le 
nourishment with a spoon, and .had to 
be kept constantly in one positon. His 
frame wasted away,and yet lie lingered, 
suffering great agony.

Oh Aug. 11 he was brought to the 
French hospital in this c.ty, where the 
physicians decided upon an operation as 
the only poesiHe means of saving the 
life of the pailtuf. In the presence of 
the hospital house staff and a member of 
consulting phye cia.ua the operation was 
performed Aug. 16. An incision, was 
mode in the neck.exprsing the vertebrae, 
which showed the injury to the third 
process, the arch of wh en wue removed, 
ae was a portion of the second vertebra, 
thus removing the obstacle to the unre­
stricted’ motion of the head. “Hie Wound 
was c'oscd and an extension apparatus 
applied.

The patient rests on an inclined plane. 
The w-ie-ht of the body acts ae e counter 
extension to "the weight applied to the 
extension apparatus which h attached 
to thx head,, and the patient is virtually 
suspended by the ra ck until he shall t-e 
restore 1 1o health. The w< and has been 
drew? four Vines since the operation 
waa performed, and the patent « doing 
well. At the lost dressing Dr. Oscar .1. 
Mayer, the operating surgeon, was very 
sanguine that his patient wonld soon be 
restored to perfect health.—San Fran­
cisco Chronicle.
