Means More Liquor 
Through St. Joho

The already large shipments of 
liquor which pass through St. John 
during the winter months probably 
will be materially increased as a re­
sult of a Washington decision that 
further shipments of such goods 
through the United States for Cana 
dtan destinations cannot be permit­
ted under the Volstead tct. A Can 
adian Press despatch from Portland 
(Me), comments on the' situation, as 
follows :

"Shipments of i:quor In bond 
through this port from Europe to 
Canada will be stopped by the decis­
ion, announced at Washington today, 
that the shipment of liquor to one 
foreign country from another via the 
United States Is Illegal according to 
collector of customs Charles M. 
Sleeper. More than sixty thousand 
cases have been received here this 
winter and tranferred by rail to 
Montreal and other Canadian points."

As St. John Is the most convenient 
Canadian port tor winter shipments 
It is expected that large quantities of 
barreled and bottled goods will be 
diverted to this port.

$5,495,000 Less

Ottawa, Feb. 8—The January state­
ment of the finance department is^ 
sued tonight shows a decrease during 
the month of $5,493,000 in the net na­
tional debt. Revenue was about $5.- 
000,000 higher than in January of the 
previous year wiiile ordinary expen­
diture was over $5.000,000 lower.

During the two months revenue 
and expenditure were:

January, 1920—Ordinary revenue. 
$34.266,158; ordinary expenditure, 
$34.131,364.

January, 192.—Ordinary revenue, 
$39,480,892; ordinary expenditure, 
$28,346,349.

During the ten months closing with 
the end of January, ordinary revenue 
was $383,835,567 in comparison with 
an ordinary revenue of $288,230,911 
during the corresponding period of 
1919 20.

Ordinary expenditure during the 
same period was:

1920-21, $313,809,278; 1919-20. $271.- 
352,190.

Capital expenditure during the 
month was $2,507,9g0 as compared 
with $62.179,734, the capital expendi­
ture for January, 1920.. The decrease 
is, of course, due to reduction in war 
expenditure.

The net national debt now stands 
at $2.302,723,021.

Old Valentine Customs

The first use of drawings or mot­
toes with valentines is described in 
"Papys' Diary," which was written 
by an eccentric Englishman. The 
reference is entered under the date 
of February 14, 1667: "This morn­
ing," Mr. Pepys wrote, "there came 
up to my wife's bedside little Will 
Mercer to be her valentine. He 
brought her name writ* upon blue 
paper, in gold letters, done by him­
self very prettily.

I do first obser­
ve the drawing of mottoes as well 
as of names: so that Pierce who drew 
my wife's, d^ also draw a motto. 
Her motto wras, ‘Most courteous and 
fair,* which, as it may be used for an 
anagram upon each name, might bo 
very pretty."

Mission, a French writer who lived 
in London, told of the customs in his 
adopted land in a book which was 
written on or about 1698. He says

The only real surprise in 

the situation was the size of the ma­
jority of the Liberal candidate. There 

were certain things obvious from the 

time that five candidates were cer­

tain to be in the field. The farmers’ 
candidate, if the U. F. O. were to 
remain true to its determination, 
was bound to get the farmers’ vote 
practically intact. It only constitut­
ed about twenty-five per cent of the 
electorate, but a solid vote of a large 
faction is always a factor in elections 
The Labor candidate was almost sure 
to get the Labor unionists’ vote, 
which wiV in itself considerable. 
There were then three remaining 
candidates to divide up the unorganiz­
ed vote of the city of Peterborough, 
thç Liberal and two Conservatives.

ligious vote. There has been Xor 
years a sharp cleavage between the 

ultra Protestants and Roman Catlv 
olics, a most regrettable thing in it­
self. The former are represented 
largely In the back cohesions of 
the riding of OrangemeUT" It was 
thought that Mr. Durham might cap­
ture them as he had done formerly, but 
as farmers they stuck to their own 
candidtate who ran strong through­
out the rural districts^. On the other 
hand, the Roman Catholic vote, which 
is an important factor, went Liberal 
and accounts for Gordon's majority 
and gave him a lead which it was 
impossible to overcome by the co­
gency of argument on the tariff issue 
The Labor candidate, who was a 
Catholic, did not materially affect 
the Catholic vote given to Gordon.

We had thus left a situation which 
on the questions of the tariff and the 
popular mandate, left the city of 
Peterborough divided in its svmpath 
ies as among three candidates, all of 
whom declared themselves emphati 
cally for protection. Denne, the 
Government candidate, and Durham 
who polled a much bigger vote than 
even his friends anticipated, split the 
National Liberal Conservative vote 
between them and adding their votes 
together we would have had a sub 
stantial majority for Conj3.-* 'stive 
principles. In other words, If it had 
not been for Durham's candidature, 
the Government candidate would have 
won easily.

The one thing that stands out sig­

nificantly and prominently is that 

Protection won the day. It is the 

principle upon which the Govern­

ment, under the leadership of Mr. 

Meighen, stood definitely, and it is 

-he issue upon which the next gener­

al election must be fought. No ont 

except the farmer candidate, ran on 

a free trade platform, and the U. F. 
O. candidate ran rather as a U. F. 
O. than a free trader. The farmers 
of Peterborough would not have 
sacrificed their home market if free 
trade had been the real issue. As in 
East Elgin they were bound to their 
pledges'in their U. F. O. lodges to 
support their own candidate. So far 
as Protection being an issue, the Lib 
erals Candidate nursued not only an 
illogical but a very deceptive cam­
paign. He repudiated the Liberal 
platform of 1919, which he himself 
helped to frame and of which he pro­
fessed to be a supporter up intll the 
campaign opened. He was suppor­
ted by Mr. Fielding who above all 
others might be regarded is the 
proper man to speak on the fiscal 
questions of the day. The latter, 
despite the wording of the Liberal 
platform, said :—“You were not hurt 
by the Liberal platform framed prior 
to 1896. You need not fear the plat 
form of 1919. The tariff is not m 
danger. “Mr. Fielding advocated a 
union between the Liberals and *he 
farmers, who openly and unqualified­
ly advocate free trade, for the pur­
pose of defeating the Meighen Gov­
ernment, leaving the main issues, of 
the tariff and exchange, absolutely in 
the air.

There is no principle, except of 
expediency involved. It is two-faced 
and dishonest. It implies a total 
lack of principle. The Liberals have 
said solemnly in conclave in effect 
that they believe in free trade to an 
extent which would seriously affect 
every industry in West Peterbor­
ough, but in West Peterborough they 
declared that free trade was n«tf an 
issue and would not be If the Liber­
als came Into power.

Whatever may be the outcome, 
there can be no other conclusion than 
that, as in 1896, the avowred object is 
to deceive the electors. As among 
British Columbia, the Middle West 
Ontario, Quebec and the Maritime 
Provinces. The clear avowal is that 
it matters not what platforms of pol­
itical parties may declare, the sole 
object is to defeat the Government 
and to get into power. A declara­
tion of principles does not count, and 
as neither the Liberals pr the farm­
ers can hope to succeed by themsel­
ves they will unite, sink their differ­
ence and whatever principles may be 
involved and go to the polls with only 
Office id VlfiW. Promises, that Is 
patforms, are made to be broken. 
That is practically the attitude of 
the two parties opposed to the Gov. 
ernment. Or at least, it is the at­
titude the Liberals wish to be adop­
ted and it remains to be seen to what 
extent the farmer parties will con­
nive with them. As a matter of 
fact, in the circumstances, the re 
suit of the elections has no political 
significance as representing the will 
of the Electors of West Peterborough 
with his vote of over 4000 votes, the 
Liberal candidate’s support does not 
represent more than 25 per cent of 
the total electorate?

During The Week

Much discussion has taken plaee 
as to the ability of Germany to pay 
the reparation amounts fixed by the 
Supreme Council, at Its recent meet 
leg In Paris. Germany herself cries 
out that It is an insane proposal, that 
to Insist upon it will plunge the coun­
try Into Insolvency and bolshevism 
and that her fall will other na­
tions down with her. Some Eng­
lish and American authorities take 
somewhat the same ground. Others 
ot great prominence, declare that 
Germany Is quite able to pay the in­
demnity demanded of her. They show 
conclusively that the per capita taxes 
of Germany are considerably lower 
than those of Great Britain, France 
and Italy.

It may be interesting to note that 
during the next few years In Canada 
the interest alone on our war debt 
will amount to fourteen dollars per 
head per year, or about twice the 
amount the Germans are asked to 
pay per head for reducing Europe to 
ruine. Germany is determined to 
get clear as far as possible from suf 
ferlng the punishment due to her 
crimes against thé world, even If she 
has to grovel and whine to accom­

Fire Loses
Were Heavy In 

Canada In 1920
Ottawa, Feb 9—The fire loss in 

Canada in 1920 was approximately 
$27,400,000 equal to about $3.42 per 
capita on an 8,000,000 population. 
$17.10 per family, according to fig­
ures made public today by the Com 
mission of Conservation.

“An anlaysis of the fire loss,” 
says the monthly bulletin ot the com­
mission, “discloses certain facts which 
are not creditable to the business of 
the country, and, which account in 
part for our high cost of protection in 
Canada, as compared with Europe.”

One half of the fire waste was caus­
ed by 72 fires, practically all in com­
mercial property. Fires causing dam 
age of $10,000 and over, numbered 
101. The bulletin expresses the op 
nion that rigid enforcement of the 
penalties for carelessness in this res­
pect would do more to reduce the Î 
fire waste than any otXer influence 
hat might be brought to bear.

Gold In Nova Scotia
The gold mining Interest at one 

lime exceedingly prosperous in Nova 
Scotia has for some time been on the 
wane. Though it cannot be accurately 
determined when the yellow metal 
was first discovered, yet under French 
regime names were given to places 
such as Bras d’Or, indicate that in an 
early period of our history gold was 
found. At a later date than French 
occupation we find Important gold 
districts flourishing, and interesting 
incidents are recorded concerning the 
opening up of these districts.

At Port Dufferin, Halifax Co, at 
one time a most flourishing gold 
mining region, and an Indian was the 
discoverer Hunting for his cow in the 
forest brought about the Providential 
opening up of this district. The In­
dian in search foir his lost cow, stum­
bled over a hillack. The toe of his 
boot upturned the surface soil, and 
when he regained his feet specimens 
of gold bearing quartz rock appeared. 
The Indian’s accident gave rise to 
the opening up of the Port Dufferin 
region from which large quantities of 
gold have been taken.

In the year 1853 Capt. C. L. Bst- 
range'* an army officer on a moose 
hunting expedition found unmistak­
able tracks of gold in Tangier. Its 
discovery caused quite on irtf.ix of 
population, which at one Une » 1 most 
reached twelve hundred. The late 
Rev. John Sprott sometimes visited 
this locality and preached In the 
open air, the audiences varying from 
400 to 800.

Soon In the Counties of Hants 
Halifax and Guysboro, gold mining 
district! were opened up, and the 
quantity produced in 1860 before the 
adoption of aworn returns was esti­
mated at 600q ounces. The total de­
clared quantity of gold produced 
in the Province during twelve years 
was 387,000 ounces, which valued at 
four pounds sterling per ounce, was 
worth £48,000 and the yield was 
much greater than in Australia..

This interest so flourishing in days 
gone by, gave employment to a large 
number of men. At Mount Untacke 
In palmy days, not leas than 300 men 
of the sterling manhood of our Pro­
vince were found there handling pick, 
shovel and drill. Gold mining in 
Nova Scotia la now seldom spoken of 
nor written about. Like ship build­
ing it has declined. Whether or not 
it shall be revived remains to be seen. 
Its history is not devoid of interest, 
and at one time our mining regions 
furnished a large contribution to the 
Province’s financial exchequer. To 
the Antiquarian it affords a theme of 
some interest, and who knows but 
ere long a revival may he observed 
out of the present depression, and 
ounces of this precious metal may

The Quebec Liquor 
Measure Would 

Prevent Export
Quebec, Feb. 8—No liquor will be 

exported to other parts of Canada 
from the province of Quebec after 
May 1. if the new legislation brought 
down by the provincial government 
today is accepted by the legislature.

One of the officers who prepared 
the liquor bill said positively tonight 
that everythng connected with the 
liuqor traffic, including the export, 
will be in the hands of the commis 
sion of five members who will be ap­
pointed to administer the act.. He 
said that there would be no export of 
spirtuous liquors to outside points. 
These liquors will be imported by 
the commission and sold only in au­
thorized depots in the province in 
quantities of one bottle at a time.

“The Quebec liquor commission," 
he said, “will not be a source of sup­
ply for other provinces. It will im­
port for the needs of consumers in 
this province, but positively not for 
export.

May Export Beer

The same official added that there 
is nothing that will prevent the ex­
port of beer or of wines to outside 
points, but all such shipments must 
be made by express or by the rail­
ways and must be done publicly.

The bill, the provisions of which 
have been forecasted in despatches 
from Quebec for weeks, provides for 
the entire abolition of the present 
system of handling liquor in Quebec.

The sale retail of all kinds of liq­
uor will be in the hands of the ven­
dors appointed by the commission. 
The most drastic regulations will be 
imposed to prevent bootlegging and 
other infractions. The government 
will insure that all liquor sold, whet­
her spirit or wine, will be of the 
highest quality. Consignments wil’ 
be sold In sealed bottles.

The bill applies to the xviio 3 prov­
ince, but its provisions yh.i 1 be fus 
pended in every municipal:/' where 
the Canada temperance act is in 
force.

Will Curling Be
Revolutionized?

A well-known member of the 
Caledonian Curling Club of this 
city, who figured prominently in 
the Quebec Granite Tourney last 
week, has discovered that by putt­
ing rubber rings around curling 
stones (granites) much of the ob­
jection which curlers using irons 
have had in the past against the 
use of granites is done away with.

An experiment was made re­
cently in the Caledonian Curling 
Club, and it was shown for in­
stance, that where formerly a 
stone (granite) when touching 
other stones on the tee, would 
scatter them like a covey of snipe 
at the approach of a hunting dog, 
provided with the rubber bands 
they acted much like the irons.

It is understood that proper 
bands have been ordered for the 
purpose and will be carefully tried 
out, as their adoption would result 
in a much increased use of stones, 
which were the utensils originally 
used in the name in the old 
country.
