tertainty ag to the financial markets
and as to the putcome of hostilities
that municipglities were advised to
be careful in their expenditure. Many
things are starting now which ‘have
been held over during:the war.. - In
cach department there has been an,
advanced cost, and I would hke you
gentlemen to bear this in. mind ‘Five]
years ago the eost of maintaining es-}.
tablishments, either private or pubhc,
were less than to-day. The increase}
has enterad into:the  municipalities!
just as it has entered into the private
life, and we find that some of the out-
side Boards have increased their esti-
mates. Some of ‘these increases we
bave no control over as a council.

One Board (the Collegiate Insti-
tate) has not inereased, and, gentle-
men, if I make any error I hope the
Treasurer will correct me, but in oth-
er departments suth as the Separate.
School Board, the Public School Board
and the Police Commission, the Boards
have inereased very nfaterially. 'I
shall read them a litle later on.

The Gas Plant.

There 18 aiso a' very. unusual eir-
cumstance in the operation of ‘the gas
plant.. This is a municipal plant
which was bought in 1912 for the pur-
pose of being a public utility for the
service of the people. It was bought
in the best of hope, but during its op-
cration it has been found tohave ben
somewhat similar to a sieve through
which money has been sifting. So to-
day we are faced in that department
with a loss totalling $38,5648.91. That
is a known loss, I am not in a po-
ttion to say what the unknown oss

“There seems to be, m face :of the
keavy losses which have been sus-
tained, amounting since the plant was
taken over to more than $38,000,. ng
other alternative as a matter of soun
kumness than to close the pant. This
may cause a hardship to some, it 18
true.. It may be that they will ﬁnd
driﬁculty in getting the natural gas
‘company to connect them up, but we
feel. certain that no ‘council would -be’

. entitled to carry on a loss annually,’
‘which must be paid by all the people,
_aqut-of their taxes, to keep gomg a
plant whose total number of users 1:
small.

As prev:ou«ly po.mted ont and as
stated by the Mayor last mght the
history and failure of this plant should
116t be held up as an argument agamst
thie public ownership of utilities. Con-
ditions which have arisen to throtﬁle
the plant have been of #n .unusual
nature and could not:-have been pre-
vented whether under public or private
ownership. Failures oceur, too, with
companies and plants not infrequent-
ly.. Their losses are often heavy.

Furthermore, wkhile - this one. par-
ticular utility has been a source of loss,
there are other publicly owned enter-
prises such as the Hydro, which has
been a splendid success.  Conditions
must be taken intd:account in a:ifair
treatment of these matters.

What the future of the plant may be
no one can see, but it is-evidently the
policy of the present Councll to close
the operation and keep the system in

Lift the
roots with ‘a ‘digging fork and twist|
off the tops, putting ‘thém 'in pfles
and covering - with ‘the tops, If a
large area.is to be lltted and one is
expert with a .sharp hoe, he can very
quickly' remove 'the tops, but they
will' not keep quite @s well.  "The
roots should be ploughed ‘out, throw-
-ing them’as much 48 possible-on the
top.  Bins with - slatted = sides and
bottom ghould be used for storage
where possible, a&s -this gives” the’

Cereal Grains for Bread-maktng

_O_n this continent and in Europe
we use wheat in much larger guan-
tifies: than any other grain:’ - This is
because: the flour made from wheat
contains the constituents necessary
to form gluten. Rye containsa simi-
lar substance to a lesser extent, while
the other grains do-not have any of
this ‘material. - Gluten is a-tough,
elastic, tenacious substance, capable
of ‘considerable expansion. ' Conse-
quently, ‘when the gas 'liberated
through the action of yeast seeks to
make its: way 'out-of <wheat flour
dough the gluten.expands, retaining
the gas and causes the dough to rise.
When the bread 18 baked the gluten
is“get” ‘or coagulated, and this ac:
counts for the-light porous structure
of wheat -bread. When, surrounded
by a proper crust the moisture is re-
tained and the bread may’ be kept
for several days-and still be an at-
tractive: article ‘of /food:: Rice, oats;
corn-and barley cannot be used glone
to -prepare- bread of this type. They
cannot “be expanded by means of
yeast for their is no cohésion-in ‘the
mass. ' They may’ be used in making
biscuits and cakes or quick breads,
which breaks easily, ‘dries out read-
ily, cannot be safely transported, and
must be consumed within a few hours
aftér being prepared.
+*On the other hand, there is com-
paratively - little ‘difference in - the
composition of the various cereal
grains and, consequently, one will
furnish about as muech digestible nu-
trients ds another, If, then, in'a time
of wheat shortage like the preésent,
we substitute some of the tiour of
corn, oats, barley, buckwheat, etc.,
for wheat flour in making bread, we
do not decrease its nutritive’ value.
We /do dilute the gluten and thus
limit: the: power of expansion of -the
dough and we make the bread dark-
er, but we have retained the desir-
able features of bread. Silkiness of
texture and whiteness of crumb were
counted points of excellence in the
bread of the old high patent flour,
but: under 'the- present conditions "of
longer extraction of the wheat grain
and the introduction of substitutes,
it is wrong for the consumer to place
a high valuation on these points.—

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A HEAVY PROGRAMME

. As will ¢be: noticéd by the reports
of. .proceedings, the. City. Council has
approved of a report from the Com-
inittee on Works .which proposes a
rather, ext4nsive _programme of con-
struction of pavements in tha city.

In undertakmg this work, the com-
mittee recogmzes that many oavements
which have ‘beun -petitioned for have
been held up owing to the war and
the uncertainty that prevailed as a
result, Improvements that were more
or :1é% urgent - were laid over,

Now a double purpose is to be ser-
ved in® und-irtaking an active seéason,
one is to put the streets in a gcod con-
dition %o meet the traffic of the city,
the .other is to furnish as inuch em-
practicable - during the
‘piriod of reconstruction. S
"It -is considered: wise policy, if these
pavements are needed and it is point-
ed out that they are; to carry on as
much - -constructior  as . possible - this
year -and threby help to make times
2s good as:they can be made and thus
mihimize  unemployment.

Pavements are demanded by the
public today on all streets whewe traf-
fic is at all heayy.:The moto: car has
come into such: general use that it is
running; not ‘only. in the: summer but
practically :all winter, and mud streets
through which _a horse and vehicls
could pass a few years ago are next
to impossible today with the automo-
bile and its quick travel.

A LOSING BUSINESS

: A's will be shown by statements and
figures produced at tonight’s meeting
of the City Council, the city gas plant
has be1 a losing proposition practi-
¢ally ever since the:corporition took !
it over from the company vhich or—l
iginally owned it. There sec s now
no reason why the bitsiness should b2
continued -as a going concein, though
we believe it should be kept, in case
a change in conditions. might arise in
a few ‘yiars which - would bring it
inte usefulness.

What suggests itself as- rather re-
markable is that the true financial
phases of the enterprise were not made
more clear to the ratepayers prior to
the time that the plant was turned
over to tha .Public Utilities Board.

That body has found out defimtely just
what the cost of the plant has been,}
how much the loss has been and has
reported definitely on what should be'
dond. The annual interest ond sink-
ing fund charges have rightiully been
taken into account in calculating the
fixed charges that have to be mert,
These items are charges against tte
business just  as
much as the wages or supplies.

The public should not spring to the
idea that the failure of this plant tc

pay its way is a reflection on civic|

ownership of public utilities. All kinds
of private concerns fail also, and some
iof them under conditions more favor-
able than those surrounding the gas
plant. Circumstances such as the en-

trance into the field of natural gas!

with its greater: keat units and its
much less cost, the coming to clectri-
city and the greatly “increased ccst of
producing artificial gas havz been
causds: over which the management of

the plant could evercise no ' control.

To Close Plant.

I want foi read some figures that
perhaps are not generally known and
have not been published. In thal first
place the €ity’s boldings in the Gas
Plant a8 at May 1012 was $20.500. Less
Cash Refunded -to the City $550.00;
lands sold by the City that were own-
ed by th< Company $1,140.00, then the
City’s purchase remaining fnterest in
‘the Gas Plant was $38,000 making a
total of $65810.00. Now during the
period on which this plant was oper-
ated by the City the total spent on
Plant Construction was $1,37.23, mak-
ing a total outlay of $84,247.23. That
is a large sum to #xpend oa a public
plant but it would not be so bad if we
had not lost $38,500, but over and
above the capital we have iost that
amount of money and we fe:l that it
is our duty to tell the. public that we
should clop2 it down. We propose,
however, to keep it. There may arise
a condition when it might possibly
come into use again. \

Then again there- are ‘some other

The School Rate.

Up to this year this City has had the
smallest rate levied for Schoo! pur-
poses than any City in the Precvince.
It has been 35 mills and this year
with the increase of 1 mill making a
total of ‘6 1-2 it still remains one of
the lowest in any part of Ontaris. As
against these we have a <ertain deduc-

There ‘is another
phase to.which I would draw atten-
tion and that is with respect io policies
of Council both in the past .and in the
future. I have observed in looking over
the): City’s books and ftnances that for
many years it was the custom to have
long term debentutes, more 1ecently i%
has been the custom to shorten them
and in my opinion it is a wiss policv
to shorten debentures for = thereby
large sums are saved in interest char-
ges. T would like to point out  that
th4 amount paid out this year in in-
terest charges on Debentures is $169,-
037 on the whole debt of the City
which totals $3,588.520. 1 think wc
should be cautious in our expenditures
for at l<hst seven years for the rea-
sons I am now going to point out to
yvou. Between now and 1926 the De-
benture debts that are maturing total
$1,284.673.53; thes2' are largez amounts
and if the City would prosper to ite
greatest extent it ‘should be careful
till that time and until these deben-
tures ar¥ paid. Then the City’s bor-
rowing power will have a wvast op-
portunity for expansion.

Then the City would be justified in
not going into large expenditures, but
1ow ‘it should just do the necessitich
and I think that Schools are necessi-
ties.

For pavements, laid during the last
few years, large sums of money have
bcen incurred: It seems to me from
10w on, barring a few streets, it would
be wise not o go into the expensive
ones. The Treasurer will later ex-
plain that th~ debt charges are great-
ly added to by these pavements.

Act Not Clear.

One other thing T would 'like to
mention and that is this year we did
not levy a 1-2 mill asked for by the
Suiburban Road ° Commission for the

Our tax rate would have been
lower only for the increases from the
outside Boards and the Gas Plant, but
I am able to say Gentlemen that we
have kept the rate down to 31 3-4 mills
That may seem to the Public as no
great accomplishment but we pored
over thoke estimates many long hours
‘and I think we have labored fairly
well.
