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The Marriage of a Deceased 
Wife’s Sister.

’• Take thought for things honorable in the 
sight of all men.”—Revised version.
During the last few months by the circular 

tion of petitions, and the introduction of 
a bill into the House of Commons at 
Ottawa for legalizing marriage with a de­
ceased wife’s sister, a large share of public 
attention has been given to this subject. 
Not only has public thought been aroused, 
but I am thankful to say public conscience, 
and the righteousness, as well as the pru­
dential character of the proposed law 
have been discussed. As I have during 
this period beentsked many times ques 
lions upon this subject by members of 
the congregation, I think it proper to 
consider this important question as far 
as it can be done within the compass of 
a short sermon. I do so with the more 
readmes because I have the example of 
an inspired man, a Bishop of bishops and 
a prince of preachers, who in answer to 
some questions addressed to him by 
members of a Christian congregation at 
Corinth, devoted a large part of a letter he 
wrote them in answering these queries res 
peeling marriage and cognate subjects, as 
may be seen in the first epistle of Paul 
to the Corinthians.

The great law of marriage, is set before 
us by our great lawgiver and Teacher 
Jesus Christ in which the sentence : “For 
this cause shall a man leave father and 
mother and cleave to his wife and they 
two shall be one flesh.” All that is natural 
and moral is established in these words. 
One justly observes “A man shall leave 
father and mother," by these words are 
forbidden the marriage of parents and 
children ; “His tvfe" forbids all adultrey 
an 1 fornication of every kind ; “They 
hoc," by that is forbidden all polygamy.

Concerning the degrees of consanguinity 
or blood relationship, and affinity or re­
lationship by marriage, the New Testa­
ment law is contained in the words read 
as a text. Whatsoever is against public 
honesty, the laws of nations and the 
common sense of mankind is not to be 
dmehy Christians,though there may be no 
ayecialg>rohi bition in the laws of Jesus 
Ciujst.. Rut when a thipg is disputed on 
both sides by good and learned men, to 
do either is not against public honesty, 
for when a thing is called good and 
honest by wise and good men the ques­
tion is undecided and therefore cannot be 
united against either of them. This is 
the New Testament rule on this subject 
as I hope to show in detail ; and in fur­
therance of this design I would consider—

I. The teaching of the Levitical law 
and the extent of its binding nature.

1. The ceremonial law-of Moses is void, 
the feasts, sacrifices, sprinklings, cleans­
ings, washings, are all done away, tor 
they w.-re but figures of Christ and his 
salvation.

2. The judicial law was wholly civil, 
or part of the religion. If it was wholly 
secular and civil it disappeared with the 
state. If it was part of the religion, it 
went away with the temple. Containing 
examples and guiding principles, from 
the wisest of law-givers, yet its power is 
gone. For instance, in what Christian 
country shall we find the punishment at­
tached to theft a part of the law, namely, 
the restitution of four-fold, or an adulterer 
punished with death. This principle is 
ei generally acknowledged, that it is on.y 
w.ien we come to descend to particulars 
that any seek to question it. One of these 
particulars is the prohibition of marriage 
within certain degrees, which by some is 
supposed to be binding with all sacred­
ness and authority to the present day.

But if as is evident by the above state­
ment, we reject the greater part of that 
law, we must show some particular reason 
why we single out a special part, and 
plead its abiding nature.

And it may be stated that till the 
great debate on the subject caused by 
the occasion of Henry viii’s divorce from 
Queen Catherine, there was a genera! 
consent in Christendom on this proposi­
tion that the lAivitical degrees do not by 
any law of God bind Christians to their 
observance, and the most strenuous up­
holders of this particular part of the 
Levitical law. are equally strenuous in re­
jecting the major part of it, so they 
tacitly acknowledge that they stand on 
no very solid ground. But while showing 
that the civil law of Moses is not binding 
upon us, while nevertheless It is eminent­
ly useful as an example ; I proceed to 
show, for scrupulous and tender con 
sciences, that this law is in favour of this 
marriage, and seems to look forward to 
it as one peculiarly appropriate.

For the sense of the passage in Leviti­
cus, xviii., 18 is this, that a man shall not 
marry his wife’s sister, to be her rival, or 
to vex her during her lifetime. Of which 
rivalry and family discord we have an ex­
ample in Leah and Rachel, two sisters,

the wives of Jacob ; and against which 
practice the law seems to be directed. 
Now the meaning of this verse lies on the 
surface, and how it ever could have been 
distorted, and these views become so 
prevalent can only be understood when 
we remember that so large a portion of 
mankind receive without thought, or at 
least due consideration whatever is 
taught them, and the more enlightened 
part are too often under the invincible 
power of prejudice, which renders them 
unable to understand the evidence be­
fore them. That this was a pronibition 
to marry a wife’s sister during the life­
time of the first, but permissible after 
her death, has been the interpretation 
put on this passage from the time of its 
enactment till the latter part of the 16th 
century. The Targums and the Mishna, 
and the Rabbins of the Eastern Jews, 
The Hellenistic JeWe as in the Septuagint 
and Bhilo.

The early and mediaeval church, as 
seen in the old Italic and Vulgate, and 
other early versions of the Old Testament 
and nearly all the fathers and schoolmen 
concur in this interpretation. This state­
ment is sustained by the Speaker’s Com­
mentary, written by distinguished divines 
of the Church of England, and also by 
Lange’s Commentary on this passage.

But this is one of the many examples 
we have of the tendency of men to en­
large on Scripture and make heavy bur 
dens, and lay them on men, too grievous 
to be borne. In this chapter are twelve 
prohibited degrees which Church Coun­
cils, Synods, and Convocations have ex­
panded into forty or more.
‘II. The Civil law. In most countries 

the civil law is based on the old 
Reman law as codified by Justinian, and 
in some of these laws the canons or laws 
which were promulgated by Councils and 
Synods of the church were incorporated, 
and this prohibition among them. As to 
English law, it was for a long time deter­
mined till an act was brought in for 
legalizing all marriages with a deceased 
wife’s sister, when the bishops slipped in 
a proviso that it should be illegal hence­
forth wherein their lordships abandoned 
the high ground they generally took, for 
if it were incest as many of them de­
clared, no law could legalize and make it 
not incest ; no more ban any law could 
make theft or murder no crimes. Hie 
civil law in England has been very in­
determinate on this as some other phases 
ot the marriage question. But tide has 
been decided, that in the eye of 
law marriage is a civil contract ; 
which decision brought great trouble in 
this way. Marriage had always been 
considered a religious ceremony, 
and was frequently solemnized in the 
Parish Church on the Sabbath. But a 
suit was'commenced against some child­
ren who Had inherited a large property 
from their parents, on the ground that 
they were illegitimate, the marriage hav 
ing been solemnized in the Parish Church 
on Sunday ; the suit was carried by ap­
peal to the highest court, where it was 
decided that marriage being a civil con­
tract, it could be no more performed on 
a Sunday than any other civil contract, 
the children were thus declared il- 
legitmate, and the property was lost; 
but it caused such commotion, the num­
bers thus married being so great, that an 
act was passed immediately to legalize all 
such marriages.

With regard to civil law then the 
source of power being in the Legislature 
of the country, no divine or moral prin­
ciple preventing, it is clearly in its power 
to pass such a law, and remove a weight 
from the conscience of many upright 
persons.

III. Canon Law and Ecclesiastical Law- 
(there is a difference between these 
two but for the present question 
they may be considered as one.) 
The bearing of this has been imported 
into this discussion very often and it is 
needful to discuss it. The company of 
the faithful in all ages were accustomed 
to consult and make and publish laws for 
their own guidance as Christians. But 
until the third century Christianity was 
not acknowledged by the Roman Govern­
ment or laws, when Christians possessed 
no churches,when they only secured Chris 
tian burial by the burial clubs permitted 
by the Emperors, when they were out­
side the law, and objects of frequent per- 
secutiop it may easily be understood that 
the rules of conduct formulated and 
agreed upon by ministers and prominent 
laymen in their convocations were bind­
ing only as they rested upon the congre­
gations of the faithful, and bound no one 
else. These rules or laws of the church 
were called canons, or the rules—for the 
word assumed this meaning—and like 
the rules of our book of discipline, were 
binding on those who accepted them of 
their own free will and consent, but none 
others.

But on the occasion of the victory of 
Constantine was formed that unhappy 
alliance of the church and the state 
which has been the source of so much 
unchristian discord, and productive of 
such enormous evils from that day to 
this. Then the rules and decisions of the

the law of the land by the emperor, and 
bound all men, and became a part of the 
civil law of all the empire. From that 
day to the present, the law of these eccle­
siastical assemblies as embodied in several 
compilations have been called canon law, 
and this law with all its base forgeries 
—for many of its documents are 
pronounced forgeries — are received 
in all Roman Catholic I countries 
though limited by concordats or treaties 
saying that such and such parts of it 
shall be of no force in that land, if the 
government will enforce the rest, and- 
many of its most preposterous claims 
have been nullified even by those who 
profess to receive it 

Now the earliest canon on the subject 
is found in the canons of the council of 
Elvira in Spain held in the early part of 
the fourth century, when the spirit of 
judaizing and paganizing the Christian 
r ligion which had begun in the proceed­
ing century was being more fully develop­
ed. The spiritual atmosphere of the 
nineteen Spanish bishops and the twenty, 
six presbyters who composed it may be 
judged of by the canons 33 and 34, one 
forbids the marriage of the Clergy and 
the other prohibits the lighting of candles 
during daytime in cemeteries “for Ike 
spirits of the saints must not be disturbed.” 
As may be judged at this period the 
Church was losing the spirit of true 
freedorii, and crystallizing into that state 
of petrifcotion, in which it was so soon to 
be found. The subject ana taken up 
repeatedly afterwards, and the number 
of prohibited degrees enlarged till the 
oandh law carried the prohibition to the 
fourth and seventh degree and the reason» 
given were as satisfactory as the law 
which was the result. Some of these 
reasons were, as there are foi» humours 
in the body to which four degrees of con­
sanguinity do answer therefore the mar­
riage of cousins to the fourth degree is 
forbidden. Also, there are fajtrelements 
and four fingers, “ the life of it man is a 
span long.” Others, wiser StiU, argued 
that as there are four humors of the body 
and three faculties of the soul,which being 
joined together, make seven, there­
fore men should abstain till the seventh 
generation, and so the canonists, upon 
the strength of these reasons, without 
scripture, but against it, and even against

tiou I may mention an assertion some- 
s made by them, that a bishop or a 

bishop’s court should alone take cogni­
zance of marriage and its regulations and 
the issuing of licences. Now such a view 
is antique ; it is very ancient, but not so 
ancient as Christianity by several cen­
turies. But moreover it is erroneous ac­
cording to the canons of the Church of 
England, and the law of the land, but 
sticklers for the former ever depreciate 
the latter, and reject its authority when it 
does not suit them. The second canon 
declares the full supremacy of the King 
of England in all matters and causes 
ecclesiastical. By act of Parliament it is 
declared that he can execute this power 
by commission granted to any British 
subject, by letters patent ; by acts of 
Parliament, all testamentary causes, all 
divorce and all ecclesiastical causes have 
been taken from the bishop’s courts, and 
are tried by Judges holding the Kings 
commission, all that is left such courts in 
England to-day is the privilege of issuing 
marriage licences, which they still hold 
not Ityany spiritual or divine right, but 
as being governors under the King and 
officers of the state, and which power can 
at wgmoment be revoked. The King 
in Virtue ot "his authority as the supreme 
head of the church has, according to the 
seconcT.canon of the Church of England 
and by virtue of acts of Parliament, full 
power and authority even if it were a 
purely spiritual function, to delegate this 
power of issuing licences for marriage to 
any of his subjects, and is only acting 
within that authority allowed by this 
canon, to which all church ministers have
sworn obedience. In virtue of which
canon Henry VIII, Edward and Eliza 
beth issued decrees, stating what church­
men, bishops, priests, and laity too must 
believe under pain of severe punishments. 
To endeavour to bring such power and 
acta into disrepute by those who have 
solemnly declared to uphold them, is one 
of those instances of conflict between 
actual fact and strong desire of which 
every fibld of human action affords abund­
ant exemples, but which nevertheless 
shows tiie amazing inconsistency of 
human nature. But it should in a spirit 
of fainuan be stated that such statements 
mostly proceed from one party of that 
commtmi^n and generally from the more

prevention of such marriages by law, not 
in the permission of them.

When there are children left -by the 
death of a mother, who most likely to b 
come a mother to them in the fullest 
sense than the sister of their own mother, 
and this view is so wide-spread that hun­
dreds have felt its force, and acted upon 
it, and hundreds more would have done 
so but for the legal and ecclesiastical 
hindrance#.

In the permission granted by the Mo­
saic law, we have an instance of its far- 
reaching moral purpose and insight ; and 
in it free permission of a man’s natural 
right to find the most suitable wife for 
himself and mother for his children, un­
limited by any restriction in this direc­
tion, is an eminent proof of its superiority 
to laws of later ages.

I have endeavored in this brief survey 
of the subject to consider the force of the 
objections brought against this marriage 
from the incidence of the laws named, 
and the character of these laws, and also 
the teaching of the New Testament on 
this subject, and the prudential consider­
ations which should guide us in this im­
portant matter, and the conclusion is that 
these marriages are morally right, and, 
under certain circumstances, specially 
commendable ; that the evils resulting; 
which have been so graphically portrayed, 
are the predictions of prophets, whom the 
experience of many lands have proven 
false prophets.

But there is a side of the subject I must 
not withhold, that if any man entertains 
the view that such a marriage is wrong, 
to him it would be a sin; the law of con­
science is paramount, and he must obey 
it at any peril or inconvenience. But his 
conscience while a law to him, is not a law 
to me ; and he should not seek by penal
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the sense of almost all mankind, forbid 
these degrees to many. Si

No wonder that such was the itimngntn 
into whisk canon lew. had. fallen, by its
forgeries, evasions, subtleties, and chica­
nery, and other abominations, that* man­
date was issued in the time of Henry 
VIII., forbidding lectures to be delivered 
or degrees to be conferred in it ateither of 
the English Universities. Now, the canon- 
law never obtained as much force in Eng­
land as in Continental countries, yet a 
great mass of such laws, some of native 
synods, and others of foreign councils, 
had been adopted for the government of 
the church in Roman Catholic times. 
But, in the time of Henry VXIL, it 
declared that no canons should be of any 
force if they were contrary to the king’s 
prerogative or the common or civil law ; 
so that it was left in the power of the 
judges to decide whether any canon was 
legal or otherwise ; which power they 
have exercised pretty freely. In 1603 
the Bishop of London, Bancroft, formed a 
collection of canons which passed both 
houses of convocation, but never received 
the assent of Parliament, and are not 
therefore the law of the land and cannot 
bind the laity, and only the ministry be­
cause they have sworn canonical obedi­
ence, or entered into a binding contract 
to keep them ; and, as the rules of their 
church, they are binding on them, as the 
rules of the Methodist Church are binding 
on a Methodist minister. This principle 
has been declared by the highest courts 
again and again.

Now, in the canons of the Church of 
England, and their adjuncts, as well as in 
the general body of the canon law, the 
marriage of a deceased wife’s sister has 
been prohibited, and some of its officials 
have declared it to be incest of the worst 
kind, which only shows the confused state 
of mind produced by a long study of this 
canon law, whereby those brought fully 
under its influence are transported 
into the mental and spiritual atmosphere 
of the darkest portions of the middle 
ages. The spirit which animated the 
canons and their compilers may be seen 
in this sample, Canon 4, which declares 
that whosoever shall affirm that the form 
of worship is superstition or contains any­
thing repugnant to scripture,let hi in be ex­
communicated ; which brought such 
persons under the power of the 
spiritual courts of that day render­
ing them incapable of sueing for their 
lawful debts, and liable to imprisonment 
and denial of Christian burial. Marriage 
in the Canon Law of the Church of 
England is considered if not a sacrament 
at least a matter so purely spiritual that 
it pertains solely to ecclesiastical courts 
and persons ; that is one class, of such 
courts or persons—those of the establish­
ed church,—for those who professed to be 
skilled in canon law were generally the 
most illiberal in their judgment of the

inexperienced and youthful members of 
it; tied that they stand in prominent 
contritit to the very cautious and highly 

wpeoéftû npumer in which the Primate 
hat E&glarst and tj»e bishops speak of 

dieltiyal-prerogative as was very obvious 
in the proceedings of the convocation of 
tb£ province Of Canterbury held three 
weeks ago.

Niccne council were confirmed and made j claims of other churches. As an illustra­

it. Prudential considerations —Now 
it nnkjr be asked is there anything in such 
marriages at variance with the moral or 
physicil well-being of society, and which 
should for this reason prohibit them as 
immoral. And this is the only basis for 
settling the morality or immorality of 
marriages within certain degrees of af­
finity. This view has been argued with 
great ability and success by several emi­
nent divines. Only ihe general interests 
of the race would be a sufficient moral 
ground to limit a man’s freedom of action 
within the limits of mere affinity, there 
being no binding precept in the word of 
God. Another important principle must 
not be overlooked. In all civilized 
nations it has been considered the right 
of woman, and the duty of the state to 

’give special protection to the purity of 
her person .and the honor of her name. 
Now is there aught in these marriages 
adverse to fancy Sad public morals, 
ought that .would damage the protecting 
shield thrown .around woman 7 After 
careful consideration of the subject, 
must say jj. think. not I know the most 
fearful evils have been predicted as the 
result of their legalization. The tone of 
priestly authority and fierce denuncia­
tion -uâdo'pted- by some, has only been 
equalled by the doleful tone of others 
as they have wept over the dire inunda­
tion of evil they see deluging the land, 
owing to these incestuous marriages as 
they have been pleased to term them. 
But there is a surer ground to build up­
on than such predictions. Excepting 
certain portions of the British Empire, 
every Christian country in the world, acts 
upon the assumption that such marriages 
are lawful, within the British Empire, 
they are legal in every Australian colony 
and in Ceylon, they are recognized by 
the Government, among the natives of 
India, and they are practically valid in 
the Isle of Man, the Charnel Islands, the 
West Indies, and in parts of this Domin­
ion. Where has been the proof of the 
truthfulness of these gloomy predictions? 
Nowhere ! If a tithe of the evil results 
proclaimed ' had been true, we should 
have it loudly proclaimed as a fact, not 
prophecy. -

Ifthe possibility and actual occurrence 
of these marriages were as destructive to 
the sanctity and purity of domestic life 
as asserted, every Christian country would 
have swept them away long ago. But the 
growing conviction of an enlightened 
community is, that whatever immorality 
there may he in the question, is in the

laws to bind my conscience, while his 
own may be free. Each Christian Church 
—and all are upon an equality, for the 
claims made by some are most prepos­
terous and the way in which they are 
sought to be sustained, sheer impudence, 
—may pass such rules on this question it 
may judge right and prudential, and its 
officers and members are morally bound 
to obey them, and for their strict obedi­
ence thereto they are entitled to our re­
spect, and we may admiringly copy such 
obedience to our advantage. But • the 
moment any church endeavors to make 
its rules, called by whatever name, bind­
ing outside the limits of its own commun 
ion, and to use the law of the land to en­
force them upon all citizens; the majority 
of whom possess equally enlightened and 
tender consciences;, it commits a trespass 
against the public weal, and against the 
laws of God.

I admire the staunch upholders of the 
morals of the New Testament, and I 
am convinced that the present 
age needs a continued and forci­
ble exhortation to the practice of 
its holy and subMUae precepts. But we 
are only on solid ground when we keep 
within the clearly defined principles of 
that guide. When we substitute there 
for the traditions and commandments 
of men, we step off our place of vantage, 
and our exhortations lose their authority. 
But there are sins pertaining to the mar­
riage relation ot which this word speaks 
in no undertone. And do not think that 
in you is concentred the vaunted wisdom 
of ages, so that you are above its teach­
ings or absolved from its morality. The 
beastly philosophy of the present age is 
permeating the general literature of the 
land and corrupting the morals of the 
community. But think not to escape, if 
any of you are transgressing the laws of 
the marriage relation and purity in this 
book set forth. Marriage is honourable 
in all, but whoremongers and adulterers 
God will judge. He who first instituted it 
and sanctions it, has- taken it under his 
special protection and care, and all in 
fractions will be severely punished.

There are practices whii h cannot be­
spoken of, but only hinted at, by which 
one of the great designs of marriage is 
defeated, and the crime of 'infanticide, 
which Christian people profess to abhor 
when comi*itted on the banks of the 
Ganges, becomes right and Christian when 
perpetrated in a secret way on the con­
tinent of America. By these sins the 
health of hundreds is destroyed, and that 
of a large number of the future genera­
tion. God will judge. No secrecy can 
hide from Him ; no sophistry can evade 
his judgments ; and such crimes are now 
entailing their sad legacy of disease, woe 
and sorrow upon vast numbers. May His 
word be our guide, and may He bless 
these admonitions to all, especially to 
those who need them most__Amen.

—Why do the Opposition not formu­
late the charges against Sir Charles Tap­
per in Parliament ? is a question which 
the Tories are fond of asking. When a 
Minister lets a contract over the head of 
the lowest tenderer, at a loss of about a 
quarter of a million dollars to the country 
without the slightest reason, and all the 
facts are admitted, what is the use of for­
mulating a charge ? A vote of Parlia­
ment is not necessary to show that such 
a tiling is wrong.

A Pretty Girl’s Silly Act__A pretty
young woouM, Mary E. Willis, applied at 
the County Clerk’s office for a marriage 
license permitting her to marry George 
C. Guttung, who only two hours before 
had been sentenced to a term of ten 
years in the State Prison at San Quentin 
for the murder of his wife. About the 
Same time Justice Pennie was called out 
of his court room to go to the county 
jail to perform the marriage ceremony, 
and half an hour later the jail door was 
opened in answer to a knock to admit, 
on a permit from the Sheriff. “Judge 
Pennie, Mr. Guttung (a brother of the 
groom) and Miss Mary E. Willis.” The 
trio were taken to the reception-room, 
where they expressed a desire to see 
George C. Guttung and expressed the 
object of their visit. Cell No. 25, wherein 
Guttung was confined, was opened and 
the party proceeded to Cell No. 1, where 
Justice Pennie united the couple, the 
only witness present being the groom's 
brother. After an hour’s conversation 
the newly-made wife and her brother-in- 
law left the jail and Guttung was locked 
up in his cell__San Francisco Alta Cali­
fornian.

Kicked to Death by an Ostrich.— 
Ostrich farming is not without its dan gerr, 
as many a man has learned to his coat 
when sauntering among a flock of these 
birds without taking the necessary pre­
cautions against a sudden onslaught from 
a vicious member of .the herd, but it is 
not often that we hear of a man being 
actually kicked to death by an ostrich. 
Such a fatality occurred recently in the 
District of Victoria West, Cape Colony. 
The bird had strayed on to the public 
highway and disputed the progress of the 
unfortunate man to such purpose that he 
was kicked and trampled to deaths— 
Colonics and India.

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THE CLERK OF THE PLEAS 
MATTER.

There was quite a breeze in the House 
Thursday when Mr. Willis presented the 
report of the Committee on the accounts 
of the Clerk of the Pleas. • Nothing is 
more evident than that the majority of 
the Committee wish to whitewash the 
Government. With this object they 
have prepared a report which Mr. Willis, 
as chairman, properly refused to receive, 
inasmuch as it was not in accordance 
with the terms of the resolution under 
which the Committee was appointed. 
The Committee then at the instance of 
Mr. Davidson adjourned until yesterday 
morning. From the adjourned meeting 
the three members of the Committee, 
who are Government supporters, absented 
themselves. Mr. Willis subsequently 
presented the evidence to the House, 
which is all the Committee were author­
ized to submit. An objection was made 
that, the three members above re­
ferred to not being present, there was no 
quorum when the report was made up 
and consequently it could not be received 
by the House. The Speaner so ruled ; 
and thereby in effect declared that the 
gentlemen above referred to have the 
poweV to prevent any report being made. 
It seems to us that this is narrowing the 
powers of the House extremely. It is 
surely for the House, not for the Speaker, 
to say whether they will receive a paper 
as a report or not If this power is taken 
away from them, committees of 
enquiries become a farce; because a 
majority of the members by absenting 
themselves can prevent a report being 
made. In the case under discussion the 
Government seem determined if possible 
to keep the House from having what is 
asked for—the evidence pure and simple, 
and from appearnce will try and 
keep any report back until after 
supply has been granted. It is 
very greatly to be regretted that the 
circumstances attending the delay in 
presenting this report are such as have 
led, outside the House at least, to inti­
mations that vacant seats in the Legisla­
tive Council have something to do with 
the action of members of the committee. 
We do not know what the facts of the 
case are, but, if it is true, as has been 
freely stated, that one member of the 
C immittee, who is extremely anxious to 
p-esent seme other report than merely 
t le evidence,has been promised a seat up­
stairs as soon as supply is passed, he ought 
not to be upon a committee of enquiry, 
or, being upon it, ought to be careful 
that, in his anxiety to serve his friends, 
he does not go so far beyond the powers 
delegated to him as to justify inferences 
being drawn from his conduct unfavor­
able to his independent standing in the 
Legislature. The majority of the com­
mittee may well save themselves the 
trouble of cooking up a favorable report. 
The country has the evidence, and all 
that ingenuity can devise will not prevent 
the electors from pronouncing a verdict 
upon’the matter.

Commenting upon this investigation 
the Moncton Times says ^

It would have been better in every way if 
the Provincial Secretary had, when the 
charges were formulated and the inquiry 
asked for, explained the exact state of the 
case, keeping nothing in the background, 
instead of making the reply he did. This 
would have appeared more frank and honest, 
and would have had a far better effect on the 
public than has been produced by allowing 
the committee to drag the facts out of wit­
nesses while lawyers wrangled over techni­
calities and legal quibbles.

A TEMPEST IN A TEA POT.

There is war in the happy family. The 
Farmer and the Reporter are at logger- 
heads over the next Dominion election. 
Each of these papers is desirous of the 
honor of nominating the candidate who 
is to be defeated when the election comes 
on. Says the Farmer :

The pretentions of any one to be the 
county's representative from personal or rela­
tive merit, must be abandoned if it stands in 
the way of the general interests of the party.

Tliis is clearly thrust at Mr. Fisher, and 
so it is understood by the Reporter, for 
it says :

The persons who made the party in this 
County when it was in a great minority will 
be looked to to bear the standard now that 
the party is in the ascendant rather than 
those who were lukewarm or opposed it, but 
now take hold, hoping to benefit by the labors 
of others. The standard-bearer of the Libe- 
ral-Goneervative party is looked upon as 
much before the people of the County as the 
Grit candidate is, and those who are trying 
to cause dissensions in the party know it 
right well, but it looks as though some of 
them would rather have Mr. Pickard elected 
again than that he should succeed.

“The persons who made the party” is 
good. ‘The standard-bearer of the Libe­
ral-Conservative party” is also good. Note 
tlie fine distinction between him and the

“Grit candidate.” The electors appreci­
ated the-distinction, and told the jj. 
the L. C. P. that he could stay at home, 
and sent the “Grit candidate” to Ottawa 
with a majority which they will increase 
fifty per cent, next election. Our sympa­
thies are with the Reporter in this quarrel. 
Mr. Fisher fought the battle well four 
years ago. He came to the front when there 
was not a Tory or a Liberal-Conservative, 
except him who would attempt it. He 
galvanized a political corpse into a sem­
blance of animation, and he ought to be 
allowed the honorable post of chief 
mourner at its funeral which will come 
on in June next. He was never properly 
used by his supporters, the chief of 
whom took good care to have it under­
stood that they were only tolerating him as 
a candidate, and while urging him to the 
fi :lit, secretly laughed at his efforts and 
enjoyed his defeat. We do not think he 
is the man to be put down, and the Far­
mer will find itself mistaken. The cruel- 
est thing the latter paper could have done 
was to speak of the election as between 
the Liberals and the Conservatives. This 
is a particularly hard blow to Mr. Fisher, 
who claimed the support of York because 
his illustrious uncle was a Liberal, and 
who now claims that the Tories are not 
Tories because Sir Leonard" Tilley was 
once a Liberal. Well, for that matter, 
Judas Iscariot was once a respectable 
citizen ; nevertheless, we see where the 
Farmer and the people for whom it speaks, 
stand. They throw down the mas!# of 
Liberal-Conservatism and come out as 
Tories, pure and simple. There is hon­
esty in this if not good policy, and Mr. 
Fisher must clearly see that, with the 
wing of the party represented by the Far­
mer, and it is admitted to contain the 
strongest and most influential tories, he 
has nothing whatever in sympathy. He 
must come out as a Tory or he cannot 
merit their support, and this, of course, 
he cannot consistently do. We shall 
await the Reporter’s reply to the Farmer 
with a good deal of interest

The Capital says a good word for Mr. 
Fisher This is chiefly because the 
Farmer is against him. How these 
Christians love one another !

MR IRVINE, M. P.

The Tories cannot forgive Mr. Irvine 
for showing their ridiculous weakness in 
Carleton last summer, and, in conse­
quence, they have been abusing him in a 
fashion peculiarly their own for having 
spoken in Parliament. Mr. Irvine, as 
most of us know, is an outspoken man, 
who does not claim to be an orator, and 
when he put his homely truths forward 
m his forcible and, perhaps, not very ele­
gant manner, it was to be expected that 
they would not be very palatable to the 
Government. Yet, we venture to say 
that, blunt as Mr. Irvine was, he did not 
say a word which was untrue. He did 
not read an extract from one speech and 
assure the House that it was from an en­
tirely different one, as Sir Charles Tapper 
did. He did not tell the House that 
there were factories in places where there 
were none, as Sir Leonard Tilley did. He 
did not call any one a high priest of cor­
ruption, as Mr. MoLellan did his friend 
the Minister of Railways. He did not call 
any one a liar, as Sir John Macdonald did 
Donald A. Smith. He was simply unpol­
ished, and what a terrible pity it is that any 
one should be unpolished 1 Men who ap­
plauded the polished audacity with which 
the Minister of Railways attempted to 
deceive the House in reference to the 
speech of the President of the G. T. Rail­
way, hung their heads with shame, we are 
told, at the unpolished truths spoken by 
Mr. Irvine. Well, there are a good many 
unpolished people in this country, men 
who will call a lie a lie, even if uttered by 
a Minister of the Crown, and who will re­
spect the truth though it be awkwardly 
or even roughly expressed. And we de­
spise the spirit which blushes at a homely 
truth and applauds a polished falsehood.

We have received the Hansard report 
of Mr. Irvine’s Speech and shall publish 
it, or a large portion of it, so that our 
farmers may know for what one of their 
number has been so mercilessly assailed.

The debate on the budget in Parlia­
ment was expected to close Friday. It 
has been long and there has been a great 
deal of repetition by the different speak­
ers, yet on the whole the discussion will 
be productive of good. The hollowness 
of the claim put forward by the Finance 
Minister that the taxation policy institut­
ed by his administration was creating 
factories and increasing the wealth of the 
County, has been clearly demonstrated. 
Mr. Charlton’s remarks were a complete 
annihiliation of the claims put forward by 
the Minister. In an editorial summary 
of his speech the Toronto Globe says :

The figures given concerning the growth 
of American wealth during revenue tariff 
and protective tariff are valuable. During 
revenue tariff times the rate of increase in 
the national wealth was always increased 
till in the decade preceding 1860 the decen­
nial rate of increase was 126 per cent. Then 
the high tariff was imposed. The rate of in­
crease fell to 85 per cent, in the next decade, 
and to 31 per cent, in the decade ending with 
1880. Sir Leonard Tilley’s list of alleged 
“tall chimneys” proves that protection has 
brought upon Canada a somewhat similar 
state of affairs; for the Finance Minister de­
monstrates that the rate of development 
among our manufactures was less than under 
the old revenue tariff. Mr. Charlton dissect­
ed this tall chimney list and demonstrated 
the fact that the N. P. had driven out of the 
country more workers than Sir Leonard 
Tilley impudently claims to have brought in.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE LEGIS­
LATIVE COUNCIL.___ ».

The attitude of the Government in 
reference to the Legislative Council is 
indefensible upon any ground whatever. 
Two years ago they formally announced 
their intention to abolish that branch of 
the Legislature, and brought in a bill for 
that purpose which was rejected in the 
Council. In building the new Parliament 
buildings they took good care to provide 
for all the accommodation necessary for 
that body for all time to come, and this 
session they do not breathe a word about 
its abolition. A more inconsistent course 
was never taken even by this administra­
tion. This, of itself, should condemn 
them ; but when we consider the fact 
that they have kept four seats in the 
Council open and have a fifth at their 
disposal which they have promised to a 
friend, we say that they are open to the 
charge of holding a constant bribe over 
the heads of members of the Legislature. 
It is no- in humanity not to be influenced 
by the prospect of getting what it ardent­
ly desires, and so we think we make no 
insinuation against the honesty of the 
gentlemen who have been promised seats 
up stairs when we say that they cannot 
be expected to take an independent view 
of the questions arising in the Assembly 
and involving the standing of the Gov­
ernment. As Legislative Councillors 
average, the gentlemen whose names 
are associated with the vacant seats will 
stand scrutiny in the matter of ability 
and reputation ; but this is neither 
here nor there in judging of the 
course taken by the Government, which 
may be summarized in a few' words. 
While stating to the House and the peo­
ple of the Province that they were pledged 
to abolish the Legislative Council, they 
have secretly intrigued to preserve it, 
and have employed the vacancies which 
exist in it to keep a control over the As­
sembly, and now pronose to fill up the 
vacant seats as soon as supply is passed, 
in order to enable them to get a Subsidy 
Railway Act through the Legislature, 
with which they hope to control the con­
stituencies next summer, although they 
well know that not a mile of road will be 
built under it.

THE BRIDGE.

We congratulate Mr. Blair upon his 
speech in the House on the budget. It is 
generally conceded to have been the best 
ever made by him. His remarks in refer­
ence to the bridge across the river here 
were timely. It seems incredible that a 
Government, of which a York County re­
presentative is Premier, should prepare a 
Railway Subsidy Act without providing 
for such a bridge, but from all that we 
can learn it has not yet been contem­
plated by the Administration to include 
in their proposed bill any aid to a bridge 
here. Mr. Blair might have kept back 
his suggestion until after the Subsidy 
Act was passed, and the omission of any 
mention of the bridge would have been a 
powerful canvass against the 'Attorney 
GeneraL We are glad, however, that he 
has shown himself rriore mindful of the 
interests of his constituents than to adopt 
such a courte. The Subsidy Act is sure 
to pass. It is useless, indeed, to oppose 
it. It will pass just as readily with a grant 
for $150,000 in it to aid a bridge over the 
St. John at Fredericton, as it will without 
it. If the grant is not made it will be 
the Attorney General’s fault.

The Farmer has a genius for making 
mistakes. Speaking of the Clerk of the 
Pleas matter, it says that, except 
some trifling irregularity in the Clerk of 
the Piero Office, “all that hfts been shown 
is that the $200 paid to Mr. Bliss, to 
make up part of his salary as Clerk of 
Assembly, were not paid out of the fees, 
but paid by the Hon. Mr. Fraser ‘ out of 
his own pocket,’ as he felt constrained to 
make up part of the difference between 
the salary of Clerk of the Legislative 
Council, which position Mr. Bliss resigned 
in 1873, at the instance of the govern­
ment of the day, and that of Clerk of 
House of Assembly.” As the Hon. Mr. 
Fraser, Mr. Carman and Mr. Bliss swore 
that the $200 paid to Mr. Bliss to make 
up his salary was paid out of money 
received by the Clerk of the Pleas, 
which should have gone into the Trea­
sury, and as Mr. Fraser swore that the 
$200 which he paid was for making the 
index, the Farmer either does not know 
anything about the matter it pretends 
to discuss or it purposely gives false 
information.

We surrender a large portion of our 
space to-day to Mr. Blair’s speech upon 
the budget. We have given very full re­
ports of the chief speeches this session, 
our object being to give our readers an, 
opportunity of forming their own opinion 
in reference to the political issues ot the 
day. Unless something unusual occurs," 
the heavy debates of the session are now 
over, and the Herald will resume its 
normal appearance as to news and edi­
torial matter.

GENERAL SKOBBLEFPS CAREER

General Skobeleff, who has suddenly 
become one of the most notorious soldier- 
politicians on the continent of Europe, 
and by his indiscreet speeches threatens 
to precipitate a war between Austria, 
Germany, and Russia, is a young man 
not yet thirty-seven years of age. He is, 
says an English exchange, a soldier born 
of soldiers. Not only is his father a 
General of distinguished ability, but his 
grandfather rose by sheer force of fight­
ing capacity from the ranks to first rank 
as a General in "the Caucasus. From his 
youth upward Michael Dimitrievitch has 
been a man of war. When only eighteen 
he took so energetic a part in some dis­
turbances at the university that his 
attendance .at that seat of learning was 
summarily dispensed with, but not before 
he had acquired a mastery of several 
languages and an omnivorous appetite 
for reading. After his dismissal from the 
university he was sent with a regiment 
of the Guards to assist in suppressing the 
Polish insurrection. That was in 1863, 
when he was eighteen. Skobeleff re­
turned with his regiment to St. Peters­
burg. He then attended the Staff College, 
and after two years’ diligent study was 
sent off with a captain’s commission 
to the Caucasus—where his grand­
father had gained his laurels—the year 
before the Franco-Prussian war broke out. 
He was then a youngster of four-and- 
twenty. The first two or three years 
were passed in guerilla war in the 
mountains—a service useful but unevent­
ful. In 1873, when his upward career 
may properly be said to begin, he was 
transferred to Turkestan, and took part 
in that famous expedition to Khiva as 
lieutenant colonel of a Cossack regiment. 
He displayed such daring and enterprise 
that when Khiva was captured he was 
despatched with a couple of nomads to 
explore the desert region through which 
the Krasnovodsk column was to have ad­
vanced on the robber khanate of the 
steppes, but from which it had recoiled 
in dismay after half its members had died 
for want of water. Skobeleff, having dis­
charged his difficult mission with brilliant 
success, was decorated, promoted to a 
colonelcy, and attached to General Kauff- 
mann’s staff. In 1875 he gained his ma­
jor-generalship in the first expedition 
against Khokand, and in 1876 he con­
quered that province at the head of 4,000 
men, and was made Governor of the tract 
of 30,000 square miles which he had added 
to the Russian empire. When the Russo 
Turkish war broke out Skobeleff marched 
off to Bulgaria without a command.

The story of his exploits in the Bul­
garian campaign includes all that was 
most exciting in the war which brought 
the Russian army within sight of the 
minarets of Stamboul. From the day 
when, “to show the stuff he was made 
off,” he swam his horse across the Danube 
while General Dragomiroff was forcing 
the passage at Simnifza, to the time when 
he could with difficulty be restrained 
from marching into Constantinople as 
soon as the British fleet entered the Sea 
of Marmora, he was the most prominent 
actor in the drama. He became the 
legendary hero of the campaign, and in 
the minds of the common people he al­
most monopolized its glories. He was 
always to the forefront of the hottest bat­
tle, four horses were shot under him in 
ten days, and he was only wounded once, 
and after being in constant expectation 
of death for months he returned home 
safe and sound. His white uniform was 
to his soldiers as the white plume of 
Henry Quatre in the battle of Ivry. “I 
have heard the soldiers speak of him,” 
says a recent biographer, “ as a general 
under whom they would rather fight and 
die than fight and live under another.” 
They had often to die — sometimes 50 
per cent, of his command perished ; 
but he spared no exertion to minister 
to their wants and supply their 
needs. His division was the best fed, 
and best clothed, and best armed in the 
army. He was always with them in the 
most exposed positions in the fight, sleep 
with them in the trenches, and looking 
after all their necessities in the camp. 
His custom of wearing white, as if to court 
the bullets of his enemies, his reckless 
personal bravery, and the strange custom 
of his of always “going into battle in his 
cleanest uniform and fresh underclothing 
covered with perfume, and wearing a 
diamond-hilted sword, in order that, he 
said, he might die with his best clothes 
on,” gained him the reputation of a wild 
dare-devil, which somewhat obscured his 
real capacity as a general. In reality they 
only showed how thoroughly he had 
divined that secret of power which lies in 
fascinating the imagination as well as of 
appealing to the reason of men. When 
he was sent to take Geok Tepe and sub­
due the Tekkes many shook their heads, 
and predicted that his impetuosity would 
be his ruin. So far from that being the' 
case, he displayed the utmost caution, 
acted with the greatest deliberation, re­
fused to move from July to December, 
until he had made all his preparations ; 
and after he had carried on camels to the 
trenches no fewer than 1,565,000 rounds 
of ammunition, to say nothing of several 
thousands of heavy shot and shell, he 
laid siege to Geok Tepe, and captured 
that hitherto impregnable stronghold. 
He had 10,000 troops against 40,000 Asi­
atics, and he achieved the conquest of 
the Akhal Tekke country with a loss of 
937 men.—Toronto Globe.

A GYPSY’S FUNERAL.

THE BURIAL OF A MEMBER OF A WEALTHY 

NOMAD TRIBE.

“Singing I plod 
By wayward fancy led ;

Trusting in God
Who the sparrows still hath fed."

A curious crowd of children and grown 
people filled the narrow limits of Grand 
avenue yesterday morning, opposite the 
vacant lots where the gypsy camp is 
located. A couple of police officers in 
ceaseless monotone ordered the crowd to 
“ keep away from that fence.” The body 
of the dead gypsy lay in one of the tents 
in a handsome rich casket. His family 
and friends filled the tent, mourning 
their loss. They were none of them 
dressed in mourning, as it is understood 
by other Caucasians, but all were care­
fully dressed, and some even richly, in 
fabric and color.

Noticing the reporter’s surprise at this, 
the man who rents the lots to the gypsies 
said : “ They are rich, some of them very 
rich. They pay a good rent in gold and 
in advance for the ground they occupy. 
'There is one man who lives in yonder 
tent who is probably worth $100,000. 
Hard to believe 7 Well, the men carry 
on an extensive horse-trading and the 
women earn a good deal more money 
than is generally supposed, telling for­
tunes. They live cheaply but not meanly, 
and save much.”

Shortly after 11 o’clock, six voung men 
of the tribe bore the casket from the tent 
to the hearse, waiting with a dozen car­
riages in the little street. The news ‘hat 
there was a gypsy funeral had quickly 
spread, and the police had some difficulty- 
in making a passage way to the hearse 
for the pall-bearers.

At the Odd Fellows’ Cemetery, where 
the burial took place, the simple services 
of the Lutheran Church were read by Rev. 
J. M. Buehler. During the service the 
mourning tribe stood silent ; at its con­
clusion the young people formed a line 
around the grave and waited till the grave 
diggers hastily filled in the earth. Then 
the girls of the tribe each planted a bunch 
of flowers at the head, foot and middle of 
the soft earth. That was their only cere 
mony. Everything that had ever been 
u^ed by or upon the dead man before or 
after death his family burned. Even the 
undertaker’s appliances, the pall, stools 
and shaving tools were purchased and 
burned after their return from the grave. 
“ Some of the things they burned I can­
not replace this side of New York ; but 
they would not let me take them away,” 
the undertaker said. In fhe morning 
early, before the funeral, a robe, harness, 
some wearing apparel, a watch and other 
jewelry which had belonged to the dead 
gypsy were burned by his sisters. A 
number of gypsies from the Oakland
camps came over to the funeral__San
Francisco Call.

HOW HE LOST HIS MEMORY.

He had asked the man in the seat 
behind him for a chew of tine-cut, and 
after stuffing half the contents of the box 
into his mouth he put the box itself into 
his pocket. When reminded of this he 
replied :

“Bless me—bless me 1 Why so I did i 
Hope you won’t take offense, sir, for I 
had entirely forgotten it. Dear me I hut 
I find fresh evidences every day that I 
am not what I used to be. I see that I 
am losing my memory.”

“That’s too bad,” said the other. “How 
long have you been thus afflicted 7"

“Exactly thirteen years ago to-day."
“Did some accident happen to you 

then 7”
“Accident! Bless you, my dear sir, it 

was a terrible thing. I was hung by a 
mob.”

“Is that so? I don’t want to be imper­
tinent, but I should really like to hear 
about it.”

“Certainly—no impertinence about 
that. I was in Denver. My business 
was to sell pianos aud organs. One night 
I called at a house to see about the sale 
of a piano, and I found the lady murder­
ed in the hall. While I was standing 
there, horror-struck and terrified, several 
parties came up, accused me of murder, 
and in ten minutes a mob had a rope 
around my neck. I was dragged to a 
tree, given twaminutes to pray, and then 
pulled up.”

“Hung by the neck ?”
“Yes—a regular hangman’s noose, and 

the end of the rope was made fast and I 
was left swinging.”

“Great Scots! and—and—but you of 
course didn’t die ?”

“I dunno," softly answered the piano 
man. “I date my loss of memory from 
the minute they began pulling on the 
rope. Perhaps I was cut down and resus­
citated—perhaps the corpse was taken 
out and buried. As I told you before, 
my memory has sadly failed me.”

The other puzzled over it, blew his 
nose, got red in the face, and finally 
blurted out : “Say, mister, I believe you 
are a gigantic, consarned liar.”

A SCENE IN IRELAND.

HOW A PROCESS-SERVER WAS FORCED TO EAT 
HIS WRIT.

At the usual fortnightly petty sessions 
held last week—the presiding magis­
trates being Colonel Stuart and T. D. 
Wilson—three young men named Corbet 
and a man named Shea were charged 
with having murderously assaulted a 
process-server named Sheedy.

Patrick Sheedy deposed that he resided 
in Carrick-on-Suir, and was process-server. 
On Thursday, the 29th day of December 
last, he got a number of writs to serve on 
the tenants of Mr. Scally. The .writs 
were for rent due. In the discharge of 
that duty he proceeded to Ballyneal, and 
served some of the tenants with writs.

“While serving those writs did anything 
happen to you ?”

“Yes.”
“What was it?”
“I had them all served but two—one 

for Mrs. Shea and another. I got as far as 
Shea’s house, and as I entered the farm 
house Shea, the prisoner, met me. He 
said: ‘Sheedy, I never expected to see 
you at this dirty work.’ ”

“Did anything happen to you then ?”
“Yes; I heard voices in the kitchen, 

and I became frightei#d, and, turning, 
ran ; but before I got twenty yards I was 
was seized by three or four persons and 
dragged back into the kitchen.”

“Were the writs taken from you?"
“Yes.”
“After you were taken into the kitchen 

did anything happen to you?"
“Yes; I was knocked down on the 

broad ot my back, and several parties 
shouted, “Shove them down his throat !”

“Can you say that the prisoners were 
the parties who shouted that ?"

“I was too terrified to know who did it.”
“Where the prisoners there at ail?”
“Yes; they were ail in the kitchen.”
“You say that you were knocked down 

in the kitchen. When you were down 
did anything happen to you?”

“Yes ; as soon as they shouted, ‘Shove 
them down his throat,’ I pleaded for 
mercy, but it was no use, and one of the 
party stuck a writ in my mouth, and I 
was held down until I swallowed it.”

“They made you swallow the writ?”
“Yes Shea’s writ.”
“Did any of the prisoners take part in 

this ?”
“It was not they that shoved the writ 

down my throat, but they assisted in 
holding me while it was being done.”

“Didyou swallow more than one writ?”
“I was kept down until I swallowed the 

other.”

The Debate on the Budget.

The debate on the Budget was re­
sumed on Wednesday afternoon at 2.40, 
when Mr. Barberie continued his remarks.
He spoke for nearly five minutes, and 
was followed by the

who said he would make some state­
ments which challenged contradiction 
and would show the actual financial con­
dition of the Province to day, but he 
would mention something else first. He 
then took up the Tower Trial, and de­
fended the action of the Government 
from the charge preferred against it in 
the matter of money paid to counsel other 
than the Hon. Solicitor General, holding 
it was right that in such an important 
case the Government should be ably and 
well represented. He discussed the 
Eastern Extension Claims at considerable 
length, and said that it was his opinion 
that it would not be long before the 
money would be paid into the office of 
the Receiver General. The Grand 
Southern Railway question came in for a 
due share of consideration and the a£ion 
of the Government was defended. The

admirably it was adapted in every way 
for its purposes. He then turned his 
attention to the speech of the hon. gen 
tlernan from Westmorland, (Black) and 
said he would show the actual financial 
position of the Province to-day, and that 
it would differ from the showing of that 
hon. gentleman. The revenue of the 
Province for the present day, as he made 
it, was $641,903.20, and he did not look 
for any material change in this amount 
in the next decade. Then there would 
be an addition of $32,000 for increase in 
population in that time, which would 
bring the whole amount up to $675,000 in 
round numbers. But perhaps it would 
be just as well not to go too far into the 
future at present. The expenditures at 
the present time amount to about $604,- 
600, which taken from the revenue of 
$641,903.20, leaves a surplus of $37,303.20 
•f receipts over expenditures. The lia­
bilities of the Province were next 
dealt with, and the details of its 
indebtedness gone into. The debt at 
present, as he made it up, amounted 
to $1,500,000, but deducting from it the 

-Eastern Extension claim of $150,000, 
which would be paid shortly, it left an 
total indebtedness of $950,000 on the 
Province. He next referred to what the 
Government—or this House, as he put it 
—had done for the Province. He cited 
the expenditures for railway purposes, 
the public buildings, bridges, &c., and 
many other items which other hon. gen­
tlemen had gone over, and said the grand 
aggregate of expenditures for public 
works and extraneous matters, such as 
the St. John fire, made by this Province 
since Confederation amounted to $3,014,- 
500. In speaking of the charges made 
against the Government in connection 
with the manner in which the public ac­
counts are kept, he said that the 
Government had the matter under 
their consideration, and hoped in a 
short time to present a new system which 
would be found simple, concise and accu­
rate. The total area of the Crown lands 
was over 17,000,000 acres, and of this 
there was still ungranted 7,504,219. The 
Provincial liability was, as he understood 
it, $950,000, and he contrasted this with 
with the position of the city of St. John 
with a debt of between two or three mil­
lions of dollars, and said he thought that 
the debentures of this Province with its 
showing of assets, could issue at four per 
cent. There are our seven and a half 
millions of acres of land ungranted, which 
have been valued at 30 cents per acre, 
that would serve as a real estate backing 
for any liability this Province might in­
cur, and would be accepted as such in 
financial circles. He thought the Gov­
ernment h d done well by the Province, 
and read the paiagraph from the Gover­
nor’s speech referring to the settlement 
of the public lands and the geological 
survey. He dwelt upon this last matter 
for some time and taking up the peniten­
tiary question, he traced its history down 
to the present day, and concluded his 
speech with some remarks of a general 
nature.

The debate on the budget was resumed on 
Wednesday afternoon at 2.30, when 

MR. BLAIR .

began his speech. He said :—I hope the 
hon. gentleman who has just sat down will 
not be offended if I defer reference to what he 
has said until later on. I have always listened 
to a speech from the hon. gentleman with a 
great deal of pleasure, not alone when he 
treats of penitentiary claims, but on other 
occasions. He has called the attention of 
the House to the past, present and future of 
the Province, and what statements he has 
made in this connection will be dealt with 
by me further on. My hon. friend the Pro­
vincial Secretary, in making the first speech 
in supply, had perhaps manifested more 
buoyancy of speech and depression of mari­
ner than ever before. We were advised by 
him for^he first time that the country was 
passing from a period of deficits and into an 
era of surplusses. When we had listened on 
a similiar occasion in 1880 and again in 
1881, we did not obtain the slightest idea 
that there had ever been a deficit in his ad­
ministration ; but after a lapse of two years 
we find that the then contentions of the Op­
position were true, and to-day it suits the 
purp ise of the Provincial Secretary to admit 
that what we then "J' ................. .. *“

al

said was true, and to in­

form us that the country is passing from a 
period of deficits into an era of surplusses.
It will be part of my duty to examine into 
his statements, and I think I will be able to 
show that he has not stated the truth. I am 
not one of those, sir, as has been asserted on 
more than one occasion by the hon. member 
from Westmoreland (Hanington), who have 
preached “bine ruin” for the country. I 
would have been glad had the hon gentle­
man, when making that statement, quoted 
my words. There are the records of the 
blouse to which he might have referred, and 
I am in a position to say, from a very clear 
recollection of my statements, that on no oc­
casion did I make such a prediction, but 1 
have said and I say now, that the finances of 
the country have not been properly managed. 
The hon. gentleman has not disclosed the 
true state of affairs. I will not preach bank­
ruptcy. It will take more than four years 
of his management to bring the country to 
the verge of bankruptcy. There is a wide 
gulf, sir, between mismanagement and 
bankruptcy, and it does not lie with him to 
say that any gentleman in the Opposition 
had prophesied destruction or “ blue ruin.
In touching our financial affairs we open up 
a large range of topics, including education, 
administration of the crown lands, agricul­
ture, conservation of our forests, inland 
fisheries, colonization and settlement and de­
partmental management, all of which have 
an intimate connection with the financial 
standing of our Province. It will not be 

to enter at any great 
a discussion of those topics, 
do this, and I will merely 

touch the skirts, as it were, as 1 pass along. 
But with the indulgence of the House I will 
make a brief reference to education. The 
item of education makes a large drain on the 
finances of the country. I do not hesitate to 
give it all it requires, I will not be parsimon­
ious—I would deal generously with it—but 
as legislators it is our duty to ask ourselves 
from time to time are we not called upon to 
pay more than is necessary. The educational 
grant for 1872, the first full year under our 
present Free School system, amounted to 
$112,500. In 1876 it had risen to $142,000, 
and in 1881 to $153,000. Well, sir, we see 
at once that there has been a very rapid in­
crease in the expenditure, and we ask our­
selves have we had any adequate returns. I 
am not competent to answer that question 
fully just now, but it is one that demands 
our serious consideration. There is one fact, 
however, to which I would direct the 
attention of the House and that is that while 
the appropriation for schools has been 
steadily increasing the total attendance of 
pupils has been falling off for some tim- 
past- We see by the reports of the Board of 
Education that the attendance during the 
winter term in 1876 was 47.870 ; in 1877, 
51,000 (I speak in round figures), in 1878, 
52,000 ; in 1879, 53,000 ; in 1880, it had fallen 
to 60,000 and in 1881, to 49,550, and the same 
decline is noticeable by compa ison in the 
summer terms. We observe, sir, no matter 
what the cause, whether hard times 
kindred causes, that year by year the 
tendance has been diminishing while the 
cost of the school systfem has been gradually 
creeping up. This is not the first time that 
the attention of the House has been called to 
this subject. It will be remembered, sir, 
that members of the Government have ex­
pressed serious anxiety, and that aslong ago 
as 1880 the Hon Provincial Secretary, im 
pressed with the importance of this large 
charge—impressed with the importance of 
the Government dealing with this question 
informed the House that the Government 
were maturing a measure to reduce the cost 
and yet maintain the efficiency of our free 
school system. I am satisfied, sir, that the 
country has been looking for some manifes­
tation of this—that the House has been 
looking for some manifestation of this—but, 
sir, we have been looking from that time to 
the present and we have been looking in 
vain. In the speech at opening of the 
present session we are promised among other 
bills, a measure “conferring additional 
powers upon Trustees of Schools, and by 
which the building of school houses may be 
rendered less burdensome to ratepayers.” 
Are we to assume,that .this is th" measure 
then promised? Have we been waiting for 
two years until this matter could be still more 
matured ? Has this great mountain been in 
labor, and is this the little mouse it has 
brought forth ? I will not deny the impor­
tance of this little mouse, but if this is the 
outcome of all their promises we are entitled 
to say that they have disappointed all our 
expectations in this regard I will now 
touch on the question of colonization and 
settlement, a question of great importance 
The Government have not yet fixed on a defi­
nite plan. We have such measures as the 
Grant and Labor Acts, that were passed to 
promote the settlement of the country, but I 
believe, sir, I am giving expression to th» 
deliberate judgment of this House, when I 
say that this policy does not meet the neces­
sities of the case, and is not such as should 
be fixed and permanent for the future. When 
we look and see how inaccurate they are, 
and the great charge they arc on 
the revenues of the country—when we see 
the great inducements that have been held 
out by the Dominion Government (and I say 
by other governments as well)—it seems to 
me, sir, we must have some fixed and perma­
nent policy with regard to the settlement of 
this country. I know, sir,, that many sug­
gestions been made to the Government. My 
friend from Rcstigouche (Mr Barberie) has 
pointed out that the tract of land stretching 
from the Bay to the upper St. John is not ex­
celled in fertility by any lands in New Bruns­
wick. The Government certainly havr not 
opened up their lands for settlement, but 
those who hope for the best are looking 
to the Government taking a better policy. I 
think I am safe, sir, in saying that people in 
the employ of the Government have in the 
public press advocated the necessity of roads 
to open up these tracts for settlement, and 
not to give away our lands as in the past, 
but sell them on easy terms. By selling 
only alternate blocks the remaining blocks 
would be increased in value. I hold, 
sir, that the people would prize these 
purchased lands more highly than if 
they received them as a gift. I am in 
accord with my colleague (Barberie), and I 
am sure that the country is in accord with 
him. that have not yet settled on a per­
manent policy with regard to the settlement 
and colonization of our Crown lands. Let

me now pass on to the matter of agriculture, 
which all will admit is one of the first mag­
nitude. I will not seek to withhold from the 
Government the credit that is due for the in­
creased interest they have taken in agricul­
ture, but the question is, have they taken a 
policy that we can approve ? It has seemed 
to me, sir, that when they have put a sum in 
the estimates they have done all that they 
considered necessary. I am not one of those 
who believe that the farmer needs a great 
deal of pampering from the Legislature, but 
I would ask have the Government pointed 
out to us a line to follow ? Let us see what 
has been done in the past four years. They 
established a Board of Agriculture, urged 
upon thei# by my friend Mr. Black, Chairman 
of the Agricultural Committee of the House, 
with his usual ability, and I have no reason 
to complain of that step. They entertained 
a couple of English gentlemen and travelled 
about the country with them. They made 
an importation of stock, and they established a 
stock farm. These things, sir, are what have 
been done for the interests of the farmers,and 
these things don’t seem to me to have met 
the views and wishes of the farmers of the 
country. I do not believe in a Government 
doing for a people what they can do fo 
themselves. I believe that the wants of the 
country can be supplied more cheaply and 
more satisfactorily by private enterprise 
When I come to apply this rule to the action 
of the Government, it will be found not alto­
gether to merit the approval of the country 
I refer more particularly to this matter of the 
Stock Farm. I am willing to discuss it en­
tirely on its merits, and I believe it does not 
meet with the approval of the farmers of the 
Province generally. It may be in King"s, so 
intelligently represented by the gentleman 
who sits behind me (Crawford), that it com­
mands the approval of the farmers, as it 
would, indeed, in any county where it might 
be located, but you will find it does not serve 
the interests of the farmers in more remote 
districts. When the members think over the 
names of the stock raisers—men of energy, 
skill and ability—who are scattered through­
out the Province, I think they will not ap­
prove of the stock farm. If it does not satisfy 
people in all parts of the country, we may 
safely conclut»; that it was not entirely upon 
its merits that the stock farm was established. 
The Hon. Provincial Secretary tells us that 
the Government had obtained a great con­
sensus of opinion in its favor. Where? In 
the Agricultural Societies? In.the papers ?
I don’t think the farmers have had an oppor­
tunity to express an opinion as yet. and 
therefore I entirely deny that there is any 
such feeling as he states. Another ques­
tion comes up in connection with this. My 
friend (Mr. Black) has fully discussed this, 
and I will not trespass upon the time of the 
House. The Chief Commissioner had at­
tempted to reply to him, but he became in­
volved in such a maze and mystery that he ex­
perienced great difficulty in getting out of it, 
and had left the House as much in the dark 
as he was himself. He had asked how P. E.
I. had obtained such a reputation for horses, 
had asked if it were not due directly or in­
directly to the stock farm It is known for 
a fact, sir, that you have to go to the Island 
for certain classes of horses, and the reason 
why so many horses are exported from the 
Island is because the people there had im­
ported a class of horses suited for the 
country, while our Government had not. 
Had our Government consulted the lumber­
men as to their importations they would 
have done better. P ivate enterprise had 
introduced improved breeds of horses into 
P ince Edwa.-d Island before a Government 
stock farm was established there. The reason 
assigned by Premier Sullivan's letter to the 
Provincial Secretary that the stock farm was 
established because private individuals did 
not imnort good and improved stock, does 
not apply here. We are warranted in saying 
that private enterprise had supplied the de­
mand from the admissions of the Provincial 
Secretary that periodical importations were 
a failure, and that at the recent sale in St. 
John $5.000 worth of stock had glutted the 
market. That goes to show that there was 
no natural demand for the cattle the Govern­
ment imported, or it established the neces­
sary alter lative that private enterprise is 
meeting all the demands. I am right, sir, 
in assuming that private enterprise had a 
good deal to do with it. There are some 
gentlemen in Westmoreland, the river 
Counties,and other portions of the Province— 
one in Kings, bought out by the Government 
when they established 'he farm—who have 
bent all their energies and are vet unable to 
make stock raising a financial success, where 
is the necessity of the Executive of this 
country embarking in a scheme like this 
without any guarantee that they can carrv 
it on mure successfully tha i private breeders. 
So much for this phase of the stock 
farm. But, sir, 1 come to another sli de 
dealt with by the legal minds of the Solicitor 
General and Po incial Secretary, and in 
dealing with this 1 will draw the attention 
of the House to what occurred last session. 
The sum of $10,000 was then appropriated 
for an importation of stock, arid in this con 
nection let me invite the careful consider 
ation of the House to what is involved in the 
authoritative utterances of the Provincial 
Secretary, who is also President of the Board 
of Agriculture, and spoke as the mouthpiece 
of that body :—“For agriculture there is the 
usual sum of $12,000 for the ordinary pur­
poses and $10,000 for an importation of 
stock. A committee of the Government had 
been appointed to consider the matter and 
the Board of Agriculture reported to the 
Government recommending an importation 
which the Government, to a large extent, 
would endeavor to carry out. * * * Al­
though the Board expressed themselves in 
favor of having the importation from the old 
country, yet to some extent to meet the 
demand for an immediate importation, the 
Government might feel justified in buying 
some of the stock on this side of 
the Atlantic, but would consult with 
the Agricultural bodies before doing so.' 
Well, sir, we have the House yielding to 
that request of the Board of Agriculture, 
who, we are told to-day, represent the senti­
ment of the country. Was there one then 
who opened his mouth and said this impor­
tation was a preliminary step to a stock 
farm? Not one. The Provincial Secretary 
then pointed out that the stock was to be 
sold as heretofore, but what is it he tells us 
to-day as Provincial Secretary and President 
of the Board of Agriculture? That period­

ical importations are a failure. I know that the 
hon gentleman’s coolness and bravery have 
always stood him in good stead, yet I must 
admit that I am surprfsed at his bravery and 
effrontery in making this statement. Is he not 
inaking that admission, sir, for a purpose and 
not as a mature conclusion ? But simply to 
ustify this establishment of a stock farm he 

goes back on his utterances of the year 
previous when advocating a grant for an 
importation of stock, and tells ns that 
periodical importations are decided failures. 
When, sir, did he find that out and for what 
purpose was it discovered. Was it when he 
asked the vote last year ? If so he did not 
treat the House with candor. If that was 
his mind then, when was it the knowledge 
came to him that periodical stock importa­
tions were failures ? Was it before or after 
they came to this conclusion to establish a 
stock farm ? He says a stock farm was 
necessary because of the failure of the 
periodical importations. Then, sir, they 
must have made up their minds before a hoof 
was offered for sale. Ah. sir, any excuse is 
better than none! I would like the gentle­
men who follow me to he more explicit and 
give more particulars. As I am informed, 
it is known to those who attended the sale 
that the best animals were held back and 
put on the farm. If that be so it is no 
wonder, sir, that the sale was not successful ; 
but be that so or not, it was not until after 
the farm had been decided upon that the sale 
of stock took place, and therefore it does not 
lie in the mouth of my hon friend to say that 
the farm was decided upon because periodical 
importations had been proved decidedfailures 
thereby. I demand, sir, that the House is 
entitled to he dealt with in a spirit of candor 
by the hon gentleman when asking for
grant. I insist he has not been candid. 
What is thé current of his statement leading 
down to this? He says the Government had 
not thought then of establishing a stock 
farm, but we want the House to believe we 
have decided on a farm be cause importations 
are a failure. He wants us to believe 
further that the Government were constrained 
to take this step. He tells us, sir, that the 
Government were asked by the Board of 
Agriculture to take into serious consider­
ation the establishment of this stock farm 
The Secretary tells us, sir, that when the 
sum of $10,000 was appropriated last session, 
and even before that time, a great deal of in­
terest was manifested in the establishment of 
a stock farm. It is a great ptiy, sir, that 
before a vote was asked from this House that 
the Board had not promulgated this through 
their President. They tell us, sir, that the 
farm was established to supply the country 
with pure bred stock, and yet in the same 
breath they tell us that the periodical impor­
tations of pure bred stock are failures. Surely 
they will not tell us that the farm was estab­
lished for supplying graded stock ? What, 
then, sir, is the dilemma in which the Govern­
ment find themselves placed ? The Govern­
ment, if we are to believe the Secretary, 
yielded to this universal pressure and estab­
lished a stock farm, yet we find them com 
pelled to,look for precedents, to seek for 
constitutional usnage to justify this appro­
priation of the. public funds without the 
consent of the Legislature. I challenge them 
to name one precedent. I ask them where is 
the emergency ? Is not this house to be con­
sulted? Is the Government to take what 
they admit to be a new departure without 
consulting this House? I don’t wish to do 
the hon member for King’sfCrawford) injus­
tice, but I am surprised at his assertions that 
they consulted some of the members. Does 
he put that forward as a justification? Was 
it done in a constitutional way? Was but­
ton-holing individual members and dragging 
them on one side to talk to them a constitu­
tional way of asking the opinion of the House?

would like to find a precedent for that. 
But, sir, we are told the press—the enlighten­
ed press—were almost unanimous for a stock 
farm. I have as high a respect for the press 
as any man in this House, not excepting the 
hon gentleman to my left (Willis) and the 
hon gentleman in my eye directly opposite 
(Elder), and admitting all their ability, and 
even more than their ability, yet I would be 
sorry to admit, sir, that they were in a posi­
tion to say that the sentiment of the country 
was in favor of a stock farm. I apprehend 
that there is one constitutional way in which 
to take the views of the people, and that is 
through their representatives. I apprehend 
that there is but one constitutional period to 
consult the representatives—when they are 
in general session convened—and I affirm 
that only a great emergency can justify a 
departure therefrom. Yet there is not a gen­
tleman on the floor of this House who can 
point to a great emergency in this case. 
Could not all the stock be sold, if it went at 
low rate ? Would not provincial purchasers 
have obtained the benefit? I feel that as the 
stock could have been so sold that there was 
no pressing emergency for the establishment 
of a farm, and I consider its establishment a 
usurpation of authority on the part of the 
Executive, and an entirely unconstitutional 
act. Do not understand me to say, sir, that 
there are not cases of emergency, but no 
one can pretend to say that such an emer­
gency existed in this ease. And this 
leads me to the conclusion that the House 
ou^ht to be able to discuss this question 
on its merits, and ought not to be called 
on to ratify or reject action previously 
taken by the Government. Many of the 
members would say the farm has been 
leased ; we cannot undo what is done ; 
and no good results will follow any at­
tempt to express what our opinion might 
have been. Thus the House is hampered 
by the transaction, and there is no good 
in speculating as to what the opinion of 
the House would have been had they 
been asked for an expression before, 
But the threat has been thrown out by 
the Provincial Secretary that we have 
foreclosed ourselves, as it were, by pass­
ing the address. This is the first time 
the Government has propounded this 
doctrine, and 1 do not hesitate to put my 
view against theirs. I state it as a consti­
tutional principle that, in this House and 
in English speaking Parliaments, the ad­
dress is not technically considered as a 
test of feeling between the treasury and 
the opposition benches. I will now call 
attention to the defective state of the re­
turns the Government have made in this

connection. They show a ten years’ 
lease of the Otty farm, on which, accord­
ing to the Secretary for Agriculture, there 
will be a considerable outlay for repairs 
to buildings, and possibly for a new bam, 
little of which will be recouped at the 
termination of the lease, as the lessor 
(Mr. Otty) covenants to do nothing more 
than take the farm off the hands of the 
Government on its expiry, and to pay for 
only $1,000 worth of improvements, o 
matter what amount of improvements 
may be put upon it by the Government.
If the Government had taken this House 
into its confidence, had said a stock farm 
was necessary and had shown reasons in 
support of it, they would probably have 
sanctioned the purchase instead of the 
lease of a farm, and have thus secured to 
the Province the benefit of its own im 
provements. I now come to the con­
sideration of another point having an im­
portant bearing on the revenue of the 
country—I refer, sir, to the mines and 
minerals of the Province. I look forward 
to the time when they will be highly pro­
ductive, but" I am assured by men of ex­
perience that some radical changes are 
necessary in the existing - regulations, es 
pecially with regard to the size of grants 
and for the encouragement and protec­
tion of first discoverers of mines. This 
is an important field and one deserving 
the attention of the Government, and as 
a source from which a large and increas 

revenue may be derived. The ques- 
ti*t of the inland fisheries, which has 
been intelligently, and I might say ex­
haustively, presented by my hon. friend 
from Restigoucne (Barberie), is one de 
serving the careful attention not only of 
the Government but of the House, inas 
much as it has an important bearing on 
the revenue of the country. I will now 
pass on to the direct exigencies of the 
finances of the Province, but I do not 
purpose wearying the House with the 
consideration of this subject. I pointed 
out at a former session whither we were 
tending and will not go "over my figures at 
this hour. I would draw attention to a 
matter which should not escape the con 
sidération of the country. The House 
has been told by the Hon. Surveyor Gen 
eral that I had said there had been a 
misappropriation of funds; and that I 
had reiterated the charge. I always 
reiterate it, and I say now that there has 
been a consistent and perpetual misap 
propriation of the funds from year to 
year. It has been necessary, Mr. Speaker, 
in this House for a member in using this 
language to say that Me does not charge 
any member of the Government with 
larceny, swindling or embezzlement, and 
I wish it to be distinctly understood now 
that I do not charge the Government as 
a whole with any indictable offence. I 
assert, sir, that there has been a gross 
misappropriation of the public funds, but 
no indictable act by any member of the 
Government. I use the expression, sir, 
in that sense, but I wish it to be under­
stood in the strongest sense from that 
point of view. If there is a greater 
possible wrong-doing, not actually touch 
ing upon criminality, which it is possible 
for the hon. gentleman to do, I charge the 
hon. gentlemen now on the treasury 
benches with that wrong-doing, and I 
charge the Government with trampling 
persistently under foot year in and year 
out the solemn statutes of the land, 
My hon. friend the Surveyor General has 
scattered challenges as the autumn scat­
ters leaves. If I do not follow them, sir, 
in all their moods and tenses, and 
through all the various forms in which 
he has presented them, it is only because 
time will not admit, and not because they 
cannot be refuted. My hon. friend has 
picked up the same table of figures as 
the Provincial Secretary, read the same 
columns, and asked the country to be 
lieve that for the last three years the 
Government has been entitled to the 
highest commendation for their manage­
ment of the public finances. The Hon, 
Provincial Secretary says that the terri 
torial revenue this year will be $163,000, 
the largest sum ever received from this 
source. When the Provincial Secretary 
told us that this amount was to be taken 
out of the Crown lands, I had hoped he 
would have told us how much of this sum 
he expected to be derived from stump 
age, and how much from the sale of 
Crown lands, whether they intended to 
sell ten or twenty thousand acres to make 
up the deficit at the end of the year. I 
would like him to turn his genius on the 
future and tell us their policy—that is, if 
they continue to exist. The Hon. Pro­
vincial Secretary has told us in his budget 
speech that “ we have acted on the prin­
ciple of moving on, having full knowledge 
of the resources and full faith in the re­
cuperative powers of the Province, 
Grandiloquent sentences these to ring 
through the country ! I cannot agree 
with the hon. gentleman that they are 
“ moving on,” unless it be in the sense of 
a boy sliding down hill. He says he has 
a “ full knowledge of the resources and

ton)—a man of large knowledge and of 
especial intelligence on all topics— 
will impart some of this know­
ledge which has been imparted to him. 
I do not preach “ blue ruin,” or that to­
day we are in bankruptcy, but by push­
ing our lumber operations further back 
year by year, I feel, sir, and practical men 
so inform me, that it cannot he many 
years before the revenue from this source 
will be largely reduced. Why do not the 
Government invite their paid servants to 
tell us the exact situation ? The Sur­
veyor General has dwelt on the revenue to 
be hereafter derived from. cordwood, ce­
dar and other woods, but it will take a 
great deal from this source to perceptibly 
increase the revenue. The policy of my 
hon. friend for the last two years, to 
make up the deficits by selling the 
public lands, is a most pernicio is 
one, and one that will not commet l 
itself to the people of this country. It is 
the best timber lands in the country tli.it 
are so given away and it should be borne 
in inind that the lan Is surrounding these 
tracts are also stripped of their avails , e 
timber. I will now take the Provinc d 
Secretary where 1 left him, and I mav 
here say that in his speech at the openm ; 
of this debate he made a tardy—I will 
not say ample—-apology to the b > i. 
gentleman who sits alongside of him for 
the language used in his bu Iget speech 
of four years ago. I use his own wor Is :—

full faith in the recuperative powers of 
the country,” and I regret that the hon. 
gentleman did not spill out a little of the 
knowledge of which he is so full. I had 
hoped he would have told us they had 
benefitted by the experience of public 
men, and told us how long it would take 
to exhaust the lands of the country, but 
the hon. gentleman has not done so. It 
had been expected that the Solicitor 
General would throw some light on the 
subject, but he had left them in the dark. 
Perhaps we have to wait until the hon, 
gentleman from Westmorland (Haning

“He would not now discuss the qu ■» 
tion whether the Government in pow »r 
was the same Government as exist - 1 
previously to last summer. He wo i d 
only say if it were so, then it had exist - l 
since two years before Confederate i. 
He did not wish to evade a constitutional 
question at the proper time. He won 1 
assume the question for the present a i 1 
say that the present Govern uient fou» 1 
several matters which would require at­
tention lying over from previous yean. 
Amounts had been carried over from 
year to year until it was almost impossible 
to understand to what year the expen­
diture belonged. One small amount bad 
been brought over from 1872. They set 
themselves to ascertain what the liabi.i- 
ties were what debts really were outstan i 
ing, for the purpose of wiping the a 
completely out. There was another 
custom subsisting, which he deeme 1 
pernicious. It was the habit to draw 
acceptances on different departments 
and these were floating about, it so e 
tiaies being difficult to tell where they 
were. The Government had taken the 
position that there should be no accep­
tances, no drawing of drafts, but money 
due should be paid.”

When I heard this I felt, sir, that as my 
colleague in this constituency was assay­
ed, I had a right to feel for him, as it 
confirmed all the charges I had ma le 
against him. All remembered when the 
hon. Provincial Secretary got up for the 
first time to introduce the Budget what a 
great deal he was going to do. He start­
ed out with the resolution to manage the 
Govermental offices for the best an l 
highest good of the people, and he sai I 
that this resolve would be a tower of 
strength, and that the people instead of 
being in the slough of despond, would be 
on the hill of rejoicing. I can picture 
now the coach of state toiling up out of 
the slough of despond as represented by 
the management of his honorable frien l, 
covered with the mire and filth that had 
accumulated on it, and I can picture the 
hon. gentleman bending beneath the 
load and pulling until the drops of sweat 
rolled down his noble brow, painfully 
toiling up towards the summit of the hill 
of delight and joy ! He now tells us of 
this glorious achievement, and says wu 
have reached a period in our history 
marked by prosperity. How my hon. 
frien 1 stood it I cannot conceive, much 
less on a personal ground than for poli­
tical reasons. It would lead to compli­
cations (cries of no 1 no I)—I accept the 
force of the negative, and say that no­
thing would startle them but an 
adverse vote of the Legislature—the votes 
of the constituencies might not startle 
him_nor such men as the hon. gentle­
man in my eye (Hanington), who has 
such a wealth of Ian ruage at his com.nan 1 
to express his abhorence of the crowd.
I am glad to see that, at this late day, my 
hon. friend has made such a tardy apol­
ogy to his hon. colleague. I am glad of 
the hon. gentleman’s challenge to take 
up the transactions of three years, and I 
am willing to accept it. He says, as a 
matter of fact, that the deficit on three 
years transactions was only $20,000, and 
the Surveyor General makes the same 
statement. How is that ascertained ? 
Why, in the first place, they say. there is 
the deficit on 1879 of $48,000, and the 
surplus on the operations of '80 and ’81 is 
$28,000, which leaves a deficit of $20,000 
on the three years’ transactions. He puts 
this forth as a truthful statement of af­
fairs. The Hon. Provincial Secretary 
must have a very crazy idea of finance. 
It can’t be sustained, sir, and I dispute 
it. He must have an extraordinary idea 
of what constitutes a deficit. When a 
man spends more than he receives in 
conducting his own personal affairs, there 
is a deficit. The financial sheet for 1879 
showed that at the commencement of 
that year there was to the credit of the 
Province, the sum of $41,000, and on the 
31st of October, the close of that fiscal 
year, we find by the sheet that not only 
had that amount been spent, but that 
there had been a large expenditure in 
addition, which appears as a deficit of 
•$48,000, and . yet the Hon. Provincial 
Secretary says that there was only a de­
ficit of $48,0001 It is as clear as the 
noonday sun that it was $89,000.

Provincial Secretary—Oh, oh !
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Mr. Blair—The Provincial Secretary 
says oh, oh I but I would like to hear him 
in a more explicit manner. I put it to 
the sense of the House if he had in 1879, 
say $1,000,000 to his credit, and spent it 
and $500,000 more than his income also, 
would not the actual deficit be the full 
amount of $1,500,000? So also it follows 
if in Oct. 31st, 1879,after all the promises 
held out to us by the Hon. Provincial 
Secretary, the accounts of that year show 
asimilar over-expenditure. It is quite true 
that during the year there was a falling 
off in the timber receipts, but we know 
that the.Government estimated for that,
or if there is any probability of a falling off 

_ the Surveyor General knows better than 
any one else, and is able to tell the Pro­
vincial Secretary accurately what the 
receipts will be. I will venture to 
state that he never varied 10 per cent, in 
this connection in any one year, for he 
knows how his expenditures will run and 
the employes of the department can in­
form him accurately as to the probable 
revenue from these other sources, and 
the Provincial Secretary can make pro­
vision in the estimates to meet the ex­
igencies of the case. Let him talk about 
the recuperative energies of the country 
as much as he pleases, but there is one 
thing the people would not justify them 
in doing—drawing upon the future too 
largely. For ordinary purposes the peo­
ple would not ask us to expend more 
than we will receive. The prudent man 
will keep bis expenditures within his in­
come, but the Government don't do that, 
so at the end of three years we do not 
find a balance of $20,000 in our favor, but 
$61,000 against—which is a very large 
balance against the country on three 
years’ administration. The Provincial 
Secretaiy made the showing that in 1880 
there was a surplus of $5,615. I will 
grant that. But was it not a fictitious 
surplus ? They sold $17,000 worth of 
public lands to make that surplus show­
ing. Oh, he’s been able to make both 
ends meet ? But I will say that such a 
policy as this never could commend 
itself to public approval and is a delusive 
and pernicious system. I denounce the 
statement put forward by the hon. gen­
tleman as not being a true showing of the 
year’s transactions. Beyond that I call 
attention to the way the figures have been 
manipulated, and I do not wish to be under 
stood as saying this in a criminal sense. 
Payments made in one year were allowed 
to run over, and did not appear until the 
next. There were some things in the ac­
count of contingencies for 1881, and it 
was admitted by the Provincial Secretary,
which should have been paid in 1880_
telegrams, postages, and other charges 
deferred. ■ In 1881 there was a surplus of 
$22,845 shown, but $20,000 worth of pub­
lic lands were sold. I asked the Hon. 
Surveyor General if 13,000 acres of the 
Crown lands were sold, and he said that 
7,000 were for actual settlement. 
I had à conviction he was in error, and I 
have it as a fact that the quantity sold 
for actual settlement was hardly one-half 
of that amount, and I am safe in saying 
that at least 10,000 acres were sold for 
the purpose of speculation. Let him con­
tradict me if he will. Does he? say he 
will contradict me ?

Hod. Surveyor General—I will say it.
Mr Blair—The position he takes will not 

stand ; he cannot escape it. Heputitthrough 
the press that out of 13,000 acres of Crown 
lands disposed of 7,000 were for actual set­
tlement. I take no other year than I took 
then. He tried to pnt ns down, bat I knew 
the day would come, and it has come, sir.
I do not know if it is correct, sir, of may own 
personal knowledge, but I take it from the 
report. The other day he stated that 7,000 
acres were sold for actual settlement, and he 
replied in a laughing way, when asked how 
much they brought, “That they brought a 
dollar an acre." Take the Surveyor General’s 
report and see how inaccurate he was. Do 
J A J miller carry on the business of settling 
the country, and if they do, how long have 
they been in the business and what have they 
settled ?

Surveyor General—They have.
Mr. Blair—How long since have they ap­

plied for lands for actual settlement? Was 
it in 1881? If that is the statement he wished 
to put forth, then he could as truthfully say 
that every acre was sold for actual settle­
ment. Bnt, sir, there are such men as C F 
Clinch, Wm Davidson, E B Winslow, R P 
Whitney, Geo McLeod, Mr Mowatt and Mr 
Ritchie—have any of these gentlemen bought 
land for actual 'settlement? Add up what 
they bought, and yon will find that so far 
from its being 6,000 for actual settlement, it 
is not one half that amount. So much for 
the truth of the statement the hon. gentleman 
put forward, but when people go for infor­
mation, no bead of department ought to make 
such a lose statement of that kind. To be 
strictly accurate, the total amount realized 
from the sale of land was $19,472, and of this 
only $3,000 worth was for actual settlement. 
This taken from the total of $19,472 leaves 
a balance of $16,472 to be deducted from the 
from the surplus of the year, $22,000, which 
brings the surplus down to the nominal sum 
of $6,000. Then take from it the bills that 
should have been paid before, which still 
further reduces the surplus to $600 or so; 
and, then take the other minor sums, con­
tingencies, Ac., which any one can find by 
taking the trouble to go through the accçunts, 
and it will be found that there is quite a large 
balance the other way. I say that so long 
as the accounts are given in this way, it is 
impossible for any Provincial Secretary to 
expect his statement to be received with the 
full assurance that should attach to it.

The debate was adjourned until Thursday.
Mr. Blair resumed his speech on Thursday 

afternoon at 2.40. He said :—I pointed out 
yesterday afternoon, towards the conclusion 
of my remarks, that it was quite impossible 
to accept the statements of the Provincial

S°cretary of the condition of the finances of 
Province at the close of the year, for the 
reason that it was so far possible to defer 
warrants, and that therefore when the Pro­
vincial Secretary makes a report of balance 
carried over, it is not unreasonable in view 
of what has transpired in the past, to 
expect that he has accomplished that bal­
ance by these means. I have shown, sir, and 
I think correctly, that instead of $20,000 of 
a surplus in three year’s transactions there 
is a deficit of $60,000, but I did not include 
one or two items that it might be well to 
place in it. The land sold aggregated to 
$37,000 and those of which had been sold 
ostensibly for the purpose of settlement 
amounted to $30,000, and this House will see 
that it we had retained our lands it would 
have been nearer $100.000. I put it to the 
House, sir, that this a fair way to determine 
whether or not we have been living within 
our means. They contend that these were 
exceptional expenditures. There was the 
Lobster Act. When that was passed it was 
said $5,000 or $10,000 would be appropriated 
annually for the purposes of a sinking fund, 
bnt this had not been done. It is too late 
now, sir, to tell the House the country is 
not going behind. But for the purpose of 
argument let me say that they paid out 
$9,600 in 1881, and $19,000 in 1880, a total of 
$28,600, towards redeeming the debenture 
indebtedness in three years, so if we under­
stand this there is still a debt of $33,000 by 
their own figures. Let the House turn to 
the balance sheet laid on the table at this 
session of the Legislature. I know that 
my hon. friend says that this is not a balance 
sheet brought down in response to a call 
from this House, but the fact is this (and I 
hold the sheet in my hand), it was laifeon 
the table after a demand by motion had Been 
made for it. But sir, I hold it is a balance 
sheet nevertheless, and I can assume that it 
is the best showing the Government could 
make. But if it is not such a return, let me 
call attention to one brought down in 1881 in 
response to a resolution of this House. 
They can point to no difference between 
the two, and the closest inspection will satisfy 
any hon member with the resemblance. 
Now, sir, what does that show ? Let me 
glanceat it hastily, but not incorrectly. It 
shows that there was on the 16th February 
cash on hand in the People’s Bank to the 
amount of $46.864. What does that mean ? 
Does it mean that it was there or was not? 
If it was, then it could be assumed that 
this amount was available. But, sir, take up 
other returns, if you will, brought down on 
March 22nd, and we find that the subsequent 
information does not agree with it. We find 
that on March 3d a sum of $6.202.69 was ex­
pended by the Educational Department, and 
my hon friend (Black) has referred to the 
fact that $56,000 was paid out by the Board 
of Works—a total of some $62,000 expended 
out of $46,864, the payment of a greater ont 
of a lesser sum, and yet we are told we are 
in so much better a position at present than 
we have been in the ffest. Let us look at the 
returns of 1877, when these hon gentlemen tell 
us there was such a pernicious condition of 
affairs and so much covered up. On the 8th 
February, 1877, there was cash on hand in the 
Provincial Secretary’s Office and in the Peo­
ples Bank to a gross amount of $130,000—a 
time when we are told things were at their 
worst. But against this there was $37,496 
advanced by the People's Bank on Board of 
Works account. So, in February, 1877, after 
every dollar expended other than by warrant 
for educational purposes and on account of 
the Board of Works, there still remained 
this very respectable balance in the 
treasury, while now, sir, we have 
entries of drafts on the Dominion Govern­
ment in advance and loans from the People’s 
Bank or other sources. The Provincial 
Secretary gives ns the fullest information as 
to the capabilities of the Province as a 
borrower. The Government ought to place 
before thi peoples representatives the fullest 
information. We ought not to be compelled 
to dig and delve—to force investigation and 
enquiry in every form to discover how the 
people’s executive have discharged them­
selves of the trust reposed in them. The 
Provincial Secretary in telling ns that we 
had passed through a period of deficits into 
an era of surplusses, had said that if it had 
not been for the hard times and consequent 
non-payment of school loans, he would have 
been able to show surplusses instead of 
deficits; but if we multiply these school loans 
by two—yes even by three—they would not 
cover the deficits, no such result could be 
achieved even by this looseness of manage­
ment. In regard to contingencies I am glad 
to be again informed in regard to that Order 
in Council. I think the Government were 
told last session by more than their own 
members, that the sum asked for for contin­
gencies was entirely inadequate, and that it 
would be only right to ask for the necessary 
amount. In 1880 the Provincial Secretary 
had told us that they had passed an order in 
Council, which was to effect great things in 
the way of economy. How many orders in 
Council there are, I do not remember, but 
each year he has told us of it. I think he 
had better try another one, as only the 
Chief Commissioner seems to hold this 
present one in respect. Mr Blair then dis­
cussed the course of the Government with 
respect to the estate of the late John Wool- 
forde and commented strongly upon the 
fact that $2,564 had come into the hands of 
the Receiver General from this estate but had 
never appeared on the public accounts.
I do not propose to dwell on the system of 
checks and warrants, and I do not base my 
complaint on bad book-keeping. The sys­
tem is good enough. It was framed for the 
protection of the people, to prevent over 
drafts, and I do not think there can be any­
thing so exceedingly objectionable in saying 
that money shall not be paid out in every di­
rection. But is it a dead letter? It is not 
absolutely a dead letter. I see no reason 
why the law cannot be observed, and how, 
with a very little change, we could still keep 
within the provisions of the law. I hold that 
it has an unwholesome effect on the minds of 
the people to see statutes violated year after 
year. If it is necessary that the administra­
tion of Government should work without 
friction, I hold that such a change is neces­
sary ; that is all 1 say with respect to checks 
and warrants. I have now done with the 
Provincial Secretary, and will take a rapid 
glance at the department of Public Works. 
The Chief Commissioner challenged the cri­
ticism of the House, and then hastily with­

drew it. I think it would be possible to find 
more fault, but I will do him the credit of 
saying that he might have managed his de. 
partment less satisfactorily. Yet, sir, all he 
claims culminates in this order of council, and 
that he would not frank a telegram forp friend 
I will not go into details but I think that the 
management of his department is capable of 
improvement in the direction pointed out by 
several members. I refer to the letting of 
contracts and sureties not being called upon 
to make good the work when contract  ̂have 
not been complied with. There ought' to be 
some better protection for the public in this 
matter of tenders. It is notorious that all 
sorts of schemes are resorted to to secure the 
highest figures for tenders, and the depart­
ment ought to put a stop to it. It is known 
as a fact that very many of these public 
works fall into the same hands in various 
ways. The department should require the 
deposit of a small sum of money as a guar­
antee that the tender is bona fide, to be­
come forfeit if the tender is not taken up or 
complied with. I will leave the hon. gentle­
man’s department here and devote a few mo­
ments to the Surv. Gen., who has challenged.
I will not go back to the Crown Land sales, 
but will call attention to those Kent sales. 
Mr Blair then related the circumstances con­
nected with the Crown Land sales in 
October 1880, and showed that the official 
report of the Surveyor General proved that 
he was right in charging that the sales to 
Messrs. Myshrall and Winslow were sham 
sales. He then went on to speak of the sales 
of hemlock lands, and said let any hon mem­
ber inspect these plans of hemlock bark 
lands that have been brought downjanil he 
will see that irregular areas of the most 
valuable bark lands were sold to Messrs. J. 
A J. Miller, the effect being td impair the 
value of the remaining portions'.' ' Gqing 
farther the Hon Surveyor General stated 
that his duties did not require his attendance 
at the office all the time.

Surveyor General—I do not recollect 
saying so.

Mr Blair—But there are times wheji it was 
needed. It may be that having parted with 
So much of our public lands it may not be 
necessary for him to remain as long as when 
you were.in that office, Mr Speaker. There 
are. disputes arising about grants and 
parties frequently come here from con­
siderable distances bnt have to go away again 
as the Surveyor General could not be found. 
He says he has to visit free Grant settle­
ments, which takes up much of his time and 
he says it is necessary to do so to make the 
calculations for the distribution df the road- 
money in these settlements which was the 
duty of the road commissioners. * * My hon 
friend has gone fhrther—he has made a 
comparison between the past and present and 
invited criticism, and puts forward a 
claim that I cannot recognize, that the 
credit for the increased stumpage is largely 
due to him. No? Well it is due to the Gov­
ernment then? If so, it is on account of 
something my hon. friend has done. I al­
ways thought that the increased activity in 
the lumber trade bad led to this, and never 
thought that these gentlemen Claimed it for 
their own exertions. No doubt, Mr. Speaker 
during your administration of this depart­
ment, the rates of stumpage fvere increased.
I think there ought tar be a prOvislob in the 
Statute of Limitations to bar -put sueh pre­
tensions as this on the part of ■ the Govern­
ment. He makes comparison with your 
administration, and I am prepared to chal­
lenge his statements as he invites criticism. 
No fair comparison can be made between the 
two. There were 2,000,000 acres more to be 
administered then than there are now. The 
New Brunswick Railway has absorbed near­
ly that quantity ; so it is not fair to compare 
your expenditure with his. Bnt he goes 
further, and says there was a reduction in 
salaries in the last three years. Did he state 
all the facts? In 1881 the salaries were $9,- 
000; in 1880, $8,900, and in 1879, $9,355, and 
do I understand him to claim a reduction 
simply because the salaries were less in 1881 
than they were in 1879? I join i issue with 
him and claim that whatever the cause of 
this he cannot lay claim to the credit of it. 
And what makes up the difference ? It is a 
fact that $255 was paid to a clerk for services 
in the year previous ; $150 was the last pay­
ment on a pension to an old gentleman who 
has for half a century received pay, and that 
payment in 1879 was the last. We have thus 
$405 paid in 1879 which is not a charge now, 
and shows that the actual cost of running 
the Crown Lands Department^irrespective 
of scaling, has not decreased during the ad­
ministration of my hon. friend. I feel there­
fore, reluctantly compelled to say that my 
hon. friend has not made out his lease. He 
claims that a larger amount of stumpage is 
collected at a much Smaller cost than was 
formerly incurred to collect a lesser quantity 
of stumpage, and the comparison he makes 
is unfair to you, but he does not tell the 
House that the same staff is necessary to col­
lect the stumpage, whether the qiïântity be 
small or large. Compare the expenditures of 
1877 and 1881, and what do we find? Iu 1881 
the cost of stumpage collection was $9,752.42, 
and the expense of running the office $12,- 
131,00 run up a total of $21,883.42. In 1877 
the collection of stumpage amounted to $11,- 
000, and this with the offices expenses, $12,- 
000, makes a total of $23,000. Taking ftym 
this the total of expenditures in 1881, $21,- 
883.42, there is a balance in favor of 1881 
over 1877 of $1,117 ; but we must deduct from 
the expenses of 1877 the sum of $750.00, the 
cost of scaling 15,000,000 more lumber than 
there was in 1881. Does my hon. friend yield 
to the force of argument? The travelling 
expenses of Messrs. Jack and McCallum 
amounted to $700 or $800 in this as against 
$275 or $300 in any year since, (which shows 
1877 to have been an exceptional case) and 
we have a balance to the credit of my hon. 
friend's predecessor. It only shows that the 
administration of my hon. friend requires to 
be examined a little closer. My hon. friend 
has invited discussion, and I will go further 
and compare 1881 and 1880. The expendi­
ture for 1881 was $21,883.42, and for 1880, 
$20,613.00, which shows apparently $1,200 in 
favor of 1881 ; but there was 18 millions more 
lumber scaled in 1881 than in 1880, which 
gives a difference of $900, and this added to 
the collection of stumpage for 1880 shows 
that 1881 should only have been $9; 434, or 
only $300 against 1880 as compared with 
1881. I think from this that the hon. 
gentleman has been backsliding badly. 
Mr. Blair then discussed the course of the

Surveyor General in joining the Govern­
ment, and to his own course in accenting the 
leadership of the Opposition, which he said 
was forced upon him. After discussing 
these subjects and the whole question of the 
reorganization of the Government at great 
length and with much ability, he referred to 
the Grand Southern claims, and 
said that the Court had, in effect, 
declared tjiat the course of the Gov­
ernment. ,ip respect to this Company was 
illegal. He said be would take a hurried 
glance at what the Government have been 
doing during the past four years. When we 
look a matters of policy we find them driven 
here and there with every wind. We find 
them one day crying out for a la%e expendi­
ture for emigration; $200,000 has been spent 
in that, now they turn and sav that it was a 
mistaken policy and that there is no return 
for that expenditure. One day they raise a 
cry against another branch of the Legisla­
ture, and the next they tell us they are con­
sidering the matter of filling np vacancies in 
it. To-day they decide upon an importation 
of stock, but to-morrow some new fancy suc­
ceeds that and they adopt it And, sir, I’m 
told now, and believe from what was said 
and from w îat I have since heard, that it is 
with great satisfaction that we saw the ex­
piration of the Lobster Act. The Govern­
ment, I understand from the remarks of the 
Provincial Secretary, believe there is a gen­
eral feeling for a new Railway Subsidy Act, 
and I divine it is the intention of the Govern­
ment to bring in a measure of that kind. I 
have no doubt but what it will be so framed 
as to command the support of a large ma­
jority of the members-----

Hon. Mr. Hanington—Are you against it?
Mr. Blair—It is of no use to tell my hon. 

friend what I might be compelled to do, but 
if my colleague will see that there is a sub­
sidy for a bridge across the St John at Fred­
ericton, I will give it my support. Let him 
remember that there is such a river as the 
St John and such a county as York. Give 
us a bill in aid of this project, providing a 
subsidy of $160,000, and the members for 
York might be all ordered up by my hon col­
league, for it would be difficult for us to op­
pose this bill and retain onr seats. Let us 
have no paltry aid, for I do not pretend to 
say that the sum I have named would ensure 
its construction any more than a subsidy of 
$3,000 a mile will secure the construction of 
some of the lines of railway ; but if they are 
going to dip into the treasury he has got to 
keep York in view.

Mr. Colter—How about the Miramichi Val­
ley?

Mr. Blair—I will take the earliest opportu­
nity to cosvey to my hon friend my views in 
writing. Ary opposition of mine to this 
measure would be futile, and from the small­
ness of the subsidy offered I don't think it 
will bring about the construction of any 
more than two lines ; but the chief object of 
its introduction is to produce an effect favor­
able to the Government, in view of the com­
ing election. Do yon not suppose that every 
member has got a railway egg deposited 
in every county in this Province, under pro­
cess of incubation ? But let my hon colleage 
not . forget to give us that $150,000, and be 
will have every good reason to expect the 
enpporVof the other members for York. I 
have shown where the Government were re­
miss, and if, on going to the people, they give 
them a fair chance to express an opinion, I 
have not the slightest doubt in my mind as 
to what that opinion will be. (Applause.)

The budget debate was resumed on Friday 
afternoon at 2.15 o'clock, when the

spoke. He said that he did not purpose in 
dealing with matters to take up any more 
time than be thought necessary to meet some 
points raised by the bon. gentlemen of the 
Opposition. He would not go into those 
questions which had been ventilated before 
in the House, and on which the House had 
given an expression of opinion. He thought 
the debate had proceeded to as great a length 
as it should, and that the people were satis­
fied with the discussion. The Leader of the 
Opposition had seemed to think that the 
Government opposed his leading the Opposi­
tion. They did not, but hoped he would 
continue to lead it for many years to come. 
He (Blair) had not up to the present time 
been able to find a chance to obtain a vic­
tory, for all his charges had proved baseless, 
as he (Fraser) would show. The hon. gen­
tlemen had traced things down from 1874, 
referring to the election of 1878, and this 
would be attended to. He denied the Leader 
of the Opposition’s charge that the Govern­
ment was defeated at the polls in 1878, say­
ing that they had all been returned. The 
leader of the Opposition had dwelt with pride 
on the fact that fag was at the head of the 
poll on that occasion while he (Fraser) was 
third. He explained this, and challenged 
the Leader’s statement that his party 
had obtained a victory at the polls in 1878. 
If this was so why was it they could only 
count a following of nine when they came 
into the House? The Leader of the Opposi­
tion had stirred up issues that were 
dead in order to make an opportunity 
for an attack on him (Fraser). He 
defended himself at some length from 
alleged attacks made upon him personally 
by the opposition, and turned his attention 
particularly to the hon leader of that party. 
His hon friend complained in the matter of 
education that the expense was more and the 
attendance less, and he would say that this 
was not so. This had been gone into freely 
last session and he would not weary the 
House with discussing it now. In 1879, the 
amount expended for schools was $170,- 
531.57, and in 1881 $162,000. Was this an 
increase? He thought it was somewhat less 
by some $8,000, and the very small decrease 
noticeable in attendance was due to bad 
times as then people would not send their 
children to school but it was now coming 
up to its normal standard again. The Sur­
veyor General had gone so fully into the 
Labor and Free Grants Acts that he did not 
think it worth his while to touch upon them. 
He (Blair), had claimed that a large sum had 
been expended in emigration without any 
good results. This emigration scheme was 
not a failure. The Free Grant was an out­
come of it and we have now forty-five set­
tlements, which he held showed that the 
scheme was a wise one. The hon leader of 
the Opposition had spoken of opening up 
roads through the lands in Restigouche 
County, and the speaker mentioned the

n' gotiations in this connection with the 
Railway Company. The agricultural affairs 
of the country were dealt upon and he 
claimed that they had been as satisfactorily 
administered by the Government in the past 
as under the present system, but public 
sentiment demanded that the farmers should 
have a hand in the administering of their 
own affffirs, and in deference to this wish 
they had established the Board of Agriculture 
which he held was a vast improvement over 
the old Board of 1875. He held that the 
Government’s treatment of the English 
agricultural delegates had been upheld by 
the press and people. The action of the 
Government in regard to the stock farm 
was right, and they had a right to incur such 
an expenditure during recess, but the ques­
tion that arose was would it be for the best 
interests of the country, and this the 
House should alone discuss. He ex­
plained and defended the action of the 
Government in establishing this stock 
farm in the manner they had. The lease of 
the farm had been criticised by the hon. gen­
tleman, but he held that the terms 
of the lease were reasonable and just. 
The rent was only $900 and there 
were with this 100 tons of hay in the barns. 
Mr. Otty was to pay all rents and taxes and 
there was an express stipulation in the lease 
that if any of the buildings were burned down 
he was to put them up again. So far as the 
lease was concerned he did not think it was 
open to criticism, and it had been fully ap­
proved of by the House. The Hon. Leader 
of the Onposition’s remarks in regard to 
mines and minerals did not call for any ex­
tensive remarks from him. He defended the 
systemfof granting a mile square and indi­
cated its advantages. The inland fisheries 
question was one he would like to see set­
tled, and the Government were trying to 
bring about a settlement. The hon. gentle­
man from Restigouche had wanted them to 
take the Dominion Government by the 
throat, but we all belonged to the Dominion 
and whatever our rights were under the 
British North America Act we would get 
them in the end. The Government had not 
been sleeping, and had now determined to 
have the question tested and settled in the 
highest courts of this country, and if neces­
sary to carry it before the Privy Council of 
England. The hon. gentleman had said that 
the Government had been forced to lay cer­
tain papers on the table by resolution of the 
House, and if he would look he would find 
that when they were laid on the table 
by the Provincial Secretary, it was in ac­
cordance with a paragraph in the Governor’s 
speech. His hon friend had gone back to 
1879 and said there were deficits, but he would 
not discuss this, as it had been gone over last 
session. He would deal with the accounts of 
1881. He had said that the Provincial Secre­
tary had a crazy idea of the finances. This 
was probably a figure of speech, as the con­
dition of the country showed a different state 
of affairs. In 1879, on the 31st of October, 
there was a balance against the country of 
$48,526.51. This he would not deny. It was 
ft the public accounts, and could be seen. 
What is the balance now? It is $20,097.75. 
That is to say, we have carried on all the 
ordinary services of the country and have 
made many expenditures for new works and 
have reduced the balance against the coun­
try from $48,526.51 to $20,097.75 in th^ee 
years. He eliminated from this the $60,000 
had been advance by the Dominion Govern­
ment in 1880, and the $45.000 advanced. He 
defended the Grown lauds from the attacks 
of the hon Leader of the Opposition, and de­
nied that they had sold Crown Lands to raise 
a revenue. The hemlock bark lands came in 
for a share of attention from the hon. gentle­
man, and he explained the proposition of 
Messrs. Miller Bros to the Government for 
conservation purposes, and the sale of some 
of the same for'the purpose of putting up a 
factory. He believed that the factory they 
had established was spreading much money 
among the people of the country, and showed 
how much more money was put in 
circulation by such factories being encour­
aged than if the raw material was sent out of 
the country. He wanted to know, in answer 
to the charges of the hon. leader of the Op­
position and the hon. gentleman from West­
morland (Black), if the country was unable 
to carry on its business, and justified the ex­
penditures after the fiscal year, and the draw­
ing in advance of the subsidy from the Domin­
ion Government. It was better to do this and 
to borrow money to carry on the business of 
the country, than to allow the services of the 
country to suffer. It was a business like 
method of proceeding, to meet the demands 
on the treasury and keep up the credit of the 
country, and much better than to keep peo­
ple waiting for months and months for their 
pay. The Opposition would have to do the 
same thing if they held the reins of Govern­
ment. They could do no better, unless they 
deferred payments and did a great injustice 
and harm to the great majority of the people. 
The hon. gentleman had held that the Gov­
ernment had been dealing improperly with 
the estate of Woolforde, and this he denied 
entirely. He outlined the case as it existed 
in his mind, and claimed that all such mo­
neys should not go into the treasury, holding 
that the estate of those’ dying intestate be­
came the property of the Crown, and that 
they could deal with it as they saw fit, and 
without consulting the Legislature at all. 
The only money that had been paid out on 
this account, since he had been Attorney 
General, was under his instructions, and was 
the sum of $10, for repairs to the de­
ceased’s last resting place. He explained 
that further sums had been paid to the chil­
dren of an adopted daughter, and some small 
sums for other purposes. He cited Chapter 
9 of the Consolidated Statutes, section 26, 
under which the hon. leader of the Opposi­
tion had held this estate was a matter of reve­
nue, and contended that it was not a matter 
of revenue. He cited in support of this con­
tention Consolidated Statutes, page 1,015, 
relating to Casual Territorial revenue, point­
ing out that one of the exceptions under this 
Act covered the case of the Woolforde estate. 
Another question arose, was the Dominion 
or local Governments the proper authorities 
to deal with such estates ? This question 
was now pending in the Courts, but it had 
been settled that it was not a matter within 
the control of the legislatures at all. His 
hon friend had referred to the Grand 
Southern Railway and he would say that he 
had not changed the opinion he had ex­
pressed before. The judgment of the

Supreme Court was two judges one way and 
two another why, and he held that the only 
thing that the Court had decided was that 
the contract was a thing that could be en­
forced in a Court of Equity. Mr. Justice 
Duff had not decided that the railway was 
not a corporation. He did not think that 
the hon gentlemen had any reason to feel 
ashamed of his course as leader of the 
Opposition, as it was his duty to criticise 
clearly the acts of the Government; but his y 
whole bill of indictments has been answered 
fully in ihe acts of the Government in carry­
ing on the administration of the public 
affairs and in sustaining them with efficiency 
while also making extraordinary expendi­
tures for various purposes. He thought in 
conclusion that the showing made warranted 
the people in continuing the confidence they 
had reposed in them for the last four years. 
(Applause.)

WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON.

The House met at 2.30.
The Hon. Provincial Secretary gave two 

notices of motion of suspension of rule 
186 on Friday to introduce bills, and pre­
sented the* petition of the City Council of 
St. John against the fourth section of a 
bill relating to rates and taxes in the 
City and County of St. John passing and 
bAoming law.

Messrs. Barberie and Blair gave notices 
of motion for Saturday next.

Mr. Hill reported from the Committee 
on municipalities in favor of a bill which 
had been before them.

Hon. Mr. Fraser reported from the 
Committee on Standing Rules, recom­
mending suspension for the introduction 
of certain bills.

The Hon. Mr. Landry laid on the table 
the returns asked for of the contract be­
tween the Executive and Bums, Adams 
& Co., for the service of the schooner 
“Laura H.,” to ran between Bathurst and 
Miscou during the summer of 1881, with 
correspondence and amount of subsidy ; 
and also in regard to contract with Isaac 
Albert for similar services of schooner 
“Four Brothers,” with number of trips 
and dates of each.

House adjourned until Thursday morn­
ing at 10 o’clock.

THURSDAY. March 16.
The House met at 10 o’clock, and after 

routine there was a lengthy discussion on 
the admission of the report of the committee 
on the Clerk of the Please’ fees on the ground 
that the report was prepared when there was 
not a quorum of the committee present. The 
Speaker’s ruling was against the reception 
of the report, which had been thus prepared.

Hon Mr Crawford committed his bill to 
establish a new polling place in the Parish 
of Kingston, King’s County, Mr. Killam in 
the chair. Progress was reported with leave 
to sit again.

Mr. Leighton presented the petition of 150 
ratepayers of Carleton County against the 
bill legalising the electoral lists of that 
County for 1881.

House adjourned for dinner until 2.30.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House met at 2.30.
Mr McLellan gave notice of motion for 

Monday next.
The Hon Provincial Secretary introduced 

a bill to regulate the levying, assessing and 
collecting of rates and taxes in the city of St * 
John, and presented the petition of the City 
Council of St. John praying that the same 
may pass and become law.

The Hon Provincial Secretary gave notice 
of motion that on Monday next he would 
commit this bill.

Mr. Elder presented the petition of T. W.
Daniel and other merchants, resident in the 
city of St. John, praying that the Garnishee 
and Attachments Acts may pass and become 
law. The petition was read by the Clerk.

Mr. Hill reported from the Committee on 
Corporations in favor of the bill amending 
the Act of Incorporation of the Bellivean 
Albertite Oil Company and amending the 
Act of Incorporation of the Albert Mining 
Company.

Mr Sayre gave notice of motion for Mon­
day next to suspend Rule 186 to introduce a 
bill to incorporate the Riehibueto and Buc- 
touch Railway Company.

House adjourned until 10.30 Friday morn­
ing.

Mr. Colter presented the petition of Timo­
thy McCarthy and two hundred and nine 
others, praying that the bill to introduce 
water in the City of Fredericton may not 
pass and become law.

Mr. Colter gave notice of motion for Mon­
day next for the suspension of raie 186, to in­
troduce a bill for a system of water supply 
in the City of Fredericton ; and rule 194, to 
introduce a bill to incorporate the St. Mary’s 
and Fredericton Bridge Company.

The House went into committee on Mr.

Resolved, Thattrom the reports of the Sur­
veyor General, the returns laid upon the 
table, and other information furnished by the 
Government, as to the sales of hemlock" and 
other timber Crown lands, this House is not 
satisfied that such disposal of the public lands 
was in the public interests, and cannot ap­
prove of the action of the Government in the 
premises.

The House then went into committee of 
supply* Mr Davidson in the Chair.

The sum of $560 for Clerk of the Crown 
Supreme Court, Usher and Messenger of the 
Supreme and other Courts, passed.

The grant to pay the balance of importa­
tion of stock, $5,350, passed.

The House took recess till 2.30. >
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House met again in Committee of 
Supply at 2.30, when the item for the Blind 
Asylum, Halifax, passed.
. There was some discussion on the item of 
Contingencies, but it eventually passed and 
on the item of $1,800 for the Deaf and Dumb 
Asylum, Halifax, the discussion was kept up 
until adjournment at 6 when it passed.

The House in committee met again at 7.30 
in the evening and only passed one item of 
supply—that of $2.000 for school houses in 
poor districts. The entire evening was 
taken np with the discussion of this item 
and quite a circus arising out of it with the 
hon gentleman from Westmorland (Haning­
ton,) who pitched into The Herald until he 
felt perfectly satisfied with himself.

Mr McLellan introduced a bill to amend 
the act to incorporate the Town of Portland 
and a bill to authorize an assessment for a 
new road in Ward 3, Portland, and the 
House adjourned until Tuesday morning.

TUESDAY, March 21.
The House met at 10 o’clock. After rou­

tine several bills were advanced a stage.
The House went into committee on the 

bill entitled an act in amendment of the act 
relating to bastardy, Mr Morton in the chair. 
After some discussion the bill was agreed to 
with amendments. *

Hon Mr Crawford gave notice of motion 
for Thursday.

Mr McLellan presented the petition of T.
E. Milledge and 48 others praying that a 
bill entitled an act to authorize the Town of 
Portland to issue debentures and make 
assessment for a new street in Ward 3 may 
pass and become law.

Dr. Vail moved an enquiry of the Govern­
ment if it is their intention to continue the 
subsidy to the steamer plying between 
Rothesay and Clifton, in the County of Kings.

The Provincial Secretary said that they had 
not had the matter under consideration, but 
as their attention was drawn to it, they 
would give it their consideration.

On the order of the day, supply, being 
called, Mr Hutchison moved as follows in 
amendment :—

Resolved. That all after the word “that" 
be struck out and the following inserted in 
lieu thereof :

Whereas, There are at present several 
vacant seats in the Legislative Council, 
which seats have continued vacant for 
several yearn past without sensibly diminish­
ing the efficiency of that body ; and

Whereas, The Executive Government has 
declared it to be its policy by the adoption 
of all proper and constitutional means to 
bring about such a change in the constitu­
tion as will vest all Legislative authority in 
this Province in the Legislative Assembly ; 
and

Whereas. The Government has signified its 
intention of filling np the vacancies in the 
Council and are considering the propriety of 
making the appointments thereto at the 
close of the present session ; and

Whereas, The discussions which have 
taken place in this House on the subject of 
the abolition of the Council have tended to 
direct public attention to the question so 
that a new House in dealing with this matter 
may claim to have the support of a pro­
nounced public opinion on any measure it 
may adopt : , v;

Therefore ’iesolved. That in the opinion of 
this House it is not cither advisable or 
necessary that appointments he made to 
fill the vacansies now existing in the Legis­
lative Council until at least after the general 
election and until all proper and constitu­
tional means have been thereafter taken to 
effect the proposed chan ge.

Mr Hutchison, in speaking to his resolu­
tion said it was not a question in which one 
side of the House was alone interested. The 
hon gentleman from Rcstigouche had given 
notice of resolution of a somewhat similar 
character, but it had not been moved, and as 
the question came up at th" :i vet election, 
he thought it was well that the a should hi 
an expression of opinion of the House on the 
subject. The Consolidated Statutes says 
that the Legislative Council shall be com 
posed of eighteen membeis. and that a 
quorum of eight shall be necessa y to carry 
on business. He did not tki ik that the 
usefulness of that body had been in any way 
impaired by these vacancies havi ig remained 
unfilled and thought th*1 Government should 
not now fill them up. If th"re was a neces­
sity for having the full cumul 'ment of 
members in the Council it "xisted at the 
moment any vacancy occur red. Theatten- 
tion of'he Legislature was direct'd to this 
matter in 1879 when a measure to vest the 
powers of legislation in one chamfer subject 
to the rights of the Crown, was hinted at in 
the Speech. Although the Address in reply 
to that speech passed unanimously there 
were some members who objected to the 
paragraph touching this matter on the 
ground that the Government were not 
sincere, and he thought that this had been 
fully verified. In the same session a com­
mittee of seven was appointed by the 
Government to confer on this subject with a 
committee of the Legislative Council of the 
same number, on motion of the Hon Previn 
cial Secretary seconded by the Hon M 
Perley. It was a question if the Council 
would have consented to a conference on the 
matter, but if he remembered aright the 
House had never heard.anything more from 
this committee, and the only result was that 
the Government got this matter off their 
consciences by a paragraph in the Speech. 
The insincerity of the Government was 
shown last year when a bill was introduced 
and some members were desirous of having 
the matter lay over until the approaching 
ejections. In concluding he said he thought 
that the feeling of the House was that the 
matter should be enforced upon the attention 
of the Government, and that the resolution 
should carry.

Mr Blair, who seconded the resolution, said 
he thought that there should be no difficulty 
in settling the truth of the statements in the 
first paragraph of the resolution. There was

nothing imperative in the constitution that 
the full complement of the Legislative Coun­
cil should be kept up, but he thought that if 
it should be done at all, they should be filled 
so soon as the vacancies occur. To the 
second recital of the resolution he thought 
no possible exception could be taken. In 
regard to the committee that had been spoken 
of, he said that it was Appointed at such a 
late hour in the session that the House ad­
journed before it was called together, and it 
is a question if the Legislative Council would 
have appointed a committee to meet it. When 
the bill for the abolition of the Legislative 
Council was presented in the House, the Gov­
ernment said that they did not èxpect that 
that the' Council would pass it, but they 
were desirous of having this expression of 
their intentions go before the people. There 
was no doubt but what the Government did 
declare their intention of filling the vacancies 
in the Council this session, and he could not 
see what exceptions could be taken to the 
statements that the discussions in this House 
had drawn the attention of the public to the 
question, and that the coming House would 
be able to point to the expression of public 
opinion on this question when discussing any 
new measure in regard to it. He arguvd 
that the passing of this resolution would af­
firm that the Council was an unnecessary 
branch of the Legislature, in that the House 
does not deem it advisable that these vacan­
cies shall be filled, and thought that the new 
House would come back from the people with 
a very strong opinion upon the subject. He 
thought also that some more substantial ar­
gument should be advanced against the reso­
lution than that it was an infringement upon 
the rights of the Lieut. Governor in Council. 
There was no reason why these vacancies 
should be filled now, after having pended so 
long, and held that the Government had only 
put off the matter until the present time in 
order io strengthen their hafcds in this branch 
of the Legislature, at the last hour. He had 
much pleasure in seconding the resolution.

The Hon. Attorney General said he would 
show that the passage of this resolution 
would be against good administration in this 
or any other Province. He said that nothing 
had been done because the Government 
thought that it was such a question as should 
go before the people. A bill was prepared in 
accordance with this and passed the House 
by a large majority, but when this bill came 
before the Council what was done with it? 
Why it only received one vote—that of the 
member of the Government in the Council. 
He then took up the resolution, which he 
said was very well drawn, complimenting 
the hon. gentleman from Northumberland on 
the same, and dealt with its subject matter. 
He said the Government had Informed the 
House that they intended filling the vacan­
cies, bat had mentioned no time.

The House then took recess-for dinner un­
til 2.30.

After dinner the Attorney General, con­
tinuing, said that the leader of the Opposi­
tion had put forward arguments which could 
not be sustained under the British North 
America Act or any practice in this Province, 
in saying that the Lieut. Governor in no 
way represented the Crown. In support of 
this, he cited at some length from the opin­
ion of the Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court of Canada on the subject in a case 
similar to the one under discussion, which 
was opposite to what the leader of the Op­
position had said, the judgment deciding 
that the Lieut. Governor had all the powers 
with which he was vested previous to Con­
federation. He then moved in amendment to 
the amendment as follows :—

To strike out all after the word “ whereas” 
in the first preamble of the amendment, and 
insert iu lieu thereof the following:—

“The appointing of gentlemen to occupy 
seats in the honorable the Legislative Coun­
cil is vested in His Honor the Lieutenant 
Governor in Council, and under the princi­
ples of responsible government His Honor’s 
advisers are responsible to the Assembly,- as 
the representatives of the people, for all acts 
of administration ; therefore

Resolved, That this House does not deem 
it expedient to interfere with the constitu­
tional responsibility of the Governor in 
Council."

Mr Ritchie said that he (Fraser) had held 
that some of the recitals in the resolution 
were uot correct, and he could not agree 
with him, as he thought they were all sub' 
stantially true. The first recital, so far as 
truthfulness was concerned, would commend 
itself to the House. There was no need of 
discussing the second preamble, but it was 
the third, he thought, to which the Attorney 
General took exception. He held that if the 
House took the inquiry and the Government’s 
answer to it, stating their intention to fill the 
vacancies, there could be no doubt of the 
truthfulness of the recital. The Hon Attor­
ney General had held that the whole bearing 
of the resolution was that the Opposition 
wished the matter put off until they got into 
power, as they hoped, that they might have 
the making of. the appointments to the va­
cancies, and be pointed out the fallacy of 
this. He took up the statement that the re­
solution attacked the prerogative, and dealt 
with the matter at. some length, citing from 
May that the House may instruct the Crown 
even as to the exercise of the prerogative. 
The Government hinged all on this matter 
as set out in the amendment, and he wanted 
to know what harm would actually be done 
if this resolution passed. It was demoral­
izing to see the vacancies remaining unfilled 
for one, two, three and four years, or until 
the closing of this Assembly, when several 
members of this House were expecting to be 
translated to the upper chamber.

Mr Lynott said that no good reason had 
been advanced why the Council should be 
abolished st all. A time might come when 
it would be well for the common people of 
the country that there is another branch in 
the Legislature. He would oppose the 
resolution on two grounds.—(1) That the 
Government should not allow the Opposi­
tion to thus shake its policy or dictate it; 
and (2) that the efficiency of the Upper 
Chamber should be maintained and the seats 
filled.

Mr Black said he was on record already on 
this question, which had been before the 
House often before. He held that in other 
countries the upper chamber was different 
from that in this Province; in the States it 
was elective and in Great Britain inherent 
with the nobility. He outlined and con­
demned the action of the Government in this 
connection in the past, and reviewed the 
question of infringement on the prerogative.

He wanted to know why the Government 
were not willing to hear an expression of 
opinion from this House, but must fall back 
upon an amendment declaring the resolution 
to be an intrenchment upon the rights of the 
Lt. Governor in Council. He believed the 
Government should not now fill up these 
vacancies in order to give re-endorsation to 
those views they have so often expressed in 
the House before.

Mr Sayre thopght that this was a proper 
"time for the matter, to come up. He held 
strong views on the question, being in favor 
of the abolition of the Council. He held 
that the effect of the resolution would be 
merely to express the sentiment of the House 
on a matter in which the Government had 
before expressed their views. He reviewed 
the arguments adduced against the resolu­
tion and attacked them, and said it was a 
dangerous thing to leave so many seats in 
the Council vacant from year to year as the 
Government could thns make any appoint­
ments from time to time as then best suited 
their interests. He held that the fact of the 
usefulness of the Council not being impaired 
by these vacancies, was an argument against 
the necessity of the upper branch. The 
amendment he held would shut out members 
of the House from expressing their sentiment 
on the question. No one disagreed with 
what was set forth in the first part of the 
amendment ; it had nothing to do with the 
subject matter of the resolution ; for what 
the resolution expressed was the inadvisa 
bility of the Governor in Council exercising 
this peculiar power at this time and in 
this connection ; but it was the latter part of 
the amendment he took particular exception 
to.

Mr McLellan said.he could not see that any 
good reason, could be shown why the Conn, 
cil should be abolished. He could noi un­
derstand why the members objected to the 
filling up of the vacancies, nor could he see 
the benefit to arise from the passage of the 
amendment, and be would therefore vote for 
the amendment to the amendment.

Mr Morton expressed himself as opposed 
to the continuance of the Legislative Coun 
cil, as he could not see the benefit of it at 
present ; but, although he was in favor of 
the amendment, he wonld vote for the amend­
ment to the amendment.

Mr Barberie spoke at some length in sup­
port of the amendment, and doubted if the 
amendment to the amendment was in order.

Mr Blair raised the point of order in regard 
to the amendment to theamendment, holding 
that it was net in order according to the 
practice in this House, and cited the author­
ities and the practice in the Canadian and 
British Parliaments in support of this con 
tention.

After some discussion the Speaker ruled 
that the amendment to the amendment was 
in order.

The House met at 7.30 this evening, when 
Mr Blair spoke in reply to Hon Mr Fpwer 
for over an hour, showing the fallacy of his 
arguments. _ He maintained that the Execu­
tive Government cauld'be advised as to what 
they should do by the Legislature, and cited 
Todd’s Parliamentary Authority in support 
of his contention.

The Hon Pytvincial Secretary closed the 
debate $nd iq.the course of his remarks made 
some'sneering allusions to Mr Willis which 
were entirely uncalled for and unprovoked 

Theamendment to the amendment was 
then put and carried on the following vote

The House then went into Committee 
Supply and the-sum of $300 was voted for 
the Judge’s i-tthambers. There was some 
discussion between Mr. Willis, the Attorney 
General and Mr Blair relative to the sneering 
remarks of the Provincial Secretary, after 
which the House adjourned until 10 o'clock 
Wednesday morning.

WEDNESDAY, March 22. 
The House met at 10 o’clock, and after 

routine the bill in amendment of the Act re­
lating to Bastardy was read a third time and

to incorporate the Fredericton and St Mary’s 
Bridge Company.

The time for receiving private bills was 
extended to Saturday next, at the suggestion 
of Mr Black.

Messrs Willis and McManus gave notices of 
motion, and several other notices of motion 
to suspend rules for the introduction of bills, 
were given.

Mr. Elder introduced a bill entitled an Act 
relating to the qualification of members to 
serve in the General Assembly.

The House then went into Committee of 
Supply, and spent the remainder of the morn­
ing in discussing the item of $4,600 for both 
branches of the Legislature.

Recess was taken until 2 30 for dinner
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THE PETITCODIAC BORE RAMPANT.

The Herald never did Mr. Hanington 
the honor to mention him until its issue 
of the 10th instant. The part he plays 
in the political arena is too insignificant 
to require any attention, and the only 
reason that reference was made to him 
then was because he had, with character­
istic brutality made a most violent per­
sonal attack upon the editor of the 
Herald. That attack he repeated on 
Monday evening, when he exhausted the 
whole vocabulary of Billingsgate in a 
paroxysm of impotent rage. The small­
est of beer, if kept corked long enough, 
will pop and fizz when opened, so it was 
not to be wondered at that when Mr. 
Hanington, after his long waiting, un­
plugged himself on Monday the air in 
the Assembly was fuU of noise and spit 
tie. Astonished spectators say that no 
man ever made such an ass of himself ; 
but they must remember that nature, in 
its kindness, saved him a good deal of 
trouble in that particular. When 
Balaam’s beast spoke, its first words were 
to remind its owner that it was simply an 

With Mr. Hanington “ the case is 
altered quite.” His first bray betrays his 
nature. ' As he only succeeded in 
making himself the . laughing-stock 
of the House and galleries, we 
shall not take the trouble to reply to hi» 
insane and incoherent abuse. Under any 
circumstances his reputation for veracity 
is so infinitesmal that the worse the 
things sure which he says the less weight 
they carry with them. As a falsifier of 
facts he is a phenomenon : for shameless­
ness, a monstrosity. Most men have a 
scintilla of shame ; he has none. As 
crippled beggars at a church door ex­
pose their distorted limbs to passers-by 
and boast of their superior deformity, so 
he displays his corrupt record to the pub­
lic gaze and glories in the thought that it 
is fouller than My other. It is his sole 
capital, the only thing which recommends 
him to the party with which he is asso­
ciated. They need some one to do their 
dirty work and Mr. Hanington finds it a 
congenial task. If a falsehood is so base 
that no respectable member of the Ex­
ecutive dare utter it, Mr. Hanington 
springs to his feet and howis it forth. If 
a low, personal attack is to be male upon 
the present or the absent, Mr. Hanington 
chafes in his seat until he has an oppor­
tunity to wallow in the mire which he 
evolves from the inexhaustible supply 
within him. His very presence in the 
Assembly is pestilential. If it were not 
for his insufferable conceit, he would re­
ceive the pity which even those whom he 
assails would extend to a man afflicted 
with so diseasfed a mind and such an un­
happy reputation. As it is, he has only the 
contempt of both sides of the House.

it is also unfortunate, to say the least of 
it, that the Speaker, in his selection of 
the Committee, should have happened to 
hit upon two gentlemen whose endorse­
ment of the Government would be coup­
led in the minds of the public with the 
fact that it is well known that they have 
been promised seats in the Legislative 
Council, if the Government lives to get 
through supply. It was scarcely fair to 
place these gentlemen in a position wher 
the independence of their judgment 
might be called in question. No doubt 
they acted conscientiously enough in ap­
plying the whitewash ; but the mischief 
of it is that it will be difficult to get peo­
ple to think so.

MR. WILLIS.

The chief part of the stock-in-trade of 
certain members of the Government is 
abuse of Mr. Willis, because he was once 
a member of the Executive. There may 
be something so essentially mean in an 
association with the gentlemen who form 
the local administration as to render it 
an everlasting reproach to a man that he 
has ever been connected with them. Mr. 
Willis, however, it is well known, went 
into the Government on the free school 
question, and went out man-fashion, rather 
than desert his old-time friend, Charles 
A. Everett, for the sake of supporting 
Robert Marshall, who was a well known 
exponent of the views of the separate 
school party. His course in this particu­
lar will stand the test of the severest criti­
cism, which is more than can be said of 
that pursued by his chief assailants, who 
sacrificed every particle of political credit 
they possessed for seats at the Council 
board and the salaries or emoluments at­
taching to them. A more disgraceful 
instance of political prostitution than that 
of Messrs. Adams, Landry and Hanington 
never occurred ; yet they flaunt their 
shame in the eyes of the Legislature, and 
are never so happy as when trying to be­
spatter some one else’s record. But the 
country knows them for what they are ; 
and their constantly repeated attacks 
upon Mr. Willis serve only to direct at­
tention to their own degradation. There 
was not a man who heard the insolent 
attack made by Mr. Hanington on Mr. 
Willis on Monday night, who did not feel 
pity, not unmingled with contempt, for 
the blind, foolish egotism which prompted 
it, and Mr. Willis, by his spirited reply, 
won the sympathy of the whole House, 
except of the man who had assailed him 
and of the Provincial Secretary, whose 
countenance wore a cross between a grin 
and a smirk, which was intended to be 
withering, but was only disgusting.

The Gomroittee on Standing Rules re­
ported,- recommending the suspension of rule 
186 for the introduction of the following bills : 
—To: -continue an Act to incorporate the 
Woodstock «and Harvey Railway Co ; to re­
vest in the City Corporation of St John the 
property included in the trust formerly 
granted;!» certain trustees; to amend an Act 
to prevent bribery and corruption at Civic 
elections in the City of Fredericton; to fur­
ther amend the several Acts relating to the 
Town of Woodstock, Carleton Co; to con­
tinue an Act to incorporate the Caraquet 
Railway ; to incorporate the St John Dry 
Dock and Improvement Company.

The House went into committee on a bill to 
further amend the Police establishment of 
the City of Fredericton, Mr Ryan in the chair.

Mr Thompson, in explaining the objects of 
the bill, said it was to enable the City Coun­
cil of Fredericton to erect the Police office 
anywhere they pleased within the city limits. 
The present Police office was on Carleton 
street, and it was proposed to remove it to 
the Officers’ mess-room in the Barracks, re­
cently leased from the Dominion Govern­
ment. The bill passed with some slight 
amendments in wording.

Mr Thompson gave notice of motion for re­
turns of copies of all correspondence, papers, 
memoranda or petitions relating to a claim 
of Mrs Lucy A. Jones of Fredericton.

The House went into committee on the 
bill to authorize the Town Council of Wood- 
stock to provide a system of Water works 
for that town, Mr Kenny in the chair. The 
bill was, agreed to with amendments, and 
concurred in by the House.

Tfie House went into committee on Hon 
Mr Hanington’s bill to amend the Act incor­
porating the St John Bridge and Railway 
Extension Company, Mr. White, of Carleton 
in the chair,

The bill was agreed to with amendments
The Provincial Secretary introduced a bill 

to incorporate the St John Dry Dock Im- 
prevent Company.

Mr Colter introduced a bill entitled an Act

The St. John Telegraph thinks the 
Clork of the Pleas matter will need to be 
explained very soon.

When the Government 
gave $400 to the St. John Manufacturers 
Exhibition, Mr. Attorney General King 
told the House that if the payment was 
not sanctioned by a vote, the members of 
the Government would have to make it 
up out of their own pockets. Applying 
the same principle to Mr. Bliss’ case, the 
Government have paid him $200 a year 
for nine years, unlawfully. They are 
therefore liable to pay into the treasury, 
out of their own pockets, the sum of 
$1,800. They have no right to touch a 
dollar of the public funds without a vote 
of the House, except in certain emergen­
cies, which no one pretends existed in 
this case. If they do so appropriate it 
they do it on their own individual re­
sponsibility. The worst features of their of 
fence are their concealment of it for many 
years, to do which effectually rendered a 
second violation of law necessary, and the 
accounts of the Clerks of the Pleas were 
withheld from the House, the denial of 
the Secretary and the obstructive tactics 
of Mr. Hanington before the Committee, 
and the attempted whitewashing by the 
three Government supporters who were 
upon the Committee. It is a melancholy 
commentary upon the tone of the Legis­
lature that every one knew in advance 
the kind of report that Messrs. Davidson, 
Beveridge and Lynott would prepare; and

TUESDAY NIGHTS VOTE.

Mr. Hutchison’s resolution, which is 
given at length in the proceeding of the 
Assembly, is entirely in harmony with 
public sentiment. In a political sense it 
was, perhaps, the most adroit motion 
which has been made during the exist­
ence of the present Legislature. It com­
pletely unmasked the Government, and 
exposed the deception which they have 
practised through the last four sessions. 
No one can gainsay Mr. Hutchison’s pro* 
position that as eight members of the 
Council constitute a quorum, and there 
are now fourteen members, the public 
interests would not suffer if the seats are 
kept open until after the next election, 
especially as they have been open for 
three years. If the Government is sin­
cere in its expressed desire to abolish the 
Council, they could give no better earnest 
of that fact than to decline to fill up the 
vacant seats, until after the people have 
had an opportunity of pronouncing upon 
the question at the polls. But they are 
not sincere, and never were. To catch 
votes the first session, they put it in the 
speech that they would abolish the Coun­
cil ; to hold votes in the last session, they 
declare that they “ will preserve our in­
stitutions with a dignity becoming their 
importance,” and announced their inten­
tion to fill to its full strength the body 
which they have pledged themselves to. 
do away vyith. Analyzing the vote we 
find that outside of the eight members of 
the Government, the five members who 
have been promised seats up stairs, 
Messrs. McLellan and Lynott who are im 
favor of maintaining the Council, and Mr. 
Morton, who admitted that he was about 
to vote against his convictions, just seven 
members of the House gave the Govern­
ment their support on this, the first vote 
of want of confidence of the session, as 
against seventeen who voted against them.

In ancient days when the enemies of 
Rome were about to scale the walls of 
the Capitol the loud squawking of the 
geese within aroused the soldiers from 
their slumbers and the city was saved.. 
The geese became thereafter sacred in 
the sight of the Romans of those days. 
When our Capital was in danger Mr. 
Hanington made a great noise, and be­
cause the vote of the Assembly was in 
favor of this city our evening contempor­
ary holds him up as Fredericton’s holy 
goose. Let us examine his claims to the 
title. As an Executive Councillor Mr. 
Hanington has sworn to discharge his 
duties in accordance with what his con­
science tells him are the best interests of 
this Province. If he believed that these 
interests required that the Capital should 
be in the centre of the Province he simply 
did his duty in voting as he did. If he did 
not so believe, but was actuated by some 
other motive, than he violated his oath of 
office.

Long editorials will be discarded as a 
rule, and m this department the subjects 
dealt with will be those of a present in­
terest and which have some bearing upon 
the affairs of the people of Canada.

In politics the Herald will be Liberal. 
Canada is essentially democratic in senti­
ment. Their manner of living, their edu­
cation, the example set them by their 
fathers, are such that self-government and 
equal rights must ever be the birthright 
of Canadians. It follows therefore that 
anything in the political constitution 
which impairs the exercise of the func­
tions of government by the people, any 
system of administration which favors 
monopolies, or has a tendency to exalt 
one class above another, are antagonistic 
to public sentiment and the best interests 
of the country. An important epoch in 
the history of this country is not far dis­
tant. Changes in the political status of 
the Dominion may be brought forward to 
be dealt with practically at any time. The 
Herald will enter upon the discussion 01 

such subjects as these with a determina­
tion to consider them from a Canadian 
standpoint, and to favor and advocate 
anything calculated to advance the mate­
rial interests of the people.

In discussing the political issues now 
before the people, this journal will act in 
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo­
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with 
indifference -the enormous expense at­
tendant upon the administration of gov­
ernment. This is entirely out of propor­
tion to the wealth and population of the 
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek­
ing to build itself up by attracting immi­
gration, it is all important that the rate of 
taxation should be kept low, the Herald 
will join hands with those who advo 
cate a reduction in the cost of gov­
ernment. The expense of administration 
and the large debt of the Dominion com 
pel the imposition of a customs tariff, 
which, in order that sufficient revenue 
may be raised, must bear so large a pro­
portion to the foreign trade of the Do­
minion as to be necessarily “ protective.” 
The so called “ National Policy” is sim­
ply the outcome of past and present ex­
travagance, and cannot be justified by 
reference to any principle other than this, 
that the country ought to meet its en 
gagements as they fall due. The people 
not being willing to have resort to direct 
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course, 
that whatever party is in power will he 
compelled to continue a high tariff. 
Nevertheless such alterations ought to 
be made in details as will make the burden 
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon 
the staple industries of the country and 
the laboringclasses. The nearer we can ap­
proach to free trade the better, in view as 
well as of the interests of our own people 
as of the relations in which the Dominion 
stands towards the other parts of the 
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the 
Herald will occupy no uncertain position; 
but will give its assistance to any well de­
vised attempt, either by legislation or 
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic 
in intoxicating liquors.

The Herald will endeavor to keep its 
readers informed as to the progress of 
thought in the domain of religion and 
philosophy, without occupying any ex­
treme or partisan position : neither pub­
lishing anything merely because it is 
novel, nor omitting to do so because it 
assails some generally recognized opinion.

Correspondence upon all subjects of 
public interest is invited upon the same 
conditions.

The Saturday edition of the «Herald 
will not be a simple reproduction of the 
tri-weekly editions. It will be made up 
by selecting the articles in those editions

of most interest to the public generally, 
as well outside as within the city. In ad­
dition to this, the loca and foreign news 
will be brought down to-the hour of going 
to press, and in this respect the Herald 
will stand alone among the weekly news­
papers of New Brunswick. It will also 
contain all the Church announcements 
for the next Sun day and the ensuing week 
and such other features as may suggest 
themselves as calculated to make it a 
welcome visitor in every home, not only 
in this city, but along the valley of the 
Saint John. There is a field here for the 
right kind of a weekly paper, and the 
Herald proposes to try and occupy it.

Fredericton has now another sensation 
similar to that which created such a furore 
but a short time ago in the shape of the 
Oliver bigamy case, and if the present in­
stance of a man with two wives does not 
raise such a sensation and cause such 
general and wide-spread comment in 
social circles in this the Celestial City 

the former did, it is only because the 
social positions of the parties concerned 

the last do not quite run in parallel 
lines with those of the former. About the 
only thing that has at all convulsed society, 
so to speak, to any appreciable extent since 
January last, has been the ex cathedra utter­
ances of a prominent divine on the marriage 
laws, and the inferences that were but fair 
to be drawn from certain of hi" utterances 
thereon. It would seem, however, to be 
much more to the point if, instead of consid­
ering probable results arising out of marri­
ages with a deceased wife’s sister, or the effect 
of legislation to legalize the same, the 
churches from which emanate nearly all the 
influences which elevate and ennoble man­
kind morally, would set afloat or spread 
abroad among the great masses of mankind 
some moral force or power that would re­
strain men from taking unto themselves one 
wife more than the law of God and man al­
lows. The frequent occurrence of cases of 
bigamy in provincial society cannot have, to 
say the least, a very beneficial effect on the 
minds of the masses with respect to the law 
of marriage, even if it does not affect them 
very materially for the worse ; and any one 
glancing back at the record of the present 
year will see that New Brunswick has had a 
very large percentage of bigamists in that 
time.

The Railway Man and the Missionary.
_Two young and aspiring railroad men,
were placed on the retired list owing to 
the consolidation of Gould’s Southwestern 
roads, expressed themselvs rather em­
phatically, and in language that shocked 
the feelings of a missionary who was sitting 
close by listening to the remarks. He 
stood it as long as he could, but finally he 
lost his patience and walked up to the two 
young railroad men and reprimanded 
them for using such profane language.

“You ought to know,” he said in con­
clusion, “that there are but two roads, 
one leading to Hell and Damnation and 
the other to Joy and Salvation ; now 
which one would you rather take?”

“Well,” replied one of the railroad men, 
after getting over his surprise in being thus 
addressed, “I don’t think I’ll take either, 

^ for it is ten to one that the two roads will 
fall into the hands of Gould and be con­
solidated before I get there.”

The missionary made no further efforts 
to convert the heathen, and left dis­
gusted.

Twice Married.
ANOTHER BIGAMY CASE

The Troubles of John Bennett 
and his Two Wives.

But it is not with the past but the present 
we have to do, and it is a bigamy case. 
John Bennett is a Halifax young man. His 
father was a soldier, and John is a carpenter, 
but it would seem from after events that he 
was a “man with a mission,” like Grosvenov 
in “Patience”, in that the love-sick maidens 
sighed for him. It is not known whether there 
were “twenty love-sick maidens” or not, 
but at any rate two of them got him, 
(although there is no saying to what 
length he might have gone if he 
had had time and opportunity) and 
that's where the trouble began. In the 
course of his mission John came to St. John, 
N. B., and being “a steady, a stolidy” sort 
of yonng man followed the even tenor of his 
trade until he met with Mary Jane Jones. 
MaryUane was nos an aesthetic milk-maid sort 
of young lady, but she was the daughter of 
William Jones, of Lancaster, St. John, and 
she inspired John with an utterly unselfish 
love. On the first day of July last they were 
united in the bonds "of holy matrimony by 
the Rev. Geo. A. Hartley of the Free 
Christian Baptist Church, Carleton, St. 
John. They lived together until the follow­
ing summer, when he got out of work, and 
John, utterly unconscious, no doubt, that he 
was proceeding on his mission, came to 
Fredericton in search of employment. He 
was engaged as hostler at Gunter * Ather­
ton’s, livery stable on Westmoreland street, 
and it was while he was here that he carried 
out his mission and proved the ntter, unsel­
fishness of his love for Mary Jane. To 
prove its utter unselfishness he also 
also took to wife to share that love one 
Elizabeth Meade, of the city of Fredericton ; 
for on the 12th day of December last the 
twain were made one by the Rev. A. J. 
Mowatt, of St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church. 
Then it was that Nemesis pursued him. Due 
announcement was made in the papers of this 
consummation of utterly unselfish love, 
and it came beneath the notice of the slight­
ed Mary Jane. It is said that the torrid zone 
hath no fury like a woman scorned, and 
Mary Jane, refusing to consider the matter 
in the light of utterly unselfish love in which 
John had looked at it, put herself in com­
munication with the authorities here about 
the time Oliver’s bigamy case was going on. 
and learning that the information must be 
laid here, followed John like an unrelenting 
Nemesis. That is to say she arrived in Fred­
ericton by this morning’s train, accompanied 
by her mother, and proceeding to the police 
office, her maternal relative, Mrs. Eliza 
Jones, who was also, it would seem, in­
capable by reason of nature or early 
training of comprehending where the utterly 
unselfish love came in in this case, laid infor­
mation of the fact of bigamy against the 
man with a mission. Meanwhile John was 
delightfully unconscious that the hand of 
Nemesis was about to stretch out and tear 
from him the last result of an utterly un­
selfish love. He had left Messrs. Gunter 
& Atherton’s employ and has lately been 
working over the river in Jeffrey's factory, 
and he has been living there with wife No. 2. 
He went driving with her this morning, and 
in the meantime, while hewas enjoying a drive 
with her and revelling in unconsious bliss 
in the enjoyment of his utterly unselfish love, 
two deputy nemesises in the shape of 
S"rgeant Woodward and Policeman Christie 
were on his track armed with a warrant for 
his arrest formidable in its legal technicali­
ties of whereas and heretofore, to-wit, etc. 
But John was not at home over the river 
when they called, having goue driving, 
and following his track closely they caught 
him in Patrick M‘Ginn’s Carriage factory on 
King street. His dream of utterly unselfish 
love was over, and he who had refused to 
“play the long rubber of connubial life 
with one unceasing wife,” was 
dragged into the Police Court, and there 
confronted with the slighted Mary Jane and 
her indignant mamma. He was recognized 
by both, and became loud in his demands for 
witnesses to prove all kinds of nasty things, 
but lie was locked up pending the due course 
of law, apd his mission was ended The Rev 
Mr. Hartley arrived from St. John also, and 
the preliminary examination proceeded this 
afternoon.

The preliminary examination began at : 
o’clock, before the Police Magistrate. Ben 
nett carried himself with a good deal of 
bravado,saying to the Herald representative 
that lie was “guilty fast enough.” At the

examination were the Rev. Messrs. Hartley 
and Mowatt, who performed the first and 
second marriages. Mrs. Eliza Jones, the 
prosecutrix, - was the first witness called. 
Being sworn, she said :—I reside in Lancas­
ter, St. John. Am wife of William Jones.
1 know the prisoner; I ought to know him.

Prisoner aside—“I know them too d—d 
well.”

Witness resumed—He was married to a 
daughter of mine, Mary Jane Jones, July 1st, 
1880, by Rev. G- A. Hartley. Mr. Hartley is 

minister of the Free Christian Baptist 
Church. My daughter was a single woman 
at the time. (Mrs. Bennett No. 1 then came 
into Court). The Witness said : This is my 
daughter. After the marriage they lived to­
gether as man and wife at. my house at first, 
and afterwards went to housekeeping them­
selves. I don’t remember how long. They 
lived at Fairville. Am quite positive the 

isoner is the man. Elizabeth Campbell, 
William Best, and my heeband, myself and 
family were present at the marriage.

The prisoner declined to cross-examine. 
Rev. G. A. Hartley sworn : I am a minis­

ter of the Free Christian Baptist Church. I 
reside at Carleton, St. John.- Have charge 
of a congregation there. I know the prison- 

I know Mary Jane Bennett, now in 
Court. I solemnized the ceremony of mar­
riage between them on the first of July, 
1880. I married her by the name of Jane 
Jones, being the name in the license, but she 
was known to me as Mary Jane Jones. This 

the license.
The prisoner declined to cross-examine, 

but asked the Herald representative to say 
that he did not own the woman as his wife, 
and would not have anything to do with 
people who kept the company she did, and 
he would show the public what she was like 
when the case got into Court.

Rev. A. J. Mowatt sworn—I am a minister 
of the Presbyterian Church in Canada and 
pastor of St. Paul’s Church in this city. I 
know the prisoner, not very well, but I 
recognize him. The only time I remember 
to have seen him was on the evening of the 
12th of December last, when he came to my 
place in company with Miss Mead and a 
number of parties. I do not remember all of 
them. Elizabeth Mead and her mother were 
present. Mrs. Mowatt was present at the 
marriage. I have an impression that a young 
man and a young woman were present. I 
married the prisoner to Elizabeth Mead by 
license. (License produced.) lï gave the 
usual certificate.

The prisoner being duly cautioned by the 
Police Magistrate, and asked if he had any-

any statement. The prisoner was therefore 
committed to gaol, to await his trial at the 
County Court.

The Prisoner—“I will be allowed to speak 
there I suppose.”

The Dead-Watch,
In the outskirts of the old city of

As oM Heinrich Upman, Geldsoeektler, 
(that is, money-broker), shambled along 
homeward? from the Bourse one after­
noon, it was remarked by several of his 
neighbors that he was unusually merry 
and jovial, for he smiled here and nodded 
there with an affability quite uncommon 
to him.

The neighbors were right. Old Hein­
rich—as he was familiarly called_was
very merry, for he had heard good news 
on 'Change. From the tidings, he knew 
that discounts would rise, and many to 
whom he smiled to-day would be coming 
to him for assistance to-morrow; and 
better news for him than that, there 
could not be ; so that when he reached 
home, he went, chuckling, straight to his 
little back-room, which served for his 
business apartment, and carefully locked 
the door, to prepare himself for his ex­
pected visitors.

Rumors busily circulated that he was 
ill.

One anxious individual hurried to his 
office, but could not gain admittance- 
Then, some uneasiness prevailed ; for it 
was known that he lived by himself, and 
his neighbors concluded Old Heinrich 
must be dead. This report was carried 
to the police next day ; and the Commis­
sary proceeded to the premises.

1 He found the 
little back room locked on the inside. 
He forced it, and a strange sight met his 
view. Heinrich Upmann was found in a 
kneeling posture, crouching over a large 
chest, which was locked. No traces of a 
struggle were there ; no property appar­
ently missing. The windows were fast­
ened, and no marks existed of thieves 
having entered the premises. But rumor 
for once was right. Old Heinrich Upmann 
was dead ! The police concluded he had 
been strangled, for they found on each 
side of his throat indented finger-marks, 
which the doctor declared were made by 
the powerful pressure of hands, causing 
suffocation. Here was a mystery to solve 
for the busy bodies of Hofengratz ; but no 
clew was found to elucidate the tragical 
event.

The official examination of witnesses 
brought out some of the foregoing facts ; 
but an eye witness related the following 
circumstances some time after.

We had both heard a slight 
movement in the next room, where Old 
Upmann’s body was resting. We waited 
for the ringing of the tell-tale bell which 
would give the unmistakable sign of re­
turning life. It came the next instant ; 
for the bell immediately above our heads' 
suddenly gave a succession of quick ring­
ings ! With one accord we rushed to the 
next room ; and in the flickering light of 
the lamp, we saw Old Upmann’s body as 
I had left it a few hours before. But near 
it we found another—it was that of Herr 
Schafetein the notary !

“ The assistant physician was sum­
moned ; and in the meantime I had en­
deavored to resuscitate Old Upmann with 
the remedies at hand ; but he was as life­
less as when he was brought in. Schaf­
stein the notary, too, was also dead.

‘’The whole occurence caused great 
excitement for some time after ; but 
Koller the tailor always persisted that it 
was Schafstein the notary whom he saw 
leave Old Upmann’s house that particular 
night. This persistence increased the 
mystery ; for, as previously stated, the 
little room where Upmann was found 
dead was locked on the inside, as also 
were the windows.

“Some time after, liowevei. the police,

in completely overhauling the. premises, 
found a curiously hidden door which 
opened out of the little room on to the 
landing ; and this may have been known 
to Schafstein, who was intimate with Old 
Upmann. Indeed this latter fact, 
singularly enough, was proved when the 
police discovered a parcel of valuable 
securities for money, and among them 
the acknowledgments of Schafstein’s in­
debtedness to Old Upmann op certain 
loan transactions.

“I should have added, that on the 
expiry of the allotted time, Old Upmann 
was interred in the adjoining cemetery, 
as also was Schafstein the notary ; but as 
no one would pay the fees, the latter’s 
body was not watched. Perhaps, those 
interested in him thought it more charit­
able to him not to seek his resuscitation.”

Fire in a Boston Theatre.

Some 
ladies fainted, but the audience kept their 
seats while the stage attaches took down the 
burning red curtain and stamped out the 
flames. Their act was received with cheers. 
Mme. Patti re-appeared and was received 
with wonderful enthusiasm. The perform­
ance went on, but the scene-shifting had to 
be done in sight of the vast assemblage. 
The opera “La Traviata,” was superbly 
rendered.

THE MISSISSIPPI FLOODS.

The New York Herald says : “The 
destruction caused by this year’s over­
flow of the Mississippi has been most 
widespread. From Cairo to the mouths 
of the river is nearly one thousand miles. 
For almost the entire distance the river 
banks are surmounted by levees or earth­
works to guard against floods. These 
have in numberless places given way 
flooding the entire lowlying country on 
either side. It is impossible to state 
accurately the extent of country flooded. 
According to a Memphis despatch a gov­
ernment official gives it as 68,000 square 
miles between Memphis and Vicksburg 
alone. Outside this portion, for a dis­
tance of nearly five hundred miles, the 
flooded territory is at least twenty thou­
sand square miles. It is probable that 
the total is much below the sum of the 
two figures above given, and might not 
at present exceed fifty thousand square 
miles. The damage to property has been 
enormous. Entire counties are under 
water. Towns and villages are completely 
covered and plantations arç swept of 
buildings and fences for miles. No es­
timate can be formed of the loss, for it 
wiU depend upon the duration as well as 
the extent of the floods ; that is to say, 
whether or not they will subside in time 
to allow of the regular spring planting. 
The significant fact that over sixty thou­
sand persons are completely deprived of 
their ordinary sources of subsistence and 
are dependent upon government aid will 
best convey an idea of the magnitude of 
the disaster.

There is no disguising the fact that the 
magnitude of the disaster caused by the 
present unprecedented high water of the 
Mississippi River is not fully compre 
bended. For 300 miles below Memphis 
the waters have overflowed the country 
on both sides of the river and there are 
thousands of persons yet within the inun­
dated regions who have not been assisted 
by either private persons or by the Gov 
emment. They are cooped up in their 
dwellings without means of conveyance 
to reach the highlands further back in 
the interior and are inaccessible from the 
river. They are subsisting- on parched 
corn and commeal, and their suffering 
can be imagined.

Many lives must be lost by the ex­
posure that these people are subjected 
to, and it would be difficult to suggest a 
remedy. Four persona—three women 
and a boy—were drowned yesterday back 
of Concordia, Miss., by the capsizing of a 
dugout. There should-be prompt action 
taken in providing supplies to those in 
the interior who have not yet been suc­
cored. How to reach them is the prob­
lem that must be solved.

Railway Accident in the West.
(Special to The Herald,)

Bismark, Dakota, March 22.
The Dakota train which arrived reports 

that a working train was wrecked by the 
fall of Hartower Bridge, near Soapstone 
Crossing, in which nine men were instantly 
killed and eleven others wounded.

The cars caught fire and burned up.
The wounded and dead are being brought 

in on the snow-plough.

Warlike Mutterings.
(Special to the Herald.)

Berlin, March 22.
A despatch from St. Petersburg says that 

the general staff have made a report recog­
nizing the impossibility of Russia waging an 
offensive war against Germany and Austria, 
and recommending that Warsaw and all the 
western frontier fortresses be strengthened.

The French have changed their minis­
ters often enough since the fall of the 
Empire. M- Freycinet is the fifteenth 
-First Minister, and the tenth head of the 
Foreign Office, since September 1870. In 
the same period there have now been 
twenty-three Ministers of the Interior, 
seventeen "of Commerce, fifteen of Pub­
lic Works, thirteen of War and of Finance, 
and twelve of the Marine.

JUMBO, THE BIG ELEPHANT.

Still, it was soon apparent that the 
persons who were sent from the United 
States, charged with the management of 
Jumbo’s removal, knew their business re­
markably well, and were going about in 
a cool, collected and methodical manner. 
One of their body, the chief as it appear­
ed, and beyond all doubt a man thor­
oughly practised in the treatment of ele­
phants, placed in readiness a formidable 
set of cable-chains, expressly designed 
tor this purpose, and covered with black 
grease, as a preventative against rust."

“Jumbo” was tied up in these cables 

for a day or two, and when his spirit was 
thought to be broken by his futile strug­
gles he was led out of the elephant-house, 
but could not be induced to step outside 
of the gates. Then came one of the most 
pathetic-scenes in which a dumb animal 
was ever the chief Actor. The poor brute 
moaned sadly, and appealed in all but 
human words to his keeper, embracing 
the man with his trunk, and actually 
kneeling before him. “Jumbo’s" cries 
were soon heard in the elephant-house, 
where poor “Alice,” his mate, was again 
seized with alarm and grief, so that every 
note of sorrow from the kneeling 
elephant in the road had its response 
within the gardens. At the sound of 
“Alice's” increased lamentations “Jumbo" 
became almost frantic and flung himself 
down on his side. At last accounts
