CULTIVATION.

The Summer Cultivation and Care of
3 Crops.

Under this term ig included all working
of the soil, both in the preparation of the
séed bed and the after cultivation of the
crop. The first part of the subject has
already been dealt with in our columns
this season, so we will content ourselves
with the second, which is the summer
cultivation of crops, such as rape, turnips,
potatoes, corn, etc.

The first question which arises is, why
do we cultivate these'cropsat all? The
answer which a person would naturally
give, would be to destroy weeds. This is
quite true as far as it goes, but it does not
go quite far enough. That the destruct-
ion of weeds h§jds a very important place
all will admit, fOF if they were not kept
under, the crop would soon be smothered
out, but this is not the only value of culti-
vation. The working of the soil breaks
the capillary tubes, which draw the water
from the subsoil to the surface, and forms
a mulch of loose soil over the tops of
them; thus the water is not allowed to
be pumped directly upon the surface,
where the heat of the sun would quickly
evaporate it. Again this mulch prevents
the earth being heated up to as greata
depth, as if the surface was hard. This
loose material. allows a certain amount of

air to pass through it, and though it does
not appear so, the air always contains
more moisture on a hot day than ona
cool one, owing to the more rapid evapor-
ation of moisture from the ground, but
this water is in such a fine vapour, that
we do not notice it. When the warm air
reaches the cool soil it deposits the water
which it had held as vapor. An example
of this is seen when a tin pail is drawn
from a cool well ona warm day; little
drops of water will be deposited on the
outside.

Cultivation allows advantage to be taken
of the dews and every light shower, for
were these to fall on a hard crusted sur-
face they would merely wet the surface,
and in about half an hour after sunrise,
they would be as dry as ever. But this
is not the case with the well-worked field
here the loose soil offers no opposition to
the downward percolation of the water,
which is all absorbed by the earth, and
the mulch prevents itsdrying up. Hence
we see the surface cultivation stores up
for the use of the plant, water both from
the subsoil and the sky. The next quest-
ion to ask ourselves is, when should we
cultivate? This depends toa great ex-
tent upon the nature of the crop, buta
good general rule would be to cultivate
sufficiently often to prevent the surface
from becoming so firm that it will not act
as a mulch, and also to prevent the capill-
ary tubes from regaining their natural
condition. Always stir the soil aftera
rain, for two reasons, the first to preserve
the water which we know to be in the
soil, and secondly, to break up the crust
which forms to some extent on all soils,
but especially on heavy clay lands.

Corn and potatoes should be cultivated
with a light harrow as they are coming
up, and even before if the surface becomes
encrusted ; this treatment kills the weeds
and stirs the soil at the same time. When
the plants get too high for this style ot
working, start the scuffler.

Some make a mistake by cultivating too
deeply. We have seen fields which had
promised good, nearly ruined, because the
horse-hoe was allowed to run too close
and deep, thus cutting the roots of the
corn plants, and turning the potatoes out
by the roots. A scuffler can be run much
closer to the plants, if it merely skims the
ground, in this way, greatly reducing the
hand labour, for when thoroughly worked
with the horse-hoe, one hand weeding
will often be all that is necessary. Some
will say that if the scuffler does not run
deep the weeds will not be cut. If the
work has been neglected it will be neces-
sary to go deep enough to cut the roots of
the weeds, but it is a great mistake to al-
low a fleld to get ahead of the work in
this way.

All the purposes for which we hoe will
be accomplished better, and with less
labor, by means of shallow and frequent
cultivation. The draught being less, the
horse can cover more ground in the course
of a day, than when the scuffler is run
deeper. :

Ag before mentioned, the destruction of
weeds is a secondary consideration, for if
the land is cultivated sufficiently to keep
itin the proper condition, all weeds will be
smothered out, for-weeds like human be-
ings cannot live withoutair. If a long per-
iod is allowed to intervene between the
times of cultivation, the roots of the weeds
will store up food, and thus be enabled to
send up shoots at once when cut. Deep
cultivation is injurious, for if the soil is
stirred to a considerable depth the capil-
lary tubes are broken at just that distance
below the surface, and the subsoil water
is deposited at too great a distance to be
within the easy reach of the fine roots of
the young plant. If the land be not cul-
tivated at all, the water will be pumped
to the surface, where it will be at once

+ evaporated by the heat of the sun; or, as

professor Storer puts it, “The real disid-
eratum is to maintain the best capillary
connection between the lower layers of
soil where the store of water is, and those
layers in which the plant roots are grow-
ing. More than this is not wanted, and
pains musi constantly be taken to break
up continually the connection between
the surface and the root-bed, for it is much
better for the water to go out by transpir-
ation from the plants than by mere evap-
oration from the surface.”

Experiments go to prove that sufficient
water does not fall as rain to supply the
requirements of the plants, and also
that the evaporation from a soil hard and
compact is much greater than from one
that is cultivated, therefore the great
need of stirring the soil so that the plants
may take advantage of the natural soil
water is readily seen, for in time of drought
cultivation often means just the difference
between success and failure.—Advocate.

GREAT CHEESE AND BUTTER.

Canada’s Showing at the World’s Fair.

Out of 135 cheese exhibits of the factory
class at the World’s Fair, Chicago, entitled
to medals and diplomas, 126 were from
(Canada, whose total exhibits in this class
was 162 from 110 different factories. Al-
together there were 667 single exhibils of
cheese, and there were thirty-one Canada-
ian cheese which scored higher than the
highest United States cheese. The medals
will be distributed among the provinces
in the following order, Ontario being at
the head with 69 cheese among the prize
winners; Quebec, 52 ; New Brunswick, 1;
Nova Scotia, 2 ; Prince Edward Island, 2.
Of the cheese of the make of the present
season (1893) 20 lots from Quebec won

The judges appointed by the Exposition
Committee on awards were Messrs. John
8. Hodgson, of New York, and A. F.
MacLaren, of Windsor, Ont. Both are
well known as judges of the highest repu-
tation on the continent. Of the big Can-
adian cheese they say :

We have examined the mammoth Can-
adian cheese on the dairy pyramid in the
agricultural building at the World’s Col-
umbian Exposition. For a cheese of such
huge size we pronounce the flavor “re-

markably good,” and the body “extraor-
dinary fine.” We found the 1000 pound

cheeses to be of fancy quality and in first
rate condition. We consider the two-year
old cheese on exhibition there, to be ex-
cellent in flavor, in body and texture, and
have never seen cheese which tried bet-
ter at the same After examing the
cheese on the dairy pyramid from the
provinces of Ontario, Quebec, New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island, it is our judgement that they are
a lot of sugerior quality, and form a dis-
play which is most creditable.

The judges bored into the mammoth
cheese to a depth of about two feet, and
found uniformably solid. The standard
of points to entitle to a medal was fixed
at ninety seven and over for butter. Not-
withstanding the few lots which were
sent from Canada, twenty-five exhibitors
in all, thirteen medals were won with but-
ter. Twelve of these went to the province
of Quebee, mostly to'the county of Brome,
where they were collected by H. 8. Foster,
president of the district of Bedford dairy-
men’s association.

DAIRYING IN THE EAST.

(Toronto Globe.)

There are signs of a great transforma-
tion in the agriculture of Canada. As
grain-growing declines the dairy industry
comes into prominence, and cheese and
butter promise before long to be the lead-
ing products of our farms. The. experi-
mentin Ontario has shown the wonder-
ful adaptability of this province to the
maintenance of dairy herds, and has
proved that the skill of our cheese and
butter makers can successfully compete
with the best dairy talents of other lands.
Our splendid dairy exhibit at the world’s
fair will add to the laurels already won
in the field of dairy enterprise.

It is gratifying to observe that Ontario’s

achievement in this direction has aroused

the emulative spirit of sister provinces.
Down in New Brunswick, Nova Scotia,
and Prince Edward Island the dairying
industry is just now experiencing a
genuine boom. Prof. James W. Robert-
son, the Dominion dairy commissioner,
who was for several years professor of
dairying at the Ontario agricultural col-
lege, and who is well known in every
part of Canada for enterprise, energy and
skill in dairy science, has been visiting
there by invitation. He hasshown them
how to make cheap fodder from Indian
corn, and in Prince Edward Island, where
two years ago there were probably not
ten tarmers who had corn fields, this year
it is estimated over 1,500 farmers will
grow from fifteen acres downwards each.
Companigs have been organized or are
organizing for the manufacture of cream-
ery butter and cheese which will bear
the Canadian brand, and the prospective
outputof cheese during the present season
is valued at over $15,000 a month. The
experimental dairy station for Nova
Scotia, located at Nappan, will be a dairy
school for the province, where cheese
making will be followed in the summer
and butter making in the winter months.
In New Brunswick two years ago there
were only ten cheese factories all told;
this year there will be about forty. Two
years ago there were not more than 25 or
26 cheese factories in operation in the
maritime provinces; this year there will
be 75. -

From these facts it will be seen that
the farmers of these eastern provinces are
earnestly. striving to improve their con-
dition. That they have shown wisdom
in deciding to moye along the lines that
have proved so satisfactory in Ontario
cannot be doubted. They have chosen
well ; they have a fine country, they have
pluck and perseverance, they have On-
tario’s safe example, the skilled guidance
of Prof. Robertson and his assistants, and
they deserve success.

CORN ENSILAGE IN MAKING BEEF.

That corn ensilage is an excellent food
factor for making beef cannot now be
quesiioned ; but it should not, it seems, be
fed alone.
should be used along with it, in addition
to the meal given. When ensilage is first-
class, and made from corn sufficiently
matured, the meal ration need notof
necessity be high. Statements have been
made as to the very small amount of meal
required in fattening cattle when ensilage
is the principal food factor fed along with
the meal. We find the explanation in
the large amount of grain in the corn fod-
der. For instance, suppose we feed a bull-
ock ten pounds of meal per day and en-
silage in addition; we feed him several
pounds of grain in the ensilage, so that
instead of giving him only ten pounds of
meal in the time stated, we would be giv-
ing him the equivalent of, say, thirteen
or fourteen pounds of meal. It is appar-
ent therefore, that when good corn ensil-
age is used as a food factor in fattening
cattle, they do not require so large a meal
ration as when they are fattened with
other kinds of food. In this we find our
explanation of the cheapness of corn en-
silage as a leading food factor in making
beef. Other advantages from uging corn
ensilage for such a purpose are found in
the large quantity of the corn that can be
grown per acre, the reduced labor in feed-
ing, and the good quality of meat which
it makes.

CLEANING A NEW CHURN.

A new churn should always be soaked
for several days before it is used, and if
perfectly tight when this is done the bolts
should be loosened, or else it will warp
and get out of shape. Some manufactur-
ers stencil this instruction right on the
churn, and yet many butter makers neglect
this simple precaution.

If not soaked well, the first churnings
are apt to get a woody taste. Many are
the different ways of soaking, some re-
commending this, that and everything,
but cold water will absorb most flavors
if changed often, yet I should prefer the
following method: Soak in cold water
for 24 hours, changing two or three times,
then churn for an hour with a solution of
some weak alkali [powdered lye or lime,]
then rinse with some boiling hot water,
and if at hand soak for 24 hours with
clean flavored buttermilk or sour skim-
milk, repeating this if practical. After
that wash the churn as usual, as for in-
stance, by first rinsing with cold water
then churning for 10 minutes with boiling
hot water, and if steam is available steam
it sufficient to make the churn hot enough

to dry itself.

THE LOSS OF THE VICTORIA.

Three Hundred and Sixty Men Die in
Three Horrible Forms of Death.

TriroLr, Syria, June 26.—About three
o’clock last Thursday afternoon the Eng-
lish' fleet came in sight of El Mina, the
port and town of tripoli. It was coming
from the northeast and making directly
for the harbor.

The five big ironclads, Victoria, Cam-
perdown, Edinburgh, Nile and Sanspareil
were drawn up in full front. The Vic-
toria was in the centre, the Camperdown
was on her left and the Edinburgh on her
right.

When they were within five miles of
shore Vice Admiral Sir George Ty-
ron signalled to turn and form in
dounble line. This meant that the Viec-
toria and the Camperdown were to go
ahead a little and describe a turn—the
Victoria turning to the left and the Cam-
perdown to the right—then they would
advance side by side in ‘the direction
from which they had come; the others
would swing into double column order
and advance two and two behind the
leaders.

When the order was given the distance
between the ships was less than two
cables’ length. © The execution” of the
order was easy enough for ships further
away from the centre, but extremely
difficult for the Victoria and Camperdown.

In turning their bows would pass with-
in a few fathoms of each other, even if
the movement was executed with the
greatest precision.

This movement is rarely made, and is
chiefly for the purpose of training the
ship commanders to move expeditiously
away from shoaling waters.

‘Whether because Admiral Markham of
the Camperdown could not believe this
movement was to be tried when the ships
were so close together, or because he
thought Admiral Tyron had miscalca-
lated the distance, he did not set about
executing Admiral Tyron’s order, but he
signalled that he did not understand it.

The Victoria and the other vessels had
not hesitated. The Victoria began to
turn at once, asshe still held to the signals,

The Camperdown no longer hesitated,
but also began to turn. The brief delay,
however, had been fatal. The Victoria
had nearly turned, and the Camperdown,
swinging around, bore down upon her.

BOTH ADMIRALS WERE QUICK TO ACT.

Admiral Tyron swung the Victoria so
as to receive at the smallest angle the
blow which both officers saw was in-
evitable, and Admiral Markham did the
same for the Camperdown besides re-
versing her screws.

The 12-foot ram of the Camperdown
struck the hull of the Victoria just in
front of the armored bulkhead, and
the forward part of the Victoria above
the water line was mere cardboard to the
great iron wedge so mightily propelled.

There was a smashing of wood and iron
plates, and the ram and eight feet of the
bow of the Camperdown crashed 20 feet
into the bowels of the Victoria.

The Camperdown was halted by the
heavy armor of the Victoria, and as her
screws were reversed she at once

BEGAN TO 'BACK AWAY.

As all the other vessels were moving to
get into double line behind the two lead-
ers, they were bearing down upon the en-
tangled ships, and a catastrophe involving
all the ironclads was imminent.

Only the coolness and prompt action of
the other commanders prevented a general
disaster. :

The Victoria’s bow was now pointed
full toward the shore. It seems that Ad-
miral Tyron did not realize the extent of
the damage to the Victoria. As no acci-
dent of exactly this kind had happened
before he could not know what the effect
of the hole in the compartment was to be.

He no doubt thought that as only one
compartment was damaged the others
would keep his ship afloat, so when the
Camperdown and other ships signalled
offers of boats he replied that he did not
need them.

The Victoria began to forge straight for
theshore under full steam. It is one of
the

- RULES OF THE BRITISH NAVY
that if a ship is in danger of sinking and
shore is not far away she must be got into
shallow water, so that if she goes down
she may be raised again.

So Admiral Tryon was making for the
shore and was widening the distance be-
tween the Victoria and the other ships.

When the Camperdown’s ram struck
the Victoria, Admiral Tryon, the navigat-
ing officer, two signal officers, and the
men at the wheel were upon the bridge
in full view or in the chart house.

Most of the crew were on the forward
deck, '~unging about trying to keep cool
under e blazing sun of the clear, calm
day.

With the crush they rushed into the
battery and as far aft as possible, but when
the two vessels seperated all

RETURNED TO THEIR PLACES.

Discipline was perfect, and the admiral
and the officers remained upon the bridge
setting an example.

So good was the discipline that within
five minutes after the blow a diving suit
had been brought on deck, and a diver
was getting into it to obey an order to go
below and find out the extent of the dam-
age.

The untangling and the getting under
full headway had taken some little time.
About ten minutes after the blow, the
Victoria having got something like two
miles nearer shore from the scene of the
collision, all at once leaned away over to
the starboard and with a great roll and
plunge buried her bow beneath the calm
surface of the sea.

It was almost instantaneous.

There was only a chance for a few wild
cries and the Victoria was only half sub-
merged, bow foremost, with her swiftly
revolving screw whirring clear of the
water and high in the air.

Those on deck were ;!

PLUNGED IMMEDIATELY INTO THE WATER

The men forward and below had no time
to rush to the deck, but found themselves
groping for doors of rooms filled with
water and compressed air. There was a
little more time for those in the officers’
quarters. They heard the shouts and
warning crys and rushed to the almost
perpendicular deck.

Commander Jellicoe, lying in his berth,
sick with fever, started up and dashed to
the deck in pjamas, to find himself im-
mediately struggling in the water.

A lieutenant swam up to him, put his
arm around him, and despite the handi-
cap of supporting a helpless man was able
to get

AWAY FROM THE SIDE
of the sinking ship. It took a strong,
gkilful swimmer in full possession of his
senses to do this,

The huge hull was drawing in the
water as it went down, and several hun-
dred men hurled suddenly into the water
fully dressed, had to battle against the
increasing suction.

A moment more and a new peril, more
horrible, descended upon them. The
great engine, deep in the heart of the
hull, and enclosed in water tight com-
partments, was still throbbing at full
speed, and the great steel flanges of the
twin screws were whirling around up in
the air.

As the vessel sank these screws came
nearer and nearer to the water and des-
cended into the midst of the struggling
human beings.

The vessel sank slowly, and when the
screws were low enough to begin to whirl
in the water again the suction had in-
creased until there was a deepening vor-
tex like a maelstrom.

At the bottom of this maelstrom the
screws were revolving like circular knives.
The

against the suction. They were drawn
down and thrown against the swift blades.

Then came a scene which made the
officers on the decks of the other warships
of the fleet turn away, sick with horror.

Screams and shrieks arose, and in the
white foam appeared feddened arms and
legs and wrenched and torn bodies.

Headless trunks were tossed out of the
vortex, to linger a moment on the surface
and sink out of sight.

All within reach of that vortex lost
their presence of mind. Men who
knew how to swim ceased swimming and
fought with the waters. Men clutched
each other in frenzy and struck each
other off.

The deep cone of whirling water, with
the swift knives chopping human bodies
at the bottom of it, was a horror

TO DAUNT THE BRAVEST,

One man who escaped says that he saw
in this great vortex at least 50 of his fel-
lows fighting with each other and with
inevitable death.

In a moment or so the knives disap.
peared and the vortex began to close up.
The ship was beneath the surface just
as the whirl was swallowed almest to the

of thunder, the waves were tossed up and
steam burst from them.

Again the shrieks and screams burst
from the swimmers. The boilers had ex-
ploded, the sea had rushed into the fur-
naces, and the swimmers were beating
waves of scalding water.

Thus, in less than ten minutes, death
in three awful forms attacked the officers
and crew of the Victoria—death by drown-
ing, death by the knife-hke screws, and
death by ecalding water.

With the first under-plunge of the Vic-
toria all the boats were called av 1y from
all the other ships, and came straining
over the calm sea to save the strugglers.
The boats were soon picking up those
fortunate ones who had got ont of the
reach of the terrible vortex. So’long as
the vortex was there the boats dared not
venture near, but they did lift from the
scalding water several wretched sailors
who were horribly burned.

It is thought that more than half of
those drowned got out of the ship, but
were caught in the vortex or scalded to
death by th® boiling water.

ADMIRAL TRYON STOOD ON THE BRIDGE.

and refused to leave it. Just before the
Victoria made her under-plunge he saw
what was about to happen and issued an
order for each man tosave himself; but
the order never got beyond the bridge,
for ruin descended straightway.

The diver whom he had ordered below
to look into the damage was still on deck
and dressed for his descent, except his
helmet. He would have been dragged to
the bottom by his heavy lead-soled shoes
had it not been for a seaman who stopped
to cut him loose from his heavy clothes.

The diver was saved, but the man who
cat him free was drowned.

There were many acts of heroism. The
peril of those in the water was increased
by the fact that the sea hereabouts is in-
fested with sharks. 7

It is the duty of the marines when a
collision occurs to immediately go below
and close all the water-tight compart-
ments. When the Camperdown struck
the Victoria the Victoria’s marines went
below for their duty, and as a result out
of 120 marines on the ship 99 were lost.

NUMBER OF THE LOST.

LoxpoN, June 26.— A number of quest-
ions were asked by members of the house
of commons today regarding the founder-
ing of the Victoria.

Some of the men belonging to the Vic-
toria had been detached temporarily from
that vessel and detailed for duty on other
vessels of the fleet during the manceuvres.
These men had of course escaped.

So far as now ascertained the lost num-
ber 260, comprising 22 officers and 338
men. The saved number 287, including
26 officers and 261 men.

F. W. Issacson asked if the government
intended keeping the Sans Pareil, the
sister ship of the Victoria, in commission,
or to have her ordered home from the
Mediterranean in order to have experts
consider her construction and, if possible-
ascertain what, ifanything, was faulty in it,

The secretary of the admiralty strongly
deprecated the asking of such questions,
saying that the time had not come when
they ought to be asked.

This statement was greeted with cries
of “ Hear, hear.”

Loxpoy, June 27.—In connection with
the loss of the Victoria, it is understood
that rear admiral Markham will be court
martialled with the officers of the Cam-
perdown, as that vessel carried his flag as
second in command of the squadron when
she collided. Further particulars of the
occurence are contained in a despatch
from Malta which states that the Vie-
toria was cut in two aft of the barbette.
Most of those who lost their lives were
drowned by being drawn under the water
by the suction caused by the sinking ship.

Vice-Admiral Sir George Tyron was
picked up after the foundering of the
flagship, and carried on board the battle-
ship Edinburgh, where he died shortly
afterwards. .

The despatch vessel Surprise, command-
er B. F. Tillard, has conveyed to Malta
the body of Tyron. The damage sus-
tained to the Camperdown was less than
expected. But the vessel is seriously
damaged and will be docked for repairs.
Funds are being started in different parts
of the country to aid those who have lost
their supporters. Her Majesty has do-
nated £100.

On Sunday morning the names of those
who had been saved were received at the
admiralty office. A crowd of thousands
had gathered.” It was a sad scene and
one that will never be forgotten by those
who witnessed it. In some cases persons
composing the crowd argued that their

particular relatives or friends mgst have
\ 2

surface. Then there was a muffled sound-:

escaped drowning, but their tones and
language were such that it could readily
be inferred that they were hoping against
hope and steeling their hearts for the
worst news that could come to them.
Through the long hours of the night the
crowd gained fresh accessions and when
the list of the saved were posted there
was terrible pushing towards the bulletin
board to learn who had escaped the fate
that had so suddenly carried off hundreds
of England’s defenders. Those who were
in rear of the crowd, or were too far away
to see the names inscribed on the bulletin
were aided in their search for information
by stentorian voiced men who read aloud
the names of the saved. It was painful
to see with what eagerness and intensity
the people listened. When women found
that the names they were listening for
were not on the list they cried bitterly,
and turning from the crowd walked
glowly and despondently away. Others
were more violent in their demonstra-
tions of sorrow, while still others fainted
away and had to be attended to by the
police, extra numbers of whom were on
duty in the vicinity.

The only touch of gladness to the scene
was when some one in the crowd heard
the name of a husband, father or lover
read. In an instant the look of despair
would vanish and be replaced with a
smile and a brightening of the eyes that
brought forth reciprocated smiles from
those who were only attracted to the
place through curiosity.

FARM TOPICS.

A comparative failure of grass and corn
for a couple of years would not be an un-
mixed evil. It would show pretty clear-
ly that there is no money in poor stock,
and might help reduce the supply.

There is no staple product on the farm
that will do to tie to, more than the grow-
ing of prime beef. Study the business and
learn how to produce quantity and quality
at the lowest possible cost.

Growing sheep exclusively for wool is
a luxury that not many farmers can afford
to indulge in. Mutton.is a safer stand by,
and should be the main object with wool
as an extra. :

‘Where there is humus in the soil culti-
Vavion in warm weather admits oxygen
to the Tiass~cad helps to dedompoge it.
This liberates not dirty~carbonic acid gas,
but more or less available nitrogen. Keep
the ground stirred as much as possible
while the air is warm, and especially
after rains have encrusted the surface. It
practically makes a direct increase in
available fertility.

The advantage of thorough manuring is
mainly lost unless equally thorough culti-
vation follows it. The breaking up of the
soil and mixing it with the manure is not
all that cultivation does. Every time the
soil is stirred it is opened to admit air,
which is always warmer than the soil.
This increase of warmth is directly help-
ful to most growing crops, and it indirect-
ly helps by aiding the decomposition of
the manure.

At this season cows in full flow of milk
need often to be milked, at noon es-
specially, if the milking is done early in
the morning and somewhat late at night.
But while a cow thus milked three times
a day will give more milk and butter,
she will do it at the expense of flesh un-
less fed extra. There is absorption of fat
from milk while it is in the udder, and if
the milk is taken very frequently the
cow has the greater drain on her system.

Many farmers haye learned that the
superiority of peas to corn for feeding
hogs make them a profitable grain to
grow. They take little labor, as the hogs
will, if need be, do the harvesting. They
enrich the soil, and it the stubble can be
cleared so as not to he plowed under they
make an excellent preparation for winter
wheat; but if weeds and pea tops are
plowed under they make the land too
light, causing it to fill with water in
winter, and thus winter kill the grain.

A farmer in France claims to have dis-
covered a remedy for rust on wheat, which
is simple and at the same time effective.
In the experiments reported, wheat which
has been sown in the fall was sprayed in
the spring with a mixture of 4} lbs,of
sulphate of copper and 63 1bs of sulphate
of soda, dissolved in water. This treat-
ment gave an increase of fourteen bushels
over wheat not so treated. It would be
interesting to know what results spraying
with the Bordeaux mixture would give.

There isa certain time up to which
clover will not be eaten by cattle if they
can get any grass. We have seen them
often in May and until near the first of
June eating the grass out of the corners of
fences bare to the ground, while large
mouthfuls of clover would be passed by
untouched. But so soon as buds and
blossoms begin to appear they would be
greedily eaten, and in a very few days the
whole plant would be eaten. About the
time the clover is in full blossom is there-
fore the best time to cut it for hay, the
cow being the judge.

As farmers are getting use to the cow
pea, its value as a soiling plant and for
putting into the silo is becoming apparent.
It is richer in the more expensive ele-
ments of plant food than corn is, as the
peas gets nitrogen from the atmosphere
in the soil through its roots as corn gets
carbonic acid through its leaves. For
making the ground rich the cow pea is far
,preferable to corn. The chief trouble in
northern localities is that the season is
not long enough to ripen the seed. Yet
crops of fodder can be profitably grown
even though the seed will not ripen. The
south grows the cow-pea seed, and as its
fodder is good for stock, even from ma-
tured plants, the crop is a profitable one.

JACK THE RIPPER.

Loxpox, 26.— The foul crimes of Jack
the Ripper were again called to mind last
night by a murder that was committed in
Rotherhithe, a suburb a short distance to
the southeast of London. The body of a
woman was found with the throat cut, as
was the case in all the murders committed
by the Jack the Ripper. Persons in the
streets at the late hour at which the
murder was done state that they heard a
woman screech two or three times. They
ran in the direction from which the
sounds came and found the woman lying
on the pavement with the blood stream-
ing ;from an awful gash in her throat.
She was unconscious when found and
died a few minutes afterward. The police
were promptly on the scene, and think
the crime was due to jealously or a drunken
quarrel between the woman and some
man whose acquaintance she had made
on the streets.

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THE METHODIST CONFERENCE.

Revs. Jos. Sellar and Mr. Bell are from
the North Shore, and they have been
recently attending the conference of the
Methodist church of New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island at Moncton.
While there the thanght struck them,
incidentally of course, that it would be a
fine idea, and one which would contribute
to their own personal glorification, to
have the conference pass judgment on the
Bathurst school question. They knew
that the matter was at present under
judicial consideration in the supreme
court of the province; they may, also,
with apparent good reason, have antici-
pated that the decision of the highest
judicial court in the province would not
very thoroughly establish the truth of
the contentions of the protestant min-
ority at Bathurst, nor consign the Blair
government to that political disgrace and
discredit which they so eagerly desire;
and therefore, with all these weighty con-
siderations to move them, they threw the
whole force of their Brobdignagian in-
tellects in the direction of a magnificent
coup d’etat, designed to settle the question
once and for all, and overwhelm the arch-
conspirator Blair with everlasting turpi-
tude and disgrace. If they could only ob-
tain a public verdict from the clever and
intelligent number of clergymen present,
in condemnation of the government’s
course with regard to this question, the
supreme court would hardly dare to pub-
lish a decision to the contrary. They ac-
cordingly introduced a little resolution.
This resolution it is unnecessary to pub-
lish here, as it will be found in fall in
our news columns to-day, but it will
suffice to say that it embodied
in a crystalized form all the very
valuable historical statements and disin-
terested suggestions which the Protestant
minority at Bathurst have, for the past
twelve monthg, been hurling broadcast at
the government, both individually and
collectively considered. That resolution
didn’t pass. Why ? Because in the first
place, there is a very grave doubt in the
minds of all intelligent people ag_t¢™ the

—— = alleged witkedness of the government in

connection with wne Bathurst school
question ; because in the second place the
Methodist ministers assembled at Moncton
are no less intelligent than their fellows;
because, in the third place the leaders
among that clever body have too much
good sense to make fools of themselves by
anticipating the judicial decision of the
supreme court of New Brunswick; and
lastly, because Mr. Sellar and his zealous
co-laborer didn’t secure enough votes to
give the resolution a majority.

That is the simple explanation of the
failure of this gigantic piece of ministerial
strategy ; that is why the matter is still
at large. And, on the whole, the general
public feel that the Methodist conference
has done wisely, and are content, with
them, to await the final decision of the
able and impartial judge who has the
question under his consideration.

To-pAY, Saturday, the amendments to
the petroleum inspection act take effect.
There are eight points in New Bruns-
wick, seven in Nova Scotia, thirty in On-
tario, thirteen in Quebec, twenty-five in
Manitoba and the territories, and three
in British Columbia at which ‘petroleum
for illuminating purposes may be ad-
mitted in tank cars. The New Brunswick
points are: St. John, Moncton, Frederic-
ton, Chatham, St. Stephen, Sussex, Ed-
mundston and Woodstock.

The Gibson Fire.

The village of Gibson a few days subse-
quent to the big fire presented a melancholy
and deserted appearance, and the wholesale
destruction of property which then occurred
seemed to have paralyzed the former in-
habitants of the village. But during the
present week a great change is manifest in
the appearance of the burned district. It
was at first thought that owing to the fact
that the great majority of peopie living in
Gibson previous to the fire were wage-
earners, employed in other places, only a
very few would rebuild their houses; but
while it is true that some will not venture
to build again, still there are many who
have already commenced operations, and
more will follow their example in the near
future.

The work of rebuilding the burned por-
tion of Gibson has begun and already the vil-
lage has entered on a new lease of life.
Alex. Gibson started the movement by de-
claring his intention to build at once a
brick tenement house on the site of his old
one, and has gone vigorously at work to
keep his word. Among others already at
work building are: T H Hoben, W Brad-
ley (shop), A Sewell, M Brown, C Titus, F
Pond, D Evans, J F Miles, B H and Dan
Babbitt, R Macklin, L. A Belyea. Besides
these Edward Johnston, C Minue, J Kyle,
Geo Bailey and several others have an-
nounced their intentions of building in the
near future.

Hiram Brewer is going to Detroit, Mich.
H. Garrety and family will ‘remove to
Boston. George S. Peters will reside in
Fredericton. Moses White is putting up a
house at Marysville and will reside there.

The Gibson relief committee have kept
open the church hall at that place, since the
fire, and some twenty persons have their
meals regularly there. Many take their
breaktasts and?supper at home and call at
the hall for dinner as it is near their work.
As buildings go up the number will grad-
ually decrease. The committee have to
some degree relieved most of the worst
cases of destitution, the goods from St. John,
this city and elsewhere, being well dis-
tributed and suited to the people’s wants.
A good deal yet requires to be done. It
will take years of labor to make the village
what it was and to place the people in as
comfortable circumstances as they were be-
fore the fire.

James M. Palmer, of Fredericton, was
elected secretary, and Miss Mary K. Tib-
bits, of Gagetown, assistant secretary.

Mr. Palmer submitted the annual audit
report of the executive committee show-
ing a balance of $139.64 to the credit of
the institute.

Geo. A. Inch, of Fredericton, the only
member of the grading committee present,
submitted a yery carefully prepared and
exhaustive report of the committee, deal-
ing fully with the important subject of
grading. After discussing the several
methods by which grading is done in this
country and many cities of the United
States, it was suggested that promotion
by the teacher from whom - the pupils
come with the co-operation and assistance
of the teachers to whom the pupils
were to be sent, was the proper way in
which pupils should be advanced or
graded. This, in cases of nonconcurrence
by the teachers interested, to be decided
by the principal or superintendent of the
schools. This report provoked consider-
able discussion. Adjourned.

In the evening the chief superinten-
dent read his paper. He said thd statis-
tics presented showed a remarkable con-
trast between use of steam forty years ago
and its use to-day, as well as that of
electricity and othier powers, and was an
evidence of this progressive age. The
cause of education is undergoing wonder-
ful changes. We are in art as well as
science in a state of transition and of
consequent unrest and must be careful in
the adoption and adaptation of new
methods. The world to-day is calling for
practical knowledge, and to this end
schools in many cities in the United
States devote a reasonable proportion of
their time to manual training. To place
a liberal and practical education n the
possession of every child without regard
to class creed or color ought to be the aim
of all educationists. The world looks for
purity in_the life of teachers as well as
knowl Behind all the machinery
and thought there is a power invisible
which sees and- knows every effort which
the humblest of us may make.

Addresses were delivered by Mayor
Beckwith, hon. A. F. Randolph, rev. Dr,
Brecken, Dr. Brecken, and prof. White
rendered a violin solo.

Thursday morning the institute con-
vened at 9 o’clock. After roll call the
nominating committee presented twenty-

two names from which to select the mem-
bers of the executive.

P. Cox, A. B, B. Sc., of the St. John
grammar school, in a paper entitled: Do
existing methods of teaching as applied
in our schools develop, as they should,
the ability of pupils to think, pointed out
many inaccuracies in teaching, and exem-
plified them by blackboard illustrations,
the results of his experience and obser-
vation, criticizing severely the principle
of “cram” as opposed to logical reason-
ing. Mr. Cox’s excellent and exhaustive
paper was wmuch appreciated by the in-
stitute, eliciting favorable comment from
Dr. Harrison, Principal Mullin, Messrs.
Montgomery, Foster, Henderson, Kay,
Creed, Palmer, G. A. Inch.

The report of the committee on grading
was referred back to the original com-
mittee, with Messrs. March, Steeves and
Henderson to report at a subsequent ses-
session.

After roll call at the afternoon session
the nominating committee reported the
result of the election of the elective mem-
bers of the executive committee. Those
elected were: Messrs. Britain, Hay. Cox,
Foster, Parlée, March, Sutherland, Oul-
ton, Misses Gilmore, and Tibbits.

J. F. Rogers, principal of the model
school at Fredericton, read an excellent
paper, discussing the necessity of unity in
the teaching of arithmetic. The follow-
ing basic principles were established:
The effect of position with regard to the
point, illustrated by objects, as high as
3,000, as low as three-thousandths; de-
veloping multiplication from addition,
and division from substraction ; reduction
following naturally from the decimal
system of notation; fractions and ratio
following from division; in division the
word measure used for divisor; least com-
mon multiple and highest common factor
taught; the unitary method applied to all
practical questions. Nearly all solutions
can be reached by an application of these
seven principles: :

1. Multiplying the given number by
another and dividing by the same does
not change the value of the given num-
ber.

2. Multiplying both dividend and di-
visor by the same number docs not alter
the value of the quotient.

3. Maultiplying the dividend increases
the quotient. S

4. Multiplying the divisor decreases.

5. Dividing both dividend and divisor
by the same number does not altar the
value of the quotient.

6. - Dividing the dividend decreases
the quotient.

7. Dividing the divisor increases the
quotient.

By means of simple objects and black-
board illustrations the subject was handled
admirably.

Mr. Rogers’ paper was discussed by
Messrs. Barry, Parlee, and Supt. Inch.

Mr. Meagher also read‘a paper on
arithmetic. :

J. B. Oakes, formerly an inspector of
schools in this province, now of Wolfville,
N. 8, being present was invited to the
platform by Supt. Inch and briefly ad-
dressed the teachers assembled.

On motion of Inspector Carter the con-
sideration of the subject of grading was
postponed until a future session of the
institute.

A large number of teachers availed
themselves of the kind offer of the Fred-
ericton teachers and enjoyed a moonlight
excursion down the river.

Friday morning’s session opened at 9
o'clock. After some discussion Inspector
Carter moved, and Mr. Parlee seconded,
the following amendment :

Resolved, that the government be re-
quested to so amend the act that any
member of the institule may be elected a
representative to the senate.

The amendment was almost unanimous-
ly adopted.

The election of a representative to the
senate was then proceeded with, and
James M. Palmer was elected.

The report of the committee upon text
books was submitted by the chairman,
Berton C. Foster. The committee had
not arrived at a conclusion in regard to
all the text books but suggested the fol-
lowing changes: Recommended that a
standing committee on text books be ap-
pointed and report from time to time,
when thought necessary. That Sangster’s
arithmetic be struck off the list of pre-
scribed texts.

The elementary arithmetic was unsatis-
tactory and suggested that Kirklands &
Scott’s be substituted and supplemented
by Hamblin Smith’s in the 7th and 8th
grades. As Todhunter’s elementary al-
gebra did not meet the requirements in
teaching, that Smith’s algebra be author-
ized.

In book keeping that Gage & Co’s
standard book-keeping with blanks be
authorized. Several other changes were
also suggested, the principal ones, how-
ever, are here mentioned.

Mr. Town strongly objected to so fre-
quent changes in the text book.

Mr. Parlee thought Hamblin Smith’s
arithmetic too difficult for pupils in 7th
and 8th grades.

The total enrollment of members was

Crry AssessMENT RoLr.—The city assess-
ment roll has been issued to the city treas-
urer, and posters inform the taxpayers that
a five per cent discount will be allowed on
the amount of taxes if the same be paid be-
fore July 27th. The rate per $100 on real
and personal estate is 94 cents, and on $100
income $4.7¢. Polls pay $8. The total as-
sessment ordered is $42,500. The total real
property assessed is valued at $1,701,030;
personal, $1,111,000, and income, $211,000.
The assessors haye issued one of the neatest
lists which Ea\'e been handed in for a num-
ber of years.

StArR LiNe Trarric.—The steamer David
Weston and Olivette are making regular
iternate trips between this city and St.

CIRCUIT COURT.

The June session of the York county
Circuit court opened on Tuesday at 10 a. m.
Judge King presiding. There were three
cases entered for triali—

Chas. F. Howes vsH. H. Pitts. Attorney
General Blair files record.

Mary Wilson, administratrix of Thomas
Wilson deceased vs Chas. F. Wilkins,
James A. Vanwart files record.

Wm.J. Edgecombe et al vs Jgs* R. Ayer.

A.J. Gregory files record.

The case of Howes vs Pitts is an action
for libel commenced by major Howes against
H. H. Pitts, proprietor of the Reporter. It
will be remembered that two or three years
ago, while major Howes and his family
were floating down the Tobique river in
canoes, Mrs. Howes was shot dead by parties
concealed in the bushes on the bank of the
river. For this crime Trafton and an accomp-
lice were sentenced to serve a term of years
in the penitentiary, In the Reporter of
December 21st 1892 appeared an article stat-
ing that rumors were going the rounds te
the effect that major Howes had since that
time married another woman, and had
been arrested for poisoning her; that he
had since died, and on his death bed con-
fessed that he himselt had killed his first
wife, and that the two men now suffering
punishment in the penitentiary were inno-
cent of the crime for which they were con-
victed. It is for this libel that major Howes
brought the action, claiming damages to
the amount of $5000. The attorney general
appeared for major Howes, while Pitts de-
fended himselfin person, with the assistance
of Geo. F. Gregory as junior counsel. After
various adjournments the trial finally be-
gan at 215 Wednesday afternoon. Thé fol-
lowing jury was empannelled — Henry C.
Rutter, Alfred G. Edgecombe, Eben Miller
Walter McFarlane, Wm. Chestnut, and
Alexander Calder and John A. Cgmpbell.

The attorney general, in opening for the
plaintiff, reviewed the history of the Howes
murder, and the trial of the convicted mur-
derers; the publication of the libel in the
New Brunswick Reporter, without any
just cause or excuse; the serious nature of
the slander ; its republication all over Can-
ada and the United States; and the great
damage it had done to the feelings of the
plaintiff and his family. The evidence of
C Sterling Brannen, Geo. N Babbitt, and F
H Risteen, was taken, for the purpose or
proving that Pitts was the publisher and
proprietor of the Reporter, and that a copy
of the identical issue in which the libel ap-
peared, had been purchased at his printing
office and marked by the party who bought
it. Two copies of this issue were put in
evidence for the plaintiff, as well as receipts
given and bills rendered by the defendant
as proprietor of the paper, for subscriptions,
and his hand writing proved to the satis-
faction of the jury. During the production
of this evidence, as the several witnesses
were called, Pitts made some feeble efforts
at cross examination, to which he' was
prompted by khis junior counsel Gregory,
and which he accompanied by various mon-
key-like antics and parrot-like speeches, to
the great amusement of the judge, the jury
and the spectators present. At the con-
clusion of the plaintiff’s case, the defendant,
contrary to the expectations of all present,
announced that he had no evidence to put
in. The attorney general made a strong
and very telling address to the jury, enlarg-
ing upon the atrocious nature of the libel
published, commenting upon the fact that
the defendant was afraid to go upon the
stand and explain the reasons for slander-
ing the plaintiff, lest he should subject him-
self to cross examination, and moving for
a verdict for the plaintiff, with substant-
ial damages. Pitts then moved that the
plaintiff be non suited and that verdict be
entered for the defendant on the following
grounds: First, that no sufficient evidence
had been offered to prove that Pitts was the
publisher and proprietor of the New Bruns-
wick Reporter. Second, that no evidence
had been offered to prove that the plaintiff
was identical with the major Howes men-
tioned in the libel.

After some argument, judge King allowed
the case to.go to the jury on the evidence
produced, with leave to the defence to move
the court to enter a verdict for the defend-
ant upon the grounds mentioned above.

The jury retired at 5.45 o’clock, and after
deliberating for half an hour, brought in a
verdict for the plaintiff, and assessed the
damages at one hundred dollars. Pitts had
already made an offer to suffer judgement
by default for fifty dollars and costs, so that
this verdict will throw upon him the bur-
den of paying the costs of the court.

The court adjourned till Tuesday next,
when the remaining cases on the docket
will be tried.

A Flourishing Country.

Mr: Connors’ house and premises at Connors
Station, upper St. Francis, are especially
worthy of notice. The Temiscouata and St.
Francis railway passes for more than a mile
through his land, which is all in grass and
free from stone piles and fences. All the
buildings on Mr, Connors’ land, including
his mill, are finished and painted in excel-
lent taste, and his hotel cannot be surpassed
on this side of Bangor. It is at present full
of guests, pleasure seekers and sportsmen
from the neighboring states of the union.

Owing to the fact that Mr. Connors owns all
the land within half a mile of Connors Stat-
ion, the owner of this delightful hotel has
nothing to fear from competition. His mill
has this season, cut upwards of 2,000,000
shingles which are being exported via the
Riyiere du Loup and Intercolonal rail-
ways, to points in- Massachusetts and other
eastern states.

A Public Presentment.

Upon this the jury, after retiring, presented
an address to the court, setting forth the
very dangerous nature of the railway cross-
ing below the Episcopal cathedral, leading
to the railway bridge. Under present ar-
rangements the crossing is most incon-
venient, and dangerous to human life. The
jury recommended that the authorities call
the attention of the C. P. and C. E. R. R.
companies to the defective state of the
crossing. and urge them to furnish the neces-
sary appliances for the safeguarding of
human life.

Judge King thanked the jurors, and
promised to have the matter attended to.
The presentment will be forwarded to Ot-
tawa, and it is hoped it will have the de-
sired effect.

METHODIST GONFERENCE.

The annual meeting of the New Btruns-
wick and P. E. Island Methodist confetence
began at Moncton on Thursday, the 22nd
ult., and remained in session till the 20th.
Asusual a very large body of ministers of that
denomination was present, as well as a large
number of lay delegates from various parts
of the two provinces.

The usual routine business was transacted
and one or two matters of more than ordin-
ary interest were disposed of. The case of
Rev. R. 8. Crisp who was charged by D. D.

Currie with immoral practicesin connection |

with the notorious scandal which caused
Mr. Currie's expulsion from the ministry,
came up by way of appeals from the deci-
sion of the adjudicating committee, who
had found Mr. Crisp guilty of the charges
preferred against him. The niinisterial ses-
sion of the conference, held on Friday night
to consider this matter sat up to four o’clock
on Saturday morning and adopted and re-
ported the following resolution :

‘Whereas, this ministetial session has read
the evidence taken at the said trial and has
fully considered the same;

Therefore resolved, (1) that the appeal be
not allowed, and (2) that the conference ex
presses the opinion that while the evidence
is damaging, it is not sufficiently clear to
prove that he is guilty of the charges, yet it
does seriously affect his ministerial reputa-
tion.

The result of this resolution, while not
eminently satisfactory to those who wished
to see justice take its course, will be to com-
pel Mr. Crisp to resign his charge, and take
his name from the roll of the conference.

Another matter in which the public is
very generally interested is the Bathurst
school question, and this also shared con-
siderable of the time and attention of the
conference. On Tuesday Rev. Mr. Bell
moved the following resolutions regarding
-this subject : .

Whereas, In the year 1874, by an over-
whelming vote of the electors of this prov-
ince the non-sectarian law was confirmed;

and

Whereas, All the public schools of this
province were designed to be free and non-
sectarian ; and

‘Whereas, Certain regulations of the
board of education make it possible to es-
tablish sectarian schools ;

Therefore résolved, That this conference
express its strong disapprobation of any
prostitution of our school law in the inter-
ests of any particular denomination, and
would deprecate anything which has the ap-
pearance of class legislation; and further
would hope that the non-sectarian school
law will be so administered by the board of
education that justice may be done to all
classes and creeds.

The resolution was seconded by rev. Mr.
Seller, of Bathurst, who said that he had
nothing to do with the Bathurst school
question in particular. He wanted the
moral influence of this conference joined
with that of the Presbyterian synod and
other Protestant bodies in opposition to the
effort the Roman Catholic church were put-
ting forth to induce the government to strip
the school law of its non-sectarian character.

Dr. Sprague moved an amendment to the
effect that it was inexpedient for the con-
ference to touch the school question while
an enquiry into the Bathurst difficulties
was being held by a judge of th. supreme
eourt,

Rev. Mr. Marshall, seconded by rev. Mr.
Paisley, moved the following amendment
to the amendment :

Whereas, The conference has received
from the Miramichi district a memorial con-
cerning the school law of the province of
New Brunswick ; and

Whereas, This conference has given to
this subject its careful consideration ;

Therefore resolved, That without expres-
sing an opinion upon the disputed questions
now before a commission appointed to in-
vestigate the same, this conference should
express its verydecided conviction that any
departure from the principle of a free and
unsectarian school law for the whole prov-
ince would be unwise and inexpedient and
a serious ' impediment to the educational
advancement of the province.

This was adopted by a unanimous vote
without any debate.

The ministerial session of Wednesday was
somewhat sensational in its results. The
people of Woodstock declined to receive
Rev. Mr. Crisp, and when his name was
reached in the order under the head of
ministerial character the clergymen divided
40 year to 20 nays on the question. They
also passed the following resolution :

Whereas, Rev. Isaac Howie, the chairman
of the Fredericton district, was requested by
many members of this conference, including
nearly all the members of the conference
special committee, to lay certain charges
and act as prosecutor against the Rev. R. 8.
Crivsv[); and

_Whereas, Bro. Howie, under difficult and
trying circumstances, has duly attended to
the matter committed tb him:

Therefore resolved, That this ministerial
session desires to place on record its appre-
ciation of the faithful manner in which he
has prepared and conducted the case, and
also of the valuable services which he has
rendered to the conference in connection
therewith.

The result of all this was that the station-
ing committee have sent the rev. gentleman
to Salisbury and Rev. Thomas Marshall to
Mr. Crisp’s former charge.

It seems from this that the general tone
of feeling in the conference is to uphold
Rev. Mr. Howie, who was chairman of the
adjudicating committee, in his condemna-
tion of Rev. Mr. Crisp, acting as hedid upon
the evidence submittecl to the committee.
The ministerial session of Wednesday, how-
ever, by a vote of forty to twenty, carried a
resolution expressing their belief in Rev.
Mr. Crisp’s unspotted ministerial character.

It was resolved that the conference will
meet at Sackville next,year, on the third
Thursday in June.

SHE VISITED THREE.

An English Girl's Journey to the Bounds
of the Mysterious City.

Miss Taylor, of London, Eng., the only
woman who ever penetrated the interior
of Thibet, has arrived at Vancouver on
the steamer Empress of Japan. She is
small in stature. Her hands and wrists
are small, her features fine, and her man-
ner gentle and pleasant. In spite of this
fact Miss Taylor has travelled where a
man could not have gone and lived. She
was connected indirectly with a China
mission, but having sufficient means of
her own travelled about as fancy dictated.
The trade of Thibet is held by China, and
China is jealous of having any one of any
other nation enter the country, because
they know well that if “foreign devils”
ever get into the land of the Thibetans
the Chinese trade monopoly is gone. The
Chinese have guards all around the terri-
tory and far in the interior their spies are
to be met.

Miss Taylor started out first with four
servants, and among them was a Mon-
golian Mohammedan, who coveted her
belongings, and thought it would be a
meritorious thing to kill her any way.
This man gave her a lot of trouble, and
his treachery at the end nearly cost her
ber life and prevented her entry into
Lassa, the sacred city of the interior of
Thibet, of which so many strange stories
are told. Miss Taylor’s party was twice
stopped by bandits. Once they took
all her things away, but after discovering
that her party were not members of the
faction for which they had been mis-
taken, some of her goods were restored to
her. After many vicissitudes she reached
the Lassa district and got to within a few
miles of Lassa city. Here she found that
her treacherous servant had gone ahead
and told the head men that if they al-
lowed ter to enter the city their lives
would be forfeited to the Chinese govern-
ment ; so the authorities, when she came
up, told her they were sorry, and would
willingly let her enter the city, but they
dared not. She was thus forced to turn
back in sight of her goal.

The Thibetans are a nomadic people,
but have one or two permanent towns.
Lassa, the capital, being the largest. The
people are governed principally by the
lamas or native priest. They practice
polyandry to a great extent, many women
having as many as three or four husbands
who in many cases are brothers. The
country is all very much above the
sea level, some 11,000 feet in the valleys,
and she suffered greatly from shortness of
breath. The Thibetans are herders, and
many of them are splendid horsemen.
They use a number of horses, and the ox
in this country corresponds to the yak in
Thibet. The yak is larger than the ox,
and bas a peculiar grunt like a pig.

Thibet is wet in summer and cold in
winter. Miss Taylor has a Thibitan man
servant with her, whom she says has been
faithful. When she finally reached the
border exit was refused this servant, but
she said in the Thibetan language, which
she understands perfectly: ‘He goes or
‘Ido not. You may kill me if you wish
but my man must go. See you this?”
and she drew-from her breast a small
silken union jack that she carried through
all her vicissitudes. “Stain this flag with
my blood and the great mother, whose
sign this flag is, will avenge my death.”
This obtained her not only exit, but a
safe escort. -

'CANADAAN HAY FOR ENGLAND.

Large Shipments Being Sent Across and
Handsome Profits Made.

(Montreal Star.)

The city has been struck with the hay
fever. It is not, however, of the maligant
type, but it has affected a great many
citizens. The fact is, Canadian hay is
having a tremendous boom, and the afore-
said citizens see millions in it. England
has had a drought on her hands and con-
sequently Canada is endeavoring to sell
her hay while the sun, shines. Since
navigation opened large cargoes have
been going out of Montreal weekly and
the shippers of it have been realizing
handsome profits. Those shippers were
mostly to be found around the offices of
the live stock exchange.. Now, however,
the circle has grown. It was too good a
thing to be in the hands of a few. With-
in the past day or so grain men, steam-
ship owners and agents, stockbreeders,
shirt and collar manufacturers, dry goods
and grocery men have applied for steam-
ship space for the shipment of hay, and
to-day a tonsorial artist applied at the
offices of a steamship company for space.
The original shippers of this precious
article do not for a wonder complain of
the trespass on their preserves. They
have succeeded in making a good thing
out of it and are not anxious to prevent
the barber and the stockbroker from turn-
ing an honest dollar. A number of Eng-
lish buyers have been through the coun-
try buying up all the hay they could find.
They were in Montreal today and re-
ceived the welcome news by cable that it
was raining in London. They imme-
diately turned up their trousers and went
to their hotel to pack their gripsack, for
there was the end of the drought.

VALUES AMONG CHEWSURES.

In the present publication of the Im-
perial Geographical society of Russia is
the surprising announcement that the
Chewsures—a race of seven thousand
people —in the department of Troust,
government of Tiflis, know nothing of the
use of money as a medium of exchange.
The unit of valuation among the primitive
people isthe cow. A horse is valued at
three cows and a stallion at six. If a
Chewsure becomes enraged and cracks his
neighbor’s skull he is obliged to pay six-
teen cows.

A wound in
the forehead calls for three calves. If one
cuts another in the part of the face usually
covered by the beard the punishment is
comparatively severe. The “doctor”
places as many grains of wheat along the
cut as possible. For each grain of wheat
so used the criminal must give up a cow.
Weunds in the beardless part of the face
calll for one-third as many cows only.
The man who injures a neighbor’s hand
sutrenders sixteen cows. Thirty cows
even will pay for the loss of an eye. The
people are said to be happy-and contented.
No misers exist among them!

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

All traces of mud can easily be removed
from black clothes, by rubbing the spots
with a raw potato, cut in half.

If a bill must be sent through the mail
unregistered, fold it neatly around a rath-
er long visiling card, and it will escape
it is said, the most careful search of a
postal thief.

Strawberry forks are a dainty novelty
for the table. They are small, usually
three tined, although they may be two,
and seem with their short handles, to be
more bowl than handle, the slender tines
being quite two inches long.

The chimney of a lamp should never
be touched with water. A few drops of
alcohol, or even parafine oil, will remove
the dimmed smoky effect and makes the
chimney as bright as possible when it is
polished with a soft flannel or chamois
gkin.

Thirst in the infant is nearly always
mistaken for hunger. Give your child a
little cool, preferably boiled water, using
cup or spoon, or try tiny pieces of ice
tied in a scrap of lawn, and see if it does
not prove the very thing needed. Six or
seven times every day the babies should
be offered drink ; it regulates the bowels,
cleanses the mouth and stomach, and pre-
vents in a measure overfeeding.

The best flavor to add to chocolate is
vanilla, next to that, cinnamon. Beyond
these two things one should use great
caution, as it is very easy to spoil the fine
natural flavor of the bean. Chocolate ab-
sorbs odors readily, therefore it should be
kept in a pure, sweet atmosphere. As
about eleven percent. of the chocolate
bean is starch, chocolate and cocoa are of
much finer flavor, if boiled for a few min-
utes. Long boiling, however, ruins their
flavor and texture.

The more freely bedding can be exposed
to the sun and air the better, but exposure
to the sun should not include the pillows
or feather beds. The oily quality of the
feathers is acted upon by exposure toa
hot sun, producing a strong, offensive and
unhealthy odor —in direct opposition to
the result which it is intended to obtain.
Bat there should be frequent exposure to
the air, and the more persistently this is
carried out, the more healthful will-be the
bed.
