Graseelli from the steps of the 
Cathedral outside the doors, the 
enormous crowd receiving irrev­
erently kneeling. As the forty- 
four bishops left the church they 
found themselves surrounded by the 
enthusiastic people, who seized their 
hands and even their cassocks, 
which they kissed again and again 
The scene was in every way mem­
orable. Such a revival of popular 
fervor in Turin, the capital of Pied­
mont, seems almost inorMible. The 
bitter feelings aroused daring the 
last twenty years owinZto political 
events have evidently filled to root 
out the faith and devotion of the in. 
habitants of the “City of the Mir­
acle,” and the success attained by 
the congress is a happy augury of 
even more splendid results m the 
other great cities of Italy.

Paris, the young Duke held hie 
court at the Groevenor Hotel, Lon­
don, attended by five hundred dis­

POLAND AND HER PATRON SAINT.

From Poland I hear that the jubi­
lee fetes in connection with the third 
centenary of St Hyacinth’s canoniza. 
tion have been celebrated at Cracow 
with considerable pomp, with sno; 
oeee beyond all hopes. During the 
octave many thousands of pilgrims 
poured into the old city where the 
body of the Apostle of the North 
enshrined. Most of the Galician 
bishops and many eminent members 
of the Polish clergy offered up the 
Holy Sacrifice at the altar of the 
shrine in the church of the Domini­
cans, or delivered panegyrics 
honor of the saint to the enormous 
crowd of worshipers who filled the 
sacred edifice. Cardinal Kopp, 
Prince Bishop of Breslau, assisted at 
the closing oermonies, The Dom­
inicans were, of course, in strong 
force, for St. Hyacinth, Poland’; 
patron is one of the greatest glories 
of their illustrious order. The 
French province was represented by 
Pare Michel and Pare Maudonet.and 
Father Albert Knapp, the German 
provincial, attended in person. So 
did Father Thir, the provincial of 
Galicia. Among the pilgrims were 
distinguished the two Counts 
Straohwitz from Silesia, who are re­
lated to the family of St Hyacinth, 
by strict descent. The eldeet son 
of Strachwitzs always bears the 
name of Hyacinth, and the eldest 
daughter that of Bronislava, the 
n«mA of the saint’s holy sister.

Thé procession from the Domini­
can church to the Cathedral, where 
in lies the remains of the old kings 
and princes of Poland, was accom­
panied by about 30,000 persons.

Galt, who resigned on the 4th 
September last. Mr. Meredith is 
an eminent lawyer and has been 
in public life for about twenty 
years. To accept the Chief 
Justiceship at a salary of $6,000 a 
year, he gives up the city solicitor- 
ship of Toronto, for which he re­
ceives $13,000 a year, besides his 
other practice.

Montreal Gazette: The ship­
ment to Great Britain of sheep 
and horses is a feature of the 
teade returns of the port of Mon­
treal this season. The export of 
sheep, which shows great varia­
tion in different years, fell off" in 
1893 to less than four thousand. 
This year to the end of Septem­
ber the figure had risen to 90,754, 
which, with a full month of navi­
gation yet before us, is higher 
than any full year in the record 
save one, 1886, when 93,850 
sheep were exported from Mon­
treal. The shipment of* sheep 
very much more than makes up 
for the decline ip the export 
cattle trade, the figures of which 
show ‘the shipment of 68,597 head 
compared with 70,541 to this 
date in 1893. The number of 
horses exported lo Great Britain 
in the season of 1894 has been 
3,988, which shows an increase of 
200 per cent over the record of 
1893, when the exports to date 
were 1,310. From all accounts, 
also, of the position of affairs in 
the two countries, this trade may 
continue on the present enlarged 
basis for some time.

Two veryry important by-elections 
were concluded in Newfoundland 
on Friday last, which will un- 

/doubtedly have great influence on 
the several contests yet to take 
place. The elections occurred 
Tuesday but the polls were not 
declared till. Friday, owing to 
severe weather preventing the 
collection of the ballot boxes. 
The Bonavista district re-elected 
two department officers who va­
cated their seats owing to their 
acceptance of offices of emolument 
under the crown.

The White­
way candidates, Isaac Morris, re­

He re­
ceived 740 votes, while John Scott 
Whitewayite, 562.

Anyone who has given the least 
attention to the Grit plan of cam­
paign well knows that they have 
no fixed policy; but,are like Wil- 
kims McCawber, always “waiting 
for something to turn up.”

All 
this took place, be it remembered, 
while Mr Laurier, Leader of the 
Grit party, was out in Vancouver 
on the Pacific <Goast, vigor­
ously denouncing the Govern­
ment’s protective tariff', because it 
pampered and enriched a few 
favorite manufacturers of the 
Massey-Harris kind. The news 
about the Massey-Harris com­
pany’s removal evidently did not 
reach him intime, for him to 
change his tune. But now it turns 
out that the Massey-Harris Com­
pany intend to continue manu­
facturing agricultural implements 
in Canada; and the Grit organs, 
seeing that they have been “sold 
again ” are silent.

Thursday last the 4th inst, being an un­
usually wet and disagreeable day, the Exhi­
bition at Summerside was not as successful 
as it otherwise undoubtedly would have 
been. However, the special which left 
Ch’town at nine in the morning contained 
a goodly representation of the people of 
the Capital, which was augmented by 
numbers who got on at the different sta­
tions along the line, so that by the time

difficult
for some to find even standing room. To 
the special was attached the private oar of 
His Honor the Lieut. Governor and his 
party. The trains from the west were 
well filled with passengers. On account 
of the unpleasant weather the races had to 
be declared off and there were few who 
visited the fair ground, but during the 
day great numbers attended at the rink 
where the Exhibition was held.

About 11 o’clock, after viewing the dif­
ferent exhibits, His Honor the Lieut. 
Governor, accompanied by Mrs. Howlan 
and others, ascended the platform where 
an address cf wéloome was presented 
which was read by Richard Hunt, Esq. 
Secretary of the Prince County Exhibition 
Association. The address congratulated 
His Honor on the well merited mark of 
favor conferred on him by Her Majesty as 
evidenced by her entrusting to him so 
dignified and important a position as Her 
Majesty’s representative in the Province 
It referred also to the substantial support 
given by the Dominion and Local Govern­
ments to Ihe important industry of dairy­
ing which is beginning to play 80 impor­
tant a part amohg the industries of this 
Province, and in which Prince County is 
evidencing so great an interest. The 
crops of this year it is said are unusually 
good, and altogether peace, happiness and 
prosperity dwell within our gates. His 
Honor replied in his usually eloquent and 
pleasing style, thanking them for the 
flattering address presented to him and 
for their kind words to Mrs Howlan. 
Prince County he said Was practically hie 
nat ive county, having come there when a 
boy, and having ever since been intimate­
ly associated with its industries and in­
terests. He reviewed the history of the 
couuty Exhibitions since their establish­
ment some twenty-five years ago and 
complimented the people of Prince 
County on the success and advancement 
they have made in this direction. He 
then exhorted those present and more es. 
pecially the younger ones to stick closely 
to the dairying industry as that was fast 
becoming of signal importance* He 
traced the history of this great industrial 
movement from its introduction to the 
Island, and earnestly advised the youug 
men to remain at home and grasp the 
opportunities which are now presented to 
them for bettering their positions in life, 
and securing for themselves comfort ii 
their older days. The town of Summer 
side, he said, at one time resounded with 
shipbuilding, but when that industry 
died out, prosperity was still among the 
people, for the settlement of the land 
question had opened a new road for suc­
cess and prosperity, and the town of Sum­
merside had gone on improving as evi­
denced by the beautiful residences and 
business places that are now, to be seen 
erected, or under the course ef erection. 
Alter strongly impressing on those pres­
ent the importance of the dairying indus­
try, he concluded by thanking th^m .again 
for their kindly references to Mrs Howlan, 
and by formally declaring the Exhibition 
open.

Thn most attractive feature of the dis­
play in the rink was certainly the fruit 
show, which surpassed greatly any pre­
vious exhibit of fruit in that county^, and 
which was indeed very little short of the 
display at the Provincial Exhibition. The 
exhibit of butter and cheese was also high­
ly creditable. The show of horses and 
cattle was especially good, but owing to 
tho rain it could net be shown to advan­
tage.

There were other departments of" the 
Exhibition which were -also very credit­
able, but shortness of space necessitates 
our not being able to make particular 
mention of them.

Destructive Fires.—Mr. Henry Hyde, 
el West River, suffered a very severe loss 
from fire, on Wednesday evening last 
The fire seems to have started in one of 
hie barns, shortly before eight o’olocs, 
from some unknown canse end burned 
fiercely for several hours.

<Wf this seasons crop was destroyed, among 
«hich wa# 260 bushels of oats ready for 
market. With the assistance of some of 
the neighbors the farm utensils and oattle 
were-saved. The wind was blowing from 
the South, but had it been from the 
uppostie direction the dwelling house 
would very likely have been destroyed, 
fortunately he had a barn on another 
/arm in which was stored a large quantity 
of liny, possibly nearly enough for the 
winter end ihe grain oil;one field. Still 
his loss is .xoeeJing y heavy, as Mr Hydes 
farm and buildings were among the finest 
in the Province It will likely be nothing 
less than $2600, with an insurance. 
Hone of the family had during that day 
been in the barn in which the fire started 
One theory is that a ‘‘tramp ’ may have en 
Eered and begun to smoke. The fire was 
quite visible from the city. Mr Hyde 
rebuilds rigfit away. Early on Tues- 
day morning* the shop, warehouse and 
barn of Mr John Berrigan, trader at Lot 
40 were destroyed by fire. The fire start­
ed in the barn whence it spread to the 
shop and warehouse. Mr Borrigan had 
one of his hands badly burned. The loss 
Is upwards of $500 with no Insurance 
About 2 o’clock on Friday morning the 
■iw and grist-mill at Kingston, Lot 31, 
owned by Mr John Scott and leased 
Mr Walter Warren were discovered to be 
on fire It Is thought the fire started from 
the furnace. The alarm was given by 
Mr McDougall, and a large crowd of 
neighbors gathered; but the flames had 
made such headway that nothing oouid be 
done'exeept protect the house of McDougall 
from being destroyed.

Advices from Gloucester, Mass., of 
the 2nd inet contains the following : 
The Gloucester fisheries this year have 
been very unprofitable, for scarcely a 
firm has paid the expense of its eotfita. 
The vessels engaged in the business 
from this port are the largest, costliest; 
best equipped and ot the most Improved 
type of fishing oraft In existence, and 
tne men who command them are of 
■ecogniz-d bravery and endurance. 
Fnrthermore, Gloucester fishermen 
have pursued their avocation in almost 
every ocean on the globe. The jannnal 
catch of mackerel has dwindled to a 
few thousand barrels, and these are of 
inferi r quality, so that what was once 
arprofitablo industry, employing 1,000 
or more sail and 20,000 men, has now 
become almost extinct. Halibut fishing 
is another branch of the .industry that 
was first, carried on by men from Cape 
Ann. No other branch of the fishing is 
attended with snch'hardshipe and loss 
of life. The fishing grounds of the 
Atlantic coast are about depleted of 
this variety of fish. A few years ^ago a 
calch of 100,000 pounds or more was 
procured in a week by a single vessel; 
now scarcely a fish esn be fonnd. The 
waters of the St Lawrence, around 
Newfoundland, the coast of Miquelon, 
Grand Bank, and in fact, the unbroken 
line of fishing gronnd from Flemish 
Cape to George’s Bank, which the fish­
ermen once fonnd so prolific in all 
kinds of fish, particularly halibut, are 
today almoet devoid of this species of 
food fish. A few years ago a half 
dozen vessels caught more halibut in 
one season than is landed by the en­
tire fleet of today. The schooner Cen­
tennial in 1876 landed in 10 months up­
ward of 1,000,00.. pounds. The marked 
disappearance of halibut, mackerel and 
codfish has caused a demand for her­
ring, which, 80 years ago, was of little 
consequence. Bnt this is an industry 
that bag been wholly developed by the 
people of this city, and to-day it la one 
of the most important connected with 
the fisheries.

Pro­
ceeding he referred to the fertility of 
our soil, the advantages we possess, 
and believed that this Island was des­
tined to become the happy home of 
our young men, whom he advised to 
remain here. He spoke of the im 
proved facilities for holding exhibi­
tions now, as compared with those of 
by-gone years, when we had no 
railway. With respect to the roots 
he complimented the county on this 
exhibit which he considered eclipsed 
that of the Provincial Exhibition. 
He dwelt at length on the Island’s 
dairying resources, pointing out the 
bénéficiai results that followed the 
adoption of dairying in other parts of 
the Dominion.
