Dr. Casartelli, S
Bede's College, Manochester, gave &
very learned address, the subject
being “The -Religious Teaching -of
the Inscription of the Achemenides”
in which the reverend gentlemen
showed much familiarity with the
Persian language. Dr Lefebyre's
address on the “Attitude of the
Church towards Soience’” dispelled
once for all the fallacy that religion
is opposed to science as such. Each
has its own sphere and, although
mutusally co-operating, cannot come
into opposition with one another,
for the truths on which they are
based, natural as well as supernatur-
al, have Him for their source who is
eternal truth and wisdom.

POLAND AND HER PATRON SAINT,

From Poland I hear that the jubi-
lee fetes in connection with the third
ocentenary of St Hyaocinth's canoniza-
tion huve been celebrated at Cracow
with considerable pomp, with suc-
cees beyond all hopes. Dauring the
ootave many thousands of pilgrims
poured into the old city where the
body of the Apostle of the North is
enshrined. Most of the Galician
bishops and -many eminent members
of the Polish clergy offered up the
Holy Sacrifice at the altar of the
shrine in the church of the Domini-
cans, or delivered panegyrios in
honor of the saint to the = enormous
orowd of worshipers who filled the
saored edifice. Cardinal Kopp,
Prince Bishop of Breslau, assisted at
the olosing cermonies. The Dom-
inicans were, of course, in strong
force, for 8t Hyacinth, Poland’s

patron is one of the greatest glories
of their illusirious order. The

French province was represented by
Pere Michel and Pere Maudonet,and
Father Albert Kuapp, the German
provineisl, attended in person. So
did Father Thir, the provincial of
Galicia: Among the pilgrims were
distinguished the two Counts
Strachwitz from Silesia, who are re-
lated to the family of St. Hyacinth,
by strict descent. The eldest son
of Strachwitzs always bears the
name of Hyacinth, and the eldest
daughter that of Bronislava, the
name of the saint’s holy sister.

The procession from the Domini-
can ohurch to the Cathedral, where
in lies the remainsof the old kings
and princes of Poland, was accom-
panied by about 30,000 persons.
First came the delegations, the cor-
porations and the confraternities;
then the clergy, regular and secular,
pumbering some hundreds. . Then
came a body of Domunican friars,
bearing in 8 magnificent reliquary
the prinopal relics of the saint, en-
vironed by a perfect forest of beauti-
ful flags and banners.

An order-in-council was made
at Ottawa on Friday last, appoint-
ing W. R. Meredith, Q. C., Leader
of the opposition in the Ontario
Legislature, Chief Justice of the
Court of Common pleas of On-
tario, in the place of Sir Thomas
Galt, who resigned on the 4th
September last. Mr. Meredith is
an eminent lawyer and has been
in public life for about twenty
years. To  accept the Chief
Justiceship at a salary of $6,000 a
year, he gives up the city solicitor-
ship of Toronto, for which he re-
ceives $13,000 a year, besides his
other practice.

The largest gold field in the
world, or one of the largest, is, ac-
cording to the Hon. Cecil Rhodes,
the auriferous belt between Tati
and Umtali. What is most needed
to make it profitably productive
is cheap labor! Extensive returns
cannot teasonably be looked for
until the middle of next year.
During his recent visit to Bulu-
wayo Mr. Rhodes expressed his
satisfaction with the condition of
Matabeleland which had, he said,
made a progress- quite equal to
his expectations. He has made
arrangements for the extension of
the Mgfeking railway to Gaberous
and‘erposes during his visit to
England this fall“to come to an
understanding as to the rapid ex-
tension of the Beira railway to
Buluwayo. He is convinced that
the country needs both these
lines. He has also promised spe-
cial facilities to the trekkers from
Ngawi if they come to Matabele-
land.

Montreal Gazette: The ship-
ment to Great Britain of sheep
and horses is a feature of the
teade returns of the port of Mon-
treal this season. The export of
sheep, which shows great varia-
tion in different years, fell off in
1893 to less than four thousand.
This year to the end of Septem-
ber the figure had risen to 90,754,
which, with a full month of navi-
gation yet before us, is higher
than any full year in the record
save one, 1886, when 93,850
sheep were exported from Mon-
treal. The shipment of sheep
very much more than makes up
for the decline in the export
cattle trade, the figures of which
show 'the shipment of 68,597 head
compared with 70,541 to this
date in 1893. The number of
horses exported lo Great Britain

. in the season of 1894 has been

3,988, which shows an increase of
200 per cent over the record of
1893, when the exports to date
were 1,310. From all accounts,
also, of the position of affairs in
the two countries, this trade may
continue on the present enlarged
basis for some time.

Two very important by-elections
were concluded in Newfoundland
on Friday last, which will un-

'doubtedly have great influence on

the several contests yet to take
place. The "elections ‘occurred
Tuesday but the polls were not
declared till - Friday, owing to
severe weather preventing the
collection of the ballot boxes.
The Bonavista district re-elected
two department officers who va-
cated their seats owing to their
acceptance of offices of emolument
under the crown. Hon. Donald
Morrison, attorney-general, re-
ceived 2,256 votes, and Hon.
Alfred Morine, 2,028. The White-
way candidates, Isanc Morris, re-
ceived 502 votes, and John Lash,
450. The majority of the success-
ful candidates increased from
1300 last year to 1,500 now.
Fogo re-elects another cabinet
officer, Hon. Thomas Duder of the
public works department. He re-
ceived 740 votes, while John Scott
Whitewayite, 562. Mr. Duder’s
majority is practically identical
with that of last year. The poli-
tical struggle through which the
colony has been passing for the

past few months, was a severe
one, and the part played in it by
Sir Terence O'Brien, the Gover-
nor, has won the commendation of
Lord Ripon, Secretary for the
Colonies, as the following com-
munication will show: “Now that
the business of the recent short
session has been transacted, and
the difficulties which preceded
that session are concluded, I de-
sire to place on record my appre-
ciation of the mauner in which
you administered the government
of Newfoundland in the difficult
circumstances in which you are
placed. Your proceedings diuring
the prolonged political crisis,
which I am glad to think is now
at an end, have-met with my full
approval.”

Our agricultural exhibitions for
1894 are now over. " In buth the
Provincial and County exhibitions
the number and quality of exhi-
bits surpassed that of any former
year. 'The success of the county
exhibitions was marred to’no in-
considerable extent by the unfav-
orable condition of the /weathey.
The rain of Tuesday/prevented
the carrying out of - the original
programnie at Georgetown, of
having the races on that day.
Wednesday, however, although
somewhat threateningin themorn-
ing, turned out fine, and the exhi-
bition and races were attended by
large numbers. The Prince Coun-
ty exhibition was a greater suffer-
er than King’s, on account of the
very disagreeable — weather of
Thursday, This, of course, pre-
vented a great many from attend-
ing at Summerside, and precluded
the possibility of having the races.
As will be seen in our report of
the county exhibitions published
in this issue, His Honor the Lieut.
Governor and suite attended both
and at both was presented with
addresses in which the kindest
and most congratulatory allusions
were made to him and Mrs. How-
lan. In his replies to. these ad-
dresses His Honor complimented
the farmers on the suecess attend-
ing their labors, as evidenced by
the exhibits presented. He also
spoke words of encouragement to
the young men of the Province,
and pointed out to them the ad-
vontage of remaining at home and
cultivating the land. Our Pro-
vince, he is convinced from ex-
perience and observation, has in
store for it a bright future as an
agricultural country. We have to
express our thanks for courtesies
extended to the HERALD’s repre
sentative by Richard Hunt, Esq.,
president of the Prince County
Exhibition Association and his
assiatants. and also to Mr. W. A.
Brennan, of the Journal.

Anyone who has given the least
attention to the Grit plan of cam-
paign well knows that they have
no fixed policy; but, are like Wil-
kims McCawber, always “waiting
for something to turn up.”

their maoufactured implements
to enable them to profitably com-
pete with United States manu-
facturers. Behold, what took
place! Every Grit organ in the
land turned a complete somersault
on the tariff question; denounced
the Government because -it did
not sufficiently ® protect manufac-
ured goods, and began shedding
erocodile tears over the Massey-
Harris company,who were obliged
to leave the country, and thus
throw two thousand artisans out
of employment. What a change!
But yesterday the Massey-Harris
company and a few other manu-
facturers were thepets of the
Government, but now thése un-
fortunate manufacturers were to
be driven out of the eountry, on
account of the Government’s in-
sufficient protective tariff. Al
this took place, be it remembered,
while Mr Laurier, Leader of the
Grit party, was out in Vancouver
on the Pacifie-~Soast, vigor-
ously denouncing the Govern-
ment’s protective tariff, because it
pampered -and. enriched a few
favorite manufacturers of the
Massey-Harris kind. The news
about the Massey-Harris com-
pany’s removal evidently did not
reach him  intime, for him to
change his tune. But now it turns
out that the Massey-Harris Com-
pany intend to continue manu-
facturing agricultural implements
in Canada; and the Grit organs,
seeing that they have been “sold
again ” are silent. They will pro-
bably be cautious fora while, till
another occasion for guessing shall
arrive when they will again make
a leap n the dark.

The
crops of this year it i said are unusually
good, and altogether peace, happiness and
prosperity dwell within our gates. His
Honor replied in his usually eloguent and
pleasing style, thanking them for the
flattering address presented %o him and
for their kind words to Mrs Howlan.
Prince County he said was practically his
native county, having come there when a
boy, and having ever since been intimate-
ly associated with its industries and in-
terests, He reviewed the history of the
couuty Exhibitions gince their establish-

complimented the people of Prince
County on the snccess and advancement
they have made in this direction. He
then exhorted those present and more es.
pecially the younger ones to stick closely
to the dairying industry as that was fast
becoming of signal importancer He
traced the history of thisgreat industrial
movement from its introduction to the
Island, and earnestly advised the youug
mep to remain at home and grasp the
opportunities which are now presented to
them for bettering their positions in life,
and securing for themselves comfort in
their older days. The town of Bummer-
side, he said, at one time resounded with
shipbuilding, but when that industry
died out , prosperity was still among the
people, for the settlement of the land
question had opened & new road for suc-
cess and prosperity, and the town of Sum-
merside had gone on improving as evi-
denced by the beautiful residences and
business places that are now, to be seen
‘erected, or under the course ef erection.
After strongly impressing on those pres-
ent the importance of the dairying indus-
try, he concluded by thanking thsm again
for their kindly references to Mrs Howlan,
and by formally declaring the Exhjbition
open. :

Thn most attractive feature of the dis-
play in the rink was certainly the fruit
show, which surpassed greatly any pre.
vious exhibit of frnit in that county, and
which was indeed very little short of the
display at the Provincial Exhibition. The
exhibit of butter and cheese was also high-
ly creditable. The show of horses and
cattle was especially good, but owing to
tho rain it could net be shown to advan-
tage.

There were other departments of the
Exhibition which were alse very credit-
able, but shortness of space necessitates

A few years ago a half
dozen vessels caught more halibut in
one season than is landed by the en-
tire fleet of today.
