Fonr firemen were killed and about 
a score of firemen and citizens were 
injured on Monday in a fire, sccom- 
oanied by a series of exulosinna that 
demolished a six story bnilding in the 
Greenwich Village district on the lower 
west side of New York city.

Very Rev. Dr. O’B'ordan, rector 
of the IHeh College, Rome, has re­
ceived from tbe University Of Lou­
vain the fioBpr of e. doctorate in 
phjloeopby. "this Is the second 
time tbe honor bee been conferred 
since the foundation of the Institute 
of Higher Philosophy at the univer­
sity.

Amidst a perfect multitude of 
causes sad liturgical questions sub­
mitted to tbe Congregation of Bites 
on February 20, in ordinary meeting, 
wee tbe revision of the writings of 
260 English martyrs, or servants of 
God, who died for the-Catholic faith 
and supremacy of the Holy See dur­
ing the reigns of King Henry VIII. 
and Queen Bliaabetb. At their 
bead on the congregational list stand 
George Haydook, secular priest ; 
John Roberts, Benedictine monk ; 
Arthur Bell, Franciscan friar ; Rob­
ert Southwell, professed Jesuit priest, 
and Philip Howard, Earl of Arun­
del.

One of the best known figures in 
tbe South of Ireland, Right Rev. 
Mgr. MtSwiney, Dean of Cork, and 
P. P-, V. G., St. Patrick’s, died on 
February 21. He was a man of tall 
and mejeetio appearance in hie bey- 
day, and an erect and striking figure 
to the end. Upwards of ninety 
years of age, the deceased was or­
dained priest in Maynooth over sixty 
years ago. Part of bis scholastic 
career was spent in the Irish Col­
lege, Paris, of which bis ancle, Dr. 
McSwiney, was president. A fellow- 
«indent of bis was tbe late Arch­
bishop Croke. In all spheres of 
action be was most zealous and cha­
ritable, and was universally beloved.

“ svallow-tail,” so rigid is this rule 
at Rome, though perhaps an excep­
tion might be made under some 
Circumstances.
