Excavations in Palestine.

The pinetegnth century has been
wery aotive in digging up tte baried
trearares in the ruins of long for-
gotten ages in many ccuntries, It
was only in the Iast decede that the
excavators, principslly Eoglisb,
French, German and Raesian, turned
their atteotion to Palestine. ' Stnce
1890 the work has been ltken in
bhand with great evergy "at eight
different stations. The results have
been gompletely satisfactory, thongh
oo works of art or precious articles
that could ccmpare with the flods
in Greek and Roman cities have been
discovered, not ever. ancient Hebrew
or pre-Hebrew manusoripts or ice
soriptions that amount to anything.
Thore appear g bave been in pre:
Roman times four periods of civilia
zition. Tt is especitlly the differ—
ence in the various produc's of tbe
art of pottery that enables the
student to disticguish the pre-
Semitic ending about 1600 E C, the
Qanaaniti(j. gntil 1200 B €, and
lasgting until the Isrseliiio period,
which was followed by the Judaeo-
Hellenic period. It must be re-
marked that these periods begin
later than the political changes by
which they were ocansed.
The soecalled fanasnitic * cities!’
were settlements on hilltops. The
houses of the inhabitants formed a
mszs of irrgular streets, The oities
were surrognded [y walls, bailt of
bpge polygonal blocks or of baked
sun-dried bricks, or they were
formed of battered esrth with
wooden beams placed between o
strengthen the structare, in a way
similar to that described by Csesar
in the case of Gallic fortifications.
