Blaine's Opinion el tlaeola.

In bis new book Blaine thus sums up 
the character of the martyred presi­
dent

Mr. Lincoln united firmness and gen­
tleness in a singular degree. He rarely 
■poke a harsh word. Heady to hear 
argument and always open to conviction, 
he adhered lenacirusly to the conclusions 
which he had finally reached. Altogeth­
er modest, he had confidence in himself, 
trusted to the reasoning of hia own mind, 
believed In the correctness of his own 
judgment. Manv otthe popular concep­
tions concerning him are erroneous. No 
man waa further than he from the easy, 
familiar, jocose character iti'which he is 
often painted. While lie paid little at­
tention to form or cvrciaony he was not 
B man with wh-i-ii liberties could be 
taken. There w.i< but one person in 
Illinois outside of Ins own household 
who ventured to ad.ln se bi n by his first 
name. There was n-* one in Washing­
ton who ever attempted it. Appreciat­
ing wit and humor, lie relished a good 
story, especially if it illustrated a truth 
or strengthened an argument, and he 
had a vast fund of illustrative anecdote 
which he used with the happiest effect. 
But the long list of vulgar, salacious 
stories attributed to him were retailed 
only by those who never enjoyed the 
privilege of exchanging a word with him. 
Hia life was altogether a serious one- 
inspired by the noblest spirit, devoted to 
the highest aims. Humor was but an 
incident with him, a partial relief to the 
melancholy which tinged all ftis years.

■ He presented an extraordinary combi 
nation of mental and moral qualifies 
As a statesman he had the loftiest ideal, 
and it fell to hia lot to inaugurate mea­
sures which changed the fate of millions 
of living men, of tens of millions yet te 
be born As a manager of political 
issues, and master of the art of present 
ing them he had no rival in this couutiy 
unless one be found in Jefferson The 
complete discomfiture of hie most for­
midable assailants in 1863, especially of 
those who sought to prejudice him be­
fore the people on account of the arrest

making money, and give it to the super­
vision of the reading and society of their 
boys. Good, industrious habita and a 
found and wholesome intelligence for 
a better capital than money with which 
to start a young man in the world, and 
if fathers would spend a little more time 
in personal supervision of the reading 
slid companionship of their boys, they 
would find it to pay better in the long 
run then to pile up money lo leave 
them.

The large majority of our townspeople 
are favorable to immediate action being 
taken.-hot there are a few Who are 
averse to marking for the project, and 
who, .although wil'ing that a competing 
line ebould come this wsy, are not .eager 
to put forth «exertion so that the desired 
end may he accomplished.

’Tsui ever «thus At all-times end in 
all plaoes these have been laggards, who, 
although net active in retarding progress, 
have,.neve rtkdless, been a hindrance by 
their . sheer « inactivity. This portion of 
the community needs spurring up, and 
the progressive element.should, see-to it 
that the wheels cf progress arc not clog­
ged by the paasiveneas of any section.

All admit the necessity for a compet­
ing line of railwaj.butnll will not admit 
that a .way to secure such a road is open, 
if proper action U taken. Nevertheless 
the way is open, .end it devolves upon 
the people of Goderich to determine 
whether a road .sjmll or shall not he 
brought hither.

The Canada Pacific Railway company 
must have a port or. this sicte of .Lake 
Huron. In the inter rat of their carry­
ing trade such a road is a necessity. We 
have already pointer: out that other 
porta are moving in . the matter. Kin­
cardine is jealously watching the chances 
of diverting .the road thither, and Inver- 
huron, hacked by Wglkertop, is en­
deavoring to obtain the leke terminus vtVt 
Tees «inter.

Then why does Goderich rest upon its 
oars I W«c have the best harbor on this 
coast, and-that puts ua in a front place 
in the race. We have tke assurance 
from past years that a thriving trade can 
be done by water with outside points. 
We have also as an incentive the fact 
that so long sa w.e arc at the mercy of 
the G.T. R, —whose whole efforts are di­
rected to the diverting of the lake trade 
to Sarnia, on their main line—juet so 
leng shall Utffierich suffer at the hands 
of that corporation.

Some effort must be made to get out of 
the rut. Such being the case, let it be 
done speedily. When «there are bestir­
ring themselves, lot Goderich not be in­
active.

In -the Winghaw newspapers of last 
week is published a letter from Mr. E,
B. Osier to Mayor Meyer, of that town, 
stating that a representation from the
C. P. R. will shmrtly visit Winghsm, to 
view the land and take bearings. Dele 
gâtions from other points will be preeeut 
to meet the representa'ives of the C. P. 
R. on that occasion. In aueh an event 
Goderich muet be represented. The 
county town of Huron can set off against 
any competitor aa large a bonus, aa good 
a section of country to pass through, ua 
direct a route, and a better harbor cap­
able of doing a larger trade.

Tke Widest Newspaper Esi is fsssds dice

Kingston, April 28.—This morning 
Dr. B. G. Barker, city registrar, died at 
the advanced age of 86 years. He was 
generally considered the father of the 
Canadian prow In 1834 he founded 
the British Whig, and in 184» he began 
the publication of the Daily British Whig, 
the first daily in the Deminion.

As will he learned from our news 

columns, counsel for the alleged conspira­
tors against the peace and integrity of 
the Mowat administration have succeed­
ed, lawyer-like, in delaying proceedings 
far a couple of months. If the accused 
are guilty this is a point gained for them, 
if not it is a mistake. Time and chance 
fight on the side of the guilty, as a rule. 
The longer the period which elapse» be 
tween the perpetration of an offence and 
the trial of the offenders the less intense 
becomes public feeling, and the leas ur­
gent the demand for their punishment 
but nothing is more annoying to tho 
innocent than procrastination. Inno­
cence is impatient of delay, and anxious 
for its own speedy vindication.

We are constrained to assume the 
alleged conspirators innocent until the 
courts decide otherwise, slid upon that 
assumption we assert it to be in their 
interest as well as in the interest of 
justice that they should have a speedy 
trial. But soon or late, a full and fair 
trial they must have, if they are to en 
joy the respect of honest men. Nothing 
could be more unfortunate than their 
liberation upon a technicality. Many 
offences are committed under palliating 
circumstances, and those all honest, 
sympathetic hearts are willing to make 
allowance for after the offender has stood 
his trial and, if found guilty, expiated 
his guilt by enduring such a penalty as 
his judge may award him. But the man 
who has been arraigned upon strong 
prima facie evidence, and who makes 
his way out of court through a legal loop­
hole, is ever after an object of the sus­
picion and a subject for the taunts of his 
fellow men.

If the accused in this cise are well ad­
vised they will take the courageous course 
and invito the most searching investiga­
tion. Success by any other means will 
cost their characters too dearly. The 
masses of the people of Ontario, irrespec­
tive of party, desire an authoritative pro­
nouncement upon this case. They are 
not content to accept the judgment of 
the party newspapers upon it, nor do 
they wish to have it cast back undecided 
into the political arena, as a bone of 
contention among the special pleaders of 
the stump. No technically, no profess­
ional whitewash brush, can rehabilitate 
the men who have, either rightly or 
wrongly, been accused of an outragé 
upon the liberties of the people and an 
assault upon the virtue of the peoples’ 
representatives. No greater misfortune 
could befall the honeat rank and file of 
the conservative party than the success 
of the attempt of counsel to quash the 
indictment against Messrs. Bunting 
Wilkinson, Meek and Kirkland.—[To­
ronto World (Ind.)

The 
hen that steal» her nest is generally suc­
cessful, but why this ia so is the puzzle, 
not only to the farmers but to scientific 
men as well One thing wa know is 
that her eggi are never disturbed, end 
they are surrounded only by the pure 
and uncontaminated atmosphere.

Household Hints.
Uses or Bobsx.—A half teaspoon of 

borax dissolved in a tablespoon of boil­
ing water and added to a quart of milk 
or cream will keep it from turning euur.

If meat is to lie for several hours be­
fore using, it may be kept from spoiling 
by slight sprinkling of borax water. 
Wash in borax water before cooking.

Cracked Pudding.— Three Trackers 
rolled fine, a pint of milk, yolks of two 
eggs, bake half an hour. Beat the 
whites of the eggs to a stiff froth, add 
one cup of sugar and a pinch of salt. 
Flavcr with lumon, pour over tho pud­
ding and set in the oven till del icately 
browned.

Potato Puff.—Take cold roast meat 
—beet, mutton, veal or ham—(clean from 
the gristle, cut email) and eeasun with 
pepper and salt, boil and maah some po­
tatoes and make them into a paste, with 
one egg, and roll out, dredging with 
flour Cut several with a saucer, put 
Some of the seasoned mest with oné-half 
and fold it over like a puff, pinch or nick 
it neatly round, and fry it a nice brown.

Angel Cake.—This cake we believe 
originated in Boston, at all events it is 
immensely popular in that city. New 
Yorkers are just beginning to maketheir 
appearance. Thinking, perhaps, some of 
our readers would like to make this de­
licate and delicious cake fur themselves, 
we give Mia* Parton’e recipe for the 
same :—One cup and a half of powdered 
sugar, one cup of flour, after sifting ;one 
teaspoonful of cream of-tartar ; the whites 
of eleven eggs. Sift the flour and cream 
of-tartar four times : beat the eggs to a 
•tiff froth ; beat in the sugar and a tea­
spoonful of vanilla ; add the flour, which 
beat in lightly but thoroughly. Bake 
slowly, forty minutes in an ungreased 
pan. The pan should have a till strip 
projecting above each corner, in order 
that when it is turned over to cool the 
ais may circulate freely under it Cut 
it out when cool.

There are birds that abandon nests 
after the egga have been disturbed, and 
this may partly teach us to place the 
sitting hen a'one by herself, with free­
dom of action, tqe eggs being from good 
strong hens, of which only a few have 
been mated with a vigorous cook. Avoid 
sitting he.is if they are nesDioue or quar­
relsome. Such hens are never c.ireful 
and break their eggs, as well as tramping 
the young chicks to death. A medium- 
sized hen ia the best, and of different 
breeds the Brahmas and Cochins are the 
meet persistent sitter».

Tem erance and flower-gardening 
ily go hend in hand. The experience of 
those who build cottages to let, hae 
proved that the addition of a garden plot 
elects a most beneficial influence on the 
social, moral and religious life of those 
who occupy them.

The old and generally euoceaaful way 
of rooting oleander end other slips of 
hard wooded plants, by pissing their 
lower ends in a bottle of water, suspend­
ed in a light place, finds an improve­
ment of much wider usefulness in the 
saucer plan of propagation. In this sys­
tem, any low vessel is filled nearly full 
of sand, into which slips of every kind 
of planta may be set, closely together, 
for rooting. Enough water ie then kept 
constantly in the saucer to give the sand 
the consistency of mod, and it is then 
giyso a light and a warm place. By this 
simple means any one can root cnttinge 
of all kinds quickly, and^almoet without 
airy low. mEU

Houe# planta thrive better in the 
kitchen than in any other rooms of the 
house, because of the moiater atmos­
phere that prevails here, as a result of 
the «team escaping from the stove or 
range utensals. In green-housee similar 
hot improved eonditione exist also, 
which amounts for the comparative ease 
found in growing plants in these struc­
turée. These facts point to the impert- 
ance o' «applying some moisture in the 
stroos] here wherever there are plants, if 
we woi Id have fine specimens Water­
ing as freelv as is admissible for their 
health, apouging the leaves all over oc­
casionally, and setting some vessels of 
water among them, are seme of the easy 
ways of accomplishing this. A suffici­
ency of moisture to suit the plants will 
be not in the least injurious to ths health 
of persons.

J. Barden, of Welle, Vt,, gives an in­
teresting amount of some experiments he 
made last summer in planting cut and 
uncut potatoes. Three rows, each long 
enough for 125 hills, were planted to 
Burbank seedlings, one row with whole 
seed, ono with one pieoe to the hill, and 
another with two pieoee in a hill. At 
digging time the single-piece row yielded 
six bushel», the two-piem row; eight 
bushels ; while the row planted with un­
cut potatoes produced ten bushels

These were very marked reeulte, yet, 
in order to have an experiment of this 
kind teach all we would like to know 
about planting cut or uncut potatoes, we 
ought to know whether the hills were of 
uniform distance apart in each case, and 
aleo whether the pieces were cut to sin­
gle eyes, er whether they were large 
potatoes eut in two. The whole seed, 
we believer, was from large, selected po­
tatoes. No», as price* ruled last season 
at planting and harvesting time, it might 
still be a question which seed was the 
meit economical to plant 1 Again, seed 
cut to single eyes should be planted with 
a gieat many more hills to the acre, than 
would be judicious if using large whole 
seed. If Mr. Barden dropped his single 
eyee two or threa feet apart in the row, 
we should suspect that he used too little 
seed to obtain a full crop.

The queetion of whole or cut seed ie 
one that is surrounded- with too many 
dMBoultie* to be answered at once, and 
for all time.

Ii hae been our aim when dimussing 
the qneetion, rather to study the laws 
which control the growth of the potato, 
than to attempt to lay down Infallible 
roles, as guide» for action. If one 
underetands the nature of the plant he ie 
cultivating, he will be better able to 
adopt the conditions to each other than 
may exist at the time. All potatoes are 
eo cheap this spring that those who wish 
to experiment with large, whole seed, 
can do so with little exra cost. Our 
preference ie for single eyee, if all other 
conditions are within control, and -we 
would prefer the pieoee should be cut 
fiom large, smooth seed ; but if the price 
was high, we Weald not object to those 
which were just below market eize. But 
in either case we would want the rich 
soil, and in the very finest state of t'lth, 
se that every piece would start and make 
an early and strong growth. The potato 
ie like the constitution of some men, able 
to endure a good deal of abuse, but 
there ie no argument in favor ef abuflpig 
either.

• large bed to eupp'y a faurly with an 
Occasional dish of berries. Oae year 
ago last epring 1 set just six plants to ate 
what they would do. and the la»t season 
they furnished us with six pints of flue 
strawbeiries ; and planta often do much 
better than this. Of course it is need­
iest te grow strawberries witheut giving 
them care. The ground should he we I 
prepared, and clean culture is ebwilutely 
accessary ; and if they are - ipplied with 
a great deal of water, the y ielù will be 
hugely increased. Fur fain ly use select 
the finest fl ivored berries that produce 
well ; but for market the principal poiat 
ia to select a large, showy variety, the 

w quality not being eo important, a» con­
sumera will look more to the appearance 
of the berry,-than they will to the quality 
If a large bed is planted they should be 
set in rowi, far enough apart to admit of 
horse cultivation. In the autumn, just 
a* late as may be, the plants should be 
given a light winter protection of hay ; 
and in epring unoover the plants, leav­
ing the luy on the ground ae a mulch, 
and to kee^he berries «lean. I prefer 
to eat a nyEFbed every spring, as it ia 
les» worlFto do this than it w to keep 
the old bed free from weeds.

There are now so great a number of 
varieties, that it would seem that one 
could find some that would thrive in his 
own locality, and ihereforg, the farmer 
is neglecting a duty that he ewe his 
family, if he fails to set a few vines, and 
take good care of them, His wife and 
children will thank htro for it. Who 
does not like good grapes 1 Is it hot a 
pleasure to grow thym for home consump­
tion ? If you should happen to grow a 
few more than are wanted for your 
family’s use, they can readily be dispos 
od of in the neighborhood or the village. 
Apple» are to be fiend eo nu«t fame,to 
a greater or less extent, but what per

The album in which epecimens of the 
various counterfeit* discovered are pre­
served, also contains some interesting 
proof» of the extraordinary durability 'of 
the' notes. There are three notes for 
twenty-fire pound» which passed through 
the Chicago fire, and were sent in for 
redemption by Mr. R. H. Nottin, Pay­
master of the Chicago and Alton Rail­
way. Though they are burnt to a crisp 
black ash, the paper is scarcely broken, 
and the engraving ia as clear as in a new 
note. There are a'so five five-pound 
notes which went to the bottom of the 

in the unfortunate trainiug-ehip 
Eurydice, and were recovered after eix 
month»' immersion. They are not even 
frayed. The paper ia stained a light 
brown, and that is the only effect their 
long exposure to salt water hae had. 
We are shown in a email case covered 
with a magmfying-glaaa a lew charred 
fragments of paper for which the Bank 
paid £1400. They are the remains of 
several notes destroyed in », fire, and 
were redeemed st their full value, the 
helders being able te give their number» 
and date», and to aatiefy the Bank that 
they had actually been destroyed. Thera 
is another note in the album which waa 
in circulation 128 year» before it waa re­
turned to the Bank for payment. No 
note ie issued twice. Ae Boon as a note 
is returned, even though it has been out 
but a few hour», it ii cancelled. Very 
often a note issued in the morning is 
brought back to the Bank in the after­
noon of the eame day, but on an average 
a five-pound nota is out about eighty 
days. The notes have many strange 
adventures. One of a large denomin­
ation was found keeping the wind away 
in the broken page of a cottage window, 
neither the cottager nor hi* wife having 
any idea of its value. Another, also for 
a large euni, the disappearance ef which 
had led to many wrongful suspicion» and 
accusation», was discovered, after many 
rears, inclined in the wall of the house 
rom which it had mysteriously disap­

peared. One thing the notes will not 
endure. They 'will hold together at the 
bottom of the sea, and come out of a 
furnace intact, but they will rot outlast 
the scrubbing, the bleaching of the 
laundry. That trial, to which they are 
sometimes subjected through the in­
advertence of ladies who send them to 
the wash in their dress pockets, usually 
defaces them, though even after it their 
genuineness ia ati l recvgui/dile.—[W. 
H. Rideiug, in May Harper>.

-----  • . .The Royal Commission to enquire into 

the bribery cour^iracy will not 
uroeee I with i;s lalmrs until after the 
investigation in the courts has been con­
cluded. The judges who are to com­
pose the commission have not yet been 
named, but it is understood that two of 
them are to be county court judges, and 
the third a judge in one of the superior 
couru. The enquiry by the commis­
sion will have a much wider scope than 
either tho investigation before the Privi- 
vileges and Elections Committee at the 

islatuie er the trial of the chargee 
before the court». The object in ap­
pointing a commission is to get at the 
true inwardness of what is supposed by 
some to have been a deep conspiracy, 
engineered from Ottawa, to capture the 
adminitration of Ontario affaira. The 
Ontario Cabinet is much more ooncjrned 
ill discovering who stood behind, the al­
leged conspirators who are on trial than 
in securing a conviction in their particu- 
'ar cases. If a general scheme of bribery 
was in existence, it te desirable in the 
public interest that it should be exposed, 
but it is hardly likely that auch ex­
perienced manipulators ae thoee who are 
suspected ef being at the back of thçjuen 
on trial, would leave any tangible evi­
dence of tbeir complicity. The commis­
sion will have extended power» in the 
way of summoning witneeses.and wheth 
er or not the immediate object of ite 
enquiry will be attained, it will furnish 
some interesting glimpses into the back­
ground of party politics aa carried on in 
this country. It will also furnish the 
party journals with ammunition with 
which to carry on their warfare during 
the dog days.—{Toronto Telegram.

This was the case of the Qamden as­

sessor who was so snxious to defeat Mr. 
Mills that he set about manufacturing 
votes He was charged with putting 
three persons on the roll in order to 
linake them voters knowing that he was 
violating his duty. The evidence war 
conclusive, and in charging the jury the 
Judge animadverted severely on the 
grossness of the offence. The jury re­
turned a verdict of guilty in all three 
charges, recommending him to the mercy 
of the Court, His Lordship scathingly 
commented on the prisoner’s lack of prill 
ciple and violation of duty. He could 
see no extenuatien in the plea that he 
was ignorant that such an act was crimi­
nal. His own sense of right would tell 
him so,and he had the statute to guide 
him. If he did not wish to take the 
trouble to inform himself as to his duly 
he should not hold the office. His 
Lordship felt satisfied that hs had been 
fully aware of his duty ; had taken a 
solemn oath to do it,and then had know­
ing and wilfully violated it flagrantly. 
He referred to the shameful nature of 
the crime and the necessity for the en­
forcement of the law calculated to secure 
honesty in matters relating to the fran­
chise, and said, had it not been for the 
recommendation of the jury he would 
have imposed the severest sentence. It 
was distinctly understood that he exer­
cised the clemency he did in the present 
case solely on acceunt of the recommend­
ation of the jury. He then sentenced 
Cragg to twe weeks in jail, and imposed 
a fine of $200. Cragg to remain in jail 
until the tine is paid.
