Bulgarians 

Cut Off Turk^s 
Water Supply

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON. To-day.

The water supply of Constantinople 
was cut off to-day by a large Bulgar­
ian force at Derkas and Tchatalja, 
from which the water supplying the 
Turkish capital is drawn. It is stat­
ed that Bulgarians occupied the re­
gion between Tchorlu and Tchatalja, 
and completely surrounded the Turk 
ish force in that district. Another 
column formed of detachments from 
Drama and other paptured towns are 
marching on Kavala. a seaport in the 
Aegean Sea. The column includes 
Bulgarians from Kuruk and Greeks 
from Yenid Vardar and Salonica.

Turks Begging 
for Mediation.

Special to Evenng Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.

If as reported the Bulgarian attack 
on Tchatalja forts has already begun, 
doubtless the Turks may be fighting 
small engagements with a view to de­
laying the Bulgarian advance, but it 
is hardly likely the Bulgarian army 
is sufficiently recovered afer its recent 
exertions to undertake a sustained 
battle. The Bulgarians are now a 
long distance from their base of sup­
plies. A four days’ battle must have 
necessitated a renewal of supplies of 
food and ammunition. That part of 
the Servian army has been called to 
the aid of the Bulgarians is held by 
some to indicate the Bulgarians real­
ize it "will be no easy task to reduce 
Constantinople. The Porte is re­
doubling their efforts to save the capi­
tal. and has made a second appeal to 
France for mediation, but there is no 
sign the Powers will move in the 
matter, unless the Allied States make 
a similar appeal. In the meantime 
the Turks continue mobilizing in Sy­
ria and are taking all possible meas­
ures for a strong resistance at 
Tchatalja. Constantinople is quiet, 
but the Embassies have applied to the 
Porte for permission for the passage 
of a second cruiser of each Power 
through the Dardanelles. In reply 
to a Turkish request for mediation the 
(Russian Government has informed the 
Turkish Ambassador that Russia was 
willing to mediate in co-operation with 
other Powers provided they were giv­
en full powers.

Photographing 
Animals Und’r Water

Photographs of otters and water 
birdsof various kinds have recently 
been obtained with a moving-picture 
r.amera by Dr. Francis Ward, of Isp- 
wisch. Eng. l^i order to secure the 
pictures and remain unobserved by 
the animals. Dr. Ward built a con­
crete tank fitted with a window and 
mounted his camera in an under­
ground room behind the aperature.

Apiong the pictures obtained are 
those of an otter engaged in a fish 
hunt, herons, penguins, black-backed 
gull and a water hen. The penguin 
was observed as a fisher, the photo­
graphs disclosing clearly how the bird 
uses its wings as oars both on the 
surface and while under the water. 
The air bubbles in the feathers of the 
water hen convert it into a mirror in 
which are reflected the colors of its 
surroimdi*gs. The fish are seen 
swimming around the legs of the her­
on which piece of carelessness enables 
the bird to gain *a square meal with­
out undue exertion.

NEW YORK. To-day.

Wilson was elected President and 
Thomas R. Marshall. Vice President. 

,by sweeping majorities. They carried 
tiie country by a majority that will 
pass the 350 mark in the Electoral 
College with its total of 531 votes. 
The size of the popular Democratic- 
majority is yet uncertain. Wilson 
lias apparently 33 States. Roosevelt, 9. 
Taft, 6. The next Congress will be 
Democratic with big Democratic ma­
jority In the House of Representa­
tives, and the Senate will probably be 
Democratic, In nearly every State 
Taft ran third, Roosevelt apparently 
capturing the large majority of the 
old Republican vote. Democrats 
swept New York and elected Salzer 
Governor. New York gave Wilson a 
olurality over Taft of about 205.000. 
Wilson’s vote in the State was 698,000. 
Taft’s, 493,000. Roosevelt’s, 419,000. 
Roosevelt carried Illinois by about 
75.000; Ohio. Taft’s own State went 
overwhelmingly for Wilson, electing 
Cox for Governor. Wilson not only 
carried Massachusetts by a great ma­
jority but the State elected for the 
first time, in he? history a Democratic 
State ticket and a Democratic Legis­
lature. Early returns gave Wilson 
and Marshall solid Southern States. 
Connecticut. Delaware. Kentucky. 
Maine, Maryland. Massachusetts, New 
York, West Virginia, Indiana, Mis­

souri. As the night advanced returns 
from the West began to come. These 
early estimates were confirmed. Mon­
tana,- New Jersey. New Mexico were 
added to those that seemed certain 
for the Democratic candidates, while 
scattering returns from San Francis­
co. Los Angelos made it probable that 
California might join the Wilson- 
Marshall column. Rhode Island also 
became a doubtful State on the re­
turns near midnight, based on better 
reports. Early returns gave an ap­
parent victory for Taft in New Hamp­
shire and Vermont, but the Taft 
pluralities dwindled as midnight ap­
proached to a very few hundred votes 
in each State and they seemed likely 
to be wiped out entirely.

Throwing 
the Boomerang.

Something More than Actual Muscle 
Is Required.

An Engllshniin who has been in­
vestigating the subject of boome­
rangs in Australia and who has re­
ported his results and made exhibi- j 
tion throws for.‘King George says 
that by selecting a boomerang of 
suitable shape and by knowing the 
knack of giving it Just the right 
twist the natives of Queensland and 
hfew South Wales can make them do 
things so startling that they seem 
bewitched.

The boomerangs are usually made 
from a limb or root of a tree that has 
the proper crook, or sometimes they 
are made by heating a green stick in 
the fire and then bendiug it. They 
are worked to the desired shape by 
scraping with flint instruments and 
smoothing with bias of glass. They 
are usually made ropnding o'n one 
side and flatfish on the other. One 
form of boomerang used in war has 
a hook at one end.

When this instrument is thrown at 
an enemy he puts up his own boom­
erang to ward off the blow. This ac­
tion causes the hook to catch on his 
hooked weapon sideways in such ■ a 
way that It deals him a hard blow 
on the side of the head almost in 
spite of anything he can do to parry 
it.

Making the boomerang perform a 
figure eight in the air is compara­
tively a common feat and all sorts of 
complicated figures are produced, in­
cluding a double eight. The test of a 
sure thrower is to make the stick 
come back obediently to his feet af­
ter engaging in these flights, so he 
will only have to stoop to pick it up.

One very useful throw which is 
often used by the natives in hunting 
wild fowl and other small animals 
consists of standing behind some 
barrier which cuts off the view and 
then hurling the instrument in a 

1 direction away from the game so 
that it turns in its flight and goes 
straight among them, where it per­
forms a number of gyrations and is 
pretty sure to cause considerable 
carnage.

The boomerang is a rather tick­
lish instrument to fool with, for un­
less a person is acquainted with their 
ways they are liable to turn in the 
air and give someone a rap when 
least expected.

In throwing the instrument more 
knack than actual muscle is requir­
ed. though the movement must be 
rapid and straight. It is thrown at 
an angle usually of about 45 degrees 
in the air. and just as it leaves the 
hand it is given a slight, upward 
jerk which .imparts to it a spining 
motion. It is this spinning motion, 
ihe curve of a thrown baseball, that 
produces the eccentric results.

Man- Tigers.
About four thousand men were eat­

en by tigers in India between 1900 
and 1904. A large proportion of these 
unfortunates perished during periods 
of famine, when the beasts are made 
bold by hunger and are driven to the 
plains in seârch of water. The deaths 
caused by tigers in India constitute 
thirty-seven per cent, of the whole 
number due to wild beasts. All tig­
ers are not man eaters, but when a 
tiger has once tasted man’s flesh he 
will not be content until he has had 
more of it. Where flocks and herds 
abound, however, man is rarely a 
victim of the tiger. An old man eater 
is usually , very clever and tricky and 
can avoid the most skilful hunters. It 
is affirmed that a single tiger in 
Southern India has killed two hun­
dred rtién. and that ohe in-the Him­
alayas has killed niore than three 
hundred.

Teeth are an 
affliction in the 
form of small, 
light-colored pegs 
which are set in 
the human mouth 
bty an uncrupu- 
lous* providence. 
These pegs are of 
a nervous and 
excitable d i s- 
poslion. and 
have to be oper­
ated upon sever­
al times a year 

bv a cold-blooded mechanic known as 
a dentist.

Teeth are attached to people early 
in youth, and begin to cause trouble, 
fifteen minutes later. The baby does 
not have any teeth at the start, but 
soon starts out to accumulate a set 
during which process everybody in 
the same block becomes incipiently 
nutty. These first teeth are merely 
for introductory purposes, and are 
later elbowed out of place by some 
permanent fixtures, which remain in 
one spot for several years and collect 
cavities ranging from the head of a 
pin to the main entrance to a bushel 
basket.

Some • teeth are considerably more 
durable and clinging than others, and 
never have to be counterfeited at an 
expense of $8 for a perfect fit.

When the dentist 
wishes to do business with a wisdom 
tooth, he stands the patient on his 
head and backs in with a reversible 
searchlight.

There is alsi 
thé supine bi-cuspid, which is contin­
ually giving out in a new place and 
swelling up like a pouter pigeon.
