It 
oven to build” masgive granite cel-- 
ira and cut stone stairs and it ;s 
ever happy except when paying the 
ighest possible price. If the gov- 
rnmtnt were to build a dog house 
or the post-master general, it would 
rst select a site as ter as possible 
rom the dog’s haunts and would 
hen erect a magnificent gothic 
tructuro ten feet square at a cost of 
30,000, postponing the building of the 
oof until another appropriation could 
>e maintained.

Many of the matters have appeared 

in the Manifesto of both political par­
ties. They have formed subjects 
earnestly discussed by the F.P.U. and 
appear in the platform of reforms 
desired by the fishermen. They have 
also been discussed by the Newfound­
land Board of Trade and many re­
commendations have appeared about 
them.

Under these cicumstances it should 
not be difficult to find common 
ground for a working understanding 
between all parties in relation to all 
these matters, which affect the staple 
industries of Newfoundland. By of­
fering to withdraw the clause about 
the protection of hoods in his sealing 
bill, if the matter of protection of 
seals is taken up by the Government, 
Mr. Coaker has shown a disposition 
which is right and proper and set an 
example of a course of conduct which 
merits consideration in the discussion 
of the motion under reference.

The Petition appended is being cir­
culated to-day for signature. The 
main prayer is the deferring of the 
next Municipal election from June,
1914 until June, 1916; and the vesting 
of the Government of the city during 
the interrum in a Board of twelve 
citizens by the Governor in Council.: 
To the Honourable the House of As­

sembly, in Legislative Session, con­
vened:

The Petition of the undersigned Citi­
zens of St John’s, most respectful­
ly sheweth that,—
1. The present deplorable condition 

of the city of St. John's is a matter o 
serious concern both to its citizens 
and to the general population of the 
Colony, with whose interests the wel­
fare of the capital city is closely con­
nected.

The,death rate is abnormally high; 
the system of sanitation is antiquated • 
many sections of the city are dan 
gerously congested ; and many famil 
ies are living in hovels condemned b: 
the health authorities, but which can 
not be destroyed because their oc 
cupanta have nowhere else to live in 
These conditions are a direct injury 
not only to the present generation o 
citizens, whose physical and mora 
health suffer from these degrading In 
fluences, but also to the unborn gen­
erations to follow them.

Such problems as the Housing o' 
the poor, Water Supply and Fire Pro­
tection, Disposal of Sewerage ant 
Garbage, Street Repairing, Cleaninr 
and Lighting, demand immediate ant 
thorough consideration from all inter­
ested.

By the existing law the Municipal 
Government is so restricted in pow­
ers and so hampered for funds that it 
has been unable to deal with these 
problems adequately.

* 2. Your Petitioners believe that in 
order to devise legislation which will 
furnish future Councils with power! 
adequate to the needs of the city it ie 
essential that the civic problème 
should be studied at first hand by t 
comparatively large body of the elec­
tors, actuated only by a desire for the 
improvement of the system.

Your Petitioners pray that legisla­
tion may be enacted,—

(A.) Deferring the next Munici­
pal Election from June, 1914, 
until June, 1915; and 

(B.) Upon the expiry of the term 
of the present Mayor and 
Councillors, vesting the 
government of the City in a 
Board of twelve citizens, tc 
be appointed by tbs Gover­
nor in Council.

Said Board to hold office for twelve 
months, to act without pay or remun­
eration of any kind, to study during 
their term of office the whole civic 
problem, and to submit to the Citizens 
by plebiscite in time for action at' the
1915 Session of the Legislature, their 
recommendations for the improve­
ment of the Municipal Act.

The Late Rev. Dr. 
Frederick 
Woods.

(From “Zion’s Herald,” the New
England Official Organ of the M.
Episcopal Church.)
After an illness of several days, 

Rev. Frederick Woods, D.D., died 
Wednesday morning, Jan. 28, in his 
eighty-first year. Early in Septem­
ber of last year the ‘Herald’ present­
ed an excellent portrait of Dr. Woods, 
and a brief sketch of his life, in con­
nection with the observance of his 
eightieth birthday anniversary, which 
occurred at his home in Melrose, 
Sept. 7.

He was a man of colossal propor­
tions, as a Christian preacher, re­
former, and friend. He came of 
splendid stock, and, under the nur­
ture of the Holy Spirit, by painstak­
ing, conscientious endeavor had made 
the most of himself.

He was born in St. John's, Nfld. 
the oldest of fourteen children 
Graduating from Mount Alllsop Uni 
versity at Sackville, N.B., he went t< 
Genesee College, New York, complet 
ing his course at Wesleyan as a Pt 
Beta Kappa man.

He was a great preacher in the bes 
sense of the term. Many who knev 
Mm best say that in his days of vigo 
he was clearly the greatest preache 
in the New England Conference. H 
was a comprehensive student H 
knew how to study, and when he ha< 
selected the theme for a sermon h 
covered the entire ground in prepara­
tion, and when the sermon had beer 
delivered it was said by competen 
critics that he had treated ever 
phase of the subject, and that nothinr 
could be added. His sermons wer< 
i normal unfolding of the message 
which he had to declare, and steadiV 
Increased in intellectual power to tin 
-nd. Since the announcement of hir 
translation many ministers have told 
■is of masterly sermons which they 
"rad heard him deliver, and how the 
main points of the discourse and tel- 
ing utterances were impressed upon 
heir memories. We hope that the 
'-mily will seriously consider thr 
risdom of publishing a volume o' 
Is sermons.
Dr. Woods was a great reformer 

especially devoted to the cause of 
irohlbitlon. Tremendous philippics 
vere those which he thundered 
gainst the liquor traffic. For the 
hurchman who bartered his vote for 
■olitical .preferment or influence he 
had only condemnation. Indeed, in 
ome of his pastorates his utterances 
-n this great question of temperance 
■eform strained the friendship and 
oyalty of the churches he was serv- 
ng. His political attitude is inter­
estingly summarized by the - ‘Evening 
News,’ of Malden, in the following 
paragraph :

"In politics he followed an inde­

pendent course. He was with the 
Republican Party in the early days, 
and was appointed by Governor An­
drews on the State Christian Sanitary 
Commission, the duties of which took 
him to Southern battlefields. En 
route he stopped at the White House 
and was welcomed by Lincoln, an in­
cident in which he always took a 
grent pride. Later he became affilia­
ted with the Prohibition Party, but 
during the free silver agitation he 
was strong for McKinley, of whom he 
was a great admirer. Last fall he 
cast his vote for President Wilson.”

He was a great friend. His confi­
dence and friendship were easily won,
and when once given were not with­
drawn except for gravest reasons. He 
was big enough to allow his brother 
minister the same privilege of posses­
sing Independent opinions that he 
claimed for himself. The writer 
bears grateful and affectionate testi­
mony to his expressions of fraternal 
interest, and to the kind and tender 
expressions of sympathy and support 
which he was always offering so sin­
cerely to his many friends.

We have but one Frederick Woods. 
Tiough entered upon his life in 
Teaven, he has left sacred and inspir- 
ng memories and impressions which 
vill live on to bless us here for many 
■ears to come.

The funeral, which was largely at- 
ended, occurred at the Church on 

Friday afternoon, Jan. 30, ‘ with the 
’’astor in charge. Bishop Hamilton 
ieliyered a very fitting tribute, and 
Rev. Dr. Charles F. Rice offered 
prayer.

Reply to Catholic 
Churchman.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir:—As a member of the Church 

ni England in this Colony I must dis­
ant from the modern exposition of 

, the teachings of that Church as - set 
forth by the "Catholic Churchman” in 
your paper of the 11th instant.

"Catholic Churchman" in setting 
torth thenegative side of the Confer- 
i nee held at Kikuyu in June, says 
among other things “the Prayre Book 
is very strong on Catholicity (what­
ever he means by that) and its various 
issues, and only the prejudiced and 
ignorant can assume that the Church 
of England is one of the numerous 
sects organized at the Reformation. A 
man may wash his face, but after 
washing he will still have the same 
face."

When we consider the Froyer Book 
of the Church of England and look to 
it for authority, we must go back tc 
its compilation and the circumstances 
under which it was compiled, and how 
far it is a help to washing the face of 
the Church of Christ.

The Reformers in England-, follow­
ing the line of thought bevn on the 
European Continent, endeavoured t< 
aim at the re-establishment of the 
Apostolic Church, the bumble ant 
lowly Church of the Saviour, which 
became corrupted first in the days of 
Constantine. At that same time the 
idolatacrles and religious ceremonies 
of the Pagan churches, with all their 
gorgeousness were adopted, and the 
prophetic words of the Saviour and 
his Apostle began to be fuliiiled. The 
Clergy of the Church from hf.ing serv­
ants became masters, and the striving 
for preferment and worldly show and 
pomp showed that the flesh was so 
weak that they could not resist the 
pomp and vanities of this wicked
world, So from Constantine's time
until the days of the attempt at Re­
formation the so called Chris tarn 
Church departed further and further 
from the principles of the Apostolic 
Church as founded by Christ.

At the Reformation an attempt was 
made to wash the face of the Church, 
(t am using this idiomatically as 
"Catholic Churchman" suggests it) 
but the action was only a lick and. a 
promise, the dirt laid on it by Con­
stantine and followers, was not clean­
ed off as may be seen by the com­
promises made in the compilations of 
the Prayer Book and by the teaching 
of a section of the nominal adherents

of the Anglican Church, who, like 
“Catholic Churchman” quote the Pray­
er Book to suit their own purposes. 
He says the Canons and Prayer Book 
tells us what the Anglican Chuch is 
to-day. Certainly they do. but they 
do not advocate the doctrines set forth 
by “Catholic Churchman.” in his let­
ters he refers to the Sacrament of 
Confirmation or Penance, where does 
he find any Canon, Rubric or Article 
which authorized or makes Confir­
mation or Penance a Sacrament? I 
connot find any authority for it. 
neither do I find any authority, save 
that of Rome, for other matters quot­
ed by him. The Church to which 
“Catholic Churchman" belongs ignores 
the articles of the Christian Relig­
ion. laughs at the teachings of the 
Church Catechism, sneers at the 
Rubrics and notes in. Communion 
Service, as set forth in the Book of 
Common Prayer, and introduces mat- 
'ers which were not thought of by the 
Church pt Rome until after the Refor­
mation period.

‘Catholic Churchman" may sneer at 
"•rotestants and think he has with him 

. he laity of the Church of England In 
iewfoundland, but he will find, as 
/ill ail those who try to introduce in- 
lovations, that the laity will not foi- 
'ow tho wolves in sheeps’ clothing who 
ire trying to ape the powers exercis- 

rt by those who govern the Church of 
Rome.

While the Liberal papers generally 

support the ministerial attitude re­
garding the South African ileporia- 
tions, there is an under current o[ 
feeling that a dangerous precedent 
has been set, which has not been sat­
isfactorily dealt with.
