Strassburg, whose citizens wake up 

early each morning and run for the 
paper to see what country they now 
belong to, is situated thirty miles east 
of a pafipatetic .line called the 
French-German boundary. It lia a 
city of 157,000 people and 20,000 
soldiers and is the capital of Alsace- 
Lorraine.

Strassburg has been a military 
stronghold ever since the eight le­
gions of the Romans occupied it, 1,800 
years ago. The French captured it in 
the Fifth century and in the Tenth 
century the Germans took it over, 
and ran it until 1681, when Louis XVI. 
of France grabbed it and the long- 
suffering inhabitants had to changé 
their language once more. In 1870 
the Germans landed before Strads- 
burg with several hundred large, 
vicious guns and shot it so full of 
holes that it resembled fine Brussels 
lace when it surrendered, seven 
weeks. later.

Strassburg has been a German city 
since 1870. It to the only city in the 
world which possesses a tombstone. 
In Pari® there is a monument to 
departed Strassburg and on the 
city’s birthday large mourning 
wreaths are hung on the statue. 
France is spending billions of dol­
lars and hundreds of thousands of 
lives to get Strassburg back. It Is 
fine to be so popular, but as the 
Strassburg sits in his cellar waiting 
for the solid shot and shrapnel fes­
tivities to begin he duobtless wishes 
that he could be overlooked for a lit-

Naval Recruits for 
Active Service

in Europe.
We direct the attention of our read­

ers to an advertisement by the naval 
authorities. It sets forth that five 
hundred men are required immediate­
ly for active service in Europe. This 
is a call of recruits who must be 
either seamen or fishermen, and it is 
made clear that their services are re­
quired immediately. The Admiralty 
knows its business, and we must take 
it that they have an immediate use 
for 500 'ÿoung men from Newfound­
land who are used to the sea, and that 
the services to be performed will be 
of an active kind. We hope that the 
response will be prompt and suffici­
ent. The Admiralty has done excell­
ent service in winning the sient vic­
tory by keeping the seaway open, by 
convoying troops from India and Can­
ada to Europe, by assisting the and 
forces along the Channel and by keep­
ing a watch and holding themselves 
in readiness for the German fleet in 
the Kiel Canal. The position however 
is that the Admiralty is asking for 
500 naval recruits immediately and an 
opportunity is afforded to our fisher­
men and sailors to emulate the five 
hundred young men o£’Newfoundland, 
mostly landsmen, who .are getting 
on Salisbury Plain, to do their duty 
at the front, when Kitchener sends 
them there.

According to a message appearing 
in the Montreal Star, on Trafalgar 
Day, twenty-two new fighting ships, 
from Dreadnoughts to mosquito crafts 
have been put in commission for the 
sea since the war began.

10.30 A.M.
GERMANY HAS LOST 750,000 MEN.

COPENHAGEN, To-day.
The Leipzieger Volkszettung says 

the total German losses so far cannot 
be less than 750,000. A Berlin Mili­
tary critic estimates Germany’s 
standing army at two million, first 
line Landwehr at four million and 
Landstrum at 80,000 (?). With the 
extra reserves including untrained 
troops, Germany possesses nine mil­
lion.

CANADIAN TROOPS IN EGYPT.
LLONDON, To-day.

A despatch from Amtserdam says 
the following message has been re­
ceived at Berlin from Constantinople: 
According to the news received from 
well informed quarters in Constanti­
nople, the British Government during 
the last few days has sent numerous 
Canadian troops to Egypt and four­
teen thousand men have been sta­
tioned along the Suez Canal. At Hon­
olulu In sight of the Marine observers 
at the mouth of the harbor, the Japan­
ese battleship Hizen captured on Sat­
urday the German steam schooner 
Aeolius, supposedly from Marshall Is­
lands.
HUGE PATRIOTIC SUBSCRIPTIONS

LONDON, To-day.
The private subscriptions which 

have been raised in England for war 
purposes, have reached remarkable 
proportions. The National Relief 
Fund, known as the Prince of Wales’ 
Fund, to-day totalled more than $16,- 
930,000. The Times Fund for the sick 
and wounded already amounts to 
more than $2,500,000. Queen Mary’s- 
Fund for providing work for women 
has reached nearly $400,000. The 
Daily Telegraph has raised nearly 
$200,000 for Belgians in shilling sub­
scriptions in a few days, since the 
fall of Antwerp, while the Pall Mall 
Gazette previously had turned over to 
the Belgian Minister in London $125,- 
000 from its subscribers. A fund for 
wounded and needy Indian soldiers 
started a few days ago by British peo­
ple who formerly lived in India now 
amounts to $275,000. Princess Mary's 
appeal to purchase Christmas gifts 
for men at the front, has yielded near­
ly $90,000 and readers of the Daily 
News have sent in $5,000 for Christ­
mas puddings. Canada’s Patriotic 
Fund is now about five millions.

The attention of the Magistrate’s 
Court was occupied all this forenoon 
in the- hearing of the assault case be­
tween Constables Whelan and Els- 
worthy an-i an outport man named 
Augustus Carter. The latter was 
charged with (1) loose and disorder­
ly conduct and (2) assaulting the po­
lice. The evidence summarized was 
that on Saturday night the defend­
ant and four companions were chat­
ting together on the sidewalk. They 
were seen by Const. Elsworthy, who 
believing the men were obstructing
traffic, requested them to move, They
i io tilt alter moving a couple of
paces, Carter said “You have room
enough now.” After a couple of 
words more exchanged, Constable 
Elsworthy beckoned to Constable 
Whelan on the other side of the 
street and he came over. Each caught 
hold of one of Carter’s arms, placing 
him under arrest. Afteç proceeding 
about 300 yards. Carter said he was 
not going any further. The police­
men then threw their man to hand­
cuff him but did not succeed. All 
three rose together again. After 
grappling with the prisoner another 
couple of minutes, the police threw 
him to the ground a second time, but 
failed to handcuff him. In the melee 
it was testified by the constables to­
day that Elsworthy was bitten in the 
finger. .At this juncture, Carter who 
was attempting to get out of custody 
was struck by Constable Whelan five 
strokes of a baton on the head. Then 
a large crowd gathered yelling at 
Whelan. Meanwhile the prisoner 
escaped and ran. Bailiff Cross, who 
-was a voluntary witness, gave evi­
dence that Whelan acted improperly 
by battoning the prisoner on the 
skull. Witness on being questioned 
by I. G. Sullivan as to what the duties 
of a policeman were, as he (Cross) 
was an ex-constable, said that in self- 
defence of one’s life a constable could 
use the baton on a prisoner’s legs or 
arms or other parts of the body, but 
never on the head, and there was no 
necessity for such in this instance. 
There was much credence given to 
Mr. Cross’s testimony, and the In 
spector General thanked him for his 
statement of the facts. His Honor in 
summing up the evidence dismissed 
the charge of disorderly conduct 
against Carter, in view of what he had 
suffered, but for biting the police im­
posed a fine of $10 or 30 days; intima­
ting that the Inspector General would 
deal with Constable Whelan.

CROWN PRINCE’S ARMY SEPARA­
TED.

LONDON, To-day.
The Bordeaux correspondent of the 

Daily News sends the following re­
garding the fighting in the Argonne 
region : After fighting on the Marne, 
the Duke of IVirtumberg’s army re­
treated to the western side of the Ar­
gonne while the Crown Prince’s army 
followed along the eastern side of the 
forest, halting finally around the 
Varennes. Ever since the two armies 
have been trying to join hands. The 
French have now gained possession 
of the villages of Melseieour in the 
middle of Argonne and commanding 
the route to the Valley of Aisne.

Russian Wounded 
Tongues Cul Ont

German Atrocities are Reported From 
the East

Petrograd, Oct 22.—Two stories of 
atrocities were told by wounded Rus­
sians who had just been allowed out 
of the hospital. One, with his wife, 
who had come to Petrograd to fetch 
him, was leaving by train for the pro­
vince of Pskoff, and comrades were 
seeing the other off to the same pro­
vince.

The first man had half his tongue 
cut away and a bullet in his knee. By 
signs and' interpretations of his wife 
and comrades of the same regiment 
the following account was obtained:

“I was hit in the knee and fainted 
from pain. When I came to as the re­
sult of a kick in the ribs I found a 
German officer with a couple of men 
standing over me. When he ordered 
me to put out my tongue I thought he 
was a doctor. I did so, and one of the 
men caught- it and cut it off.”

The comrade of the man first inter­
viewed had a wound in his arm and 
his tongue had been cut out by the 
root Not only was he minus his 
tongue altogether, but all his front 
teeth had been knocked out and his 
lips mangled. I understood that this 
had been done by a rifle butt, because, 
seeing what had happened to others, 
he would not show his tongue. The 
blow made him unconscious, and when 
he came to his tongue was gone. These 
men say that seven wounded they per­
sonally knew of were so treated.

By the consolidation of Empire is 
principally meant the unity and clos­
er relationship of those foreign pow­
ers which now pay homage to the 
Throne of England, and which ac­
knowledge her as the Mother of Em­
pire. But in addition to the solidarity 
of the Empire, there must of neces­
sity follow" great industrial enterprise 
and expansion, which will promote 
the commercial interests of the age- 
While this enterprise will be general 
throughout the Empire, it will be in 
Northern Canada that the greatest 
developments must take place. The 
highway of prepartion for this de­
velopment is embodied in the Hüdson 
Bay railway, which is now under con­
struction, and which, within a few 
years will be an accomplished fact. 
This line will reduce the distance of 
transport from Western Canada to 
Europe about a thousand miles, and 
create many new industries in its 
wake. We are aware that there are 
those who do not approve of the Hud­
son Bay project, and who think it all 
a mistake, and who imagine that its 
successful operation is almost an im­
possibility. This same spirit of stag­
nation has been pitted against many 
of the world’s greatest enterprises, 
but in spite of it they have been suc­
cessfully established. The excava­
tion of the Panama Canal was at 
first criticised and the canal’s utility 
doubted ; but now it is an accomplish­
ed fact, and this great marine high­
way which connects the Atlantic and 
the Pacific oceans, is a standing re­
proof to those who opposed its con­
struction. The Canadian Pacific Rail­
way was also keenly opposed and bit­
terly denounced by its opponents, but 
for over thirty years It has united the 
eastern and western extremes of the 
Dominion. Our own railways were 
treated in the same way, but who 
woud abolish them to-day?

And thus we might go on, but our 
topic is of the future. The volume of 
trade between Europe and America 
will annually increase, and among the 
principal commodities of transport 
will be grain, 1 ember, pulp and ore, 
and it is in these branches of com­
merce that the steamers plying on the 
Hudson Bay route will engage. July, 
August and September and probably 
October constitute the open season of 
Hudson Bay—at least there should be 
a period of one hundred days.

Considering then that the grain is 
to be stored in elevators and that 
every utility of speedy shipment will 
be availed of, it is not difficult to 
tore-see that for the open season the 
naff ice on this route will be large. 
Hudson Bay as a shipping centre had 
much in its favour before the war 
began. But when the war is over 
and the channels of trade are re­
stored, and the commerce of the 
world is again adjusted, and that 
wider vision which must'soon dawn

The application of natural science 
will do much for^ this great terri­
tory. Its water courses will supply 
ample power to generate sufficient 
electricity to light the continent from 
shore to shore—and also enough for 
heating purposes. The immense coal­
beds of anthracite will yield millions 
of tons annually, and though the sea­
son be short, a great deal will be done 
towards the comforts of life by scien­
tific cultivation of the ground.

This forecaste has been conceived 
by many of the greatest of Canadian 
Statesmen, and it will be realized the 
sooner, now that war has quickened 
the Empire.

The duty of the hour is for us to 
keep ourselves well posted in the 
events of this war, and to exercise 
confidence in our leaders and in our 
men. The struggle and the stress are 
theirs, and they look to the public for 
help and sympathy. Our safety to­
day at home is due to their alertness. 
They are doing their duty let us do 
ours.

This is all that we wish to say at 
present on the war. What we have 
written has been in a general, mole 
than in a Specific sense. The city 
editors are doing their part in the 
matter of detail and statistics. Per­
haps what we have written has not 
been worth while; however. If we 
have done any little good, or have in 
any degreee deepened the faith of our 
people in the success of British arms, 
and in the ftiture of our own land, 
then our efforts have not been in vain.

PARIS, Oct. 24.
The following official report was 

given out this afternoon : The battle 
continues on our left wing. The ene­
my has made progress to the north of 
Dixmude and in the vicinity of La 
Bassee. We have made very percep­
tible advances to the east of Nieuport, 
in the region of Langemarck, and in 
the region between Armientieres and 
Lille. It is a question of inevitable 
fluctations in the line of combat 
which however maintains itself as a 
whole. On the rest of the front sev­
eral German attacks by day and by 
night "have been repulsed at various 
places. We have made slight pro­
gress in the Woevre district. Our ad­
vance has continued in the direction 
of the fortress of Montmarne, to South 
Thlacourt arid in the forest of Lepre- 
tre North, of Pout-a-Mousson.

In Russia the Germans are retreat­
ing to the South of Warsaw as well 
as to the West of Ivangorod and Nova 
Alexandria. Desperate fighting con­
tinues in Galicia, on the Sandomier 
front. At Przemysl the Russians 
have taken 2,000 Austrian prisoners.

IN ACTION.

OTTAWA, Get. 25.
A cablegram received at Govern­

ment House announces the death of 
Major Rivers Bulkley, Comptroller of 
the Household of the Duke of Con­
naught.

A. ®. S. RODGERKITCHENER LORD RECTOR.
LONDON, Oct. 25.

Lord Kitchener has been unani­
mously elected Lord Rector of Edin­
burgh University.

FROM THE FRENCH EMBASSY.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.

The following despatches were re­
ceived to-day from the French Em­
bassy: “In the region of Santerre 
certain partial successes are an­
nounced, and also in the region of 
Verdun and Pont au Moussen. In 
order to understand the results ac­
complished by the Allies, it is neces­
sary to consider the conditions as re­
ported at the end of last month, when 
the left wing of our army was in the 
Oise region, at Compeigne, and those 
portions which were disposed further 
to the west, and hardly reached the 
Somme, in the vicinity of Amiens. To­
day, however, the battlefront stretch­
es 200 kilometres to Belgium, reach­
ing the ocean, where our left wing 
co-operates with the English fleet.”

RUSSIAN VICTORIES.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 26.

The following communication was 
issued last night by general head­
quarters : On the 23rd and 24th the 
Russian troops inflicted several de­
feats to the German rear-guards, who 
were attempting to hold positions 
along the rivers Ravka, Skernerka 
and Rylka. Several positions were 
taken by bayonet attacks. The Aus­
trians retreated with Germans. On 
the roads near Rodan, having receiv­
ed reinforcements, and profiting by 
the woded character of region, they 
offered stubborn resistance. Our of­
fensive developed into considerable 
dimensions and we captured prison­
ers, cannon and rapid fire guns. 
Along the River San, south of Przem­
ysl, desperate fighting continues. An 
attempt by the Austrians to turn the 
Russian left- wing, south of Przemysl, 
failed, with heavy losses to the Aus­
trians. An Austrian column which 
descended the Carpathians, near the 
town of Dolina, have been defeated 
and dispersed.

The following was issued by the 
French War Office last night: Ac­
tion continues under the same condi­
tions as on preceding days. A battle 
of a very violent character is in pro­
gress between Nieuport and the River 
Lys. The German forces have suc­
ceeded in crossing the Yser between 
Nieuport and Dixmude. To the west 
and south of Lille spirited attacks by 
the enemy have been repulsed. Be­
tween the Oise and Argonne there is 
nothing to report, except that several 
small advances by our troops have oc­
curred. To the northwest of Boissons 
and in the region of Craonne, on the 
heights of the Meuse there are artil­
lery engagements. In the Woevre re­
gion our heavy artillery holds five 
roads connecting ■ Thaiucourt, Non­
sard, Brussels and Joinville, which is 
one of the main lines of communica­
tion foy the Germans near St. Mlhiel.

GERMANS CROSS YSER CANAL.
LONDON, Oct. 26.

Each day is but a repetition of pre­
vious days’ battles which have been 
fought in West Flanders and North­
ern France and Poland. One side 
gains a little at one point, only to lose 
an advantage at another. It appears 
from official reports issued from the 
German and French headquarters 
that tiie Germans, finding it irnpossl- 
ble to advance along the coast to­
wards Dunkirk owing to the fire to 
which they were subjected from Brit­
ish and French warships, took a sor­
tie further Inland, and have succeed­
ed in crossing the Yser canal, which 
the Belgians have been defending 
stubbornly for a week past to the 
west of Dixmude. They have also 
made .progress to the northwest of 
Ypres, and are still In possession of 
Roulers, towards which the Allies 
were advancing last week, and were 
one time reported to have captured. 
The Germans claim to have taken five 
hundred British troops while fighting 
in this neighborhood. Of gains claim­
ed by the Germans, the French re­
ports make no mention, dismissing 
the matter with the sentence: There 
is no change to report between the 
sea and the region around Arras. To 
add to the trials of the troops engag­
ed In the desperate fighting, a short 
spell of fine weather has given place 
to another downpour of rain, which 
will convert the lowlands of Flanders 
Into great lakes. Of the battles on 
the centre and left wing the German 
report does not say, but the French 
declare they are maintaining their 
positions in Argonne and on the 
heights of the Meuse, and "have de­
stroyed three more German batteries. 
From unofficial sources it Is learned 
that the French haVe made some ad­
vance in the mountains in Alsace bor­
der. In Poland a very heavy battle 
la now in progress between the fort­
resses of Ivangorod and Radom,
