PO|»R NEWFOUNDLAND.
It seems to me to he high time that 

the policies of our Governments con­
cerning Land should have a good 
shaking up and a good deal of them 
thrown to the ash-heap. The mo in 
feature seems to be the employment 
of Newfoundlanders. It Is as if the 
be-all and end-all of the common mail 
in the Colony is to find labour and 
earn a dollar or two a day. And to 
this end we are On our knees to cap­
italists and money-lords to come in 
and pçovjde labour from which they 
can increase their millions. It never 
sterns to occur to our legislators that 
a man’s labour is increased in its 
power many per cent, when he works 
at something which he owfis himself. 
Men leave Newfoundland because 
work Is scarce or the codfishery is 
not a success. They cannot create an 
industry because they lac the money. 
Farming undertaken without means, 
is an impossibility. What have any 
of our Governments done to encour­
age our people to he independent? 
How have we helped them to small 
holdings of land and supplied them 
with up-to-date farming appliances 
and methods? In this respect we are* 
in the kindergarten of hand us an aid 
to living. And so we prefer to part 
with our assets, as we have done in 
the Nfld. Products Bill and the Fil 
Prop Bill. The Government is sell­
ing -the birthright of the people for 
a mess of pottage. And why lot 
speculators have the selling of Tim­
ber Limits? Is our acting Minister 
of Agriculture and Mines so over­
burdened with duties that he canno.t 
give his attention to a scheme by 
which Newfoundland would export 
pit props on its owp account or sell 
the limUs on the Labrador for the 
millions 'that men value them at to­
day?

It is amazing to think that soon, 
Newfoundland 1 will hardly own any 
of its assets, its water powers, its 
mines or its tituber. They have all 
passed over to a few speculators, who 
in due time will reap congress mil­
lions. AM Newfoundland gflts prac­
tically nothing. Oh! it Is so dis­
heartening! Newfoundland gets no 
return to lessen the enormou's taxa­
tion we • hear, and the public debt is 
piling up Still. iWhat dries the futurè 
appear but a gradual elimination of 
our independence until/we are swal-

nearbvcoming a province of the 
Dominion.

The Closing of
the Legislature.

This afternoon His Excellency the 
Governor closes the Legislature. The 
session commenced far too late 101; 
the convenience of the general body 
of members, and owing to the import­
ance of the measures before it, it has 
been protracted somewhat more than 
usual. With the experience of last 
session before them, the new members 
of the House have kept themselves 
more closely to the issues to be dis­
cussed and their speeches have been 
briefer, more to the point and more 
effective. Considerable attention was 
necessarily directed to the financial 
situation, arising largely out of the 
war, and in other respects from the 
large expenditures, the heavy obliga­
tions incurred by the Government 
since they were returned to power, 
and the mistakes made in the Budget 
of 1913. The general effect of all ot 
these factors has been in spite of the 
additional taxation put on in March, 
1914, September, 1914, and May, 1915, 
•that the ReserVe Fund of half a mil­
lion has disappeared and a Loan has 
been arranged with the Bank of Mon­
treal to cover an anticipated deficit 
at the end of this month of half a mil­
lion dollars. It is to be hoped that 
this will prove sufficient to enabiÿ 
the Finance Minister to start with a 
clean sheet for the current accounts 
of next year, commencing on the first 
of next month. Outside of the finan­
cial proposals the measures which 
have excited most controversy have 
been the Products Bill, the Licensing 
of the Export of Pulpwood from the 
Labrador, the Sealing Bill, the Labra­
dor Current Price Bill, and the Log­
gers Bill. The Products Bill was 
considerably amended and many of 
the most objectionable features were 
removed, but not all of them. The 
Labrador Pulp Bill is a reversal of 
the policy of both parties in the past 
and was strenuously opposed. The 
Labrador Current Price Bill split on 
the rock of the Council’s refusal to 
permit the fishermen to be repre­
sented on the Board proposed through 
their Union. The Sealing Bill was de­
feated by the Council’s refusal' to ac­
cept the clauses recommended by the 
Commission of the three Judges for 
compensation to be paid by the own­
ers of sealing vessels if sealers lost 
their lives or became permanently 
injured through the default of the 
masters in having men, out on the 
ice at night. A Commission will be 
appointed to work out of session with 
the object of bridging the difficulties 
which at present exist, and .with a 
view to the introduction of a new bill 
next session. There is still one out­
standing difficulty in the Loggers’ 
Bill, which it is hoped will be Sur­
mounted before the Legislature closes 
at three o’clock.

civilization.

contingents towards the naval and 
military strength of the Empire, will 
prove effective in proportion to the 
numbers engaged, as they will serve 
to make manifest the desire of the 
whole people of Newfoundland to en­
sure an early and successful termina­
tion of this great struggle through an 
honourable and lasting peace dictated 
by the allied nations.

The provision you have made for 
pensions and allowances for those of 
our men on active service by sea or 
land who may suffer disablement, and 
for the dependents of those who may 
fall in defence of the flag, is highly 
creditable to you and testifies to the 
praiseworthy spirit in which every 
aspect of this overpowering problem 
is dealt with by the Legislature and 
people of this Colony.
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the 

Honourable House of Assembly:
I thank you for the appropriations 

you have made for carrying on the 
Public Service and for meeting the 
obligations which the War has 
brought upon the Colony. The money 
so provided will be expended with 
special regard to economy In view of 
the trying circumstances which con­
front us and the world at large.
Mr. President and Honourable Gen­

tlemen of the Legislative Council; 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the 

Honourable House of Assembly:
The Bill which you have passed 

providing for the establishment on 
the West Coast and on the Labrador 
of industrial enterprises of excep­
tional magnitude will, I trust, result 
in the early initiation of those under­
takings and the providing of further 
means whereby great numbers of 
our people may secure permanent 
and remunerative employment and 
the Colony a further addition to an 
enhanced and lasting prosperity.

In bidding you farewell I earnest­
ly pray that the appalling conflict, 
now raging in the Old World, may be 
brought to a speedy and honourable 
issue, and that our country, with the 
blessings of Peace, may then renew 
the conditions of material well-being 
which were its portion for many years 
past.

that day stated erroneously that Mr. 
McMartin had acknowledged the 
genuineness of the signature on t 
note for $100,000 which was in dis­
pute. We regret exceedingly . this 
voluntary error. Mr. McMartin never 
at any time acknowledged his signa­
ture to the note. Mr. Reid was brought 
to Court, on a complaint laid by Mr. 
McMartin charging him with obtain­
ing 7,500 shares of The Labrador Pulp 
and Lumber Company by false pre­
tences. As the trial proceeded a 
charge of perjury was laid against 
Mr. McMartin by Daniel Ford, when 
Mr. McMartin swore that the signa 
ture on the note for $100,000 was a 
perjury. The note was signed by 
Messrs. Réid and Ford and purported 
to have been signed by Messrs. John 
and Duncan McMartin and the Su­
preme Court of Newfoundland by a 
unanimous judgment of its members 
had already held that John McMartin 
had not signed the note. No appeal 
has been entered against this judg­
ment. One of the leading witnesses 
in the perjury charge was G. A. Mas­
sey, and before Judge St. Cyr on Fri­
day, A. R. McMaster, K.C., for the 
prosecutor stated that he felt he 
could not in fairness rely on the evi­
dence of this witness and had no ad­
ditional evidence to offer.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
• LONDON, To-Day.

With the fall of Przemysl, although 
this does not appear to be the limit 
of their efforts against the Russians 
in Galicia, the Germans have again 
turned attention to the Western front. 
Simultaneously in Flanders and the 
Province of Artos, France, come of­
ficial reports of attacks on positions 
recently captured by the British and 
French. They have succeeded in re­
covering some trenches taken by the 
British northeast of Givenchy, have 
stormed the Chateau village of Hooge, 
part of which the British hold. Al­
though for a time the British were 
compelled to evacuate the building 
which they had captured on Monday 
night. The Germans also claim to be 
in possession of the sugar refinery 
at Souchez, the loss which they have 
net previously acknowledged. While 
these themselves are considered small 
matters in military circles here, they 
are believed to be forerunners of the 
resumption of fighting on a large 
scale. For some time it has been re­
ported the French were slowly driv­
ing out the Germans from strong po­
sitions north of Arras. Punching a 
hole in the German line to stop this 
movement and also to relieve their 
troops who, according to British ac­
counts, are suffering very severely 
from British attacks and through their 
own counter-attacks. The Germans 
despatched a lot of new troops to the 
Arras-Ypres line, apparently making 
an effort to take tile initiative.

All accounts indicate that the Aus­
trians and Germans are still vigorous- 

attacking the Russians, who are 
falling back to positions between 
Przemysl and Lemberg. The Rus­
sians are endeavoring to hold the line : 
formed roughly by the Lower San. 
Wisnia and Dneister rivers, where ; 
there are strong natural positions 
which are covered partly by the great 
marches of the Dneister. In Eastern 
Galicia the Russians claim successes. 
These, however, are denied by the 
Austrians. There has been no change 
in the Austro-Italian frontier, where 
the Italians in minor engagements 
captured a number of positions but 
have not as yet come into contact with 
the main Austrian forces.

CARRANZA WILLING.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Unofficial advices which have been 
received here from Vera Uruz, saying 
that Carranza would re-ily favorably 
to President Wilson’s statement cal!» 
ing upon the heads of warring fac­
tions in Mexico to restore peace of 
Southern Republic, gave renewed 
hope to the Administration Officials 
to-day of the ultimate solution of the 
problem.

AIRSHIP RAID.

PLAN NOT SUCCESSFUL.
LONDON, To-day.

A Times despatch from Petrograd 
says the plan of General Von Hinden- 
burg of crushing the Russians and 
compelling them to withdraw to the 
old borders is still far from accom­
plished. Of ten Austro-German arm­
ies, formerly arrayed on the huge 
front from Pilica to Roumania, one 
army believed to be that of General 
Dankl from Nida had to be moved and 
sent to the Italian border, compelling 
the Teutons to remain on the strict 
defensive in Nida Valley. On the East­
ern flank of Hindenburg’s force, the 
armies of Generals Linsingen and 
Planzer sustained hard punishment 
at the hands of Russians, and instead 
of turning the Russian flank or in­
vading Poldolda âs fondly hoped, re­
main desperately battling on the 
Pruth and beyond the Etrij. Of five 
armies that were driven straight at 
the heart of the Russian position one 
group of two armies under MacKen- 
zen got across the San. Another 
group composed of three armies 
struck. south of Przewysl, but was 
unable to get» beyond the line stretch­
ing toward the Dneister marshes. The 
strength and valor of the Russian re­
sistance compelled the Teutons to de­
vote all their energies to the humbler 
task of capturing Przemysl.

AERIAL ATTACK UNSUCCESSFUL.
LONDON, To-dày.

Despatches from Amsterdam says 
telegrams from Berlin state the 
aerial attack made by French avia­
tors on the headquarters of the Ger­
man Crown Prince resulted in several 
men being killed by bombs, but other­
wise was unsuccessful.

LONDON, To-day.
Hostile ariships dropped bombs on 

the East and South East coast of 
England last night. Light damage 
was done and the casualties were ap­
parently very few. The bombs were 
thrown down at a number of different 
places' which have not as yet been 
enumerated.

AlthiPgh the summit is in 
the possession of the Italians, the Aus- 
triaps are still holding strong posi­
tions, and Lieut. General Count Ca- 
dorna, Chief of the Italian General 
Staff, is pouring fresh ftroops and ar­
tillery into the battle. Artillery duels 
are raging in the Alps on the Friuli 
frontier, in spite of thick fog, which 
makes accurate shooting very difficult. 
One of the extraordinary features of 
the war has proved the superiority of 
the Italian" guns over the Austrian ar-i 
tiliery. The Austrian forts of Luserna 
and Spitzverle have both been silenced.

“Last Sunday the Germans made a 
very large attack about oije-half mile 
on our right flank. They used that 
awful gas. The whole front attacked 
was a solid wall of green yellow 
vapor.

German attacks by gas, with the 
effects of bombardments of Ypres and 
night sniping of British soldiers are 
described in an. interesting letter sent 
to Mr. George J. Crowdy, of 482 
Roslyn avenue, from his son, Captain 
Hutton Crowdy, who Is now at the 
front with the 13th Highlanders. 
Capt. Crowdy, after spending some 
time in England, was sent to the 
front with his regiment and has been 
appointed second in command of Cap­
tain Clark Kennedy's company, get­
ting through a lot of severe fighting 
around Ypres without harm.

Writing from “France," Captain 
Crowdy says:—At present we are in 
billets about six miles from the firing 
tine. We expect to be here about a 
week and then go back into the 
trenches at Armentieres, which is 
about in front of here. Everyone of 
us is glad to get away from Yp.es. 
We were at,the latter place for about 
a week in the support trenches, and 
we lost about 18 men during that 
time.

“It is wonderful how used one gets 
to shelling. I prefer high explosives 
to sharpnel. I saw one shell hole at 
Ypres city big enough to hide our 
house in. It is hard to imagine a 
shell big enough to do that.

“Ives and I and six men had a nar­
row escape at St. Jean from a “coal 
box” (6 inch shell). It landed about 
five yards from use when we were out 
on a tour collecting equipment for the 
men. It is all chance, and it is no 
good dodging.

“I have the luck tor have the job of 
second in command to Clark-Kennedy 
(at one time erroneously reported 
killed). I hope I keep it, he is a fine 
man to work under. The four pla­
toon commanders are Clarence Me 
Cuiag, Allan Worthington, Dug Ives 
and McTier (son of Mr. A. D. McTier). 
We all kept on pretty well together, 
and are kept pretty busy.

“I have received several letters al­
ready, also cigarettes from the New­
foundland Society.

Graphic Story of the Fight
In Which Jack Hollands Was Killed and Phil 

Jensen Wounded.
2nd Southern General Hospital,

New Southmead Infirmary, 
Bristol, May 1st, 1915. 

Dear Frank and Arthur,—Well, 
leys, doubtless ere this, you have 
heard of the awful losses of the Can­
adians, but I doubt whether the real 
facts will be given out to the public 
for months. Last time I wrote, I was 
vith the transport, on ammunition 
waggon, but my officer got me bad: 
in A company, and dear old Jack Hol­
lands and I marched side by side, yes 
and nearly died together.

I will tell you, I have been through 
. a battle that Neuve Chapelle was not 

up to, one of the greatest of modern 
wars. Dear old Jack Hollands was 
killed like a hero, on the morning of 
the 23rd. Strange, a few nights before 
we went into the last battle, we were 
sleeping side by side; he said: 
“Phil, here is my uncle’s London ad­
dress, take it for I have a feeling 1 
am not coming out of the trenches 
this time.” I told him not to talk 
such nonsense, but he told me to wire 
his uncle so as he could xAre his fa­
ther, the Rev. C. W. Hollands, of Car- 
bonear. I have done this. Now I 
know you are just waiting to hear 
about myself. Well, I had a very 
narrow shave, struck by a “Jack 
Johnson ; " I have six shrapnel wounds 
in my back, but I am fine, not hurt 
il any vital spot.

We went into the trenches on the 
21st, just above Y pres in Belgium, 
and on our left were the French and 
Zouaves. The first day it was fine, 
but although we did not know it, a 
great attack was being prepared by 
the Germans, and on the 22nd, they 
itarted shelling us, hundreds of great 
lie!Is pitching around in the trench­
es, with poisonous fumes. Well the 
bench on the evening of tile 22nd, 
fed from their trenches, leaving our 
company, the 5th Highlanders, 300 
men, in almost a death trap. To il­
lustrate this I will draw you the 
shape of the attack, and the position 
of the trnches.

Now when the French ran, the 
Huns came on in thousands, and 
took their trenches, but they never 
took ours. Now we were between 
two fires, in this way: Our front 
was high sandbags, but rear of cur 
trenches were low, so they began 
shooting us in the back. Now we 
could have retired by our back 
trenches, but, no, Sir. Two hundred 
men of us held the line. Oh, boys, 
it was grand. Our reserves couldn't 
come up for .some time, owing to 
such an awful fire. Our officers then 
Put forty of us, and we held them, 
where I mark in the drawing. The?i 
our losses began. It was awful, but 
toys our fellows died game, and it 
was grand to see them. Dear old Jack 
and I stood together doing our share,
I can tell you ; then my officer came 
for me and put- me further up the 
trench, and after a while, some of 
ns were ordered out on sentinel post

right where the great shells were 
pitching.

I dug myself in to my shoulders, 
and after an hour we had orders to 
come in. Then in this inferno, we 
would hear them coming, and we 
would give it to them, and back they 
would go again, but they little knew 
we were so very few.

There seemed to have been some 
mistake, as we had hardly any artil- 

| lery supporting us, and the Germans 
1 just had it their own way. Just im- 
| agine, great shells, tearing up the 
I ground, killing men; besides this 
j there were so many more buried, with 
I only the boots, or some part of them 
1 sticking out of the ground, the 
stench was unbearable. «

About nine oclock, orders came to 
retire again, and we went back a 
half mile and came right back again.* 
Just before daylight, again orders 
came to retire, and we went back 

I open to their fire all the time, and 
I when a mile back, met the “Buffs,” 

(one of the British crack regiments) 
coming to our support. We turned 

j and went back to our trenches 
again. That morning we lost an 
awful lot of men, and in front trench 
there were about 150 dead, half ours, 
half Buffs. Then the Germans com­
menced shelling us, and sniping on 
our back where Jack and I were, and 
in less than ten minutes, we lost sev­
en men.

Then we had to get in dugouts. I 
was in one when Jack came in 'and 
immediately orders came to retire. 
Now Hollands outside with a lot more 
went, but there were so many wound­
ed to get over, that I was told to stay, 
and started work on tlje wounded.

Now Jack and others went back 
from our line toward the main force, 
and it was when there that a shell 
struck him, killing him instantly. 
(Thank God he died quickly). So I 
lost my best chum.

Now we were in the death trap 
still, and an English officer was kill­
ed near me. Another was wounded, 
and I volunteered to cross the zone 
of bullets and machine gun fire, to 
get some morphine, to prevent his 
awful suffering. I felt no fear at all, 
and later I had to go again to fetch 
wounded. Earlier in the day I help­
ed Jack to bring in a fellow wounded. 
I used to be always uneasy about him, 
and he was same with me. Alwaÿs 
telling each other to keep down, and, 
boys, I can’t tell you how noble that 
dear old chap was. Well, just as 
dark, I heard he was killed, and boys, 
I can’t tell you how I felt. My offi­
cer was by me, and I said: “I have 
lost my best chum.”

Just as we had wounded ready we 
heard the hand grenades exploding, 
and the Germans came on in thous­
ands. We had to retire, and leave 
wounded, packs, and everything ex­
cepting rifle and ammunition, (I had 
a dandy English rifle, firing ten 
rounds without loading). Now we

were open to machine gun fire, and 
they have lights, which make it just 
like day.

Then my officer was told to form 
rear guard, so about twenty-five of 
us held them, while the rest retreat­
ed. We would fire five rounds, re­
load, retire, forty yards, down and 
give it to.them again. I saw fellows 
die that night in the same position as 
when alive.

Well, then all the regiment started 
to dig itself in, with more British and 
Canadians supporting us. I went with 
a party to bring in wounded, and to 
carry water, and next morning we 
had dug ourselves In, after having 
been fighting four days, with no food 
and no water till then.

As soon as daylight they started 
shelling us, and then it was we suf­
fered most, as we had no artillery to 
support us. Oh, it was awful, men 
dying poisoned ; aeroplanes humming 
overhead, giving, the range, and they 
just pitched these big “Jack John­
sons” in our trenches. When we 
would hear them coming, we would 
all lie down and jump up again, as 
soon as they would pass.

At last came one it seemed right 
on top of me; it blew a hole in my 
greatcoat nearly as big as a plate; it 
paralyzed me first, and my wounds 
looked so bad that several fellows left 
“he part of the trench where I was. I 
"eit I was dying, and I remember 
thinking of Jack and saying to my 
officer, “I am done, Sir; write and 
tell my mother I died alright.” I re­
member seeing tears in his eyes. 
Then there came another shell and 
burled me right in. I stayed there 
till I heard the order to retire, so I 
determined I would’nt be taken pris­
oner if I could possibly help it. Our 
regiment retired nearly two miles 
with German guns playing on them.

I would run, get tired, fall down 
crawl, get jip and go it again. At last 
two fellows got me to a dressing sta 
tion, after nearly four hours after 1 
was wounded. I was at last put on a 
stretcher and taken in an ambulance 
and sent by train to Boulogne, theixcf 
here. Out of l,li)0 men. they say only 
forty was left. English praise us up 
as they say our regiment bore the 
brunt. f

Hope my wounds will soon heal, i 
will keep you informed of my con­
dition.
