LONDON, April 1L 

Sir Robert S. Horne, Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, announced in the 
House of Commons to-day the resump­
tion of the issue-of treasury hills by 
tender on April twenty one, limited to 
fifty thousand pounds sterling for each 
tender.

Hon. M. P. fifths in answer stated 
that the Charter embodied the experi­
ences of men who had been at the 
Council. Board for years and théy had 
found it necessary to have all the sec­
tions embodied in the BilL In making 
bye-laws Influences mây be brought on 
certain or any number of Councillors, 
with the result that the necessary law 
may not bé passed, or it may be great­
ly modified.

I only 
know this about the subject, that much 
of the fish shipped abroad during the 
past- season has been poor, and I have 
in mind one case in which a claim has 
been made- by the buyer in Brazil that 
a cargo of fish shipped from the Col­
ony last autumn was 30 per cent. bad.

EXPORT REGULATIONS.
In the Legislative Council recently, 

the same member who said that the 
quality of fish has been improved, de­
clared that the Export Regulations 
had. been successful as to: % thereof, 
and when asked in what respect they 
had not been successful replied “only 

1 in the realization,” Now as the whole 
object of- the Regulations was to real­
ize better prices, the admission/that 
realization has not taken place is an 
admission that the Regulations 9re ot 
little or no good to the country. When.
I turn to the Regulations, I find that 
they aim to secure outright sales in 
this -country before shipping, and to 
do away with the practice qf consign­
ing to foreign markets for sale there. 
Some outright sales' have been made, 
but the- majority of our cargoes has 
been shipped on consignment, and, 
therefore, the Regulations have not 
been successful in this respect. The 
second aim of the Regulations was to 
fix selling, prices here-, but I ' have 
heard of no cases in which the fixed 
prices have been obtained. I have 
heard, on the other hand, of many 
cases in which sales have been made 
under the' fixed prices, in violation of 
the • Rules and Regulations, by the 
very makers thereof. A third aim of 1 
the Rules has bfeen to require that 90 ' 
per cent, of the price should .be paid ' 
in advance, and -10 per cent, left • 
against claims by, the buyer.

The Tragedy ofTHE POLITICAL SITTATION.
And now I wish, In conclusion, to 

speak briefly of certain political mat­
ters, in a larger cense of the word, by 
which I mean not personal or partisan 
affairs, or a party policy, but outstand­
ing matters that strike at constitu­
tional forms of government ; and first, 
as to the tendency towards the appear­
ance of groups in public life. The 
non-Partisan League of North Dakota-, 
for Instance, the United Farmers of 
Ontario for another, and the Grain 
Growers of the North Weet Provinces 
of Canada.

I 
do not hesitate to say that I do not. 
believe that any such policy animates 
the members of the Government. 1 
believe that the misgovernment is due 
ribt to policy, but rather to the ab­
sence of policy. But no matter what 
the intention may be, the drift is the 
same it the country becomes financial­
ly embarrassed. I have always been 
regarded as a strong advocate of Con­
federation. I have always avowed my 
belief in the principle. I have con­
tended always that it was a matter Of 
terms. But now I wish to say empha­
tically that aside altogether from Its 
merits or demerits, this is "not a suit­
able time to consider it. The Colony 
is not now in a position to deal with 
this matter independently. Not in 
forma pauperis, suing for charity, 
should we gd to Canada, if we go at 
all, but having swept and garnished 
our house, having shown our capacitty 
for Self-Government, I would resist 
under present conditions any attempt 
in that direction. /
