Mr. Morine in moving the 
second reading of this Bill, pointed 
out that it was for the purpose of giv­
ing Stipendiary Magistrates jurisdic­
tion as such over the whole Island and 
its dependencies. There had been 
difficulty in that Magistrates named 
in their commission for certain dis-' 
tricts or places had no jurisdiction 
elsewhere and the Department of Jus­
tice had on accasion to send men 
from other places outside their juris­
dictions. For instance some time ago 
the Magistrate had to be sent from 
Grand Falls to Bonavista Bay for a 
certain case and when the matter had 
come before the Courts later it was 
contented that he had no jurisdiction. 
The bill provides that any Magistrate 
though still residing in his own dis­
trict would have jurisdiction over the 
whole Island.

Sir P. T. McGrath thought that 
whilst this was a step in the right 
direction, we should also consider 
jhe fact that at the present time we 
Aave too many Magistrates in the Is­
land. In 1898 There were 18 Magis­
trates whose salaries came to the 
sum of $13,880, but at the present 
time we have 31 Magistrates who are 
paid the sum of $37,700. The popula­
tion of the country has since that 
time increased by about 25 per cent 
whilst the number of Magistrates has 
increased 70 per cent and their sal­
aries doubled. Now that the country 
has such improved means “of com­
munication and travel and that peo­
ple have, we might say, become some­
what morally improved, there should 
not be any need for such a large num­
ber of Magistrates. He wished it to 
be understood that this was not a 
criticism of any particular Govern­
ment and more especially the pres­
ent Government. Every new Govern­
ment for a long number of years has 
had to give Magistracies to political 
supporters and it is time now that 
some of these positions be done away 
with, and as some of the present 
Magistrates pass away, steps should

trend of recent legislation has been 
to increase the civil jurisdiction of 
tne Magistrate and thus the work of 
the Supreme Court has been consid­
erably lessened. Then again increasen 
means of communication and trans­
port has rather added to their work, 
than lessening it for a large number 
of people r.re continually moving 
around and the number of strangers 
is larger than ever before. In 1S9S 
when introducing the Budget he made 
an effet to cut down their numbers 
in Carbonear, Harbour Grace and 
Brigus, providing the late Alfred 
Penny as District Judge to do the 
work, and was immediately met with 
a storm of protest, so that to-day wo 
have one for each of these places 
as well as Bay de Verde, and there 
have been demands for one at Heart’s 
Content and other places so that it 
is hard to keep them to the number 
they are instead of decreasing. If the 
amount of the salaries paid to Magis­
trates has increased it is solely be­
cause of the increase :n the cost of 
living. As a whole this body is very 
poorly paid, and he would like to see 
their salaries increased fifty per cent, 
if possible. For a man in the posi­
tion of a Magistrate living on $1,100 
nr $1,200 a year is really trying to get 
along on starvation wages.

With regard to recent appointmen’ 
in the place of Mr. Squarey, one of 
the best Magistrates this Colony has 
ever had. at Channel, which is the en­
try port for a great deal of our traffic, 
the Government had appointed his son 
v.ho would have the benefit of his 
father's assistance In learning the 
duties. At Fogo the Magistrate has a 
large portion of the Gander .District 
to cover which entails much work. 
Stipendiary Magistrates at many 
places could no doubt do much of ’he 
work which is now being done by 
other Government officials such as the 
collection of customs duties and the 
like, and we could thus bring about 
a consolidation of offices which would 
greatly help to increase economy in 
the public service. With reference to 
VO-distribution, he thought it ex- j 
tremely likely that the matter would 
le grappled with at the next session, 
and improvements be made along the 
lines suggested by Sir Patrick Mc­
Grath.

ONE FIGHT MADE STANLEY KET­
CHEL.

Jim Corbett Cites Case To Show Ob­
scure Battier Can Beach Height 

Of Fame In Short Time.
(By JAMES J. CORBETT.)

One fight usually lifts a ringman 
from obscurity to fame, and there’s 
no better illustration of it than the 
story which concerns Stanley Ketchel.

Ketchel is a ring immortal. He 
perhaps will always be remembered 
as the greatest fighter of his weight 
that ever lived. He knew little about 
boxing—never had the desire to learn.

and continued to live unknown and 
unheralded.

But Norton, a San Francisco sports­
man, who happened to be in Marys­
ville at the time, liked Hart’s chances 
in that fight. He offered tempting 
odds, and the town of Marysville, al­
though It knew nothing about Ket­
chel, couldn’t resist playing the long 
shot So the natives backed Ketchel.

The melee was a spine tickler. With 
the bang of the first gong the men 
started to slug, and the air was full 
of whirling gloves. Hart caught Ket­
chel one to the chin and down went 
Stanley. But he was up in a second 
slugging like a wild man through thç 
rest of the round.

Slam-Bang Mix-Up.
They tore into each other in the 

second, ripping and smashing away 
I furiously. In the third, Ketchel nail- 
j ed Hart on the jaw and Hart went 
I down for "seven." " 
j And so the fight raged until the 
; seventh round. Both men were near 
I to collapse because of the fearful pun- 
I ishment. Ketchel swung—and mist- 
| ed. Hart, in floundering out of the 
\ way, happened to ram one to Ketchel’s 
jaw. And Stan hit the floor agaiS.

| Ketchel climbed to his knees and 
tried to get to an upright position. He 
saw Hart, one eye closed, npse smash­
ed, blood covered, staggering, wob­
bling 'before him. With the referee 
counting over him Ketchel looked at 
Hart and snarled:

“You dirty skunk! D’ya hear? I’m 
going to kill you.”

Fetchel, by a superhuman effort, got 
to his feet at “nine," and toppled to­
ward the broken, bleeding negro. Hart 
frightened by the wild look in Ketch- 
el’s eyes staggered to his corner—and 
refused to fight farther.

Gambler Is Furious.

The triumph itself wouldn’t have 
made Ketchel or giveq him the gol­
den chance. Opportunity came to 
him because Norton, having lost his 
bets, and being joshed by the Marys­
ville folks, became infuriated, and he 

I swore to get revenge. 
j So he went back to San Francisco, 
got Joe Thomas, then ranking as the 
middleweight champion of the world, 
took him to Marysville, matched him 
with Ketchel and bet on Thomas to 
win. He laid big odds against Ket­
chel—and Marysville covered every­
thing he put up.

In the first round Ketchel hit Thom­
as so hard that when Joe hit the floor 
some folks thought his back was 
broken. The customers insisted after 
ward that only one and one-half min­
utes of the first round had elapsed up 
to the moment that Thomas went 
down. Yet, when “seven" had been 
counted and Joe was still dead to 
the world the bell rang ending the 
round.

Norton, it may be explained, was 
timekeeper.

They battled twenty rounds and the 
fight was called a draw. But the show­
ing the unknown youngster made 
against a world champion that night 
made him nationally known, and Ket­
chel, given fights afterward against 
gre^t ones, quickly showed that he 
wa« one of the most wonderful • ring- 
men that ever lived. ^i

That the operation of the 
railway has been attended with 
a remarkably small number of 
fatalities in the past is a matter 
to be thankful for, but because 
we have been fortunate is no 
reason why we should trust to a 
continuation of the same good 
fortune in the future. There is 
no intention to cast any rejec­
tion upon those responsible for 
the running of the service. They 
arc carrying on under difficulties 
but if any of these difficulties 
can be removed or even lessen­
ed, and ;f any means can be de­
vised whereby the lives of pas­
sengers and train hands can be 
further safeguarded, the neces­
sity for holding an enquiry at 
once becomes imperative.

FaKtical Scraps in Brazil
—- .

7 VARIETY THE SPICK OF LIFE. 
Tbe Situation 01 Soa Paulo.

Friecde et Bras» will read with 
great regret a state of revolution ex­
ists in and about Sao Paulo. Expor­
ters to that country will also feel 
some anxiety ■■ such events tend to 
depress business and effect the rates 
of exchange. The City of Sao .Paulo 
with well over 65,000 inhabitants, is 
a line modern progressive city, situ­
ated over 2,000 feet above the sea 
level. The railwlay connecting the 
State of Sao Paulo with the lowlands, 
built by an English Company, is a 
splendid engineering feat- From the 
year 1827 to 1896 no less than 493,- 
535 Italians emigrated- to Sao Paulo 
State, whilst throughout the Republic 
of Brazil, it is estimated the number 
reached 1.1000,000. Since then the 
numbers have increased if anything. 
Many large industries are being run 
by Italians with Italian labor, and 
appear to be flourishing. Sao Paulo 
is the great coffee producing State of 
the Union, the crop being valued at 
about £18,000,000. The Port tor Sao 
Paulo is Santos, which until recent 
years w** considered one of the most 
unhealthy ports in South America. It 
was rareiy if ever spoken of as a 
“clean pen." However as the re­
sult of . xcellçnt work on the part of 
the health authorities. Santos is to­
day healthy, and a port of consider­
able importance. It may surprise 
some of your readers to learn that 
from January to June 1921, the value 
of fish and fish products entering 
Santos was placed at £ 72,440, com­
puted at the rate tif exchange at that j 
time. In years gone by, I understand j 
Newfoundland exported fairly large I 
quantities of codfish to Southern Bra- 
zil. Reverting to coffee—a very few | 
years ago, the coffee planters suffer- j 
cd a severe setback by a frost* which | 
swept over the plantations. Frost in 
the tropics is very inconceivable to 
those sweltering in the heat of the low 
lying parts of the country.

An idea of the size of Brazil can be 
gained when one thinks of its area 
which is 3.298,870 square miles, with 
a 3,700 mile coast line, whilst the 
River Amazon has a length of 4,000 
miles. It is very difficult to arrive at 
the exact population of Brazil which 
according to the 1920 census was 30,- 
635,605. The system of taking the 
census is somewhat faulty, at the 
same time one has to realize that the 
inhabitants are scattered over a huge 
tract of country, many living in the 
forests far away from any village. 
The populace are invited rather than 
compelled to register and many of 
them fail to do so, partly because they 
fear the object of taking the census 
is for the purpose of registering the 
numbers of military age, and mainly 
because a great number are illiterate 
and fail to grasp the meaning of the 
numerous notices calling upon them 
to give the nearest Municipal author­
ities the required information. Al­
though at the point there is no color 
distinction in Brazil, especially in the 
North where one often sees white 
troops officered by a colored gentle­
man ,and families having some black 
members and some white, many pre­
dict that in years to come, the color 
question is bound to arise. Brazil 
has other problems to face, such as 
a possible parting of North and South, 
as the North, being so far away from 
the seat of the Government situated 
in the South, (one may say the ex­
treme South) feels rightly or wrong­
ly that all the "plums” are possessed 
by the Southern States.

each under a State Governor with a 
house of Deputies, along the same 
lines as the Great Republic of the 
North. Friction between the State 
Governors and the Federal author- 
it es is often the cause of unrest. Al­
though there are many very able men 
governing the States, it cannot be de­
nied that at times some of them have 
defied the President and the Federal 
Government. One case in mind which 
demonstrated this, was an occasion 
when one of the Governors, although 
beaten at the polls, refused to resign 
his governorship. Whether he had 
cause to feel that the election was 
not qu te “straight” history does not 
say. However he refused to resign, 
consequently a few warships were 
sent from Rio, and promptly bombard­
ed the Governor’s Palace. A few peo­
ple were injured and it was found 
when the palace was more or less 
demolished, the Governor had taken 
refuge in one of the Consulates (the 
French I think) and escaped unin­
jured. It took time and money to re­
build the palace, and one imagines 
that less drastic measures would 
have met the case. Slavery was only 
abolished on 13th May, 1888, and the 
rema ns of the old slave markets can 
still be seen in parts of the North. 
Whilst in the South there are quite 
good educational facilities, the North 
enjoys no such advantages, and are 
consequently far behind in develop­
ment.

Peculiar Form Of Amusement.
So called revolutions are of fre­

quent occurrence, so life is not dull 
for those who enjoy that particular 
form of amusement. Although there 
are revolts against the Government, 
the term revolution really does not 
apply. A better way of describing 
the affairs is “political scraps” as 
they really are the work of political 
agitators. During the past Presiden­
tial elections, trouble occurred in Rio 
and was ascribed to some Northern 
politicians. The facts however were 
that the rising was engineered by an 
army officer of high rank, who aspired 
to the Presidential chair. It appears 
the plans were fairly well laid, and 
the execution failed, but not until 
the garrison of one of the forts were 
either killed or severely wounded. Two 
forts and the officers training school 
were to have taken part in the fray, 
and it was timed to take place at a 
date when it was known the avail­
able warships were either due to 
dock or were receiving boiler repairs, 
so could not move. At “zero" one 
fort opened fire on some of the public 
buildings, the other however for some 
reason remained silent leaving one 
fort only to be dealt with by the au­
thorities. Infantry were rushed to 
the spot, whilst bombing planes were 
employed. The bombing, however, 
did little or no damage, due, it Is said, 
to the officers employed having certain 
sympathies for the garrison of the 
fort. The officer commanding the 
fort, or commanding the garrison at 
the time, managed to escape early in 
the game, leaving the troops to carry 
on the work. This they did only too 
faithfully fighting against great odds.
The officer mentioned. I understand, 
was the son of the would be Presi­
dent, and was later arrested at his 
father’s house. It was unfortunate 
that the Cadets were drawn into the 
affair, as it finished their chosen car­
eer on which many of them were 
rather keen, and they would have 
made good officers. For a time a 
state of excitement prevailed in Rio 
and the Officers’ Club was closed, 
whilst many senior officers were put 
under arrest. Dr. Arthur da Silva 

who was President elect, 
had already done good work as a Gov­
ernor of one of the States, and us he ' ~_

appears to have been popular in both 
Sao Paulo and Minas Geraea, one is 
at a loss to understand the cause of 
tbe present trouble. If it is true that 
tbe rebels number some 20,000 and 
occupy strategic positions favorable 
to them, it is quite conceivable they 
may bold out some time, as Brazil's 
standing army is small, although it 
is probably better equipped. Even 
those in parts of Brazil itself know 
less than the outside world of a ris­
ing, and during such times the cen­
sorship is very strict indeed, and 
somewhat annoying to business peo­
ple, more especially to banks doing 
exchange work. An army officer is 
usually employed as Censor, and takes 
up his position in the cable offices. 
All code books, private and otherwise, 
must be produced together with a 
translation of the message. As some 
of the private code books are very 
complicated much time is lost in get­
ting messages through, and no soon­
er has the cade book left one's office 
than it may be wanted again. The in­
spection is undertaken very leisurely, 
and at times much unnecessary dis­
cussion takes place.

Caught Between Fifes,
One experience I had leaves a vivid 

impression on my mind, firstly be­
cause of the suddenness of the up­
roar, and secondly because in a mo­
ment I came almost in the direct line 
of fire, and much resented being in­
volved in a scrap so soon after our 
1914-18 experiences. It was during an 
election campaign and some mem­
bers of the band which escorted the 
successful candidate to the Governor’s 

j Palace, were returning by way of the 
main commercial street, when one of 

! the opposing forces made a remark 
, which was resented. Before one could 
l say “knife” the shooting occurred.
| The police, knowing nothing of the 
j cause .of the outbreak opened fire on 
all and sundry, and practically ran 
amuck when one of their number was 
fired at from on office window and 

j instantly killed. The trouble lasted 
for the best part of nine days during 
which time, as the Officer Command­
ing the Federal Troops would not 
guarantee the safety of commerce, 
business was done behind closed 
doors, and one had to more or less 
run the gauntlet in going to and from 
his place cf business. Eventually the 
General Commanding placed a 
squadron cf cavalry in the streets 
and all was once again quiet. I do 
not remember any of the offenders 
being brought to justice. About the 
same time fighting was going on up 
country and troops were sent from 
Rio to go ''into the interior, as it was 
stated a mob of 1,000 were marching 
towards the city, burning villages on 
the way. It was rather interesting to 
study the troops and their equipment. 
The medical service was very badly 
off for transport, the ambulance 
being anything but inviting, and one 
could well imagine the discomfort 
the wounded would undergo in being 
evacuated. There appeared to be an 
absence of supply trains and so forth. 
The country these troops were to face 
was very difficult indeed, lacking 
roads or railways, whilst in parts 
water was unprocurable. The rebels 
knew the country from A to Z, and 
could subsist where the troops could 
not. The result was that little or 
nothing was accomplished, but the 
show of force was sufficient to bring 
the rebels to their senses. One felt 
very sorry for the troops who were 
undoubtedly a fine body of men, poor­
ly kitted for a Tropical campaign, 
and their sufferings must have been 
almost unbearable.
The Experiences of a Free Lance.

An Englishman whom I knew very 
well had rather an unique experience 
with respect to South American revo­
lutions. It appears he had fought dur­
ing the South African war, after 
which he proceeded to Canada with 
the intention of making his fortune 
and returning in due course to the 
Old Country to settle down in com­
fort. He had nqt been there long be­
fore he and some of his pals who had 
also gone through the South African 
war (one of whom was a retired reg­
ular officer) noticed an advertisement 
in a paper which interested them j 
somewhat. Satisfying their curiosity 
they learnt that the advertisement 
which was rather guardedly worded- 
ed, called tor volunteers to take part 
in a rising designed to overthrow the 
Brazilian Government of the day and 
restore the Monarchy. After having 
made an appointment with a gentle­
man from Brazil who was then in 
New York, they were told a largo 
force was at their disposal on arrival
at I------- , which only needed leaders
to carry them to victory. Most of 
them being young and out for ad­
venture immediately came to terms.
It was accordingly arranged that 
they should equip themselves with 
saddles, firearms and a few other 
necessary articles and take passage
by the S.S.-------- (even at this late
date it is perhaps advisable to sup­
press names) for a northern Brazil­
ian port They were warned that it 
would be necessary for them to board 
the steamer in small parties and 
make as little show as possible. They
