HEAVY FAILURE IN BRAMPTON.—Con-
siderable interest wasexcitéd in Toronto
on Thursday, by the news that Mr. Wm.

The feeling of the credi-
tors generally, was that, under the cir-
cumstances, Mr. Hughes would have act-
ed much more wisely had he chosen to
remain in Canada. i

- An agent of the Mercury who formerly
resided in Nassagaweys, Mr. C. Cueack,
having gone some time eince to try his
fortunes in the West, has sent us the fol-
lowing letter, for publication,

Mg, Epiron:=— When I took my de-
parture for Nebraska I promised to write
to you, and inaccordance with that prom-
ise I now address you. In the first place
our ride upon the cars was very plea-
sant, After we got about ten miles
west of Guelph the snow seemed to dis-
appear gradually until we came within &
few miles of Sarnia when it was lost en~
tirely, and we have not seen anything of
itsince. The further we went west the
more interesting was the scene until we
struck upon the extensive prairies of Il-
linois and Missouri, which made the
very heart leap for joy as we gazed upon
the beautiful and fertile plains. After
travelling three days and three nights we
were landed safe in the city of Omaka,
which is qute a business place, and
would have reflected credit on the State
had it not been for the muddy streets
and bad sidewalks. A person would
want to have the free exercise of his
limbs if he walk the streets of Omaha in
wet weather without being stuck fast. *
After we had arrived in the city and had
supper we made enquiry as the nature of
the country, and then retired to bed for
tho first time that week. The next morn-
ing we went to the Land Office, and on

The latter will let
any person desirous of taking a home-
stead have a grant of 80 acres, by paying
$26 down, building a house within six
months from the time of filing the claim,
and living upon it for six years, after
which time he will be furnished with &
clear deed. Any person wishing  for
more than 80 acres can have 160 acres
by paying $25 when the land comes in-
to market, which may ‘be in one year
orin five. The above named lands are
free from taxes until their deeds are furni.
shed. The only drawback in this
country is the want of timber, but there
have_been a great many young trees
planted, and I have been informed that
trees have li«wn to gain eight feetin
height in onw season. Yet we can pur~
chase wood here for $4 per cord. My
brother and I have purchased 160 acres
each, have got our houses built and are
going into farming ; itis the best thing
any person can do who has capital enough
to do it.

There was
great excitement when the news reached
Arthur Village, and on the arrival of the
electioneering party about 8 o'clock, fol-
lowed by Mr D. Saunders, Reeve of Lu-
ther,and oneortwo others who had strong-
ly opposed the by law, the people became
wild with excitement, and cheer after
cheer greeted the victorious party, ac-
companied with the ringing of bells, &e.
When the Luther Reeve passed through
the crowd he got as hearty a groaning as
it was possible for the assemblage to give
him. The village was illuminated with
o bonfire, cannons were fired, the excite-
ment being kept up till after midnight.

During the excitement there was one *
reprehensible act committed,owing to the
ill-feeling caused by the opposition of the
people of Fergus, and the News Record
in particular, to what we call our Rail~
way. Scme party during the excitement
dragged a plotograph car belonging to
Mr. R. Stewart, Fergus, out on the com-
mons and filled it with old boxes vnd bar-
rels and set fire to it. I hear that there
is a subscription list going round to make
up the loss to Mr. Stewart, whic} is com-
mendable,
