Presidont, the Rev. W. Williams, occu­
pied the ohair, according to discipline, 
and at ten o’clock proceeded to open the 
Conference by announcing the hymn. 
“ And are we yet alive?” The Secretary 
read the Scriptures and two senior 
brethern engaged in solemn prayer. 
The forenoon was spent in receiving 
credentials. About one hundred and 
twenty ministers and lay representatives 
duly accredited were present.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, May 20.

Dr. Orton moved the concurrence of 
the House in the report of tho Select 
Committee on Agricultural Interests.- 
He advocated protection to agriculturists 
and millers. He was proceeding, amid 
expressions of impatience from all parts 
of the Heuse, to debate on the subject- 
matter of the report, when

Mr. Mackenzie called attention to the 
fact that the report was out of order, as 
it contained the opinion of a former 
Committee.

The Speaker ruled that the objection 
was good, and the report was therefore 
withdrawn.

Mr. White moved for documents re­
lating to a survey of a certain portion of 
the Ottawa ltivcr. He charged the Go­
vernment with political motives in con­
nexion with this matter.

Mr. Mackenzie indignantly repudiated 
the suggestion.

The motion was agreed to.
The Bill relating to Bills of Exchange 

was amended^-in Committee, read a third 
time, and passed.

On motion to read a third time the 
Permanent Building Societies Bill,

Mr. Oliver moved an amendment in 
the interest of the smaller class of Build­
ing Societies. He urged that tho Bill, if 
it passed in its present form,would prove 
highly injurious.

On a division the amendment was 
carried by Yeas 105, Nays 32.

Mr. McDougall (Renfrew) moved tho 
second reading of the Bill to provide for 
compulsory voting. He made a few re­
marks in support of the motion.

The order was discharged, Mr. Mc­
Dougall intimating that he would bring 
up the Bill early next session.

The Election Bill was reconsidered in 
Committee, and one or two amendments 
were agreed to. Among others, it was 
provided that the Bill should come into 
operation on the 1st July.

The Bill was then read a third time 
and passed.

The Inspection Bill was read a third 
time and passed.

Mr. Mackenzie moved the third reading 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway Bill.

Mr. Kirkpatrick moved an amend­
ment to the 13th clause, providing that 
no part of branch line should be con­
tracted for except with the approval of 
Parliament. -

Mr. Mackenzie explained why it was 
that while the contracts for the main 
line will be all submitted to Parliament, 
it would he necessary that liberty should 
be left to the Government to let the 
small branch lines without waiting for 
the meeting of the Heuse. ... *

The amendment was lost on a division.
Mr. Bunster moved an amendment to 

the 17th clause, to the effect that the 
road should be commenced on the main­
land of British Columbia within a year, 
and not less than one-tenth of the total 
cost be expended annually.

The amendment was lost by Yeas 6, 
Nays 77. . . < .

The Bill was read a third time and 
passed nem. con.

Government Coercion in Voting.— 
Some of the Government papers are 
making a great deal of noise over 
the publication of a letter from the 
Minister of Militia, instructing a 
postmaster in Nova Sootia to go and 
vote for the Ministerial candidate, 
and they seek to throw the respon­
sibility of this ill-judged and im­
proper act on the Reform party. 
Beqfuse the Conservatives practised 
this sort of work, and their organs 
openly defended or winked at it, is 
no reason why Reformers should go 
and do likewise. We are opposed to 
coercion in any case and in every 
form, and hold that no Minister 
should in the slightest degree use 
his influence or power as such to 
secure votes or support. Reformers 
are, however, no more responsible 
for Mr. Smith’s letter than are the 
Conservatives for the many and vile 
attacks made by their organs, notably 
the Jfai7, which delights in making 
false charges, and glories in the 
boast that its business is to “ stab 
some political opponent under the 
fifth rib every morning.” We have 
not yet seen a Reform paper which 
justifies Mr. Smith’s act.

Tub Agricultural Interests.—Dr. 
Orton seems determined to make 
himself ridiculous. In the House on 
Wednesday he brought up the report 
of the Committee on [Agricultural 
Interests, and in moving concurrence 
in the same, began to preach protec­
tion at a great rate.

The Board of Health in Montreal has 
given instruction for the preparation of 
a By-law, which shall regulate tho in­
spection of milk as well as meat—two 
very desirable prov sions.

Joseph William Spencer, B. A., of 
Hamilton, has been appointed to a po­
sition on the staff of tho Geological Sur- 
vey of Canada. He left on Wednesday 
evening to join the party about to ex­
plore a region west of Manitoba.

Dr. Wiggins, the late Principal of the 
Brantford BVnd Asylum is in Montreal, 
and proposes to establish a large work­
shop to instruct the blind in trades, ho-; - 
jr z to obtain 9100,000 by subscription, 
towards the erection of the building.

The Province of Quebec will not be re­
presented in the next Dominion Wimble­
don team, as the Dominion Rifle Asso­
ciation has made new rules, to which tho 
marksmen decline to submit on the 
ground that it might result in the se­
lection of inferior representatives.

At the annual meeting of the Montre­
al General Hospital, a table was sub­
mitted showing the very lr*ge propor­
tion of deaths of unvacoicated persons 
among smell-pox patients. Of the to­
tal deaths during the year, 160:30 were 
due to this cause.

Arrangements have been made for 
holding at Montreal next October a con­
ference of the Canadian branch of the 
Evangelical Alliance, to which the lead­
ing clergyman and laymen of tho various 
provinces c f Great Britain and the Unit­
ed States have been invited.

The sittings of Courts of Revision for 
the Town and Township of Niagara have 
been postponed, in obedience to the law 
which makes illegal any sittings of such 
Courts before the 25th of May.

Present appearances give every pro­
mise of an abundant crop of poaches in 
the great peach orchard of Ontario, run­
ning east from Hamilton to Niagara. 
The trees are loaded with buds, nearly 
all of which are healthy and nugur fruit 
ful growth.

A telegram on the part of the Board 
of Trade and Corn Exchange Harbour 
Commission and Shipping interest has 
been sent to the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, protesting against tho imposi­
tion of the tax on vessels passing Quebec 
for Montreal, and an answer was re­
ceived that the proposition has been 
abandoned.

Harper’s Monthly. — Messrs. W. E, 
Tunis & Co., Clifton, havo sent us the 
June number of this valuable monthly. 
It contains several features of great 
merit, and no doubt will be read with 
much interest and pleasure by all who 
are so fortunate as to receive it.

Implements for Mimico.—It will be 
recollected that during the regime of the 
late Ontario Government, the then Pre­
mier had an order sent to England for a 
full supply of agricultural implements 
for the Mode'. Farm at Mimico. The 
order was duly filled and in time the col­
lection arrived. But such a collection 1 
We’l, seven Scotchmen, six Irishmen, • 
twelve Yankees, eleven Englishmen, and 
fou- each of other nationalities, all 
scientific and practical agriculturists, 
have already met four times over the 
heap without arriving at any satisfactory 
conclus'on as to the use for which about 
nine out of every ten of the articles are 
designed ; and the Premier declared “ he 
knew nothing about it.”

The First Trip to Lake Superior.— 
The Steamer Manitoba arrived at Kincar­
dine oueWodnesday morning on her re­
turn trip from Lake Superior. In going 
through the canal at the Sault the men 
had to hitch ropes to the crib work and 
pull it asunder to effect a passage. She 
ran through the ice in 48 hours, reaching 
Prince Arthur’s Landing on^the night of 
the 15th. Some of the inhabitants had 
got to their last loaf. There were great 
demonstrations of joy at the arrival of 
the first boat of the season. Mining pro­
spects are reported excellent.. The 
Manitoba left Thunder Bay on the night 
of the lfitb. She triçjl to to go up Ne- 
pigon, but was prevented by thick ice 
stretching 30 miles from the mouth of 
the river. She called at Pic and Michi- 
picoton Rivers. On the 18th passed 
through 85 miles ice. This is the sixth 
year Captain Symeshas made the first 
trip to Lake Superior.

A Leather Medal.—The Ottawa oor-

is understood that important changes 
are to be made in the personal of 
the Ministry at an early day. Hon. 
Mr. Dorion is said to be about to re 
tire, to take the Chief Justiceship of 
Quebec, and to be succeeded as 
Minister of Justice b> Hon. Edward 
Blake. It is also stated that Hon. 
Messrs. Coffin and Ross are about to 
retire to be replaced by Messrs 
Jones and Killam. The hrst ot these 
changes is to take place before the 
1st proximo.

Report on Manufacturing Interests.
The Parliamentary Committee, 

which for some time has been en- 
gaged in considering the Manufac­
turing Interests of the Dominion, 
have submitted their report to the 
House. A minority report was also 
presented at the same time, setting 
forth the views of the four members 
who could not agree to the majority 
report, which was supported by 
twelve members. Replies to the 
circular issued were received from 
260 persons engaged in manufactur­
ing, and nineteen persons were ex­
amined orally by the Committee.

The report of the Majority sets 
out by referring to the complaint, 
which has become pretty general^ 
that Canadian manufacturers are 
subjected to unequal competition 
with the Americans, owing to the 
different fiscal system of the two 
countries, and that m consequence 
the latter in times of depression in 
their own country, or when there is a 
surplus production of goods, send 
these over to Canada, undersell our 
manufacturers — the prices often 
being less than cost of production. 
The Committee hold that this has 

-been a serious injury to Canadian 
industry, and in this respect advise a 
measure of self protection. The 
Minority report admits the fact of 
the Americans underselling in our 
market, but holds that this is excep­
tional owing to our production last 
year, to the financial crisis in the 
fall, and to the fact that previously 
the same cause for complaint had 
not existed. The Majority report 
states that the almost uniform testi- 

.mony before the Committee was to 
the effect that an increased protec­
tion to,manufacturers will not neces­
sarily increase the cost of the manu­
factured article to the consumer ; 
and in the opinion of the Commit­
tee the witnesses have made out a 
very strong case in support of this 
view. It appears to be well es­
tablished that the cost of manufac­
turing decreases as the quantity of 
goods manufactured increases. Both 
reports recommend that as a succes- 
ful attempt has been made by our 
Canadian manufacturers to export 
them for sale in foreign markets, a 
drawback should be granted on all 
materials used for export.

In regard to the manufacture of 
cloth and haberdashery,the Majority 
report calls attention to the fact that 
under the existing tariff, the same 
amount of duty is paid upon what, to 
them, is raw material, as is paid on 
the manufactured article. On this 
subject the Minority in their report 
state that the cheap class of cloth 
referred to is largely used by 
persons of limited means, and that 
they do not regard it as the 
function of the State either to enact 
sumptuary laws or legislation tend­
ing to interfere with the rights ofthe 
people to exercise their own intelli­
gence in the choice of their wearing 
apparel. Attention is then called to 
the beneficial results which would 
follow the development of our iron 
mines, and to the complaints of wol- 
len manufacturers that they suffer in 
tjieir business by the importation 
from Europe ot low piiced wools. 
The Committee are unanimous in 
their recommendation that eome- 
tning should be done m the interest 
of the book publishing in Canada in 
regard to the publication of reprints, 
this privilege being granted to United 
States publishers, and denied to pub­
lishers in Canada.

The Majority report concludes 
with the following :—

“ Your committee believe that perma­
nency is an important element in any 
tariff,and that it should be so adjusted as 
to afford adequate protection to existing 
industries and invite attention of capital-» 
ists to branches of industry which as yet 
have not been successful in this country 
and which are yet untried.”

The Minority report winds up tyith 
the following, which may be regard­
ed as an annunciation of the free 
trade principles :—

“Your Committee are unable, in the 
evidence at present submitted, to discover 
any efficient reasons for the imposition 
of duties higher than those which, being 
required for the purposes of revenue, 
consti.ute an incidental protection to 
the manufactures of Canada.”

Reynolds, pastor of the church, then 
stated to the congregation the contents 
of the jar to be deposited in the stone, 
and on behalf of the Building Committee

Presented to John Macdonald, Esq., of 
'oronto, a very beautiful silver trowel 

and mallet, with which that gentleman, 
after a brief and appropriate address, 
proceeded to lay the corner stone in a 
workmanlike manner. The company 
then repaired to the Town Hall to par­
take of a sumptuous tea, prepared by the 
ladies, after which addresses were de­
livered by the above named gentlemen, 
and also by Mr. Robinson and by 
he Rev. Mr. McLennan, Presbyterian 
minister of the place. The proceeds of 
the collection and the tea amounted to 
3135. The foundation, as laid, is 33 x 
54 feet, but a general feeling prevailed 
that it should be enlarged by the addi­
tion of 20 feet to the length, and this 
will probably be done, making the church 
38 x 74. It is to be built of red bricks 
with white facings, and will cost, when 
enlarged, about 84,000. It is expected 
to be finished in September next, and as 
it occupies, a commanding site it will be 
an ornament to the beautiful and rising 
village in which it is situated.

The public debt of England is said to 
be in a very satisfactory state. For the 
first tjme since the French war it stands 
at less than£780,000,000 ; and more than 
£51,000,000 of this sum represents the 
value of a series of temporary annuities, 
which will expire chiefly in 1885. The 
permanent debt of the country, then, 
amounts to about £728,000,000.

A check for 860,000 was recently hand­
ed the inventor of metallic tips for 
children’s shoes, in payment for hie 
share in a re-issue of the patent which 
he had originally sold for 8100. And 
now, with such encouragement as this, 
suggests the New York Commercial Ad­
vertiser, why can’t he win the everlasting 
gratitude of mothers by inventing some 
kind of brass knee-plate for little boys’ 
trowseis ?

- the peasants in May and June, when the 
ascent of the sap renders peeling easy. 
That of the lower part of the trunk ge­
nerally employed for roofing is obtained 
in pieces of about 5) by 3f feet, and is 
warmed and pressed to prevent its curl­
ing. That of the upper part of the 
trunk and of the branches is tied in 
bundles and rotted under water until 
September, when it is dried by aid of 
heat and separated into thin0, delicate 
strips, suitable for weaving into matting, 
and varying in weight according to the 
us? .to be made of it.

ture, £2 2s ; fees and stamps on inden­
ture, £3 5s 6d ; agents’ charges, £2 13s ; 
postage and parcels, 5s ; solicitors’ fees, 
£8 8s. Total £2415s 6d. In other words 
it cost $125 to transfer a piece of pro-

Serty worth $75. The English law evi-
