"He then reftd a 
number of the clauses qf tiie act and 
pointed out1 at some length the absurdity 
of them, and said if the house was going 
to exclude Chinese from the quartz mines 
he would move to exclude them from the 
canneries and from employment as do­
mestics. ,

Mr. Bole knew nothing about ' the 
quartz mines and would leave the ques­
tion to those better acquainted with it.

Honorable attorney-general said this 
was one of the several measures intro­
duced by the honorable gentleman having 
for its object the persecution of the. Chi­
nese. He was desirous of doing every­
thing in his power to encourage the devel­
opment of our mines* but he 
help regarding the bill as bad in principle, 
and he was not sure that it was nbt also 
bad in moral.

Mr. Robert 
Gillespie, chairman of the board of direc­
tors, said : I have much pleasure in again 
meeting you and in submitting thus early 
in the year—and you will observe that we ] 
meet earlier this year than we ever have 
before—our accounts from the Pacific side 
to the 31st of December last. And we 
trust that you will receive this repo 
this statement of accounts with the same 
satisfaction as your directors have in plac­
ing them before you, for they again indi­
cate success and progress. In contrasting 
these statements with the two previous 
half-years’, you will observe that they 
compare favorably with them in all re­
spects, and that the gross rod net profits 
exceed those of the periods I have ref erred 
to. This success is the more gratifying as 
it marks a general improvement in the 
trade of the places in which we transact 
our business ; an improvement that I hope 
may be still further marked, and that the 
prosperity of the past may again visit the 
Pacific coast. I think we may fairly an­
ticipate this, looking at the great efforts 
now making to develop the resources of 
the country generally, and more particu­
larly British Columbia. "The opening of 
the Canadian Pacific railway and the 
Esquimalt and Nanaimo railway have al­
ready given increased vitality to many im­
portant interests. The advancement and 
progress have naturally led your directors 
from time to time to see the necessity of 
meeting the additional banking require­
ments of British Columbia, ana we ns 
therefore, since our last meeting, estab­
lished a branch at Vancouver, 
branch, I am pleased to inform the 
shareholders, not only supports it­
self, but has 
thing 
think
may at the same time add, that the bank 
being especially identified with British 
Columbia, and I lay stress upon these 
words, the directors are prepared to fur­
ther extend to and occupy such other 
points as may seem to call for banking ac­
commodation; and it is not improbable 
that further new agencies may be appoint­
ed during the current season. The pros­
pects generally appear favorable, ana the 
opening up and development of the coun­
try (to which I had already referred) by 
the railways, the increased trade in coal, 
the improvement in lumber, and the 
seemingly promising prospects for quartz 
mining, all lead to the legitimate expecta­
tion that good results may be obtained 
from our business during the present year.
I will now ask you to follow me while I 
shortly refer to the figures in the balance 
sheet.

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THE END OF THE WORLD.

Sir W. Thomson, in a recent lecture be­
fore a brilliant, fashionable and scientific 
audience, set forth the latest scientific 
theories concerning the probable origin, 
total amount, and possible duration of 
the sun’s heat. After referring to the 
theory of Helmholtz that the sun was a 
vast globe gradually cooling 
cpoled shrinking, and that the 
—which was the effect of gravity upon its 
mass—kept up its temperature, Sir Wil­
liam Thomson said: The total of th& 
sun’s heat was equal to that which would 
be required to keep up 476,000 millions 
of millions of millions horse-power or 
about 78,000 horse-power for every square 
metre—a little more than a square yard— 
and yet the modem dynamical theory of 
heat shows that the sun’s mass would re­
quire only to fall in or contract thirty-five 
metres per annum, to keep up that tre­
mendous energy. At this rate the solar 
radius in 2,000 years’ time would be about 
one-hundredth per cent, less than at pre­
sent. A time would come when the tem­
perature would fall? and it was thus in­
conceivable that the aim would continue 
to emit heat sufficient to sustain existing 
life on the globe for more than ten mil­
lion year». Ap^ly the same principles re 
trospectively, they could not suppose that 
the sun had existed for more than twenty 
million years—no matter what might have 
been its origin- -whether it came into ex­
istence from the clash of worlds pre-exist­
ing, or of diffused nebulous matter. There 
was a great clinging by geologists and bi­
ologists to vastly longer periods, but the 
physicist, treating it as a dynamic ques­
tion with calculable elements, could come 
to no other conclusion materially differ­
ent from what he had stated.
