A number of years ago, when Disraeli 

was managing director to the British gov­
ernment. ti was proposed *» bey net all the 
Leaden watat companies, and to substitute 
publie ownership-and control for private. 
An elaborate scheme tor carrying this out 
was framed, and the desired change was 
strongly supported both, in and ent el par­
liament. All at enee, however, |t became 
known that a “bltoh” bad occurred, end 
soon the whale aobeme was dropped as lm- 
praotloabie. What had happened we# this:
