Trieste, Jan. 10.—A terrific storm has 
swept this city since 10 o'clock this morn­
ing. Sleet or snow has fallen incessantly.
The wind has blown a hurricane. Tiles and 
chimneys have been blown into the street, 
half the trees in the attests have been 
snapped off close to the pavement, and four 
tram cars have been tumbled from the 
tracks.

It has been impossible for vessels to enter 
the harbor. An Italian bark which tried 
to come in at noon was battered by the ice 
to a wreck in sight of the dock and foun­
dered with all on board.

Two attempts were made to send help to 
the crew, but the sailors put back before 
getting a dozen yards from land, 
impossible, they said, for small 
live in such a sea. An English bark went 
ashore an hour later just outside of the 
harbor, and four of the crew were drowned.

A Greek steamship has been endeavoring 
to get inside for the last two hours. She is 
flying signals of distress and is firing guns, 
but no assistance has been sent her.

Two small vessels are reported to have 
been wrecked off Poms St. Andrea.

A large wave broke over part of the * 
waterfront in the early evening and flooded 
the streets near by.

Two cabs with horses and drivers were 
caught in the current where the water was 
receding and were carried into the harbor 
and drowned.

Fifty persons have been injured by falling 
trees, tiles and chimneys.

The members of the Board of Trade at 
their special meeting in the rotunda yester­
day afternoon were unanimous that Canada 
must have a fast Atlantic service for mails, 
passengers and freight.

Praident Baird introduced the question 
by quoting from Mr. Van Home's speech at 
the Board of Trade banquet and by stating 
hia entire concurrence with the ideas of the 
great railway man.

Mr. Hugh Blain said that, in his opinion, 
some people had been showing off Canada’s 
weaknesses quite long enough. It was time 
we began to show decided features of na­
tional strength. If Canadians held a higher 
concept ion of their many advantages Canada 
would soon be held in higher estimation by 
her neighbors. Continuing the speaker said: 
“I have a feeling of humiliation and regret, 
when I come to consider the eonditiou of 
our Atlantic service. We have to go hun­
dreds of miles out of our way to get to 
Europe in the shortest possible time when 
we ought to have a service quicker, shorter, 
and in every way equal to the big New 
York lines. Canada is comparatively 
known on the Continent of Europe because 
there is no fast direct line connecting Can­
ada with that part of the world. Then, 
too, the number of emigrants from England 
to Canada would be largely increased. If 
Mr. Van Horne was right when lie said 
that Canada’s trade would be increased by 
ten per cent, by the establishment of such 
a service, the increase would be six and a 
half millions per year, or one-half of the 
whole amount required to establish and 
equip a first-class service. To-day the rail­
way service of Canada and the Pacific ser­
vice are the admiration of the continent, and 
with the establishment of inch an Atlantic 
service the whole system would be the ad­
miration of two continents.”

Then Mr. Blain, seconded by Mr. George 
H. Bertram, submitted the following mo­
tion :

Berlin, Jan. 16.—At a meeting of the 
Military Committee of the Reichstag to­
day Dr. Komieroeky declared that the 
Polish members of the Reichstag would 
abstain for the present from adopting any 
definite position in regard to the Army Bill.

Herr Beremberg said that his attitude 
would largely depend on the popular feel­
ing in regard to the measure.

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EMIGRATION TO CANADA.

Agents Are Working Vigorously Across 
the Atlantic'. .

London, Jan. 16.—Hon. Thomas Mayne 
Daly’s accession to the head of the Depart­
ment of the Interior is resulting in a vigor­
ous emigration policy being waged in Great 
Britain.

A feature of hia new policy is the grant­
ing of increased commission payments to 
thsoe steamship agents who encourage 
bookings to Winnipeg and the Canadian 
Northwest instead of to Australia.

Vigorous efforts are also being made to 
increase the emigration from Norway and 
Sweden to Canada. However, in these 
countries, owing to more or less opposition 
to the loss of inhabitants, the agents have 
to go about their work quietly.

The agents appointed in Great Britain 
are doing good work. These gentlemen are 
stationed as follows: Mr. Stewart at Inver­
ness, Mr. Fleming at Dundee, Scotland, 
and Mr. Woods, ex-M.L.A. of Manitoba, 
in the English Midland counties.

Taking all together an excellent year in 
the matter of emigration to Canada is pro­
mised.

M. Alt, correspondent of The Courriere 
di Napoli, and probably M. Brundes, cor­
respondent of The Berlin Tageblatt, will be 
expelled from the country to-day.

The Figaro says M. Camaha will replace 
M. Waddington as France Ambassador at 
London.

KILLED AT THE ELEVATOR

Fatal Accident to a Young 31 an In a Col- 
borne-street Warehouse.

A bookkeeper for the Toronto Ware­
house Co hi pan y named William Wells was 
instantly killed on the premises of the com­
pany yesterday noon by a falling elevator 
weight, which struck him on the head. 
Besides being bookkeeper for the company, 
Mr. Wells was general overseer of the 
building.

Some of 
the American bishops have undoubtedly ob­
jected to it because they prefer to corre­
spond directly with the Holy Father at 
Rome. Mgr. Satolii will confine himself to 
matters relating to the church.”

This rate would 
have been still lower but for the placing 
in our year’s taxes of a number of items 
which heretofore went to swell the deben­
ture debt of the city. The time has now 
come when this debenture debt cannot be 
increased with safety, unless for pressing 
ind extraordinary undertakings. The 
policy of the council should be to keep 
down the debenture debt, pay out of tho 
current taxes for everything necessary, and 
give the people the lowest rate compatible 
with an efficient administration of the city’s 
affairs.

To this end let me suggest that you

with alt unnecessary officials and carry on 
tbe affairs of the city in the same ecouomi- 
cal manner as a private individual would 
his own business. In every effort in this 
direction you will have my hearty co-opera­
tion.

His Worship’* Address.
Tbe Mayor's inaugural message was then 

read. He advocates the immediate aboli­
tion of the Waterworks Department, the 
reclamation of the marsh, the improvement 
of the water front, together with other 
lesser works.

Let me 
suggest that the council forthwith let the 
contract for doing the work recommended 
by City Engineer Keating, at a cost of 
$125,000, and place tile same in the taxes 
for this year. I would also suggest the ad­
visability of the city purchasing a first- 
class dredge, which ehonld be constantly 
made vse of in reclaiming the Ashbridge’s 
Bay land and filling in lagoons at tbe Is­
land.

Investigation 
showed that he, most likely having fallen 
asleep,had dropped his glowing cigar in the 
waste paper basket, and death by suffoca­
tion from the smoke had ensued. Mr. 
Allan had been in poor health for some 
time, suffering from sere throat 

Arthur Allan was one of the most popu­
lar young men in town. He bad only at­
tained hie majority a few months ago, when 
by the terms of Sir Hugh Allan’s will the 
Allan estate was divided. Arthur’! share 
brought in a revenue ef about $40,000 a 
year. The tragic death has created a great 
sensation in the city on account ef the 
prominence of the family.

The Chancery Divisional Court yesterday

In the case of Armstrong v. Toronto

On the repart 
were the names of three persons present at 
the time, and whom the company intend to 
call as witnesses at the trial An appeal 
was made to Chief Justice Galt, and he 
ordered the report to be produced, but the 
names of the witnesses suppressed.
