The gale of Saturday, 26th inst., was
the wildest that has been experienced
on this shore for many years.

K. Richards and the Elizabeth, had
been secured to the whart, The Eliza
beth is now beached broadside on,
about 100 yards from the wharf, while
the Richards has washed up hard
against the Cartis. The Elizabeth und
Richards are damaged to the extent of
about two hundred dollars each, while
the other two are comparatively unin-
jured.

It is supposed that after the wharf
gave way alongside the Elizabeth, she
collided with the Richards, but tbe
stern lines of the Elizabeth must have
held until she swung well around, a8
she went beyond and outside the other
schooners. ;

The four- schooners now here will
probably take the first opportu_nily té
sail for a safe haven for the winter, as
they have now very little protection.
