the output of cheese was not about as large 
as the English
The cheese business in the following seven 
years has nearly doubled, having increased 
from six and three-quarter million dollars to 
nearly thirteen and a half millions. Not­
withstanding this, last year’s prices were 
higher than the average of five wars. I 
think the market there can take jusr as much 
as we can send, if we keep up the quality.’*

In 1881 the U. States exported 816.000^
000 worth of cheese; in 1892 it had fallen to 
less than $8,000,000.

Prof. Robertson says that at a temperature 
of 65 to 70 deg., cheese is at its best in this 
country after being kept three to four 
months; that cheese can be made, extra 
salted, to keep two years; that well made 
cheese from. tine milk should keep six to 
eight months, after which, unless in cold 
storage, the flavor becomes strong.

The Dairy Commissioner states that owing 
to the depression of the U. States, New Yore 
butter has been competing with ours in 
Montreal, after 4c. a pound duty has been * 
paid on it. He says the oleomargarin busi­
ness steadily increases in England, Scotland 
and Ireland. He finds no fault with its 
wholesomeness, but does with its unfair com­
petition as a butter imitation. It sells for 
about 2c. a pound less than buttér, of which 
it is a perfect imitation in color, flavor, and 

It is a compound of fats obtained 
from tallow, lard, and cotton seed oil. In 
the best qualities 20 p.c. of butter is added.
The mixture fa run in buttermilk or sour 
skimmilk, churned with it, and then granu­
lated by means of a stream of cold water.

Referring to cotton seed oil for feeding, 
he says it plays an important part, but hels 
hopeful that our sunflower oil will displace 
it. An acre will displace 72 tons of the 
heads, which are now considerably used for 
ensilage. Four pounds of seed should be 
planted to the acre, as early as possible in 
the spring, the rows three feet apart and 
plants a foot apart in the row.

TOP SHIRTS AND The Salmon’s Migration.

A LONG JOURNEY CONDUCTED LEISURELY 
AND WITH PRECISION.

Every year as the summer season ap­
proaches, the salmon of the Atlantic ocean 
leave their fishing ground in the northern 
seas and enter the clear, cool rivers of the 
extreme eastern United States and the Ca­
nadian provinces. Impelled by a singular 
instinct, this noble fish day after day, week 
after week, works its way toward the head 
of the streams, up the swiftest rapids and 
through the quiet pools, leaping every ob­
struction. During the whole summer this 
great army pushes onward, dividing at the 
forks of a river and breaking up into still 
smaller bands when tributaries enter. Of 
the great multitude that left the ocean, 
every fish has reached the very spot, the 
very pool where it was born and lived the 
first eight months of its life—except the 
many that never pass the cruel nets, and 
those that jumped, at silken lines, or else 
dazzled by the gleam of torches, were pulled 
into canoes by men with spears. At length 
the object of their weary march is attained, 
and so the army disbands. The long jour­
ney has been conducted in a leisurely way, 
only a few miles each day, but with wonder­
ful persistence. Enemies in the water, 
fishermen with rods and reels, and poachers 
with spears thin their ranks; but those that 
reach their homes at the heads of the rivers 
are protected by a wise law, which prohibits 
their capture from the time when they begin 
to lay their eggs until the anchor ice, chok­
ing the streams, drives back to the sea the 
fish, now lean and hungry with long fasting 
for the salmon is a dainty feeder in its sum­
mer home, touching the most tempting and 
alluring flies only occasionally. Yet a tiny 
young salmon, called a “ parr,” having at­
tained the first six or eight inches of its 
length in fresh water, returns the following 
year, a year-old salmon or “ grilse,” of four 
pounds weight.

On Saturday, 9th inst., the commissioner 
of works and mines brought down the 37lh 
annual report of the hospital for thee insane 
for the year ended Sept. 30, 1894. _ The 
year began with 354 patients on the register; 
109 were admitted during the year; 71 were 
discharged and 21 died, leaving 371 on the 
register at the end of the year. The report 
contains the usual statistical information, 
and a valuable article on the duty of the 
state towards the insane. Mention is also 
made of the good work done by the training 
school for nurses, and acknowledgements 
are made of the pleasant entertainmi nte 
given by various parties.

The Provincial Secretary on Monday 
brought down the financial returns of re- 

and expenditure of Nova Scotia for 
the fiscal year ended September 30, 1894. 
The year closes with a surplus of $25,370. 
The revenue totalled $888,213, the principal 
items being Dominion of Canada subsidy, 
$432,813; mines department, $242,657; hos­
pital for the insane, $54,833.99; Windsor 
and Annapolis railway, $14,664; Western 
Counties railway $131,021; less refund of 
loan of 1883, credited to capital account, 
$50.000.

Chief expenditures were: Agriculture, 
$20,041.74; debenture interest, $122,072; 
education, $221,173; legislature expenses, 
$46.964; road and bridge 
steamboats, packets and ferries, $29,771; 
works department, including normal school, 
provincial buildings, government house, 
provincial museum $22,187; public charities, 
including hospital for insane, Victoria gen­
eral hospital, transient poor, $123,604. ^ Ths 
expenditure on capital account was $127,525, 
including bridges, $97,882.95 and $27,000 
for railway subsidy.

—•We hope that our temperance friends, in 
their anxiety to secure a national prohibitory 
law, will not altogether lose sight of what 
we already have. We have always felt as­
sorted that the Scott Act was as prohibitory 
as any law which it is in the power of the 
dominion parliament to enact, and that those 
counties where this act is in operation, and 
is being properly enforced, have very little 
to gain by a national prohibitory law. The 
machinery of the present law has been very 
thoroughly tested and about all the loop 
holes in it have been discovered and stopped 
up. Where there is anything like a fairly 
strong public sentiment behind it there is no 
difficulty whatever in suppressing the traffic 
with the law we now have. And without 
such a sentiment no law, however stringent, 
is effectual. If a prohibitory law were passed 
to morrow or next week, we question whether 
there would not be about as much liquor sold 
and drank as heretofore. At least this has 
been the experience of most of the states of 
the American Union which have tried prohi­
bai nry laws. That venerable prohibitionist, 

/ Gen. NeàLPow, in giving evidence before a 
committee of the Maine State Legislature the 
"ithM^day, acknowledged that the prohibitory 
law of that state was largely ineffectual in 
suppressing the traffic, and he asked for 
amendments prescribing excessively severe 
penalties against violators of the law. It is 
not by law alone that the temperance millen­
nium is to be brought about, but largely by 
education and the creation of a proper public 
sentiment among the people. There is, 
therefore, we think, very much missionary 
work to be done in this direction before a 
national prohibitory law could produce the 
highest and best results if passed.

Report or Maitland Cheese and Creamery 
Co. for 1894.

Commenced operations June 18th, and 
closed Nov. 8th, 1894. Made 15 tons jf 
cheese and 2 tons of butter. Cheese aver­
aged 10c. per lb. ; butter 22c. per lb. It 
took 9 84 lbs. of milk for 1 lb. of cheese, and 
20.144 lbs. of milk for 1 lb. of butter. The 
milk for the entire season averaged 4% but­
ter fat, and the price paid to patrons for 
milk, per cwt., for each mouth was as fol­
lows: June 70c, July 70c, Aug. 78.12c, Sep*. 
77.20c, Oct. 70 84c, Nov. 70.84c.

The largest amount of milk used any day 
during season was 4,425 lbs. This was in 
the flow of feed. The creamery opened with 
2,685 lbs. and closed with 800 lbs. The 
creamery paid in wages $"185 00 and 5% in­
terest on capital stock of $2,850.00 and $60.00 
to secretary. These expenses, with so very 
small amount of milk, made the price of milk 
lower by probably 10c. per cwt., which will 
be overcome next season as patrons are now 
in a position to furnish over double the 
amount of milk furnished the past season, 
and run the creamery at least 8 months.

The creamery took first prize of $30.00 on 
butter at Provincial Exhibition last fall. It 
was under the management of Robt. S. Bat- 
ton, of Clarence, ihe past season, and the 
directors regret very much that they have 
lost his services for the coming season, as he 
is already engaged by the South Farmington 
Creamery Co., which will begin operations 
in April.

In the first place the immediate enact­
ment of a prohibitory liquor law by the do­
minion parliament is out of the question, 
and any candidate who would pledge him­
self in favor of such a measure would surel 
be open to the charge of being ignorant 
the present condition of things as regards 
the powers of our legislatures. It is true 
that the Supreme Court of Canada, by a 
majority of three of its judges against two, 
has decided that the dominion parliament 
has power to enact a prohibitory law: but 
nothing is much more uncertain than a de­
cision of the Supreme Court of Canada. 
A good many of its verdicts on constitutional 
questions have of late been reversed when 
taken to the J udicial Committee of the Privy 
Council. This is particularly the case with 
at least two decisions which the Supreme 
Court of Canada gave on the famous Mani­
toba School question, both judgments being 
reversed when appealed to England. Among 
the two judges who differed from the ver­
dict of the Court was the Chief Justice, and 
it may yet be found that the opinion he en­
tertains will be upheld by the Privy Coun­
cil, and the power of enacting a prohibitory 
law be found to be vested in the provincial 
legislatures after all. At any rate until the 
appeal which the Ontario Government is 
now prosecuting is finally settled and de­
termined, it would be extremely unwise on 
the part of the dominion parliament to pass 
any further legislation in the direction of 
prohibition.

Secondly, we ought not to ask of a candi­
date what we are unwilling to do ourselves. 
How many men are there in this county who 
would vote for prohibition “irrespective of 
party?” If the attorney-general were the 
candidate of one party add Mr. Mills that of 
the other, and a straight prohibition candi­
date were running as a third man, how mauy 
votes would the latter get? There may be a 
good many men in the county who thiuk 
now they would support him, and who pro 
bably would sign pledges to do so; but 
when the pressure comes, when the mercury 
in the political thermometer gets up to fever 
heat, how would it be? I venture the pre­
diction that not ten w'ould do it. We have

Consecration of a Jewish Syna^gue.

A Jewish synagogue, the only one in the 
maritime provinces, was consecrated at Hali­
fax ou Tuesday last, by Rabbi Friedlander, 
of Montreal, assisted by Rabbi Schwartz, of 
Halifax. The proceedings were very inter­
esting. The congregation completely filled 
the sacred edifice, many being unable to ob­
tain admission. All the men in the congre­
gation, Jews and Gentiles, according to Jew­
ish custom kept on their hats throughout the 
service. Among the clergymen present were 
Rev. S. F. Huestis, Rev. F. H. Wright, 
Rev. Thos. Stewart, Rev. G. M. Clarke, 
Rev. Dr. Saunders and Rev. F. C. Jack. 
The service was chanted. The Rev. Rabbi 
Fredlander preached the sermon, and Rev. 
Prof. Currie delivered an appropriate ad­
dress. After the dedicatory services were 
over a Jewish wedding took place. The cere­
mony consisted of a chant in Hebrew by the 
rabbis. Then bride and groom each took a 
sip of wine, accompanied with a blessing. 
A marriage certificate in Hebrew was read 
The bridegroom placed a ring upon the 
bride’s finger, saying, “ Witness, with this 
ring I betroth thee unto me as it is the law 
in Israel.” Again the couple sipped from 
the wine goblet, and blessed. Finally a 
glass was broken on the floor at their feet 
with a rather loud crash. This was sym­
bolic, reminding of the destruction of Jeru­
salem, and in the second place that the 
riage tie just made could not be broken any 
more than could the thousand fragments of 
glass upon the floor be gathered and united 
in the same article.

Thirdly, no less authority than the great 
Edmund Burke has declared that it is un­
constitutional to send pledged men to parlia­
ment. There is that in the very nature of 
the position which a representative occupies 
which requires that he should be a free agent, 
left to pursue such a course on the various 
questions which come before parliament as 
his judgment points out as being the wisest 
and best for the country as a whole. Any 
other course would make of him a mere vot­
ing machine, the representative of the faction 
or party to which he was pledged, regardless 
of I he welfare or interests of the great body 
of the people. If the people have not con­
fidence enough in a man to trust him with­
out exacting of him a cast-iron pledge, if his 
record in parliament, should he have one, 
has not been such as to warrant a renewal of 
confidence, then he should not be elected. 
But it is unfair, unmanly, unconstitutional 
and un-British to exact a guarantee of a man’s 
honesty and sincerity by asking such a pledge 
as the prohibitionists of this county propose 
to demand from the candidates at the ap­
proaching dominion election; and I feel 
quite fully assured that no right-thinking 
man, with brains enough to properly repre­
sent an intelligent constituency like this, 
would give such a pledge.

Fourthly, it seems to me that the prohi­
bitionists are doing their cause harm by the 

they propose to take in this contest. 
Even if a candidate could so far forget his 
self-respect as to endorse such a pledge, his

A Note of Warning.

To the Editor of the Monitor:
Sir,—Let me, through your columns, give 

a note of warning to my fellow druggists 
throughout the province who are licensed to 
sell spirituous liquors for medicinal purposes 
to look well to the form in which the pre­
scriptions are made. A prescription such as 
physicians usually give for other medicines is 
not considered legal under the Scott Act by 
some magistrates, though it may be given in 
good faith and tilled in good faith, yet it 
must be according to the very point of law.
It must have appended to it an affirmation 
or declaration that the above liquor men 
tioned is for A----- B-------, for strictly medi­
cinal purposes. The quantity cannot exceed 
ten ounces. Any one wanting alcohol for 
making camphor, liniments, etc., must get 
the certificates of two magistrates affirming 
that such alcohol is for such person or per­
sons for manufacturing purposes and for no 
other. The prescriptions for liquors for 
dicinal purposes must be signed in full by 
the physician giving it, and must be dated, 

Iso the certificates of the justices, though 
the law does not say so: vet, with some 
magistrates, if pressed a little and threaten­
ed with having the business taken from 
them, anything will do for a conviction, 
though the magistrate will tell you immedi­
ately after, he believed, if taken to a higher 
court the judgment would be reversed. But 
from a magistrate’s court there is no appeal; 
therefore he 
fore or after trial, and i 
the same thing—it is unalterable. No pre­
scription can be refilled. At least, such was 
the ruling in my case.

In the matter of appeal I consider the law 
lame, as the informant may be a white man 
who has some spite to vent, or one in whose 
veins flows the fiery blood of the Mic-mac. 
If a magistrate is disposed to rule against 
you yon have no redress.

Thanking you, Mr. Editor, for space, and 
trusting I may be putting some fellow-drug­
gists on their guard, I am, very respectfully 
yours, S. N. Miller, M.D.

Habits That Save Labor.

One of the most unfortunate habits a young 
housekeeper can acquire is that of Wasting 
her strength in taking unnecessary steps. It 
is a mistake to suppose that it is more trou­
ble to think in advance than to do the extra 
work that is always caused by lack of thought 
and it is better to work systematically, and 
use the time gained for taking a walk on the 
street or calling on a friend, than to prolong 
work by aimless dawdling.-

The importance to a housekeeper of a habit 
of working neatly can hardly be overestima­
ted. She who spills liquids on the floor and 
on her clothes; who smears her kitchen 
table with grease, and scatters the flour 
about when baking, doubles her labor.

A careless housekeeper should believe 
that accidents are largely preventable. Let 
her aim to accomplish results without waste 
of labor or waste of material. If, for in­
stance, hot fat is to be poured from one ves­
sel to another, let her lay a newspaper, 
which should always be at hand, under the 
receiving vessel, to receive any possible 
drop. It is much easier to burn a bit of pa­
per than to s^crub a floor or table, or clean a 
dirty carpet.

Is a fowl to be prepared for cooking? Let 
her lay a piece of thick brown paper upon 
the work-table, and there will then be no 
“ muss ” to clean up afterwards with scrub­
bing-brush and cloth. Let her have a care 
to keep things clean.

She should never fill a vessel to the brim 
with any kind of liquid, or attempt to carry 
a heaped measure with such substances as 
flour or sugar; for the chances are that an 
unsteady motion will cause spilling.

Let her also learn to measure distances 
with her eye, to estimate magnitudes and 
weights, and to take hold of things gently 
aud firmly. In short, let her use her brain 
for every detail of her work, assured that in 
time the acquired habit of neatness and skill 
will answer all the purposes of the natural

While look­
ing about for some reason why this food

Ice about the troughs possesses the element 
of danger lo a degree sufficient to warrant 
no little care in avoiding it. An animal may 
slip aud strain itself, or may fall hard enough 
to injure it seriously or even fatally. The 
first thing to do in the prevention of ice 
about the troughs,is to have tight troughs. 
A leak will certainly lead to ice. Also, the 
pipe or trough conducting the water from 
the pump to the watering trough must be 
tight and so must be the connections. Shal­
low troughs are to be avoided, as the water 
is apt to be spilled from them. A fat hog is 
apt to slip and be injured thereby; and the 
hog with his propensity for wallowing is most 
apt to have ice about hie trough. However, 
this can be avoided by nailing strips across 
the trough, close enough together to keep 
out his body, but not so close as to keep out 
his snout.

Sugar a Muscle Food.

Dr. V. Harley, in the proceedings of the 
Royal society of Great Britain, states as the 
results of experiments upon himself that 
sugar is proved to be a muscle food. Seven­
teen and one-half ounces when fasting in­
creased his working power 61 and 76 per 
cent. On adding seven ounces to a small 
meal the total work done was increased from 
6 to 30 per cent. During eight hours 8$ 
ounces increased his working power from 
22 to 36 per cent.

—In cases of chronic bronchitis, with 
difficult breathing and scanty expectoration, 
the use of banana juice has been highly prais­
ed. The juice is prepaied by cutting up the 
bananas in small pieces and putting them, 
with plenty of sugar, into a closed, glass 
jar. The latter is then placed in cold water, 
which is gradually made to boil. When the 
boiling point is reached, the process is com­
plete. Of the syrup so made, a teaspoonful 
every hour is the proper dose.
