THE BREADSTUFFS DUTIES.

The discussion on the subject of the equalization of wheat
and flour duties bas been:prosecuted more or less actively in
Ontario, with little reference to an important class-the con-
sumer. The millers, of course, are annoyed at the largo impor-
tations of American flour, and either want the duty on flour
raised or that on wheat lowered. In the former case the general
consumer would be the victim and in the latter the farmer.

The question is one that should claim the close attention of
public tmon, as any legislation which affects the price of the
'staff of lif " is of no slight importance. So far, little thought
seems to have been devoted to the subject in this Province,
although it is more than probable that some attempt will be
made to revise the duties at the next session of Parliament.
A ratler absurd step was recently taken by the Farmers' In-
stitute of East Huron on a resolution which was before it,
requesting the Dominion Government to place a duty of one
dollar a barrel on flour until reciprocity in farm products is
obtained with the United States. How our farmers could hope
to compete with the United States lin the great staples of the
farm, such as wheat, corn, cate, butter, cattle, &c., under reci-
procity, We fail to see; but the institteti went furtherandshelved
the question before it by condemning the tariff wholesale and
demanding its repeal. This was really an evasion which could
help nobody. The millers find they are losing ground, and if
the interests of the millers and the farmers are inextricably
bound togethex as it is claimed they are, they should act in con-
cert aud sct sensibly. When the claims of-the flouring industry
were before the Dominion authorities on a former occasion, the

case was presented in su poor a light that itwas not.entertained
They have, it appears, since attempted to enlist the eym-
pathies of the farmers, but the proverbial grumblers who gener-
ally force themselves to the front in the assemblies of the
"lords of the soil" have been a source of trouble and mischief
rather than of assistance.

The object of the duty on four was to retain the home
market to the local wheat grower and miller, and for some
years the duty of 50 cents per brl. sufficed to keep down the iu-
ports of the foreign product. The duty of 15 cents per bushel
on wheat was also effective for a time, a'nd ln a season of short
crops ho was enabled to obtain .compensating .higher prices for
his wheat, instead of suffering from low priced American grain,
duty free. Instead, however, of importing wheat we have lately
imported American flour quite extensively, and every barrel of
flour displaces four and a half bushels of Canadian wheat. . At
the time the duties were fixei the millers thenselves said that
50 cents per brl. on flour was sufficientý protection, although the
equivalent rate to the duty of 15 cents on wheat is 67c. While
injuring the farmers the duties as at present have also borne
unjustly on the flour industry. Our importe of .flour were
169,620 bris. in ISS7, 62,462 in 1888 and 264,723 in 1880. The
cheapening of transportation in recent years has been to the
advantage of the American competitor.

The secretary of the Millerà' Association bas unearthed the
fact that when the duty was establisbed the freight on flour
from St. Lonis to Toronto was 60 cents par brl. while now it is
but 30 cents; freights fron Minneapolis are also xituch reduced,
while from Ontario points to Montreal and Toronto no great
change has taken place to compensate for this. The effectof the
duty on wheat may be thus briefly stated. * Before the duty, an
average of two million bushels of wheat was imported for liome
consumption, while since thon the annual average has only
been 143,240 bushele. In the five yeare, 1875-9, the qbantity of
American flour brought into the Dominion was 1,993,491 brls.,
which, on the basis of five bushels te the barrel, represents
9,967,455 bushels of wheat imported in the form of flour. In the
five years, 1884.S, the importation amounted to 1,504,731 brIs,
equal to 7,523,670 bishels of wheat.

The tariff, therefore, while shutting out wheat allows the
manufactured article te coie in to the detriment of both
farmers and millers. It seems strange that the millers and
farmers cannot unite on a common ground : but so long as they
disagree, -as tbey seem to, the public will probably leave then
to struggle with the question alone and be thankfnl that bread
la cheap no matter what domestic interests, either agricultural
or indlustrial, may be the suffexers.

THE COLLECTION OF DEBTS.
The collection of open accounts lias always been a most

troublesome.feature in business affaire, but it la doubtful if ever
in the history of Canada a larger proportion of the people were
so indifferent about what they owe as at the present time. The
occasional bad harvests of the'decade and the generally low
price of grain have furnished the farmer latterly with a ready
excuse for the postponemnent of settling day, and the store-
keeper, grown accustomed to renewals granted by the wholesale
dealer for the saine cited reason, has also become indifferent,
preferring to endure the occasional letter, couched in terme of
sorrow rather than auger, sent him by the wholesaler, to making
any exercise of. pressure whieb should endanger for himself the
custom of the farmer (and his friends) even though he knows
that the latter has noney at interest in the nearest bank, and
wbich' ho prefers leaving undisturbed rather than pay up,

while ho borrows (practically) from the storekeeper, "long sufer-
ing, slow te wrath," and goes on purchasing his share of another
season's goods. It is fortunate that the great majority of dealers
are not of this class, else it would go ill with the trade of the
country. Many are ;fortunate in having their business in a
manufacturing towu; others are in tle midst of a prosperous
and thrifty farming community who know the advantages of
prompt settlements te the purchaser-that they can make more
than the interest in buying for prompt pay-while many of the
more fortunate are in the large cities where the varions trades
support one another and benefit by the distribution of domestic
wages, clerks' salarices, dividends and other incomes. Storekeep-
ors thus situated are not called upon su generally for credit, but
nany of them are apt to allow themselves gradually te become
fitful or careless in collecting their accounts, fearing te offend
some so-called 4 good customer " with tight purse strings.
• Now it is highly important that marchants, whereversituated,
should begin to tbink of inaugurating a new departure as far as
possible in accustoming their friends te more promptsettlements
of their accounts. A pull-up must h made somewhere; the lino
should be dravn before it extend tao far and precipitate a crisis.
The present large proportions of discounts shown by the Bank
Returus are net altogether attributable te a healthy business
growth. That the country le making rapid strides in prosperity
la evidenced on many bands, and not least by the increased re-
turne of our two great railway corporations, which notwithstand-
ing the largely increased competition, continue to show a gradu-
ally swelling volume of traffic and net earninge. The only fear
to the general trade of the country le from progressing at to
rapid a rate, hecause credit fron being so easy- is in soma little
danger of degenerating into and encouraging recklessness in
business all round. There le among some wholesale dealers an
indisposition te dwell upon or cry out ahainst the present con-
dition of indifference in the public mind to the prompt payments
of accounts, through fear of the effect of its example on the
minority ; but it is doubtftul whether the evil iad not botter' he
met squarely and dealt with before it is to late,-before the
renedy which other dealers of a more pessimistic turn consider
inevitable, has becom needful. Many are of the belief that the
credit system will not h restored ta a healthy condition until
some crisis is reached by which confidence will bs dealt se severe
a blow that it must ho re-established upon somae new and more
equitable basis. Our cousins te the south have accomplished
the change withont any very serions disaster. and there la no
reason why it should not be tried in Canada. Our manufacturers
have been moving in the matter, and it is te b hoped that the
cotton men-as notod lat week-may succeed in their proposed
efforts in thie direction next spring. It remains te be seen how
suich practices as " dating ahead " to an extent which practically
meaus a year's credit will endure the innovation. But fle cotton
men have before then a task more herculeau than any referred
te publicly ab the laie meeting.

Our attention was directed te this subject lately bythejacver-
tisement of a-" west-end dressmaker," som one of three or four,
who in general terme warned certain lady customers thatunless
they paid up within a stated time, exposure and legal pressuro
should be resorted to. The number of respectable women, the
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wives of wel!-to-do professional and business men in our large'
cities, who ntever tt.ink of being ont of debt to the dressmaker
and the storekeeper and eveni their domestic servants, would
surprise the other half of thé vorld',t who do not look upon the
prompt payment of theirjust dues after the manner of ancient Pis-
tol. Doubtless the poor advertising dress'maker had waited sea-
son after season for paymeot from some of these dames, years
probably after tle money had been furnished by the husband
and expended doubtless for something which called for cash
paynient. Nothing would be more surprising to many a Mont-
ruai dresemaker than to receive payment for ber work immedi-
ately after delivery. or even upon rendering ber account. It is
often surprising how many of them manage to eke out a living.

The long credit customary in some ofour large retail houses
is rendered possiible by adequate capital and the very satisfact-
ory prices which they receive for their godds. Let anyone ready
and willing to pay cash make the experiient, and lie or ee
will be eurprised ait the rate of interet which snch borrowers are
made to pay; for not only must the retailer charge an extra
price for long credit-but he must, if a prudent man of business,
iake a further charge for the risk of bad debts. The increase

in the iiinber of doubtful accounts on the books of storekeepers
ail over the country lias led to the establishment of collection
agencies in our principal cities. To those of our readers who
have made inquiries concerning some ofthese institutions lately,
we would say that their accoutnts when impossible of collection
otherwise are, as a rae, safer in the hands of some respectable
and active lawyer. But we fancied that this subject laid al-
ready received sufficient treatment in these columns, and that
a word to the wise was enlough.

In, conclusion let aie hope tht evdry business man in Canada
iay resolvo that lie shall begin the year 1890 by using every

legitimate pressure to inake all his slow customers pay up, that
lie shall set an example himself by remitting every littie sum
that he owes without delay and start every $2, $5 or $10 as the
case nay be, on ifs way, like the apostles of old, going around
doiig good. Snia'l accouints are hie bane of business; they coet
to collect often more tilan they are worth. A general settlement
of even smail accounts all round by those who can pay would
bring about an improvement li trade that would prove a pleas-
ing surprise to the business community lit large.

THE HEAVY METALS .

If every other branch of commerce in lils country showed
hie strong position and advancing tendency of the iron and
lieavy metal tradu we should have a very favorable condition of
business to report. Nut one single staple line in tiis important
depîartmeit of Canadian commerce shows the sligltest suspicion
of weakness. Ail are strong and on the eve, it is felt, of a fur-
ther advanuce il values. In tact holders have now lie situation
practicallY in their owi bands, and if but littie business le doing
i je simply bcause buyers are as yet unwilling to meet holders
views; altlougli .tliey are well aware that they will have to pay
still ligiher prices for thoir supplies before the opening of navi-
gation.

In England the great strength of the position of the iron
market je evidenced in hie fact that, in spite of dear money and
the holidays, not the eligltest break in values is visible. War-
ratils are goiig up, and makers iron le fully holding its own. In
Glasgow warrants are quoted ait ie 7d, and Middlesboro iron
stands at 62e 3d. Hiolders are confident and there je no sign of
weakness. in the United States a similar condition of affaire la
mnifest. Spot warranta are quoted et $lS, and the tone of the
mîarket je firm and buoyant. One of the most striking resulte
of this advance in the vaile of pig iron has been hie steady in-
ilux of American pig iron into Ontario. This iron ie about equal
to No. 1 Suumerleu and can be laid down at about $26.50 per
ton, net cash, li Toronto, Hamilton or London. None bas as yet
comiu to this city, although oneuf our firms recently purchasrd
1,000 tous for dolivery in the West, but a very large quantity lias
already crossed the Ontario frontier and it seus to be daily
growing.in favor with Western founders.

Manufactured iron lis, of course, shared in the advance of
crude. The btter grades ofimported var iron are now al held
at $2 75, and although Canadien bar eau still be obtained at
$250, a rise isexpected daily. 1-loop iron lias advauced to $3.00,
and galvanized iron (Queen's head or equal) lias risen to $5 75
in syupathiy with the advance of £1 receitly cabled from Enug-
land. Nor are the other heavy ietals far behind iron in buoy-
ancy. Zinic-both in shuet and spelt r-b-as risen sharply on

the other side of the Atlantic and is held here at $6 50 for sheet
and $6 25 for spelter, and copper le very strong. The guarantee
of the mining companies not to allow the price to fall below 13
cents has been more than falfilled; for this metal now costs 14
cents in New York and although we still quote if here at 14,%
cents this le simply because one or two houses hold supplies pur-
chased in some instances at 11t cents and are willing to take a
handsome profit instead of putting prices up to the New York
level. When these are exhausted, copper values will go up again:
for at present we get no English copper, and ail our supplies of
this indispensable metal are derived from the United States.

In tin plates a similar condition of affaire le manifest and
prices are simply kept down because rne bouse can still sell
profitably ait existing figures. The trade extras for "crosses''
have been advanced from $1 to $1.25 ; but for ordinary cokes and
charcoals prices are stil $4.50 and $4.75 respectively, while ternes
are held at $25 to $8.50.

Iron and the heavy metais seem ithus to command- an ex-
ceptionally favorable position in the mercantile world. A steady
and strong demand bas naturally resulted in higher values and
greater confidence. The revival in shipbuilding and the large
demand for steel plates, coupled with extensive Government
orders, have placed the market in a most bealthy condition.
The only rock ahead je the fear lest the advance in prices may
so stimulate production that the market may again be swamped
it is well-known that England can produce far more iron than
ber industries can consume, and that the present cheering con-
dition of the market is simply due to the judicious limitation of
the output by the makers. If this limit be exceeded the market
will soon be once more flooded with iron, stocks in the yards
will pile up, and we shall enter again upon a period of low prices
and depression.

ENGLISH INVESTMENTS IN THE UNITED STATES.
The great increase in English investmente in the neighboring

republie and the new direction they have taken bave naturally
created considerable attention, if not surprise. It is of course
known to everybody that many millions of British gold bave
been sunk in American railways, mining properties and cattle
ranches in years past, but there is a tendency now to drift away
from railway securities although perhaps not to any great extent
as yet. It je certain that these investments have not turned out
particularly fortunate except to the holders of prime securities.
If it is true, as claimed, that British investments in American
flour mills, breweries, iron works, paper mille, etc., are almost
entirely additional to the usual investment, the excess le most
remarkable. The reasons for the change have been carefully in-
vestigated by an American contemporary and may be summa-
rised as follows:-1. The carrent unusual activity and profitable-
nees of trade in Great Britain no doubt leaves much more than
the ordinary surplus of earnings to seek a fixed form of invest-
ment. 2. The prosperity of business in the United States, and
the more conservative spirit and the more perfect methode with
which trade is now conducted are factors standing out in such
marked contrast with what le witnessed in the impoverished
and tax ridden countries of Europe, that it le natural that Ame-
rican industries should command a much higher degree of
confidence abroad than they have hitherto eijoyed. 3. The
present unsettled condition of European politice muet create
distrust towards a large mass of Continental and Eastern obliga-
tions. 4. The butter class of English investors, who bave been
the leadirig holders of government securities, have, by the recent
development of industry, been educated into a bigher apprecia-
tion of commercial investments. 5, Some investors probably
anticipate that the end of the United States' exclusive commer-
cial policy le not far off and that such a change would increase
American competition abroad and endanger British industries.
6. The landed proprietors see the necessity of realizing on agri-
cultural properties, the rentals of which have fallen to nearly
one-half their former rate and which barely pay li per cent
These conditions are compelling a diffusion of the commercial
spirit and making large numbers willing to draw dividende from
trade who formerly bad no confidence in anything but land and
consols 7. The course of home politics in England je unsatis-
factory. Both great parties have shown a wiillingness to form
unnatural alliances and to barter their principles for votes:
Socialiem lias made great progress.

The reasons here adduced fully account for enlarged invest-
ments of British capital on this continent and it is important
that redoubled efforts be made te interest Englishmen in the
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Dominion. There are ample opportunities for the profitable em-
ployment of money, aside from the wild cat enterprises which have
been occasionally floated in London to the great injury of Cana-
da. The permanent nature of the investments made in the
United States should not be lot sight of. Immense premiums
have been paid for sound, prosperons establishments and so large
have been the purchases that the buyers practically control the
whole output in the particular line. It is not likely, bowever
that the new corners will long have things their own way, Thé
sellers having got immense prices for their property will be in a
position to set up better and newer plant than the old, and the
new establishments will offer formidable competition. The pur-
chase of "good will " at a heavy cost is not likely to ho effective
as the temptation le too great and such obligations are easily
avoided.

This movement of English capital is of great interest to
Canada as well directed ventures in varied industries, ad in
mining, ranching, lumbering, shipping, etc., which capital cau'
alone support, are urgently needed to develop our country's
resources and help us on the road to groater prosperity.

THE NEW MILLEON DOLLAR LOAN.
In a few days our citizens are to be called upon to vote on

the by-law authorizing this loarn for so-called harbour improve-
ments. We are not aloe in the opinion that the money if epent
as at present proposed will be in a great mesure wasted. If we
muet have a tunnel through the Lill represented by Notre Dame
street, why make il at a point where the elevation is at ils
widest sud where the tunnel will consequently require to be
longer than at any of the equally convenient points furthei
east. This whole question of harbour ipprovements requires
further consideration and digestion before we can profitably
commence work We want first to agree upon a /inished plan
of what le to ha done ta make the port equal to the demande of
trade, for at least a generation to come, and having agreed upon
such a plan, ail work undertaken should have the completion of
such plan in view.

The first and great object, fron the cily's point of view, is
naturally the prevention of floods, and this it is proposed to
accomplisli by mieans of (in effict) a wall high enough to keep
the water ont. There is certainly nothing very scientific or 19th
century like about this. Before resorting to such a manifestly
crude method of prevention, why not give at least a trial ta
the scheme advocated by men who have made the river and its
annual overfiowings a life-long stady. Ve know that ail the
mischief is caused by the ice coming down from the west before
the passage is clear for it to pass on down the river, and we
know, or have good reason to believe, that if this ice could be
kept back there would be no danger of flood. To give the advo-
cates of the piers at Isle Perrot a chance to prove the soundness
of their opinions would cost comparatively little. One year's
interest on the million dollars would meet the outlay, and if the
work accomplisbed what is claimed for it, we should have su
much the more money to spend for other improvements.

Then as regards increased harbour accommodation for vas-
sels, why disturb the few existing piers and wharves that we
have. They will in a few years ha no more than enough to
accommodate the river and lake boats running to and from the

lty. Let the improvements ho made in the form of additional
wharfage above iMcGill street or below the Quebec gate station,
and let thees new wharves be constructed in such a manner and
of such height fron the river's sumimer level as will he most
convenient to the vessels they are intended to acckmmodate.
Widen the channel in front of the city indefinitely until every
obstruction is removed, except St. Helen's Island, and we should
then have a harbour second to none on the eontinent. Imagine
the sheet of water fron the Hudon Cotton Mille to Victoria
Bridge from one to two miles wide, frce of ail obstructions and
20 feet deep at its shallowest part i

Of course aIl this means a vast expenditure of money, but
what we contend for*is that ail work undertaken should be made
contributory te some dednite plan in view such as the above.

These ideas, if adopted, and if found successful, would render
unnecessary the present unsightly dyke or any other preventive
arrangement in its place. The revetment wall would remain as
at present, one of the most substantial and respectable features
of the harbour, and if Commiesioners street muet be widened
in certain parts, let it be done on the landwaid (east) side. It
will cost no more to expropriate the buildingi that obstruct

traffic and remove them, than it will to create land by encroacli-
ing on the whacves and river.

Finally, if we muet have a tunnel in the vicinity of Jacques
Cartier square fron the harbour to Craig street, let it start fron
the level of the wharf iustead of from the top of the revetnient
wall. The hor8e that can draw its load from the wharf to
this-level can take it on ¯to Craig street without the aid of a
tunnel.-Comn.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.
The statements of the chartered banks for November show a

few unimportant changes. The circulationibegain to contract
rather early owing to the limited movement*in;grain *and the
open season which afforded farmers a further argument for post-
poning the day of sale. The ares plowed is muchllarger than
for many years past. The most noticeable change is the total
withdrawal of the " Government Deposits payable after notice
or on a fixed day," required for the purpose of paying off certain
indebtedness. The caption may now be dispensed with mean-
time. Discounts to corporations increased about $400,000, and
Discounts proper $140,000. These are however nearly balanced
by the reduction in " Directors' Liabilities." There le no reason
why this item should not be included under the:.head of " Dis-
counts to the Public." It has no other significance, being
simply ordinary banking or business transactions with firme one
or more of whose member are directors. These discounts are
among the best and safest business of the banks,1and their re-
gret is that ail of the paper offered for discount is not eqlally
gilt-edge. We subjoin the usuai comparative table:

THE COMMERCIAL TRAVELLERS.
The annual dinner of the Dominion Commercial Travellers'

Association, which is appropriately held at a time when aIl
the members are enjoying the brief respite of a few dàys around
the Holiday season with their families and'friend, le always
looked forward te with pleasure by everyone concërned. And
this means not only the more than 2000 members of tie Associa-
tion but every wholesaler in Montreal who, if he 'cannot attend
iii peison, is certain to be represented by from three or four to
twelve or fifteen tried men and true ready as usual to creditably
perform the'duties ofthe taek before them. To the retailer far
and near, thè proceedings on the occasion, recorded in his jôui-
ual bring to hie mmnd the visite of the man of samples but a
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few weeks or months before, of the prompt calle of the pleasant and
persuasive salesman who sold him a handsome bill of goods or
helped him to sort up his stock, and gave him at the same time
sound information, those "pointers" on business affairs which
always find a welcome for the experienced and judicious travel-
ler.

After the many trials which bleset the commercial man during
the season,-and their duty at any time le no ordinary one-it was
pleasing to hin to contemplate the scene and the occasion at the
Windsor on Wednesday last. A large numberof leading citizens
were prosent by invitation, not a few of them men,-successful
merchants-who hlad climbed the ladder iu the same way in
former years, a feature of thlese annual gatherings that cannot
fail te spur to greater diligence and industry those whose foot-
steps are yet near the lower rangs of the structure. It was not
the les pleasing to contenplate these men, the new as well as
the more exporienced, so ready but a few days before to take
overy fairadvantageofhiis rival-ofacompeting house-in getting
on the inside track of his fello-member-now sitting side by
side and, if referring to the subject at ail, exchanging humorons
incidents of hie last trip on the road, carying out in fact the ad-
vice of the old proressor to hie pupils,-To strive mightily
but oet and drink as friends. That friendship and good cheer
were characteristic of the occasion goes without saying, while
in pInt of numabers. oclat and general success the affair ex-
ceedeul ail former efforts. Some statistics furnished by the new
proside.t, Mr. G. Picel, in is opening address, are worthy of
iote. 'lie association whici was fLunded in 1875. with a little

over 2010 inembers, is now over 2,000 strong, comprising some 450
merlhanis and manufacturers and the balance commercial
travellers. fDuring the last nine years there were distributed to
mîeuibers or their families :-S41,000 for deati claims, $4,200 for
sickness and $4,000 for accident claims. Besides this there was
speut for legislation the sin of $0,000, making a grand total of
$55,200. iWi tI all this there is a well invested capital of $SL000
which they are increaaing at the rate of $10,000 per annum.

,Mr. J. X. Perrault referred to our position at the Paris Expo-

sition, and stated that laid we beeu more largely represented
there, Canda would not have been limited to a single first-elass

prize. We regret that the space at our disposai will not allow us
to give the full text of the address made by Col Ora P. Patton,
whose felicitous remarks, bubbling over with humor and practical
wisdom, were applauded and cheered te the echo. Mr. J. J.
Curran who, in respect of his eloquence and wit, is the acknow-
ledged successor of the late Thos D'Arcy McGee, took occasion
to refer to the banking currency of the country. lad Mr. COur-
ran travelled much of laie, Le should be aware that the notes
of our Canadian banks with one or two unimportant exceptions,
are redeemable at par in every part of the Dominion, and
are good for their face value wherever presented throughout
the country from the Atlantic to the Pacific. It ls not a little
remarkable that, at a time when our American neighbors are
criticising their national banking system- which is admit-
tedly inferior to our own-that public men should be found
among us ready to recommend it for adoption li this country.
Canadian bank-notes are a first lien upon the assets of the issue-
iog bank, and we have yet to leara of any of the few banks-
fewer by far than in the United States-which have failed in
Canada during the existence of the charter, that any portion
of their circulation has not been redeemed. Even in se severe
a wreck as the Maritime Bank, it le claimed that there will
remain upwards of $100,000 for depositors after paying the note-
holders in full. But of this more anon.

The proceedings of the annual dinner of the Commercial
Travellera' Association were brought te a close after a number of
other toasts and responses witl songe and music appropriate to
the festive occasion.

THE BANK OF OTTAWA.
That the remarks made in concluling our review of the annual

report of the Bank of Ottawa a year ago were amply justified, la
shown by the statecient for the current year produced last week.
The bank is steadily improving its net earnings, these being
very nearly 12 per cent for 1SS9 on its paid up capital, or about
S4,000 better thai for the year preceding. Ont of these, two
dividends amounting to 8 par cent., were paid the shareholders,
and the sum of$40,000 carried te the Rest, this being now 40 per
cent of the capital. The Manager and his Board are to be con-
gratulated on the resuhs of the business of Vhs year. The death
of Mr. T. C. Bate led the directors to propose a reduction in their
number from nine to seven, which was agreed to unanimously.
Messrs. James MacLaren and Charles Magee were elected
president and vice-president respectively fùr the new year.

MANUFACTURED SILKS.
Neoarly all the silk buyers have now returned te this aide,

and ail confirm the steady improvement im trade now going on
u inmost of the manufacturing:centre %of the continent. Silks
and veilvets have not experienced the marked advance that has
characterized the manufactures of which wool and cotton form
the raw material, but at the same they have naturally partici-
pateti to a sligliter extent. The prevailing fashion for velvet
garnitures bas, of course, hurt the silk trade. In laut the better
qualities of garniture silis sell but slowly fron first bands; but
every buyer reports that manufacturers no0 longer exhibit that
desperate eagerness for orderi which was so nanifest a year ago,
that the idle loomus are now again in motion, and that the con.
cessions whilch could be obtaited a few menths since are now
things of the past.

At Lyons the buyers found a brisk demand for the cheaper

grades of silks; but in every instance the higher grades are dull
and butlittle called for, with the exception of merveilleux, the
surahs and to a amaller extent, the moires. Damaslks are called
for only lu the cheap grades, and heavy broches and matelasses
are a drug in the market. Piece-dyed satins are reported brisk
and active in all shades and qualities, and pongees are having
an excellent run-no loomos on this grade being idle, althougli a
splendid cotton imitation is now in the Imarket. Chinas and
M\arcellines are also doing well; but Pekins and indeed all
stripes seem te lose ground, and possibly the popular taste la
veering towards plain silks and satins again.

At Crefeld, reports aie by no menus se good, and, with- the
exception of staple goods, trade bas net come up to the figures of
lest bpring. Damasks leai the market; but only in black.
Colored damasks are very littie calted for and. thei only when
the tram la black. Plain silks are alseo quiet and the cheaper
lines of merveilleux are tice ouly ones in which a brisk demand
is visible. Lining and umbrella silks, piece-dyed satinas,and
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satin merveilleux, -are very lively; and the activity in tha
ready-miade cloak and suit market bas caused a demand which
keeps every loorm busy. .

In ribbons wve can chronicle an improvement ail round.
Double faced satin ribbons will evidently be the leading :article
next spring and makers are very firm initheir toue. Plain and
piece-dyed ribbons are in steady request, and ail silk stripes,
especially those with a satin back, seem to take welL In fane-
les there sesms to be a decided feeling for amall effects. Velvet
stripes on an armure ground bave gone off well and the call for
volvet ribbons in black and colo, s is fully up to the average.

In velvets, garniture and millinery ]ines in both silk and
cotton decidedly lead in demand. Outside of these the call is
for cheap plain velvets. Striped and broché- velvets have had
their day and are now but little called for. In fact velvet dur-
ing the coming year will ha used almost exclusively for trim-
ming and but very sparingly as a ground fabrie.

In raw silk, the situation is very strong. Cable advices from
abroad announce fortier advances. Although the Japan market
bas not shown any chang1b in prices this week a rise of about 4
par cent. bas already occurred in Shanghai and continued firm-
ness ta announced from there. The Italian markets are one
franc higier than last week, and it is not certain that this is the
last advance. 'he shortuess of te last crops greatly ielps hold-
ers to stand firai, and in this they are much encouraged by the
knowledge tat consumption of raw silk is comparatively large,
manufacturera in Europe being very busy and baving already
secured good orders for next spring. In Lyons te drmness pre-
viously existing iad developed into an actual advance at latest
mail advices. This advance bas been from one to two francs for
ail the good grades, including Japan silks, while Chinas bave im-
proved from j to 1 franc. The volume of transactions is rather
large, manufacturera being short of supplies and having to cover
in raw silk the orders which they have received for their goode.
Asiatics are very scarce and a large proportion of the sales are
for goods to arrive. In Europeans a very active and steady de-
mand existî and the higher prices are willingly paid by buyera

These facts seai to show that it is bardly likely that silks
will remain long at present figures. Repeat orders are accepted
wilh great caution, and are often only taken contingent upon no
advance taking place before their execution. In most cases no
timelimit is guaranteed. In fact the manufacturera are begin-
ning to feel that they hold the key of the situation, and conse-
quently they are no longer eager for ordere. Cheap silks seem
to be considered good stock to carry, and the ideas of holders are
very firm. The looms are ail whirring busily, ad the empty
factories of a year ago are now alive with busy work-people. Il
fact it looks as if (in Europe et ail avents) the bard times of the
past few years were slowly giving way to an ura of prosperity,
and although there are as Tet, unfortiuately, few signs of im-
provement visible in this country, it cannot be long before we
feel its effects also.

HINTS FOR HOLIDAY PRESENTS.
There are soma among us ta whom the approach of the holiday

season la anything buta subject for rejoieing. Apart fromthe respon-
sibilities, referred to in a recent article on the subject of Christmas
and New Year's presents, everyone is individually concerned lu what
ho, sie or they ahould buy in a small way ta present to their friends
and relations at tiis season, and what to choose for the purpose
Involves no little perplexity. Christmas and New Year's carda are
largely falling ioto disuse, and aven the handsome booklets which
followed in their wake during the last year or two are likely to b
aelved ore long. Every holiday season brings with it a rage for
something new, and novelties are anxiously sougit for by aIl classes.
The Christmas carde and booklets have been replaced t soane extent
by a large variety of other gooda, and the purse la limited indeed that
cannot find some trille within its reanci in the book and stationery
stores. In te jewellery and fancy gooda ihops, silver, plain, oxidized
and etched i the fashion. Among the articles offered for sale are the
bon-bon boxes, so dear ta the ieart.of every girl; button books
with long silvered handles. chatelains, purses, ivory tablets encasetd
in silver and silvered-spikes for the fiair.. A novehy in bracelets
la a band of ailver not more than 1-16 of an Inch wide with a quota-
tion from soma poet in raised letters around it. Tortoise-shteli idte-
combe edged with silver, and the large silver buckles worn on slip-
perd or bait are among the ieasonable goode In this line. A silver
clasp to prevent te lacing of the low ihoe from becoming untied
la something that young ladies will appreciate. Wu notice addreFs
books bound in snake or colored lizard. Thee are made in different
sizes and styles of tritaming. Tuilet articles and sets can hardly
b termed novelties, unless on account of the great variety ai the

*new designe. No fashionable dresuing table is considered completa
without a silver backea bruan, comb and mirror.

Vinalgrettes are sbown In'odd combinations. One la a vinaigrette
and bon-bon box combined, the perfume being cootained lu a hollow
surrounding the receptacle for the conlectionery Another le hardly
thicker than a match and ls curved to fit the palm of the hand so-it
can be tucked away under the glove. Another artistie production of
the jeweller's art le a bottle three inches higli and half glass and balf
silver. This is intended for what la known as a fipocket piatol,"
but we doubt whether anuy lady young or old in àlontreal wou'd wislh
It to be kuown that she was armed with such a weapon. In Chicago
they are said to go like wildfire.

Among the articles for gentlemen tuost In vogue are letter-openers,
pocket-scales, key-rings, book-marks,. match-boxes, cigarette-boxes,
shoe-horns, cigar-cutters and glove-buttoners ail lu every v.iriety with
many other more or less expensive articles.
