_This maxim of Holy Seriptdre must be fami-
liar to'all who haye“any knowledge of God's
‘teachings in His written word. *'And like any’
other established principle, it is generally re-
ceived as true. So self-evident, indeed, is the:
truth of it, that it needs no process of reasoning
or demonstration to prove it, or to make it
plainer. But when we have said this, we have
said only what might be averred of many rules

‘and maxims furnished in the Book of ‘God, for

our instruction and guidance in the duties of
life. The knowledge of a‘truth, we well know, "
does not insure the embracing of it, any more
than acquaintance with duty engures the prac-
tice of it. Iiike the rule before ‘ms, many could
be found-to whom it is as familiar as.a house-
hold word,—who have no doubt as to-the truth
of it, yet are very far from making & prastical -
ap%ication of it. RN

@ have here a principle of such great practi-
cal importance, and- especially in this day and
generation, it cannot be too strongly urged upon-
the attention of al]l pavents, heads of families,
&c., training-up the ohild in the way he should -
go. Whose is the duty? In what does it con-
gist? Both the precept and the promise are
manifestly for.the parent or the guardian, The
direction in what way to train the :child, and
the promise of the blegsing that shall ensue, are
addressed -to- every one dpon whom rests the
responsibility of bringing up children.

-To the parent, pre-eminently, then; does the
‘injunction apply,—the head of thé family, the
natural custodian of the moral, no less than the
physical and’ intellectual well-being of his off-
spring. A sense of this accountability,.or a
deeper sense of it than is generally manifest, is
evidently what is lacking. It is ome of the
greatest ‘needs of the ‘day.:-In the religious
teachings of youth, it would seem t0 have been
ignored. At any rate, it is only here and there
that we have the evidence that it has been re--
garded. The cases are exceptional and rare.
If the duty was not entirely overlooked or for-
gotton, it was not faithfully done, Like some.
other great vesponsibilities of life, men have
been content to thrust it aside and shift it upon
others' shoulders rather than meet it manfully, -
bearing their own burden, and discharging the
duty as best they may. Taking fair and im-
partial views of this matter, we are driven to
thia conclusion, that while some parents are
utterly indifferent about the duty, and care
pothing for the moral or religious welfare of
their childven, there are others who, from the
very careless way in which they go about it,
hold very inadequate views of what is required
in the right training of the child. They may
possibly start m-ight, but the good beginning is
not followed up by that careful watchfulness
and discipline which advancing boyhood and
youth demands. Perhaps, as is too often the
cage, parental exaniple is wanting, on the part
of the father, and all precept is thereby coun-
tervailed and lost. Again, there was.possibly
too much strictness, which would have the effect
of creating a dislike of all restraint, and driving
the youth, when free from parental restraint, to
an opposite extreme. But these last-mentioned
instances are rare. The majority of cases where
menhood is reached without moral culture or
fixed religious principles, will be found among
the first-named. causes. Were we to institute
an enquiry into the history of those youths
whose immorality and dissolute conduct ocea-
sion such scandai in the  community, I venture
to affirm that we should find, almost without
-exception, that there had been a grievous failure
in‘home training and home: culture.  If-there

He is deceiving
himself most grossly if he imagines that temp-
tations from without are the chief or only cause
of his child'y vicious habits, He forgets that
that son inherited from him, in commndon with
the race, & weak and sinful nature, prone to
sin and evil, and, if left to itself, there was no-
thing to keep it from falling. Perchance, he

himself had not learned that there was needed

something from above and outside of himself—
the aid of Divine Grace, the co-operation of

God’s assistance, the comstant exercise of a

Divine principle, by which alone the passions
would be held in su{o1-dination,.und the church-
man lcept from sinking down to ruin. He, per-
haps, bad not been tauglit the necessity ‘of this
superhuman aid to give security to the soul.

of going to God for the aid of His grace to over-
come the unruly propensities of an evil nature,
will be found among the profane and profligate.
He will appear in society with just that charac-
ter which he grew up with, shaped ard moulded
by bis parents’ hands.

Everyone, espe-
cially every well-wisher of good order in society,
must deprecate the growing evil, and desire
that it may be stayed. We ought, indeed, to
be willing to make any sacrifices to save from
ruin those who are being drawn into the fearful
vortex.’ - '

But when we are dealing with this vice, and
are considering how. it may be best put down,
are we endeavoring to strike at the root. of the
evil? or are we thinking to cradicate it by a
few superficial efforts ?- A great deal of what
has been eaid and done, thus far, in reference to
thls important question, has not, we know, pro-
duced permanent.and lasting effects, nor. nas it
brought about the reform intended. Now, we
fear it was not gone about in the femr of é’bd,
and an entire dependence -on His grace, and
yot, as said so well in one of our collects,
“ without Him nothing is ‘strong, .nothing is
holy. Any work, to, stund, must be begun,
continued and ended in Him.” o

It is well, as it is important, we know, to re-
move temptatipn out of the way, to close up
the avenues by which the young are drawn away
into vice and crime,  But this is scarcely half
the battle. To effect the cuve desired, we must
go down deeper into this guestion. It would
seem that no conquest can be expected unless
we begin at the very poinf, whence the mischief
springs. We must deal with the tempted; as
well as the temptation. The habits and pro-
peusities of the'youth must bé considered and
dealt with, as well as the place where he in-
dulges their gratification,

been Wwhat it oup
'would have shunned these haunts of vice, Those
tempting libations which ever and anon entice
him might have been spread béfors him in vain.
Acquaintances: might have imvited or jeeved,
coaxed or taunted, without-avail. The armor
of God is proof against all the wiles of the
dovil and the lusts of the flesh. If faithfully -
adjusted by the pareént, we believe that ho need -
not fear to send ferth his son, even into a wicked
and dangerous world. e )

The grace of God, obtained by earnest prayor,
working through His appointed means, will be
effectual to check every passiop and restrain
every inordinate desire. Let every parent in
this community, then, begin as he ought, and.
as the Bible divects, to train up his child with:'

ciples with which to govern the lifs, and there,

moralization as now is heard, and .which has.
brought so much misery to our otherwise plea-
sant homes, And let those whose sins, through
neglect of early training, are pursuing the:™
downward path, labor for their reform-as thoy-
labor for nothing else. Let them plegd with
them as for life, to leave off the intoxicating
cup, and be secn no more in the abodes of vice,
Let them go to God for aid to enable them to..
bring into the path of virtue those whom they
neglected to bring there in tender age. In
order to reclaim our youth, they must be in-
duced to abandon the pernicious prnctices and
babits which now lead them to squander their .
earnings and wreek theiir lives, Then would

of spending hours of leisure in riot and de-
bauchery, or at least in plessures that are im-
moral and debasing, they would be found in
virtuous society, ready to adopt every habil
and join in every enterprise which is designed
to elevate and improve the life. B

'Wrnm gréat regret we have torecord the death, -
8t a comparatively early age, of oné of the -
ablest and most promising clergymen of the
Church of England in Canada. The Rev. George -
'W. Hodgson, M.A., Rector of St. Peter’s Church,
Charlottetown, P.E.L, departed this life on the
21st instant, after o long and painful illness.
Mr. Hodgson was for many years a member of
the. Provincial Synod, and took a prominent.”
part in the dobates of that body. He was a i‘iijd :
scholar, a diligent pastor, and an eloquent
preacher. We extend our warmest sympathies,
to the relatives and parishioners of the deceasédf:.'
clergyman in thé great loss which they have
(and the Church also has) sustained by his re-
moval from the scene of his abundant labors.

A prominent and noble figure has passed
awny from the world's arena in the person of

profession?,'Shall we venture, then,
to withhold:from the weak a prop

or refuse, “for doctrine's sake,”, to
perceive that there are eéxceptions
to_every rule? Happily, though
the evil of Intemperance is 8o great
a8 to be called our national sin,
baptized  Christians living- intem-
perate lives are the oxceptions, and
not the rule;. and, being so, they
may fairly ask at our hands exeap-
tional treatment.  But- then we
ghall be met with the rejoinder that
(while conceding -this point) an
cbjector may fairly protest against
the taking of a Temperance pledge
by persons who are not intemper-
ate,’and who by so acting seem to
cast & slur upon the efficacy of bap-
tismal grace. The answer appears
to be this: Such persons are en-
titled also to exceptional treatment;
for they are voluntarily placin

themselves under an ‘exceptiona

rule of life, for the sake of their
brethren. ' The practice of Total
Abstinence involves to most people:
a.change of personal habitg and de-
nial of -the indulgence of the appe-
tite, which (while very painful to
those who have been intemperate) is
not altogether free from disagree-
able incidents to the temperate. But
they -have adopted this course for
the purpose of demonstrating to the
drunkard the practicability of Total
Abstinence; and of proving that—
go far from injuring the hedlth, or
shortening life—this way .of living
is {)ositively conducive to good
health and length of days. They
are doing this philanthropically and.
religiously. Must we, then, *for
doctrine’s sake,” condem them ?
Should we not rather, for Christ's
gake, approve of them ?. Is not the
Master higher than the ministry ?
Is not the Ordainer above the ordi-
nance? Are not those who serve
Christ in the persons of His weak-
est members obeying in spirit (even
if not_in the letter) His precepts?
The Baptismal obligation teaches
us, * Ye are not your-own, ye are
bought with a price.” Are we not
showing how. fully we recognize
the value of this doctrine, by prac-
tising it; “ glorifying God in our
bodies” (by means of a voluntary
‘Total Abstinence), ‘“and in our
spirits” (abstaining for the sake o

others) ‘“which are His ?" ,

2. There is another class of objec-
tors who, for doctrine’s sake, oppose
or disparage Temperance work.
They aré men who, out.of a mista-
ken view (as I venture to think) of
what is implied by the doctrines of
grace, deny that there is any value,
and say that there is evendangerin’
the ordinary methods émpioyed for
the rescue of thedrunkard. To put
their - view ' in plain - words, it
amounts to this, “do not waste
your time in trying to ‘get intem-
