muda.

TEE Northwest Electric Light and Power
Company ias made a contract for lighting Win-
nipeg by electricity. The contract is for a period
of three years, and contemplates starting with
80 lights et $1.25 a lamp per night.

TE North American Construction Company
calla for tenders for work to be don. on the
Great American and European Short Line Rail-
way between Pugwash and New Glasgow, about
seventy miles. Plans, etc., can be seen at the
first named place.

QuzEBc papers announce the death of Mr. H.
S. Scott, for many years one of the most promi-

nent and respected of merchants in that city.

He was long the head of the whulesale hardware
firm of H. S. Scott & Co., but had retired from

that firm and from active business some time
before his death.

JOsEaP E. HAÂILToN, hatter &c., Halifax, bas

They lut mont.a got into tight quarters through
buying too heavily and proposed an extension
spread over fifteen months, but have now assign-
ed to H. Lovitt, preferring two creditors who
hed assisted them with endorsations. They owe
115,000 and claim to have assets of 117,000 in

stock taken at cost and good accounts.
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A TELUEAXm from Ottawa states that the con-
tractors for that portion of the Canadian Pacifie
Railway between Prince Arthur's Landing and
Winnipeg made agreement with the Syndicate to
take over the road and operate it from the first
of May next, so that the road will be in operat-
ion from that date instead of the lt of October
1888.

Tx Independaent Telegraph Company of Ca-
nada desires te be incorporated under letter
patent . The chief office to be in Toronto, and
its Oapital 8250,00u. Provision directors are
George D. Morton, M.D. ; Charles George
Kelso, Edward Strachan Cox, and James Good-
erham Worts, of Torontoe; and James Walter
Lyon, of Guelph. Authority is asked to estab-
lih, eonstruet,.and work a line or lines of tels-
graph from and to any place or places in the Do-
minion, or in any Province, and from or te any
place or places without the Dominion of Canada,
and to make connection abroad.

$6,000. Total liabilities will foot up to about
$25,000, and it is proposed te pay general credi-
tors 50 cents on the dollar in 4, 8, 12, 16 and 20
months.

Tnz long establiched Cobourg grocer J.

'ereditors who have but poor prospects, if any,
for getting payment of their accounts.

For
directors' fees £2,500 had been taken ; there was

been taken. The prelimninary expenses, toc, had
been £6.200, and he desired information as to
viero that large amount had gone. Eight dirc-
tors, besides a managing director, were hee many.
A dividend of 2/- per share, or 8j per cent. was
proposed which was carried, and the retiring
directors-Sir R. Blenn.rhassett. M.P., and Mr.
Alexander Fraser-were afterwards re-elected,
with a few dimentients.

Thepe two industries are estim-
ated by the Amherstburg Echo to produce about
895 000 annually-tbe city of Detroit having, it
is stated paid the French Canadien women of
Essex 880.000 in one year for straw braid alone.
The braid is also exported to the East and even
to South America and Mexico, where it is made
up into fashionable shapes and commands a
ready sale.

-The tendency in important branches of

trade is to reduce expenses to the lowest point

possible. This tende cy is more apparent in

the cotton, bread stuffs and provision trades
than anywhere else. By the aid of cables
European merchants are enabled to dispense
with middlemen and make their purchases
from first bands The sphere of middlemen in
these trades bas been contracting for years past,
and the tendency points still more strongly in
that direction. In England the mae thing is
taking place. A a consequence, the middlemen
thus displaced have turned their attention to
speculation. The change is largely the result of
instant communication between remote parts of
the world and quick transit. Competition has
become so sharp that it is absolutely essential
that all unnecessary expens 'ç should be lopped off
and the transit reduced to th 3 shortest possible
space, with the view of economizing interest.

The Canadian
public felt a relief on the anno-uncement of
the rupture of the negotiations; and that
feeling is not likely to turn to regret.

TRE FINANCIAL POSITION.

The old Latin adage, festina lente, or
make haste slowly, convoya ound advice up-
on the present financial position. A year ago
at his time we were "makiughaste" very faut
and sowing the seeds of trouble. During
tLe six months ending 31at Marc), 1882, the
loans and discounts of the bapks genera ly,
went mounting up util an increase was
recorded of nearly twenty msWions. During
March of last year, and in that single month

the enormous increase of seven millions of
loans and discounts was recorded. So they
went mounting up higher and higher, month

by ronth.
The first check was the warning voice of

the President of the Bank of Montreal,
That had its effect. Next came similar utter-
ances in other quarters. The voice of this
journal was added when the time came, and
finally the rulers of the banks, boards of
directors, and such like magnates apparently
took decisive stops generally. Since thon
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inflation has been stopped. From March
1882 to October 1882, discounts increased
seventeen millions They then stood at 184
millions, an unprecedented, an unreasonabl
amount. Since then they have been held in
firmly. On the 31st ult. they amounted to
181 milli ns. It is not very lhkely that an
increase of magnitude will take place again

Of course rhile this frm handling o
loans and discounts has been going on there
has been a considerable amount of outcry
Men who were pushing business on borrow<d
money, to unreasonabl, limits, felt th
check severely. And, as is always the case
they blamed the banks, cryiug out againsi
them as being wanting in enterprise, and
appreciation of the needs of the country
There are sonie persons who can never be
made to understand dat the resources o
the banking fraternity are limited 'l hey

'always fancy there is a bottomless chent of
capital and money somewhere to which
bankers have ready access. Thus w. en a
check is put upon their operations the,
instantly take it as a personal affront. They
imagine, and they often say, that "the
manager has a grudge against them." or that
confidence has been withdrawn, or that the
bank is not up te the requirenients of the
day. It is vain to talk to these gentlemen
about reserves or resources, for they do not
understand such questions. Even if
silenced in discussion t ey are not con-
vinced, or, at .11 events, their conviction is
that expressed in the well-known lines:

"1A man eonvineed against hie will,
l of the same opinion stili."

However, banks'and capitalists, like other
people prosper best when they mind their
own business, and as a part of that business
ià to keep adequate reserves of n, ney to
meet all contingencies, they will be foolish
indeed to allow complainte or clamour to
draw them from their purpose. To show
that the bankers have had good reason for
taking the action they have in refusing to
lend more muney, it will be sufficient to look
at the following table :

These reserves have f r some time past
beenequaltoonlyabout20 percent.of the total
liabilities of the banks. This is an amount
which requires to te supplemented rath r
than decreased further.

The banks seem to be perfectly aware of
what the position requires, and are pursuing
generally a prudent course. It must be said
however, that some of the smaller banks are
at present more ambitious than prudent.
When reserves of about $200,000 are held
against liabilities of *3,000,000 it is evident
that the desire for making profit has over-
balanced a banker's judgment. It is said
that in such cases, reliance is p aced un the
power of borrowing money from other
banks. This is not a desirable kind of
thing to base deposits upon. Banks will
lend money readily enough, on good secur-
ity toe other.bnks, when money is plentiful.
There is nno eason why 1hey should not.
But there is every reason why they should
not when money is scarce. For then they

à might be under the necessity of refusing the
1 mercantile customers. This would be a
tpoor policy indeed. To turn away good

steady customt rs, in order te save a banl<
a from feeling the consoquence ôf its own
Dimpudence, is a course cf action wbich
anons but a very sanguine tempers.ment

Privat. barakers
as a rule, bean wholly on the cbartered
banka. That this isnot safe, we Lave
sbown already; and some day, many who

i bave been receiving large amounts cf de-
>posits and bave kept no resourc s against
1thoîn wiil find they have leaning on a very
uncertain staff indeed.

Failnres continue, We arq entering,
apparently. on a period wben th-ir volume
will go on increasing. Money lenders and
dispensera cf credit will need to keep a
sharp look eut. Bankers have had experi-
ence enough, il might b. tbougbt, t. last
theso a century. But recent events bave
show i that experience cf tbat kind is easily
forgotten in good times. Lt in certainly ex-
asperating tbat bard earned profits should
b. swept away by the fclly and bad mànsge
ment cf borrowers cf meney. But it is a
question whether leraders bave not-as cf
old-b.en making credit tonchceap. When-
ever this is done, punishment invariably
folbows.

LACROSSE AND IMMIGRATION.

Of all schemes to promote immigration
which have ever been pressed upon the
attention of a people or a department, the

h most novel, probably, in that pr, jected by
Dr. W. G. Beers, of Montreal, and ta 'be
carried out during the next two months.
It is, briefly, this: A team of Canadian
amateur lacrosse players, the most expert

i that can conveniently be obtained, and a
team of Indian lacrosse players, are to visit
Great Britain, possibly also France and
Germany, during May and June of the
present ye r, and play the national game of
Canada in the principal towns of England,

- Scotland, Ireland, before whatever crowds
can be got together to observe them. These
teams are to perform, besides, the par of
volunteer immigration agents for Canada ;
they will be supplied with abundance of fly
sheets, pamphlets, &c., including a special
edition of the Canadian Illustrated News,
abounding in descriptions and statistice of
the country, and these will be distributed
at every gathering to witi.ess this fleet
and picturesque game, in hotels, at
fairs and on every convenient opportu-
nity. Furthe, more, competent gentlemen
have been secured who will deliver lec-
tures upon Canada, simultaneously with
this visit ; and we are given to understand
that gratifying evidence of assistance to the
scheme will be forthcoming from the presa
and people of the mother land.

It is no disparagement to the efforts of
uur immigration agents, Dominion or Pro-
vincial, to say that this programme possesses
some features which they, with their Blue
Books and immigration hand books oould
not offer. A man who cannot be reached or
intei ested by a dry authoritative statement
of the advantages of Canada, or who is un-
convinced by a Government return-the
beauties of which documents none but
statesam n and editors fully discover-may
yet be captured by an athletic exhibition
and impressed with the illustr. ted literature
given away thereat.

FIRE INSURANCE IN CANADA IN
1882.

The advance figures for 1882 of the Fire
Insurance Return prepared annually by the
Superintendent of Insurance, have been sent
us. They are subject to correction when
Mr. Cherriman shall have visited the Head
offices of companies, but béing taken from
attested statements, they are likely to be
nearly accurate. The result of the year's
bu-iness is more satisfactory than that of the
previous year: there had been no great
conflagration, such as Quebea suffered from
in 1881 ; the rate of premium obtained was
slightly better, and the aggreg te of losses
was both actually and relatively amaller.
Upon another page of this issue will be
found tabulated the principal items of
receipt and disbursement by all the compan-
ies, twenty-nine in number, doing business
in Canada last year. We may repeat here
the amount of premiums and louses:

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MANUFACTURERS' NOTES.

It is proposed to turn the business of Messrs.
James Harris & Co., St. John N. B. into a joint
stock company with a capital of $300,000.
The firm under its present respected head, has
had an existence of over fifty years and has de-
veloped in to an extensive establishment covering
several acres immediately adjoining the new
terminus of the Intercolonial Ry., and employing
from two to three hundred hands.

It comprises rolling mills, several foundries
and a machine and car shop. During the past
year there have been manufactured and sold
about 550 freight cars, 6 passenger cars, 4,500
car wheels, in addition to those under the before
mentioned cars, besides many hundred tons of
bar iron and ships' knees. The situation of these
works upon the railway, their proximity to the
Spring Hill coal fields, cheap freights for iron
from Britain and wood from the Southern States,
-form a basis for profitable work which the
shrewd business men in and about St. John will
not be slow to recognize.

In the matter of promoting the cotton manu-
facturing interest Mr. Victor Hudon of Montreal
is irrepressible. Not content with inaugurating
the Hudon Cotton Co., the largest concern of its
kind in the Dominion, and also La Compagnie
de Filature Ste. Anne, which has lately become
amalgamated with the original Hudon Company,
Mr. H. is now busy promoting a third similar
enterprise, also to be located at Hochelaga. It
is stated that the necessaty land bas been
acquired, and that active building operations
will shortly be initiated. It ought not to need
repeating that there is a strong likelihood of
cotton mills becoming too numerous, at the rate
we are going.

The Ontario Canning company, of Hamilton,
has commenced making cans for the Autumn
season. About 750,000 cans will be made. The
company has contracted for 20,000 bushels of
tomatoes at 80o per bushel. Besides tomatoes,
they will preserve peas, pumpkins, peaches,
strawberries and other fruit, and will employ
about 250 hands.

The Erie Preserving Company of St. Cather-
ine's has made arrangements to occupy the
premises in that city known as the novelty works.
The Secretary states that $6,000 worth of
machinery bas been shipped to the city to be
nsed in their business. He has also made con-
tracts for the produce of 60 acres : f tomatoes, at
25 cents per bushel, and wants at least fifteen
acres more.

Messrs. Stephen Nairn, of Toronto, Kennedy
and Horn, of Winnipeg, and Mr. Trail, of Emer-
son, have purchased two acres of land adjoining
Ogilvie's mill at Point Douglas, Winnipeg, and
will erect an oatmeal mill thereon.

The annual meeting of the shareholders of
the Midland Railway of Canada was held in the
Board room, Peterborough on Tuesday afternoon
the 17th instant.

The Secretary having read the advertisement
oalling the annual meeting at this dat-. Mr. G.
A. Cox, the President, then read as follows the
first annual report of the Directors te th( Share-
holders of the Midland Railway of Canada:_

REPORT.
The Consolidation of the Midland, Toronto &

Nipissing, Grand Junction, Whitby, Port Perry
& Lindsay, Toronto & Ottawa, and Victoria
Railway Companies, under the name of The
Midland Railway of Canada, was consummated
on the lst of April, 1882, under an agreement
entered into by the several companies approved
at Special General Meetings of their respective
proprietors, and ratified by an Act of the On-
tario Legislature, 45 Victoria, Chapter 57.

The Directors appointed under the said agree-
ment, have now the pleasure of submitting their1
report for the nine months from that date te the1
81st of December, 1882.9

The groîs receipts for the pcriod from the1
firat of April to the 81st of December, amount-1
el to 872,837.16 (£179 350, l, 10d ) while the
aggregate earnings eof the diffierent lines for the
correspor ding period of 1881, amounted te $782,-1
853.76, (£150,483, 18e.) showing an increase of
1140,483.40, (£28,866, 8s. 10d.) upon the opera-
tiens of the firat nine months, thus confirmingg
the hopes that were entertained as te the advant-g
ages that would accrue from this union of
interestas; but the full advantages to be derived
cannot be realized until the completion of the
conneoting links between Manilla and Wick, and1
Omemee and Peterborough, which will placet
the entire system in direct connection with theà
city of Toronto, the centre of business for theq
district served by this line.9

It was anticipated that these connections
would have been now in operation, but the1
nature of the work between Peterborough andi
Omemee (14 miles) has been so exceedingly diffi-à
eulty that the contracters wil not be able to
complete it before the firat July. The delay inà
ermpleting this connection is inflicting seriousilus upon tee Company in preventing a full1developement of its business and economical1
worklng.i

Thelne Madocto Bridgewater (10 miles) is
completed, as is alse the Manilla and Wick line1
(9~ miles) with the exception et a little ballasting.

Tho working expenses for the nine mòntes

have been $552,975.01 (£118,625) or 63.85
per cent. on the grosereceipts as compared with
$470,903.36 (£96,760.19 7) or 64-80 per cent. for
the corresponding period of 1881. It is reason-
able to expect still more satisfactory results
when the connectinglines referred to are finished
and in operation, and the traffic has been more
fully developed.

The net revenue for the period under review
amounted to 1319,862.15 (£65,725 1 10.) It has
been appropriated as per the revenue statement
submitted and it will be observed that after pro-
viding for the full interest obligations of the
Company, $23,106.55 (£4,747, 18s. 3d.) has been
carried ferward.

The passenger receipts, including mails and
express freight increased by $86,778.79 and the
number of passengers by 52,173 or 20.70 per
cent. as compared with the corresponding period
of the previous year:-

The receipts from freight trafile increased by1
855,576.21, or 10.90 per cent. The tonnage1
increased by 58,445 tons or 12.31 per cent. Thei
Company would have been able to report a stilli
larger increase in the freight earnings, but for1
the unusually heavy quantities of lumber andi
grain that were held over for spring shipment.

The total number of passengers carried was
804,093, against 251,929; and the quantity of
freight was 406,300 tons against 852,855 tons.

The average receipt per passenger was 89c.,c
against 80c.; and per ton of freight $1.38, against à
11.33.t

The amount charged against capital aceount
was $593,038.13. The principal items were1
$194,720.69 on account of the construction of
the Bridgewater and Perth section ; 8142,020.89 t
for improvements, replacing iron rails with steel, a
8129,393.83 for new rollingstock: and 179,617.121
for new sidiugs and extensions, new stations, new I
fencing and machinery. 1

There have been added to the rolling stock1
during the past year, a portion of which bas beenA
purchased on deferred payments, 12 locomotivesB
4 firet-class, and 10 second.elas passenger I
coaches, 149 box freight cars, 142 platform cars,
4 postal, express and smoking cars, 4 baggage
cars, 18 conductors' vans, and 6 stock cari.

There has been a very large increase in the
through tragie, via Midland, and the elevators
at that point and Port Hole have proved of
great advantage. The Directors are endeavor- '
ing to secure elevator accomodation at Belleville o
as they have every reason to antteipate a still
further development of the through trafic, and
in order to handle it satisfactorily, ample and G
efficient facilities are indispensable,

The further capital expenditure upon the line,
excepting in the matter of rolling stock, required s
to meet the increasing business will not be large. W
A short junction connection i wanted at
Lindsay, another at Peterborough, and some
more ballasting and fencing will have to be i
done from time to time, but these are not works t
requiring the expenditure of large sums.

The winter just passed has proved one of un- 0
usual severity, and your Company bas suffered
from snow and frost, as have al the north and
south lines in the country. The traffic prospects
are, however, more promising than they have
been for yegre past, and your Directors have o
every reason to anticipate satisfactory resulta o
from the operations of the Company in the a
present year. f

The Directors hope, in future, to be able to t
publish a full report from the mechanical a
superintendent of the line. Some changes a
which it bas been found necessary to make in w
the staff of that department, have rendered it
difficult to do so on this ocaasion. The reports
of the engineer and traffie manager are ap- b
pended. b

The work of consolidating the staff of the l
various lines now merged into the Midlsnd bas d
been attended with a good deal of anxiety and Y
difficulty. The varions departments of the u
service are now filled by efficient and experi. s
enced officers, devoted to the interests of the ln
corporation. il

It was deemed desirable in the interests of w
the Company to secure co.operation, in London, et
of gentlemen of experience and influence, to o
adviee with your Directors, and assist in thee
administration of the Company's affaire, acting as e
a medium of communication between the large o
number of Bond and Shareholders resident in v
Europe, and the Board. The Directors were a
fortunate in being able to arrange for the.follow-m
ing gentlemen to aet as a committee in London la
vi.:-Sir Henry W. Tyler, M. P., chairman vl
Henry Griasell, Eaq., 17 Montagne Square'
Laondon ; Bir Charles L. Young, Bart., 5Ash.' l

Which, considering the difficulties we had to
vercome in reconciling the confiicting intereste
f the five railways as they stood prior to the
malgamation, and in view of our having per-
ormed tbis labor during the period in which
his increase was being earned, afforde, I trust,
imple proof of the wisdom of the amalgamation
nd the future prosperity of the Midland Rail-
way as now constituted.
At the present writing it might appear from

he traffie returns of 1883 that the Midland Rail-
way has reached its maximum earning capacity,
ut i think it is very generally known that the
ne was almost completely blockaded with now
uring the firt thirteen weeks of the present
ear, and the fact of its having held its own
nder those circumstances, combined with the
igns of manufacturing industry and general
mprovement throughout the district served by
t, (the latter being very marked,) seems to fully
warrant the opinion that we shall yet make a
till larger percentage of increase during 1888
ver 1882.
Coming down to an analysis of the freight

arnings, which yield more than two thiids eof
ur trade, we find in the first staple commodity,
dz. lumber, that in 1882 we earned 8171,858,
nd from the quantity on hand at the present
noment, as compared with stocks held this time
ut year, combined with the known number of
gs that have been harvested during the recent
inter we may calculate upon an increase in our
umber receipts of twenty-five per cent.
On square timber in 1882 vo earned 121,814,

nd have already under contract this year more
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than double the quantity of timber we carriedi
laut year.

In wheat, barley and oats we earned laut year
$110,275, in the face of somewhat deficient
stocks held over uutil the commencement of
1882; whereas this year, every granary in the
country is loaded down with grain waiting re.-
moval, and it is estimated that the farmers have
not yet put on the market much more than hall
of laut year's erop. We may, therefore, safely
expect an increase of twenty to twenty-fite per
cent. in local grain earnings; but I base my
calculations on an increase of twenty per cent.

In through corn from Chicago laut year we
earned $51,757, having to contend against a
short crop of corn or maize in the Western
States; whereas the corn crop of 1882 is re-
ported as excellent all over the country, and we
shall have no difficulty in securing just as much
of this traffie as we are able to handle. I there.
fore look for an increase of thirty-three per
cent. on the through corn trade. This would
give the following probable increases:-

In estimating this increase of 1103,912, I have
taken up $855,699 of last year's gros earnings
leaving the sum of 1711,952, being that portion
of the earnings on which it is not so easy to cor-
rectly estimate what we are likely to do, it being
of a naiscellaneous nature; but I think I shall be
perfectly safe in saying that we shall at least
make an icrease of ten per eent this year on
this class of business over the similar trade of
1882, and we may therefore expect an icrease
of 1175,000 during the year, which will give the
company a total gross earnings for 1888 of about
01,240,000.

The additional thirty miles of new railway
added to the road and which will be opened for
traffie shortly, must necessarily help the receipts
still further.

weather, which cannot be much longer delayed,
will have a generally revivefying effect. The
spring break-u of the roads is nearly past,

Swhile farmers generally are getting into hamnesa
with the spring work. Remittances esanot be
complained of, and in only a few instances have
we noticed any tone of complaint in this respect.

BooTs AND Soes.--The majority of the manu-
facturers state that they are reasonably busy,
and doing a f air seasonable trade. Remittances

have improved of late, and upon the whole eau-
not be complained cf.

Asmus.-The receipts of ashes from Jan. 1st
to April 18th were: pots, 1,992 barrels; pearls,
46 bble.; deliveries, pots, 1,028 barrels; pearls,
43 bble. Demand is only moderate, but prices
rule firm at $5 to 5.10 for No. 1 pots. Nothing
doing in pearls.

DRuos Ai) CnÎumcmA.-A fair number of or-
ders are being rec ived, but the majority of them,
except urgent ones, are for delivery when sum-
mer freight rates come into force. Remittances
are pretty good, especially as there have been
complainte of a poor winter's trade fromn ome
quarters. Alum is very scarce on spot, and
though prices are lower in England, quotations
are stiffened here. Bleaching po der is ome-
what easier, but may react, as manufacturers
have agreed to limit the production. The
French market for cream tartar is rather easier,
quinine somewhat fiat. We note changes in below
quotations: Sal Soda -11.20 per 100 lb..

Dar Goons.-Travellers out upon their sorting-
up trip are not very cheerful in the tone of their
latest reporte, the fine weather of some days ago
having changed more or les. to cold, which has
acted as a damper upon spring trade ; it is still
hoped that an average business will be done when
the season is fully opened. It is gratifying to
notice, that wholesale stocks generadly are pretty
well assorted, there being no accumulation of
goods in any department, evidencing the fact
that the merchants have been se cautious in
buying.ae they have shown themselves disposed
to be in selling. Remittances since the turn of
the month have been generally good, and there
have been no failures of any moment to notice.
The trade generally are much pleased with the
result of the efforts of tbe deputation sent to
Ottawa to interview the Government muent the
tariff changes, and there is every reason to
believe that the objectionable features will be
doue away with.

FnoUn.-Receipts for the year to April 18th
have been 286,512 brIs. against 167,094 at same
date laut year ; shipments for same period
181,671 brIs. Business on 'Change has ruled
quiet, but the market rules Srm at following
quotations, holders being inclined to stiffen on
account of the upward tendency of the wheat
market : Superior extra 15.05 to 15.10, Extra
superfine 84.95 ; S'ring extra 84.85 ; Strong
Bakers Canadien 15.20 to 85.40 ; ditto Ameri-
can 16,25 to 86.75.

Funs.-First lots of spring rate are now offer-
ing and from 15 to 17 cents is being paid for
good lots. A few fox are offering and il 25 is
being paid, also a few skunk and mink, being the
fag end of the catch, but there is not mueh in.
ducement for dealers to buy on present unsettled
state of American and foreign markets.

GnocRaiEs.-A littie more enquiry has devel-
cped, tho' matters are not yet active and there
eau b. ne dcubt that tue opening cf navigation
will make things considerably livelier. Stocks
in river sections of the country, especially in
French Canadian sections, are very much reduced
and there seems to be a general disposition to
hold back orders till they can be forwarded by
boat. Remittanees on the whole have been
satisfactory thie month, despite breaking-up of
the roads. Teas-The outlook is brightening
for better prices, but the trade complain that
though there are good many 'nibbles' there are
comparatively few good -bites.' Stocks are low
in New York and prices rule firmthere. Advices
from Yokohama show a considerably altered
tone from some weeks ago when low prices were
predicted, and though it is too early to speak
definitely the opinion is advanced that present
erop prospects indicate higher prices. As the
market now rules excellent values in Japans cau
be ge for 82 to 34c.. 45e. being about the highest
unit. Sugars, are about same as previously re-
ported, yellows 6j te 81c., granulated 8j te 9o.
Fifty cents about represents the value of Barba-
does molasses, though a lot was sold the éther
day at something under tii. fgure; yrups have
eased cff olightly. In Pruvite next to nothing is
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doing, Valencia raisins are a little easier owing
to the reduction of 5 per cent. in duty, currants
which come under the same reduction rule about
as before owing to the limited supply. Coffees
show somewhat of an upward tendency, as also
do Spices.

HànnwSnE.-In hardware circles a satisfactory
trade is reported for the season, and remittances
are as good as circumstances would warrant.
Prices are unchanged as a rule. In Pig
Iron business is as 'dull as ditch water,' no
activity is looked for until the opening of navi-
gation, and even then importations will be light,
for the almost universal disposition among
foundrymen and manufacturers is to buy lightly
until matters are more settled. There is also
seemingly a wide spread belief that iron will be
lower in Britain during the summer. The prices
of Tin Plates rule steady in England, though
the production appears to be getting -ahead of
the demand, in spite of recent heavy failures in
the trade there. The falling through of the
Copper combination in the U. S. has not affect-
ed the market here, some small orders being
filled in New York instead of Great Britain. We
quote Pig Iron per ton ;Coltneàs 825.50 to 826 ;
