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POPE CRECORY AND
Dr, Creighton,

Catholic Times.

The thirteenth centenary of
the landing of St. Augustine and
his missionaries on the soil of
England has been celebrated by
a great meeting of DProtestant
prelates from all parts of the
English-speaking world. And
no Catholic need be otherwise
than thankful that these Bishops,
whether attached to the Estab-
lishment or unattached, have
centred the attention of the
British public on the far-off event
which brought Christianity to
thepeopleofthisland. It mayseem
to some of us rather incongruous
that Protestant prelates should
keep high festival in honour of a
Bishop who would have shivered
and shuddered had he foreseen
that men would claim to be his
legitimate successorsand yet re-
fase obedience to the successor ot
that Pope from whomhe derived
his mission and his jurisdiction:
but wemustallbegrateful thatthe
minds of our countrymen have
been so forcibly directed to the
fact that Christianity was preach-
ed to their forefathers by a mis-
sionary sent by the DPope. We
musi admit that many of the
tributes paid to St. Aungustine

ave been somewhat depreciato-
ry, but here again we have the
consolation of noting that what
was denied to him was conceded
to the Pope who sent him. And
among the most landatory com-
mendations of Gregory is that de-
livered in Canterbury on Sunday,
July 11th, by Dr. Creighton in
his sermon at the Cathedral. His
words, on the whole, leave lit-
tle to be desired. He praised the
Pope, and fully admitted that
England owes her Christianity
to his missionary zeal, to his
wisdom, courage, and perseve-
rance. But it was a dangerous
topic for a Protestant Bishop,
as by bringing out so fully the
Importance of the Papal action
he laid himself open to the ques-
tion why he and his fellow-Bish-
ops of the Province of Canter-

ury have ceased to maintain
relations of amity and obedience
to that chair from which autho-
Nty and mission came to this
land thirteen hundred years ago.
What has happened ‘that the
Past is changed? And why, and
by what right, did it happen?

Dr. Creighton is reported by
the “Times” as saying that “there
Were people who thought of Gre-
gory as a great and prosperous
Pope, who, with the deliberate
Intention of extending the pow-
er of the Papacy, sent Augustine
to England. There could not be
4 greater or more abhsolute mis-
take. The Papacy, as we think:
of it now, was not thought of in
Gregory’s time.” Then Dr. Creigh-
ton might have told hisaudience
What was thought of the Papacy
In Gregory’s time. Does he mean
that the Pope was in thuse days
a mere Bishop? Or was he a Pa-
triarch only? Or what was he?
It is hard to read into St. Grego-
ty’s life auy other doctrine than
that which is taught by Leo
XIII. Just as Leo is in commu-
Nion with foreign Bishops, so
Was Grregory. As Leo sends the
Pallium to Westminster, so Gre-
gory sent it to Leander, Bishop
of Seville, to Vigilius, Archbis-
hop of Arles. As Leo calls schis-
Iatic Basterns to obedience to
the Holy See, so Gregory called
the Constantinopolitan prelates
to obedience. When Gregory
sent 8t. Augustine to England
he did not for a moment dream
that he was doing anything but

what his duty as Chief Pastor of

the Universal Church called up-
on him to perform. But it was
necessary for Dr. Creighton to
find some difference between
the Papacy in the sixth century
and the Papacy in the nineteenth
in order that he might evade the
inevitable questions  which
would arise in the mind of every
person who heard or read his
words. And it is, after all, a sub-
ject for comgratulation that he
did not deign to tallk about the
ancient Dritish Church as the
source of Christianity in these
realms. And no doubt in course
of time the full trnth will be
told the English people.

Indeed, the one lesson to bhe
learnt from the Ritualist move-
ment is, thatin process of time
first one, then another, of the
docirines of the Church are gra-
dually introduced. That move-
ment may be said to have made
multitades of Iinglish Protes-
tants acquainted with ideas and
views that have completely sap-
ped the foundations of the Estab-
lished Church. With the excep-
tion of the Papal claim to supre-
macy almost everything else has
been either aped or added. And

it is most unlikely that men of

an inquiring turn of mind will
not in the end come to see that
the logical issue of the principles
they have already so largely ac-
cepted can be in no other direc-
tion than that of frank and full
submission to the supreme au-
thority of the Pope. It may not
come Ilmmediately, or even in
the mnear future, but come it
most assuredly will. When the
Establishment is freed from the
yoke of the State the sole bond
of Protestant unity will be brok-
en, and honest men will follow
the light whithersoever it leads
Grod’s hand is directing them to-
wards the truth, and is directing
them quietly and surely. The
Catholic Church could not now
do for the English people what
their own ministers are doing
for them. Their inborn suspicion
of her would prevent their re-
ceiving her message with wel-
come. And we have therefore
need to be thankfnl that men
like Dr. Creighton, however
much they may miss in their
reading of the past, have the
courage and the fairmindedness
to inculcate truths the only lo-
gical outcome of which "1s a
drawing nearer and nearer to
the source of jurisdiction and
the safety of doctrine of which
the great schism of three hun-
dred years ago deprived the ma-
jority of the people of this land.

The boy who has that sort of
courage, and every boy can have
it i’ he will take the trouble to
try to cultivate it, to persevere
in his efforts to acquire it and to
pray for it,—is a force, a power
for good no matter where he is
placed. The great majority of
boys and girls, and grown-ups,
too, do wrong, not because they
wanttodowrong,butbecausethey
are weak and can’t resist temp-
tation. Very often the example
of some courageous person who
has the courage to do right, no
matter what happens, gives the
wabblers backbone enough to
enable theém to stand up for
their principles, too. Do the
Defenders see how they can ap-
ply thistalk ¢ No? Well, here’s
a little story, told by Dean Farrar,
which may help them a little.

“More than forty years ago, at
a great English school, no boy
in the large dormitories ever
dared to say his prayers. A
young new boy, neither strong,
nor distinguished, nor brilliant,
nor influential, nor of high rank,
came to the school. The first night
that he slept in his dormitory
not one boy knelt tosay his pray
ers. But the new boy knelt as he
had alwaysdone. He was jeered at,
insulted, pelted, kicked for it ;
and so he was the next night and
the mext. But alter & uight or
two, not only did the pesecutions
cease, but another boy knelt
down as well as himself. and
then another, until it became
the custom for every hoy to kneel
nightly at the altar of his own
bedside.  From that dormitory
1n which my informant was, the
custom spread to other dormito-
ries, one by one. When that
young mnew boy came to the
school, no boy said his prayers ;
when he leftit, without oue act
or word on his part, beyond the
silent influence of a quiet and
hrave example, all the boys said
their prayers. The right act had
prevailed against the bad custom
and the blended cowardice of
that little world. That boy still
lives ; and if he had never done
one good deed besides that deed,
be sure it stands written for him
in golden letters in the recording
angel’s beok.”

We all love justice; to ques-
tiou our love of justice wounld be
a gross insult to us. There isno
human soul so morally dead as
not to feel some sentiment of jus-
tice welling up within it : and
the public opinion of mankind
has never failed in the end to
condemn  manifest  injustice.
Dut all this isin the abstract!
When we come to examine the
matter in its concrete and per-
sonal aspects we at once find
good reason to doubt whether
the love of justice is 50 sincere
and universal as it seems, for we
find that in a world which ever-
lastingly prates about justice
there is a vast deal of the most
crying injustice, and we begin
to fear that the lofty sentiment
so loudly proclaimed from pole
to pole is relative rather than
absolute. We all want to have

justice dome to ourselves as we

apprehend it ; but are we equal-
ly inclined to do justice to oth-
ers, according to the golden rule ?

“ How much dost thou owe?
a question asked by the Gospal
of to-day, is anawkward question
for some of us to meet ; not that
there are no honest debtors
whose debts are their misfor.
tunes, not their faults. Many
such there undoubtedly —are.
But are there not hosts™ of dis-
honest debtors whose debts are
the result of their extravagance
or dissipation 7 and who twist
and turn and quibble in every
possible way. in order to escape
their obligations ? Yet those
people, too. take up the cry
of justice, and would feign pass
for upright Christians and
honorable men. Now we might
as well face the certain fact once
for all.  No one can be an honest
man, much less a sincere Chris-
tian, who does not make every
reasonable effort to pay his law-
ful debts,

The man or the woman who
is in debt and who does not con-
scientiously endeavor to pay
the last dollar is little less than
a fraud and a hypocrite,andshall
notenter the kingdom of heaven.
Do you think that the man who
owes his butcher, or his baker,
or his grocer a bill, and who re-
fuses payment, when he has
money to pay for drinks and oi-
gars and excursions, and perhaps
a trip to the seaside or the moun-
tains, is an honest man 2 Wounld
vou consider that woman honest
who constantly buys new dress-
es and bonnets while she is in
debt for the old ones? What
sense of justice has the person
who borrows five or ten or fifty
dollars from a neighbor, when
short of money, and afterwards
neglects to pay it back, though
requested to do so again and
again ?

Justice in the abstract isa
grand thing to talk ahout, but
common honesty is the real
thing to practise. “ How much
dost thou owe ? ” and When are
you going to pay ? are the prac-
tical questions that every debtor
should put to his own conscience.
Remember that there is a sup-
reme day of reckoning appointed
for all debtors, and if you appear
before that dread tribunal with
the burden of debt upon your
soul, “ You shall be cast into
prison " : and in the words of the
Lord Jesus, “ Amen, I say to
you, thou shalt not go out from
thence until thou repay the last
farthing. ”

A CURIOUS DILEMMA.

Anaccount of a quaint incident has
reached us which is not withouat its ins-
tructive bearing on Anglican habits of
thought. A bicyclist was lately making
ashort tour iu the conntry. Being a
Cat holic, and antiquarian in his tastes,
be makes a point of inspecting old pa-
rish churches, and at oue small place,
with hardly 100 inhabitants, it was his
luck to fall in with an ecclesiastical gem
of the late fourteenth (early fifteenth)

century. Could he see the church ? Cer-
tainly. Moreover, the Rector was there
Limfelf. 8o, dismounting, he trundled

his machine churchward, deposited it
inside the gate, and wag almost at once
face to face with the Incumbent, habiteq
in orthodox Anglican “tenue”~—cassock,
moustache, Roman collar, and all— who
very realily pointed outto the visitor
all the points of interest in the building
—and there were many. lere was the
decorated piscina, there the credence-
table, below were two “squintg” (hagios-
copes),through which the people in the
aisles and transepts used to see the Con-
secration of the Mass, and a grating
which had formed part of the confession-
al., There were actually two old altar-
stones still existing, whick the quick

eye of the wheelman detected by their
crosses, and the existence of one of
which he introduced to the clergyman’s
knowledge for the firat time. One of
them formed part of the pavement of
the porch, the other lay in the flooring
within. Both of these the cyclist re-
verently kissed. In short, the stranger
had never Lad such an ecclesiastico-an-
tiquarian treat for years. He was posi-
tively brimming over witl: joy and gra-
titude, and after the clergyman hal
pointed aut the place where the Rood
used to stand,and le steps (still visible;
in the chancel-areh, jamb that led up to
1t, he broke out wit}; 1 am immensely
ebliged to you. T hever saw a chureh so
full of relics of ol Catholic times. Itis
very seld—" He got no further, for the
Anglican Rector flushed at once and
looked displeased. But the bicyeliat
saw his mistake, and corrected himself
instantly with “I mean, the old Roman
Catholic times,” with proper emphasis
on the “Roman.” This, however, was
to make confusion worse confounded.
The Incumbent’s face, from rose, now
flamed into the lurid purple tones of un
approaching  trople thunderstorm and
his lips were fast set.  His visitor was
also genuinely perturbed, He faltered
out: “I 'm very sorry. Of course they
were not Catholic—I mean Roman Cath-
olic in those days. You said Richard
the Second. They were hardly Prot — I
mean Anglicans then, were they ?’ The
clergyman thought it time to g0, and as
he led the way out of the chureh he re-
marked (with a sort of gulp) : “They
were always churchimen—good English
churchmen—as they are now, as I am,”
Outside he added in a nervous manner:
“You dow't understand— | presume I
am speaking to a Romanist—yvou don’t
understand our views, our position. You
are all so un-Enelish, of course,and your
people el such unmitigated lies—in
history and so forth.” Then the good
man mentioned some Church writers
and works which put the views and the
position in the proper light. But isn’t
it all very instructive ?

Rapid Vegetation.

It will be remembered that in August,
1883, the island ot Krakatao, lying in the
strdits of Sunda, between Java and Su-
natr4, was partially destroyed by a gi-
gantic voleanic outbreak. A portion of
the island totally disapeared, and the
remaiuder was covered with voleanic
ashes, in some places to a depth of near-
ly 200 feer. Of course al] vegetation
was totally destroyed, and what was
left of the islaad presented an abaolute-
ly barren surface, | is extremely in-
teresting to learn that at the present day
the igland is being again covered with
vegetation. Treub, the botanist, and
director of the I iitenzorger Gradens in
Java, visited the island in 1886 and found
on it the beginiing of a new fora.
When he again ji.1ssed the island in 1895
it was complete'y clad with vegetatfon.

Not only is the fact of the renewal of
vegetation of interest, but also the man-.
ner in which it was effected, particular-
ly in a substance 8o unsaitable to vege.
tation as voleanic ash and pumice, The
first vegetable growth was g gemmating
filamentous algee — Treub foung especial-
ly abundant the genug Lyngbya—which,
covering the barren surface, produced the
initial decomposition, Thig growth in-
creased with such rapidity that soon the
whole surface of the rocky island was
covered with a magy of green, jelly-like
algre.  Through the decomposition of the
rock by the alge, and their own decom-
position, the surface was prepared for the
growth of ferns, and these prepared the
ground for the higher plants. Treub found
that a part of these were of the species
belonging to the widely distributed
coast plants, and a part to the species
belonging to the mountain regions of
the interior of the neighboring islands, ~

And
of all the absurd articles it has contained
of late surely tte climax was capped on
Thursday last in its attempt to show
the wonderful success of Sir W.Laurier in
redeeming his ante-election pleges re
the school question and other matterg
affecting religion and race. Ifthe Free
Press had any purpose at all in the
in question it can only have been to
humbug the people, but then the truth
evidently is it never does have a pur-
pose in anything which appears in its
editorial columns,it 18 simply a question
of filling so much space each day——and
very soon when itis shortof a sub-
ject, it is altogether likely that it will
treat the Dominion Premier from an
exactly opposite standpoint, and in its
milk-and-water way show that he has
absolutely failed to redeem his promisas
and that he is 8simply a politician of the
opportunist variety who deserves nothing
but censure snd contempt for the paltry
way in which he has dealt with questions
vitally affecting the interests of Canada.

Cunning People.

The word cunning has various
meanings accorded to it in the
dictionaries, but is generally in
our day used with the sense of
crafty, as describing one who in
underhand ways uses his know-
ledge or his skill. Its primary
meaning relates simply to know-
ledge, and by derivation to skill,
so that the term cunning work-
man is used in a complimentary
sense. A cunning politician, on
the other hand, is understood of
one who is sly and unscrupu-
lous. There is another derived
meaning not much used except
by fond mothers, who describe
their children as cuuning when
they mean that they are bright
and interesting. In general how-
ever, the word cunning is used
to describe people wWho misuse
their knowledge in sly and more
or less dishonest ways, and that
is the kind of people here dis-

cussed. They have to bhe intel-
ligent and quick-witted to be
cunning, and that makes their
offense greater when they use
their talents for base and ignoble
purposes or in mean and under-
handed ways.

Cunning men of this kind are
to be found in all walks of lite,
even among the learned. They
seek to gain by indirection that
which might be accorded to
them if they would manfully
declare their desires or inten-
tions. They are without sense
of honor or moral courage, and
even when in the right sneak
through life instead of boldly
declaring themselves.

Cunning men naturally flour-
ish to a certain degree because
they are intelligent or knowing,
but they never achieve an honor-
able reputation. They are very
often politicians of the baser
kind; never statesmen. This
conntry has known several who
have attained distinction, but
failed to win the goal of their
ambition for the simple reason
that while their abilities were
recognized, they were known to
be tricky and dishonorable. In
business and professional life,
though there is less need for the
exhibition of cunning in such
callings than in that of politics,
the same general result follows.
The cunning man of business
may be successiul to a certain
degree, winning [ortune or re-
putation for skill, but he does
not win that which he covets
most—the respect and regard of
his fellows. To say that the
cunning man never achieves the
full measure of success is only
another way of saying that such
success cannot be achieved by a-
ny one who is not honorable.
The successful hypocrite alwavs
fails in one thing ; he cannot
deceive himself. Upon the other
hand, the possession of dishonor-
able cunning is a distinct dravw-
back to any man’s career. His
fellow-men may not be able to
put their hands upon any dis-
honorable act he has committed,
for his cunning prevents discoy-
ery, but they have an ill-defined
sense that he is tricky and unre-
liable, and therefore they with-
hold from him full confidence
and {rust. Thus the cunning
man is put at a disadvantage
compared with one of less abilj-
ties who is straightforward and
honest, and those who attain
distinction are the exceptions,
not the rule.

These observations are made
because there is a tendency a-
mong young men just entering
business life to exaggerate the
value of cunning. They do not
draw the proper distinction be-
tween knowledge and skill oni-
ded by honor, and similar
knowledge and skill employed
1 petty and dishonorable ways
or for mean purposes. The boy
who does his duty conscien-
tiously for his employer appears
to the inexperienced to be alto-
gether commonplace beside the
bplliant genius who can evade
his duty and find excuse and ex-
pPlanation for his dereliction. But
they will find in the course of
future years that honor counts
for a great deal in determining
which of two men shall be ad-
vanced or shall be called to other
and broader fields of activity. It
is true that all frank, honorable
and faithful men do not attain
higher place or greater emolu-
ments than cunning schemers,

PURITAN DAMES,

We hear a great
deal these days of
our puritan fore.
fatliers, but little
concerning the
wives and moth-
ers who landed at
Plymouth Rock
and founded that
colony which was
destined to play
such a large part
in our history.

In 1621 Elder
Cushman wrote
from Plymouth
that he ‘‘would
not advise any
one te come here
who were not con-
tent to spend their
time, labors and
endeavors for the
benefit of those
who shall come
after, quitely con-
tenting them-
selves with such
hardships and difficul-

ties as shall fall upon them.”

What self-renunciation and heroic purpose
was this! They drowned witches to be sure,
but that was no part of their puritanism. It
is to the puritan women we owe so much for
that spirit in our people which gives them
the fortitude to endure hardship and stake
life and fortune for their convictions.
