Wholly unpaid letters for
or from the United Kingdom and the other Postal Union coun-
tries (except the United States), are charged double postage on
delivery, and insufficiently prepaid letters double the deficiency.

No letter, Ac, can be fox^arded registered to any destination
unless both the postage and registration fee have been fully
prepaid.

tor Canada, Newfoundland and the United States, may be post-
ed, prepaid by stamp, at 1 cent per 4 ounces, provided they be
sent in covers open at the ends or side, and so put up as to ad-
mit ot the contents being, if necessary, easily withdrawn for
examination; if enclosed with written communications, or in
sealed envelopes notched at the end or sides, letter rate of post-
age will be charged.
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The following are excluded from the reduoed rate: Legal
documents, stamps or forms of prepayment, whether obliterated
or not, as well as all printed articles constituting the represen-
tive sign of monetary value.

Packages of miscellaneous matter are limited in size to 24
inches in length, and 12 inches m width and depth, and to the
weight of 4 pounds for Newfoundland and Canada. There is no
provision for the transmission of seeds and bulbs between
Canada and the United States by mail, estcept when Rent as sam-
ples, the limit of weight for each packet is 8 ounces, and the
rate, 10 cents.

The limit of weight for book packages addressed to offices in
the Dominion is 6 pourds, and Packets of miscellaneous or
books cannot be registered unless prepaid at letter or parcel-
post rate.

Post Bands with an impressed 1 cent stamp for this purpose,
may be obtained at any Stamp Agency, at the rate of four for

5 cents.

The term " printed ciiculars " is extended to include circulars
produced by the electric pen on other mechanical process, easy
of recognition by the officers of the Post Office, as well as when
printed by the ordinary processes of pi inting type or lithography.

PattSkn and Sample Post.

Canada—Patterns and samples of merchandise, not exceeding
24 ounces in weight, when posted in Canada for places within
Canada, must be prepaid by postage stamp at the rate of 1 cent
per 4 ounces weight, and put up in such manner as to admit of
inspection. Goods sent in execution of an order, however small
the quantity may be, or articles sent by one private individual
to another, not being actually Trade Patterns or Samples, are
not admissible as such.

United States Patterns and Samples of Merchandise, and
packages of seeds and bulbs posted for places iii the United
States, will continue to be subject to the special rate of 10 cents
each, prepaid by postage stamp, and must not exceed 8 ounces
in weight.

On no application, however urgent, can it be delivered
back to the writer. Business men are requested not to ask for

the return of letters posted by mistake or otherwise.

Letters addressed to initials or to fictitious names cannot be
delivered, but will be returned to the writer through the Dead
Letter Office, unless the address contains a designated place of
delivery; thus, a letter addressed to A.B., Poet Office, Montreal,
would be returned to the writer, but a letter addressed A.B.,
care of John Jones, box No. 781, or No. 1600 St. Catherine
street, would be delivered at the address designated.

Money Obdeb Office.

In sending montybymail it is always best to transmit by
Money Order, if possible. If sent by letter, it should always be
registered.

MONTREAL WATER WORKS.

Extract from By-Lows Nos Gr>, 66, 82, enacted 20th April^ 1873

Sec. 5. It is expressly forbidden to any occupant of a house
or building or any part thereof, supplied with water from the
said water works, to furnish water to others, or to use it other-
wise tiian for his own us", or to increase the supply agreed for,

or to waste it, or to practice any fraud upon the said Corporation
with regard to the wat^r eo supplied.

Sec. 6. All persons taking the water shall keep the distribu-
tion pipe within their premises in good repair and protected from
frost at their own expense, and they shall be held liable to the
(Corporation for all damages that may result from their failure to
do so.

Sec. 7. No person shall fraudalently connect any pipe with
the water pipes of the Corporation, or with any pipe, cistern or
apparatus conn'^cted therewitl), or lo or into wiiich the water
from the said wa*er works sha-I flow or proceed; or shall fraud-
ulently use or othf^rwisT misappropriate the water supplied by
the c'ty. or knowingly permit tlie s ime to be fraudulently used
or misappropriated.
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Seo. 8. If any person supplied with water by the Corporation
do, or permit to be done, anything in oontraventiou of this by-
law, or fail to do anything prescribed by this by-law, the super-
intendent or his deputy, may cut ofiT the water supply, and cease

to supply such person with water so long as the cause or com-
plaint remains, or is not remedied.

Sec. 9. No person shall wrongfully cause or snffor any pipe,

Yalve, cock, cistern, bath, soil-pan, water closet, or other appara-
tus or recepticle to be out of repair, or to be so used or contrived
that the water supplied to him is, or likely to be wasted, mis-
used, or unduly consumed.

Sec. 10. No alteration shall be made in any of the pipes or
fixtures inserted by the city, except by its agents or officers.

Stc. 11. No person supplied with water from the said water
works by meter, shall be allowed to connect, or cause to be con-
nected, any pipe or other fixture between the Corporation's ser-

vice pipe and the meter.

Sec. 12. No person, unless duly authorized by the water com-
mittee, shall opeii any hydrant in the said city, or lift or remove
the cover off, or draw water from the same.

Sec. 13. No person shall turn on or turn off the water in any
manner, or interfere with any of the water pipes or valves be-
longing to the city, without the license of the water committee,
or of the said supeiintendent.

Sec. 14. No person shall pass the railing enclosing the reser-
voir of the said city, or shall defile or deposit any filth or offen-
sive matter in the said reservoirs, ur on the bank or ground ad-
jacent thereto, belonging to the said city, or shall allow any dog
or other animal to jump into the said reservoir, or upon the said
bank or ground, or shall pass or remain upon the said bank or
ground after ten o'clock in the evening ; or shall do or cause
anything to be done tending to defile or corrupt, to disturb or
agitate the waters of the said reservoir.

Sec. 16. No person shall draw or use water from the River
St. Lawrence, or elsewhere, for the purpose of selling the same,
to any part of the city.

Sec. 16. No person shall draw or use water from the water
works in the said city for private fountains, or for hand hose for
watering purposes, or for building or manufacturing puiposes,
unless such i)er80n shall have previously obtained from the
superintendent of the said works a written permission to that
effect, and paid the respective rates charged in the subjoined
tariff for the supply of water in such cases ; and in no case shall
said hose be used for sprinkling or watering the streets between
9 o'clock in the forenoon and 5 o'cl- ok in the afternoon.

Sec. 17. No person shall use a hand hose of a larger size or
nozzle than one-fourth of an inch orifice, or use any hand hose
for the purpose of washing horses, coaches, omnibuses, or other
vehicles.
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Sec. 18. No meter shall be used for determining the quantity
of water supplied by the said works, unless the same shall have
been previously submitted to and approved by the said superin-
tendent.

Sec. 19. The several rates enumerated and specified in the
tariflf contained in the subjoined schedule, shall be, and the same
are hereby imposed for water to be supplied from the water
works of the said city.

Sec. 20. The said rates shall be ^^^^^^ '\nd payable to the city
treasurer, in advance, on the 15th da^ ' ' august, every year, by
the occupant or lessee, or occupants or lessees, of all buildings,
part of buildings, or tenements in the said city, supplied with
water from the said works, as well by those who shall consent as
by those who shall refuse to receive the water pipe to supply the
said water or to use the same.

Sec. 21. All charges for specific supplies, or for fractional
parts of the year; shall be payable in advance and before the
water is let on.

Sec. 22. In buildings occupied as offices, where there are
water closets in the building, each tenant of an office, or suits of
offices, will be charged, in addition to the tariff rate, a water
closet tax.

Sec. 23. A discount of 5 per cent, shall be allowed to all water
tenants who shall pay the said rates on or before the 15th day of
August iu each year.

Sec. 24. In all cases of non-payment of the rates imposed by
the present by-law, for thirty days after the same are due, the
said Council, or any duly authorized officer charged with the
management of said works, may cut off the supply of water from
any building upon which the said rates shall be due, or from any
one in default to pay the said rates, which shall not prevent the
said rates from running as before, and the water shall not be let

on for the use of any such defaulter except upon payment of all

arrears due.

Sec. 25. Any person offending against any of the provisions
of this by-law, or of the said tariff, shall for each and every such
infraction, be liable to a fine not exceeding twenty dollars and
costs of prosecution, and in default of immediate payment of the
said fine and costs, to an imprisonment in the common gaol for a
period not to exceed two months, the said imprisonment to cease
upon payment of the said fine and costs.

By-Law to amenrl By-Laiv No. 65, concerning the Montreal

Water WorliS.

(Passed 23rd May, 1887.)

At a special meeting of the Council of the City of Montreal,
held in the City Hall of the said city this twenty-third day of May,
one thousand eight hundred and eighty-seven ; at which meeting
not less than two-thirds of the members of the said Council are

It is ordained and enacted by the said Council as follows :—
Sec. 1. Section 20 of By-law No. 05, passed by the said Coun-

cil on the 29th day of April, 1873, and entitled :
*' By-law to pro-

vide for the care and management of the Montreal Water Woiks,
and to establish a tariff of water rates," is amended by adding to

it the following proviso :—
*' Provided that in all cases of tenants or occupants of dwelling

houses assessed on a yearly rental of $120 or under, the said rates
shall be payable every year m two instalments, viz ; on the 16lh
August and 16th November."

Sec. 2. Section 23 of the said By-law No. 65 and Section 2 of
By-law No 126, passed on the 9th August, 1880, and entitled :

"By-law to regulate the discount on taxes," are repealed aad re-

placed by the following which shall form part of the said By law
No. 65, under Section 23 :

'^ A discount of 6 per cent, shall be allowed to all water tenants
who will pay in one instalment the wh jle of the said rates on or
before the I5ih August in each aad every year."

Sec. 3. The article headed " Water Closets," in the schedule
or tariffor annexed to the said By-law No. 65, is amended by add-
ing to it the following :

—
" In dwelling houses or tenements assessed on a yearly rental of

$150 or under, no charge shall be made for water closets ; provided
that the exemption thus granted, shall not be held as depriving
the City from the right to cut off the supply of w ater in all cases
of non-payment of the ordinary annual water rates."

By-Law concerning the Qualification of Persona in charge of
Steam Engines and Boilers.

Passed 8th July, 1885 , taking effect January 1st, 1886.

Sec. 1. No person shall take charge of the working and hand-
line of a stationary, semi-portable or portable steam engine or
boiler, either as engineer or fireman, who is not twenty-one years
of age or over, and has not obtained a license, as hereinafter
provided.

Sec. 2. It shall be unlawful for the owner of any such steam
engine or boiler to employ for the working and handling thereof,
under steam pressure, any person who is not Ifcensed as herein-
after provided.



Sec. 8. Any person claiming to be qualified to take charge of

the working or handling of a stationary, semi-portable or portable
steam engine or boiler, as engineer or fireman, shall apply to the
Inspector of Boilers, who shall examine the applicant, and the
proofs he produces in support of his claim ; and if, upon full con-
sideration, the Inspector is satisfied that his character, habits of
life, knowledge and experience of the duties he has to perform, are
sucn as to authorize the belief that he is a suitable and safe person
to be entrusted with the powers and duties of such a position, the
Inspector shall give him a license to that effect, signed by him,
and in which he shall assign the appropriate class to which the
candidate is entitled as hereinafter specified ; provided, it shall not
be competent for the Inspector to refuse anjr such license for bad
character and habits of life, before his decision shall have been
previously reported to and confirmed by the Fire Committee.

Sec. 4. For the purpose of this By-law, there shall be four
classes of persons entitled to take charge of a steam engine or
boiler

:

(a) The first-class shall be engineers qualified to take charge
of any steam engine or boiler.

(b) The second-class shall be engineers qualified to take
charge of any steam engine or boiler not exceeding
twenty nominal horse-power, calculated as per annexed
schedule.

(c) The third-class shall be engineers qualified to take charge
of any steam engine or steam boiler not exceeding ten
nominal horse—power.

(d) The fourth-class shall be firemen qualilied to take charge
of any boiler used for heating, boiling or drying purposes ;

they may, however, take charge of a steam bouer used for

motive power, when under the immediate supervision of an
engineer of the first, second, or third-class.

Sec. $. The licenses, issued as aforesaid, shall expire on the
first day of May next after the date thereof, and shall be renewed
every year.

Sec. 6. The Inspector shall be entided to demand and receive
annually from each applicant as aforesaid, the following fees,

viz;

1. For first-class engineers $2. 00

2. For second-class engineers 1 . 00

3. For third-class engineers 60

4. For fireman 26

The Inspector shall also be entitled *o demand and receive from
each applicant an entrance fee of 6o cents^ to be returned to the
applicant if he be successful in his examination.
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Sec. 7. Any license granted as aforesaid may be revoked by the
Inspector upon proof of negligence, unsk ill fulness, or drunken-
ness.

Sec. 8. In his examination of persons claiming to be qualified
as aforesaid., the Inspector shall be guided, as far as possible, by
the rules laid down in the annexed schedule.

Sec. 9. Any engineer or fireman who may feel aggrieved by
any actor order of said Inspector, may, within one month there-
after, appeal from his decision to the Fiie Committee, who may
confirm^ modify or disallow such d"cision.

Sec. 10. The Inspector shall muLe recrular weekly payments to
the City Treasurer of all monies received by him for and on behalf
of the city under the provisions of this By law.

Sec. 11. He shall, at the end of every year,repo' i to the Fire
Committee, giving full particulars of the work perfo; «. ed, and the
amounts received by him as such luspecLor.

Sec. 12. The Fire Comn.ittee shall hav iul power to rv-j^ulate

the time when, and the manner in which, .he examinations shall
be held in accordance with the provisions of this By-law, and
maj'. at their discretion, appoint assistant examiners to act con-
jointly with the Inspector.

Se;. 13. Tlie term " Inspector," wherever it occurs in this By-
law, shall mean the Inspector of Boilers appointed by the said
council.

Sec. 14. Every person offending against any of thf provisions
of this By-law, shall be liable to a fine with costs o" an imprison-
mf'!;i, or to a fine, and in default of immediate payincnt of said
fine and costs, to an imprisonir nt, the amount of said fine and the
term of said imprisonment to b ' .<:d by the Recorder's Court, at

its discretion, but such fine shall not exceed forty dollars, and the
imprisonment shall not be for a longer period than two calendar
months, the said imprisonmeni, however, to cease at any time be-
fore the expiration of the term fixed I'y the Recorder's t'ourt,

upon the payment of ' a.d fine and costs; and the said offender
shall be liable to the same penalties for each and every day that
such violation or contravention shall last, which shall be held to be
a distinct and separate offence for each and every day as afore-
said.

Sec. 16. This By-law shall come into force on the first day of
January, 1886.
