This part of the conspiracy did not
succeed to the extent of depriving
The Herald of the service, but - did
compel The Herald to pay a largely
enhanced price for it.. A similar ille-
gal intervention in certain negotia-
tions between The Herald and the
McClure Syndicate, dealers in news-
paper features, is also alleged, and is
stated to have had the.effect of caus-
ing the MeClure Syndicate to break
off these negotiations.

Attempts to disorganize the staff
of the plaintife company, by enticing
its employes, are also alleged.

DENMARK TO COPY
FARMBOYS CANPS

Danish Agricultural Expert
Impressed by Anterican
Methods.

VALLEY ' CITY,” N.D., Oect. 0.—
That North Dakota must follow the
example of Denmark in abandoning
the one-crop plan in favor of the
dairying industry and similar in-
dustries, while Denmark can weil
follow the lead of North Dakota and
the United States generally in the
education of its young farmers in
agricultural high scnools, farm
boys’ encampments and similar in-
stitutions, was the declaration of
Lars Frederiksen, the leading cattle
expert of the Danish kingdom, who
is in the United Jtates to study
agricultural conditions.

Mr. Frederiksen is the special re-
 presentative of the United Agrizul-
tural Societies of Jutland. He vis-
ited the “farm boys’ encampment,”
held here by the North Dakota Bet-
ter Farming Association and was
much impressed with the work that
was being done.

The fact that 112 boys, directly
off the farms, 'are brought together
from several counties and given a
ten-day outing in which there is
mixed a liberal amount of instruc-
tion, appealed to him as one of the
best ways of training ¢he future
farmer.

Upon his return to Denmark Mr.
Frederiksen says he will begin at
once efforts to organize similar en-
campments thruout the country. In
no nation has the ‘dea of agricul-
tural education been carried forward
to the extent that it has in America,
Mr. Frederiksen- said.

North Dakota and other north-
western states are today facing the
gsame problem that Denmark faced
and solved thirty years ago, the vis-
itor toid the boys attending the
camp. Denmark depended wupon
one crop until the fertility was gone
from the soil and the people were
forced to seek new ways of earning
a living on the farm. The dairy

FORGER POSED AS
WOMAN FOR YEARS

Confessed Having Gone Thru
Marriage Ceremony With
Willing Lawyer.

KANSAS CITY, Oct—James Ar-
thur Baker, arrested here, charged
with theft committed at Summerfield,
Cal., in a signed confession to the po«
lice, said that during much of his life
he had posed as a woman and that
he had been involved In intricate
counterfeiting and forgery schemes.

Baker early took up the work of a
school teacher, he said. After teach-
ing a few years in Iowa, Missouri,
Kansas and Oklahoma, he went to
the Pacific coast, where he found that
men teachers were not g demand. He

then disguised himself as a woman '

and obtained a position in an Idaho
village under the name of Alice Baker.
No one suspected his secret, altho he
taught one entire session.

In 1910 Baker, still garbed as a
woman, went to Los Angeles. There
he met a young lawyer who became
infatuated with the teacher, and a
few months later they went thru a
ceremony of marriage,

Baker said the lawyer exercised a
hypnotic influence over him and in-
duced him to take a course of engrav-
ing in an art school to make him pro-
ficient in counterfeiting.” Later they
perfected $7000 worth of bogus one
hundred dollar bills, he said, and af-
terward went to Japan, whers the
bills were exchanged for gold.

After their return to, California,
Baker said, the lawyer proposed that
they steal the blank money order book
at Summerland, where Baker said a

DELICATESSEN PRICES
; ON FISH WILL GO UP.

European Harvest Has Been Smali
Especially in Swedish Waters
—8cotch Herring Scarce,

WASHINGTON, Oct. 9—The fish
harvests of Europe have’ been poor
this summer, especially as regards
mackerel and herring, so our consuls
Teport, and New Yorkers probably
will have to pay higher prices next
winter at the delicatessen shops. The
Swedish mauackerel crop has been
practically a failure. The Scotch her-
ring fishery, is 400,000 barrels . less
than in 1912, but the German herring
fishery is 40,000 barrels in excess of
1912, and the Dutch herring fishery is
47,000 barrels. over last year.

~Curious studies on the migration of
fishes in the open seas have bheen
made by the fishery board for Scot-
land. Some of the results are made
known in a report. About 1500 plaice
~in, America they are called  floun-
der—were caught, marked and turn-
ed loose. Nearly 30 per cent. of the
fish were recaptured. One female
plaice had travelled 215 miles in three
months, and another 150 miles in two
months, the average dally rate in each
case being about 2% miles.

On the whole, the young and im-
mature plaice tend to remain in the
locality where they were liberated
and only migratée for short distances
and in no very determinate direction.
On the other hand, the great majority
of the larger plaice when they ap-
proach or reach maturity, . migrate
alcng the east coast of Scotland in a
northerly direction, Against the pre-
vailing current.

WINTER FAIR IMPROVEMENTS.
GUELPH. Oct.” 9.—(Special.)—Rob-

-.Night—Browning Was No
Dramatist.

Tho the most dramatic genius: ap-
pearing in England. Robert Browning
had no stage instinect, was the first
statement of Edward Hgward Griggs
in his second lecture in the Browning
series last night. “Abt Vogler” was
the theme of the address, and Mr.
Griggs belleved the poet to be emi-
nently fitted to express the philosophy
of musical art. In “Master Huguos’
and in “Saul,” in “Charles Avison,” as
in: “Toccata of Galuppi’s,” this musi-
cal predilection was marked.

Browning was interested in the
pathmaking minds of the ages. In-
stead of Mogart, Browning chooses
Vogler, with all his struggles and fail-
ures, as well as his astonishing suc-
cesses, for his hero and as a vehicle
for the eXpression of his philosophy of
the art of music. Browning evidently
believed that as finite minds we were
never able to know the abfwlute, and
Mr. Griggs quite agreed with him.

We could have, he said, only a re-

lative view of the Absolute in conse-
iquence. Every mew truth changed
our entire point of ciew. Each view
is a true one, as far as it goes, but we
never see the whole. We must hold
what we believe, subject to restate-
ment in the light of new experience,
As soon as we have crystalized our
views we are lost, We. can learn no
more, and the world would be,better
without us. Browning holds that the
view mearest the top of the mountain
is:the one to be cherished. We always
test the past at high water mark, but
we foolishly turn round and judge the
present at low water mark. In this
way familiarity breeds contempt, We
are most truly ourselves at the top of
the mountain, and at our worst in the
valley inevitably following.

Architecture
does the same with dimensional forms
in nature, and in both arts is to be
found the most far-reaching applica-
tion of mathematical principles.
Goethe speaks of architecture as fro-
zen music. Browning, in more signi-
ficant language, speaks of music  as
liquid architecture. One art is to space
what the other is to time. But music
must be recreated every time it is to
be enjoyed, and therefore sublimates
its form as no other art does, its spirit
being born again and again, like “the
wonderful dead who have passed thru
the body and gone. But we're back
once more to breathe in an old world
worth their new.”

Why is it that so few of our small
gardeners are entirely unacquainted
with these unigue plants—the fritil-

larias?

These bulbs are to be had in many
varieties: and, if the soil in which
they are' plaged is rich, but especially
well-drained; and, if, when once estab-
lished, the bulbs are left absolutely
undisturbed 'for three years, then
these plants will be to you “a joy for-
eyver.” R

The flowers of these strange plants
are often called the *“snake’s head”
1ilies.” Why!" we cannot imagine. How
anyone can ¢ompare a pretty-drooping
1y béll to a snake’s head, is a puzzle!
True, one_variety, ¥. Meleagris, has
peculiarly checked and ‘cross-striped
4 petals; also, P. Pallidiflora, a very
{ pale yellow, is finely striped and
checkered inside the bell, and other
varieties are oddly marked. Yet, still,
why snake's head?

\ Now, as to the different varieties
which our own gardeners may try.
For the rugckery, for the herbareous

border, for the greenhouse, for pot
culture, for sarly outside bloom in the
bulb bed—surely, from this list some-
thing .may be found for each one’s
especial need!

Unable
to raise freight rates without au-
thority from the railway commis-
siong the, representatives of the
great corporations will operate
thru steamship mergers. By this
method they can increase ocean
charges with every compulsory
reduction of land charges.

Press.)—Efforts to repeal the five per
cent. tariff discount rovision on im-
ports in American ships, which has
aroused the state and treasury de-
partments, met a sethack today with
the return to the city of Representa-
tive Underwood, chairman of the ways
and means committee, original chaim-
plon of the clause.
