The
firu have been in business in St. Jolin about
thirty years, aid, wits one exception, were at
onie timîse the only batters of any consequence in
the city; latterly a number .i' others in the
trade have cut into the business formerly done
by themt, and there lias eîvidentiy not been sili-
cient for them all. The firm is composed of
3fessrs. David Magee & M. F. Molks, both of
excellent ciaracter and reputation, but tey
seem t bave been iiiortunate. ,Shortly after
the great fire in St. John, a few yecars go they

leased a lot at a bigh rent, and inscurred large

expenses in, buildiig upon it; unable ta procure
tenants, they obtained assistance in the wey of
endorsements, and in return are said te have
endorsed for another party, who afterwards
failed. Their real p operty in thle city is said
ta be mortgaged forits full value.

D. D. DAvinseoN,.dealer li stoves,tinware, e tc.,
Ken tville, NS, , who claimed ta have a cash
capital of $10,000 whienhe commuenced business,
seven or eight years ago, bas recently assigied.
The amotunt of liabilities or assets is not known
yet, but the latter cousists of stock, and an
interest in his wife's .real estate property,
which latter, however, we are told,~is mort-
gaged for every cent of its value. It is also
stated that preferential claims will more than
swallow up the assets. Davidson was formerly
engaged li gold mining in Californie and Ais-
triilia, and the passida te " make haste te get
rich" seems ta have been uppermost during
bis career in Kentville ; for altiough lie hald a
first-class business stand, and no competition,
it is stated by those who should know that lie

1was quite discontented with tie slow and
sleady gains rnom legitimate business, and
seemed to prefer making money by schemees of
oie kind or anotherthian by steady toil and
industry. fHis losses are reported ta have been
very lighlt during the past five years, and, to
qiote thde worids of a correspondent: It is a
iystery to the people of Kentville how hue ftailed,

or assignied, or for what reason. .He hald the
business ta bimself clarged vhat ie pleased,
and tise people paid him. He was sharp enougi
in collecting, but had a craze for mining and
digging ioles in' the groutnd , almost any-
wbere, and making a great splutter about thems,
w'iat they were wvorth, etc-another oloinec
Sellers.' le has simply whsittled himself off
ta a point."

FORE IGN COMMERCIAL POLICY.

'We rarely feel it necessary to notice
the articles which are occasionally con-
tributed to the press by oui revolutionary
cranks, and whichs, so long as the said
cranks are un epresented in Parliament
as they notified the public they vould be
thia Session, are of little importance.

When, however, it is publicly declarel thiat
the cause of the annexation feeling is
" the dissatisfaction caused by the policy
"of the Imperial Government in relation
"to commercial matters among us," it
seems to be within the province of a cemn-
niercial journal to examine that state-
ment. The author is Mr. Louis Perrault,
said to be a distinguished and prominent
Frenclh Canadian citizen of Montreal, and
a w'ealthy printing contractor (it is not
added Printer to the Corporation), ixho, iln
an interview with a Chicago news report-
er, gave his opinions very freely as to the
future destiny of Canada t may Possi-
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bly seem ta others, as it does to us, Lhat
Mr. Perrault vas scarcely justified in ex-
pressing such sentiments at a time when
he formed one of a large party of excur-
sionists, travelling on the invitation of the
Grand Trunlc Railwvay Company vith a
free pass. Ie must have been wellaware
that the Managers of the Grand Trunk
Raihvay Company would highly disapprove
of his utterances. In order to give them
greater weight, he introduced the name of
Mr, J. X. Perrault as an ex-member of
Parliament, and lis foreign interviewers
may possibly have imagined that the
MI.?. lad given utterance ta his treasona-
ble vievs in Parliament, which, however,
lie never did ta the best of our know'ledge.
TliaL Mr. J. X. Perrault has been decor.
ated by a Foreign Republic for valuable
services rendered ta it, does nat strength
en huis claim ta be an authority as ta the
sentiments of a people living contentedly
under monarchical institutions.

WVe proceed ta the cansicleration of the
policy of the Imperial Government in
relation ta commercial matters, and ive
know from other uttera'nces of Mr. J. X.
Perrault and his fellov-cranks, that they
desire ta obtain the riight to negotiate
treaties with foreign nations. Now,even
on the assumption that such a poier
would be beneficial ta Canada, we have
yet ta learn thiat it bas been either asked
ai' refused. It stands as a question very
mucli on the sane footing as annexation
and independence. [t bas been demand-
ed, not by the Canadian Parliament, but
by Mr. J. X. Perrault and his fellowi-
cranks. ILt as been repeatedly pointed
out, without any satisfactory reply having
been given, tlat at present we enjoy, what
all but revolutionary cranks acknowledge
ta be an enormous advantage, the influ-
ence of Great Britain in our negotiations
with foreign States. As a matter of fact,
witLh the exception of' France, there is
hiardly a country with Nhich we have any
abject in negotiating a treaty of com-
merce, and no one can read the printed
papers without acknowvledging that Eng.-
land bas done all in her pover ta assist
our efforts ta obtain justice from France.
ILt is pretended by the cranks that Eng-
land is looked on as a common enemy of
otlier States, and consequently that the
enployment of lier influence is sure to
cause defeat. Let us examine this state-
ment. It is based on the fact that Eng-
land can manufacture goods cheaper than
otier countries, and that those countries,
aiong which Canada may be included,
are averse ta the free interchange of goods.
hie consequence of this feeling in France

bas been tliat the negotiations for the
renewal of the commercial treaty have

failed. Nevertheless a treaty lias been
recently signed, the text ai vhich bas
been publishied, and will be found else-
where in our columus. That treaty isjnust
vliat Canada wants, and it seens highly
probable that if proper steps had been
taken, Canada and the otlher Colonies
miglit have been included.

Unfortunately, since we have under-
taken ta negotiate our owin commercial
treaties, there lias been w'hat in our judg-
ment can only be characterized as gross
mismanagenient, for whiclh our oin
Ministers are solely responsible. The
principle of the new French treaty is
that, while each country reserves ta itself
the right ta frame its ow'n tariff, each will
place the other on the footing o the most
favored nation, which is precisely what
Canada wants. Wliat England fruitlessly
labored during maiy niontlis ta obtain
was a reduction of the duty on certain
staple imanufactures in France. Canada's
demand, long unsuccessfully pressed, has
been simply ta have lier exports admitted
on the same terms as those of the Ma-
hometans, and this is what lier beloved
Mother country has declined ta give lier,
grantinglier in compensation the cross of
the Legion of Honor ta Mir. J. X. Perrault.
We must turn ta the subject of the Cana-
dian n'egotiations since Sir Alexander Galt
assumed their management in December,
1878. Sir Leonard Tilley could scarcely
have been 'of opinion. that the influence
of England vould be prejudicial, when in
December, 1878, lie applied ta the Secre-
tary of State for credentials ta the British
Ainbassaclor in France for Sir Alexander
Galt. Before referring ta the inst'uctions
given ta Sir Alexander 'alt, it nay be
well ta point out, for the benefit of all
revolutionary cranks, that on the 26tLi of
February, 1879, Sir Alexander Galt, in a
letter ta the Secretary of State, w'rote as
follows :"In conclusion, permit nie ta

tender my tLhanks for the oficial assist-
ance whiclh lias been given ta my mission
by your department, and that of Her
Majesty's Secretary of State for foreign

Il affairs, and also ta add that my acknowl-
"edgments fare due ta [fer Majesty's

rep resentatives at Paris and Madrid for
their support of lie representations I was
instr'ucted ta iake to the Governnents
of France and Spain on belialf of the
Government in Canada."

We shall now deal wvith Sir Leonard
filley's instructions. Canada's principal
grievance n'as, tlat a duty of 40 francs a
ton w'as levied in France on Canadian-
built ships, and ony 2 francs a ton on
the ships of other countries. lhe cause
of this difference w'as simply that France
lias two tariffs, one called general for all

nations or countries with which she has
no treaty, and another applicable ta all
countries with vhich she lias treaties,
containinig vhat is known as the Most
favored nation clause. It seems ta us
that thie proper mode of approaching
France ivould be by a strong representa-
tion of the injustice of placing Canadians
on any footing but that of the most
favored nation, inasmnuch as Canada hiad
always sa treated France. There might
be roonm for a little sentiment apr'opos.to
the dearly beloved Mothlier and hier de-
voted children, &c., &c. There mnight
also have beei tlirow'n iin a few sugges-
tions, not direct threats ta so mighty a
pow'er, but a gentle hint thiat if France
persisted in treating her children much
worse thian she did the Turks, then there
would be a strong public opinion formed,
which it would be diflicult ta control, that
retaliatory duties vould be imposed by
Canada on French exports, In short Our
appeal ta France should have been simply
for such a treaty as England has lately
got, and ive feel'èonvinced, from what w'e
have gathered from the negotiations that
actually took place, that tie abject sought
might have been accomiiplisbed but for
the gross bungling wlhich took place.

ILt does not appear that any remon-
strance whatever vas offered regarding
Canada being subjected ta hiigler duties
than other countries, nor was he re any
demand for a treaty, altlhough the Foreign
Secretary suggested 4"a special convention
relative ta trade behveen he Dominion of
Canada and France."l No reference wliat-
ever was made ta the most favored nation
clause, and yet, judging fromi the declaa-
tions of the F rench negotiators, it could
ladly have been refused. Wliat Sir
Leonard Tilley and Sir Alexander Galt
proposed, vas-a special reduction of the
duty on Cnadin.built ships. This was
the important point, but agricultural [ni-
plements, tools and cutlery, and also
salted. lisl vere noticed. As Sir Leonard
Tilley refers ta "I Tc French tariff," it
may be possible that lue is unaware that
tlere are tio tarithfs, and tiat vlich n'e
claim as a riglt is thait oui' exports should
be admitted under. the lowest one, like
those of Turkey. Rnow Sir Leonard, in
asking for' wlîat at all events is reasonable
and just, could have proposed ta reduce
the wiiie dutiesI as an equivalent " for
the concession, deinanded wve cannot ima-
gine. l e waited more concessions, as
ive have stated, but lie commences by
offering ta purchase vyhat lie should have
insistecd on as a riglht. LIad France stipu.
latecd that she would only do us justice in
case ie reduced our claties, it wvould pro -

bably have been ivîse ta have submitted
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toan extortionate demand. But ta ofer
ta pay for obtaining an act of justice was
certainly a blunder. It is no use following
the negotiations. They broke through
by an accident which would not have
occurred hiad they been conducted on the
only proper basis, that of the late English
treaity. The French ?linisters accepted
the basis of the arrangement, and all was
in train when an unforeseen circumstance
occurred. The French duty on shipping
was governed by a treaty with Austria,
and England, Turkey and other countries
got the benefitof the most favored nation
clauses. Just at this untimely moment

hie Austrians refused to prolong the
Austro French treaty. Further attempts
were made, but it turned out that there
was so muich opposition ta inserting the
Canadian clauses in the Bill for the re-
establishment of the Franco-Austriin
tariff, that the Minister did not deem it
expedient ta press it. It is clear bliat our
Government has not taklen the proper
fine with France, which is simply ta claim
a similar treaty ta that witl England,
and if that just demand is refused, ta
impose an extra duty on al imports froin
Fance.

THiE LAND BOOM.

The Globe's Winnipeg correspondent
gives a sensational account of the land
boom in the North-West. le undertalces ta
illustrate the character of Ontario speculi-
tion by narrating a circumîtance in w'hich
lie w'as personally interested, lIe states
that lie is met by an Ontario friend vio
told him of 'a big tling," of whiclh he could
have a slice. There. was a thouîsand dol-
lars for every one ilollar put up, which the
narrator thought a reasonable return, and
said lie vould entertain the propositioi.
Ie was then put in coiuunication vith
a young nmain who hald graduated from an
entry clerk's desk intowliat is styled 4 a
real estate cuibstone broker." 'Thbis broker
liad a lialf sheet of foolscap containing an
agreement by which one party agreed to
transfer a half section of land, or 320 acres,
ta anothser at $9 an acre, being $2,880,
which was ta bie supplied by a syndicate
of 90 et $32 each. It was then
explained that the 320 acres would make
a town site of 32,000 lots, for which the
syndicate would realize ant average of $20
each. This property was ta be offered
upon tlae Ontario ,market. Great stress
was ta be laid on the fact that a railway
raiî through the property, while it was ta
be stidiously concealed that the said rail-
w'ay had been abandoned in favor of a
shorter eut through better country. It
was amnsing, " says the Globe's corres-

pondent, ta watch the energy of the little
band of' speculators who were unaware
of a fact known ta him, that the seller of
the lot had been starving ta death on the
farn, and had been tiying ta sell it at ,7
an acre. Ie proceeds ta state that an
i untowar'd accident prevented this pire-
cious swindle being per'petaitedl," and
deprived him of making a big sensation
at the Iow price of' $32. Hl- laes not
allege tlat it was "anusiig that he
should have paid up $32 for a partnershipî
share in a swindle, but he allirms thîat lie
had saine trouble in getting lis money
back, and rai saine risk. lie states thîat
millions of Ontario money have been
lost in such commercial conspiracies. Hie
intimates tlat his origiial intention n'as
ta place before the public l' sworin copies
"of documents pr'oving the deception
" pr'actised on the public," but owing ta
the syndicate pr'ematurely bursting up, his
intention was fr'ustrated. le, declaires
that har'd-workig mechanics anl shop-
keepers have been buying lots blindfold
in just suchi places at pices which in a
few moniths w'ill buy 'vhole blocks. 'lie
paper cities an the market at Winii-

peg are Brandon, Portage la Prairie,
Rapid City, Minneflosa and Gladstone, and
the reporter affirms tbat lots have been sold
in fou, places alone " suflicienit for a resi-
dentpopulation of two millions of people."
Then what are terimed the Ontario paper
tovn lots, whbich are not mairketable in
Winnipeg, represent another two millions
ofcily resilents. Those who have invest-
ed in such i'otten lots are assurel tiat
tLhey have bouglit experience instead of
building lots ai ariketable value. In
Winnipeg I we (says oui' autLhority) have
I been speculating with oui eyes open, "
and lie proceeds tarecomniennd Main Street
lots with such fervor as ta lecd ta the sur-
mise tbat he must be in a Main street lot
syndicate. Ie winds up his varning
letters by a special denunciation afa iew

projected town of St. Vincent, which is the
American terminus of the St. Paul road,,
and a lairge portion of ihicli, belonging ta
the Vincent Town Company andl the St.
Paul, M. & M. Railway, las really bpen pur
chased by a syndicate of Ontario and
Winnipeg capitalists. We give the sub-
stance of whbat is inteinded ta be a wa'ning,
and it certainly can do no hri tLhat people
should be on their ginrd against scheines
that remind us of Dickens' City of Eden
ln Martini Chuzzlewit.

THIE INSOFWENCY QUESPION.

The subject of bankiruptcy lias occu-
pied the attention Of the Judiciary Com-
mittee of the Senate of the United States,

vhich lias agreed ta report a Bil ta
establislh a uni foi'rm systein of bankriuptcy
tioingliout the United States." 'Tils Bill
nialkes no distinction betwveen traders
and other meimbers of the conimnuity. It
piovides for the cases of aIl persons
vlio wiitoulit fraid shiall liave beconie
involveil in debts adil liabilities beyond
thîei' mnteans of payment, and aiountiig
ta $500 ai' uîpwiards. 'l'le cases are ta he
IPalt witli by the District Court of the
United States in the distiict wiiere the
insolvent resides, and he iay apply by
petition in equity, setting forth bis insol-
vency and its ceuse, with scheidules of his
liabilities and assets diily verified, where-
upon jurisdiction is confer'red an the
Court ta surrender his estate foi the hen-
elit of his cieditors, except any portion
that may he exempt friom execution
under and by the laws of tle State vhiere
lie resides, and thereiipon, if good cause
appear, the Court may adjæige the peti-
tioni ta be a bankirupt, appoint a receiv-
er of such estate, anid adopt other neces-
sary foris priai ta the distribution of the
estate according to the riles and practice
of equlity. If it slail appear that the
deabts an.1I liabuilities werie incurrmed itmout
fraud, anld that the inability ta niake
payment was caised by accident and mis-
fortune, but writhaut fraud, thie Couit shall
grant a discharge as a bankrupt fromn all
such debts and liabilities. There is no
reference to the mode of defraying the
costs of the proced<ure, but it may be

presumed that the payment of a receiver
vould fall upon the estate, and if sa, the
assets of a small estate, such as ùndar
lie Bill might have ta be dealt with,

ivould obviously be insuflicient ta pay the
disbursements. Tie provision already
refenred ta applies ta debtors volunta'ily
seeking a discharge fr'om their creditors.
'Tlhe creditors, or any oie of tham, niay
under another clause apply by petition
iu behalf of aIl persons interested
whenever a person departs from any State
or territory with intent ta defrauil his
creditors, oi being absent remains so writh
like intent, ai' concells hmimself ta avoid
arrest, or the service o legal process
issued or feared, ai' makes a fraudulent
transfer of bis property, o' conceals or
removes the sanie ta avoid process, or

procures or sufers juilgient against hin
with iitent ta defr'aud his cieditors or
gives a warrait ta confess judgmnant or

uiidgnment note with like 'intent, or' who
fails ai neglects ta give bail on being
arrested in a civil action. Many other
acts are enmerated, the mnost important
being, ai' wha being e traeli hias suspend-
ed and nlot resumed paynien of his coi-
mercial pape, open accounts made,
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passed or contracted In the course of his
business foi the period of thirty days ater
tie saute were payable, or being insolvent
makes a preferefnce to any creditor, oi
malkes an assignment foir the benefit of
existing creditors with or without prefer-
ence. Power is granted to the Court to
grait extensions of tine for payment, and
to reduce the indebtedlness pro ral a, su
as to enable theinsolvent to proceed with
his business if it seem best; and if ap-
piroved by the Court, an agreement be-
tween the debtor and a majority in
amount and numberof his creditors may
be carried into effect. Any conveyance,
transfer or payment made and received
in view of banlcruptmiy may be set aside
if fountd by the Court to be contrary to
the just rights of other creditors. A
very extraordinary provision is made

giving a preference in pay ment or secur-
ity, if the Court thinks fit, to money
obtained and used in.goodl faith, althougli
unsuccessfully, to avert an imîpendinmg
btnkruptcy, or to save a threatened sacri-
lice of property, or for sickness or other
like necessity.' IL is further provided that
iL it shall appear to the Court that any
creditor hias wilfully and oppressively
souglt to bring about the bankruptcy of
the debtor, or to obtain any fraudulent
advaitage over other creditors, it may
deny such wrong-doer any participation
in the estate, or-, if it should deem it just,
a partial benefit of his claim. The dis-
charge of the bankr upt shall not operate
against any liability for fraud, trespass
or other willful tort, but the validity ot
any discharge in bankiuptcy shall not be
contested aLter the expiration of tvo
years fromn its date. The District Courts
aire to be ilhways open for the reception of
peti tions and consideration of the business
under this A et, and at their regular termis
bankrup tcy business shall have prece-
dence over Ill other kinds. The Supreme
Court is charged1 with the duty of making
such additional rules in equity as niay be
required, and to fix -Il fees and costs for
services under the Act. 'ie. foregoing
will convey a fair idea of Le banktïptcy
systemu which the Judiciary Committea
of the Senate ol' tie United States be-
lieves likely to meet the urgen t demands
which are ruade by the commercial classes
il lie United States, as they are in Canada,
fo' a law that will secure an equitable
division of the estates of insolvent debtors.
ILt is at least deserving of consideration,
and it meets one of the many objections
État were made to our old law, inasmuch
as IL places all the menibees of the comn-
mnunity on the same footing.

IRON MANUFACTURE. (8).

Continuing the subject from the close
of ou' article of tie 31st ilt. referring to
the advantages of a large 'urnace and long
shaft,--i these dimensions are exceeded)
Ilie result, so far as reduction and carbon
impregnation are concerned, is the estab'
lishment of a region ot' neutral character
in the furnace, which may probably be ai
vantageous in securing regularit-y ofaction,
but is ofno value in altering the power of
the gas to hold only a certain amount
of carbonic diokide. Experiment with a
shaft 120 ft. long under the Duryee pro-
cess, is being made in the furnace nearly
completed in our eastern suburbsalthough
with a different fuel. It is to be hoped
that the sulphuretted compounds in our
Canadian crude petroleumn may not prove
an obstacle to its use in this enterprise.

If the operation ofsmelting be carried
on so that the whole of the carbonic
dioxide, arising from deoxidation of iron
ore and carbonation of the reduced iron,
escapes in the gas discharged from the
furnace at a temperature of 275°. the air
does not require to be heated beyond 297°
to ensure the greatest economy of fuel.
The use of the bot blast admits of a
change in the relation between the solid
and gaséous contents of the furnace, that
lias the effect of accelerating the distri-
bution of heat from the gas through the
solid materials, which are thus heated
more rapidly, while the gas is more fully
saturated with oxygen, because of its
longer retention in the furnace.

IL appears that the differences in the
anounts ol' fuel requisite for smelting
different kinds of iron ore are due to the
fact that the rate of reduction must be
almost as rapid as the rate of fusion. The
means by which economy of fuel is to be
effected in accordance with this principle
are to increase the capacity of the furnace
suficiently to ensure the most perfect
combustion of the fuel inside the smelt-
ing furnace, instead of having carbonie
oxide outside the furnace and returning
to it the lieat su gfnerated in the bottair
apparatus. The improvement on the con-
sumption of fuel in certain cases is not su
much due to any additional heat conveyed
into the hearth of the smelting fuirnace
as to the increase in the reducing energy
o? the furnace gas consequent upon the
increased temperature to which the ore is
raised in the upper portions of the shaft.

'The formation of carbonic oxide is pro.
bably one of the rmost important features
of the smelting operation, since there is
every reason to believe that the reduction
of the iron ore is effected mainly, if not
entirely by this gas, aided perhaps in

some instances by hydrocarbon vapor and
gas produced from the fuel by the action
ol heat-and this is probably what sug-

gested the use of hydrocarbon oil to Dr,
Duryee in his experiments. Ii the ini
mediate neighboriood of the tuyeres the
oxygen of the air-blast becomes saturated
with carbon immediately it comes into
contact with the fuel at that part of the
furnace. It is at this point that while the
fuel is being consumed the reduced metai
and the earthy substances vith il are
melted, and, falling down into the hearth,
make rooi Loi a freslh quantity of the
material in the shaft of the furnace to
sink down and undergo the saine change,
while the gaseous mixture oL carbonie
oxide and nitrogen ascends and counaiui-
cates its heat to the materials above.

The volume of the carbonie oxide formed
by the conversion of oxygen into car-
bonic oxide is twice that ot! the oxygen
consumined, and when carbon is burnt in
this inanner by atinospheric air, containing
21 per cent. of oxygen by volume, the gas

produced will have by volume 34.71 per
cent. of carbonic'oxide, and 05.29 of nitro-
gen. 'Thle ratio of oxygen to nitrogen in
this mixture is 2658.1, the same as in at-
mospheric air. 'Tie result of analyses oL gas
taken fromu different heiglits in the shafts
of blast furnaces in England, France and
Belgium, Norway and Gemiany, shows that
at somne distance above the level of Lle
buye.ús the amount oL carbon l the gas is
less in proportion to the bydrogen than it
is at alower, level. Th is reduction in the
emount o' carbon is pi obably due to de.

Iosition of carbon by the lecomposition
of carbonicoxide, vhich takes place sim-
ultaneously with the reduction oL ferric-
oxide, and appears to bo a very important
feature of the action taking place in the
smelting furnace. The temperature at
ivhich the elimination of carbon takes
place is, according to the best authorities
between 399° and 455° and it accompanies
the reduction of ferrie oxide (Fe, 0,) by
carbotic oxide (CO). 'Thle carbon thus
eliminated appears to be diffused through
the mass oL the iron ore iudergoing reduc-
tion, and this absorption oL the carbon is
attended with a nonsiderable disintegra-
tion oL the ore, to such an extent that it la
sometimes conveutet into a black pulver
ulent mass. We shall begin the next
article of this series vith the " nianufac-
ture of malleable iron."

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COMPLETE INDEPENDENCE.

'T'lhe mercantile calling woutild appear to
possess a charni for most ien beyond
that of other pursuits, probably becaise
there is of necessity so munc of outward
show connected.î therewith. 'he retailer
especially imust have a ie)l assoted
stock and place it to the best aimnge
to teipt the waverimg purchaser, and this
appearance of more or less splendor munst
ie maintaimed although baikîtruptcy nay

be barely averted, and hie be at his wits'
ends how to imeet a mîaturing inote. This
inward trouble is carefully concealed, andi
the great anjority of his acquaintances
andti customers are probably envying him
his apparent vealth. Even wlhen the
crash cornes iL is often attributed to any
but the real cause. It is not the inLeun-
tion here to enter into an entimerationof
the proportion of traders wlio fail
but let nerchants look arounid their otwn
neighiborhood and reckron thîe business
changes that have occurred, say vithin
the last ten years,'-how nany of thîeir
old competitors are now in business,-
how many have 'etired with a fortune ?l
The pries waill be found to be few antid
far between. This being the case, it is a
matter of surprise tlat so fetv business
men avail themselves of the advantages
of life insurance, particularly of that
fori of it known as the I endownent
plan." In this, respect we cannot do
better than reproduce part of an article
under tie above heading fron the New
York histrancc imes for March:

The aen of vigor, iworth and ability vhio
allow themselves too litte i iitellectual repose
and restorative diversion formi a ltinerons
host. \Vithout soie secure rest and comfort
for the inild, it must inftilibly suffer from con-
tant wvear, and iten iL is comupetely brokien

down, the loss is trretiimable, rendering life
anî even the -whole worild, coit it be acquired
of little vailue or service to the possessor. Ant
what, arter atl, is the anticipateud reivard and
compîîensationu for so great a sacrifice ? Is it the
gratification of the individual's piide and love
of riches for their own or his. own sake'? No;
the matn of business is seldomî personally selfisht.
\heti lie is striving to aittaimi allhitence or to

accuimulate aealth le is not prone to take so
narrow a view of the benafits of ils acquisitionî,
or to consider it other than a means of contri-
batiuug to tlie satisfaction, independence and
happiness of those nearest to fin and imost b-
loved. Every iain of observation and intelli-
gence knows that no0 busimess mii tw'hich he iay
be engaged, hovever prosperous, is altogether
certaim ii its operation and )erfectly' secutre ii
ils stability and permanence. 'lhe tictuations
of trade and tle rising and falling of vales,
contimually alternating or taking place in the
commercial and money markets, expose almost
every busimess, by such changes, ofteln abruupt,
unexpected and eventful, to caltamiitousreverses
and failure, and merchants and manufacturers,
previously ricI, pow'erful and tbriving, are thius
plunged suddenly into bankruptcy, and after all
aît tast die penitess, leaving theiili heirs a legacy
QI' poverty and distress, instead of the huniidreds
of thousands or millions they confidently ex-
pected to bequeaith. These voluîntaîry slaves of
busimess were not left ignorant of more trust-
worthy, prompt and unfailing means of shield-

ing their lamiities sgaiist the degradation and
sulfering that w'ait on dependenit mdigence ,
which lfte insurance ailbrds ; but when its
agent souglit Ilin, and called thieir attention
to its nierits to prevait on tilhein to accept ils
protection, his visit wvas perlaps reselted as
un inuioni, Wvl t loÇtilness an ch1 tillilng resel'îe.
Tlat it siiotlîl bc iani a d l'or. nua Inimnît
thalt tIhey could possibly tver l'ait to preserve
themîselvus and tileir familles li amlnuenca and
high social rank, w%'as regarded as an ilsult to
hlir worth, power ani dignily. :Yet are those

standing highest in self-estiiiuatiuii lie very
miten who, whllenl they' fall, sm' k the lowvest, la.it
are left by the flicde and ruthless goddess Foi-
tune i thte miost despairing andiil lajec cmndiion.
When they begin to roll downi the hill -they do
not stop til they reach the bottlon. Their re-
verses net only cost them their riches, but sueen
itso b delrive Ment of Ile lijrit ud iialty

toi reovaiy. On ie I liet- sand, tie ina n w lîo
aiply inosures lis lifle for ttie protection and
welfîre of his famoily, secures at once a great
moral and nateril gain and lastiig advanage
for himself during lie and for lis fîînîily at1er
lis death. In the first plîter, le uîloîaîs lis
miiind of the incubus of htiniiig eare and lar-
assing solicitudte. Iln freeing hinself froim this
buîrdien, lie adds to Iis sirengtli and eilîances
bis abliliy to ligIl i h l le oflite and immeas-
urably improves his e ainces of success. The
roit of his occupalion is lessened, his patl ts

sinootlmieal, iand bis iîjitd is fortified vi i htea
calîta aod conlent biera oCt'lie coiîscioîbaoaa-s or'
a cliefdity's fifillment. If disappointient and
intsfortunc visit hlim, li bears Ilim with greater
fortitude and resignation, becaise lie kIows
that the beings cherishîed most in his affection
are provided for, and'thiat ail tis success coiiild
have broîglit is alreaily in store foi thelm
against the hour of bereairenient and need. [le
has made thet indepîendeit. le las donc so
by the aid or lire insurance, and lin thits world
and land of vicissitude il lias cone lu pass lhait
few irise and provident milen feel thîat they or
their fnilies are or cau be made really amîd
permitnently independent withouit life ilisiirnce.
Not a few of our greatest ierchants and otlher
men of wealth and distinction acknowle'dge
this truth, îlot onlyî' i lheory, blt in pnaetice,
by insuring tleir lives lin onle or more of oml
life inîsuîranîce institutions, possessed df til am-
plitude of resources, clairacter and ability for
the full and faitliftul fulifillient or their pledges.
If mn ofsuch solid ivealth, cleai- f'oresigtht and
su%1perior abilitty secure certain indepeudence for
their faniiles by lite insurance, wvhat excuse is
there for the neglect of this luiifest duty 011
the part of others depeiding for itheir siplort on
their salaries daily and weelcy w'ages, or a
business comparatively small and insecure
Lite insirance is the 'best handimaid of tru
liberly.

MNISTER OF AGRICULTUJRE'S
REPOT.

The annual report of the Minster of
Agriculture was submitted on the 1lth
mat., and contains a good dealof interest-
ing information a summary of which nay
be found interesting

The total numtiber of cattle imîported and
suibjected to quarantine wlei'e:-Improved
breeds of cattle, 620; milch cows, 98; calves
born la quarantine, 33; total, 751. The number
of pure-bred sheep imlorted ' for the samne
purposes was 1,179, and 53 pies. The axport
trade showed a falliiig-oflf a %oth cattle and
slicep. The niumber exported througth Canîadian
ports vas :-Cattle, 45,535 ; sheep, 62,40t. Iln
addition it is estinated there were shîippîed
througli United States ports 7,965 cattle and
9,465 sheep.

'The number of patents granteil duîring tbe
year was 1,732, against 1,408 in 1880, and the
fees. received: amounted to $52,856, against
$42,141 last year. The total nunber of regis-
trations of copyrights, trade markzs, &c., Vas
451.

The total inimber of arrivals of immigrant
passengers and settlers was 117,01 agiast
85,850 in 1880, and 61,052 in 1870. The arrival

A Bill ,avs recently introduced in the United
States Hlouse of' Reipresentatiues which prohibits
any Statu or uitnicipality fromt interfering in
any way iith auy coinercial traveller whio
sells goods by sample !in al State other than the
one in) which Lite merchant or mat'îcstirer
does business for whici said traveller is acting,
aentd providing that any ollicer who shali tilis

interfere shal be deemed guilty ai' ut nisde-
meanor and be liible te indictment before lie
United States Grand Jury in the district in
witich lie iitererence occuirs ; and if cotn-

victed shail be litble to pay a tine not to exceed
$100, or tiree oitl i tprisonent in jail, or
both. This bill is designued to overcOmse lie
local laws in the South aud West vhich inter-
fere wvith the business of travelling sateeneit.
