Minimum Wage
The minimum wage for workers 

provoked warm discussion. Munro 
Grier of Toronto, a member of the 
manufacturers’ group, admitted the 
justice of granting a minimum wage 
to women and minors, but thought 
there should be no such provision in 
regard to male workers. Miss Helena 
Gutteridge of Vancouver, who replied 
for labor, reminded him that every 
argument he had used in- favor. of a 
minimum wage law for women had 
equal application in the case of men.
Skilled or unskilled, the laborer was 
worthy of his hire. If the women were 
the mothers of the future generation 
it was equally true that the men were 
the fathers of that same generation 
and healthy children could not be ex­
pected from pauperized, weakened 
fathers. If unskilled labor was em­
ployed it was because it was neces­
sary to industry, and if unskilled labor 
was necessary it was worthy of a de­
cent living wage whether it was male 
or female. There were cases of wom­
en in Ottawa working all week for 
$3.37 where the union scale on such 
work would have provided a minimum

The outstanding 
feature of the day was _ the examina­
tion of B. C. Fox of the Davies Com­
pany. MV. Fox is a power in himself, 
and in addition to being a perfect 
master of every detail of his business 
operations, was undoubtedly more 
than the mental equal of any man in 
the board room. Seated easily in his 
chair and resting his arms on the 
desk in front of him, he possessed in 
the main a bored expression. At times 
when perhaps a somewhat irrelevant 
question would be shot at him, Just a 
nicker of a smile would be seen on his 
face which said as plainly as words 
could speak, “how foolish.” At other 
times he would. be looking at the 
pictures on the wall or playing with 
the lock of his paper case, but mean­
while answering with perfect appar­
ent candor all and every question put 
to him- Mr. Fox is so prompt, so 
precise, and possesses so vast a 
knowledge of .his’ subject, that his 
questioners are given little or no time 
for thought. He seems to anticipate 
questions and has his reply all ready.

Beaverton, Ont., Sept. 17.—Mies Ef­
fie McEachern, Margaret and' Dorothy 
Lyon were burned to a crisp early 
this morning In the home of Mr. and 
Mire. James Lyon about seven mile* 
northeast of Beaverton, Thora Town­
ship, which was completely destroyed 
by fire. Their two daughters, Mar­
garet and "Dorothy, aged 11 and 6 
years, - and Miss Effie McEachern, 
sister of Mrs. Lyon, were burned to 
death, their eldest 
started a fire in the kitchen stove, 
then wont to the barn to do the 
chores. The fire, supposed to have 
started from the stove, spread from 
the kitchen to the woodshed, and In 
a few minutes the whole house was 
in flames.

Mrs. Lyon, her son, Norman, three 
daughters and sister, Miss McEactv 
ern, had been sleeping upstairs. Mrs. 
Lyon had managed to get them all 
into one room, when she threw some 
pillows from the upstairs window and 
then threw her daughter Effie, aged 
9 years, out from the flames. Miss 
McEachern and the other two children 
hrid backed into the smoke and 

fiâmes, and are supposed to have 
fallen thru the burning floor and were 
enveloped in the. flames and could 
not make their escape. Mrs. Lyon 
and Norman jumped from the up­
stairs window. Mrs. Lyon is in a 
critical - condition from burns and 
shock, while ttier daughter Effie is 
suffering from several broken ribs.

Boston, Sept. 17—Before leaving for 
Washington early tonight, Guy Oyster, 
secretary to (President Gompers ofi 
the American Federation of labor, is­
sued a statement In which be con­
demned the authorities for working 
conditions in the police department 
and declared that the striking patrol­
men were not to blame for the dis­
order in the first few days of the 
strike. He said that the men were 
being called “deserters” because they 
had the manhood and the courage to 
strike, after a two weeks’ notice, for 
their human rights and constitutional 
guarantees.

Local labor leaders and their at­
torneys were in conference with Mr. 
Oyster today, but declined to give 
any information as to what was dis­
cussed. The attorneys said that no 
move had been made toward court 
action and would not admit that this 
had been considered.

Possibility of a general strike by- 
other labor union* awaits a meeting 
of the central labor union next Sun­
day. At that time it is expected that 
thé committee that has been count­
ing the ballots cast by the different 
unions on the question will be ready

Press is officially informed that the 
total number of desertions in the Ca­
nadian forces since August, 1914, and 
not accounted for is 1733.

When it is remembered that over 
120,000 troopsx came overseas from 
Canada this is considered below the 
average, ivmust also be borne in mind 
that included in this number are those 
who deserted from the first contingent 
of about 33,000 men, a high proportion 
of whom were men born in the British 
Isles.

Many of these had served in the 
home forces. Shortly after the arrival 
of the first contingent in England a 
considerable number of these deserted, 
and in many cases It is understood they 
re-enlisted in their old British regi­
ments. Thus at the beginning of the 
war in 1914 there was a much higher 
proportion of desertions6than in any 
year since.

On an average about 14 deserters a 
month are being accounted for, 
that number is likely to be considerably 
reduced.

The total number missing In battle, 
casualties and not accounted 
the beginning of^he' war is 161.

New York. Sept. 17.—The Turks 
have resumed their attacks upon the 
Armenians, and the very existence of 
the nation is in danger, according to a 
cable message received by the Ameri­
can- committee for the independence of 
Armenia and made public here today. 
The message was sent by the Paris 
representative of the Armenian repub­
lic, transmitting information received 
from his government.

Forces of Turks, Tartars and Kurds 
are surrounding Armenia, the message 
says, and the Armenian soldiers have 
been forced to surrender one province 
after a hard struggle, overwhelmed by 
numbers and short of munitions. An 
urgent appeal is made for 10.000 Ame­
rican soldiers and the necessary equip­
ment for 3.0,000 Armenian volunteers.

Calgary, Alta., Sept. 17.—A number 
of suggestions were made to the Can­
adian wheat board at a sitting held 
In Calgary this forenoon, particularly 
by the executive of the United Farm­
ers of Alberta.

RESIDENTS TO URGE
PAPE UNE LAYINGHamilton, Ont. Sept. 17.--Like a Roman 

general of long ago. President J. H. 
Flynn, of the' Soldiers' Gratuity League, 
and his assistants, invaded Hamilton to­
night Before 2,500 people In Dundum 
Park, the majority of whom cheered 
wildly in approval of his arguments for 
a straight gratuity of *2,000, and hissed 
efforts of local G.W.V.A. officials to deny 
bis claims that six G.W.V.A. Held sec­
retaries were being paid $3,600 by the 
government Flynn "came, saw and con­
quered."

The crowd, which gathered quickly, 
shouted themselves hoarse as Flynn de­
nounced the government, profiteers ana 
po.iticians and referred to Minister of 
Justice Doherty as the "man with the 
crocodile tears and the slacker son," but 
Jeered and booed when Dougall McLean 
and Fred. Tresham, president and sec­
retary, respectively, of Central O.W.V.A, 
attempted to speak and would not have 
let them go on If Mayor Booker and 
Alfred Wright, chairman of the parks 
board, had not asked for “British fair 
play" and Insisted that all the. speakers 
be given a hearing.

Boo President McLean.
Cries of "No!" and "Throw him out!., 

greeted the appearance of President Mc­
Lean when he attempted to answer the 
charges made by Flynn that the officials 
of the O.W.V.A. who went to Ottawa to* 
Lake up the question of gratuities had 
betrayed the members of the order. While 
Flynn was making the above statement, 
McLean started to get up, his face red 
with anger, but he was prevented by 
members of the Gratuity League, who 
assured him that he would be given a 

so much the chance to speak.
A rough reception was also extended to 

Tresham, who started by saying: "Ladles 
and éenllemen"—the crowd started to 
laugh—"I have an Important appoint­
ment." (Keep it,” shouted a shrill voice.; 
Tresham continued: “It Is restitution we 
want, not gratuities." Boos and cat-calls 
also greeted this statement. "Flynn has 
got the wrong Information in regard to 

I O.W.V.A. officials being paid—I 
field secretaries." But boos and laugh­
ter again stopped his attempt to speak.

When the noise had died down Tresh­
am concluded by making an appeal for 
unity among returned men.

The rough test ride of the meeting was 
given to President MoLean wnen he 
arose to reply to Flynn’s charge that the 
government was paying the six G. W. 
V. A. men for being field secretaries.

"Do you want to hear Mr. McLean 
speak," asked Flynn. “No,” replied the 
crowd in thunderous tones.

Mayor Intervenes.
Here both Mayor Booker and Mr. 

Wright ‘Weked that the president of the 
central branch be given a chance to 
speak.

"The G. W. V, A. is qot against the 
*•'’000 gratuity, but when the Calgary re­
solution wae passed It was agreed that 
nr special sum should be mentioned," 
started McLean, but here cries of "They 
are," "Sit down,” We don’t want to 
hear you” and "Get out" were flung at 
thr speaker.

In response to a question by Secretary I 
Rose of the Gratuity League, aa to. 
whether anyone else wanted to speak. I 
Albert H. “Peart, a member of the 
Dominion executive of the G. W. V. A. 
who was In the crowd, came to the plat­
form. Cries of “Go to It, Chip" and 
cheers greeted Peart, who declared that 
the only fair way to settle the question 
of gratuities was, by paying $1 per day 
for length of service."J T .

"I am just a member* of the O. W. V. A. 
and no organization or Individual has any 
Strings on me. It is not fair that the 
men under the M. S. A. should receive as 
large a gratuity as the man who served 
for two years or four years."

Peart States Case.
"Be generous," shouted a voice, and 

cries of "Hear, hear,” followed. “If 
you want to speak, come up here," re­
torted Peart, who again attempted to 
explain Why in his opinion the *2,000 
scheme was not fair. Under that way 
the government would have to pay out 
eight hundred million dollars, but at the 
rate of *1.10 per day for length of ser­
vice, Peart stated the bill would be four 
hundred million dollars.

Police Not Needed.
During the afternoon It was announced 

that Deputy Chief Coulter had refused 
permission for the meeting to be held, 
and as a result word $as passed around 
that some "fireworks" could be expected. 
From 7 to 7.30 the crowd gathered quick­
ly, and when Flynn, accompanied by Ross 
and Sharkey, treasurer of the Soldiers' 
Gratuity League, arrived, they were 
greeted with a cheer. While the meet­
ing was getting under way, the deputy 
chief and about twenty-five policemen 
landed at the park in patrol wagons 
They took up their stand In the rear oi 
the crowd, but were not needed, as the 
only t "rough stuff" was the manner In 
which Filynn handled the government for 
refusing to give every soldier *2000, and 
criticized the Hamilton O.W.V.A. officials 
for calling up Mayor Booker and Chair­
man* Wright and asking them to ston 
the meeting. v

Flynn was In fine fettle. Before he 
got thoroly warmed up the crowd was 
tied tight by his rather fiery eloquence.
He told both McLean and Tresham that 
it was "his meeting," and the crowd 
cheered him on. Without mincing words 
fe charged tliat the O.W.V.A executive 
heads had betrayed the rank and file of 
the organization and that when the 
cent deputation went to, Ottawa they 
gave the Impression that thqf soldiers 
were pleased and satisfied with what 
the government had already done for 
them. "Is that right?” he shouted.

Says Toronto Soldiers Unemployed. 
Shouts of “No” rent the air. Continu­

ing, Flynn said: “At the present time 
65 per cent of the soldiers are walking 
the streets in Toronto because they 
not get suitable employment.

“I asked the minister of labor and Mr. 
Doherty If they would work with a pick 
and shovel, but they did not answer. It 
did not take the government long to give 
Currie his gratuity. (Cheers.) At Ottawa, 
they told me. and especially Mr. Do­
herty, who, with his crocodile tears was 
thinking of his slacker son, that they 
could not pay the mqney,” went on 
Flynn, who was just warming up. "Is 
that right?” he asked the crowd. "No" 

Here Flynn again repeated that the 
O.W.V.A officials were playing into the 
hands or the government, The result, he 
stated had been that the O.W.V.A., which 
claimed a membership of 250.i190, but 
which was only 150,000, had 'ost 50,000 
members.

School and the other—when It suited 
their purpose and the Individual ad­
dressed—that the petition was other 
than it purported to be.

No Disappointment Felt Con­
cerning Refusal to Grant 

Flat Gratuity.

Committee Appointed to Re­
establish TTiird Brigade 

Artillery.I I scl

Eminent satisfaction with regard to 
tbe stand of the house on Tuesday, in 
connection with the gratuity question, 
is expressed by G. W. V. A- officials 
'here. It is the view of the association, 

- that while the government re-estab­
lishment committee will not be able 
to deal with gratuities, they will still 
be in a position to discuss and recom­
mend a re-establishment bonus.

"That is exactly what we want,” 
stated Comrade Geo. Jacobs, of West 
Toronto G. W. V. A. executive, “The 
Great War Veterans do not want the 
gratuity taken up at all until dis­
abled men are properly re-establish­
ed and widows are receiving an ade­
quate pension. The re-estaJHlshment 
bonus is qqite a different thing. The 
war veterans want every man who 
needs it to get a re.establishment 
bonus such as will reinstate him per­
manently in civil life. The rehabili­
tation of the disabled 
come first. The bonus would be pay­
able according to a man’s needs. In 
some cases the amount might be 
away over $2000. In others it would 
not approach that figure.

permanent re-establish­
ment, and not a mere gratuity that 
would leave the man in the same 
position as he is now in a year or 
two. Col. Currie found that after he 
attacked the G. W. V. A. he could not 
get any support.”

"Parliament’s- action is along the 
very lines the G.W.V.A. are working,” 
stated Provincial Secretary Turley of 
that association. “There is nothing at 
all to stop the re-establishment com­
mittee dealing with the re-establish- 
ment bonus. If they are to do anything 
at all they must discuss such a bonus 
What parliament have disposed of is 
merely a gratuity payable to soldiers 
Irrespective of needs, service or quali­
fication.”

“The action of the house is altoge­
ther unsatisfactory," stated R. O. Jones 
of the Gratuity League executive. "We 
yvlll have to keep up the fight. The 
82000 gratuity will come up on the 
floor or the house again without a 
doubt. It isn't finished by any means. 
With us tt will now be a fight to the 
bitter end.”

“The G.W.V.A. committee, will put in 
evidence before the re - establishment 
committee of parliament as to the pay­
ment of a re-establishment bonus,” 
stated Secretary George Gustar of the 
West Toronto branch, G.W.V.A. "We 
are not offended in any way by the 
turning down of the $2000 gratuity by 
the house. The committee has been ap­
pointed and our representatives will 
see them with reference to the re-es­
tablishment bonus.”

A meeting for the purpose of reor­
ganization of the militia batteries was 
held at the Military Institute, Univer­
sity avenue.

* Time to Qualify.

The question arose from the long 
contended discussion between James 
T. Gunn, for the union, and W. H. 
Winter, Montreal superintendent for 
the Bell Telephone Company, and 
other members at the board relative 
to the length of time necessary to 
qualify a man as a Journeyman, In 
this matter James Gunn argued that 
three years and six months (including 
six months' probation) would suffice 
to make a man a proficient journey­
man in any specific classified occu­
pation with the company such as line­
man, splicer, central office man or 
cableman, but that naturally no one 
could become an all-round cableman, 
splicer, lineman and Installer or In­
spector in this space of time. Mr. 
Winter, for the company, argued that 
no man could become a proficient 
splicer or cableman or central office 
man in less than 46 months, and that 
It was a well-known fact that courses 
at engineering colleges occupied four 
years. In fact, said Mr, Winter, ex­
aminations were under consideration 
with many companies in the United 
States. Kenneth Duns tan, for the 
company, expressed the fear that the 
policy of paying a three-year man a 
four-year map’s wage would cgruse 
trouble with the employes. James T. 
Gunn in reply argued that a man with 
42 months’ experience was a Journey­
man and was therefore entitled to the 
minimum wage with the eventual 
maximum wage. The matter was left 
over for further consideration.

No Holiday Pay.
A 20 per cent, increase in I wages 

and a 44-hour week was practically 
decided upon during the day, but this 
was offset by the decision to recom­
mend against payment for holidays. 
James T. Gunn touching upon this 
matter pointed out that with holiday 
pay cut off the employes would stand 
to lose 840 a year.

The payment of the men by weekly 
envelopes was a matter given much 
discussion, James T. Gunn pointing 
out that many members of the union 
owned their own homes, and had to 
pay heavily in mortgagee besides 
grocery bills. The weekly envelopes 
would prove of inestimable benefit to. 
them. The matter was referred to the 
company for further serious consider­
ation.

foreseen that the league might be re­
quired to prevent email nations from 
devouring each other. “There never 
was a league of nations more needed," 
he declared. "I fear for the welfare 
of small nations unless there is a 
strong hand like that of the federated 
powert to insftt" upon peace. I see no 
hope for the world except In such a 
strong league.”

Concluding with an appeal for fair 
play among all classes, he exclaimed:

"It is not sufficient to say that we 
have won the war—we want to re­
claim the wilderness of the world and 
redress wrongs. That is due to the 
Immortal dead. They died for the re- 
uemption of the world.”

Not Covenant But Spirit.
Lord Robert Cecil’s 1 assertion 

that "It Is not the league of 
nations covenant itself, but Its 
underlying spirit which can save 
humanity and civilization," was the 
keynote of the discussion of the league 
this afternoon. Lord Robert Cecil was 
unable "to attend, and Me address was 
read. Among other things, he said:

"If we rely on the provisions of the 
covenant to preserve peace we shall be 
living in a fool’s paradise. The most 
any Instrument can do Is to remove 
obstacles from the path of peace and 
allow the better nature of mankind to 
have its full influence on International 
relations.

"We Christians think that In the 
application of the principles of Chris­
tianity to International relations lies 
the only solution of the problem.”

With reference to the league’s critics, 
he «aid:

"Those who appeal frankly to na­
tional selfishness are perhaps more 
common in the United States than In 
this country.”

Professor George Gilbert Murray of 
Oxford, explaining and defending the 
league, declared that "it does not- put 
the world at the mercy of the ’big flve’J 
the world is already there. Without 
the league the ‘big five’ would be so 
many robber chieftains.”

Ho supported the provision requiring 
unanimity before action, adding:

“I am sure that America, for ex­
ample, would not give, say. to France, 
Italy, Japan and a couple of smaller 
nations the power to direct move­
ments of American soldiers."

He pointed out that the league, be­
sides preventing wars, is just as pow­
erful as their six. “There is no case 
in which the assembly could vote op 
any important subject except admis­
sion of new members without a deci­
sion first having been made by the 
council in which there was an equality 
of votes.

Denouncing “Hyphenated Ameri­
cans,” the president repeated hi* 
charge that a pro-German propaganda 
again was spreading in the United 
States. He said opponents of the 
treaty were desiring the same ends 
Germany was desiring, but asserted in 
confidence that the treaty would be 
accepted.

Is Appointed Commissioner 
to Investigate Race Meets 

in Canada. '
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The "secretarial fund”
John G. Rutherford, a member of the 

board of railway commissioners of 
Canada, and at one time live stock 
commissioner of the department of ag­
riculture, has been appointed a com­
missioner under the inquiries act to 
inquire into conditions pertaining to 
race meets and bett.ng in connection 
therewith by an order-in-councll, pass­
ed Aug. 23, as follows:

The committee of the privy council 
on the recommendation of the prime 
minister, advise that John Gunion 
Rutherford be a commissioner under 
part I of the inquiries act, R.S.C., 1(06, 
chapter 104, to, inquire into and con­
cerning the conditions pertaining to 
running race meets and betting in 
connection therewith in Canada, in­
cluding, without limiting the général - 
ity of his powers, inquiry into and con­
cerning:

1. The number, character and 
methods of operation of race tracks in 
each district or locality;

2. The amounts of capital invested 
in the several Jockey clubs and race 
.tracks in each district;

3. The respective periods of time and 
the. seasons during which race meets 
have • been or are customarily held in 
each year in each locality;

4. The general effects of such race 
meets and betting upon the com­
munity or any particular class or 
classes of the community;

6. The methods, devices and opera­
tions in connection with betting at the 
race meets and at other places, and the 
extent to which ànd the methods by 
whlbh betting is carried on legally or 
illegally In each locality;

6. Title effects of racing upon the 
production of improved breeds of 
hor»«s and thorobred stock.

7. Generally, all other matters di­
rectly or indirectly connected with 
or relating to conditions surrounding 
race meets and betting in connection 
therewith,
and to submit with Ms report the 
evidence to be taken in the case for 
the information of your excellency in 
council, and, moreover, that said com­
missioner be authorized by bis com­
mission to have and exercise all the 
powers specified in and by section 11 
of the said act as enacted by chapter 
28 of the statutes of Canada, 1912.

At the special meeting of Pickering 

council yesterday, over which Reeve 
Scott presided, the attendance to hear 
Sir Adam Beck explain the Hydro 
radial scheme was composed of visitors 
from all the neighboring municipalities 
and tangibly testified to the great in- 
terést taken in the scheme. Markham, 
Scar,boro, Whitby, Oshawa, Bowman- 
vllle and other places were repre­
sented by over a hundred of the farm­
ing and professional classes, including 
many municipal office-holders. There 
were many questions at the close; 
attention was keen, and interest in­
telligent and cordial.

Mr. Gaby, chief engineer of the 
Hydro Commission, read' a statement 
ef t£ie estimated cost of the proposed 
road thrip the townships to Bowman- 
vilie, of which maps were displayed, 
and of the estimated revenue.
Adam commented upon the assured 
success of the road, judging from the 
experience in the Hydro-Electric work, 
and the notable success of the London 
and Port Stanley line, a project which 
bad been declared by its opponents as 
a drunken sailor's plan, but which had 
prospered so that the , estimated 
revenue of the first year, $201,000, had 
been $281,000, rising in four years to 
half a million, with a clear surplus 
over all charges and extra mainten­
ance expenses of $37,000. Sir Adam 
insisted that the way to get business 
was to give service and lower rates. 
He pointed out how express rates are 
being raised by the railway board, ttiu* 
killing business, and read a letter from 
the General Electric Co., of which 
Senator Nicholls is the bead, appealing 
for the co-operation of the Hydro sys­
tem in protesting against the action 
of the railway board in raising the 
rates on Incandescent lamps from 90 
cents to $4.

Sir Adam was asked how soon the 
lines voted on would be built and be 
replied that they might have to ask his 
successor that question, as he was only 
there on 24 hours’ notice and could not 
guarantee what might be done, altho 
he was most anxious himself to pro­
ceed with the work. He proceeded to 
give a number of Instances in which 
his plans had been thwarted.
Trent Valley system, for example, he 

i had offered to take over for eight mil­
lion dollars odd, to be paid for with 
^ffour per cent, forty-year bonds.

The 
j estimates for the new radial provide 
for an hourly service from Bowman- 

: ville to Toronto, the running time 
being 66 minutes to the centre of the 
city, a loop having been arranged on 
Queen and Richmond from Church 
to York street. A ten-minute ser­
vice would also be run for the subur­
ban districts, and as there would be 
no , level crossings in Toronto 
trains would run into the city centre 
at 80 miles an hour. The time from 
Whitby would be 45 minutes. Pack­
age freight would be carried and the 
redials would make their own city 
deliveries. All service would be at 
cost and fruit and all kinds of farm 
produce would be handled.

Sir Adam detailed the two attempts 
that had been made to turn the Hy­
dro-Electric Commission into a pol­
itical machine by making it a gov­
ernment department. The success of 
the Hydro projects depended entirely, 
he said, on the municipalities retain­
ing sole control of what was their own 
venture and would eventually be their 
own property. The province had not 
Invested a penny in the system and 
was at no risk, the guarantee of the 
Hydro bonds being covered by the 

,whole of the property of the system.

In an address here today that he had 
been assured by the great powers that 
under tlie league or nations there 
would be a new International policy 
for the protection of Chinese Integrity.

The powers, said Mr. Wilson, had 
Japan’s promise to return Shantung to 
China and Intended to see that it was 
fulfilled under the league. He said he 
had asked colleagues at Versailles 
specifically whether they meant under 
the league to Inaugurate a new policy 
toward China and they told him they 
did.

Sir Oliver Lodge Gives Illustration 
Of Atomic Energy inOunce of Matter

Birmingham, England, Sept. 17.—Sir Oliver Lodge, ‘he eminent scient­
ist, in an address today at Midland Institute in connection with memorial 
ceremonies held on the occasion of the one hundredth anniversary .of the 
death of James Watt, Inventor of the .condensing steam engine, again 
touched upon the subject of atomic properties of matter.

Sir Oliver declared that the first utilization ot atomic properties of . 
matter was in wireless telephony. He added that It the atomic energy 
of an ounce of matter could be utilized It would be sufficient to raise tile 
German ships sunk In the Scapa Flow and pile them on top of the Scot­
tish mountains. He said, however, that he hoped the human race would 
not discover how to use this energy until It ‘had brains and morality 
enough to use It properly, because If the discovery were made before Its 
time and by the wrong people this planet would be unsafe.

Far from being detrimental 
China’s interests, declared Mr. Wilson, 
the treaty really was the first In the 
world's history to do something for 
China's benetU. In aU previous In­
stances of acquisition of Chinese ter­
ritory, he said, the United States had 
not even protested.

The president's declarations were re­
ceived with applause and cheers by 
the 1,600 women present àt the wom­
en’s luncheon, at which he spoke.
There were cries of “No, no," when he 
asked whether it would be wise to go 
to war over Shantung, 
other way he said, to secure the Im­
mediate return of the province to 
China- .

Mr. Wilson also discussed the Mon- 
doctrine, article 10, and the right 

of withdrawal from the league, re­
peating previous arguments against 
reservations on those points and de­
claring some of the changes proposed 
involved merely a question ot literary 
style.

Turning to the objection that Great 
Britain has six votes In the league as­
sembly, Mr. Wilson said it so hap­
pened that "our one vote would be 
able to remedy conditions that here-

O’onnor was not quite done with 
him, and retorted: "You can get us 
the information easily enough. It 
would be quite easy to find the hogs 
and call them by their pet names.’: In 
the end Mr. Fox promised to try and 
produce the required figures today. The 
commission tried hard to obtain from 
Mr. Fox the price of raw hides, and 
he had some considerable difficulty In 
making It understood that hides had 
to be salted or they would go bad— 

dû I they never sold raw hides. The com- 
mission thought that the salt and 
water would add to the weight of the 
hide, and therefore It would fetch a 
better price than when In the raw 
state. Mr. Fox thought not, and won 

U^K his point.
In the main the evidence given by 

Mr. Fox was uninteresting from a pub­
lic point of view. It had nearly all been 
heard before—It was a repetition of 
the evidence he gave In Ottawa before 
the high coat of living board some 
months back. The Davies Company, 
he aald, had a plant in Toronto and 
one In Montreal and they had about 
forty retail shops in Toronto and 
branches at various pointe thruout the 
province. They possessed only one 
cold storage plant and Seldom used 
plants owned by other packers.
Winnipeg plapt was a warehouse andl James 
partly cold storage. The reason why 
the firm gave up retail business In 
the west was because they lost money.
Since the war began the firm had ex­
tended the Toronto and Montreal 
plants to the cost of 6970,000.

No Combine.
Mr. Fox denied absolutely there was 

any arrangement or combination of 
packers to regulate prices in the pur­
chase of animals. They all worked In 
the same territory, but bought Inde­
pendently. He also declared the Davies 
Company had no connection, financial 
or otherwise, with the Union Stock 
Yards or any other stock yards. Ex­
plaining the higher prices placed on 
hogs at the packer»’ plant against the 
purchase price, Mr. Fox said that was 
accounted for by freight and shrinkage 
in thé animats on the way to the 
market.

At this Mr. O'Connor said he was 
not satisfied with the Henderson 
commission report into packers’ costs. 

f Mr. Fox Invited the commissioner to 
' see the Davies system and he thought 

he would be satisfied. In regard to the 
Davies retail shops Mr. Fox contend­
ed the prices charged In them were 
reasonable. They supplied them at one 
cent less per pound than to other re­
tailers. He said that 60 per cent, of 
their meat products was exported.
