She became a friend of
Madame de Rambouillet and the

Duchess de .Longueville. Then she be-
came. the wife of the impecunious and
elderly pcet Scarron. People crowded
her rooms, charmed by her figure, face
and conversation. .On some cccasions,
when they found more guests at their
tables than  were expected, the ' cook
would say, ‘“Madame, there is not
enough roast meat.”

“Never mind, set it on the table and
we will have scme extra conversation,”
madame “would reply, and her guests
forgot -thelr- appetites umder her wise
and witty conversation.

In 1660, when Louis JIV. married and
entered Panis, Madame Scarron saw
him_and fell in love with him at first
sight. It was six years later before
madame met him, when she went to
receive & pension from him, due thru
an ancestor. She lived some years
tonger omn ihis position, bestowing &
large part of 't in charities,

In 1670 the king was looking for &

tutcr for hls two children by Madame
de Montespan, and Madame Scarron
was approached with 4 view to become
their foster mother, The positicn was
not an hononable one, but the king
commanded her, - and in secre: she
brought up these two children, while
still-ccntinuing. her accustomed work,
in order to avoid suspicion and dis-
grace for the king and Marguise Mon-
tespan.

Her great grief over the death of one
of the children brought her affection-
fate nature and devotion to ‘the child-
ren to the king's notice, andy r;e, gave
her 100,000 francs and pressed his com-
pany upon-her, which she discouraged.
A ‘second gift of 150,000 francs was
given and she bought an estate at
Maintenon. She later ook the title of
Mme. de Maintenon, after Louis had
publicly greeted her as such.

‘Madame de Montespan wrongfully
thought . that Madame: de Maintenon
was trying to usurp her place at court,
and made much  unpleasantness m
her, Madame de Maintencn successful-
1y sought to have her charges legiti-
mized by parliament and they bea.me

princes.

In-1680 Madame de Montespan left
the ‘count_and Madame de Mgaintenon
was aurged to become her - suécessor.
She had ‘schooled "herself during' these
yeanrs into becoming - more  serious-
minded. . After very great thought
about -the turbulent, cohdltions-of ‘the
French éourt, she degided to do all’she
cowld - to- make the. life of the queen
happy. “Madame was vexed at the lax-
ity of the French priests towards the
‘king's . improper life  and : determined
to use her influence to bring Hfm to a
'better way -of llying.. She’ succeeded
in “bringing him ‘back to the gueen’s
side, and . after thequeen’s death she
became the king’s lawful .wife.

- Madame started-a - fund to provide for
poor dauxhtm of the mobility.: These
girls were. to be taken at the age 'of

educated at the:king’s expemnse, and
at the age of 21 to be presented with
£3000 and @ trousseau. /They were
trained to make good wives and house-
keepers, and received . religious train-
ing "as well as * instruction in the
arts,

She drew up-the plan for her school.
The sisters were not. to be regular
nuns, but later on they found the 80-
ciety. too: worldly and had to get nuns
for sisters. They were given. the rev-
enue of the Abbey of San Domique
and it was supplemented from the
king's purse. The girls were divided
into classes, designated by - various
colored ribbons. They were taught
standard French, music,” history,
dancing, cooking, laundry and dress-
making. Some assisted.in the infirm-
ary, some in the household, and others
repaired  -the - linen and- altar cloths.
Madame thus anticipated our mod-
ern courses "in .domestic- economy.

Madame held ‘the foundation of ‘all
morality to be religion. -She impress-
ed.‘upon the girls. that life' was defi-
clent and  happiness unattainable
without . .religion, She said - religion
ineed not impel them .to the life of the
clofster, but rather to go out among
the people a.md use their influence for
g0od. ' ¥iance) at that ‘timei was
irreligious. The bishops were mere so-
ciety men, appointed to their sees turu
family ' influence.

Her most famous pupil was the
sweet little Duchess 0f Burgundy, who
was sent to France at the age of 10
in order to be married to the Duke
of Burgundy at the age of 12, How
well madame succeeded is seen in the
encomiums passed upon the duke and
duchess by their contemporaries.
Madame de Bogan, as she was popu-
larly called, became a great iriend
and fuorlte of the king and Madame
de Maintencn. A't her illness and death

greatly mourned for her. She and lier
husband were supposed to have beea
polsoned by the infamous Duke of Or-
leans, in order ‘to remove them “from
his path of preferment. If this were
80, his:plans prospered, for after the
king’s death, he became the regent of
Fraincee. -

Madame’s ngrrlage with the king is
often regarded as the triumph of the
Rambouillet salon—the triumph of
good manners and good sense over the
vulgarity and ill-breeding of the time.

247.0 and milk 3.7 per cent.

Fewer, But Bigger,

The decrease in the number of establisi-
ments was principally due to the consolida-
tion or absorption of smaller ervameries
by lirger plants. ‘I'ne’ hand separatcs,
which enables the farmer to separate his
own créam, was a promineut factor in this
tendency to ceutralization, enabling easier
hauling and making it pessible for a single
creamery to obtain its supply from a wide
teiritory. As a result the larger plants in
which butter was manufagtured at less ex-
pense, gradually crowded out or a
swaller plgnts,

The total cost of materials Increas>d
over 31 per cent. 'There was a decrease off
121,707,811 pounds, or 1.4 per cent. in the
quantity of milk used in making butter and
un increase in the gquantity of cream of
384512513 pounds or 188.8 per cent. (oh-
dersed milk manufactured between the
cersrses of 1900 and 1905 inercased in quan-
tity 65 per cent., and iu cost 69.5 per cent.
The quautity of butter produced increased
over 26 per cent. and cheese over 12 HE
cent. Great Britain and Canada are the
chief forelgn markets for the preducts. Im-
pertation of cheese has shown a steady
groewth bLoth in gquaatity and value,

Flour and Grist Mills,

The statistics for flour and grist mill
products include only the returns of the
establishments engaged in merdbant mill-
ing. At the census of 1905 there were 10,-
051 merghant flour and grist mills fn the
United States; tota! capital, $265,117,434,
and they employed 389,110 wage-earners,pald
$19 822 196 in wages, consumed $619,971,161
worth of materials, and manufactured pro-
ducts to the value of $713,038,395,

These figures represent an increase of
over 8 per cent; in number of establish.
ments, 40 per cent. In eapital. and 42 per
ceut, in value of products.

Starch Buiiness Declines,

There are 81 establishments that report-
ed the manufacture of starch as thelr prin-

,He advocated more care in the handl-
ing of the. milk by the farmer, and
claimed that if this was forthcoming
the Canadian . cheese must advance
in price. If the farmers continued sell-
ing green cheese'an'd the exporters con-
tinued to“send green goods to the old
country ‘the reputation. of Canadiah
cheese would suffer materially. He
thought that the production of the aver-
age herd could be increased 2000 pounds

|over $30,000.000 to Canadian farmers. He
also thought that the home market
should receive more attention and not
be made a4 dumping ground for all the
culls,
